havo for long set us an example and the latest to throw in
its lot 18 the Herald nnd Presbyter, one of the brightest
and best in the United States. So near does its exporience
tally with our own that wegive an oxtract from the article
1in which 1t announces the change from the old eight pago
form :—

“ For more than a your we have been studying the
question : ¢ What is tho best form for a weekly religious
paport’ Wo foel that generous and increasing support
justiies us m giving, and entitlos our subscribers to re-
corve, the best paper wo can make both in matter and
form. With this issuo we present the conclusion to which
we have come. We began the study with a prejudice in
favor of the aight page form to which we were accustomed.
Wo tried to persuade oursolves that nothing was better.
Wo cowpared it with tho sixteen-page form, so common

among our exchanges, and proved its superiority. We
compared it with other forms just coming into use, and
thought we had proved it superior, also, to them, but close
attention to the papers which have adopted this convinces
us the smaller form has possibilities in the way of good
printing, prompt dolivery and onlargement when necessary,
which give it the advantage for our purposes over evory
othor formn. Our readers may not seo these advantages at
first, They aro familiar with the old forin and headings,
and know just where to find each department. We are
sure, however, that after a fow weeks, if not at tirst, all
will agreo that the new fori is an improvement upon the
old.”

Our readers will gee that in changing the form of Tue
2re3pYTERIAN RRVIEW wo are moving with the times,
meeting the demand for modern improvements, with the
sole object of providing a conveniently gotten-up paper
equal to the bost published in the interests of neighbouring
Churches. But we do not intend to rest on our oars. We
have much yet to do ere we approach our standard. As a
step in advance the number of pages will be shortly added
to and the form will be slightly enlarged.

The Vote on Saturday.

THE long bitter Sunday car campaign is now at an end,
and there remains but the vote, to be taken on Satur-
day. We have not failed to point out the importance of
that vote, on which so much depends. Should the friends
of Sunday cars be found with a majority, a blow will have
been given to our Sabbath, and to our moral practice as
well.  There can bo little doubt that a Sunday car service
will be bnt the forerunner of evils from which Toronto is
now comparatively free. It must be remembered that Sat-
urday’s vote will decide more questions than whether cars
shall be run on Sunday. It will decide whether the in-
fluences for good which happily have hitherto permeated the
community, in a marked degree, shall be weakened, whether
the Church will in the future, as she has done in the past,
be able to command the revercnce and attention of the
people, whether the public conscience will be further dead-
ened, and pormit of the accessories to Sunday cars which
have been their accompaniments, so far as we know, in
overy other city on this continent. These things are bound
up in the vote, and it behooves every right-thinking, law-
loving, Sabbath-loving citizen to be at his or her post on
Saturday to discharge a duty imperative on every voter.

It has been shown in these columns that about $00 men
are absolutely necessary for one day’s service, and that a
Sunday service would require that additional number of
men, or a continuous servico from the present employ-
ees of seven days a week. Tho figures may be elabor-
ated thus: 800 per day equals a total of 5,600 services
per week of seven dnys. At presont there are 4,800 ser-
vices per weck of six days. Will the Street Railway Com-
pany add S00 services per week by increasing the staff at
sn incroase of oncseventh in the cost, or will it place the
services on the men at prosont employed, giving them
practically soven days’ work for six days’pay. The hesitancy
in consenting to a binding agreement favours the latter
view, thus, tho labour question is raised in a very palpable
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wanner. But, oven should an additional ataff be emplbycd,
the Sabbath would be lost to tho men. By any systom of
rotation that might be adopted they would only got one
Sabbath in seven, with tho probability of that being en-
cronched upon in many cases. Two points are hore in-
volved: incroaso in the hours of labour; and depriving the
men of their Sabbath. The true frierds of the working
men are those who would relieve them of oxcessive hours
of labour, and who would stand between them and an as-
sault on their privilege of a quiot day of rest. The weak-
ness of the cause of labour in Toronto has beon that the
leaders and the rank and file have been botrayed time and
again hy pretended friends, Capital and labour are still
in conflict. With their experionce of the past can the
working men and woman of Toronto pin a simple faith
once again in capital? If so, they will be again deceived.
‘The natural ally of the working-man is the Church, and to
the Church they must, some day or other, come for co oper-
ation and support. The doctrinesand teachings of Christi-
anity know no class; the poor and heedy are the especinl
care of the ministers of the Gospel ; and the Sabbath Day
is one of the most powerful means in the hands of these
ministers for the inculcating of equitable, righteous rules of
life on mankind. No class in the community is so depend-
ent for comfort on the observance of Christian principles as
the labouring class, and now when thers is a real conflict
between sordid greed aad the moral, Christian forces, the
working-men ought to range themselves on the side of the
latter.

The community, as a whole, is deeply interested in
waintaining a quiet, orderly Sabbath. From a material
standpoint everything is to bo gained. The attempt to
show that the business interests of the city would be bene-
fitted by Sunday cars was an utter failure. Only one
speaker out of the many, at the meeting in the Pavilion,
tried to face the question, and ‘his arguments were lament-
ably weak. A few forcign commercial travellers, it was said,
grumb! ¢d because they had cither to walk from the station
to tlieir hotels, or take a cab, a distance of n few hundred
yards ; the other and final argument that more mouney
would go to the workingmen who would gladly work on
Sunday—an imputation utterly baseless, and which, if true,
would destroy the promise of the Company that only six
days work would be exacied. Even the lawyors of the
Company, who were paid for attending the meeting referred
to, did not attempt to show that the business community
would benefit by Sunday cars.  On the other hand, busi-
ness men, such as Mr. Hugh Blain, see a material danger
and loss in the deterioration of the Sabbath,

The Fresh Air cry liasalso been exploded. In a city
whose streets ave kept clean,whose boulevards are in-them.
selves parks and whose parks aro numerous and extensive,
tiio need of rest is greater than the need of & ride on a
trolley car. Those who are in a position to take advan-
tage of the distant parks should be enabled to do so ona
week duy ; there lies the true solution of the Fresh Air
demand. Let capital concede it and the working classes
will bo truly benefitted.

The question of religion as well as of humanity has to be
considered. It will indeed bo & blue day when the obliga-
tions of religion, our duty to God, arc repudiated. The
Sabbath Day is the day of public woiship, and whatever
may bo its source or histary, whether it be an exclusively
Jewish institution or not, the public worship of God on
the Lord’s Day isan obligation of most vital importance.
Thero is but one course open to enlightened  citizens, let

thom seo to it that it bo adopted on Saturday, and that is,
to vote agninst Sunday cars and so preserve our Sabbath,
which is the romark and pride of tho continent, as it
now is,

Religious Persecution.

TTENTION is being called in the Montroal pross to
what must bo admitted to be an instance of cruel
parsecution of Protestants at Sorel, P.Q. A man named
Joseph Gendreau has been in thoe habit of discussing religion
from the Baptist standpoint with his neighbours who are
Roman Catholics. He was charged with rioting, and al-
though the evidenco proved that it was he who was insult-
ed and maltreated by the crowd, he was fined by the
Recorder. Tollowing on this the missionaries of the
Protestant mission have been subject to the insults of the
people, and tho anathemas of tho local clergy. Recontly
from the pulpit the curo of Sorel warned his hearers against
the ‘“ teachings of the apostates whom Sovél has tho misfor-
tuno to count in its midst this last couple of months.
These birds of prey who seek to destroy the faith of our
children, spread throughout tho town an unhealthy lit-
erature, in which the Church, the Roman Catholic religion,
the priests, tho confession, the Sacrawments are insulted and
scorned, and it is timo that an end be put to all this, It
is time that these miscreants cease insultinrg everything
that the population holds most dear. Lot us kick
out theso dectestable impostors, these men without
heart, who have denied fhe faith of their_
fathers, trampled under foot the promises of thoir
baptism, and who flaunt their odious apostacy through the
streets of the city, seeking to mako victims, to wrest from
the arms of the Church in order to thirow into the armns of
apostacy and irreligion a youth imbued with pure and
healthy ideas imbibed at the knees of Christian fathers and
mothers and in our houses of education. The presence of
these people in Sorel is worse than the “ Mouche des
Cornes,” and it is necessary to have immediate recourse to
the most energetic means te rid the population therefrom.
Let all those who have heart and energy give a hand to this
end.” These uttevances arc simply intolerable, and their
effect has been shown in popular demonstration against the
miszionaries. The civil authorities certainly ought to
interfere,

Divorce  Discussing the increase in cages of divorce in
Statistics. the United States, which has been truly alarm-
ing, the Congregationalist has the following : “ It is a well
known fact that divorces, taking the country as a swhole,
from 1866 to 1886, increased 157 per cont., although the
population increased only 60 per cent. it seems clear that
the real causes of the trouble are to be sought in two dirce-
tions: first, the development of the great factory systew,
with its equally elaborate attendant system of exchange
and transportation, has been making the home less promg
nent in the lives of men and women ; second, the struggle
for individual liberty during the past century has weak-
ened somewhat the feeling of duty toward the community
and has caused marringe to be regarded as a merely private
arrangement, almost unendurable if it does not bring hap
piness with it. We are evidently, in this respect, in a
transition state. Some day, perhaps, the interests of the
community will be consulted in warriage alliances just as
family interests once were.”

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Home Mission Fund.

Tuefollowing circular has been issued by
Dr. Cochrano, Convenor of the Howme Mis.
sion Committeo(wustern section) to tho vari-
ous Jrosbyterics of tho scction :—The
amount required for tho present year from
the Prosbyteries of the bhm‘ch for Home
Missions is $48,000, and for Augmentation,
$31,000. This calculation is based upon the
grants madvlast March, which in Mission
work are considerably in.advanco of former
yoars, on account of tho incroasing olaims of
new fields of tho Northwest aml British Col-
umbia, and the continuous supply of Mission
stations, which the summer session in Mani-.
toba Collego now cnables tho committee to

ive. The roport presented to the Genoral

ssembly last Juno contains the names of
342 mission fields and 990 preaching stations
under tho care of tho Committee. with an
averago Sabbath attendanco of 35,171 and
13,647 communicants, Theso stations con-
tributed last year towards the support of
ordinances, the sum of §63,553.33, besides
in many cusos,buildin% churches and manses
and are giving, not only to the utmost of
their ability, but in most cases far beyond
many of the membera of our wenlthiest city
congrogations.

The North-West Territories continue to
sppeal for additional missionaries to over-
take the spiritual destitution that necessar-
ily provails inmany of the mnewly settled
d(snricus. Eveory year mission stations in
the North-West aro becoming -egularly or-
Puized and augmented cong:egations, are
)y degree becoming self-sustaining.  But
as thess are removed from the list, other
ticlds in great numbers are « pening up for
missionary effort. The emigration to Mani-
toba and the North-West during the pres.
ent year greatly oxceeds that of the past,
and unless the revenue of the Committee is
very largely increased the supply of laborers
must fall very far short of the demand.

Brilish Columbia hasnow four Presbyter-
ics and a Synod, with 48 mission ficlds, 168
preaching stations, five augmented and seven
self sustaining congregations The progress
in this Province has been most gratifying
during the past six years, and the Commit-
tec hopo that, ns heretofore, thoy will bhe
able to render generous aid to our mission-
aries in that distant fiold, and encourago the
Synod uewly formed in giving the gospel to
Presbyteriau settlers and others destitute of
the means of grace.

In the older Provinces of Quebee and On-
tario among the Protestants sparscly scat-
tered in  Roman Catholic communities,
among the luwbermen of the Ottawa Valley
and in the Algoma and Muskoka region
Home Mission work is being prosceuted with
ronowed zenl, deserving the sympathy and
liberality of the Church at large.

Thero are at present 147 charges assisted
by the Augmentation Fund. ‘Che contribu-
tions of congregations for years past, as is
well-known, have on an average been St 000
less than the sum required. %}nlcss. there.
fore, there is a considerable increase in the
contributions to the Fuud, the Committce
must not only reduco present grants, but
hesitato to put new oneson the list. To
contemplato a reduction of the small stip-
ends paid our wministerasis painful, and can
casily be provented by more liberal contri-
butions to a fund that has proved so helpful
in the past.  The best evidenco of the value
ofthe Augmentation Scheme is that the
Prosbytenies, who sco most of its workiug,
givemoro liberally for its support.

1t was with extremo regrot that tho Com-
mittee in May last were compelled to reduce
tho grants. In most cases they have reason
to believo that tho delicit was made up to
the brethren in augmented congregations.
Itis to be hoped, however, that this year
congregations will,by their greater liberality
to the fund, enable the committee to pay at
onceand in full,,

In October, a large nmount has tobe bor-
rowed to pay the claims of Home Missionar-
icsand Augmented Congregutions, It is
therofore desirable that congregations and
missionaty socictics should forward their
contributions at the carliest possibic date,
and thus roduco to some oxtent tho iuterzst
that is paid.

They will closo
with his meoting in Cornwall on the 28th
inst. Ho will then hold meetings for tho
following six days under thoe auspices of thoe
Presbytery of Montreal. After a meeting
in Quobec on Sept. 4th, he leaves for Nova
Scotin. The Forcign Mission Committcs
(Lastorn Section), is engnged in an cffort to
freo their Fund from the debt which has
burdened it for some time, and he has very
gonerously offored his aid for two weeks to
nssist them in tho cffort. After a few days
in New York ho then purposes to eail for
Britain, where a scrics of meetings have been
arranged for him, beginningabout Oct. 15th,

Ruv, Joun StrRLE, B.A., of Swatow,
gives somo impressions of China in n lotter
in the August Messenger of the English
Preshyternian Church, Writing from Jam.
tsen, where ho 13 learning the langunge, he
says: *‘Here there is a tlourishing church
under a Chinese minister educated in our
schnols and college, and duly licensed and
ordained. Ho is a fino young fellow, aud
atruly godly mun, and among the congro-
gation aro somio Christians who would put
to shame many of our hiome people. On an
island in the bay a mission is conducted by
a man sent out by the native churchesround
here for that special work. This church not
only calls its minister, but supports him too,
80 that it is in all respects on a footing with
our home churches. The united congre-
gations of three neighbouring towns have
called another man, tae present college tutor
in Swatow, and he will be ordained in spring
(D.V.) This is but a hurried glimpsc at
some of the work, but there is much more in
tho samo strain.  God is giving the blessing
very abundantly, and He is alio giving us
many opportunities of work, Wo thank Him
und press forward, knowing that His stores
of grace ure boundless.”

In tho lnst weeksof 1891 a Moravian mis.
sion was planted in North Quecusland
amongst the aborigines—treacherouns, dis-
trustful savages, Already the devoted littlo
band of workers, two missionaries and their
wives, are giving thanks for hopeful signs of

vickening rouns about them, Idle, wild,
tighting, naked cannibals—so the natives at
the station of Mapoon were at Christmas,
1891. The miesionaries, in & few months,
won thoconfidence of the people. Blond.
shed has ceased ; the savages are beginnin
to work ; they are acquiring a knowledge o
Christian truth, whicn is making way into
their hearts, though there scomed no ({oor of
entrance when the missionaries first appenr-
ed. The blacks haie no notion of a Creator
of the world or o God who made them, The
missionaries must use broken Inglish inter-
spersed with native words to make thoe way
of salvation clenr. Pictures and signs aro
brought in as helps. ‘The necessity of re-
generation isinsisted on in various terms—
e.g., *“ Tho bad man must come out beforo
the good man can go in,” or ‘‘Wo must
have a new heart—the Lord Jesus gives
that.” Heaven is described as the ‘¢ House
above thero.” Of ‘‘homie” these wanderers
have little conception as yot beyond what
they have learnt by what they sec of the
happy, godly life in the pleasant mission-
house. Last Christmas Day, *“‘after dark,”
writes onc of tho missionaries, * tho boys
came tothe mission-house for singing and to
look at pictures, Wo encourage their com-
ing in the evening, and,as a ru'e,I give them
a short Scripture lesson, and then sing to
them hymr s tending to explain tho lesson,
They are very much taken with *Jesus in
the boat,’ as they call the hymn * Master,
the tempest is raging,’ with its refrain—
¢ The wind and waves shall obey My will.’
¢ \Vill you meet me at the fountain?' iy an-
other favourite. That Sunday evening they
were moro than usually impressed. Present-
ly I asked them, ¢ Now, who are going to
belong to Jesus? The impulsive Treacle,
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{an orphan Jad) wasat once ready to assent.
So was anothor boy nained Harry, and also
abonny-faced child, likowiso called Harry,
Thoy all said ¢ Mo, Master! Mo, Master !
Tho othera, a round dozen, declined to com
mit themsolves, but theso little follows
atuck to their guns, declaring they would bo
Jesus’ boys.,” ~ The brethren fondly hope
that these young hrarts are Christ’s, and
that rich blessing will soon come to tho mis
sion,

Dg, Satvtiies, of Zaunzibar, in a letter to
the Universitiea’ mission for Central Africa,
describes a remarkable incident in the cap-
turo of slave dhows by H. M. 8. Philomel
whilo ho was ¢n route for Chitangali. He
says (writing on May 7): ** While we wero
at lunch tho exciting news was brought,
¢ Dhow has been beavded and is full up with
slaves,' It turued out to bo an interesting
captuie, rather owt of the common, and it
waa o great ploasuro to sce the happincas of
the poor people when they understood, as
they now did, that they were amongst
friends. The dhow wasnot Jarge, but forty.
two slaves were found crowded on bonard,
besidesn crew of six men and cloven tradors,
including the ownor of the dhow. 'The
slaves were mostly adults. 1 noticed one
littlo girl and ono baby in its mother’s arms,
The mother was very wenk, and when one
of tho sailors took her baby to help her on
board the boat she began to cry, Eut soon
understood it was only to help her.”

Tue Mid Continent reports that Dr, Jack.
son ‘‘has been doing some excellent work
in breaking up tho whiskey traflic with the
natives. Ho found thirty barrols of tho
stuff o1 n whaling fleet, and had tho satis-
faction of emptying it all into the eca. o
have henrd of putting water into whiskoy,
but reciprocity is good, and turning the
whiskey into watery depths is only fair,yes,
much better. Would that hiy power of pro-
tecting poor natives might vxtend to other
parts of the country. Another bit of his

ood work has been his success in introduc-
1ng o new lino of animal foud for the peo-
ple.” Tho destruction of the whale and
walrusby whalers who care only for the
bone and ivory tusks.—killing the aninals
used by the natives for fomE has reduced
many to starvation. Dr. Juckson has al.
ready successfully intrcduced 160 reindcer
from Siberia into Alaska for the sake of
these starving people. “ Experienced ljord-
ers have been brought to teach the natives
how to take care of thoanimals,” Therein-
deer scrves all the purposes of food and
clothing. For the Iatter its furis indispen.
sable ; 1t furnishes milk and meat ; its horns
are manufactured into needles, houschold
utensils, sled runners, Quantities of nioss
grow upder the snow which is tho only food
needed for theso animals. An Alaskan
+iristian refused a job because he would be
required to work on Sunday.

Tur Presbyterians of the United States
aro trying to raiso during tho current ye .r
81,200,000 for foreign missions, Thu re
ceipts for their Home Mission work last
year, including all that was given for work
among the Freed-men, extended even be-
yond§l,000.000. All tho missionary act.
ivitics of thnt communion are represented
in the onc missionary magazine called ** The
Church at Home and Abroad,” Whose aver-
age monthly circulntion is about twenty.
vne thoueand. Some other denominatione,
notably the Congregational, might well take
a leszon as to the best way of presenting
missionary information to their constituents.
One thorou%hly good 1magazine like *“Tho
Church at Home and Abroad ” is far better
than half & dozen inferior ones which fow
people care to read. Tho work is divided
mto two parts—the *‘Inficld” and the
‘“ Qutficld.” Ontho * Inficld " aro provided
the resources which arcuged on tho * Qut-
ficld.” Fifty six new missionaries were sent
cut last year. The Preshyterian Board now
has at their posts 623 missionarics, and 1,647
native workers, of whom 187 are ordained.
The Chairman _of the General Assembly’s
Committee nn Foreign Missions is tho Rov.
Dr. Herrick Johnson, of Chicago, and no
better man for that responsible position
could be found in the Church.

Thoe Karmarker Incident.

Editor of TZ PRESIVTRRIAN RRVIRW,
Sir,—It is manifeat that the Chrisiian
Endeavourors havo not tho spirit of martyrs.
Had thoy posscased a fraction of that spirit
*hey would not have made tho shameful exhi-
bition of thewmselves of which thoe Iate Conven:
tion in Montroal was the scons, That exhibi
tion was ono of such cowardly unfaithfulness
to tha truth as must have filled the breast of
ovory fricnd of tho truth with a scnse of
minglod shame and indignation. It is mani-
fest that tho Church has not much to hope for
from tho Christian Eudeavour as long as it
in possessod of its presont spirit.  Only when
it has psinfully and publicly purged itself
from its Montrcal crimo, only when it has
humbled itself bofore High Heaven by confes-
sfon, fastivg and prayer, only when it has
dono so can it bo restored to tho confidence of
the Church as a substautisl aid to the truth.
Till it has dono so it can only bo regarded as
a moans of affording amusewent to its mem-
bers partly in the shapo of expensive trins
whic{:uam mostly to tho profit of the R. R.
and other carrying companiss. To every
truly Christian person or corporation tho
main interest is tho truth. To that every
Christian and company of Christiana muat bo
propared to sacrilice overything. That i1
thetr vory raison d'etre. Apart from that
thay aro worth nothing, and however impos-
ing their pretonsion may be it i3 nothing but
holluwness and falsity. Such is the position
in which tho Christian Endcavour Association
has placoed itsolf by its action at its Montreal
convention. It had a magnificont opportun-
ity afforded it of testifying for tho truth, and
to that opportunity it proved recreant. The
opportunity was all the moro marked in that
it was afforded by a very special providence.
If th public prints aro correct tho romark of
the brother fromn India that occasioned offence
was unspoken aund only by inadvertonce was
given publicity. Its a[l)pcarancc in any way
would have been a challenge to tho associa-
tion to stand by the truth. Its appearauce
in ths way was a vory special challengo.
Having, in the providence of God, in spite of
precautions, tisde its ap‘»oaraucc, it afforded
a vory loud call upan tho Convention to bo
true to Him whoso truth it koows issacrificed
by the Church of Rome. 1 do not think that
in tho first instanco there was any call upon
the Convention to mako part of its programmeo
» protest against Romish crror. In the first
instance, in my humble opinion, it would
havo been entirely justified in confining itsell
to a feithful prescutation of its own views of
truth. DBut when and iuso markedly a provi-
dontial way Romish ormror was brought to
the front, the Convention was bonnd
by avery consideration that is sicred to
a truo man to take its stand on the side of
truth, and leavo tho consoquences to God.
And in thoir not doing so, it may be, and 1
havo cvery confilenco in averring that it was
0, that they deprived the groat Author and
Vindicator of the trath of an opportunity of
strikangly, it might have boen gloriously,

His ‘Yosilion as hicad of tho movement
nocossitates that, and onv cannat but spec-
ulato vpon how he canie to makeso glar.
ing a departuro from the path of Christisn
intogrily. May it not be that to use a Serip-
ture oxpresston, his hirart was lifted upin
him by the ovation he reoeived in Australia,
India, Japan.and all the world round,and that
ho was just in a fit condition for a humbling.
11 20, ho has received it with a vengeanne,
}io hiza been huwbled beforo the whola Chris-
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tian world; humbled by being cast down
from the lofty podestal ho ocoupied as the
originator of tho groat movoment, into the miro
of horriblo unfaithfulnoss to tho truth, which
I havo nodoubt it ishis continual prayer and
cffortand delight to advanco; a humilation that
must bo all the more aggravating to him
whon he coutrasts his suave utterances in
Montreal with regard to the man of sin, with
somo that no doubt ho has made irom his own
pul{:it when ho could do it with all safety,
without running the risk of getting his hoead
broken by a slono from the haud of an irate
Romanist mob, affording in its howlings and
its cruolty a singularly atriking, fair and in-
telligible manifestation of the boneficent and
seriptural nature of tho spirit by which the
Church is animated, to which it belongs,
and an irrefragable proof of the correctness of
the Indian gentleman’s remark that the
bottle is tho same only it has another label on.

Profesgsor Campbell's Case.

Editor of Ti1k PRESBYTERIAN EVIRW.

Sir,—My attention has been called to the
recent action of tho Assembly in the matter
of Prof. Campbell. That action was so new
tome that T am ata loss toaccount for the
I:rinciple on which it was taken. Would you

indly inform your readers by what princi-
prleof our Coustitution that case claimed
and received, at that time, recoguition from
tho highest court of our Church?  As Pres.
byterians, our syatem was supposed to con-
sist of a gradatinn of Courts, cach character-
ized by its peculiar work aud rules of pro-
cedure and regulations, prescribing the man-
nerof mutual intercourse, thus guarding
against illegal interferenceand protectin
agaiost tho assumption of unconstitutiona
power. Such is supfosed to bo the spirit of
our ** Blue Book.” 1t bars overy court
agninst interferenco with others, beyond the
hines of our Coustitution.

I haveo understood that it was through tho

action of the Presbytery of Maitland that
the matter reached the Assembly, but how
that Presbytery came to meddle in the caso
at all, or the Assembly to take it up in any
form at tho stage at which it has arrived, 1
confess hasawnkened much surprise, and all
thomcre as it is supposed that the Commit-
tee on Billsand Overtures had been appoint-
cd and were doing their work. Neitaer the
Preabytery of Maitland nor the Assembly
bad, at this time, the smallest right to take
any official notico of the caseof the Pro.
fessor, and nothing had transpired to war--
rant tho interference ot any court with tho
Presbytery of Montreal, under whese sole
cognirance tho error stood. if crror existed,
and at that timo the fact of crror romaiced
to bo proved. \Whether tho action of the
Proshytery of Montrail was known to the
Maitland brethren or not does not altor the
caso, as thoy had tho ** Bluo Book » which
made it cloar, that they, as a Presbytery,
had nothing todo in tho matter. at loast,
at that stage. OUnstrict rule, tho overturo
mx;:iht to have boen stopped in transitu by the
Bills Committee, as its trausmission was, in
Inw, ultra vires. On theas principles, thoe
discussion held was altogether irregular.
I underatand anything about Presabytorial
rule, it barg even the highest court, when
inferior courts are, cspecially in matters of
discipline,ncting legally and faithfully ; and
to over-ride not only tho Presbytery of Mon-
troal, but tho Synoti of which itisa Prosby-
tery, wasa atretch of poworunknown to our
Constitution. Competency  presupposes
that a matter ¢o be discnased i goga\ly be-
fore the court and that in its discussion all
the righta of otlicr courts ars conserved. No
onurt can proprio moln establish competency
of discusgion whero thic subjoct to be discus-
xod is beyond its legal right, and to do =0 is
a violation of Proshyterial order, and surely
thchl’mfeuor‘s caxc was  boyond -thair logal
right.

The discussion, of which the Church has
heard so much, originated in the mistake of
tlio Assombly in voting that to bo competent
which invoived anillegal act of an inforior
court and an intorferenco with the just
rights of the Presbytery ot Montreal, and
its evil offeot was to divido for tho time the
mombers of Assembly prematurcly, on a
subject on which at a future time they might
bo called to sit a8 judges. By this prac-
tical pro-jud inF, injustico was dono to Pro.
fessor Campﬁol , whose case could not, in
any way, he logally bofore the court. If the
higher court has power to cstablish compet-
oncy on a subject not legally before them,
what sccurity oxists against ccclosiastical
partizanship? Perhaps you may find leisuro
to set before your readers and subscribers
tho ground of the A«sembly’s action, avd re-
licve the anxiety of
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Brantford Young Liadies' College.

Ix another cclumn our readers will find
the announcement for the ro-opening of the
Brantford Young Ladies’ Collego, on Sop-
tember 6th. 1t 18 scarcely nccessary for us
to say anything on bohalf of an institution
so long identified with our Church, and so
woll and favorably known by the ministers
ard elders.
