TRUTH'S MUSINGS.

They have cml dawage laws in a
number of the States, under the pro-
visions of which the wives or other mem-
bers of a drunkard's family, can sue for
and recover damages of the liquor seller
for loss of time or support sustained
through drunkennecss. Recontly a Mrs,
Bixley, of Burlington, Vermont, sued a
liquor seller, under the civil damage law
of that State. Her husband bought liquor
of him, became intoxicated, and was
drowned while in that condition. She
was awarded $380 by the court.

A local paper venturos the remark that
it scems like a ridiculously small sum for
a husband, but nodoubt it waswore than
he was worth. There is a painful sar-
casm in a remark like that. It may
be quite true enough that Bixley, if a con-
firmed drunkard, was intrinsically worth
little to his wife as a bread winner, and
worth less yet on the scorc of companion-
ship. Thereare thousands of women to-
day with drunken husbands who would
be well rid of them on any torme, and
from an actual business point of view
a court would be hardly justified in
awarding ten cents actual damages for
their Joss. But would it have been so
but for the results of the drink traflic?
In many, many, cascs it certainly would
not. Heaven only knows tho actual loas
in all that makes the hume desirablo sus-
tain:d hy many a wifo because of the
tippling habits of tho husband,

Thao Germans arein veory Iarge numbers
in Qh'o av well, and thero the ** German
Sunday” is fast taking tho place of the
or hodox  Christian Sunday.  Only Isat
Sundsy it was announced thata grand
Lase ball match would tako place at Lol-
ymbus,andovertwothousand visitors pour-

¢d in from the surrounding country dur-
ing the day to witness tho sport. It ap-
pears to havo beon about the tirat of the
kind, and some citizens wishing to nip the
evil in the bud, appealed to tho Mayor to
uso his suthority to stop it. ‘The Mayor
declared himsclf powerless, as tho law
8tands, and if he is of tho averago stamp
of the politician mayor class it is quite
likoly ho would not havo used his power
anyway. Probably tho Mayor who would
undertako to do so would find himself far
behind in tho next election contest. The
system of univorsal suffrage, and of elec-
tive ofticera to adminaster tho law, may
sound very fair and very well, but to say
the least of it, it hasits serious disadvan-
tages in the great cities whero tho uncdu-
cated foreign citizens often ontnumbertho
moro educated, and more moral citizons
of native birth. The future of the great
Amecrican cities, with their large propor-
tion of foreign voters, does not presenta
very cheerful prospect.

The financial panic in Noew York is
over agam and business 18 goiug on about
ag before. 1t ia said that tho lusses wero
nearly all amwong tho ‘‘wild cat” stock
gamblers and jobbers, Stock dealing
with many, both at Now York and Chi-
cago, has become littlo clso than gambl-
jhg ona large scale, with stakes so high
that somchody must lose so heavily that
ruin is sure to follow at sometime. Spee-
ulatora stake their entire fortuucs in pur-
chases, hoping by a happy hit to creato a
“‘corner’’ and thus raiso or lower tho price
of stccks 80 as to make large gain. Qf
courso it frequently happens that tho
biter is bitten. It is said that the official
financial statements go to show that the
banks aund broker's firms that recently
failed in New York had a combined capi-
tal of about seven million dollars, whilo
their liabilities amounted to something
like fifty-seven millions. Such figures
ahow, on the very faze of them, what
recklessness there must have been in their
business transactions.

In reference to the English cotton trade
it is said that of the goods manufactured
there 1,131,240 bales went into homo con-
sumption in tho country, and 2,534,760
bales wore cxported. The average quan.
tity consumed by each person, of tho en-
tirc population was about twelve pounds,
The average quantity sent from England
to the Weat Indies was cqual to onc and
three-quarters pounds per head of the
population, and to China aud Japan about
ono quarter of a pound. The quantity
cstimated consumeod in Europe averaged
aix pounds per head, and in tho United
States it was about the same. The
averago in Canada has always been con-
sidoradbly less, as in this couniry woollen
goods arc much moro gonerally used for
clothing, becauze of the greater acverity
of our climato,

In regard to the sources of fature sup-
ply of the great article of goneral uso

thero is now agood deal of speculation.
Timo was when the Southern States woro
tho great fields for a very large proportion
of the wholo cotten production of the
world, and that very fact led the people
to much over rato their importance, and
had something to do with the considera.
tions bringing about the Great Rebellion,
“Cotton is King,” was & popular saying
among them; *‘the British people must
have our cotton and their solf interest will
prompt them to throw theirinfluenco with
us in tho great contost.” But that day is
past. Indin now supplies the cotton
mills of England with much of ita raw
materinl and as it takes in payment so
much of tho manufactured article, it is a
very desirable oustomer to deal with. The
Soudan is said to have ono of tho finest
climatesin the world for cotton raising
and a good 8oil for tho purpose. Tt docs
not produce much now, for expsrt bo.
causo of tho want of a better and more
stable govornment for the country, and
for want of lictter transportation facili-
tics. Jtmay turn out, in tho order of
Providence, th.t both theso wants will
bo mot as the necessary outcomo of tho
present “Egyptian difficulty,” and that
an All Wise Hand may 80 order it that
English possession and rule of the coun-
try will be tho inevitablo. 1f this proves
the case Central Africa may soon become
ono of tho grandest cotton fields of tho
world.

The recent revelations in connection
with tho crime of Newbold, alias Neville
is additional painful evidence of how
hightly many women are inclined to rush
into matrircony. The criminal is cvident-
ly a worthless fascinating rascal, without
character and without property, and yet
he mansged to get at least_nine respect-
ablo young women to marry him in a
fow years. Of course not one of them
had taken very much pains to onquire into
the man's charactor or ant- cedents, and
in most cases the confiding girls had been
acquainted with him but a fow wecks at
most. Tho man's penitentiary and gaol
record could havo been easily ascortained
had much enquiry been made, but
not one of thounfortunate victims appears
4o have attempted such an cnquiry as any
femalo should who is about to placo her
happiness for life in a man's keeping. It
is tho old atory of woman's over-confidence
and want of caution in the most import-
ant event in life, and the old story, too,
of tho willingmess of too wany rascals in
malo form to dlight for life the happiness
of others to satirfy their own momentary
passion, Surely the many instances of
bigamy brought to light during the past
fow wecks ought to be a waming to all
interested.  TRUTH wonders that the pul-
pit docs not more frequently raise a warn.
ing voice to patents and to children against
tho dangers there appear to be of becon-
ing victims to misplaced confidenco.

Thanks tothe the yeod luck of an
available adjoining roof, and to the pluck
of a fow gallant men, that it did not vecus.,
Thanks, too, to the presenco of mind of
tho girls themselves. Littlo thauhs to
the architects and the owners of the great
building.  The lesson should not ho Jost.
A single day should nut beallowed to pary
unnecossarily beforo the large lmildings
in Toronto, and clsowhero in the country,
should be amply supplied withfiro cscapys
No ono can predict whero or when the
next accident may cccur, but every laud
able cffort should bo made to bo prepared
for it.

Sir Richard Cartwright is u high suthor
ity on matters of financo and has =
reputation for finding out, for himnsolf per
sonally, much more about details and
figures in connection with his particular
Departmont than probably any other
gontleman who has filled the office «f
Financo Minister sinco tho Dominion hal
an cxistence, as such. Ho is pretty
careful of his reputation, too, in regard
to tho correctness of the figures he us.
ually gives. In his Opora Houso speech
last wook Sir Richard stated that since
Confederation the poople of this country
havo paid in custons and excise tax.s the
onormous sum of three hundred and
thirty million dollars, and to have in
curred dabts to the amount of two han-
dred and twenty two million dollars
bosides. Theso figures look enurmous
for a mero handful of peoplo—four and
a half millions including the aborigines.
Wo certainly have a good deal to show
for it all, in tho way of canuls, railways,
and other public works and public build.
ings. It is just possiblo that it may yot
appear better for tho intercats of tho
country had the people shuwed a good
deal more disposition to kick pretty vig-
orously against increase of taxation, and
increase of dobt at the same time. Thero
aro worse evils in a country than largo
debtsand higl taxation but yet these «re
evils to bo avoided if pmcticablo. Ac-
cording to Sir Richard we commenced ut
Confederation, in 1867 with a population
of 3,375,000 and a yearly expendituro r*
£13,500,000, and in 1831 with a popula-
tion of something lers than fourand a
half millions tho yearly expondituro hav-
ing reached £31,000,000, being overseven
dollars per head of tho populaticn.
Thero are, however, very satialactory ax
planations for a very considerable part,
at least, of all this incroase. Sir Rich.
ard must not forget thiat thero was no
amall increass in his time, though he is
stout in the denial that ho was responai,
blo for it.

Thero is & conatant demand for femalo
domestic servants, and a constant outery
bocauso of thoir acarcity, All this timo
thoro are thousands of girls and womon
who aro in want of omployment but
tho fact is thoy aro nut willing to ac-
copt employment of tho class thatis neod-
od. Many aro much inclined to complain
about this stato of things anda good many
loctures aro given to fomales of this class
to show how much bettor, and healthier,
and wiser it would bo for them to look
for omploymont whore it can always be
found, rathor than to seck it in those lines
of industry nearly always overcrowded.
Theroe aro a good many things to bo said
on both sides of this question. Theavor-
ago servant girl may bo woll fed and well
paid, but her position in by far too many
cases is about as undesirabloa ono ns thero
is in our wholo social system. Long hours
are hors, both early and late. She is not
oxpocted to woary when sl others are
tired and scck rest. Sho is not expected
to have a will or desire of her own, and

above all things not a temper, thoe herit-
ago of nll woman-kind. She isnot expect-
ed to have any social longings. Usuvally
sho is but the onc of hier classin the houso
and is expected to find all hor onjoyment
in the kitchen, generally tho most un-
pleasant and out-of-the-way apartment
in the whole house, or ¢lso in her own
small room, frequently the mast baro and
dingy room in the wholo house. Where
and how can girls, with all tho feclings
and desires of the rest of us, find the
means of making life pleasant and happy
under such circumstances? How would
10¢ enjoy ourselves if situated in exactly
the same way? How endurable would
lifo be to us, if without much education,
and without time and opportunities to
read, without any pleasant home associat-
ions, without any home companions, with-
out any hours at your own command, weo
found our unceasing round of Quty,
year in and year out, around a hot stove,
in the stuffy atmosphero of tho kitchen,
or in the task of cleaning disordered rovms
and such liko things 1 The lives of thoso
so much needed to mako our own comfor-
table, ought to be mado as comfortable
and as ploasant as they well can be.
Dear reader, thero is a protty fino scopo
for some real Christian work for all of us
in this particular matter. Tho Christizns
who aspiro to do something towards add-
ing to tho happincss of mankind can of-
ten find a fincr mission field among the
inhabitants uf tho back kitchen than
among thoie of heathendom, Bubthen, it
i3 not near go iuspiring to most of us to
think of a mission g0 near our own back
doors, and among those with whom wo
are 30 familiar, or it may be among thoso
with whommwo don't want to bo familiar:

The Chincso have n good many singu.
lar notions of their own, but in somo of
them thoy show a vast amount of good
scnse. It is said to Lo the ~nstom, with
somo at least, in China to pay their doc-
tors atated amounts  per week 30 long as
they romain well but to cut off all pay-
ment for such times az they may bo sick.
Tho cffect of all thisis, of course, to on-
courage doctors to tryall their skill in ap-
plying the ounco of preventivo rather
than the pound of cure, Medical acienco
iz of great valuo to tho hunan race in cur-
ing tho many discascs which flesh is

heir to, but its greatest advantage ought
to bo in searching out the hidden causcs
of diseases and applying the romedies just
there. oo many medical men pay, ap-
parently, little attention to removing tho
causo of sickness; thoy deal rather with
itscffects, 1t can hardly bo becauso tho
lattor method pays much the best.

Gen. Grant is evidently still ono of tho
most popular men in tho United Statos.
Evor sinco tho days when he led on the
Northern soldiors to tho victories that
crushed out the Great Rebellion Gen,
Grant has been the pet of the nation. 1,
was on the wave of that popularity that
he was so triumphantly olected Presidont.
Ho had nevor given any provious know-
ledgo or skill of atatesmaunship, nor has he
ever dono so since. Ho was as Presidont,
probably one of the most pliable tools in
the hands of scheming and designing poli-
ticians that cever occupied that prominent
position, and yet how ho continued to re-
tain his popularity with the people! There
are still thousands and thousands who
would gladly work hard for his election
for a third term, Now that ho has fallen
into finuncial misfortunes how public
sympathy again manifests itself in his
favour! Within a few days a measure
was ruoshed through Congress without
hardly a dissenting voice placing him on the
“rotired list” of oflicers, with an allowance
of §19,00) a year. Thero was scarcely a
voico raiscd against it, and if it hag been,
it would not have boen listened to with a
momenY’s patience. Many men of wealth
and influence ave urging that even thisis
not enough—that half 2 million dollars, or
50, ought to Lo raiscd at onco among his
friends, by personal ccntributions, and
invested for his benefit. Thoreis already
a fund of 200,000 for that purpose, raised
years ago. Why it is felt that ho must be
so munificently provided for it is hard to
sco. Thero is nothing whitever of the
“Republican simplicity” about it, such as
that of Cincinnatus returning to his plough
again after having served well his nation.
As a matter of fact the “Republican sim-
plicity” ideas have been about abandonod
in -regard to all official affxirs and all
oflicials in tho Great Republic,

In England the idea that * a-mau must
drink somothing” other than what may
barequired at his meals, is more pravalent
than with us, Ono of tho great problems
the temperance men desiro to solvo is to
subatitute zomo popular drink to supply
tho place of bocer, brandy and other alco-
holics. Coffec houses havo douo a good
deal as ‘* counter attractions " but gome-
thing moroe is atill a felt want. So great
is tho desiro to meet this caso that two
prizes of §3,500 and 81,500 respectivoly
havo been offered in England to tho in.
ventor of tho two most popular temper-
anco drinks which will take the place of
intoxicating boverages. Surely such
liberal offers will stimulate men to pro-
vide a popular substitute for stimulants.

Withtho comingofwarm weathorpeople
will bogin to betake themsclves to the
water, both in pursuit of pleasurc and
health.  Bathing should not Lo neglected
as a habit, and covery young person
should loarn to awim.  Many a valuablo
lifo is lost cvery yoar for want of lisving

loarncd to swim. Thoro aro certainly

times to batho and times not to bathe.
Tho Sanitary Journal, a good authority
on such subjocts, has just been giving
somo scasonablo hints in this matter
which ought to be kopt in romembrance.
It says:—‘‘Bo not too ready to go into
cold water out of*doors. Botter to Luthe
at homo until the weather and water get
docidedly warm. Go not into cold water
when overheated, nor when cooling off,
nor when cold, nor remain in too long at
first.  Fatal cramps are caused by such
indiscrotions. Dry off quickly, and dreas
as soon as possible, on leaving the water.”
Expericnce will toach almost anyone that
it is quito safe to go into pretty cold
water if you only remain in a very short
time and dry off and rub very briskly im-
medintely after.

The constant complaint about the un-
sightliness and nuisanco of overhead tele-
graph and similar wires, in the cities and
largo towns is almost sure to bring about
a good deal of trouble and annoyance in
the end. In New Yotk it has already
been decided that all clectric lighting
wires must be buried underground beforo
May next year ; theyare considercd moro
dangerous than telegraph an 1 other wires
carrying less powerful clectric currents.
The State Legislature has decided that
all clectric light and telephone wires shall
bo buried within a year in all citics of
50,000 inhabitants, and the agitation is
going on for still othor requirements in
that direction. It may yet turn out that
this wholesale burial of all wires may be
attended with far more trouble and un-
noyanco than is now expected. How aro
they to be constantly reached and kept
in order unless tho surface of tho strects
isto be constantly torn up ? The frequent
tearing up of the streets now in connec-
tion with the drains and the gas pipesisa
source of very scrious annoyance, and
often much loss too, and when a large in-
creaso is made to all this crouble in con-
nection with wires the thing may become
unbearable.

In the large citics probably a tunnel
will be necded, largo enough to hold all
the wires, and large enough for the men
to work in with caso. DBut may not this
arrangement prove very dangerous to the
men, and may not tho whole of tho wires
bo rendered uscless, ac times, becauso of
tho inovitablo flooding of such tunncls
with watcr, at somo point? Tho Seientific
American points out that all these
changes must bo attended with a good
deal of cxpense, and in conscquence
the hope of cheaper telegraph, telephone,
and lighting service to the public will bo
moro remoto than over.  Tho enquiry is
made whether the unsightliiess and an-
noyanco atterndant upon tho continuanco
and repair of wires, as they now are, is of
moro imporiance to the goneral public
than tho additional cxpense of their gen-
eral uso? It then remarks :—*If no ono
is willing to bo the least inconvenicnced
for the sako of tho general welfare, if no
ono is willing to havo & wiro pass his door
or cross his roof, ho may not rcasonably
cxpect at tho same timo to have cheap
service.”  As tho question of the *“wiro
nuisance” is now beinga good deal agitat.
cd in Toronto and other Canadian locali-
ties it may bo well to look carefully into

all tho various plases of the question
beforo more decisive and final stops aroe
taken.

Cortain paid agents of the liquor in-
torosts ave just now at work in ypposition
to the adoption of the Scott Act, avowed
ly becauso “‘It is ngainst the intorests of
tamperance.” It is soldom argued by
theso clevor advocates that tho drink
traflic ought to bo continued, or that ef-
foctual Prohibition ought not to be ap-
plied. Such arguments would not be
gonerally received, as tho popular foeling
is now against anything of the sort. It
is thoreforo necessary to chango the tac-
tics aud cry out in opposition to tho
adoption of the law wo have mainly be-
caueo the law is not more eflicient and
moro stringent. Of course it is pretty
well known thab the real sourco of the
most of the opposition lies in tho fact
that the law is much too stringent and
much too eflicient for those contributing
large opposition funds. The zeal of some
of these men about the *‘interests of temn-
porance” comes rather unexpectedly to
thcss who do not know all the circum-
stances ; and it comes only about such
times as there are available funds to
makesuch zeal a merchantablecommodity.
The idcas of the same men in regards to
what constitutes ‘‘true temperance,” at
times whero there is no Scott Act excite-

ment on, are well worth looking into.
Of courre these men practice their own

principles, and their every day practices
are worth a little enquiring after, in viow
of their prominent position respecting the
Scott Act agitation.

How differently men take their luck.
Tho Telegram 2ay :—** One of the specul-
ators who lost heavily owing to the re-
cont collapso in the stock market in New
York was so grieved that he went and
drowned himsclf. This is ono form of
foolishness. A defeated candidato for a
commissionership in a Pennsylvania
county was so disappointed at not being
elected that ho went crazy and had to be
taken to the asylum. Thir is another
form. Teoplo have only to go through
this world onco, and there is really no
senso in anybi.dy taking his roverses, no
matter what they may be, 80 terribly to
heart as to cither drown himself or go
crazy. It isnot worth while. There are
otner things worth living for than the
greod for riches and the ambition for
place. Tho world is not of much account
to & man when his wifo is a widow.”

From the ovidenco submitted to us we
regrat to tind that there aro bands of boys
and young men formed to pilfer and steal
from the dwellings and stores, and who
co-operate in effecting this by watching
outsideto give timely warningto thove
committing tho crime, and whose vagrant
hbita require to be repressed.

In connection with this wo suggoest that
the Jaudable offorts of W, H. Howland
Esq., and others of Toronto be sustained
to provide labor for juveniles, and learn
them industrial teades, oS the building
crocted in the gaol farm, known as the
Houso of Rofuge. The same plan, we
are informed, is Leing succeasfully carried
out in Great Britain and Ireland. *‘Pre-
vention is botter than cure,” and less
coatly to the community, and wo trust
that tho City and County Councils will
give due attontion to this very important
matter,

Wo visited the various

PUBLIC INSTITUTIONS,

as follows, and beg to report that we
found

1. Tae GaolL in perfect ordor, clean
and tidy, and as far as the arrangement
of the building will allow advantago is
taken to give prisoners employment and
correction. We recommend (with former
Juries) that classification add isolation
from each other be carried on
as much as possible in the buildings,
Wo had pleasure in visiting.

2.TueHosriTAL, and being shewn around
itverythorouglilybyDr. O'Rielly, who ex-
plained to us the numerous wards and the
appliances for treating the sick and
wounded. 'We found these in perfect
order. Wo desire to call special attention
to thonew Fire Escape erected outaide of
tho building, which incase of fire will give
perfect sceurity in the removal of the in-
mates. Wo are of opinion that no institn-
tion on thiscontinent isbetter equippedin
thisrespect. The Hospital should beliber-
ally supported. The entire square adjoin-
ing has been recently secured, by the (n-
terpriso of some of our citizens, and the
grounds 80 laid out and beautified that
they have a cheering infinence upon the
patients,

4. Tae CextraL Prisox we found, un-
der the genial Warden ¢Mlassio” in per-
fect order.  He explained to us the pro-
posed chango of location for the baking
aund cooking apartinents, That work is
now done in the basement, and during
the winter the e¢xhalations from the
kitchen aro offensive. By taking advan-
tago of rebuilding the recently burnt por-
tion of the premises, by convict labor,
for tho improvemente, a saving is cffected
to the Province, and tho Warden superin-
tends the whole work himself.

4. Ture Mercer Instirure for the re-
formation of fomales we found admirably
adapted for the purposs, and under the ofi-
cient supcrintondenco of Mrs. O'Ricllyand
Mrs. Laird, with Miss Elliot as their As-
sistant we trust that the best results wil)
bo sccured.  We would recommond that
an additional building, closo to this, be
crected aysoon as poasiblo which may
scrve a3 3 home for discharged inmates,
and where sewing and washing may bo
donc, under theadvice of tho Matron and
the Assistant Lady Directors.

6. Tur Ounruass’ Houk was visited,
and Miss Wheelright with her assistant,
Misa Arstrong, gavo tho Grand Jury a
gruat treat ingotting tho childron to sing
ono of their beautiful songs in tho Kin-
torgarten stylo.  Their cfficiency was
highly sppreciated by ue, and it roflocts
credit on thoso iu charge. Tho building
is charmingly situated snd is light and
cheerful onall sides,and tho roomrare ina
neat and tidy state. This Institution de-
serves tho Jiberal support of all classes,
and it is calculated to save manyapoor or-
phan who might otherwiso be lost to the
world.

G. TueLUNATIC ASYLUM was next visit-
ed and Dr. Clarko, tho Superintondent,
and his Assistants took usover tho en-
tiro buildings, and we found them so
efficiently conducted in overy department
as to givo confidenco in this valuable in-
stitution for the rostoration of tho mental
and physical health of those committed to
its chargo.

RECOMMENDATIONS,

Respecting the Court House, wo unite,
with tho presentment of the Giand
Jury in March, in our condemna-
tion of tho presont building, it being
most uuhealthy for the oflicials whose
dutics require them $hero, Tho sanitary
conditions, both outside and inside are
unworthy of the Capital city and Metro-
politan county of our Provinco. Thoy
ought not to boallowed to remain in theip
present state, and wo aro glad to learn
that a now structure will, probably, soon
be erected. The sito boundedby Church,
Richmond, Victoria and Queen streots is
admirably adapted for such public build-
ings, being upon an open square north.
ward for fresh air, aud light, and having
tho stroot railways all around it, making it
conveniently accessible to our citizens.

Tug Licvonr Trarric to which you di-
rectedattention, in your charge, is a difli-
cult quostion, and were spectfully recom-
mend that the Dominion and Provincial
authorities unite, as far as thoy can, in
regulating the same.  We would suggest
that all spirituous liquors shouldbo soldin
retail by measure, and to prevent illicit
trafticin private dweliings that the In-
spectors of polico should have the power
to summarily arrest in thoir various wardg
all who may be breaking thelaw.

In regard to Second Hand Shops wounito
with former Juricsin recommending that
they be required to keep a record of tho
names of those scllingor buyiug old goods
in order to moro cffectually detect and
punish larceny, &e.

Cotton Snpply.

Cotton is becoming more and more an
articlo of every day nccossity, both as ro-
gards clothing and for hundreds of other
uscs, Tho purposcs for which it is used
continue to increase overy ycar. It is
quito i:npoxsible to tell to what uses it
may bo applied within the next fow yoars,
or tho quantity required to mect tho in-
croased demand. A gentleman has been
latoly making oxtensive cnquiries in re-
gard to tho quantity used and the result of
his enquirics is that laat year the total
production was nearly ten million balos.

England is said to have consumed over
ono third of tho ontira quantity, the
European continont leas than one thind
and America the balance, orin oxact fig-
ures 2,238,000 bales. What may havo
beon spun and consumed in India and the
adjacent localities, as well as somo parts
of Africa is not known, but it amounts to
considorable,
Canadian Raliway Statistics,

Fow countries in tho world, if any,
have done as much «a Canada, in propor-
tion to its populatipn and ability, in aid
of railway construction in its torritery.
When the Canadian Pacific is completed
Caneda will havo tho longest continuous
railway in the world, bat it yot romains
to be seen whether the entorprise does
not prove to be boyond the actual re.
quirements and the ability of the people.
The Oficial Bluo book of the Minister of
Railways, laid beforo tlie last scssion of
Parliament, shows that up to June last
yoar there were in Canada 8,805 miles of
railway under trafic, and 1,275 miles
wero completed during the year. The
total aggregato paid up capital of the
railways was reported at ncarly £500,-
000,000, or in exact figures at §404,271,-
264. Since that timo s good many ad-
ditional miles of railway havo been com-
ploted, and the entirc railway votes of
last session mado. At tho end of the
last fiscal year the total amount of rail.
way freight carried during tho twolve
months was about thirteen and a quarter
million tons, and the gross freight ro-
coipts 821,320,208, Tho amount of pass-
engers carried during the yearis roported
at 9,679,948, and the gross roceipts for
passengers, mails, and sundries is put
down at nearly $12,000,000,—811,924,~
377. ‘Tho gross railway revenuo from all
sources was in round figures §33,250,000,
being an increaso of over £4,000,000 over
the preceding year. This year, however,
thero will probably be a scrious decrease
to report in consequence of tho dullncss
of business, Tho aet carnings of the
fiscal yoar is reported to have been
8,552,918,

Up toJune last the totsl amount of
public aid grantod to railways in Canada,
including Dominion, Provincial and
municipal, was 10 less than £154,000,-
000, and of this sum 8122,7563,642 had
been paid up to that time.  About 40,-
000,000 moro was voted in railway aid or
loan duriog last seasion of Parliament,
but .st how much may yet turn out to
havo been practically for bonus, and how
much for loan remains yet to bo scen.

Asitis a man is
seldom convicted aad sentenced for mur-
der but an effort is mado by somo partics
to havo tho sentence commuted. During
tho last fow days the friends of Phipps,
tho Dotroit wife murderer, have tried hard
to havo his sontenco relaxed, but it ap-
pears tho Miniator of Justico has refused.
Tho crimo was an audacious and cold
Dlooded one, and if thero is any valuo in
punishmont as a wamning againat crimo

gard to tho Bloomficld murdorer of Mr,
Lazior an attempt is also being mnde to
provent tho prisonor going to tho gallows,
Unlesa thoro aro the gravest doubta about
tho guilt of Tompsaott it ia difiicult to sco
on what grounds any claim for mercy can
bosot up. Seldum has a quiot respecta-
ble man bevn moro cruelly shot. Of coureo
robbery was the only motive that took
tho prisvoner to the houso, wnd he shot
his victim rather than bo arrested and
tako his chances of a short imprisonment.

The Revised O1d Testament.

It is now understood that the long look-
od for now rovision of tho Old Testament
will soon be published, 1t is the com-
panion of tho New Rovision of the Now
Testament, published some titno ago. Tho
samo ablo and learnod mon have done the
work and havo doubtless done it with
great care, as thoy did their formor work,
but it is very doubtful if tho Revised OlQ
Tostament will meet with any moroe popu-
lar approval than did tho new. 1t uow
appears pretty evident that tho Now Re-
vision will not take the popular placo of
tho “King James’ Bible,” orif it docs,
many years will firet transpiro nnd
svme new movément will have to bo
started up in order to call reaowed atten-
tion to it. As it now stands tholately pub-
lished work appears to havo almost cn-
tirely dropped out of sight so far as the
great body of ordinary readers is concorn-
ed, and tho demand fox it of the book
sollers is not near as lan, as tho “old
fashion editiun.

The New York Trilmne recontly pub.
lished an able article on the subject in
which it was remarked that tho Roevised
“‘may not take tho placo of tho authorized
version in popular cstimation, but it may
bo fairly expected to clear up many in-
folicitios and obscurities in that version
which punzle the ordinary reader.”

Tho Tribune then gives a number of the
alterations that will appear, somo of which
aro as follows :—

The *‘unicorn” which never existed out-
side tho Euglish Bible, will at lnst b
killed, and the “wild ox” substituted in
its placo. ““Tho “Book of Jasher” will
bo changed to tho “Book of the Upright.”

The celebrated passcgo
in tho Book of Job, “Yet in my flesh
shall X sco God,” will Do changed to ““Yet
out of my flesh,” ote. “‘Judginent salso
will T Iay to the line, and righteousness
to tho plummet,” will vead :—*“I will
mako judgment for aline, and righteous-
ness for a plumb lino.”  In Paalmvii. the
passage, “‘Thou hast made him a littlo
lower than tho angels,” will o :~*‘Thou
hast made him a littlo lower than God.'
In Psalm xxxvii tho passago, *‘Fret rot
thyself in any wiso te do evil,” wili bo
changod to *“Fret not thyaself; it tendeth
to ovil" And in Psalm Ixviii, the
passage ““Tho Lord gavo tho word ; great
was tho company of thoso that published
it,” will bo mado to read “Tho Lord
giveth tho word, and tho womea that

SCOTT ACT NOTES.

Laxark Counry.—A convontion of the
tomperance workers of OCarlton Uount
will bo held at Oarlton Place on June30th
to oonsider the propriety of having the
Scott Act submitted for adoption in the
county. Lanark carried the Dunkin Act
years ago, and thoro is a strong tempor-
ance sentimont among the people.

Staxsteap Co.—It has bosn decided to
tako atops to submit the Scott Act for ad-
option in tho counties of Stanstead and
Shetford, in tho Frovince of Quebec.
Convontions have beer held with a viow
to that and the proliminary work of cir-
culating the petitions will be carried on
at once. Stanatead and Shefford are
countics with a larger proportion of Eng-
lish speaking people than in moat counties
in the Province, and the temperance sen-
timant is strong among them. Very
much depends on the position taken by
the French electors and the Roman Cath-
olio priests.

OumBerzaND, N. S.—It is reported
that tho hotel keopers of Cumberland
Co., Nova Scotia, are determined to test
the validity of tho Scott Act, now inforce
there, They have putup $2,000 towards

aying the legal expenses of such a test.

t seems most unfortunatethatthejudyes,
both in Nova Scotia and New Brunswick
have not appeared to have any sympathy
with the Asct, and havo given decisions
against it on  doubtful points which have
afterwardn been reversed by tho higher
legal authorities, This fact has done a
good decal towards encouraging constant
litigation and suspense in regard to the
law, and towards marring its success.

CHAPTER IIL.—CoxTINUED,
MY LADY’S DIARY. .

Thero were some women washing at
tho lavoir.

The wind
scemed to havoe swept away all impurity
from the air, tho sun made nothing of
tho white clouds that crossed his path ;
everything was surprisingly brilliant, and
stood out, clear and bold before tho oye
—the cliffs, the great rocks detached
from them, the birds skimming over the
water, and some boats with yellow and
brown sails, Tho line whero the sca
met the sky looked quite ncar, so that
it perplexed mo for a while to sco the
surfaco therc so blue and still, while,
but a little nearer, it was all of a bluster-
ing hurly-burly and yollow with the sand
torn up from the shore. It made me
giddy to peep over tho breastwork at the
great waves that bounced inward and
raced along by the wall, carling over ina
lengthening streak of white foam as they
ran, until their strength was exhausted,
and thoy swirled back to meet othors and
be licked in and dashed up in feathery
spray. But1 did not pay much attontion
to the sea just then, oxcept to keop closer
Ly tho houses when a wavo stronger than
tho rest camo spluttering up the wall and
Icapt over the breastwork into the road,
for my thoughts werc chiefly concerned
with the Englishman and my business
withhim. First of all, I was astonished
by tho great sizo of him, and next by his
hardihood in choosing to ait upon the
most exposed point there was, for no par-
ticular reason that I could pereeive, ox-
cept to bo awept by tho violent wind and
tho spray from the waves that dashed
against tho anglo of the wall, It wasun-
reasonable to suppose that a fisherman
would resemblo my dear father, who was
a schiolar and a suffering invalid ; yet,
through sceing no Englishman but him—
except the artist who camo to Neufbourg
along timoago, who wasa thin, miserablo-
looking creature, and afraid to cross the
stream for fear of alipning off tho rocks

< into the water—I had como to think that
all Englishimen must bo dehicato ot com-
plexion and feature, slight of form, and
subject to tako cold. My preconceptions
arc nearly always wrong ; but this was
stupidly wrong, becauso I mysclf, al-
though neither 50 stout nor so robust as
many gitls in Neufbourg, am not puny
or feeble, and I havo read in many books
of my countrymen’s great strength and
endurance.

When I reached the end house, the
noise of the waves and the violence of
the wind 2o terrified mo that I dared not
venture toleave tho shelter of the build-
ing and stood thero callingto tho man as
+londly as I could and gesticulating with
my arms; but ho took no notice of mo,
for the noiss of tho waters was far louder
than my voico, and though his profilo was
partly towards me, he did not catch sight
of my avms, for his oyes wero half
closed and his gaz> was fixed stolidly
upon tho horizen. Ile wag was not an
ill-looking man; his featurcs woro large,
but nicely proportioned, his oyes wero
decply sunk, his noso was straight, his
skin was fair whore tho sun and wind
had not tanned it, and ho had o short
beard and inoustacho of tho color of
straw, and fringed with Loads of water

that sparkled in tho sunlight. He wore
a yellow oilskin cap and coat, and a
pair of great rough leather boots that
came up overhis trousors. I had plenty
of time to notico theso peculiarities as I
stood at the corner screaming at him
and vaving my handkerchiof. He had
not an unpleasant expression on his face,
but he exasperated me by sitting thero
smoking his empty pipe, with his arms
folded on his chest, and seoming to cn-
joy tho wind and the noiso, while I was
making mysclf hoarse and doing my ut-
most to attract his attention.

FOUD AND HEALTH.
BY DX, ANDREW WILSON, 3\ R, & R,

From the point of viow of the political
economist, tie idlo man has ne right to
participate in the food-supply of theactive
worker. Whatever may be the correct-
ness and forco of the arguments which
tho cconomint may ure by way of proving
that the non-worker and non-producer
haa 1o right to participato in the ordimary
nutritive supply of his fellows, tho
physiological stund-point assumes another
and different aspoct. The idle man grows
huugty aud thirsty with tho regularity of
tho mun who works, Ho demunds food
and drink as does his cnergotic cumpanton;
and the plea that idlencss can need no
food-support, may bo mot in a singularly
happy snd forcible fashion by a plain
scientific consideration.  In the firat in-
stance, the idle man might, by an appeal
to science, show, that whilst he apparent-
Jy spend life without exertion, his badily
functions really represented in their or-
dinary working an immenso amount of
labor. Sleeping or waking, that bodily
pumping-engine the heart does not fail to
discharge its work, in the circulation of
the blood. Therise and fall of the chest
in the sleeping man remind us that it is
not death, but his, ¢ twin-brother sleep,”
that wo are observing, If we make a
calculation reapecting the work which the
heart of a man, idle or active, performs
intwenty-four hours, we may discover
that it represents an amount of labour

equal to one hundred and twenty foot-
tons, That is to aay;if we could gather
all the force expended by the heart during

its work of twenty-four hours into one
huge lift, such force would be equal to
that requircd to raise one hundred an?
twenty tons-weight one foot hight, S'm-
ilarly, tho work of the muscles of breath-
ing in twenty-fuur hours, representsa
forco equal to that required to lift twenty-
one tons one fout high. These are only
two examples out of many, which the
crdinary work and labor of mere vege-
tative cxistonce, without takiog into con-
sideration any work performed—in the
popular sense of the term—involves.
Vo thus discover that,apart altogether
from the overy-day labour of life which
brain and muscles engage, an immeonse
amount of work is pertormed in the mers
act of keeping ourselves alive.  No-
where in natureis work performed with-
out proportionato wasto, or wear and tear
of tho machine that works.  The dictum
holds quite as true of the human body as
of the steam-engine. And as the engine
or other machino requires to be aupplied
with the conditions necessary for the pro-
duction of force, so the liring body aim-
ilarly demands & supply of material from
which its energy (for the power of doing
work) can be derived. As the engine ob-
tains the necessary conditions from tho
fuel and water it conaumcs, 80 the livin,
body derives its energy from the f
uponr which it subsists. Focd in this
light is thercfore nerely matter taken
from tho outside world, and. from which
our bodies derive the aubstance required
for the ropair of the waste which the con-
tinual work nflifo entails. Jn the young,
food serves a double purpose—it supplies
material for growth, and it also atgmla
tubatanco from which the supply of force
iaderived. In the adult, whilst no doubt,
to & certain extent, the foud supplios ac-
tual Joav'of subatance, it is more especial-
1y devoted to tho performanco of work,
sud of maintaining that cquilibrium or
balanco betweon work and repair, which,
a3 we have scen conatitutes health,
Viewed in this light, tho first important
tule for food-taking is founded oun tho
plain fact, that in the fuul wo mustfind
the substances neccssary for tho repair
of our bodics, and for tho production of
the cnergy through which work is perform-
od. Fuod-subatances in thislight fallinte
two wcll-marked classes—namely, into
Nitrogemous ana Non-nilrogenous sub-
stances.. Auother clamitication of foods

dividesthem into organic and inorgande,
the formor being denved from aninuisand
plauta—that is from living beiugs—whilo
the latter.are. derived from tho world of
non-living matter, Then, animal and
plant substances ropresent organic foada ;
whilo water and mineruls, both of which
areabsolutely eaential for the support of
tho bedy, represents inorganio food
matorials. 1t would appear that from
living matter alono, do wo obtain the
mutcrials for generating force,  The in-
organic water and mincrals, however,
appear to be absolutoly nccessary for the
chemical altoxations and changes which
aro continually taking place within the

A)&o ting the classification of foods into
the Nitrogenous and Non-nitrogenous
grours, we discover cxamples of tho first
clasas 1n such subatances as albumen, seen
fawilistly in white of egg and othor sub-
stances ; gluten, foundin flour; gdatin,
obtained irom haofs and horns ; legumin,
obtained from certain vegotablos ; casein,
found in milk; and allied chemical sub-
stances. Theee substauces possess a re-
markable similarity or uuiformity of com-
position. It would appear that in the
proeess of digestion thoy are reduced tv
a nearly similar atate, and on this account
they can replace one another to a certain
extent in the diotaries of mavkind.

The nitrogenous foods have often been
gopulnly termed ‘‘flesh-formors,” and
oubtless this name is well merited. For,
a8 the rosult of experiment, it would seem
that the chief duty pertormed by the
ni nous parts of our food is that of
building up and. repairing tho tissues of
the body. They alsv produco heat,
through being chemically changed in the
blood, and.-thus aid in the production of
force or energy. But it would also appear
tolerably certain, that in a complex fash-
lon the nitrogenous parts of our bodics
assist and regulate in vory cxact manner
the oxidation or chemical combustion of
the tissues.
It should bo noted that nitrogenous
foods are composed chomically of the four
clements, carbon, hydrogen, and nitrogen;
tho presence of tho last element giving
the characteristic namo and chemical
featuves to the group. Most of these
foods in addition contain smallproportions
of sulphur and phosphorous.
An interesting advanco 1n our know-
ledge of the part played by nitrogenous
foods in the work of the hody was made,
when an ides of Licbig was overthrown
by later experimentation. Liebig sup-
posed that the nitrogenous foods required
first be actually convorted into tissuc—
that is, into bodly substance—Dbefore their
energy or werk-producing power could be
liberated. Inthis vicw mwuscular force,
though which wo move, was behioved to
be dependent on the changes, destructive
or otherwise, which takes place in the
muscles. The substanco called wrea,
chiefly given off as a waste product by
the kidneys and chemically representing
nitregenous waste, was in Leibig's view
regarded as represonting tho results of
wuscular force which has been cxerted.
But two scicatists, Fick and Wislicenus of
Zurich, proved, by a laborious serics of
personal expericments in mountains as-
cents, that a non-nitrogenous diet will
maintain the bedy for short time during
the performance of aevere work, no great
increase in tho amount. of urea given off
boing noticed. The work in question was
Proved to have been performed on the
carhon and hydrogen of tho food con-
sumed.  Theso oxcrimouts have led to
thonow accopted viow. that a muscle, in-
stead of loaing substanco during the work
and thus wasting, in reality consumecs
nitrogen, and gruws.  Tho cxhastion of
the musclo is dependent not 30 much on
chemical waste, as on the accumulation
within it of tho waste products of other
foods. The muscle, in other words, is
merely tho agent wheroby 20 much energy
derived from the food, is cenverted into
actual and applied forco.  Did muscle
mt.ii; wasto, as Licbig supposed, tho
heart's substance would be entirely con-

sumed by ita work of ono week !

Such being the functions and nature of
nitrogenous fuods, we may.now glanco at

groups of fovus are included in this latter
class—namoly (1) Starches and.sugars, or
‘‘amyloids" as they are often termed ;(2)
fats and oils; (3) minerals; (4) water, ‘The
starches and sugers mclude not merely
starch and sugar, as ordinarily known, but
various gums, and cortain ucide, suchaa
Inctic and acetic acids. Staxch, in brend,
is a moat Importaut fovd. Theso foods
appoar to godirectly to maintain animal
heat, and to givo encigy, or tho power of
doing work, to the ammal frame. Tte
heat-producing powers of .starches and
sugars avo certainly inferior to those of
tho fats anl vils, Butstarches and augurs
can be converted into fat within the
aystemn ; and hence persons who sufier
from s tendency to oberity are warned to
excludo these foods from their dietaries.
Starches and sugars likewiso appear to
assist in some meaeure tho-digestion of
nitrogonous foods, That fats and oils arc
heat-producing foods is a fuct taught us by
tho common experiencs of mankind that
northern nations consume the great-
est proportion of fat.  Tho heat.
Hroducing powers of fat have been set
own at two and a half times as great as
those of starch and sugar; and there is
no doubt that, in addition to assisting in
the conversion of food into body sub-
atances the fatty parts of our food also as-
sistin the work of romoving wmte matters
from the body. Fat, in addition, being
chemically burned in ino blocd, gives
riso to tho force which we exert iu
ordinary muscalar work.
The mineral parts of our food play an
important part in the maintenance of the
frame. We thus require iron for the
brain and nerves, and hime for the bones;
whilst a variety of other minerals is like-
wise found in the blood and other fluids
of tho frame.  Tho uses of the mineral
constituents of our budy are still a natter
of speculation. Small as may be the
quantity-of certain minerals required for
tho support of.the body, sorious health-
derangement may result when we aro de-
prived.of-these substances, Thus, scurvy
appears to bo a discase associated with
the wanhk of the mineral potash in the
blood ;.and the. cure of this discase is
therefore-accomplished when we supyiy
to the blood those mineral elements
which have previously been deficient.
Comumon salt, or chloride of sodium, as it
is chemically termed, although not enter-
inginto the cowposition of the body,
appears to form an important part of all
the secreliona; #nd there can bo little
doubt that thismineral uids tho formation
und chemical integrity of the gaatric
uice of the atomach.

Waler formu the last item in the list of
non-nitrogenous foods.  Of all foods, per-
haps, water is the moat important, secing
that it is a subatancewhich,intho absence
of all other nourishment, can sustain lifo
for a period numbering many days. Thus,
whilst & man dies in from six to seven
days when deprived of solid food and
water, lifo may be prolonged to as many
assixty days on water alono.  Tho high
importance of water us a food isabundant.
1y proved, when wo discover that it con-
stitutcs about two-thinds of the weight of
tho body , that it cnters into the com-
position of tho brain to the oxtent of
cighty per cent; that tho blood consists
of nearly eighty per cont of water; and
that even bone contains ten per centof
cvery fluid and tissus of the body, and
being perpetualiy given off from lungs,
akin,and kidueys in tho ordinary work of
life, there is ittlo wondcr that water as.
sumcs tho first place amongst foods. Re-
garding tho uscs of water as a food, wo
aco that it dissolves and conveys other
ivods throughout tho system ; that it
assists in removing wasto products ; and
that it also takes a aliaro in regulating
tho temperaturo of the body through its
ovapuration on the akin.

Preserved Meat.
A correspondent of tho Prairic Farmer,

In spenking of jackets for little girls,
tho Busar enys: Sacks, or walking-coats
of cloth or velvet for littlo girls from two
to live years old, have tho broad.back
forms tfmt g've a squaro, short-waisted
look ; theso are double-pleated in the
seam, and havo only single pleats turned
under next tho side form.  Tho French
back of two pieces without side forms, is
used on many of theso littlo coats of dark
velvot or cluth; the wide fronts boing
straight, are doublo breasted, and oxtend
very far back, A cord of satin or pass-
ementorio is the only trimming needed
for these coats, and tho whole of tho ox-
penso is put into the thick, warm, soft
material, as that simple design requives
but lhittlo labor in making. High-should-
ered capes ot tho dress material, aro added
to the cluth and velvet princess dresses
of the larger girls,

The loug Nowmarket coat witha point-
ed hood, will be the favorite wrap for
girls from sixteen years of age. Thisis
madu of plain, or of checked, orof striped
cloth of dark co'ors, and cuvers the
wearers from the neck down to the foot
of her dress skirt. It may bo either
single or double-breasted, and has all the
fulness in two box pleats in the back.
sDahlia red and seal brown scem to bo tho
popular colora for theso useful cloaks that
aro buttoned their cntire length with
figured motal *-uttons to match the cloth.
Nawer plaid cloth coats have full sleeves
pleated to a cuff, a velvet capo that laps
to tho left shoulder are pointed witha
bag of ceru leather, that is worn atrapped
over the right shoulder.

who objects to salt meat, and to fresh
meats at butcher's p ices, tolls how ho
manages to havo fresh meat every day, at
his own first-cost price.  “*In the first
place, we have as many lard or pork
barrels as will bo necessary to holda
a supply of meat for the family. These|
barrels are clean, sweet, and tight, one
end taken out.  They are arranged on a
bench in the cellear, open end up.  The
pigs arckilledin the usualway. When the
animal heat is o]l out, theyaro all cut up,
cutting oftthe sausage andthelard, the lard |
cut up ready to be rendered out. Tho
shoulders and sides are then cut up into.
such sized picces as may be convenicnt
for table use. These aro washed cleanly, |
and boiled in large kettles, seasoned with
salt and pepper to make palatable, and
when sutliciently boiled for table use,
thoy aro placed in a oarrel closcly to-
liother, but not pressed or mashed, thus.
caving each piece as near in tho shapo'
cut as possible. When tho barrel is
filled within two inches of the top, we
then pour in warm lard, until ali the|
crevices between tho picces of meoat are
filled up, covering tho top with oneccr
two inches of the warm lard. Next day
we find that the lard has scttled down ;
we fill up again to the top and keep filled
until all has becomo a solid mass of meat!
and lard. ‘This is the whole sccret. You |
can fillany tight vessel, from a one gallon '
jar to a fortyfive gallon barrel in like
manner, and, if properly done, and kept
in a cool place, the meat will keep fresh
and sweet tho yoar round.”
Wo should boinclined to try tho gallon
jar beforo experimenting with the big cask.

Fashions for Children.

For littlo girls, guimpe Cresses tako the
placo of Mother Hubbaxrds, and are really
low in tho neck with short-puffed slecves
worn ovor & high-necked waist of silesia,
that is covored at tho top in square yoke
shape, with tucks of the cashmere, and
havo cashmero sleoves.  Tho loose, full
drees, fastens behind, is squaro in tho
ncek, and its fulness is held in five box-
lcats, cach an inch wide, from the neck
Eown noarly to tho foot, like in front
and back ; somo fino tucks and hem cr
cmbroidery, aro at the foet.  Theso will
be generally worn by girls from two to
aix years of sge.  Tho guimpo dresses
willelto bo worn by httlo girls from
c’x%htccn months or two years of age, and
will bo mado in pale blue, rosc-celored or

Jerseys are as much in favor with the
children, as they are with thoe mothers,
and are very mu:h worn, especially in the
dark wouols, tuch as garnet, brown, and
navy blue.  They are worn cither with
white or colored skirts. They are very
pretty with plaid or striped wool skirts,
which kave a sash drapery to mateh.

English walking hats of soft felt, trim-
med with velvet bands, and a single bird
vragroup of wings, are worn by girls
from cight to fourteen years of age. Cloth
turbans like the cloth of which thoe cost-
umes are made, are also worn a great
deal. Little girlswear largo hats of velvet
or felt, with wide, or soft brims, irregular-
ly indented, and turned up capriciously
ag suits tho face. Tho nodding ostrich
tips in Xato Greenaway styles, grouped
near the front, arc used on these large
hats that are aet far back on the head.
The hair is atill cut in the bang, which
begins far back at the curve of the head,
and ig worn with little crimping and no
ribbons.

Large collars are still in vogue for
small children, made of linen, or scrine-
cdged with embroidery, while for more
dreesy occasions the Irish point laco is
uscd.  Soft-colored stockings, with the
preference given to tho black, and but-
toned shocs, without heels, are worn by
little girls.

Theroe is very little chango in tho fash-
ions for boys. Knickerbocker trousers
and sacks with wido belts are in great
favor. Scotch cloths and mixed choviots
aro chosen for tho every-day clothes, and
for the best suits, brown bluo and hunter's
green tricot. The atraightpantlacons have
four buttons on tho outside scam at the
knee, or they are fitted thero with a strap
and a buckle.  They fit closcly, and aro
worn with long, ribbed black stockings.

Tho Knickerbocker zashes are made
with box-pleats from the neck down, and
a wido belt worn very low to look long-
waisted, and which may pass all around
tho body, or clse begin next to tho back
Elcnta, and cross only the sides and front.

Houses heated by furnaces are
especinlly predisposed to havo moths,
but ovory Rousokcopor must be on tho
watch for them, for, from tho timo that
the windows begin to o lefe opon, the
troublo bogins. Hoavy carpota somotimes
do'not require taking up overy yoar un-
less in constant use. ~ "U'ake out the tacks
from theso, fold the carpets back, wash
tho fleor in strong suds, with a tablespoon-
ful of borax dissolved in them. Dash
with ingect powdor, or Jay tobacco leaves
along the edgo, and rotack. All moths
can bo kept away, and tho eggs destroyed
by this means.

Ingrain, or other, after shaking, are
brightened by sprinkling & pound of
salt over tho eurfuce and swecping care-
fully and thoroughly. 1t is also an ex-
collent plan to wipo ofl the carpet with
borax water, using a thick flannel cloth
wrung tightly, taking cire not to wet it,
but only to dampenit. Open the windows
and dry the carpet beforo replacing the
furniture,

Other woolens, including blankets and
wearing apparel, mus: be beaten and
brushed, and folded smoothly. Bo
caveful to clean every grease spot with
amnonia and water, 1ot too strong, and
a dark woollon cloth, ‘Tio pieces of cam.
phor into little bundles, and put onc in
cach articlo. Wrap the articles 1n news.
papers, as printer’s ink is a great pro-
ventive of moths, and then sew them up
in strong sheeting bags, labled, so that it
wiil not bo necessary to open thom during
the summer, cxcept for use. Thisis a
good way for thoso who do not possess
cedar buxes, and the articles need havo
no other card, if cvery spot is treated as
directed, and the garments are not lefs
hanging in the closet ton long before put-
ting away for the secason,—Iruridence
Stetr.

Kindling in Paper Rags, ctc.

Calling une day by Jlianceat the humble
but pleasant cot.age of a co-worker of by-
gono years, tho writor was welcomeod to
tho *‘Prophets’ Chamber,” which we
almost fearcd to enter on a cold night,
after many chilling experiences in *‘spare-
rooms.” In this plainly but neatly
furnished chamber is a small but ample
atuve, o box of pinowood behind it, a few
hardy plants by the window, on an casily
moved support ; half & dozen inconspicu-
ous but strong houks or pins, very
souvenient for hanging up ono's clothing
on when retiring, and £o on.

But the now thing to the writer was
found inside the wood-box. Tho paper
bags brought from tho grccors hud been
preserved, and some of these, holding
onc to two quarts. were filled with shav.
ings, bits of wood and chips, and the open
cnds twisted together, ortied with a bit of
throad. Soon this cold morning it was
only neceseary to spring out of bed, place
ono of these tilled bags in the stove, throw
in a fes sticks of wood, touch a match
to the end of the bag, and back to bed
again—all dono in less thana minute. In
quick timea warm room was ready for
dressing in entire comfort. A dark on-
ameled kettlo on tho stove, found ready
filled, soon changed the tempeiaturo of
the hialf frozen water in pitcher and wash
basin.

** I{ark ! tholark at hoavou's Rato sings.,’
and with lum a varioty of sprightly song-
sters, whose hrely notes are in perfect
corrcapondenco with the gaiety of tho
morning. The general warbling contin-
ucs with now and then an interruption
by tho transient croak of tho raven, the
scream of tho jay, or the port chatterin
of tho daw. Tho nightin%:\lo, unwearic
by the vocal exertion of the mght., ;ouns
his inferiors in sound w general har-
mony. The thrusa is wisely placed on
tho summit of some Iofty treo, that its
piercing notes might bo softened by dis.
tance before they reach the ear, while the
mellow blackbird sccks the lower
branches. Should the sun, having been
eclipsed by a cloud, shine forth with
fresh effulgenco, tho goldfinch, perched
on bough pours forth its strain. As ove-
ning advances tho performers gradually
retiro, and tho concert gradually dics
away. At sunsct tho robin again sends
up his twilight song, tho more screne
hour of night scnds him to his bower of
rest. And now, in unison with the
blackened carth and sky, no sooncr is
tho voice of the robin hushed than tho
owl scnds forth his slow and solomn
tones, well adapted to tho scrious
hour.

Kvery pupil received into tho lycoums
and collcgoa in Franco must give evidenco
that ho had been vaccinated.  Siace the
enforcemont of the now law not a single
caso of variola or varioloid has appear-
ed atthe Lycco Louis lo Grand whoro
the utility of tho restriction was fully
tested.

An electric railway a mile in longth is
running at Brighton, Eng. A zinglo car
containing tcn or twelvo persons is run at
a spood of eight miles an hour, though it
can bo run faster 1f pormitted.  Tho car
runs alinost noisolesaly, and it is worked
by a atationary engine, which sondsa cur-

rent along the metals.

Tho Floaling Capital of Slan.

In many points Bankok is more Vono-
tian than Venico itsolf. 1In tho Quecen of
tho Adriatic—despito those *‘bLright
streamlot volns” about which modern
pocts mako such a stir—ono can walk
through fully two.thirds of tho town
without being indebted to the traditional
gondol® at oll. In the Siameso Venico it
ts far otherwiso, Tho main straot is the
river, and thoro aro no side stroots at all,
Your opposito noighbor lives upon tho
other bavk, and before calling on him
you have to call a boat. Tho native
children play in tho water as they would
play on on land elsowhere, and many of
the houses, mocred to posts by short
cables of rattan, risa and fall with the
tido liko anchored vesscls. Indeed, with
the oxception of one long straggling road
running parallel with the river along its
loft bank, tho land might just as well not
bo thore atall. Tho approach to this
singalar placoe is as picturesquo as itsolf.
Far outat sea you deacribo alongtho
eastern horizon a dim vrofile of impalpable
shadows, which, as you near thom, ro-
solve themselves into bold rocky islets,
with green clumps of wooding scattered
broadcast over the dark red sternness of
their gloomy cliffs and ¢ ridge. One
by one they aro loft behind, and now
thero beging to riso out of the smooth
sca, far away in front of us, something
that looks at first aight liko
an condless lino of eoldiers in
battle array. Theso are tho trces
of tho Sinmeso coast. Soon tho water all
acoundfusjturnsithick and soup-liko, wear-
ing a decp dyo of yellowish brown, which
announces more plainly than words that
we aro approaching the mouth of tho
“beautiful, the ponasoup colored rive:r"
that flows by tho town of Bankok. All
in a moment the foul, bee-colored stream
and tho low, mud-banks on cither side
and the long, dark, leathery mangrov,
loaves, which quiver like snakes' tonguce
in the rank, white fover-mist that curla
up through them from the rotting dapths
below are transformed into a fairy Jand.
Tho broad, smooth river, now bright
with the silver sheen of tho moonlight,
now fading into ghostly shadow, forms a
background worthy of Dante. Hore and
there amidst the black masses of forest
twinkles a solitary point of firo, showing
whoro somo Sinmesc fisherman has built
tus littlo nest of bamboo and dried grass
amid thie strange wilderness, which is
neither Iand nor water, but a weird chaos
of both. But theso lights, and the
shadowy boats that flit past like pnan-
toms ever and anon, are tho solo tokens
of human lifo in the depths of this grand
and lonoly atillness, unbroken savo by
tho hollow rush of the awift, dark cur
rent specding on towards the sca. By
day this mighty jungle would bo simply a
foul and unwholesome swamp but by
night it is transformed into a sceno offen-
chantmont through tho magic of that
fricndly darkness which, like charity or
a lawyer's wig covereth & multitude of
sins,

Costumesin Athcus

A traveller in the East writea: “One
of tho great attractionsof a stroll through
modern Athens is to noto tho varicty of
costumes. Tho most curious and the
most atriking is the Albanian, which the
Grecks havo adopted as thoir national
dress. It consista of a bluo or black
jacket, cut away, with open sleoves, and
rich embroidery ; a red waistcoat, and a
whito embroidered shirt, Tho breeches
aro of blue, closo fitting ; atockings of
whito or blue ; red gaiters, and red Icath-
cr shoes without heels, pointed, uptumed
and long. Round the waist is a leathor
sirdlo, from which protrudes an alarming

isplay of pistols and knives, such as are
affectod by tho Bedawin; tho head ix
covored with a high foz,-or.pointed red
flanuel cap, torminating with a long silk
tassol, which sways about as tho woarer
walks. Tho principal part-of tho dress is
tho ‘fustanclla,’ a kiltod shirt of linon,

starched and worn ovor tho brecthes.

Somotimes as many ag sixty yands of
whito lmop aro used in o ‘fustanelln,’ and
tho offeot is rather that of a burlesquo on
& ballot-dancer's costumo. It is n cur-
ious sight for foreignors to coo a ighland
regiment march out, but it is a moro our-
ious sight for an Englishman to sco the
Greok National corps parado in this fom-
inino, but picturesquo and oxtravagant
costume. Tho Grook artisan wears u cos-
tumo not unlike the Turkish, cunsisting
of a short darke jacket, red waisteoat,
very wide calico trousors, worn short,
and gonorally bluo, bare logs, amd
buckled shocs  This s also tho dross of
the Crotans, with tho oxception that in-
atead of wearing shocs, thoy have high
boots, which hide the bare logs and give
& botter appearance  Sumotimes ladivs
may bo soon wearing tho national red
cap, or thy Thoessalian headdress—an tintn
of gold and a voil thrown back—bul as a
rule thoy dressin Parisian style. Tho
peasant women almost invariably wear
the Albaunian costumo ; and strikine it
is, conaiating of a long cmbroideree opot-
ticoat, and a white woollen dress over it,
whilo on their hoads and ne:hsare chains
of coins.”

Husbauds aud Wives

Very fow mon scem to ronlize  « con-
stant drudgery and tho incessant vexation
under which a wife untiringly and un-
complainingly porforms her houscheld
dutics, not perhaps from lack of kind
feelings, but from an unpsrdenable want
of sympathy and considemation. Some
moen never dream of thoe hourly uritations
and anunoyances ‘0 which their wives aro
subjocted ;thoyaro soengrossedinthomad
strugglo for wealth, 80 absurbed 1n
their own pleasures that thuy lose sight
of sauch minor matters as home affiirs
that claim all of » womnu's attention,
scoming to think that a wife should be
happy and contonted if her purse bo
moderately well supplied. How little
such men know of true womanhood, or
of their duties und obligations to ther
wives! Yot thoy would feel outraged if
classed with seltish and 1oconsuderato
husbands., A man who can nut appro-
ciate and in some measure reciprocate lus
wifo's loving sacrifices and unscliish duvo-
tion, is, in our opinivn, nomwm. He
should be more gentlo, mure foving,
mors scrupulously polite to lus wife,
moro tonderly considerato of hor, as such,
thau when she was only a swceotheart, for
a sweotheart is still her own nustress,
and holds the nght to rcfuse lus atten-
tions, whilst a wifo is, 1n tlis regard,
wholly in his power, and true manhood
will recognizo that fact and act accord-
ingly. M a wifo makes a request of her
husband, and he cheerfully rephes, *‘Cor-
tainly, my dear, with pleasure, ' the kind
words penctrate her hoart and aro trea.
sured thsre; butif hio harshly answers,
“I supposo I must but you're forever
wanting something,” hor heart, grievod
and humiliated, shrnks within  atself,
bearing an ugly wound that timoe will
scarcely heal.

Glove Customs.

Somo vory curious customs are con-
nected with gloves, For instance, tho
coremony of removing them when entor-
ing the stablo of a prince or great man,
or clso forfoiting them or their valuo to
the servant in charge. This ia an odd
survival of vassalago, for the removal of
the glove was anciently n mark of sub-
mission. When lands or titles wore beo-
stowed gloves wore given at tha samo
timo ; and when for any reason the lands
wero forfeited tho offender was depnived
of tho right to woear gloves. Tho samo
idea was provalent in tho bestowal of n
1ady’s glovo, to bo worn in tho helmet of
her knight, and forfcited by him if her
favor ceased. In hunting tho gloves are
to-day supposed to bo removed at the
death of the atag. It was a very ancient
form of acknowlodgement to prescut a
pair of gloves to 3 benefactor ; and whitoe
gloves axe atill presented to tho judgoe at

maidon nssizos.
