DISTRIBUTION 0F INSOLVENT
ESTATES.

The nasterly inactivity of the Domin-
ion Gover'nment on this question lias
called forth the unnistakable disappro-
bation of the Ontario Governnent, evi-
denced by the enactment of a statute i to
abolish priority of and amongst execu-
tion creditors." This Act lias remained in
abeyance since March, 1880, in the hope,
doubtless, that the Federal Government,
which is charged with the dealing with
insolvency matters, vould perform its
duty. TIhe continued evasionof that duty
required some remedy for the relief of
suffering creditors, and Ontario has clone
wliat she could in that direction. The
measure referred to, while comprehen-
sive to the extent of perhaps raising the
question, whether its provisions are not
beyond- the poivers of the Provincial
Parliament, is a poor apology for protec-
tion to either debtors or creditors. In
Quebec we have, in theory, something of
a similar condition of the law, but the
Ontario Act is a clecided inprovement on
Ours,

The principle on which ,his credi.
tors' ' Relief Act" proceeds is to confey

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right ta fyle a 'claim against any debtor
whose chattels or lands are under seizure
by the sheriff, without its being necessary
ta institute an action in the ordinary
way, for the recovery of the debt. Claims
fyled within one nmonth after the sheriff
lias recorded in his book the fiact of an
amount liaving been levied from the
debtor's estate are entitled ta partici-
pate in the amount realized under the
various claims so fyled during the month.
In the event of any such claims being
fyled at a date that prevents their being
levied under during the month in ques-
tion, a new notice of an amount having
been levied is recorded, and at the end
of a month therefrom a further distri-
bution is made for suchi nonthly period,
and so on from month ta nonth. This
system is merciful in the way of avoiding
useless costs, and is a decided improve-
ment on the Quebec system, which per-
mits claims ta come in without providing
for any new levy, thereby devouring the
amounts as they are realized, in the costs
of opposition and distribution; but it wvill,
undoubtedly, be found that the creditors
who come in under the second monthly dis-
tribution will fare worse than the first
claimants, and matters will continue ta
grow worse from month ta month as the
assets are exhausted. The misfortune of
creditors, whose claims are current, being
excluded is, that they will not be qualified
ta oppose any claim that may be fyled. It
may, therefore, very well happen that the
claim of either the seizing creditor or of
one who subsequently fyles, is frauclu-
lent, and, sa long as it is not-in the inter-
est of one of the parties ta that particular
distribution ta resist the claim, no other
creditor can do sa, unless his claim is
due. There is, therefore, a very wide
door still open for fraudulen t preferences,
and all experience has shown that such
will be fully taken advantage of.

Beyond the distribution of the proceeds
of goods and lands, theActwill prove prac-
tically inoperative. The sheriff is only
authorised ta attach debts due ta the
debtor when his goods -and lands do not
appear ta be sufficient ta cover the claims
fyled. Such attachment is not in the na-
ture of a general vesting in the sheriff of
such debts, but each debt will have ta be
garnisheed separately, and as there is no
provision for taking possession of the
debtors' books and papers there will be
as poor a prospect for making anything
from this source as there is at present.
In the absence of any power on the part
of the Provincial Government ta provide
for vesting in the sheriff the whole of an
insolvent debtor's estate, the provisions
for fyling claims and realizing upon them,

as well as for the resisting of doubtful
claims, are necessarily fa, more involved
than those necessary ta achieve the sane
objects under the Act submitted at the
recent session of Parliament in Ottawa, by
Mi. Curran; that, however, was unavoid-
able.

''le Provincial Parlianent is unable
ta exercise the powers it bas parted
with, but it bas, by this piece of legis-
lation, protested in every plain terms
against the neglect of the Dominion Gov-
ernment ta perform its duty, an- one
would like ta see same reason for hoping
thet the duty in this respect would no
longer be neglected. In Quebec, the
discontent is no less evident. At a re-
cent meeting af the bar, strong ground was
taken as ta the nccessity for providing
means ta obtain control over insolvent
estates and placing them under the
jurisdiction of the Court, iii- the hands of
curators. This would be quite as lame a
riemedy as the Ontario Act, although it
would probably be going as far as our
legislature bas the power ta go. Such a
state of matters is anything but credit-
able ta Canadian legislation, and it is
difficult ta understand why the remedy is
so long delayed. The mercantile com-
munity from every quarter of the Domin-
ion bas spoken witlh no uncertain sound
as ta what is necessary in the interest of
justice, but ta no purpose. The attempt
by Provincial Legislation ta redress the
wrongs of creditors may assist, in bring-
ing home ta the Federal Governiment
some idea of the injustice which is being
suffered, and which that Governiment
alone bas the power ta put an end ta.

Canadian credit, both at home and
abroad, is suffering from the antiquated
and inefficient condition of oui' commer-
cial legislation, which is not only far
behind the spirit of the times in which we
live, but is a disgrace ta the intelligence
and love of fair play whicli characterise
our commercial classes in their business
transactions.

RECENT EVENTS.

The Toronto Assizes have commenced,
and Chief Justice Hagarty lias delivered
the usual charge ta the Grand Jury, in
which he commented in appropriate lan-
guage on the celebrated Conspir'acy case,
severely censuring the tone of' the press.
The grand jury subsequently Iound a
true bill against the - four individuals
accused of conspiracy, wli'ch isjustly held
ta be an acquittal of the magistrates
wlo committed the parties for trial..
The Manitoba Government and Legisla-
ture have adopted a Bill of Rights with

great unahimity, and are evidently
much dissatisfied with the decision of the
Dominion Government, which was com-
municated in a letter by Mr. Secretary
Chapleau, and which was decidedly ad-
verse ta any extension of the Province, as
well as ta several other demands. Chief
Justice Spragge, ofToronto, recently died
at the advanced age of nearly 78. He liad
been about 34 years on the Bench, first as
Vice-Chancellor, then Chancellor, and,
finally, Chief Justice of Appeal. Mrs.
Spragge, aged 69, died a few days af ter her
husband. Mr. Currier, Postmaster at
Ottawa, and formerly M.P., died recently
in New York. His remains were brought
ta Ottawa, whiere his funeral was very
largely attended.-A Bill bas been
introduced at the instance of the Quebec
Corporation, which lias caused great
astonislhment, as well as indignation.
Its abject is ta increase the present
most objectionable tax on commercial
travellers, also ta tax all persans re-
siding outside the city limits, and even
ta make contractors pay ta the corpor-
ation a percentage on their contracts: We
had intended at one time ta criticise this
Bill at sane length, but we have learned
with niuch satisfaction that the most
objectionable parts of' it will be removed.
There lias been a considerable fall in
Canada Pacifie stock, and, in connection
therewith, runors of all kinds, some as to
the resignation of directors, which would
rather lead ta the inference that the
company is not such a gigantic swindle<
as its enemies have been declaring, others
as ta the relations of the company with
the Grand Trunk becoming more cordial.

It is only fair,
wlien calling attention to the state of the
finances of Upper Canada prior to the
Union, to bear in mind, not only that her
debt, regarding whichi se muicli w'as said
at the time, was incurred to a áIreat extent
for objects fully as beneficial to Loiver
Canada as to herself, but that it would
have caused no difliculty hiad Lover
Canada male proper arrangements for the-
tuainsfer of goods in bond, such as
exist at the present Lime in the United
States. Upper- Canada had spared no-
eforts to obtain justice from Lower Cana-
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da prior ta the Union of 1841, and was at
last led te agitate for the annexation of
tie Island of Montreal. The questions of
the present day must be dealt with on
their own merits, and not on Mr. Chap-
leau's pretensions tiat there is an old debt
due by Ontario ta Quebec.

The
responsibility of every manager and
oflicer of such companies is great, but it
lias ais existence reaciing far beyond the
concorns and operations of their owvn
coipany, and every injury in flicted upon
the principles of life insurance by mis-
management or olherwise works injury ta
thousands of persans whose confidence is
mare or less shaken by any shortcom-
ing that occurs in the business, as well as
by every base imitation of the genuine
article offered fou' sale. Hon. Mr. Tarbox
says:

".Tie real estate of the Union Mutual Life, thle
legacy te the present administration et former
impiîrovident iivestnents, comprises su undesir-
able proportion of its aggregate assets. This,

The meeting of shareholders of the
Loan & Mortgage Company was held on
Saturday last, and after a gond deal of dis-
cussion, a resolution was unanimously
adopted, on the motion of Msr. Crathern,
that the capital stock be reduced by 50
per cent, or one half. There is such extra-
ordinary misconception on the part of
shareholders in regard ta reduction of
stock that we may perhaps bc excused for'
pointing out that iL makes not the slight-
est difference to them whether the stock
is revalued at 50 or 60 per cent. The
sane assets precisely will be in the Com-
pany's possession, and if, as may be
hoped, a larger.amount should be realized
than wiat is estimated, the dividends ivill
be larger, and the stock more valuable.

A LITT susTA .- The mysterions disap-
pearance a fewv weels ago of hr. Bailey Tarri-
sont, patrtner in a ,priv'te batik ils Tilsonsusrg,
caussed a good deal of excitemnent, and para.
grapis aippeared in most of the newspapers,
sorme of which containsed very emphiatic lain-
gutage. According te reports at the time lie
was a "leicir" t the amoint f $o30,000,
for which action was being takei agaiist his
father by the Federal Banik. All this, according
to the Tilsonburg Observer, is very ir froms the
truth; the crime attributed te Imisîs was a mere
peccadillo, siiply a little nistake in livinsg be-
yond lis nsclin, and, then clearing out wie,
difliculties arose. The wandesrer lias rectniel,
all lias beei for givein-thoighi apparesstly tisese
wais not much te forgive-ai address of syms-
pathy ias bess signed by eighty resiudents cf
Tilsoinbssrg iaml a similar one by residents ini
Patrlhill,-of synpathy with Mr. Harrison, be it
observed, one reIason being that his business
was injured by "a rival institution.' The Ob-
selrer sagely remarks that Mr. Harrison's livig
se mcsels beyond his means is a faitit comiion
te mnany men with a good business ; the incr-
ence being, that if a mas liss a good income
fromt his busmness itmilst notîbe thousght strange
if lie lives at a greater rate. That it is coimsoni
is, unfortunately, true; but surelly that loes
not lessen the dislionesty-no milider word is
acecurate enouîgi-of living on other pe 1ople's
property, for tiat is what it really is. If
such condiuct is ever excusable, it is ratler iI
the esse otamas doing a poor business, ai
hardly making enough te live upon,ansd perais
loping to succeed by assiiniing the appearance
of success. The moral of the present instance
seems te be that a man's extravagance and
consseqenst dilliculities may bu smnootled downî,
and ugly words give place te addresses or
sympathy, provided he lias friends and relatives
to make isatters straight.-The forogoing re-
marks were crowded out last week.
