Wherever the iierchant or manufacturer or
bis represeitative nay go lie is sure to fiad
the familiar title,-intidicative of its. career-
upward and onward,-aid hc is convinced
that in the coluins of such a Journal his
announcemnents are not likely to pass un-
noticed. Fron 24 pages with which it began
in 1876, The JoURNAL o' Cop ncRi;a gra-
dually-increased until it reahed 28 pages
in a year or two. In 1880 it had increased
to 32 pages, and meantime it lias advancel
fron 32 to 36, 40, 44, 48, and lastly to 56
pages, its preseit size, at which we trust to
be able to maintain it for the future.

BRE ADSTUFFS.

The fact that every busiel of wieat pro-
duced on this continent is sold many times
over in the course of the ycar is an indien-
tion, if of nothing aise, that speculation lias
much to do with tie ups and downs in the
prices of that cereai. The actual character
and quantity of fle crop are not wholly
ignore, but the facility with which " crop
reports " are manufactured to order are cal-
culatel to defy any attempt at arriving at the
tritli. Tlere is soie reason to hope that
the laiter-day efforts of government.bureaus,
of wlfich wc now possess a tolerable example
in Canada, will eventually drive miuch of
tlue speculation into other channels, such as
railhvay stocks, wlhicl for sonie tine have
been getting nore into favor as afibrding.
greatcr opportunities to thre kingly control-
lars and their imitative followers.

The crop of the past season in Canada lias
not proveil eqnal te. expectations, and thle
price, which the total of our comiparatively
limitcd crop in the best of yeatrs could littlC
affect, lias not been such as to teipt farmers
to salI, influeicei as they liave been by the
more or less strained relations betveen the
goverunents and principalities of south-
eastera Europe, wliich relations, uinder the

influence of ie coIîpileis of cible des-
pateles, are interiireteito mean peace or war
according as circunstances require a rise or
fall in li prices of grain. Again, the sea-
son for marketing lias been necessarily oc-
cupied by the farnmers in getting thair faîl
plowing finisied, tihe weather of the earlier
weeks being unfavorable in this respect.
The purchasing power is therefore still
largely in tie counitry, anid thora appears to
be somte probability tiat in the present in-
stance the producer for once lias not muande
a mistake, estimating even his usual lasses
by shirinkcage, rattage, interest and perlhaps
insurance ; that is, providiing aEuropean var
still retains some portion of its influence on
thie prices of grain on this side of the Atlan-
tic. War lias alreaidy broken out between
Servia and Builgaria-tie latter tributary to
Turkey-and as the "siok-n" cannot
well avoid interfering on behalf of tihe lat'ter
principality, it is difficult to foresee where
the conflagration muay stop. If thie European
remnant of the Ottoman Enipire is dooned,
it ni ny liglit up the whole of Europe accord.
ing as the great povers are impellei to take
sidles in the contest. The decline in securi-
tics at tihe clilef nmoncy centres of the con-
tinent is significait in thisl respect.. The
hilgh contracting parties to the treaty of Ber-
lin imust look te thie integrity of Servia, and
Austria nay yet prove the principal
opponent of tie Czar on his lonig-tlireatened
inarchi to Constantinople.

Thre influence of speculation in Ncw York
is seen in thre difference of six cents par
bushel betwceni fle price in that city and in
Liverpool for somte timne past, aithougl
Ile cost of shipment across the ocean
is only ive centifs. This has had the
effect of checking exports ; but' tie de-'
mand by vesterin nillers for first gradé
wheat, which is scarce, lias lielped to nain.
tain prices ail round; the great bulk of
wleat arriving in the castern-Amncrican
rniarkets lis consequently been of inferior
quality. Cailculations basei on stocks of
wlicat in the United States, the United King.
dom, and on passage.to U. K. showedl that
for the first quarter of the current carcal
year, ending the 31st ilt., a deliciency of 32
million buisheis of weat and flour as whieat
Statements to Noveiber 1, funrinishnet by
the United States Bureau of Industries,
slowv' thlat the exports of whteat and flour
from ail parts of thne United States, reckoned
in busiels of whieat were 86,354,357 bushels
for Lite tnt nonths ended 31st 'October, a
f'alling off of over 15 million buslîaîs as corn-
pared with tie corresponiding period of 184.
A writer in the -reconiomist, of thie Sst uit
argues thus :-"If 180 million bushels ofC
"f wheat and of flour were required frorn

over on ist July list, avifflable for export
from tlie United States, wvas estimated at
about 90 million buishels.

The principal cities siowing a dtecrease in

wheat exports as coipared witlh 1884 are

New Yoik, Boston, Baltimore, Chicago,
New Orleans, Portland, Me., itichimîond,
Va., and Detroit; 011 the otier hand M)ton1t-
real, San Frinîcisco, Philadelphia, Willa-
mette, Ore., and Duluth, slow a consider-
able increlise, The area mider wheat crop
in tle United Kingdoi flie present year
siws a dtecrease ot' 197,500 acres as coin-
pared with 1884, but barley increascd by
101,000 acres. 11I olir owi principal wheat-
growiig districts flie ieuw tiets havel been
benefied by lie proloiged iiiilit, thoigh per-

alips too rainly, weathier, and, witIh a fair wiin-
ter covering, shoulul iiake aiieinds for tle
deflciency uf 18S5.

GOVERNMENT SAVINGS BANKS.

Siice writing on this siu1üect on fhe ti
instant ouri attention lias been called te cer-
tain retucirs brouglht dowi 01 ani Orderl of
tlic lise of Connnons, soiewlîat late ii
[lie lst, session of Pirliaiment.

It is a pity that tle iliscission of' this lii-
portanIt i iitter sholiuld be in aIIy s eis col-
necCtel iith party politics; bl t in) fact, we'c b-
lieve the existing system has lvel through
several adinistrations, ad lias therefore
recei vedthe ticit uipproval of both Liberal
andl Conservative Govemts. In ainy
caSe iwe nîeed scarcely say1 01hat ftie JounliYAl.
OF ComucE discusses il solely as h itllcts
fiiincial and commercial inîterests.

The retirnsuî lenitiolied cover only the
Dominion Savings 3anfks, orgainized nmder
tle Finaice Deparimient aud distinct fromi
tlhe Post Ottiee savings banks. They show
tlait imore thali lai t lie deposits in themi,
sIay $9,000,000, were in lalinîcs over $1000,
nyeragiig something over $2000 in each ae-
counît. of the othier half about $4,000,000
consisted of balances over $500, tle average
of these being $700 ; maI the reimiainder wer
in by no mileiis tritling susia.

Thc miere recital of these figures nmsit ei-
th;ely dispose of anîy pretfension that thee

suims a r thme savings of poor people, or, in
-1-ie o'dliiary sense, 1 savilng' it alL. They
are the iivestimuenits of well-to-do peuple.
wh'lmo ieed nmo special favors it cuthe hands of
thme Golrnment for th icouragemeiitr
thrift, but eve tiheir ioney tthere becamuse

4 per cent on a deposit at call is more than
any other responsible depositary will pay for
it. It muust be reielbered that the balances
in these saving banks aggregate $18,000,000,
and tliat two-(liirls of this amo unt was aI
thli date of flie rettrin in sum11s over $500.
The deposits are, in fact, loans to tli gov-
eranment at(racted by the ilgher rate of ini-
terest. If tley were fßxed for a tern of
years it would be eminently proper for the
goverrnent to borrow in this way. But
they are open to objections which appear to
us extremely serious ; they are sibject to
call, and this coistitte a etanding menace
to those charged with the administration of

ic national finances; and, in so far as they
attract iloating iîoney, ioney which lwould
nlt in anly case seek investnent in a per-
iuanient fori, they iftect coninneree by di-

miinishing te li supply of floatinig capital, ai
retardiig the reduiction in the charge borne
therefor by the imîercantile comuninity.

1Te retirn ini question covers only the
Dominionî Savinga Baniks, but we imliav take
il foi granted lia (l deposits in t iti Ollce
Saivings Baks are of the sm iiture is
thîose referredi Ito.

Whii repect» tu lit' mlsiibii set up1) Iy the
apologists for fie systcîur tlat the governî-
melit is bond to pay t.he poorer classes iere
fic same interest that they dlo abroail, na
tint theise clisses are chiefly interested in
theic mainteniance of tle higher rate, ive can
only say liat if fit fir.st argument holds
goo 1 it SIo ld ie of equal force for rich iLs
wtetl as poor, and the governeiitt slimuld re-
ceive aiiilî pay initerest on all the miionie'y
whîjicli lie coimuniity wishes to entruist to
it. There is anrother ilav in this argumiîenît,
to whîich if is perhaps tnnîîecessary to call nt-
tenition, that 4 per cent for a 25 or 50 ycar
lomi is manifestly a different thing froîiî 4 pcr
cent for a cali deposit.

On the other land, ic laboring classes
arc more iiiterested in tlc permuanient de-
crease of tie general rate of interest than
any other in tle comiimniîity. The whole of
tle charges on production îîay be grouped
under two leads, Labor and Rent, the latter
covering lic îmoney paid for thei use of fixed
or iloating capital, cither as profit' on the
mnoney iivested or interest on moev bor-
rowed. Itis ifestthat any reduction in tie
latter of these two itenis imust leiit citler to
an increilse of wages, or to an increased con-
sîîiiptionl, and consequently an ilnreause of
production. In either case lthe %vork nîg
classes betieit to a degrce whicli, Iy comnu-
parislon, miakes this question of a slightly
higher rate of interest on their savintgi of
tlie lealst. possible importance.

We do not. advocate an iiinnediate reversa
of hie existing systein, for tlint would imp'y
further applications top tic English mlharket
for loatis lit, tn iniopporitue timie. The prit

dent codrse evidently is bring about the
change gradually, and so miake the neces-
sary provision for a reduction in the deposits
ag.fust as the obligations of the governmxent
clin convenliently bc trainsferred froui its cre-
ditors here te bonid-lolders abroad. A
doniestic four per cent oan issiied ai par
voild 1o dolit attract aî portion of' these
fusiîs, ts wel as other mîloneys secking in-
vestiment of a permanent iatare.

RIEL.

The sentence of the law' was carried out
on Monday last at Regina, and Riel imiet, lis
loon aflter a manly and Christian fiiion
that uîst iipress even those wvhio were îîîost
bitterly opposed to Iminu. Ii lis death lie
showed more imanly qIailities thai in his
life, and in his grave all perseonal iiiiiosity
should be buried.

We liave so far refrained from any con-
ment on his case. Whtile il was before tlie
cabinet in ir uasi-judicial capacity as
Idvisers of the Goverior-in-Council on lan
illItt for mercy, we regard aluny discus-
io oultf il as imluproper anl ill-limrd,îI, and ve

cannot liit, feetl that tle journals whicli
Iade ,it a question of piry inlinence and
parly politics, 011 file Inle hand, onily injured
the cause they were conitending for, and, on
tle otier, leld us up before our neighbors
and brethrcn as a coimuinitv nfit ta deal
becomingly with a question of suci gravity.

That ie premier and his associates are
oit criuel and blood-thirsty goes witlioit say-

ing; thit they gave tu this weighty qiuestioni
of life and death most connscientiou and
careftl- coisideration we are most
certaiii ; and if th' respites graied fron
lime to inie were but a cruel klidness to a
dooied man, tbey were necessary in all but
ene case to avoil possible miscarriage of the
law, and in fte otlhcr case, they arose from> no
want of lrimîness, uts veniits tiave shown, but
out of a puictiliouis desire to give the
prisoner the bonenit of every chance.

To assail the motives 0f a cabinet, coi-
poseil of miei of both races, dealiing vith
snch a matter as this, is, to our iiiinid, a dit-
grce to all wh11o have tiien aiî share in it;
nor, do wve doiubt thait rhen caler feelings
suîpervene this wt ill bc lie judgient of tlie
greaumajority, even 0o' Riel's ownl country-
mliel. Meanwhic, the govertiminenît deserves
the support ani sympî(uatliy of atl right-
minded men. They have had tlhrist on
iheil (le decision Of IL question which îîmust

be aL sunliciently trying onle unIier any cir-
c.stances, biuit whichî in this case was in-
teisely aggiravated in its dificuilities by poli-
ticnl raicor. Whatever the mîerits or le-
iiierits of tleir judgient may be, wc have
no alternative but to accepit it loyally. Any
other courise is il deliberate blow at the iyw

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and order that we have accepted or Created
for tie protection of the connonwealth, the
athinistration of whiclh We are bound by
every consideration te maintain and support.

THE OUTLOOK ABROAD.

The latest àdvices from England by mail
are of a date prior to the action ofhe Bank
of Enigland in increasing tie discount rate,
and we are therefore as yet without any

general ilormation as te the effect of this on
buisiness. The eiorts of the Bait dusring
the week whieh preceded the change were
dtirected to keeping the market up te the
Bank level, by borrowing on securities, and
this was siccessful enougih te put.tlie street
rate slightly above the oflicial minimum.

What the eWleet of the outbreak of hostilities
it Bulgarin, whicli has now actually takein
place, iay be, cannot yet b forescen. Its
main iilineice lit preseit is to intensify the
ustld feeling whichi has prevailed for

some tine. The effect of a war confined to
lhe two petty states between which it has
broken ont wu'ild bu comparatively un-
important, but it is olt tiat it miay invoive
comliplications more or less witdcspread
tlirougl Euope.

h'lie tendency of raies to a Iiglier level
was shown by the tenders for Eniglish Treas-
ury bills cin the 3rd inst. Bills aggregating
£2,890,000 were placed, at ain average rate
of 1.92 per cent for tire muonths bills and
2.54 pur cent for those running six ionths.

Canadian securities in London are slightly
illisproved, although the Dominion 4 per
cents are still near the lowest point, 102 to

103. Tlere is no reason for this beyond the
filet tlat the heavy issues of last siimer,
which were largely taken in blocks by deal-
era, are still to somie extent on the market.
This phase miust soons pass, as ihvestors

pick up tie bonds (whicli are certainly very
clseap), and a gradual returmn to tie old que-
tations (106 to 108) muay be looked for, to
iold tili the next loan is placed. The im-

proveient in Canadian'Pacic stock is very
marked.

li New York the steady reduction oi the
surplus reserves of the Assciated Banks,
whieh has se long been a iarked featurc
of the reports froi tlia'txquarter, lias re-
ceived a temporary check, the past weck
showing an increase for the first timse in
iany monthls. This cau scarcely bc takon

as an indication that the improvied denand
for msoney, which has been one of the most
proiising indications of reviving confidence,
has ceased, for the aggregate loanis of the
bansks have only fallen off half-a-millions dol-
lars, a small lie in such a connection. The.
increase of reserve is more due to ai inflow

of currency frous the West than to de-
ereased . demuanîd in Neiv York. -The New

. . ~N.
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York'Chroticle points out, lsowever, that a
good deal of the money which the bansc
have lost has gone into tie United States
Treasury, wlence it imay issue at any time
that the Secretary deeis it wise te miake a
bond call. Only the silverquestion stands in
the way of such a call now, and that mnay
not be considered sufficienst reason for hold-
ing iiiucli longer an cerînos miass of idla
mnoney, instead of paying off interest-bearing
indebteduess.

T he efibet of practice of tie Uiited States in
keeping its own cash, being its own banker, is
strongly brouglit out at sSuch a tie as this.
Instead of its receipts being daily deposited
in a bank or a unussîbur of baiks, ai solkept
afleat in the ioney market, they are hioarded
in the vaults of the Treasury until a bond-
call or otier cause sets them frac agasin, The
efl'ect of thiscontraction and expansion must
soisetimes bc very serions. In the presenst
position the administration seens to have
found it necessary to say tiat, in case of any
strinsgenscy in moiey, a bond call will at once
be made. Any intervention of that sort on

tie part of our Goverîînment, as a deus
ex machina te extricate lis fron financial
deadlocks, is happily unknown.

The sterling market is in an anoialous
position. Ra:tes stiffened last week on the
rise in the bink rate, but were again de-
pressed on heavy olferings of bills against
securities bonglit ont forcign account. The
latter soirce of supply is, liowever, likely
te bu limsitcd, owing te the inereased rates
for mnei y in Ensgland; and, as the saine
caise creates a demaid for bills as an
investient, and docunentary bills are in
but mîoderate~supply, lower rates for the
present are not likly to be reached.

The aialgamated returns for the National
Banks of the TJnited States te lst October
show some striking figures. Froms these
returas and other sources it; appears that
the gold coin held in the Baniis and Treas-
ury at tiat date amounted to $318,000,000.
The deposit§ of the National 3anIIii amounît
to $l,16,000,000, aI the lanss ta $1,306,-
000,000. Comnparing this with Canada,
with, rouglly speaking, one-tenth the popus-
lation, it appcars that our loans arec in pro-
portion icavier by one-fifth or one-sixi, and
our deposits ligiter in about tie saimle pro-
portion. They have, in addition, enorious

deposits in the State Banks and Savinlgs
Banks, especiiilly in the New England
States. We need not be Ishaned of our re-

cord, but we have noe accissulsted wealth to
compare with theirs, as yet.

CREDIT VS, CAS11.

As the sesoons roll by it is interesting to
note the shirewdnetss of dealers l purehasinsg
and msaking oifers on gouds for cash, whore

years ago these samne dealers ordered ou long
time, with appasrenîtly more regard for the
credit extCeded thom than for obtaining goods
at bottom figures. . Few instances can be
cited where dealers who msaintain a strictly
cash principle have been compelled to suci-
cumeb to what is termed either "liard times »
or scarcity of msoney for there is always sufli-
cient floating cash to sustain a business con-
ducted properly on that basis. This is
exemplified in nearly every city of frein 8,000,
to 20,000 population to-day, both iere and in
the United States, by the appearance of branci
stores of somte large company who make a
specialty of one or more articles of daily cou-
sumptioi 'or waut; basing their success on
the cash principle they advertise, at the samne
tine, using the utmost precaution in keeping
expenses lowered to the smallest possible
amunt on which such a business can be cou-
ducted. Il sone of the largest factories in
the United States, where monthly payments
have been the general brule, the owners are
discussing the merits of weekly paynents, and
sone have adopted the systems, to go into
effect, January 1, 1886, it being con-
ceded to b more saisfactory to the eum-
ployees who will then bu enabled to purchas6
where they choose, and to better advantage,
for cash, where they are now partly coie-
pelled te patronize the firm who extends them
credit, fron mnonsth to month. The objections
raised by some directors to this systen of
weekly paynents are : first, that it will entait
extra .expense in the employmient of book-
keeperse and, secondly, that it will cause ex-
travaganice on the part of somne employees
who, sceing but a few dollars together, con-
sider it too trifling to add te their savings,
whereas, vere the four weeks pay received in
onte it would have a more beneficial effect.
But as soue are approving of and adopting
the former course ià is expected it willsoon
becone more'generail, alfording cnployees an
opportunity of patronizing the dealer wlio,
buying for cash, is prepared to ofetr them
better values.

TRADE Or TH1E PORT.

In the report for Octolier of the Montieal
Iarbor Conmissioners it is stated tiat the
total revenue of the miionth was .$30,301,
against $33,815 in the corresponding nionth
of' last year. This gives a revenue froms the
openling of navigation up1) to Nuveimber Ist of
$11)0,4'22 coupiared with $W8,097 ta same
date in J184. TLe decrease in ocean traflic
was $5,300 ansd ii local trallic $2,375i net
decrea'îse to November 1 st $7,175, or, say, 3.87
per cenît. Turning to statisties showing the
n ober and tonnage of ocean-going vessels
arriving liere we find il decrease in the nin-
ber of siîtamshlips compare<« with the two pre-
ceding years, bat an increase li tonnage
which is larger thanu in any previous year.
The uier cf sailing vessels was 179,- againit
15 last year.. ii 1883, the nuiber of vessels
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arrivingiunder sail was 182, wilh a tonnage
of 56,753, whereas this year, 170 such vessels
reprsencted a tonnage of 63,103. The total
tonnage, steani and sai], compares favorably
with preceding years, as follows :-1885, 044,-
360 ; 1884, 612,105 i 1883, 635,052; 1882,
516,031. Tie lepth of water in thl ship-
chaniel is also aa of the record.

"WrTuouIT Recouns."-Last week we callel
attention to the practice of gaiirinteeiig
cidorseients of cheques and other
documents paid by one bank to another.
There is a soiewhat simnilar practice
in respect to the endorseient of bills of
lading, especially througlt bills, which some
batiks always endorse 94without recoutirse."
This habit gives rise to a good detal of diffi-
culty abroad, casting discredit on the docu-
men ts so endorsed, aid injuriig their negotia-
bility. Il is conciveil that the limitation
does tot relieve the endorser fronm bis general
tunfdertaking to subsequent holders of the
bill of lading lIat it is a genuine document,
signel ly the party whose naume it purports
to bear, and, thîerefore, il woîuld seem that the

practice is useless as well as objectionable.
Any liability for freiglt or charges which
mîigltt fall on the endorser througli an en-
dorsemient free from the limitation miglt be
avoided by adding a few appropriate words
to the signature, without going out of the
way and setting people to question whetlier
there iay not bc some flaw in. the document,
which lias led to the cautions limitation in the
cinlorsemtent.'

A new departure in joint stock banking is
advertised by the Union Bank of Australia,
the outcoie of which will be watched with
interest by bankers and others. This Bank,
whicl lias a paid up capital of £1,500,000, a
reserve of £970,000, and iticalled capital of
£3,000,000, offers to take tlInscribed Stock de-
posits," bearing interest at 4 per cent per
anni, payable halfyearly. Such stock to be

redeeiable at the pleasure of the Baik on
twelve monts' notice, but irredeciable unless
the Baik shall so desire.

Whietlier tliere is aiything in tIis arrange-
nient to attractitonîey frot depositors reiains
to be secen. Il appears to us that the advaii-
tages are wholly on the side of the Bank, silice
il retains the power to cancel the stock stould
rates of interest decline, while, on the other
hand, the holder can only reat lize by selling,
and cati lever liope to sell above par, silice
the banîk will issue the stock at par wlieiever
it is caîlled for. No great demiiand therefore
appears probable for this class of investmîents.

Ve would liko to sou the experiment tried
of a fled îjebeinturo or stock deposit for a
liiinitedh terni Qf yeqr4< diilue to thlose i8sied

by Mortgage Companies. A five or ton year
bond at 4 per cent would be far more likely
to attract purchasers than the interminable
stock proposei by the Union Batik at Austra-
lia.

CoMMussioNS PALo To AICNTS roiL r'uc-

cAI'sERs.-The extent to which this systeni
prevails in England bits beenu clearly illus-
trateil during the progress of a recent case
there, in wlhich evidence was given that the
practice was so commion and so well-recog-
nized that the defendant in the aetse (who,
refused to fulfil lte contract on the ground,
amîongst others, of a commission having beeln
paid to hais agent without lis kiowledge),
nust have kitowin of such a payment havi.iig
been made. 'Tie court, we need scarcely say,
iplield the doctrine thaI if a seller give al
il bribe or commission to a purchaser's agent,
" that is, in law, a frand wltiel defeafts thi
t contract." It has been alleged that sales of
goods by travellers to houses in Great Bri-
tain are ini a genîeral way inpossible utiless
the buyer for tlc house gets lis commission.
The information ie bave on the point shows
that the practice actually exists, and to a very
great extent, but that il is a iitiversal customî
iwe very much doubt. In this particular the
commercial morality of Cantadian houses and
their clerks seens to be fur suiperior to thait
prevalent in Etglanid, for we are sure tiatt, ai-
thought occasional cases mlay occur, il is very
far from being a conion or recognized prac-
tice.

Great conplaints are being trade in England
with regard to the . excessive freiglt charges
of the varions railway lines. The Tiecs met-
tions a case wlhere the freiglht oni a hcavy
article of furtiture fron Indianapolis to Liver-
pool was just two-thirds o? the amount charged
by the Railway Coinpanîy for transporting the
saine article from Liverpool to London. 1Rates
in Great Britain are mutch higher geii6rally
litait on this continent.

AMERICAN PIG-1RON.

The annal report of the Anericai Iron and
Steel Asasociation furnishes a listof furnaces in
blast at a given time during the pasl thre
years, and the record is a startling exhibit of
the decline of the anthracite iron interest. lit
1884 only 84 furnaces iwere in blast, agninst
113 i 1883 fnt 101 in 1882. This result is
said to be traceable to the heavy charges in-
posel upon the iron interests by the anthracite
cea carriers. Last year thre i was a falling
off of 557,359 net tons ini the production of pig
iron, or 11 per cent. But tis decline did nuot

ccur in all classes of pig-iron in the sane
propôrtion. Ii bituminous pig-iron the shrink-
age was comparatively sliglit, it laving beu
onîly 5 per cent, while in anthracite pig-iron it
was 16 per cent, a declinle of 299,143 toits
comIupared with the previous year, and a de-
cline o? 455,685 tous compared ilti 1882. In
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recent years the pig-iron classed as antbra-
cita ngs beenumadelby a considerable admis-
ture of cokowith the anthracite coal used. This
change iras more decided li 1884 thanî in any
previolis year, and wbile the anthracite iron

production decreased 10 per cent, the consumup-
tin of anthracite coal in these furnaces feul
tt' nearly 40 lier cent. Ili connectiori witli
this subject the Philadelphia Record recalls
in interesting calcnlation made some years

ago, when it was estimated that at every blast
turinace a railroad company would hande the
equivalent of sixteei tous of coal for cvery
tii of coal that was carried to the furnace.
This computation would be made by lumuping
tIe iaul of the raw imaterials entering ito the
production of the iron, the shipiment of the
liaislied product, and the geierat freight and
passeniger service of the comuiunity clusteriig
around the furnace. Ho argned from this re-
suit hait a railroad company could alord to
Carry coal to the furnace for nîotlinîg, and
could mu re than repay itself fron the addi-
tiolial tonnage that was ciceated by cieapen-
inîg the cost of the production of the iron.

A recent decision of the Supreme Court of
Sluth Olivarolina rather traerstes the usutl
view as to tIle necessity of soue sort of pro-
pity ln aun article on which to base an, insur-
able iiterest In the case before the Court
tI plaintit' hiaid hial property assigned to him
aIscollteral securi ty, and claimeed under al
isuirance policy takeîn out thereon. The
court, in decidiig in his favor, laid down as a
principle tit ai l iterest to be insurable need
mot be a pIrop)erty lin the subject itnured, but
thait it would be suitlicient if a luss of the sub-
jictL woulld brinig upon the inusured a pecuiiary

AN IMPORTANT CONVENTION.

Butter, cheese and eggs represent an enor-
mous ainual valie in the United States, and the
importance of the trade li these staples imay be
judged fromi the tact that at the twelfth
annual convention of the National Butter,
Gliceso and Egg Association recently 'held at
Chicago ne less than 039 delegates froni the
different States were preserit. Somne little dis-
play distinguished the prelfiminary proceed-
ings, for we rend that "from their liecadquar-
trs it the Grand Pacifie hotel the delegates
vere escorted to IIaverly's theatre by the

imembers of the Produce Exchange of Chicago,
a full nil'itary band alla an escort of police
mnarching at their head."

Goverior Oglesby, the first speaker to wel-
cone the visitig delegates,said lie not only took
pleasuire in the duty whieli the President of the
Association hald assigied hilm because it iwas ex-
pected ofliiim, but becauise lie felt adeep iiterest
in the deliberations whici would be a part of
ilcir proceedings. Ii milk and bread were
iivested the cardinal priiciples of a healthy,
enjoyable existence. Neither could ever bu-
coue coiimon, and as te the egg, that beauti-
fli deliciois, satisfying fruit-productionî, ii-
vention, or wliatever else it mighit be called
[laigiter}]-he thouglit it incomparable as an
artitle of admniratioi anu ImasticILtion. The
lien îiis the mie representative of animal lite
whicl might be conpared wihi the sun. The
sun sets and the hen sets, anld everythiig Lise
in life Can onîly sit [bianghter] Froi a
broader and higier plane consideration, how-

v
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ever, the articles of produce mentionedt were
among the great staples and necessities of life,
and that they might þe protected and tieir
production increased, efforts to this end sbould
bo entruisted to just such ai intelligent, far-
seeing body of men as were coitaiied in the
N'ationtal Association.

As Chairian of'the Convention, Mr. George
M. Liini, president of the Chicago Produce
Exchange, addressei the delegates in a few
well-chosen remuarks, in the course of wlich
lie said that during tw'elve inotiths there had
beci receive(l in Chicago 96,000,000 pounids
of butter and 40,000,000 pounds of cheese.
Estiniating the vaie of the butter at 20 cents
and the cleese s.t 6 cents per pound, the total
valuie of the tiwo products woild reach $21,-
600,000, to say nothing of the value of milk
bandled by a different class of dealers. le
condemned the selling of spurious articles of
produce for genîuine, snch as bitterine, and la
conciding urged that the convention earnî-
estly set forth its bellef in bonest dealings and
honiest methods, and li selling butter for
butter and lard for lard.
, President John J. McDonald ofPhiiiadelphia,
_proceeded te give the Convention somte figures
un the butter and cheese interests of the
Uniited States, in vhicb it appeared that $500,
000,000 would about represent the value of
butter, cheese and milk product, and this con-
pired with other products showed that it'was
$350,000,000 more than the entire ont crop
$e119,000,000 more thian the pig-iroii product,
$257,000,000 more than theiiron and steel pro.
duet, $120,000,000 more thanl the cotton crop
and $100,000,000 more thainî the entire wheat
crop of the country. Thi aiouiit of money
invested in milch cowas alonec li 1884 exceeds
the enormuous sumi of $700,000,000, $41,774,-
701 more than the capital stock of all the
bankiig institutions of the country. At the
second day's proceedings delegates were pres-
ent fromt every Statu i the Union, except
Maline anld Texas. Oleoimlargariie anda
butterine manufacture was discussed.
and was deonunced by most of the
the speakers. Iion. Norman J. Goni,, Com-
missioner cf Agricultr, spoke of the obstacles
in the way of gathering statistics of the matin-
facture of artificial butter, or ascertaiiiiiig the
mîethiods. Its inijuriouîs effect was well kniown.
Lardine, now, had takein the place of oleo-
margarine, as it.couild be made more chîeaply.
Many compounds were aiso sold to dairymen
to iicrease their product, These were gener-
ally cotton seed oil, or other ails. Those whoIî
used these ingredients shouild be tabooed lin
business and the social circle. No one should
be allowed to hindle the geuaine product vho
Was in any wvay connîîected vith the sale or
manufacture of imitation or adulteratel goois.
Laws bad been passed by about twenty States
prohibiting or restricting the manufacture,
sale or use of oleomargarinie. These laws bad
been declared unconstitutional in New York
and Maryland, consequently there bad been
feuw convictions.

Mr. Colmanii thouglht it would b in tho
province of this Association to fix staidar's
of purity of diry products. H-le-had long
been interested i the adulteration of foods,
and these oighit te be held up te. public gaze
as objeets of scorn anld detestation. The
purchasers of foiod needed protection as
lunch as the puîrchasers of fertilizers.: The
General Governmîîeent sould pass stringent
laws upon the subject. The uanufactiirers of
dairy product iwere laiguishing, while the
manuifacturers or spurious articles ivere becoóm-
ing millionaires. A voteofthanks wasgiven to
CounmissioneQr Colmnan. J. W. Gould, of Ohio,
said the liealth oflicers of Oleveland liad lately
examinied somte samiples of bogus butter sold
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i that city, and foimd it to le 33 per cent
vaseline. in the( following week Lite sales of
butter in that city fell ol' 20 per cent. It
dishelartenîed a dailrymain to have to coimpete
w'ith the oil wells of' l'ennusylvania or the S'tan'-
dard Oil UoJpntiiy. The oily law yet gi ven
themu on the subject by the genleral goveriimen t
wasne tllowiig paitent greISe te be sold for
butter. Mr. G. W. Stear'ne, of' Ubicago, a
buItterine manufacturer, explained how oleo-
margarine wras ilade. It was mnufhtiietuiired
froin the fat of catile, nlot bogs. The ltty
portions were given three baths of cleani water,
tihen iced and cooled, then ashlitlIed to a pIIlp,
cooked in a kettle, sie'ved or 1iltered, granilated,
aind remains in a i vat for tweiity-louir to thirty-
Six hou irs; put in presses; 011 is expressed,
giving tVo products, une of which is Ia line
grade of oil, froim wîhich oleonargarine is made.
This sells i wholesale lor Il to ILA cents a
poiind. Tie oil is largely shipped to~ollland.
Tie designation ot' soip grease they coisideredî
unifir. All their factories were open to
inspection iat any time. There were no client-
icals or acid ised. ThLey chreit as htter
i the last process, and was saltel and presseil.
