How It Was Celebrated In Quebse.

REUNION OF FRENCH-CANADIANS.

The 24th of Jane, 1880, will be long re-
membered in the aunals of Canada a8 the day
the French element of this continent held
agrand re-union, and showed the world that
the spirit of their glorious nationality still
lives strongly in their hearts, and that while
almost isolated from the jand of their ances-
tors they cherish the language and religion
transmitted to them. This great elemsnt has

wn from the 60,000 of the time of the con-
quest to the 2,000,000 of io-day, and exhibits
such vitality and power of increase as to give
hope that it will be a living faction in North
American affairs in the time to come.

The old bistorlc city of Quebec presented a
gay and lively appearance on Thursday,
crowded as it was with representatives ot
the old Gallic race from the different parts of
Canada, from the States, and even from
France, who came to add to the pomp of a
celebration in honor of {their common nation-
ality, integrity and faith in the foture. The
city actnally blazed with fiags, banners
and decorations, and the joyous facss of the
immense numbera of people who thronged
the atreets showed the earnestness of the de-
monstration. The procession was umprece.
dented for numbera.

The day’a proceedings whre appropriately
begun with the celebration of Grand Masa
by His Grace Archbishop Taschereau at
les Butte a Neven, on which high ground

,an altar was erected covered with a canopy.
The scene at the raizsing of the Host was a
4 and imposing one.

THE BANQUET

in the Skating Rink was attended by about
500 people, The hall waa tastefully deco-
rated. Behind the Governor-Gdneral's seat
were the words, « Disusauve la Reine,” while
at the opposite end, over the entrance, were
the inecriptions, * 4 noe freres les Acadiens,”
and « La #rance” All along one side of the
building, in large ietters, was the motto, “Nos
institutions, notre language ei nos lois,” and
along the other, « A4 nos freres les Canadisne-
Francais des Etate-Unis” The whole ap-
pearance of the interior was most brilliant
and presented & very remarkable and striking
coup d'etl. The tables were remarkably
handsome, and were adorned with various
pota of choicest flowers. The chair was taken
soon after 7 o'clock by the General President
of the Quebec St. Jean Baptiste Bociety, Mr.
J.P. Rueaume, On the right of the Presi-
dent were the Governor-General, Archbishop
Lafleche, of Three Rivers; Hon Mr Laurier,
Rishop Racine, of Bherbrooke; Hon Speaker
Blanchet, Judges Jette and Taschereau, Hon
P J O Chaveau, M Qlaudius Jeaonet, Hon Dr
Ross, 8peaker of the Legislative Council ;
Rev Mr Bedard, the Mayor of Quebec, Judge
Routhier, Bev Mr Hamel, Rector of Laval
University. On the President's left were the
Lieut.-Governor, Hon Hector Langevin,
Bishop Uameron, of Arichat ; Archibald
Campbell, Senator Fabre, Judge Loranger,
President of the §t. Jean Baptiste So:lety,
Montresl; Hon J A Chapleau, Premier of
Quebec; Hon Minfster of Public Works;
Hon Speaker Turcotte, Count de Fenillet,
Judge Plamondon, Col Duchesnay, the Bel-
gian Consgul, Mr. Bols; Mr. Watson, the
American Consul; Hon, Mr. Langelier.

day, not only on account of its extent, but
more egpecially on account of the develop-
ment of arts and manufactures exhibited.

Inallusion to the speech of the Gover-
nor-Gentral ou the union of Scotland and
Eugland, he said the greatest ally of old
France was Scotland; while England had
effected a union with Scotland, Canada had
gone astep farther, and united England, Scot-
land and France on her soil.

To the toast of « The Province of Quebec,”

to thoe oak tree, whose roots take so firm a
hold of the ground that the tree cannot be
uprooted. He was not inclined to regard the
emigration of French.Canadians with the
fear with which many regarded it. It was
dua to the expansive vigor of the race, which
must find an outlet foritsenergy. Hepassed
s high eulogium on the merits of Mr. Rameau,
the French writer whose works had contri-
buted so greatly to make Canada known in
Europe, and who predicted a great future for
the French-Canadian race. Hedwelt earnestly
on the advantages of our present position, ex-
preesed the loyalty which all Canadians felt
towards the British Throne aud Coustitution,
and quoted the words of Lord Dufferin, that
the last gun on this continent would be fired
by a French-Canadian. He advised Canadians
not to make a parade of their sentiments of
nationality and patriotism, but to keep the
exhibition of those pure feelings for featival
days, just as they preserved their precious
ornaments to be worn on days of /ete.

He was followed by Hon. Mr. Langelier who
enlarged on the necessity of being united
and forgetting political differences on occas-
ions like the present.

ANOTHER STEAMBOAT DISASTER,

Thirty to Forty Lives Lost.

New Yomrk, June 28.—Another terribte
steamboat disaster occurred this evening near
Hellgats, by which it is feared that betweean
30 and 40 lives have been lost. The steam-
boat Sewashaka, which runs from Peck Slip
to College Point, and makes several landings
in the Sound, left her dock in this city shortly
before 4 p.m. to-day, with between 300 and
100 passengers aboard, two-thirds of whom
were women and children, who were bound
for some country resort on the Sound. No-
thing unusual occurred until passing through
Hellgate, when a sudden cry of fire below
sent a thrill of terror through the pasasngers,
who almost immediately became panic-
stricken, and rushed about almost wild.
Every effort was made by the officers to ex-
tingnish the flames, but without avail, and in
less than five minutes atter the first alarm
from the cabin abaft
the paddle wheel. The scene on board
at this time ‘baflles description. Women
with children in their arms jumped over-
board and were lost; men in attempting to
escape jumped into the river, and were carried
away by the current, while others who were
{n the cabin, being unable to escape, were
burned to death. When all hope of saving
the vessel had heen abandoned she was
beached near Ward's Island, where she con-
tinued to burn to the water's edge. Captain
Smith, who had charge of the ill-fated boat,
with hie officers, tried all in his power to
save the lives of the passengers, and was
badly burned before leaving the vesasel.
Nothing definite as to the cause of the disas-
ter can be learned from any of the officers of
the vessels, but nearly every one agrees that
the fire originated in the furnaces, aud spread
in all directions. Captain Smith states tbat
he made every effort to run the vessel ashore
a8 soon a8 he found the fames were be-
yond control. He also says that his signals
of distrese were responded to by the Sylvian
Glen, the Morris, and other steamers. A
large number of rowboats also came to her
assistance from Kentucky and Long Island
shores, and took & large number of passen-
gers off the burning vessel, the majority of
whom were taken totheir home. After every-
one had been removed from the vessel, search
was begun for tho dead. Several bodles were
taken from the wessel, almost burned to a
crigp, and'almost a dozen taken from the water
drowned. Among the dead weretwo children
drowned, and one womau and child burned
beyond recognition ; a young woman burne
to death ; two women terribly burned; an old
lady burned; Mary Reed drowned; Mrs.
Georga H. Colton, 1350 Pacific street,
Brooklyn, drowned ; Mr. Deboives, 392 Pacific
gtreet, Brooklyn, drowned ; two men drowned
off 109th street; a ohild drowned. A large
man with one leg burned off, and ons P. Skid-
more, of Coleman house. All these bodies
were taken to the morgue. Several other
bodies were picked up and taken to Randall's
and Wird's Islands,. The Seawashaka was
built at Keyport 16 years ago,. and valned at
$76,000.

BRADLAUGH.

THE GREAT ICOROCLAST MAKES AN
ELOQUENT APPEAL.

HE RESISTS AND IS IMPRISONED BY
THE SERGEANT-AT-ARMS.

I8 RELEASED AND TARES HIS SEAT
AMID SENSATION.

Loxnox, June 25.—The Bouse of Commons
was crowded to-day in expectation of a acene.
Mr. Bradlaugh presented himeelf at the table,
but the Speaker informed him that in conse-
quence of the resolution ot the House yester-

day he must retire. Mr. Bradlangh wished
to address the Speaker, but was met with Op-
position cries of « Withdraw.¥ The Speaker

{nformed Mr. Bradlaugh that he must with-
draw. Mr, Labouchere moved that Mr.

Bradlaugh be heard at the Bar, which motion

was agreed to. Mr. Bradlaugh eloquently

combatted the resolution arrived at againat

him. He said it was unprecedented to con-

demn anyone unheard. He argued against

being accused of atheism. He said he would

not forcgo elther his cpinions or his claims to

his seat. The House might afterwards expel

him, but until he had taken his seat it had
no jurisdiction over him. The House conld
not override a law which permitted
bim to take the oath. If appeal was
necessary, as he hoped it would not be, it
must bemade. He asked the House to give
him the justice which Judgea would give bim
if appealed to. He was loudly cheered. The
Speaker asked whether Mr. Bradlaugh shouid
be called in to hear the pleasure of the House.
Mr. Gladstone thought that last night’s resclu-
tion wag illegal, but he submitted to it as the
decision of the House. Mr. Labouchere asked
leave to move that Mr. Bradlaugh be allowed
to take the oatb, but this was ruled out of
order. Subsequentily a motion of Mr. Labou-
chere's to rescind last night's resolution was

discussed, but at the reqguest of Mr. Gladstone
it was withdrawn. Mr. Bradlaugh having
been called in, advanced to the table, and was
informed by the Speaker of the dacision of the
House and was requested to withdraw. He
twice respectfully refused to withdraw, where-
upon 8ir Stafford Northcote moved that the

Speaker be authorized to enforce his with-

drawal. The House divided on the motion

whilst Mr. Bradlaugh was standing at the

table, and Sir 8, Northcote’'s motion was
adopted by 326 to 23. Mr. Bradlaugh refused

positively to obey, and he was, therefore, re—
moved beyond the bar. He returned twice,
declaring that the House had no right to ex-

clude him—that it could only imprison him.

Sir S, Northcote moved that Mr. Bradlaugh

having refused to obey the chair of the House
he be given into the custody of the Sergeant-

at-Arms. Mr. Gladstone, seeing no other
means of giving effect to last night’s resolu~
tion, seconded the motion. M. Finnigan
(Liberal member for Ennis)} moved the ad-
journment of the House, which was rejected

by 342 to 5. The debate on Sir 8. Northcote’s
motion was continued, and after Mr. Parnell

had spoken, the motion that Bradlaugh be
given into the custody of the Sergeant-at-
Arms wag adopted by 274 to 7. The Speaker
tken called upon the Ssrgeant-at-Arms to re-
move Mr. Bradlaugh below the bar, and that
officer approached and touched Mr. Bradlaugh
on the shoulder. Mr. Bradlaugh moved
away, but turned back and shouted, #I claim
my right as a member of tkis House” The
Sergeant took a more forcible possession of
his prisoner and moved him to the bar, from
which Mr. Bradlaugh again advanced, reiter-
ating his claim:, He was bronght back apain
by the Sergeant, who held him by the sleeve.

At last Mr. Bradlaugh stepped forward and
said :—« I admit your right to imprison me.
but I deny your rightto exclude me,and I re-
fuse to be excluded.” The House then
adopted a motion to commit Mr. Bradlaugh
to custody, and he i8 now confined in the
Qlock Tower of the House of Commons.
There  was mno oxcitement outside of the
House. Mr, Bradlaugh’s speech at the bar
was eloquent and impassioned, and is con-
sidered a splendid effort of oratory. The
Standard says that Bradlaugh's friends in the
House will move that he be discharged from
custody, When he was taken into custody by
the Sergeant-at-Arms he made enough resist-
ance. He resented his authority. He walked
to the room assigred him in the Clock
Tower hetveen the Sergeant-at-Arms and his
deputy, followed by three policemen and a
procession of members of the House.
Parnell and others visited Bradlaugh and
Bradlaugh stated
to an interviewer that he did not yet contem-
plate legal proceedings. Ha received
numerous offers of aid. The Daily News un-
derstands that his principal supporters in
Northampton are considering the expediency
of applying for permission to be heard by
couneel at the bar of the House, The mem-
bers who have been most activein supporting
Bradlaugh's right to take bls seat have de-
cided to wait & few days before taking farther
action. The Times says Bradlaugh complains
bitterly of the attacks on him by a few Irish
members, particularly O'Donnell. He says
this ia his veward for standing up for. the
Feniang in 18656 and 1866. Bradlaugh
expresses admiration for Parnell and
Labouchere, the latter for his generous sup-
port.

LAST DAYS OF PRINCE ALBERT.

His Illness and Death-—~-The Queen's Great
Trinl.

On the 2th of November the Prince
dragged himself through a review of the Eton
College volunteers, looking very unwell and
walkiog slowly. Though wrapped in a coat
lined with for he ¢ felt a8 though cold water
was being poured down his back.! ¢ Unbap-
pily 1 must be present,” he wrote in his diary,
and thuse are the lust words he ever wrote.
Nights of shivering and eleeplessness, the
Prince lying vn thusofa and the Queen read-
ing to him ; visits from the ministers, from
foreign ambassadors. Lord Palmerston es-
pecially became uneasy about the symptoms
of the Prince's indisposition. Sir James
Clerk and Dr. Jenner assured ber Majesty on
the 3rd December that there was no cause for
alarm. Still further nights of wakeful rest-
lessness and distaste fer food. ¢He would
take pothing,’ says the Queen, ¢ hardly any
broth, no rusk, no bread, or anything. My
anxiety is great, and I feel utlerly lest.” The
Prince liked to be read to, but bhardly any
buoks suited kim, They tried him with the
¢ Dodd Family,' but he cid not like it. One
of Sir Walter Scott’s, ¢ The Talisman, was
substituted. It was read by the Princes Alice,
(the Prince listening in a very uncomfertable,
panting state, which frightened us.'

On the night of the 5th of December, Dr,
Jenoer sat up with the Prince, who com-
plained of his wretched condition—¢ weak
and irritable and unlike himself." In the
ovening the Queen found Albert most dear
and affectionate and ¢ quite himaelf when I
went in with little Beatrice, whom he kissed.
He quite laughed at some of her new French
verses which 1 made her repeat. Then he
held her little hand in his for some time and
sho sat looking athim.’ December pasaed to
the 6th, the Prince still looking weak and
exhausted, his wite thinking it was overwork
and worry. *Itis too much,' be eaid. ¢You
muat speak to the Ministers! ‘Then he said,’
says the Queen, ¢ when he lay awake there he
heard the little birds and thought of those he
had heard at Rosenbam in his childhood. I
felt quite upset.’

Dr. Jenner, on December 6th, informed the
Queen in ¢ the kindest, cleareat manner,’ that
the Prince’s disesse had bDow assumed its
office, and was gastric or low fuver, and must
have its course & month, which dated from
the 220d of November., ¢ Albert' says, the
Queen, ‘was not to know it, as he had unfor-
tunatuly a horror of fever.

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INSECTIVOROUS BIRDS.

No person, be he ever so sordid, but i ja
some way sensible to the charms of natye
and among the charms of country life the’
presence of birds, and the delights deriveq
from their cheerful song, are among the mogt
popular. Hardly any one would care to be with
out them, and yet thedamage they sometigeg
do is 80 provoking that it iz no wonder 4t
times people grow out of patience with thep_
It is very hard in these cases to discuss the
bird question properly, and thus we read ip
various * transactions” of the most contradiet.
ory opinions in regard to the value ot birds,
1n some quarters people are praying for birds,
and petition the legislatures for laws to pro-
tect and encourage them ; on the other hand
these people are regarded as mere sentimen.
talists, and ¢ fire and brimstone” is voted ag
the true deserts of what the others regard as
feathered pets.

The truth about birds lies midway between
these two extremes. That theylive fornine
months in the year on insects is clear of
birdsasa general thing.  There are perhaps
a tew that live wholly on seeds and fruit, but
none of these are among the birds which give
our agriculturists and frult growers so mucig
trouble, Ifit were not for the myriads of in-'§
sects which these birds destroy in that time, it
would be perfectly useless to try to raise grain
orfruits at ag. Now, when we look at these
facts the kinQ-hearted are veryapt to decide
that the pocr ttings are entitled to some of
the fruits which, without them, we could not
have atall. Butthe trouble is that in many
cases that they take all the crop, and under
these circumstances one is mot apt to care
much whether they eat insects for nine months
or not. .

In this conflict of facts the wise man is he
who ignores none, but adapts things to circum-
stances. We must have birds, and they should
be encouraged, and to have fruits we must.
guard them from birds who will take more
than their share. Agricultural writers tell
us that in Europe, where the birds are in-
finitely more numerous than they are here,
they suffer very little from insects. The birds
keep the noxious insects pretty well dewn,
but when the grain fields are sown, or the
fruit about to ripen, boys are hired, who with
clappers walk about the field and keep the
birdsaway. By thus spending a trifle fora
fow weeks they have no difficulty in fhaving
full crops in spite of the great number of
feathered tribes,  Our true policy must bea
similar one, to encourage the birds and pro-
tect the crops. There is no other rational
grounds to take.—@ermantown Telegraph.

Brockville Separate School
Examination.

We clip the following from the Brockville
Recorder of June 19th:—

_ The examination of the pupils attending
the Separate School was held on Friday and
Monday. The attendance of spectators was
large and demonstrated that the liveliest in-
tereat is talen in the progress of the pupils.

The universal verdict of all present was, that
the most gratiying results had been accom-
plished inthe past quarter. Considering the

ape ot the pupils, the questions acked were ot
a very difficult charaeter, but were answered

witha readiness which evinced carefal and

scientific training. Bince the advent of the
Nuns a marked improvement has heen noted

in deportment, reflecting the greatest credit

upon the Sisters in charge. The writing and

map drawing were simply superb, in fact the

best ; we have never seen it equalled in any
public achool in Canada, not excepting the
Model Sehool, Toronto. Though the time
was limited, the examination was of athor-
ough character, probing the subject to first
principles. The mathematical paper of the
boys being unusually long, involving Natural

Philosophy, two subjects, grammar and geo-
graphy bad to be omitted. On Wednesday
afternoon the examination on these subjects

will be held, when we trust that the attend-

ance will belarge. The Trustees havein Mr.

Hennessey a conscientious and pains-taking
teacher, who labors unceasingly for the ad-
vancement of the pupils, and well deserves
the flattering encomiuws which were shower-
ed upon him. The Nune deserve every en-
couragement, s their presence hag been a
continual spur to progress, at - the same time
olevating the tone of the school, replacing
rudeness by culture, awkwardness by grace,
and coarseness by refinement. Such influence,

in moulding the character of the rising gen-
eration, must be highly benficlal and lasting
in its results.

THE NEW VICAR-GENERAL OF THE
DIOCESE OF OTTAWA.

The Rev. Dr. O’Conunor was bora in old By-
town on the 18tk of June, 1833. His father
was Daniel 0'Connor and his mether Marx-
guret Power, who settled here in the month of
May, 1827, at the earnest solicitation of the
late Colonel By. Lis father carried on a very
extensive mercantile business, bath in town
and country, and held for many years the
position ef treasurer of the uld Dalhousie
disirict, and subsequently that of traasarer for
the County ef Carleton In his younger years
Dr. O'Connoer recelved his education in the
ordinary schools of Bytown, and subse(uently
in the District Grammar Scheol. 1n 1848 he
entered the College of Ottawa as one of ita
ficst students, on the very day it was tirst
opened, and flaished his scholastic course
therein. During 1852 and 1853 he carried
on the mercautile business in connection with
his father, and munaged for the most part, the
affairs of the Treasurer's ofice. Towards
the end of 1853, he definitely decided to em-
brace the ecclesiastical state,and, on the 24th
of November of the same year, entared the
Seminary then conducted in the Bishop's
Palace on St. Patrick’s street. Atthe close of
the year 1856, be finished his course of divinity
studies, having in the meantime received the
various ecclesiastical orders up to Deaconship
inclusive. Counsldering himself yet young,
and fearing to accept, to a fuller extent, the
sorious and onerous responsibilities of minis-
terial life, he declined to receive the order of
priesthood, until sume years later, althongh
very {requently and pressingly urged to de 80
by the late Bishop of the diocese. This same
year, ke was appointed Secretary to the late
Bishop'and of the diocese, which position he
held until tke death of Bishap Guigues in
1873. Im 1858 he was elected chairman of
the Board of Separate Schools, of which he
had hieen already a trustee for two yeara. This
position he occupied until 1867, ard during
this time he succeeded in directing and man-
aging the aflaits of the School Board with
comparative liltle assfatance, despite the
numerous difficulties which beset it. 1Ia
the year 1858 he became the proprietor of the
Ottawa T'ribune newspaper, and conducted it,
in connection with the Dnion newspaper, as-
sociated with hia brother-in-law, the late Mr.
Henry James Friel, and his brother, Mr. R. E.
O'Connor, until 1864. In the month of No-
vember, 1864, he, with the consent and ap-
proval of the Separate Behool Traatees, intro-
duced the Christian Brothers {nto Ottawa to
take charge of the boys’ schoola. In 1866, at
the request of ths late Bishop Guigues and of
the Rev Father Ryam, then Presidont of the
Qttawa College, he nndeitook ta obtaiw from
the old Parliament of Canada a charter, giving
upiversity powers to the institution. Oa
broaching the subject to the leader of the
Government, and sounding the feelings of the
members of the House, he found that to ob-
tain the deaired charter, the most formidable
opposition would have to be encountered.
He, kowever, had the bill introdnced into the
House, and iz a short time, Ly psrsevering
efforts and adroit manipulations, he succeed-
ed iu having tho bill carvied by a large ma-
jority in the Lower House. The opposition
he had to encouanter in the Upper House, or
Leglislative Council, was, if anything, still
more formidable. The leader of the House
took a decided stand against the measare, and
gpoke against and epposed It at every stage.
Notwithstanding all this, through hard work
and skilful mansgement, the bill was passed
by a large majority, and the charter obtained
for the college. During the saame secsion the
Government Introduced Into the Lower
House a bill to grant certain other rights and
privileges in school matters to the minority
in Lower Canada. The Rev. Dr. O'Connor
was requested to try and obtain a similar
measure from the House for the OCathelic
minority of Upper Canada, and the day after
the Government had introduced their bill he
got the late Mr. Bell, then M. P. for the
County of Russell, to 1ntroduce a bill, almost
similar in its provisions, for the relief of the
minority in Upper Canada. The very intro-
duction, or rather mation for leave to intro-
duce this bill, created the most intense ex-
citement in the Houge, and & very preminent
mémber of the then Opposition declared it
was the boldest demand ever made of Parlia.
mant. The session was near its cloge, and it
was evident that the bill introduced by Mr.
Bell, as a private member of the House, could
not be reached before the end of the session
in the ordinary course of things. Tne Gorv-
ernment measure in regard to the mimority in
Lower Daneda was to be moved to & second
reading the neut day. The only means of
securing any chance for the bill introduced by
Mr. Bell, was to bave reconrss to the extrame
gtep of having it,ifatall possible, placed on the
orders, or papers, of the House, a8 an amend-
ment to the Government bill. This, after o
groat deal of trouble and manipalation, was
accompliched, and the Government became
seriously embarrassed, and deferred from day
to day to move the second reading of their
bill. Fo the surprice of every ore, Hon.
Mr. Galt, who bad pledged the Government
in a epeech before the meeting of Parliament
to the bill they had introduced, for some
reason or other retired from the Miniatry, and
the Government withdrew Its bill. There
being no longer the same effactive grounds to
work on, the bill on behalf of the minority in
Upper Canada bad, of comse, also to be
dropped, and thus only were Dr. O'Connor's
efforts unsuccessful in getting the bill to a
vote in the House. One thing, at the time,
appeared certain, judging from the atate of
feelings in the House, that the Government
measure in favor of the mingrity in Lower
Canada could not have been passed without
the bill in Mr. Bell’s handa aleo being car—
ried.

The parish of St. Patrick’s, Ottawa, having
in 1866 become vacant by the resignation of
the Rev. Father McGrath, Dr. O'Connor wag
urged verv strongly Ly the Jate Bishop
Guigues to receive the order of priesthood
and accept charge of the parish. He, however,
declined to accept the charge, desiring to pro-
ceed to Rome, at a3 early a date as possible to
revise his studies, and follow a course of
lectures in aomse of the colleges in the Eternal
City. Ia July, 1867, he left Ottawa tor Rome,
and on his arrival In that city, immediately
commenced the revision of his studies, and
followed the course of Divinity lectures de-
livered. by the ablest professore in.the
Saplenza and Roman Colloges. In the month
of May, 1868, he was ordained priest, and four
days after, on the 38th of the same month, he
raceived from the hands of Oardinal Barnabo
himself, in the chapel of the College. of the
Propaganda, the degree ot Docter of Divinity,
After travelling some months en the con-
tinent,; aud in England and Ireland, he re-
turned to Ottawa in September 1868. Im-
mediately after his return he was appointed,
in connection with Fatber Molloy, to the
charge of the English spesking Catholics’ of
the Cathedral Perigh, and, towards the end of
the same year,was rppointed spiritual director
of the St. Patrick's Orphan Asylum, .then.
situated in a small rented building on Church
atreet. On the 1st Febrnary, 1869, he re-
ceived aletter from the late P. J. Whelan;then
copfined in the Qitawxn gaol, under gema

teuce of death, for the murder Inthe year pre-

vious, of the late Hon. Thomas D Arcy McGee,

requesting him to atterd and prepare bim for

the terrible day awalting him, and which was

fixed on the 11th of the above month. Dy,

O'Connor attended him all through the trylug

interval, and stood by him on the scaffold as

the drop fell and launched him into eternity.

At. Dr. O'Connec’s request, and under his

direction, s misslon was given In tho
Cathedral in December, 1871, by the cele-
brated Father Damenand his three associates.
After the departure of Father I'amen, a very
lively religious coatroveray sprung up in the
newspapers of the city, and lsctures were de-
livered, and pamphlets published, agsiost
eomse of the teachings of the Catholic Church.
After the controversy had continued for some
time, the Rev. Dr. O'Connor was requested to
offur a reply, which he did in February, 1872,
m @ very ably and most closely reascned
phaniphlet, which was extensively circulated
and cagerly read. Inthe early part of 18612,
he, atter due deliberation with the council of
the institution, resolved to devote im-
mediately his energies, and as much
of his time a8 he could spare from
his other duties, towards securing the
erection of a suitable building for the inmates
of the St. Patrick’s Orphan Asylum., He was
induced to this step by the great prevalence
of that terrible diesase, small-pox, in the city,
aud which, especially in the winter of 1872,
most seriously threntened tho lives of the in-
mates of the asylum on Church street. ‘This
building was altogether unsnitable, and was
crowded to such an extent that the disense
which bad committed sixch sad havoc around
it, once broken out in the institution, tke in-
mates must have suffered most terribly from
it. In order to avoid this danger for the fu-
tare, and to provide a commodious and suit-
able building, he opened a subacription aund
made an appeal to the citizens of all classes
to assiat him. He met with a most gonerous
response, aud the foumdations of the new
buildiog were commenced in the month of
April, 1872, ou tho extensive property, con-
sisting of eight city lots, purchased on Maria
and Gloucester sireets, near the present St,
Patrick’s Ghurch. In one year from the date
of the commencement of the work, the
splendid building now occupied as the St.
Patrick's Orphan Asylum, was finizhed, and
the inmnates of the rented bollding on Church
street transferred to it. The outbuildings
were immediately atterwards erected. To-day
the property is one of the finost in the city,
and, everything calculated, is probably worth
from forty to fifty thousand dollars, whilv the
funded debt cncumbering it ia little over
four thousand dollars. The success of this
institution, under the directior of Dr. O'Con-
oor, Las been something extraordinary, vs-
pecially when it is kept in mind that, while
providing funds for purchasing property,
building operations, &c , a large provision had
to be made anaually for the support, clothing,
&c., ot a great number of children and old
and iofirm )ersong, ranging from eighty to
one hundred eovery year. Tho great success
of the iastitulion has been a matter of wontter
to many conversant with the difficulties
which generally beset such undertakings.
Dr. O'Connor Is still in charge of the institu-
tion. A short time after the establishment
of the Catholic Young Men's Society in this
city, Dr. O'Connor was, in February, 1873, re-
quested, by a resolution carried unanimously,
to act as chaplain of the society. During the
eeesion jof Parliament in 1873, at the request
of Bishop Swecney, of 5t. Johns, New Bruns-
wich, he took a veryactive partin cobnection
with the school question, afferting the Catho-
lics of that Province, when it was brought be-
fore the House ¢f Commaons, and had the satis-
faction of seeing tho resolution referring the
queation to England so ably handled by Mr.
Costigan, and pressed forward by him and
other members of the House, carried, despite
all the influence brought to bear to defeat It.
He also took an active part in regard to this
question when it came up again before the
House in 1876, In 1K74 he was requested by
an unaunimous voto to accept the position of
epiritunl director of $t. P'atrick’s Literary As—
sociation. During the summer of 18%7 he
travelled much in company with His lixcel-
lency the Apostolic Delegate, tho late Bishop
Conroy, visiting Quebec, Ottawa, Torouto,
Niagars, and other places. He received many
marks of estcem from His Excellency. In
August of the same [year he was again re-
quested by tho present Bishop of Ottawa, Mgr.
Duhamel, to accept the charge of 5t. Patrick’s
parish, Upper Town, and on the 11th Nuvem-
ber following he entered on his duties na
rector of this parish. The finoncial condition
of the parish when he took charge was {n the
most unsatisiactory stato, and probably few
other clergymen wonld have dared to face,
with any hope of success, eapecially iu the de-
presged etate of business during the last fow
years. However, by persevering enorgy and
skilful management he has succeeded in

bringing eomething like order out of chaos,
and placed the parish in such a condition
financially as to bave good hopes for the fu-
ture. In the year 1878 he was unanimously
requested by the St. Patrick’s Society to act as
their chaplain. On the 17th of the present
month he was appointed by Mgr. Duhamel,
Vicar-General of the Diocese, in place of the
Very Rev. Vicar-General Jouvent who is
atout to leave the diocess and return to
France, his native country. Dr. O'Connor
has always helda high place in the esteem of
the people of the city, not only Catholic but
Proteatant as well. He hag, on more than one
occasion, been made the recipient of substan-
tial marks of the estimation in which he is
held. He possesses a large influence not
only within the city, but also throughout the
whole Ottawa Valley, and hia name is well
and favorably known throughout the
Dominion, With the leading men of all de-

intimateiy acquainted, and i8 much respocted
by them. To his perserving energy and in-
fiuence, many Protestantsas well as Cathollcs
are wholly or partially indebted for the posi-
tions thepnow occupy in the public oftices of
the country. e has never been exclusive,
but has been nlwaye as ready to say a word,
when requested, in favor of a Protestant
friend ar in favor of a Catbolic applicant for
position. We believe also there are few
clergymen who possess to a greaior extent,
the esteem and confidence of the Catholic
hierarchy of the Dominion than he does. The
Bishop of Ottaws, in selecting him for the
honorable positiorn of Vicar-General of the
diocese, has done an act which, while it is a
deserved tribute to the abilities and position
of Dr. O Connor in the community, and a
merited recognition of his services in the

diocese, will also meat with the approval of
all vlasses.

THE NATIONAL IIOLIDAY.

To-morrow, the first ot July, will be
Cunada’s nationa! holiday,and the thirteenth
anniversary of confederation, that is to sy,
the day in which she was created a nation
and & state of semi-independence conferred
upon her. Some gay indeed, and with con-
sidernble force, that no ome d‘reamed of any-
thing but making one colony of a number of
colonies, and this, in fact, may have been
merely what was intended, but nevertbeless,
the people of Canada accepted confederntion
ag the first instalment of independence, and
hence celebrate the first of July as Canada’s
national holiday. And so ihey should, it is
a wholesome idea. Canada is too large for a
crown colony. She is fally capable of ruling
herself. When the wheels of the Government
are not clogged by Downing Street inter-
ference, they run smoothly enough. Our
Governo:-General is but the centre of a social
circle, and social circles, though they may
give tone to do, not govern a country. €anada
then, contains within herself not only all the
elements of a nation, but of a great one, and
she may legitimately loock forward to a bril-
liant future when left to herself, and wher her
interests shall not be rendered subservient to
thoss of auy other country. On the first of
July, then, the people should rejoice, no mat-

ter what creed or national element to which
they may belong, They should show, by

their observance of the day, that they realize
their poeition, and they should celebrate it
more enthusiastically than the Irish celebrate
St. Patrick's Day, the French the festival of
St. Jean Baptiste, or the different séctions
celebrate the birthday of the Queen. It
should be understood that the first day of
July is the anniversary of Canada’s gemi-in-
dependence, and & feeling of Ioyalty to the
country which gives them a home and a living
should be fostersd. At the present time, as
Mr. Perrault puts it, when a Oanadlan is
travelling abroad, he registers himself sither
a8 an Englishman or an American, fearing if

1ho Unled States, The discipline and good

he puts Canada opposite his name, he may be

thought a man comiog from & poor colony
slmoet without a name among tho nations.

Canada hasa larger population than either
Belgium, Holland, Denmark, Norway, and
Sweden, or Portugal, and it is not imposaible
that at no remote perlod she may have larger
than those countries combined. Her oarsmen
bave beaten the world, she can furnish some
of the best athletes, and if she i not as strong
mentally as physically, it is her own fault, for
hers {8 just the kind of climate to develop
the most perfect men of brain or muscle. Let
us all celabrate the 1st of July as the national
holiday, let us make a beginning and act like
rational beings, whose country is underneath
their feet and not on the other side of the
Atlantio.

ANGLO-ISRAEL.

Every age has its own pet hobbles and
theories, some of which are mischievouns and
others harmless, but most of which dieappear
with their riders or propagators. The hobby
8o persistently ridden by a number of Pr.,-
testant clergymen within the past few years
belongs to the harmless class, their beinug no
greater mischief connected with it than the
waste of time which they would otherwise
dedicate to abuse of the ¢ Woman that Sitteth
on the deven Hills.” Asa matter of course,
the exponents of the idea that the British
and Americans are descended from the fost
ten tribes of Israel prove their theory from
Scripture, or at least prove it to their own
satisfaction, just as all kinds of enthusiasts
prove all mamner of things from the same
source.

On Tuesday, the 22nd ins‘ant, an Anglo-
Israel meeting was held in the St. James-
street Methodist Church, at which the Rev.
Mr. Maclise, Mr. Mathewson Mr. Greig,
the Rev. Dr. Stevenson, and others, were the
apeakers, the Rev. Gavin Lang presiding.
The first-named gentleman, who was the
principal gpeaker, confended that the British
and American nations are the descendants
of the lost tribes because,in fulfilment of the
prophecies, ##God has made those nations
great, prosperous, victorows, rich in gold,
silver, cattle, ships, and merchandize ; nations
whose gates are not shut by day or night that
the force and wealth of the Gentiles should
come into them; becawse they dissemenate
righteousness.” The arguments of the Rev.
Mr. Stevenson and Mr. Mathewson, dissenters
from the theory, were to the effect that Eng-
land and America could not be the spiritual
Israel, for that they were engaged in wars and
doings of iniquity, were easily overcome by
the rev. lecturer, as well as the charge of the
opium war with China, which he did unot
justify, but, held it a8 of ultimate good, ! for
did it not open the gates of China to the
spread of the Gospel?” It did, dear dector,
it did; and much good did that same kind of
Gospel do the Heathen Chimee. Butdoes it
not seem odd that, in China and India, the
descendants of the tribes have, after all, done
so little towards evangelizing the heathen,
while the Catholic missienaries have been so
eminently successful? In India, we are in-
formed, there are two million Cbristiang, of
whom but one hundred thousand are Protest-
ants, while, If we mistake not, the converts in
China are about in the ...te proportion.
We do not know if Dr. Maclise includes Ire-
land in the British nation, bat, if he does,
what about her wealth, except that it belongs
to the Gentile, who are to be spoiled for the
benefit of the darling tribes? But how comes
it that Amerioa i8 Israelite, made up as it is
of rll the nationalities of Europe, of which
the British is certainly not the greatest ele-
ment. And surely the learned hobbyist
must admit that Fraunce is a very wealthy
nation; and surely he will algo admit that
Spain wasg, two centuries ugo, the wealthiest
nation in the world and the most powerful
and yet belonged neither to the iribes of Dan,
Gad, nor Asshur. We greally foar that
down deep in h's heart the Revd, Mr. Maclise
is & believer in the doctrine of the Sadduces:
who doubted a future life, else why does he
lay such mighty stress on wealth, commerce,
ships and cattle. It seems to us that a child
of seven yeais, possessed of ordinary intelli-
gence, could in ten minutes shatter the
Apglo-Israel theory into small pieces, ard it
also seems to us that the answers of the Rev.
Mr. Stevenson was quite sufficient o a
lot of nonsenmsical hypotheses when he
said :— '

« Israel now is a spiritual distinction, and
so far as he was concerned, if it muat be so
that the Gospel is to be carried at the point
of the bayonet and at the cannen’s mouth, as
the British had done, he (Dr. Stevenson)

would close his bible and have none of it, for
he helieved in a Gespel of peace.”

There i8 a Secretary-Treasurer (ominous
title) to the Aunglo-Israel Association, and
that gentleman cheerfully intormed the au-
dience in 8t. James Chuzch “ that the Chris-
tian dispensation was not o dispensntio’n of
peace but of war, for Christ aaid:—! Thon art
my battle axe and weapon of war, with' thee
1 will destroy nutions and break to pieces the
horse and his rider.'” Alas, alas, when will
relizion teachers understand what great harm
they are doing half-educated men when they
tihrust bibles in their hands and give them
1save to Interpret its sacred writings as they
please? The profomndest scholars of the
Church, in conclave assembled, approach a
text of Scripture, to interpret it, with fear and
trembling ; but a colporteur or the Secretary-
Treasurer of an idiotic asscciation takes hold
of it without hesitation and explains it with-.
out difficulty, cheerfully ignoring the fact
that there are hundreds like him, and with
Jjust as little intelligence, who, if asked, would
give it a meaning altogether different from
his and from one onother. Of a verity, fools
rush in where angels fear to tread. Is it any
wonder there are ever 50 many'church mem-
bers who do not believe in any religion, when
men llke the Revd, Mr, Maclice and Mr,

Creig go around the country telling the
people that onr Blessed Saviour peached a
war doctrine, and that the chief end and alm
of our existence is to amass wealth? For our
part, we sincerely believe that Colonel 1nger-
soll himself 18 not capable of effecting half
the harm in a month against Christian belief
that those Anglo-Israel fanatics are in one
short hour.

A BETTER CLASS OF PARLIAMENT-
ARY REPRESENTATIVES.

There are few complaints more common,
or more jnat, than that the majority of our
ncts of Parliament are blunders, and yet there
seems an unwillingness or am incapacity to
examwade into the whby and the wherefors,
and get at once to the root of the evil which
ia the incapacity of legislaters. There are
bills passed every session after days of argu-
ment and torrents of eloquence (pardon us,
shade of Demosthenes,) which either have te
be repealed after a year or two, or else re-
main a dead letter on the statute books until
they fade away into oblivion. Is it not in-
conceivable, for instance, that Cinada with
its npumerous Senates and Parliaments,
should be engaged every year framing Acts
of Parliament which are of mo earthly use,
while carefully avoiding real abuses and
actually paying men who do nothing but
obstruct public business. We say obstruct
advisedly, for it iz nothing but obstruction
when a member talks for an bour a lot of
mesauninglese jargon and then sits down leav-
ing his hearers mare confesed on the subject
he has bored them abont than they were be-
fore. It would be n shame—and it would
not be true—to say that out of four or five
millions of people the electors cannot pick
out from them two hwndred or 50 who are
intelligent enough to speak to the purpose
on any given question, or sensible enough to
hold their tongues when they know nothing
about it. Anyone who has st for a few
hours in the galleries of the House of Com-
mons must bhave come awsy with the im.
pression that there were a few clever men in
both partier, who alternately ruled the coun-
try, and that it would be far better and less
expensive if these men, and those only, were
elected and sent to Ottawa. It would save
two hundred thousand peunds a year, one way
or the other, and Canada would be better
governed. Why, there are members of Parlia-
ment who do not know geography, grammar,
or figures, and who are besides naturally
stupid, and yet there they sit session after
session, either in sleepy silence, or blundering
garrulity until the bell warns them to vote
with their leaders. The omly int:lligent
legislative act they perform is at the close of
the session, when they draw their salary.
One stupid member may by his vote be the
means of passing a bill which may aflict
millions of people ‘or a century. But it may
be agked whose fault is this, to which the
prompt answer is, the fault of the electors. The
people are particular as to the quaiifications
of clergymen, school teachers, and policemen,
and judicionsly go, but any cre s good enough
for a legislator, who has the framing of our
lives, the spending of our money and the
custody of our liberties. Let us give an
illustration of what we are seeking te explain.
A wman enters life as, let ussay, a small
tradesman ; Ly frugality, economy, or it may
be good fortune, or wnscruplous grinding of
the poor, he becomes wealthy at the age of
fifty or sixty. He then mixes in politics and
i condidered in the field 8s a possible
candidate. And why? Not certainly be-
cause of capacity or fitness, for it is, we
need hardly say, one thing to make money
and another te frame laws for a nation. But
nevertheless e has the grand qualification
he har cash, and that in the eyes of the
electors is quite sufficlent. There may be in
the same constituency a young man of brains,
education, and let us add henesty, who is
capable of making a brilliant speech and a
figure in Parliament, bat unfortunately he
has no money, and if he advanced a claim for
nomination be would be laughed to scorn.
Some honest folks labor under the delusion
that a man should not be trusted in Parlia-
ment until he has a certain amount of wealtb'_.
and comfort themsaelves in their opinion with
the story of the fox, the swallow, and the
flies. 'This false impression belongs to this
miserable age of plutocracy. “Po you see
that man yonder ?" is often asked. « Yes,”
4 Well, he i8 worth $100,000.” This piece of
information, as a gemeral rule, causes the
hearer to take a better glance at the wealthy
man and a feeling of admiration to arise in his
breast, while on the other kand such a young
man is clever, “but then he is not werth a
cent.” Poor devill voters do not,pause to
think that the rich man might be a rogue
who would not scruple forming rings to rob
the treasury, while the poor but clever man
might be bonest and glad to legisiate even

for the seselonal allowance, with the
bope that his talents would, in the
future, bring bhim legitimate wealth.

Neither do they pause to consider that
politics is & science which must be learned
like other branches, when young, and that to
make a legislator of a stupid but wealthy old
man, is to make either a fool or a nonentity
of him- Of course, there are exceptions to this
rule, but we speak generally, There, for
instance, is Bir Hugh Allan, d millionaire, who
was 80 far from being content with his riches
that he bribed a whole Government so that he
might become still richer, while, on the other
band, there are many young men, talented
‘but comparatively poor, who would neither
bribe nor accupt bribes to save their lives, A
rich member of Parliament who 13 not covetous
for mouney can, and often does, sell his vote
for gocial position, or a C. B, or other honor
or title, whiclPtemptations lie out of the path
of his poorer but more brilliant colleagues,
whose hopes are in the fature through conf-
dence {n Lis merits, The adoration of money

.18 most effectual remedy.”

is If possible carried to a groater extent in
Canada than even in Epgland, although the
French Canadiang, to thelr credit be it ssid,
are exceptions, and consequently send to
Parllament qulte a number of poor, struggling
but talented yousg lawyers and journalists.
At the last election Ireland cast herself
looss from the shackles of Mammon, and did
herself honor by sending to the British HMome
of Commons the most brilliant bedy of men
seen there elnce the commencement of Con-
stitutional Government. It is about time
the people of Canada should look to thelr
representation, and effect a change, which
must be for the good of the country in every
respect.

UNBAPPY IRELAND.

Unbappy, thrice unkappy Ireland; no
wonder the poet represented her as sitting by
the melancholy sea, for hers is indeed a
melancholy lot. She, of all the nations of
Christendom, and perbaps of Pagandom as
well, has not had a season of peace, plenty
and comfort since the accurst year of one
thousand one hundred and seventy-two, not a
solitary season. She alone ofthe nations has
had to bear seven dreary, godless centuries of
oppression, of slaughter, ot plague, of famine,
of religious persecution, grinding tyranny,
foreign domination and pitiless laws follow-
ing ope anotber in rapid succession like the
seven lean Kine of Joseph; llke the seven
vials of the Revelations. Other nations
suffered in their time, and were trampled
down, but rose again’and saw sunshine suc.
ceed the shadow, but Ireland’s lot has been
of uninterrupted gloom.

And yet this poor istand in the Atlantic
ocean did not do a wrong that deserved such
terrible chastisement, such deep degradation,
such suffering wiiheut parallel. She did not
opprees, or rob, or slaughter the people of
other countries, and her sins were no greater
than those of nations in gemeral. She did
good in her time, she builded churches amd
monasteries, and was termed the Island of
Saints and the seat of learning.

Nor is Ireland, a8 Thomas Davizs says, “a
dull orcold land.” She is not a barren
wilderness, nor a land of bleak moors or rocky
mountains. On the contrary, she % a rich, a
rare, and a lovely land, to whom nature has
been prodigally genercus. Her fields are
green, ber valleysare beantiful, her plains are
smiling and fertile, her streams and lakes and
rivers are 88 numerous as they are clear, and
her loveliness of scenery is unsurpassed.

Cold, clear headed statists assert, upon
their repatation, that the lands of Ireland, if
properly cultivated, could support a popula-
tion of 20,000,000. But what is actually the
cause? Every one in the world to-day that
cen read a newspaper knows that Ireland,
with a population of a little over five millions,
is starving and naked, that her people are
dying of hunger, that they hold out their hands
for charity to the world while they turmn thelr
faces away with shame and indignation ; that
the second exodus of her best and bravest
bas commenced, that evictions have begun
on a gigantic ecale—in a word, that once
more {8 the ancient Kingdom of Ireland in
an agony of travail. It is bardly to bo
wondered at that men of the prond Celtic race
change their names when they go to other
countries to escapo the taunts and the jibes
and the sneers of the kindred of those who
oppressed them at home, on account of their
continued misfortunes. _

Some countries there are which have been
conquered in battle and have amalgamated
with their conguerors, enjoying with them
equal rights and laws, but Ireland is not one
of them. She has been subjugated by Eng-
land, and England has become great snd
bloated, and poweriul, while Ireland has
growa poor and poorer each year. It is taxed
to support England’s greatness, her blood has
been poured out like water to extend her
conquests, but shegets no return but mockery
and conturmely. Even now, when the second
great famine is upon her, representatives in
Parliament ask for a million ponrds to save
the people, but they are refused, and this
after twenty-five million pounds sterling has
been spent in o vain effort to subjugate the
Aighans, It seems almost incredible, and
it certainl7 will be hard to make the future
gonerationt believe, that a nation claiming to
be Christian conld adopt such .a monstrous
PRlicy, orthat another claiming to have spirit
could bave submitted to it without an appeal,
even an almost hopeless appesl, to arms In
the 48 years tbree millions of Irish died or
emigrated. Half the number could scarcely
bave perished in battle. The Times, the
great organ of the English ruling classes,
cried exultingly, *the Celts are gone, gone
with b vengeance.” And the Tymes, which
is really the exponent ot English public
opinion, has not changed its mind one bit.
It also exults to-day, as the following extract
from one of its editorials of the 23rd June
will shew :—

t Self-preservation all this time wasdirect-
ing those who had the power of choice to the
only course posafble under the circumataunces,
viz., of scraplng fogether what morey they
could—much of it from relief operations.
They made phrses and escaped to America,
and everyone in his turn as soon es he could
earn a little from his new employers, sent
back what he could to help othears to follow
his example. ‘Thus began the Iargest exedus’
of modern. times, ‘moro numerous prohably
than some which heve & large place in early
and medimval history. The passage of more
than two millions people in ten years across

the great ocean to the New World, such was
the spontaneous relief of the Irish faminean

It must be surely in the vein iromic that
the Queen uses such expressions as * owr loyal
Irish subjects " when she remembera those
things. A people that could be loyal to the
system tbat grinds and drives them richly
deserve to be ground and driven, ,

youth,

At twoo'clock, when the proceedings began,
the hall presented s gay and animated ap-
pesrance; runoing uander tho ceilings were
Landoliers of different colored cloths, festooned
in & mannper that betrayed a taste for artin
the designer. On the platform was the
beautiful piano lent for tke occasion by Nord.
heiiner, while right {fu fiont were handsime
bouquets interspersed through the prizes
designed for the victors in intellect. The
boys themselves were there, bright with hope
and expectation. It 1s evident the Christian
Brothers know how to relieve the monotony
of examinations, for after each class was ox-
amined music, songs and recitations suc-
ceeded, 8o that tigures and grammar and
maps did not have 1t all their own way.
Among the boys who were put forward as
musicians and elocutionists, were Maiter
Frank Green, recitation : Master J. Kennedy,
a piano golo and a medley of Irish airs, which
he played with remarkable ability : Master
Alichael Quinn, who recited the battle of
Fontenoy amid unbonnded applause ; Master
Patrick Galvin, one ot Brother Aruold’s Lest
echolars, whe recited the Sack of Baltimore
by the Algerines, and the two brothers
Kennedy (John and James,) who dehghted
the sudience with their skilful plano playing.
Besides these exhibitions the boys sany
several choiuses, among them being “ Happy
little birds are we,” and the ' Red Cross
Kuight."

It was pleasant to hear the fresh sweet
voices of the boys as they rolled out the
chorua, and the vigor with which they sang.
It would take too much of our space, pressed
and all as we are, to give a full report of a
three or four hours examination. BSuftice it
to say that the school maintained its reputa-
tion, although & good many of its bhest
last year's scholars have gone forth to battle
with the world. What we would advise, and
what we are sure would please Brother
Arnold, would be for some of our swell col-
lege profeagx; and principals to go and sce
the curricu for themselves, to hear the
questions and the answers in geography,
mensuration, algebra, euclid and history ;

‘I'liere could be no
suspicion that the same questiods had pre-
viously been learned (abd. the exceeding
cleverness of the boys might give rive to rRuch
a doubt), for the lips of some of the rcholarr
moved in rilent calculation after each word
of the teacher,

Mr. O'Donnell is to move a resolution in
the House of Commons, declaring that the
maintenance of the Royal Irish Constabulary
is unconstitutionsl and inexpedient.

The emmigration returns from Liverpool
show an enormons increase of nearly 13,000
perdons in May this year sgainst same month
lagt year. The total is over 29,000, of whom
25,008 went to the United States. The ma-
jority of the emmigrants were foreigners;
English preponderate numerically over Irish.

The Right Hon. Baron Filzgerald and Mr.

Mr. P. J. Smytb, M. P., in addressing a
large meeeting at Kilmurry, Tipperary, said :—

ence. Until they obtained that all measures,
such as Land Reform, would prove futile.
Speaking of a recent eviction in Tipperary,
he called on all Tipperary-men to allow the
place to become a habitation for the owl and
the bat before taking it off the landlord’s
hands. Referring to Greece as s nation that
had fought for Ler independence, he said that
until Ireland did likewise land reform was
entirely useless.

It was announced at the meeting cf the
Land League in Dublin, on June §th, that a
flood of ejectments was sweeping over the
land. One of the secretaries stated that he
had received applications, craving assistance,
from a thousand persons who were threatened
with ejectment. Those people could uot,
however, be assisted, as it is only where an
ejectment has actually taken place that the
League can make a grant out of its funds. Tt
was decided to set aside a very large sum for
the aid of the people who are about to under-
go eviction in different parts of the country.

At Qalway on the 9th of June, at two
o'clock, 200 police, accompanied by two resi-
dent magistrates, left by special steamer,
chartered for the occasion, for Spiddal, on
their way to Carrahoe, where they intend to
protect process-servers in serving eighty
ejectments, Last winter anattempt to serve
the ejectments failed. The police have
brought provisions with them to last a couple
of days. Fifty of the fumilies to be evicted
have procured their passage for America, and
leave Galway in 8 day or twe., Carrahoe is
thirty miles from the nearest telegraphic
station ; therefore, news as to how the police
got on will not be known until to-morrow.

A PROTEST FROM THE LAXND LEAGUE,

The Land League held a special mesting
at Dublin to meet Mr., John Denvir, a dele-
gate sent over by the Liverpool branch of the
Land League, to consult as to the best means
of preventing the emigration of the Irish
people, espacially the scheme of Father
Nugent for sending fifty fawmilies.

Mr. Denvir said he wished the League
to .inform the Irish people on this aubject
that no one but an ememy of his country
would support the emigration of the people.
It had always been the aim of England to de-
populate the ceuntry, lest it would become
too strong for her.

Mr. Patrick Egan said it was the thin end
of the wedge for depopulating the country,
and they ought to fight sgainst it step by
step. Why did not Father Nugent give each
of these families the £50 which it wonld cost
to pay their passage and ountfits, and thus give
them a mew start in Ireland. He moved—
 That baving heard the statement made by
Mr. Penvir, we strongly condemn the attempt
now being made, under the direction of
Father Nugent, of Liverpool, to promote and
encourage the emigration of our people, and
we urgently call on all true friends ot Ireland
{0 discourage, by every means in their power,
this scheme, a8 calculated to bring about the
depopulation so much desired by landlerdism
and the British Government, and to inflict &
grievous and permanent injury upon our
country.” oo

SCOTCH NEWS,

The Scotch Conservative party of eight in
the House of Commons adopted Mr. Mark
Stewart gs their leader last week. He will
take upon himself the leading share of the
Scotch criticism of the Ground-Game Bill.

At the West of Scotland Rifle Meeting at
Cowglen, 5th June, the first place in the
Eglinton prizes was taken by Richard Barnett,
son of Dr. Barnett, who made 231 out of 250,
over the three long ranges. Frank Hyde, the
American Captain, came second, with ten
points less. Mr.J. M‘Kenna and Mr. H.
Thynne also secured respectable positions.

The Roman Catholic Schoal Committee of
London snnounce that the students of St.
Joseph’s Commercial college, Dumfries, con-
ducted by a Belgian religious order, at the
recent examination of art classes in the
Government Departmentof science and art at
South Kensington, obtained tke highest per
centage ot passes in the British Islands—65.6
per cent of those under instruction.

On Wednesdey, 9th June, the bodies of two
men, who had been smothered, were found ou
a brick kilp, in the occupation of Mr. J. Ash-
worth, Liverpool Ruad, Eccles, near Man-
chester. The bodies were conveyed to the
Church Ion to await an inquest. One of the
men is known to have lived a loose and in-
temperate life, and has been several times
fined before the Magistrate for drunkenness.

A widow named Strachan, residing at
Friockheim, near Fcrfar, was on the 8th June
found dead in her house. Some neighbors
went to see her. and found her bedy lying in
a box bed, death having apparently been
caused by burning. As the bed was not
burned, it is conjectured that the deceased
had accidentally set fire to her clothes before
she went to bed. She was about 8¢ years
of age.

It is stated that steps will be taken to ar-
rest Corrie, the absconded Procurator-Fliscal
for Dumf{riesshire, on his arrival at New York.
A difficulty in the way of this was thought te
exist in the circumstance that the Extradition
Treaty with America does bot cover cases
of embezziement or theft; but this will be
surmounted, it is eaid, by bringing against
Corrie a chargs of forgery, the act beinga
trifling one, but sufficient, it is believed, to
justify the American authorities in giving
him up on demand.

Deat oF &4 WELL-ENowN SeoTCH RoMAN
Catgoric Prigst.—~On Sunday in several
Roman Catholic Churches and Chapels in the
Archdiocese of Westminster prayers were
offered up for the repose of the soul of the
Very Rev. John Stewart M'Corry, D.D., who
died a few days ago in the Benedictoni (Scot-

tish) }Honastery of Cento-Pretl, at Rome, after
a long sickness. Dr. Stewart M'Corry was
many years ago a familiar figure in Scottish
Roman Catholic life, and laboured many years
as a missionary priest in Glasgow, Dundee,
and Edinburgh.

We are informed by the respect® Laird of
Barlanark that the neighborhood of Shettles-
ton was favoured with a visit of eur seuthern
warbler the nightingale last week. Ou the
evenings of Thursday and Friday, from a
quarter to eleven till about half-past eleven,
the songster poured forth its sweetest strains,
and sttracted the attention of a number of
parties. The notes were liquid and full of
volume, and not to be mistaken for those of
the thrush or blackbird, especially by an ear
accustomed a8 our informant’s hae been in hie
early days to the evening minstrel in the

South of England.—Glasgow Mail.

On Sundey morniog, 6th June, a woman
named Mary Wyllie or Agnew, wife af Joseph
Agnew, a miner, residing at Burnfoothill, be-
tween Ayr and Dalmellington, drowned her-
self in the river Doon. It appears that she
and her husband had been drinking together
at Patna on the previous evening, and on
Sunday morning they had quarrelled, where-
upon the wife rnshed out of the house saying
to her husband that the next time he would
see her would be in the Doon. Bhortly after-
wards she was seen by some peoplesitting on
the banks of the Doon drinking something
out of a bottle, after which she disappeared.
The alarm was raised, and her lifeless body
was discovered in the river. She was about
50 years of age.

The Edinburgh Diocesan Sypod of the
Scotch Episcopal Church were on 10th June
engaged in heming evidence relative to a
charge of drunkenness brought by certain
members ot 8t. John's congregation, Alloa,
against the Rev. A. W. Hallen, incumbent of
that church, The statements of the wit-
nesses for the presecution, among whom were
the Earl of Mar and Kellie, were to the
effect that on the evening of Sunday, lst De-
cember, 1878, Mr. Hallen conducted the
church services while in a state of intoxica-
tion ; while by the witnesses called for the
defence, of whom there was & laige number,
it was stated that on the occasion in
question there was nothing unusual ia the
manner or conduct of the rev. gentleman, ex-
cept that he appeared fatigued and to be suf-
fering from illness. The inquiry was ad-
journed for a week.

On Tuesday morning, Jupe 8th, a grocer
named Andrew Elliott hanged himselfin his
zhop, 152 Causewayside. Elliott, who has
travelled considerably, came to Edinburgh
and settled in business in Causewayside a
short time ago. He bad apparently been
rather unfortuoate, and this appears to have
preyed upon his mind. He left home vester-
day morning about seven o'clock and went to
the shop. About nioe o'clock his brother-in-
law, who was employed by him, found the
door locked, and getting a blacksmith, had it
opened. On going inside, he found that
Elilot had opened the trap-door leading to
the cellar underneath. He bad fixed a rope
round the cetlardoor, and iying it round his
neck, had committed suicide by jumping into
the cellar, When fcund he was quite dead.
He was 46 yeoars of age, and leaves a widow
and family.

CATHOLIC NEWS.

The Jesuits expelled from France have
purchased a house at Prague. .

Miss Catherine Darcy Power has taken the
white veil at the Ursnlines,

Rev. Father Jouvent has left Oltawa for
France. Nearly all of the Catholic clergy in
the city were at the station to bid him fare-
well.

Miss Alice Burroughs won the Lorne medal
at the Good Shepherd Convent, Quebec, At
the Commercial Academy of the Brothers of
the Christian Schools the Lorne silver medal
was taken by John Rouleau, of Sorel. The
gold cross of 5t. Louis was awarded to Jules
Tarcotte.

The triumph of the Clericals in the Italian
municipal elections have exceeded the
highest expectations. Of1# vacancies in the
Municipal Council they returned 13. The
geverity of the contest is unprecedented. Of
Provincial Counncillors they retarned four out
of five candidates.

The correspondent of the Standurd at Rome,
telegraphs:—I have already told you that
very great satisfaction has been expressed at
the Vatican at the appointment of Lord
Ripon. It issobserved there that the
numerous Catbolic missions existing in India
give a great importaoce to Catholic interests
in that country ; and much is koped inregard
to their extension in power, numbers and in-
fluence from the appointment in question.
Remarks to the above effect have not only
suggested themselves to the rulers of the
Apostolic Court generally, but have been
made by the Pontiff himself, who takes the
greatest Interest in all that tends to the
possible extension of the Catholic Churchin
countries beyond the present pale of Christen-
cdom. So much so that the Holy Father and
his most trusted advisers are now busy with
devising the best means of entering into com-
munication with the new Governer with a
view to placing under his special protection
the Catholic missions and the interest of the
Catholics generally in India.

Quito, the capital of the Province of Pich-
inche and of the Republic of Ecuador, which
lies 8,952 fuet abovethe sea, under the vol-
cano from which the province takes its name,
has lately been visited by tbat very frequent
calamity of South .American cities on great
ecclesiastical holy days, a conflagration in the
principal church accompanied by a terrible
logs of life. On Maunday Thursday last,
while High Mass was being celebrated, s cur-
tain caught fire. The flame spread to the
old woodwork of the seredos, therichly-hung
column, and, aided by the grease of hundreds
of candles, the huge building was in & blaze
before many minutes kad passed. The wooden
beams and the roof fell in, and no less than
sixty-nine persons lost their lives during the
rush of the congregation for the doors, some
being trampled to death and others struck
down by the falling of the blazing timber.
The well-known French explorer and man of
science, M. Wiener, the author of the gigantic
book on Peru, was an eye-witness of the scene,
and has sent home a full description of it. He
bad arrived in Quito on the previous evening
while on his journey to the Rio Napo. Quito
was raised to the dignity of a city 1y the
Emperor Charles V. in 1541,

THE KEW R. ©C. CATHEDRAL IN
LONDON.

Ags very many of our readers are aware,
there is about to be erected in this city a
cathedral in connnection with the Roman
Catholic Church, which for massiveness of
structure, as well as beauty of design and
exquisiteness of finish, will far surpass any of
the ecclesiastical buildings in this locality,
and will contribute very materially {o the
architectural ornamentation of thisrising and
beautiful City of the Forest.

The style adopted in the design is that of
the most perfect period of the mediaval
Gothic architecture. It ia massive and atthe
same time very graceful and well-propor-
tioned, with its pointed arches and leading
vertical lines, directing the eye and mind
heavenward, wkile its long-drawn aisles,
noble pillars and arches, bold outlines, grace-
fal tracery and rich carviog ali indicate what-
ever is grand, imposing and solemnizing in
that pure Gothic style, which by way of
eminence has a rigkt to be spoken of as
Christian architecture. From a personsl in-
spection of the drawings we can confidently
speak of the whole design in terme of the
highest admiration. Graduslly our young
country, as it grows in wealth and refine-
ment, is being more and more enriched with
guch buildings as may truly be described as
romances in stone and lime, and among these,
pnot only at the present time but in coming
ages, this' one in London will occupy no
gecondary place, both as a convenient and
becoming place of worship and as a fine
illustration of architectural beauty and
Chriatian liberality. The extreme length of
the building will be over 190 feet externally ;
the width across the transepts 1156 feet;
height of the great tower over 200 feet, and
from the ground to the top of the cross on
the principle gable over 90 feef, while from
the floor to the vaulted ceiling will be about
70 feet. The church is divided into nave and
aisles, transepts, chancel and chapels, and
will have the usual accessories of a Cathedral
Church. It will be lighted by lancet and
tracery windows, the latter principally for the
upper part of the church, the former for the
aisles, &c, Great Rose or Cntherine-wheel
windows adorn the principie gables; rich
carvings of varied and appropriate design will
emphasize the graces of the interior and ex-
terior pillars and doorways. The shafts of
the principal externsl pillars will be of
polished red and grey granite, and will give a
gumptuous finish to the grand front facade
of the building. It meed scarcely be added
that the church furniture will be in harmony
with the general character of the fabric, and
will contribute at once to the beauty of the
whole building and to the comfort and con-
venience of the worshippera. The seating
will accommodate a congregation of over
1,200. ,

On entering through the great front portals
and passing under the arches supporting the
ergan-loft (the only gallery in the bailding),
the grandeur and grace of the majestic pro-
portions of the edifice will at once Ve felt,
The noble aisles, the lofty wvanlted and
frescoed ceilings, the rich and symbolic carv-
ings, with the gorgeous dim religious light
passing through the storied windows, will all
powerfully impress with their solemnify and
grandaur any petson of the slightest sense of
architectural harmony and beauty, while the
heart of the devout and reverential will he
filled with protound awe, and be thrilled and
excited with plous emotion.—Zondon Adver-
tiser.

BPECIAL FERTILIZERS,

1t would be hardly prudent in any work of the
character of this to describe the varlous speclal
fertilizers, under thelr different nnmes and ac-
cofding to the reputation of their manu-
facturers. There are many different brands of
phosphate of Jime, 211 of which, if made strictly
aceording to the recips by which they profess to
be compoanded, shonld be valuable manures.
But the farmer In purchasing them should be
guided by other considerations ihan those of
gencral value, The Erobuy of the manufac-

regular agents of the Peravian government, or
iIrom any thorough!y honest denler, may be de-
pended on as an extremety valuable manure
for certain purposes, but jt must always be used
with great judgment and discretion. Its
valuable constituents are so perfectly prepared
for the uses of vegetrtion, that evenso small a
dressing a8 162 ponnds per acre, evenly spread
over the land, produces such a marked effect on
early vegetation as to glve pearly all cropsa
Btart 5o rapid that they are enabled to take u
'with great vigor from the s0il itself such plan
nuiriment as it may be able to offer. Probably,
even in addition to itainfluence as an easily as-
similated food, it acts as a solvent of cerlain
elements of the soll, and makes them much
more readily avaliable, Tbe result is, in many
oases, that a soi), which, in {ts natural condition,
would furnish the mineral {ood for oniy a samall
crop, will with this slightassistance, fornlsh the
mineral matter required for & very much larger
crop, the minernl matter taken up belng many
times greater than that contained in the guanao.
Herecin lies, probably, the only secret of what
iscalled the ** exhausting’’ iInfluenve of Peruvian
guano, for up to this point (the raising of a crop)
no injury has been done. The final repuit of the
cultivation must depend on the judgment and
care of the farmer. If, elaled by the excessive
produciion or tempted by an_exceptionally nigh
price of the crop in market, he sells off from his
farm all that has been produced by the aldofthe
guano, the land must inevitably suffer; but if
the crops ha consumed on the farm or ineany
manver so made use of ihat its miveral in-
gredients are returned to the soll on whioh it
grew, it will be found that the effect of the
guano has been permanently benefieial.

Buch fertilizers
should be purchased only by careful chemical
analysis, their price belng regulated according
to the value of thelr useful constituents,
