Unleis this
view rasts on inadequate premises, unleis
it is oarried toc far when translated into
practical legislation, assaults upon it will
carry with tlei no human sympathy. But
there seeme to be a practical way of test.
ing the necessity of the Imperial load lino.
If, other things being equal, maritime sta-
tistics show, after a fair trial of it, that life
is thereby made more safe than it is on
foreigu vessels, the argument in favor of
the freedom from restraint of these vessels
would cesse to be serviceable. Till this is
done, the wrangle will go on. The Cana.
dian Government, Iu taking the ground that
the rule of the load lin. should be applied
to ail vessels, foreign a. well as Britih,
or if not, not to Canadiar, seems to
demand either an impossibility or that
the Imperial Government uhall exempt
Canada from a restriction which, in the
interest of human life, she subjects ber
own vssels to.

What bas been called the Labor Parlis-
ment, whieh reoently est in Toronto,
passed a resolution in favor of compulsory
arbitration as a means of settling labor

disputes. Arbitration bas its uses, in con.
nection with labor troubles, but it bas also
its limitations. À dispute over a subuist-
ing agreement may be settled in this way,
if both parties agree to arbitrate, as well
as lu another. But wages cannot be fied
by arbitration, for the very good reason
that the prioe of the produce of labor ou-
not bu fixed in the amae way. It in the con-
sumer oft he products who ultimately pays
for the labor and everything else incidental
to the production, and he will not agree to
refer to arbitration the amount which he
should pay for the goods. Il the law made
it compulsory on employers to acoept arbi-
tration as a means of settling wages dis.

putes, employers might be compelled to
pay rate@ which they oould not induce
purchasers to pay back; and they would be
reduoed to the alternative of carrying on
business on conditions which would lead to
ruin or closing it altogethev, which would,
in many instances, only be ruin in another
form. And when this happens the work.
men themselves would suffer along with
the employers.

in Europe, wberever oholera had gained
a footing, it bas deolined. l England it
did not spread during the week. la New
York, after the five deaths occurred, it
ceased. li Canada the Federal Govern.
ment bas invested sU quatoins ofoors with
authority to order s àmedioal inspection of
passeugers on trains ooming into the coun-
try, as weil as vessels coming to maritime
ports, sud to sed for suspeoted articles by
which obolera might be imported. The
Ontarlo Government bas provided for the
inspection of cars snd boats and their con.
tents, sud for fumigating if necessary.
The Quebe Government bas been threat.
euing to qusrantine trains fromo the United
State, if the Doninion did not do o
Tis eusosa ofueai 1hic hireatened to

chape itself inte a determination to defy
the law, is ln strict harmony with the action
of the mob at Fire Island, New York,
whieb insisted on preventing choiera sut-
pects from landing, and le remetely akin to
the attacks on the doctors in Russia. In
two of these instances panic was the
father of the acte; whatever it was in the
third deserves no respect. ln the case of
Fire Island, Governor Flower set an exam.
pie worthy to be followed. With a strong
asseveration, he loetit be known that he was
not in search of votes, but was determined
to make the law rupected. His conduct le
in direct and favorable contrast te that of
the authorities of Quebec, who avow their
intention, in certain eventa, to disregard
the law and generally te upset the natural
order of thingo. The improved appliances
for fighting choiera are now se great that
there is every reason why all rational pre-
caution against its introduction and spread
should be taken ; but this necessity doec
not juatify panio, fussinees, or illegal pro.
ceedings. The Federal Government i ln
the way of doing its full duty ln this par-
ticular.

Canada is getting some healthy emi-
grants, who, coming by this route, were
bookel for the United Statm. The first
batch no reeived came by the " Mongo-
lian," and numbered about two hundred.
They received from the railway company
a rebate for the part of the trip which they
were unable to take, and purchased new
tickets for points in Canada to which they
determined to go. The fact disclosed as
to the route taken byemigrants emphasizes
the false innuendo contained in the com-
mon remark, conveyed in a grumble, thatso
large a proportion of the emigrants who
corne to Canada leave it again, thei innuendo

being that they do so after fair trial and
sore disappointment. The fact is that they
merely took the Canadian route te the
United States by preference, finding i
the oheapest or the best, or in sorne way
most suitable to them. American statisti.
clans have gone further and oounted theue
peopleas emigrants from Canada; in tbhi
way they have mustered an exodus whioh
has an appalling look, the tacts being all
imagined or distorted.

No lis than useven London olubs, located
in the West end, cliosed itheir doors iu one
day. The incident iscertainly remarkable;
but lb il net to bu acepted as evidence of
a widespread ftnancial criais or a nanci
criais at al outside of minor olubdom.
Clubs are spending, net money-mking
machines, and it in nom uncommon hbing,
when they are extended too far, fer them
to get into trouble. Afew years aga ther
was scarcely a club lu New York that wh
solvent; only one, i was stated at the
time. Captain Saunders, of the Lyrie
Club of London, ha. been arrested on ome
charge connected with thé management;
bis arrest produced s panio and tih weaker
part of clubdom in the West end succumbed.
lt would seem a. if heavy inv"n e1i
the Lyrie Club have been used s.gecie te
be plucked. If the directors were weslthy,
as they are said to be they would naturully
wish to stand fromn undur, when one ored.
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tor had lost £70,000 and another £40,000.
But we don't see that a financial panic is
going to be manufactured out of these club
incidents, startling and unusual as they
are, and discreditable as some of them are
likely to prove.

A commissioner bas been appointed by
the Canadian Government to act in con-
Junction with another whom the United
States is to appoint, to define and delimit
the international boundary in Passama-
quoddy Bay. It is doubtful whether any
precise authority for this appointment can
be found either in the Treaty of Ghent or
the Ashburton-Webster Treaty. The latter
deals with speciflo portions of the inter-
national line, but does not touch this point;
the Ashburton Treaty provides for settling
the question of the ownership of certain
islands in this bay ; but if not here, au-
thority will no doubt be found somewhere.
The incident which made the delimitation
necessary arose out of the water, not the
islande; the Canadian Government con-
tending that American fishermen had
poached on its preserves. The American
dommissioner's appointment would require
the sanction of the Senate. There can
scarcely be any serious ground of differ-
ence ln this delimitation. The island of
Grand Manan, in this bay, once claimed
by both countries, is now acknowledged to
be part of New Brunswick; if the owner-
ship of any others be disputed, the Ash-
burton Treaty provided a mode of settle-
mïent by commissioners; but could that
settlement once made be reversed ? The
proposed joint commission is also to delimit
the boundary between Canada and Alaska,
a feat which the Americans two years ago
represented as impossible. Wbatever diffi-
culties there may be arise from the nature
cf the physical geography.

Russia has of late been busy making
oeizures of British and American sealers in
that part of Behring Sea over which she
pretendu te bave a right of jurisdiction.
About half a dozen of the former, most, if
not all, of them Canadian, and two Ameri-
eau, have been captured. Americans, as
represented by the Government, are not
likely to protest. It suite them very well
to see Russia backing up, in this indirect
way, the American claim to extraordinary
jurisdiction in the other part of the sea.
eut with Great Britain it is different. She
bas no arrangement with Russia, such as
sh has made with the United States for a
specific purpose, and she does not and
never did recognize Russia's right of juris-
diction, from the time of the issue of the
akase embodying the claim of 1822 to the
present time. The British press is practi-
cally unanimous in calling on the Govern-
ment to insist that. Russia shall put a stop
to the practice. Some journals contend

hbat an apology is due from Russia, and
that she should be required to indemnify
the vessel owners.

Mr. Van Horne is reported, by cable, to
have become convinced that the question
of Canadian Atlantic mail service muet be
dealt with on a business basis. The fair
inference from what is said is that the most
available British port muet be selected and
that the idea of calling at a French port
must be dropped.

The destruction by fire of the I"Corin-
thian " once more raises the question of théj
efficiency of steamboat inspection as now
practiced. A doubt whether the pumps
were in proper order has been raised.
Whatever importance may attach t the
resolution of this doubt, it is still more im-
portant that inspection should in future
fully embrace this item, and that the
pumps e hould frequently be examined, if
not by the inspector, by somebody.

CAN THE PRESENT DECIDE
THE FUTURE?

FOR

Apropos of the enforced retirement of
Mr. Elgin Myors from the County Attorney-
ship of Dufferin, Mr. Longley, bavingmade
the brave resolution to come to the rescue
of a fallen brother, expresses the opinion
that " Ithere is no official in the Dominion
of Canada, from the Prime Minister down,
whose oath of office precludes him from
standing on any platform in Canada and
advocating annexation." Lot us take the
case of Attorney-General Longley himself
and see how this doctrine would work out
in practice, in a possible event which he
recognizes. Mr. Longley in effect avows
that he is prepared to dispose of hie country
in the best market. In deciding the ques-
tion of its disposal to the United States,
or elsewhere or otherwise, Mr. Longley
says in so many words: "If the intereste
of Canada are identical with the interests
of Great Britain, well; if they come in
contact, in any form, I shall take my stand
on the side of Canada." 0f course he muet
be allowed to be the judge of what consti-
tues the interest of Canada. We submit
that there is a nobler rule, and one that is
morally binding, for the guidance of com-
munities in emergencies. There are such
things as right and wrong, and there is
such a thing as duty. The obligation to
do right and to perform one's duty muet
take precedence of any claim of self-
interest. Suppose, for instance, that war
broke out between Great Britain and the
United States, what would Mr. Longley do,
in pursuance of the principle he laye down ?
The question would arise in his mìnd, not
on which side lay the right and the wrong
of the quarrel, but from which aide the
bread of Canada would get most butter.
That was the rule on whioh Dugald Dag-
glety acted, and it is curious that Mr.
Longley, Attorney-General of Nova Scotia,

willing to sell their country, and who would
thank God or Beelzebub with equal indiffer-
ence for finding them a purchaser.

In making his choice between the coun-
try that was going to war for bis protection
in a quarrel of Canada's own raising, a
supposable case, Mr. Longley might solilo-
quise in this fashion: "True I have taken
an oath to bear faithful allegiance to Her
Majesty Queen Victoria, but oaths and pie-
crusts were made to be broken. My oath
is in one scale, self or Canadian interest, as
I view it, in the other; my decision is made:
I accept the perjury for the sake of the
solid pudding and other good things it will
bring. The clashing of ijtereste has come,
and have I not said before, when no war
was visible on the horiz,, with a solem-
nity equal to any that my oath can bear, if
it come 'in any form,' I should disregard
everything but the interests of Canada, as
they appear to me, and as I have a right to
define them. I aleo said, with equal cer-
tainty, that there is nothing in the oath of
an Attorney General of Nova Scotia to pre-
vent bis advocating annexation. The
action for which that advocacy was, and
could only have been a preparation, has
come, and I am logically bound to take
part in it. Discussion produces conviction,
conviction predetermines the choice of ac-
tion. True I cannot lay down at will an oath
which officious people tell me was talion in
view of just such au emergency as this;
but I can muster enough of bravery to dis-
regard it and walk over to the enemy, after
the example o' the illustrions Wilcocke, in
tbis crisis of the fate of that crown which,
while taking my advice, was wise enough
or we ak euough to count on my allegiance."

Few will be able to accept the doctrine
tbat Mr. Langley, while Attorney-General
of Nova Scotia, bas a right, as ho claims, to
go on a platform and advocate annexation.
Surely the oath ho bas taken, to bear true
allegiance to Queen Victoria, should, out of
more decency, prevent him from doing so,
while he continues in the position of adviser
of the Crown. If ho wants to-advocate an-
nexation, let him thruw up bis office, that
ho may not seem to play a double part,
and then let him try to discover which of
the constituencies of Nova Scotia would be
willing to elect.him on that platform to the
House of Commons. But Mr. Longley
wishes us to accept as a fact the averment
that ho does not now and never did advo-
cate annexation. lu the light of this declar-
ation, we muet confess that we know no
other instance in which any writer, ama-
teur or other, bas been so much majigned
by a perverse generation of readers insisting
on searching above the lines, below the
lines, between the lines, and through the
lines, everywhere, and, as they wickedly
concluded, not in vain, for the meaus of
condemnation. After all, let us, if not out
of respect for these cross-grained judges
who do not deserve consideration, but in
decency and honor let us abstain from
stooping to palter with our oaths.

the return be comparatively nominal. Ox

there je a long list of tried savipgs
societies, with their persoinel of reputable
business men from which to choose, and

which, also, offer some incentive to the

thrifty farmer to lay by for a rainy day.
In these his money is safe until soine
better investment presents itself.

The merchant who reade a reliable trade
paper je in a position to give, and in many
instances does give, valuable advice b tihp
farmer. Every week some new scheme is
floated which offers seductive plans for the
accumulation of wealth almoet as quickly
as by the rubbing of the famed Aladdin's
lamp, and their dupes are legion. The
farmer who consulta with the merchant às
reasonably secure from sncb nares. In

doing this he shows his good sene,
and the merchant plays a legitimate part.
But both should remember the advice tbat-
old Polonius gave his son: Neither a bor--

A steamboat, he says, is already plying
upon this lake, and its waters when cou-
nected with the St. Lawrence will un-
doubtedly become the seat of a consider-
able commerce. "Notwithstanding fre-
quent portages," says Bliss, "the St.
Frances is already the channel by which
about 1,500 barrels of ashes, some timber
and other articles are brought into the St.
Lawrenoe, and British manufactures sent
up into Vermont." He states that "the
Intercourse on Lake Champlain was much
interrupted by the impolitic measures
enaeted relating to intercolonial trade."
Mont of these errors he says were " sub.

MAXIME MARITIME.

THE A.0. U. WORKMEN.

The Ontario jurisdiction of this Order
continues to meet with much success in the
matter of increasing the membership, but
the Order, as a whole, is not keeping pace
with Ontario by any means, relative to pop-
ulation. The gain in membership in this
province for July is given as 542, while the
whole of the other twenty-four grand lodges
furnished only 1,063 of.an increase. In other
words, Ontario's two millions of people are
taking a much larger proportionate interest
in this very doubtful enterprise than the
forty or fifty millions in its own fatherland
are now doing. If they continued to bave as
much faith in it as Canadians unfortunately
seem to have, their share would beto give
it au increase of upwards of 10,000 mem.
bers per month. Some of the State grand
lodges did much more than this, relatively,
in the Order's earlier days, when all its
members were young, and full of hope and
confidence; but they have grown wiser and
older, and assessments have come faster,
and a srt of sadness, born of disappoint-
ment, has settled down over the American
contingent. While members in Ontario
still hope that they eau maintain their cer-
tificates for about $16 to $20 in assessments,
there are very few grand lodges on the

south aide of the boundary liue whose
members have not, years ago, left behind
all hope of any snobhlight levy. The
Michigan Herald, the organ of the Order in
our nearest Western State, tries to comfort
the members with the fact that the "aver-
age bas been found to be about 824 per
$2,000, and when in any year it cet lems
than this, the members have gained just so
much." That's all very well for those In
whose case it does cost less than $24, even
though they were at firet made to believe
that $14 or #16 would be the highest; but
what about the other half, who are being
forced out under a pressure of very much
more than $24 a year ? Illinois, for in-
stance, bas made no gain in membership
for five years past, and New York and
Peunsylvania and Ohio, and half a dozen
other States,-have apparently come to the
top ot the bill, and are about joining l
the down-grade movement which has set
in. People who eau get their life insur.
auce in a regular company, backed by a
reserve fund, for $20 to *30 for *2,000, if
not over 80 years of age, will fot long con-
tinue to pay $45 and upward, as in Ohio,
or even $80 and more, as of late In Penn-
sylvania, and be under the uncertain yoke
of increasing assessments. We don't blame
them.

The Workmen increased their entire
membership throughout the United States
and Canada for the twelve monthe end-
ing May 1st of this year, by 29,418. But
during the year ending August lst an In-
crease of ouly 23,830 is reported. The
whole amount paid for death losses lat
year was *5,307,588, or $442,900 per month,
but last month it rose to $517,750. The
membership in good standing, August lit,
is stated at 294,745. This is the largest
membership of any of the molern asseas-
ment orders.

Not only in the United States, but in
Canada also, have the death claims begun
to show au unusual rise. It was not until
Nov. lit, last year, that "Assessment No.
f3 " was called for from Ontario's mem-
bers, but No. 13 is found this year in the
call of Sept. 1st-two months earlier than
last year. Some reason for this may be
seen in the age to whih smome of the
members have attained. The first six
in the September call bad reached, re-
spectively, 42, 49, 52, 46, 44 and 59. The
absurdity of carrying a riek on a man 59
years of age at the same price as bis
grandson of 21, cannot be too often pointed
out. The cost of risk at the one age, for
one year's insurance of $2,000, is 49.44,
and at the other age ouly *15,72. Te
years later it would have increased to
$113.50 in the eue case, but ouly to $17.00
in the case of the young man. The ex-
pectancy of a man at 59 is 14 years, and at
21 it is 42 years. No enterprise founded
upon such inequity between the members
eau possibly be a permanency, and itbis
therefore not to be wondered at that the
A.O.U.W. has begun, in most of the States,
to enter upon the down.hill course. Its
Ontario members should take warning iu
time, as most of the Ontario members in
the Iron Hall did, and ntoît of those in the
defunot Canadian Mutual Aid did not, and
refuse te pay longer when they find the

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asessments eoming faster than they were
led to expect. If delay je made i may be
too late to get an equal amount of protec-
tion elsewhere at any price. In this matter,
as in maany apother case, delay may prove
dangeroqe.

The mode of reform is simple-a total abo-
lition of the present system of the making and
maintenance of rads, with its statute labor
and inexperienced pathmasters; and the sub-
stitution et direct taxation and scientifie rosa
overseers. Our Provincial Sohool of Practieal
Science, with very littlech ange of eurriculum,
oould produne men having a special education
along this line. In a new country uch as this
the demand for road building and reeonstrue-
tien would be of long duration. Havlng sup-
plied Ontario and the older provinees with
good roadi, these men would then find a feld
for their labors in the great North-West, and
of oaurse a limited number would Ml all times
be required to oversee the maintenanoe of the
roadu, after they have bee put l proper
shape.

But the diffieulty, in the change of system,
lieu not in the trouble of seouring ueans to
botter our highwaye, but rather in tbe objet-
tions that ome from the farming olans. They

t are deived by a false economy, namely, that
2 direct taxation would be a greater burdes
e than statute labor. This miseonception eomau

f ram the conservative spirit of the claus, For,
g as ha been previously Mentioned, statuts
n labor is worth only fity oents a day; while
. farm labor, although variable in value, we
e believe, at no season of the year, talls se low
, as this. The journals that have taken this
y matter in band have a long and dirioul task

before them. We would advise business ums
to give their influence to the movement, if lnot
through regard for the oountry's developrent,

r thon tbrough a feeling of seli.interest, for it
k has been shown to what extent the interests
i of the merchant in this respect suffer with
r those of the lfarmer.
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HOW HE ACCOUNTED FOR THE
DEFIC1ENCY.

Probably one of the most unique little come-
dies ever enacted at a meeting of oreditors was
that witnessed lsIt week in Montreal, when a
Notre Dame street clothier called his credit-
ors together to rave their indulgence. Repre-
sentatives and members of some of the lead-
ing dry goods and clothing houses were pre-
sent, also the clothier, who with hat on back
of his head, and a half consumed aigar point-
ing skyward from the corner of his mouth,
prooeeded to lay a statement of his affairs
before the meeting. He owed about $11,000,
of whicb 16,000 ato7,000 was due to relatives,
and he had stock, etc., of something over
16,000. Being asked to account for baving
run o far behind, he stated It was due to bad
business and other causes. Bome of the cred-
itors were curious as to the l"other coause,"
and pressed for an explanatioc. go our wor-
thy clothier proceeded to elucidate, In a
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metter of fact way, a followà, pausing1
16t intervals to strike a match on thei
sat of his pants, and light up the ap-
parently refractory cigar afore mentioned.i
"Well," he said, "besides poor business, and

some losses by bad debts, &o., I lately lost1
1.,000," Particulars of this loss being de-

manded, he went on to say, "Well, I lost a1
>ew hundred playing poker, a few hundred ati
a borse race, and the balance was blown in ati
the Turf Commission " (a gambling concern
which the authorities are about taking steps
to suppress). A creditor hers asked him if he
thought it right to take this money out of hi.
bpeiness, especially considering his position,
and put it to such iimproper uses. To which
e replied, "I suppose it was wrong and that

I should not have done it, but (very impres-
sively) if any of you gentlemen have ever
gambled at the Turf Commission, you know
how d-d hard it is to get out of there when
you once get in." The cool, serions way in
which this was uttered proved too much for
the gravity of some of the staid business men,
and after a pretty broad smile all around, one
oreditor ventured the remark that if any of
the gentlemen present did gamble at the Turf
Commission, they probably did so with their
own money. The meeting then adjourned

with the understanding that the family credi-
tors should stand aside till general creditors
were paid in full.

THE IRON INDUSTRY ILLUSTRATED.

The proportion is not large of visitors who
will turn away from the grand stand of an
exhibition, with its allurements of races, acro-
batios, musical:shows and the like, to the silent
but impressive teachings of a display like that
óf the Nova Scotia Steel and Forge Company
of Ferrona, as the new industrial village near
New Glasgow in named. This stood last week
in the northwest angle of the Main Building,
and though destitute of moving wheels and
fapping Bags, had a dignity of its own. We
may endeavor to describe it. Entering between
two upright ingots of open hearth steel, like
great gate-posts, fanked by huge steel mill-
shafts, a seven-ton mill-roll, specimens uf

railway axles, piles of round shafting and of
pig iron, one fnds himself in front of a sort of
cabinet and a series of racks. These are filled
with specimens of finished product from the
works: flat and round steel in a great variety
of shapes. . There are pit rails, fiah-plates,

ploughsbares, harrow parts, and other shapes
o steel and iron the uses of which are not
easily guessed by any one outside a machine
shop. These are of interest as bearing testi-
mony to the variety of product of which the
works are capable.

But to us in Ontario, little accustomed to
ench industries as these, it is a striking and

ginusual thing to be surrounded with speci.
mens of the raw material of the iron and steel
industries, to ses views of the works where

these are treated through varions stages, and
to be confronted at the same time and place
with abundant samples of the first as well
a. of the ,fnal product. Here are boxes red
qnd brown, hematite ores of limonite ore,
of specular ore, of limestone flux and wasbed
coge from the coke ovens of Cumberland
ooqnty. A few yards off was to be seen the
product of these in the shape of pige. Our
gepresentative was unfortunate in the time of
his visit to the exhibit in that he did not see
Mn. Fraser. But if we righliy interpret the
eiaws of the. works which were bung upon the
walls of the main building,we onclude that it

DECISIONS IN COMMERCIAL LAW. l

MOGUL STEAMSHIP CO. v. McGREGOR, Gow &a

Co.-The judgment of the House of Lords int

this case, which bas been before described ini

these columns, is of interest as limiting theé

right of overthrow of combines. The owners&

of ships, in order to secure a carrying tradeb

exclusively for themselvea and at profitable
rates, formed an association and agreed that
the, number of ships to be sent by the membersa
of the association to the loading port, the divi-
sion of cargoes and the profits tobe demanded'
should be the subject of regulation ; thatb
a rebate of 5 per cent. on the freights sbould
be allowed to aIl shippers who shipped only0
with members ; and that agents of members
should be prohibited, on pain of dismissal,
from acting in the interest of competing ship-
owners; any member to be at liberty to with-
draw on giving certain notices. The Mogul
Steamship Co., who were shipowners excluded
from the association, sent ships to the loading
port to endeavor to obtain cargoes. The asso-
ciated owners thereupon sent more ships to
the port, underbid the Mogul S. Co., and re.
duced freights so low that the latter were1
obliged to carry at unremunerative rates.
They also threatened to dismiss certain agents
if they loaded the Mogul S. Co.'s ships, andt
circulated a notice that the rebate of 5 perr
cent. would not be allowed to any person whof
shipped cargoes on the Mogul S. Co.'s vessels,i
whereupon the latter brought action for dam-
ages against the associated owners, alleging a
conspiracy to injure them. The House of
Lords held that since the acts of the asse-
ciated owners were don. with the lawful
object of protecting and extending their trade
and increasing their profite, and since they
had not employed any unlawful means, the
'Mogul Steamship Co. bad no cause of action.

ROSENTRÂL v. REYNoLDs.-A corset manufac-

turer registered a trade mark with initial let-
ters added, disclaiming the right to the exclu-
sive use of the added matter. He used-thoEe
letters by themselves on a particular part of
the corsets. A motion on his part to restrain
a rival manufacturer from using the same ini-
tials on the same part of his corsets, as being
calculated to deceive, was refused by North,
J.,on the ground that Rosenthal had disclaimed
the right to the exclusive use of the initial
letters.

MoinIs v. DELoBBEL-FLIPo.-By ~an agree-

ment in writing made between D., a foreign
manufacturer, and M., his agent in England,
it was provided that advances made by M. for
expenses sbould be " covered and secured by
the stock of goods which shall be in his bands,"
which D. bound himself should not fall below
a certain value. D. terminated the agency,
and asserted the right to remove the - goods
remaining in M.'s bande without satisfying
bis claime for the expenses of the agency, upon

3 the ground that the agreement oonferred a
B right in equity to, or erected a security upon,

b thçgoods, and, not having been registered as
*a bibi of sale, was void. M. sned for wro>ngful

dismissal, and Stirling, J., held that theagree-
ment did not empower M. to seize any goodu,
but merely entitled him to retain possession of
goods after they had come into his hands;
that when the good had come into hie bands
there was an agreement coupled with posses-
sion whioh orested a legal, and not an equit.
able, right, and oonsequently that the agree-
ment was not void a a biil of sale within she
meaning of the Bill. of Bale AM.

ENGLIsH AND SOMTTISE MEBcANTILE INvMuT-
MENT TRUST v. BRUNToN.-A company issed
debentures purporting to charge "its under-
taking and all its property, both present and
future," and. containing a condition tha the
charge thereby created was "1 to be a floating
security, but so that the company 'should' not
be at liberty to create any mortgage or charge
in. priority to the said debentures." The
company subsequently obtained a loan on the
security of a mortgage of its interest in a fund
due to it f rom an insurance company. At the
time of the negotiation for the loan the
solicitor to the mortgagees was aware that de.
bentures had been issued ; but, having been
led to believe by the managing director of the
company that no encumbrance existed
which would have priority to the mortgage,
he did not ascertain the terme of such deben.
tures. He knew that they were probably at
least in the forn of "a floating security on the
property present or future of the undertaking."
This form was usual at the time. Debentures
oontaining words restraining companies from

creating any mortgage or charge in priority'
were also in use at the time, but the solicitor
to the mortgagees had never seen this form.
Notice of the mortgage was given to the insui-
ance company on Feb'y 27, 1891. The com-
pany afterwards went into liquidation, and
the liquidator gave the insurance company
notice that the debenture holders claimed the
fund in priority to the mortgagees. In an
issue to priority, Charles, J., held that the de-
bentures belonged to the class of documents
which may or may not, as opposed to that
which necessarily must, affect title; that,
therefore, the omission of the solicitor to the
mortgagees to inquire as to the terms of the
debentures did not, in the circumstances,
amount to such gros. negligence as to affect
the mortgagees with constrictive notice of the
restrictive clause; and that consequently the
mortgagees havinig given notice of the mort-
gage to the insurance company before it
received notice of the claim of the debenture
holders, had a prior charge upon the fund.

TIN v. RIc13ABDs & Co.-By a charter party
a ship was to proceed to Oran, and there load
a part cargo of esparto for delivery at Garston,
with liberty to I up with ore or other dead
weight cargo for owner's benefit, and to call at
any ports in any order. She loaded at Oran
and left with a supply of coal insufficient for a
voyage thence to Garuton. She called atHuelva,
and was filled up witfL ore, but no further sup-
ply of coal was taken on board. After leaving
Huelva the ship went ashore by reason of the
insufficient supply of coal, and the cargo "a0
lost. In an action for the non-delivery of the
esparto, the Court of Appeal in England héld
that the voyage wàs an entire voyage frorn
Oran to Garaton, and that, the warranty of
seaworthinees at the commencement of tht
voyage having been broken, Thin was entitied

to recover, and that eve:if -the voyageood
be treated as one divided into stages, the **r-
ranty of seaworthineu, which attaches at $he
commenceIent of each stage, had ben broÉ0
aI Uuolva, ar51 TRip waa nti4ed to reoO!-

euntred on possession. The amount payable
for the feneing, mannte, se. (£8g9 14a. 6d.)þ
wu settled by an arbitrator appointed by the
landlord and the trust.. in thé seques lation.
The truste. olaimoed payment of this sua ln
full, and required tb landlord to rank for the
rent due. The Iadlord, on the other hand,
claimed to set off, and the Beoopd Division of
the Court of Session bas uphold tb latter
view.

but this week, so far, the warehouses have been
visited by a fair number of country dealers,
some of whom have bought moderate sized
sorting paroels. Travellers are pretty much
at home looking after customers that come to
town. Remittances are not showing much
improvement as yet; from British Columbia
and the North West they are decidedly poot,
but merchants are writing iu more cherf itl.
tone regarding the future; Ontario payments
are only (so-sol; in Quebec Province mattets
are rather better, but can only be called fair at
bet.

Chemicals-The feature recently has been
the imart rise in the value of bleaehing powder,
the cholera scare having created a brisk de.
mand. The price went up 20s. to 30s. per ton,
but there are signe now that the demand is
likely toe slacken, softwood for October being
offered a 10s. below prioe for prompt. Caustie
soda and soda ash are in fair demand and
steady in price. There is scarcely any 58 per
oent. ammonia alkali to be had for prompt,
and not much forward, so that we are not
likely to see any easier price for this. Arsenic
is fully 10s. dearer. Sulphur selling at 5a.
advaùce. Sulphate of copper rather eauier,
second hand sellers being about 20s. below
manufacturers. The event of the month iu
salt has been the strike of the watermen in the
employment of the Salt Union. While it
laated business was almost at a standstill, and
the few outside makers were quite unable to
meet the demand. Now the men have carried
their point, and shipments will be quickly
resumed, but there will be pressure for
a time until arrears are wiped off. Castor
oil is dull. Cocoa nut oil offering freely oo
spot and to arrive at quotations. Linseed
oil has again given way, and price for spot is
the lowest we have seen, but during the last
day or two more firmnesa has been shown for
January-April. Olive has been a trifle firmer.
London makes of cement show no change in
prioe; indeed, they have got so low that any
further decline in price can searcely be ex-
pected, if quality is to be kept up. Allans ask
an advance of le. 6d. freight in October. The
market for pig lead in again easier, anà aIl
producta have sympathised. As usual at this
season,'demand for paint leadd is quiet. I
tin plates, we quote coke (iron) l1s. 9d., (steel)
Ils. 9d.; good ordinary charcoals, 18s.; Canada
plates, £7 18a.
