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GERMANY GOT HALF OF CANADA’S NICKEL IN 1913.
(From The Financial Post, Toronto, Jan. 1).

As shown in The Financial Post last week, investors in the International Nickel
Company and its subsidiary concerns have made large profits. The serious question
with them and the holders of other nickel companies’ shares is now, what of the
future? Nickel has gone chiefly into war material, and the demand from BEurope
for this purpose has grown enormously in recent years. The statement made and
generally believed is that at the close of the war there will be a heavy reduction in
the building of battleships and warlike material of all kinds in all countries. This
undoubtedly will have a serious effect on dividends on nickel securities and holders
should be prepared for temporary losses if this policy is carried out. At the same
time, there is room for large development in the sale of nickel for industrial pur-
poses. .
¥From the accompanying figures it will be seen that Germany has been a very
heavy buyver of Canadian nickel. Practically all the exports to the Netherlands were
no doubt intended for Germany. The flgures available foir the five vears to Junc
30, 1912, iwtill be seen, include Germany. It will also be noted that exports to ‘“other
countries’’ average less than 25,000 ibs. a year. But, in the United States Govern-
fment returns for the twelve months to Dec. 31, 1913, and ten months, to Oct. 31,
1914, Germany does not appear, but it is to be taken for granted that in these tables
the shipments to *‘other countries” mean Germany. This would show that Germany
took more than half of the International Nickel Company’s export in 1913: ‘

LONDON, Jan. 4.—Phe capture by
the French of the Alsatian Village of
Steingach, Upper Alsace,“for which a
long house to house confiict has been
waged, is admitted today in an official
German report, which adds that the
Germans regained by a bayonet charge
the heights near the village, which the
French had also captured. Fighting is
continuing for the possessi&a of Stein-
bach. g‘ ?:z‘

The most ardent enthusidsm prevails
among the French at the progress -of
the forces at Steinbach.

A despatch to The Journal of Paris
deseribes the fighting there. The Ger-
mans were prepared to present the ut-
most resistance to the French attacks
on the village. Redoubts were con-
structed in houses, in gardens and in
the streets, and machine guns were
posted everywhere. Déadly Frenca 75
milimetre guns, however, forced the
enemy to evacuate, leaving 2300 dead
or wounded in the streets. The French
can already see fiags flying in Muhi-
haysen, says The Jou‘;nal.

It represents the
gravest kind of international wrong-
doing, but it is really not quite so
contemptible, it does not show so short-
sighted and timid inefficiency, and
ahove all such selfish indifference to
the cause of permanent and righteous
peace, as has been shown by the United
States (thanks o, President Wilson
and Secretary Bryan) in ‘refusing to
fulfil its solemn obligations hy taking
whatever action was necessary in order
to clear our skirts from the guilt of
tame acquiescence in a wrong which
we had solemnly undertaken to oppose.

Merely Pious Wish. .

“If 1 had for one moment supposed
that signing those Hague conventions
meant literally nothing whatever be-
yvond the expression of a pious wish
which any power was at liberty to
disregard with impunity, in accordance
with the dictation of self interest, I
would certainly not thave permitted
the United States to be a party to
such a mischievous farce. President
Wilson and Secretary Bryan, however,
take the view that when the United
States assumes obligations in order to
secure small and unoffending neutral

IN FEW DAYS

LOCAL HOUSE OPENS
ON FEBRUARY TEN

Ontario Legislature to Meet
Soon After Dominion Par-

liament Has Met.

DATE NOT OFFICIAL YET

First Session Under Premier
Hearst and Cabinet to
Tackle Unusual Meqsures.

The Ontario Legislature, according
to the present intention of the govern-
ment, wjll be-called on Feb. 10, exactly
six days ‘ per the federal members have
formally\ assembled in Ottawa. No
formal -announcefent to this effect has
yet been made, hut for several days
members thruout the province has
been expecting an' intimation of this
clmractgr. Tt is expected that Premier
Hearst will issue the proclamation be-
fere the end of the week.

This will be the first legislative ses-
sion in nine years which will miss the
executive guidance of Sir James Whit-
ney. Hon. W. H. Hearst will on this
occasjon step forth into the full mea-
sure of his responsibility as premier,
and with a reorgan‘zed cabinet behind
him will be called upon- to direct much
legislation of an unusual kind, relating
to war conditions. in industrial life.
One of the bigger matters for him to
tackle will be an emergency act
the nature of a moratorium. It is un-
derstood that the law clerks are al-
ready busy with the detalls of it.

It was at first expected that the’

house would be called in late January,
but a change of intention has occurred
and/ unless present
February 10 will be reserved for the
ceremonial opening. ‘

BRITISH AMBASSADOR
EXPECTS SETTLEMENT

Both Britain and U. S. Are Likely
to Make Concessions.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 4. — Sir Cecil
Spring Rice, the British ambassador,
called at the state department today
for the first time since the ‘American
note of protest on shipping was sent
to Great Britain.

high officials here.

Another development is the decision
of the Washington administration to
certify American cargoes as to their
exact contents before leaving Ameri-
can ports.

It is felt that
with the increased Ontario tax and the
necessity of securing another license,
if a motorist desires to make a &rip
acress the border, touring ‘will prove
rather expensive. The various border
states of the union, notably New Ym:l\‘:
state, are prepared to recognize ()m,arlol
licenses, provided the Same courtesy
ijs extended to them, S0 no difficulty
would be encountered in this regard if
the Ontario Government saw fit to ap-
prove of the exchange.

“Under the new order of things, not
until - October first of each year, will
@ reduction in the automobile license
fee he allowed, and then it will be re-
duced to half., This means that mo-
torists who weuld ordinarily be forced
to pay $20 for an entire year, will have
to /pay $10 for a license ‘© for three
months. The reduction should be made
on August 1st on account of the Can-
adian National Exhibition, when many
motor cars are sold.

SUFFRAGISTS HELP
SUFFERERS OF WAR

British Dominions’ Women'’s
Suffrage Union Raised
Money for Relief.

Canadian Associated Press Cable.

LONDON, Jan. 4—In common with
all suffragists the British Dominions
Women's Suffrage Union ceased suf-
frage work on the outbreak of war, and
postponed even sending out the offi-
cial report of the conference till a
time when it was more likely to com-
mand attention. Meanwhile a consid-
erable amount of ether work has been
done, . :

An appeal for clothing for poor chil-
dren in London was drafted imme-
diately after the war began, and one
thousand printed copies were sent
overseas. A month afterwards an ac-
count of the schemes of relief or-
ganized by the British suffrage ' s0-
cieties was sent out. The response ol
the dominions to every one of these
appeals, both.in clothing -and money,
has, it is stated, beerf most generous.

No appeal for funds for the union
has yet been sent out because of the
war. All money goes.in the first place
to relieve the needs of those in dis -
tress thru the war.

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On Solid Ground

Colone! Roosevelt stands upon solid
ground when he calls upon his coun-

try to stand by and vindicate The
Hague Convention of 1907, to which
all the teading nations of the world,
including Germany and the United
States. assented. . That convention
pledged all the signatories to the pro-
position that belligerents must not
invade the territory of a mneutral state:
As Professor Hart of Harvard Uhi-
versity puts it:

The - system of neutralization
was strengthened by the second
Hague Conference of 1907. which
adopted a chapter on “The Rights
and Duties of Neutral Powers,” of
which the first signatory in alpha-
betical order was the representa-
tive of Germany. This convention
set forth among other things
that— :

“The territory of neutral powers
§s inviolable. . . . Belligerents are
forbidden to allow ‘troops or trains
of ammunition or provisions to
pass thru the territory of the neu-
tral power. It shall not be
considered a hostile power if it
takes measures, even forcible, to
prevent violations of its neu-

trality.

Colonel Roosevelt was at the head, of
affairs when the United States agreed
to this principle of international law.
The. United States was a contract-
ing party to the treaty that
convention expresses. It /was and
s binding upon ali t):ie signa-
tories. That, indeed, is mot disputed.
Germany has undoubtedly violated
the contract or treaty. What obliga-
tion, therefore, rests upon the United
States?

The convention was intended for the
protection of the smaller nations, but
no protection would have been afforded
or could have heen intended unless the
stronger nations pledged themselves to
protect it from violation. That point
is made with his characteristic direct-
ness by Mr. Roosevelt, wheo arraigns
the powers that be at Washington for
cold-blooded timidity that borders on

. cowardice.

Perhaps Mr. Wilson and Mr. Bryan
may suggest that the ex-president
drifted about a long time before reach-
ing his conclusion or making his in-
dictment. That is as it may be, but
Roosevelt appears today in a role that
is manly and chivalric. He may be
the personal friend q0«13 the kaiser, but
he now declares himself to be first of
all the champion of freedom and hu-
manity.

Law commented, had shown greater
prescience in replying that it was pre-

war.

Naturally the men grumble a little.
They wouldn’t be soldiers unless they
did. Their principal complaint is the
weather, The constant rain keeps
their clothes wet, and soldiers are not
over-burdened with large wardrcbes.
It is almost impossible for those 1iv ing
in tents to.keep dry at any time.

Just before *‘lights out” was sound-
ed by bugles in all parts of the camp,
we walked along the ‘lines of one of
{ the Ontario battalions. In one tent a

Many New Instructions This
Year — The Program.

Secretary W. A. Hewitt of the'O.H.A.
today issued his annual instructions 1o
referees. as follows:

A.referee may be an amateur or a pro-
fessional. ¢ i f

He is to appoint the goal umpires, and !
may remove them at any time.

The Treferee decides when a goul shail
count. The goal umpire merely I‘CDO.'YS‘
when the puck ‘goes in the net from inj
front and below the top of the net. o {

Isach player must have a certificate wnd
must answer to his name on the ice beforeV
play commences. Don't neglect this.

The referce has absolute control of the
game. His decision is final and  there
can be no appeal. :

lBach club is to appoint as timekeepcr
and the referee will appoint a penalty
timekeeper. When timekeepers disagree
the referee will decide. |

No goal shall be scored when the puck
strikes the iron cross-bar at the top of
the net and bounces over.

The home club shall furnish the goal
umpires with. small white flags 1o e
raised when a_goal is scored.

All Games to a Finish. .

All games must be played to a finish,
except in two-club groups, ‘where total
goals count, or where the competing
teams play 30 minutes overtime (actual

lay). .

b All matches are.one hour, exclusive 1-f
stoppages, divided into three 20-minute
periods, with 10 minutes’ rest between
each period. . o |

In case of a tie at expiration of an
hour's. play, ends shall be changed -and
two $-minute periods played, with 5 min-
utes intermigsion betweén. Similar
periods are to be plaved in same way
untll one side has majority: of goals, but
no game shall be more than 30 minutes
overtime (actual play). .

When the puck goes off the ice behind
‘the -goal line,  it-is: faced off "five yards
out. and on a line at right angles to the
When it goes off tha ice at
the side, 'it is to' be faced three yards
from the side. When it hits the referee,
play ceases and the puck is faced where
the accident occurs.

No Offside Interfererice,

There shall be no offside interference
or obstruction. The penalty is the same
as for playing the puck when of-fmd_e.
Any player persisting is to be ruled off.

A player offside may be put onside
when one of his side skates in front of
him either with the puck or having played
it when behind him.

Goal nets are to be 4 feet high and 6
feet wide, This means 4 feet fromthe
ice all the way across. See that the nets
are in good shape before starting; the
match.

. Tt is imperative that a dark, distin-
guishing line be drawn on the ice between
the cenfre of each goal post. Hold the
home. team responsible.

eep Sticks on Ice.

The referce shall start play by dropping
the puck between the sticks of two play-
crs, one from each team, who must keep
their stocks on the ice. A player dis-
obeying this rule should be ruled off. )
_The puck may be stopped with  the”
hand, but not carried or held or knack
on by any part of the body. PR
" Loafing offside should be stric¢ly pro-
hibited. A ‘player must always’ be on
his side of the puck, and must skate back
with the play as fast as possible; other-
wise he will be ruled off.

A player on the defending team is not
offside when he takes a pass or plays
the puck as it bounds off his goalkeeper
within a space of ten feet out from the
goal and extending to the side of the
rink. . :

Charging from behind, tripping, collar-
ing, Kkicking, cross-checking, or pushing
is not allowed. Offending players will
be ruled off.

When a detending player deliberately
commits a foul to prevent a score the
referee is not to stop the play until that
play has been completed. !

Hockey sticks must be entirely 'of wood,,
with tape binding permissible, and not
more than three inches wide at any part,
and not more than thirteen inches long
at the blade. No player shall raise his
stick above his shouder.

. The goalkeeper must not during play
lie, sit or kneel upon the ice; he may
stop the puck with his hands, but shal
not bold or throw it. He may wear
pads, but must not wear a garment such
as would give him undue assistance in
keeping goal.

Get Reports in Promptliy.

A penalty does not commence until the
player has reported to the penalty time-
keeper, and shall be measured in actual
playing time, exclusive of stoppages.

After the game the referec is to mail
an official report of the game to the sec-
retary of the association, on forms sup-
plied for the purpose. Attend to this
promptly.

i A referee isgentitied to $5 in addition
{ to 10 cents a mile one way for all dis-
| tances, as expenses. No fee is to be less
{ than $5, except in cases of local referees.

Except where a goalkeeper is injured
1o change of players can made after
a match has commenced., 1n case of
accident or injury, compelling anv other
player to leave the ice, the opposing
team must drop a man, Neither player
is to resume play without receiving per-
mission from the penalty timekeeper The
substitute for the goalkeeper must play

The marvel of Prof. Jurasz’s technique
depended for its success upon - quick
and appropriate thought on his part,
namely, that the muscles in between the
ribs were by no mieans as distantly re-
lated to the heart muscles as 2. :ateur
anatomists have always taught.

_It may be remembered that animal
tissues are made up of three separate
and distinct varieties of muscle. There
is a smooth, elastic type of muscle, over
which the will of man has no control
This Is commonly spread through the
arteries, the stomach, the intestines and
many other parts. :

There is, also,  the widely distributed
and most important ‘“voluntary’’ vari-
ety of musculature, examples of which
are your biceps, your hamstring, wrist,
neck, head, and all the muscles over
which you have control, and by which
rou gain knowledge of the outside
world. Force, seizure, weight, resist-
ance, recognition—often confused with
the sense of feeling, but an entirely dif-
ferent musgcular sense—are all depend-
ent upon these large bundles of flesh
called “voluntary muscles.”

Repairing Injured Hearts.

For the nonee, it has usually been gon-
sidered that the muscle-like flbres which
enclose . the torso, which stretch’ be-
tween the ribs and on the bias, are also
voluntary muscles. Indeed, no one has

vet discovered any anatomical differ-}

ences, vet' physiologically it must be
admitted that no man can expand any
particular between-rib muscle at his own
pleasure.

To make a long and valuable medical
lesson short, it may be said that the
holes where the bhullet entered and

SENSATIONAL RISE
IN WHEAT PRICES

Europeaﬁ Buying * Seemed
Regardless of Cost—Pat-
‘ten Corner Remembered.

NO HURRY TO SELL

~

Country Holders Show ~No
Disposition to Part With
Gran.

Canadian Press Despatch.

CHICAGO; Jan. 4.—For the first time
wheat today soared above the high price
level that was made Sept: 5 at the most
exciting crisis of the German advance on
Paris. ;

On European buying that seemed nea;ly
regardless of cost, wheat today touched
$1.34% a bushel for May delivery, as
against $1.32, which was the Sept. &
record, and until this morning had been
the topmost price since the apex of the
famous James A. Patten corner May 25,
1909, when quotations reached $1.36%.
Closing prices today were strong at gains
of 2%c to 3%c, compared with Satar-
day night. Corn finished 1%c to 1%c uvDp,
oats at a rise of Sc to 1%c and provi-
sions varying from Gc off to 12%c ad-
vance.

Broadening out of the purchase of
wheat began at the very outset this morn-
ing, but it was not until during the last
hour of business that the trade bordered
on the sensational. Even then there was
no wild flurry. Buying on the part of
the general public, however, aside from
the urgent foreign demand, seemed at
that time to have gradually expanded be-
yond the greatest volume heretofore at-
tained on this season's ‘crop. The fact
that margins were not so severe as in a
great part of 1914 had much to do with
allowing a much more free chance to
trade.

Ocean freight rates from Argentina
were 'so high that it seemed doubtful
whether a quarter of the contracts al-
ready made to supply South American
wheat to Europe will be filled. This was
the chief basis of the sentiment favoring
an advance in Chicago. The result was
a total of export sales here amounting
to 1,800,000 bushels, not counting large
transactions elsewhere in which Chicago
houses did not participate. Meanwhile
country holders showed no disposition to
be in a hurry about selling, and thruout
the west mills were sald to be giving

keen anxiety about supplies.

"~ Strength of corn and oats came. in the
main from the wheat bulge. « The only
conspicuous seller of oats was a firm
prominent in the export wheat trade. It
was surmised this firm might be more
anxious’ to ship wheat abroad than oats,
for which vessel room had been obtained.
