The Lap- 
land, a Red Star liner under charter 
to the White Star Line, sailed from 
this port with 318 passengers and a 
large and valuable cargo on the after- 
nbon of Aug. 12.

The Trades and Labor Council is 
strongly opposed to the proposed 
amalgamation, because of this fact, 
and at its meeting last night passed 
the following resolution : '

"This council is of the opinion that 
the Bank of Hamilton is one of the 
strongest financial institutions In Can­
ada, and is also of the opinion that 
Hamilton has helped to place the bank 
in Its present good standing, and la 
therefore entitled to some considera­
tion at the hands of the minister of 
finance when the question of the pro­
posed amalgamation of the Bank of 
Ha«nMton and the Royal Bank of Can­
ada is placed before him for consid­
eration. This council also goes on 
record as favoring the action of the 
board of control as trying to prevent 
the proposed merger, and also thinks 
that all classes of citizens should unite 
in making a protest to the-minister of 
finance against any action that is 
likelv to cause the removal of the 
headquarters of the Bank of Hamilton 
from this city."

Comparatively slow progress is be­

(HQRLEN, Aug. 20.—(By wireless to 
Tuckerton, N. J.) — The following 
statement, given out today toy the Ger­
man army headquarters, is as follows:

“The army of Field Marshal Von 
Hlndenburg took Novo Georgievsk, the 
last atronghold of the enemy In Po­
land. making prisoners of more than 
85.000 Russians, among whom were 
six generals. The number of cannon 
taken has increased to more than 700.

The arbitrators have laid 
down 822.60 as a necessary living 
wage for a married man, but this in­
crease is not to go into effect until 
May 1, 1816, the award being for a 
term of three years. The award was 
endorsed by Judge Coatsworth, chair­
man of the board, and Fred Bancroft 
representing the men, but F. E. Brown, 
representing the commission, is against 
it, and in a note added to the report 
says, "I wholly disagree with the above 
and shall put in a minority report,"

The men are greatly pleased with

Plenty of information is in existence 
regarding German intrigues before the 
outbreak of war.

The governor, the general fur­
ther intimated, had been in corres­
pondence with the kaiser, who return­
ed the answer: "I shall not only re­
cognize the independence of South 
Africa, but even guarantee it, provided 
the rebellion is started immediately," 
Speaking later at Johannesburg, Gen. 
Botha declared that he had not under­
taken the expedition with the object 
of land-grabbing, but the kaiser’s tele­
gram had altered hie attitude, i he 
safety of the union undoubtedly de­
pends on the elimination of Ger­
many, whose intrigues caused serious 
trouble and whose native policy was 
a constant source of danger.

> The Ottawa correspondent of The 
ijtoronto Globe says that on account of 
the exchange situation Canadian re­
cruits hereafter may receive almost 
their entire training in England in­
stead of being trained as far as pos­
sible in Canada, and we are told:

True, we are bor­
rowing money in England, but we 
could borrow it Just as easily in the 
United States. The money required to 
feed, house, clothe, transport and gen­
erally care for our volunteers should 
be spent as far as possible in Canada 
to help our merchants, manufacturers, 
farmers, laboring men and transpor­
tation companiqp.

We are assured that:
"The money with which they are 

paid is British credit and is of 
far less value on this side than 
on the other side of the Atlantic."
We do not agree with this proposi­

tion. Money spent in this country is 
of far greater value to us than money 
spent anywhere else. If greater mili­
tary efficiency is to be gained by hav­
ing our recruits spend all their time 
In England, well and good. Bqt if 
they can be trained just as well up 
to a certain point in the Dominion, 
then let us keep them here.

Many people seem to be fooling 
themselves with the notion that money 
spent by Canada on the war is not 
Canadian money. The British Govern­
ment, it is true, has loaned us money, 
but we are to pay it back as soon as 
a permanent loan can be floated. Such 
a loan may be floated in New York in 
the .near future- Whatever we have 
received from England will be prompt­
ly paid back with interest.

This Is said In no ungracious spirit. 
But It seems necessary to remind our­
selves that it is our money we are 
spending on the war, that we ought 
to get value for whatever we spend, 
and that we should spend all we pos­
sibly can among our own people 

The way to cure the exchange situ­
ation is not" to spend all the money 
we can in Britain and as little as we 
can in Canada. It is at best a tem­
porary situation for which there are 
several remedies. Canada may help 
by borrowing what money she needs 
hereafter on this side of the ocean. 
She will not help by foolishly spend­
ing millions of dollars away from 
home„ which could just as well be 
spent among our own people.

We sincerely hope there is no foun­
dation for the statement that the gov­
ernment contemplates solving the ex­
change situation by shipping millions 
of dollars oversea which could and 
ought to be spent in Canada.

Militia Department Abolishes 
Bar to Enlistment—Niagara

SEVEN THOUSAND MEN

Recruits Have Joined at the 
’ Rate of One Entire Bat­

talion a Week.

The consent of wives of married men 
who enlist, or the parents of young 
men over 18 years of age, Is not need­
ed. according to the text of an offi­
cial message received from the divi­
sional headquarters at Niagara camp 
yesterday. This regulation is already 
in force at the recruiting depot. No 
one under 18 years of age will be al-" 
lowed to join thp Canadian Expedi­
tionary Force in any capacity, and 
those who say they are 18 when they 
have not really reached that age are 
liable to be charged with perjury.

Only single men will toe accepted for 
service with the permanent forces of 
Canada.

Official orders are expected within a 
couple of days authorizing a new sys­
tem of recruiting, whereby each unit 
will have four recruiting sergeants, 
who will be paid toy the recruiting do- 
pots.

In the last seven weeks Toronto has 
recruited no less than 7000. making 
the. enlistment at She rate of one en­
tire" battalion a week. The number of 
men passed thru the recruiting depot 
Thursday was 196, making the high 
water mark for the week, and insuring 
that a complete battalion will be se­
cured this week

The supply of uniforms for recent 
recruits has been delayed because they 
are all being made in Canada, accord­
ing to a statement made toy Major. 
Gen. Lessard yesterday, tie said that 
the Canadian manufacturers had been 
doing very well, considering the heavy 
demand they had been asked to meet. 
Everything possible was being done 
to expedite the manufacture of the 
uniforms.
