of Her Most Ciracious Majesty Queen Victoria, enact

Sec. 1. No person or persons shall make a bonfire in any public
striict or thoroughfare at any time, nor have any fire burning out
of doors after sunset within the limits of tho city.

2. Xo person or persons shall use a burning candle, lamp, or
taper, in any stable or place containing hay, straw, shavings, or
any combustible material, within the limits of the city, unless such
burning caudle, lamp, or taper, be enclosed in a lantern or other
safe covering.

3. No person or persons shall fix or pass any stove-pipe through
the walls, ceilings, or roof of any wood building.

4. No i)orson or persons shall pass any stove-pipe through any
lath and plaster, or wood partition except there be a free space of

not loss than three inches round the same, which may be covered
with perforated iron, zinc, or tin plate.

!>. All chimneys, stove-pipes, and flues shall be kept clean ; and
if any chimney or stove-pipe shall take fire, the i^ersou or persona
using the same sliall be subject to the penalty herein prescribed.

6. No person or person shall build, sot, or place any stove, fur-

nace, range, fire-place, or vessel, in which fire maybe kept, in such
manner that the back thereof be less than sixteen inches from any
wood work ; all stoves, ranges, etc., built in brick chimneys shall

be provided with a stone or brick hearth projecting not less than
twelve inches from tlie fire front : iron stoves, furnaces, etc., de-
taciiud from the walls of any buildin;.,' shall stand upon stone,

bri(;k, zinc, or other incombustible material, which shall project

not less than one foot from the front or door of the same.

7. The walls (jf all chimneys adjoining wood work shall not be
less than six inches thick. No joists, bend-timber, or wood of any
kind shall be allowed to enter or rest upon any chimney.

8. It shall bo the duty of the Fire Wardens in their respective

Wards, or upon complaint made to the said Fire Wardens (in

writing) by the Chief Engineer of the Fire Department or his As-
sistant, or by any Police officer, to notify any person or persons
failing to comply witli tho provisions of this By-Law, stating the

altoration.s or ameudiueuts required, and all persons so notified

shall alter, remove, amend, oy destroy whatever obstacle may exist

to ti)e proijer carrying out of this By-Law within forty-eight hours
after the receipt of such notice.

9. Tho Fire Wardens may, and are hereby authorised to enter

any building or tenement within their respective Wards, individu-

ally or in company with either the Chief Engineer, his Assis-

tant, or any police otficior, to inspect anj' flues, chimneys, stove-

pipes, stoves, furnaces, ranges, fire-places, or other vessel in which
fire is kept, a::d if in his and their opinion the same is constructed,

erected or placed contrary to tho provisions of this By-Law, he
shall give notice and order tlie alteration or removal of the same
as hereinbefore stated.
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10. Any person or persons failiiij^ to oomply with any of tlio

provisions of this By-Law, shall be suhjoct to a penalty not (ix-

ceedinjif Five Pounds sterling, (lift) for each offence.

Defining the Duties of Fire Wardens, and Jiec/ulalinf/ the conduct

of the Inhabituhts at Fires.

Sec. 1- It shall be the duty of the Mayor and Council at their

first meeting after the passing of this By-Law, and thereafter an-

nually, to appoint one Councillor to act in each ward as Fire

Wardens.

2. The duty of said Fire Wardens shall be to attend at all fires

within their respective wards ; and they shall have chief command
in all things pertaining to thfi preservation of goods and other
pi'operty that may endangered. They shall have power to ai'-

range any person or persons at or near the fire in such manner aa

may be necessary to assist the Fire Department the more effectu-

ally to discharge their duty.

3. It shall be the duty of the Mayor and each member of the

Council to attend such fires, to assist the Fire Warden, and afford

him their counsel and co-operation : and for the more effectual

extinguishing of fires, it shall and may be lawful for the said Fire

W^ardcn, with tlie concurrence of the Mayor or cither of the (!oun-

cillors present, and the Chief Engineer of the Fire Department or

his Assistants, if present (and they are hereby authorised and em-
powered so to do,) to cause to be demolished, cut down, or remov-
ed, any building, erection, or fence, for the purpose of checking
the progress of any conflagration.

4. In the absence of the Fire Warden, at any fire in his ward,
either of the Fire Wardens or the Councillor who shall first arrive

at the place of fire, shall dischai'ge the duties of Fii-e Warden un-
til his arrival.

5. All persons not being members of the Fire Department, shall

pay implicit obedience to the orders of the Fire Warden, the

Mayor or any member of the Council, who shall, during th3 ab-

sence of the Fire Warden, assume the authority of directing at

tires.

fi. For the better distinguishing of Fire Wardens each shall be
provided at the expense of the corporation with a speaking trum-
pet painted white, having in red letters thereon the words " Fira

Warden," and the number of the ward. These trumpets shall be
given over to their successors at the expiration of their terms of

oflBice.

7. The Fire Wardens shall hold office until their successors
shall have been appointed.
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S. The owner of every Iiouhg or block of buildings shall provide

and keep constantly on the promises a good strong ladder, long

enough to roach the whole iieight of his principal building.

!). Any person or persons convicted upon information before the

Mayoi' or any Justice of the Peace of thiw city, of raising a falne

alaiju of fire, shall be subject to the penalty hereinafter mentioned.

10. No person shall oppose or interfere with any Fire Warden
in th(! discharge of his duty as such, or oppose any fireman or con-

stable specially or otherwise engaged in protecting property or in

aiding tlie Fire Department.

11. Any person or persons violating any of the jirovisions of this

By-Law, shall bo subject to a penalty not exceeding ten pounds
(tlO) sterling, or imprisonment not exceeding one month.

12. Nothing herein contained shall be construed to give the Fire

Wardens, or any member of the Council acting in their stead, any
authority to interfere with the working of the fire-engines or other

apparatus of the Fire Department, that may be under the direction

of the Chief Engineer or his Assistant.

MEETING OF COUNCIL.

1. That all meetings, other than special or adjourned, shall be
held on Wednesday in each and every week, unless otherwise
ordered by the Council, and the Chair sliall be taken at half-past
seven o'clock, p. m. , when no other hour is specially named in the
summons calling the meeting ; and all acts to be done by this

Council, and all questions of adjournment and others, may save
where otherwise expressed, be done and decided by the majority
of the meml ers who shall be present. The whole number oi

members at such meetings not being less than four.

DUTIES AND PRIVILEGES OF THE MAYOR OR PRESIDING OFFICER.

2. To open the meeting at the stated time by taking the chair,

and calling the members to order ; he shall preserve order, and
endeavor to conduct all business before the Council to a speedy
and proper result ; and in the absence of the Mayor, such Muni-
cipal Councillor as the members of the Municipal Council then as-

sembled shall choose to be the cliairman of that meeting ; shall

have a casting vote in all cases of equality of votes, but not other-

wise, and have and e.\ercise all the powers of the Mayor as though
he (the Mayor) were present at such meeting.

3. He shall state every question properly presented to the Coun-
cil, and, before putting it to vote, shall ask, " Is the Council ready
for the question ?" Should no member offer to sjieak, he shall put
it, after which no member shall be permitted to speak upon it.

4. He may speak [o points of order in preference to other mem-
bers of the Council, and shall decide questions of order, subject to
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an appeal to the Council by any two members ; which appeal shall

alw. ys be imt in writing. On such an appeal no member shall
speak more than once.

5. It shall be the duty of the Presiding Officer, and the privilege
of any member of the Couiicil. to call a member to order who vio
lates an established " Hale of Order."

A By-Law (o regulate Ike Election of the Mai/or and Councillors

for the City of Victoria, in the year 187;").

lyHEREAS, the first section of the Municipality Amendment
VV Act, 1874, provides (among other things) that in every city,

being a municipality, a Mayor shall be elected annually. And
that such election take place at the same time and place as the
nomination of Councillors, and the jiolling (if any) at such elec-

tion shall be had and taken at such time and place, or times and
places, as the Council shall by By-Law appoint.

AND WHEREAS, by thn said Act it is further provided that

the voting for Councillors and Mayor, in every Municipality, shall

be by ballot.

AND WHEREAS, it is expedient that a time and place for the
election of a Mayor for the City of Victoria, for the Municipal
year, now next ensuing, shall be fixed, and that provisions should
be made for the polling (if any of voles at the said election.

Beit therefoie enacted by the Mayor and Council of the Cor-
poration of the City of Victoi'ia as follows:

—

^ -

1. The election of a Mayor for the Municipality of the City of

Victoria shall take place at the same time as the election of Coun-
cillors for the said City; that is to say, on the second Monday in

January next; and such election shali commence at twelve o'clock

noon on the same day.
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2. Tho nomitmtifin of candidates for the respective offices of
Mayor and Ooimcillors of the City of Victoria shall take place at
the City Council Chambers.

8. The Keturuin-,' Officer of Yates street V/ard shall on the dav
of nonjination, at noon, nominate such jiersous as shall be put in
nomination, in that behalf, by some duly qualified voter, as can-
(liilates for tho said offices, as the case may be. A show of hands
shall then take place, and the said Returning Officer shall there-
upon declare which of the candidates, has or have been elected,
by the show of hands.

4. In case a poll shall be duly demanded at the election of a
IMayor, the vote of the electors shall be taken by ballot at the
following' votinjj places in the several Wards of tiie City, herein-

0. In case a poll shall be duly demanded at the election of
Councillors for any war! in this city, the vote of the electors en-
titled to vote in such Ward, shall be taken on the following
day, and at the following places, that is to say:

—

In Johnson Street Ward, at Johnson near Government Street.

In Yates Street Ward, at Council Chandjers.

In James Baij Ward, at near cor. Hroughton and Government
Streets.

And the said Poll shall he opened al 10 o'clock A. M., and close

at 4 odock P. M
C. In case of a poll at an election, the votes shall be given by

ballot. Tlie ballot of each voter shall consist of a paper (in this

By-Law called a ballot paper) showing the names and descriptions
of the candidates. Each ballot paper shall have a number printed
on the back, and shall have attached a counterfoil with the same
number printed on the face. At the time of voting the ballot

paper shall be marked on both sides with an official mark and de-
livered to the voter within the polling station, and the number of

such voter on the register or list of Municipal voters shall be
marked on the counterfoil, and the voter having secretly marked
his vote on the paper and folded it up so as to conceal his vote,

shall place it in a closed box in the presence of the officer presid-
ing at the polling station after having first shown to him the offi-

cial mark on the back.

7. Any ballot paper which has not on its back the official mark,
or on which votes are given to more candidates than the voter is

entitled to vote for, or on which anything except the said number
on the back is \mtten or marked, by which the voter can be iden-
tified shall be void and not counted.

8. After the close of the poll, the ballot boxes shall bo closed
up so as to prevent the insertion of additional ballot papers, and
sliall be taken charge of by the returning officer for Yates Street
Ward, and that officer shall, in the presence of such of the caudi-

dates as may bo in attendance, or their apfents, and of the return-

ing officers, open the ballot-boxes and asiiortain the result of tiio

poll by coiintinf» the votes jjfiven to each candidate, and shall forth

with declare to be elected the candidates or candidate to whom the

majority of votes have been jifiven.

9. Where an equality of votes is found to exist between any
candidates at an election, and the addition of a vote would entitle

any of such candidates to bo declared clcetod, the returning officer

shall give such additional vote, but shall not in any otlier case be
entitled to vote at an election for which ho is returning officer.

This By-Law may be cited for all purposes as the Municipal
Elections, Regulations and Ballot Act, 1875.

1. If any candidate nominated during the time appointed for the
election is withdrawn, the returning officer of the Ward in which
such nomination shall take place shall give public notico of the

name of such candidate as well as of the candidates wlio stood
nominated or were elected.

2. The returning officer in each Ward shall forthwith publish a

notice in the form in the second schedule to this By-Law, of the

name of the person nominated as a calididate or candidates by
placarding or causing to be placarded the n;iiue of each candidate
in a conspicuous position outside the building in which the room
is situate appointed for the election.

3. Each polling station shall be furnished with such number of

compartments in which the voters can mark their votes, sci'eoned

from observation as the returning officer thinks necessary, so that

at least one compartment be provided for every one hundred and
fifty electors, entitled to vote at such polling station,

4. A separate room or sepai'ate booth may contain) a separate
polling station, or several polling stations may be constructed in

the same room or booth.

5. The Returning Officer shall give public notice of the situation

of polling stations, and the description of voters entitled to vote

at each station, and of the mode in which electors are to vote.

0. The Clerk of the Municipal Council shall provide each poll-

ing station with materials for voters to mark the ballot papers,
with instruments for stamping thereon the official mark, and with
copies of the register of voters. He shall keep the official mark
secret, and an interval of not less than seven years shall intervene
between the use of the same official mark at elections for the same
Ward.

7. The Returning Officer in each Ward shall personally attend
and shall keep order at his station, shall regulate the number of

electors to be admitted at a time and shall exclude all other persons
except the Clerks, the agents of tlie candidatos, and tlie constables
on duty.

8. Every ballot paper shall contain a list of the candidates des-
cribed nnd arranged alphabetically in the order of their surnames,
and (if there are two or more candidates with the same surname)
of their other names. It shall be in foinn set forth in the second
schedule to this By-Law, or as near thereto as circumstances ad-
mit, and shall be capable of being folded up.
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9. Every ballot box Hhall be ho constructed that the ballot

paporw can be iutrodticod therein, but cannot bo withdrawn there-

Der of the elector to dunoto thiit he has received a ballot paper, but
with )ut showing the particular ballot paper which he has received.

11. Tlie elector on receiving the ballot paper shall forthwith

pro(ified into one of the compartments in the polling stations, and
tliore m irk his paper and fold it up so as to conceal his vote, and
sliail tlien put his ballot paper ho folded up into the ballot box.

GENERAL PROVISIONS.

30. No person shall be appointed by a returning officer for the
purposes of an election who has been employed by any other per
son in or about the election.

or clerks appointed to assist him any act which he is required, or
authorized to do by this By-Law at a polling station.

32. A candidate may himself undertake the duties which any
agent of his if appointed might have undertakei, or mnv assist his

agent in the performance of sul'Ii duties, and may i)t; present at

any place at which his agent may in pursuance of this By-Law at-

tend. If such agent dies or becomes incapable of acting during the

time of the election the candidate may appoint another agent in

his place, and shall forthwith give to the i-elurning officer notice

in writing of the name and address of tlie agent so appointed.

33. Every returning officer or deputy returning officer, and
every official clerk, or agent authorized to attend at a polling sta-

tion, or at the counting of the votes shall before the opening of the
poll make a statutory declaration of secrecy in the presence (if he
is the returning officer) of a Ji.-itice of tlie Peace, and if he is any
other officer or an agent, of a Justice of the Peace or of the return-

ing officer.

34. Where in this By-Law any expressions are used requiring

or authorizing or inferring that any act or tiling is to bo (lone in

the presence of the agents of the candidates, such expressions

shall be deemed to refer to ihe presence of such agents of the can-

YY'HEREAS the sale of Poisons requires to be regulated.

f I Be it enacted by the Mayor and Council;
1. It shall be unlawful to sell any poison either by wholesale or

by retail unless the ba;,', bottle, ves.sel, wi'apper or cover in which
such ijoi.son is contained be distinctly labelled with the name of

the article and the word POISON and with name and address of

the seller of the poisun, and it shall be unlawful to sell any
poison of those which are in the Schedule (A) to any person un-
known to the seller unless introduced by some person known to

the seller, and on every sale of any such article the seller shall

before delivery make or cause to be made an entry in a book to

kept tor that pnrpo.se stating in the from set forth in Schedule (B)
to this Bv-Law, the date of the sale, the name and address of the

purchaser, the name and quantity of the article sold and the pur-
pose for whicii it is stated by the purchaser to l)e retjuired, to

which entry the signature of the purchaser and of the person, if

any, who introduced hiui shall lie affixed, and any person selling

poison otherwise tlian is herein provided shall upon a summary
conviction before two Justices of the Peace be liable to a penalty
not exceeding $25 for the first olience and to a penalty not exceed-
ing §50 for tlie second or any subsequent offence and for the pur-
poses of this section the person on whose hehalf any sale is made
by any api lontice or servant shall bo deemed to l)e the seller,

but the j)rovision of this section shall not apply to sales by whole-
sale to retail Dealers in the ordinary course of wliolesale dealing,

nor shall any of tiie provisions of tliis section apply to any medi-
cine supplied by a legally qualified Apothecary to his patie.it nor
apply to any article when forming part of the ingredients f)f any
medicine dispensed by a per.son under the direction of medical
meii pvovided suchmedicim bo labeled with the name and a<l-

dress of the seller and tlie ingredient thereof be entered with the

name of tae person to whom it is so delivered in a book to be kept
by the seller for that purpose.

each side of each street within the City limits and every footpath

or sidewalk shall be not more in widtli than one-sixth of the street

on \vhi(-h it abuts.

3. All footpaths or sidewalks shall be graded by the Mayor and

Council at the expense of the City whenever such grading is neces-

sary.

4. Each footpath or sidewalk within the said City limits shall be

made of wood, stone Hagging, tiles or bricks or such other mater-

ial as the Stre cL Committee may approve of ; but each footpath

or sidewalk shall be made of uniform material for the whole width

throughout its entire length.

5. P'ootpaths or sidewalks already constructed shall whenever

l)y the Mayor and Council .leemetl necessary be altered so as to

conform to this By-Law.

U. If the footpaths or sidewalks are constructed of wood the

planks shall be nailed to sleepers with nails of sufficient length to

be driven into sleepers one and one-half inches, the sleepers shall

be placed at a distance of not more than three feet apart.

7. All planks, sleepers and posts referred to in this By-Law shall

be of sound material; the planks shall be not less than one and



one-half inches tlii(!k and not more than ten incihcH wiile and not
more than one sixth of the width of (lie strfot in lenj^th, and the
sleepers and tlie posts shall bo o{ snflficient len{>;th and shall nuthe
less in dinionsious than four iiirhos hy four inches or throe inches
by six inches; but it shall bo lawful for tho ISIayor and Council by
resolution to ijerniit sidewalks of less width.

8. That all j^osts or pillars erected on any street shall stand pre-

cisely at the outer edge of thfi sidewalk, and shall have a ring and
staple fixed therein for the purpose of securing horses.

9. Where any portion of any footpath or sidewalk in the said

City may be required to be used by any wagon, cart, or other
vehicle tor gaining access to any pronvses the sidewalk, if con-
structed of wood, shall be laid longitud.ually of plank not less than
three inches thick ujjon tho same level along the length of such
footpath or sidewalk.

10. A good and sufficient fence or railing of a character material

and in manner to be approved of by the said Mayor and Council
or the Street Committee on their behalf shall be sot up, erected,

constructed and maintained at the side or sides of any footpath
when and where by the said Mayor aud Council or the Street Com-
mittee as aforesaid shall from time to time be deemed necessary

for the safety of the public.

11. No person shall ride or shall drive, wheel or draw any
wagon, cart, bari'ow or other vehicle upon or along or across any
public footpath or sidewalk within the City limits (except hantl

carriages for children), and no person having the charge or con-

trol of any beast of burden shall intentionally cause or ])ermit the

same to stand or go upon any public footpath or sidewalk as afore-

said, or to stand upon any street crossing so as to obstruct tho

same.

12. No per«*on shall back any wagon, cart, dray, or other vehicle

against any footpath or sidewalk, within the City limits.

13. All persons riding or driving along tho streets of Victoria,

shall keep on the left side of the street.

14. That no building materials shall be laid down on any street

or sidewalk without the consent of the Council, and all such build-

ing materials, as well as cellars and sewers in course of construc-

tion on or near any public street or thoroughfare shall lie so guarded
in the night time with a fence or beacon light, as to prevent acci-

dents to persons or animals.

15. No person shall place on the streets or sidewalks any barrel,

bale, crate or anything wlntsoever, which in any way obstructs

tho footpaths or sidewalks, or which may be considered a nuisance
by the said Mayor and Council or Street Committee, on their be-

half unless in the case^ whei-e packages arc Vicing opened for the of

taking the contents into warehouses during reasonable hours and all

convenient speed shall be used in removing the same ami no arti-

cles shall be allowed to remain on the footpaths or sidewalks after

dark.

16. No person or persons shall interi'upt the travel of any high-

way by opening or excavating any portion of the footpaths on the

same without first obtaining consent of the Municipal Council or

the Street Commiitee on their behalf.



17. No neiHons Hhall in the front of any Iniilrling erect any bay
window which Khali i)r(>joct on the line of a Htroet.

18. Verandiilis or awnin','H must extend from the front lino of
any huildinj^s to tiie outside e<lj^o of the footpaths and shall pro-
jei't Buflioiontly to throw the rain beyond the sidewalk into the
glitter and be kept free from leakafi^e, and if constructed of wood
must be planed lumber of the following dimensions: Tiio post.q

siiall not be less than four intiiies by four inches and let into the
curl) of the footpath. The front i)late or girt sliall not be less

than two inches by ten inches planks. Tlie rafters or joists shall

not 1)0 leas than two inch(^s by six inches and shidl not be placed
iiKire than six feet from centres.

than two inches by four inches scantling. The flooring or roof
shiill be of tongiicd and gi'ooved boards not less than one inch in

thickness.

1!). The covering or floor of any awning or verandah shall not
he less than fourteen feet above the level of the footpath, Tho
cornice of tho same sliall not project more than eight inches l)o-

yoiid the line of tho footpath except by resolution of the Mayor
and Council.

20. Iron balconies supported by iron bi-ackets shall not project
more than three feet from tho front lino of any building to wiiich

tliev are attached.

21. Areas projecting from the front ot buildings must be covered
over with iron or strong wooden gratings the space between the
burs of tho same shall not exceed one inch,

22. No steps or boot scrapers shall be allowed ou the foot-

paths,

23. All gates put up close "to any street or sidewalk shall open
inwardly instead of outwardly o">er such street or sidewalk, jjro-

vidud that one month's notice shall be given by the Council to

parties who at tho time of the passing of this By-Law have gates
opening outwardly over any street or sidewalk or wlio have veran-

dah posts erected on any sidewalk to remove, alter or make tho
same in accordance with this By-Law.

24. No person shall throw or pile cordwood, firewood, or coal
upon any paved or planked sidewalk, or upon any of the streets of

the City, or saw, or split cordwood, or firewood thereon, so as to

obstruct the free use thereof, and no person shall stand on any
such sidewalk with his woodsaw and horse so as to obstruct a free

passage for toot passengers.

2.'). Hereafter no hanging or stationary signs crossing a footpath
sliall be leas than nine feet from the lower edge of sign to the
footpath.

20. It shall bo the duty of tho Police Constables of the City of

Victoria to use their best endei.vors to prevent any intracition of
any of the provisions of this By-Law and to take all necessary pro-
ceedings for bringing to punishment parties guilty of any such
infraction.

27. That in all cases when in the opinion of the Mayor and
Council as expressed by resolution, it shall be expedient to con-
struct any new sidewalk or repair any existing sidwalk or alter any

30. Every penalty imposed by this By-Law may together with
the costs of conviction be recovered in a summary manner befoi'e

the Mayor, Police Magistrate or any Justice of tiie Peace having'

i'urisdictiou within the limits of the City of Victoria and may be
evied by distress and sale of the goods and chattels of the ofl'ond-

cr and in default of payment of such penalty and costs then by
imprisonment of such offender for any term not exceeding one
calendar month, in one of Her Majesty s gaols.
