LONDON, . May 16. — Chancellor
Lloyd-George presented the budget in
the house of commons to-day.

About the only novelty it contains
:is a proposal to pay members of the
house of commons a salaty of $2000 o
wvear. The chaucellor declined to’ give
members traveling allowances or pen-
gions, and excluded from the salary
benefit all ministers already drawing
galaries.

Thne chancellor's realized surplus, in-
cluding payments delayed in 1909-10
by the action of the lords in throwing
out the budget of that Vear, totaled
$28,035,000, of which he proposes to do-

' nate $7,500,000 to tlie support af sani-

tarlume for consumptives. His esti-
mated expenditure for the current
year is $906,170,000, which is 237,760,000

" more than last year.

The chancellm:'s estimated revenue
for the current year is $908,580,000,
There is no fresk taxation provided.

Of the increased expenditure of 338, -
750,000 over that of last vear's budget
the navy, clvil service and old age
pensions' account for most of this en-
hancement. The payment of members
of the house of commons will abgori
g further sum of $1,250,000, while the
coronation will add another $1,500,000
to the demands of the treasury.

Rev, Dre. Ross end Jackson Testify
That Professor’s Views
Werg Unorthodox.

MONTREAL, May 16.—The Rev.
'Doctdrs “Ross and Jackson -were the
chlef witnessess in this afternoon’s
| hedring of the Weérkman 1ibel case, and
the testimony of both was to the ef-
fect that on certaln points the teach-
ings and views of Dr. Workman were
unorthodox and not in accordance with

thé doctrinal standards of the Metho-
dist ‘faith. i

Dr. Jackson, who was for some years
a “Tellow professor of Dr. Workman,
was asked to state in a general way
the nature of thé questions whieh
tormed the basis of the exception tak-

erated the following points: The deity
of Christ, the propitifatory character
of the atonement, the virgin birth, and
the efféect of the atonement on all
men, ‘even on infants. The Witness de-
clared that all the above points were
cardinal points to the Methodist doc-
trine and that if one of them were
teuched all would be effécted.
Questioned 8s to Dr. Workman's
views on thé resurrection, he deéclared
that Dr. Workman had attended a
conference given by Professor McBride,
wherein the latter dealt with the re-
surrection after the fashion of the
Rationaliets, showing that Christ was

highly commended the lecturer and had

findings.

He declared that according to the
doctrine of the Methodist Church the
regurrection was a corporeal 4as well
as a spiritual happening and that there
could Be no doubt concerhing the de-
ity of Christ, whereas Proféssor Work-
man had in his presénce éxpressad
the apinion that thesé points were still
open to investigation.

Dr. Workman, by his teachings, said
the witness. attempted to destroy the
real character of thé atonement, and
his beliefs on thé question of original
eih were alto at variance with the stan-
dardsg of Methodism which held that
man was not born in innocence, but
came into the world with a depraved
nature.

The witness also declared that on
ssveral dccasions &tudents had -come to
| him muc¢h tdoublé at heart over the
theories adyvanced by Dr. Workman,
and several students had left the col-
lage 4ltogether in diszust at hearing
such heretical views advanceéed by a
member of the staff.

In concluding his evidénce Dr. Jactk-
gon. in reference to the recent testi-
mony of Dr. Carman, siated that that
gentleman had had no right to claim
that he was volcing the vietws of the
Methodist Chureh, despite his high po-
=ition. Jesus Christ was the recognizeéd
head of the church, and Pr. Carman
one of the most highly pafd officials
and the earthly head in Canada.

vironment as few cities possesd.

The opportunity now presented to the
! elty can scarcely be estimated. Ten
! years from now the same rights would
¢ probably not be obtainable under half
& million dollars. It opens up ffor the
citizens for ever an easy means of ac-
cess to a district in which heajth and

beauty abound.
‘ Mr. Home Smith, on behalf|of the
syndicate he represents, offers «
‘ roulebard drive and parkway extend-
ing from Queen-st. to Lambtgn, and
., park lands aggregating about 100 acres
' on either side of the river. The gift
is worth, it is estimated, $150,000. We
feel sure the city authorities will lose
no time in making “whatever ange-
ments are necessary to Secure the gift
for the people. There are no :t:tﬂnxs

to it, nor any conditions save the nat-
ural one, that the people will have it
placed at their disposal within (a reas-
onable period. :

We cannot conceive of anyone in the
city council objecting to a glt‘q so de-
. sirable. There may be captious critics
. among the citizens who will forpsee the
possibility of the syndicate derlving
some profit from the development of
their property. Such profit méuat ac-
. crue in any event, and if the city is

"\ invited to share in it in advance, it

would be an ungracious as well as
foolish policy to decline the offer. The
fact that generosity is not inconsist-
ent with good business methods, will

be cmphasized by the present offer, |

and should lead to a keener apprecia-

tion of the value of public participa-!

tion in the benefits of private enter-
prise.

A notable feature of the plans of the
syndicate is the assignment of a rall-
way route thru the property. This will
be handed over to the city if desired,
and in connection with the Lake Shore-
road would prove to be a valuable ad-
junct of the clvic railway system.

In connection with the proposa‘l ta

\ lay out a parkway, the suggestion hat

been made that the city annex the der-
ritory not now within the city limits
from the lakes shore to St. Clair-ave.,
including the west bank of the Hum-
ber. This will enable the city properly
to control the property to be handed
over to it, and also to expropriate two
properties of 17 and 12 acres respec-
tively which enter into the park area.

North Toronto is just now contemplat-
ing electric lighting of the streets other
than Yonge-street, and has invited
tenders. Two have been received from
private companies, and one will be
submitted from the city’'s electrical de-
partment. It is said one of the private
companies intends to underbld the
other two, but the North Toronto Coun-
cil must keep steadily in view that
as part of Toronto its street lighting
will be done by the city’s electrical de-
partment. No contract of any kind
should be made except with the Hydro-
Electric Commission or the city. Any
other course will lead to difficulty and
trouble, and delay or even prevent an-
nexation. |

U. 8. TRUSTS AND THE LAW.

Eighteen months ago the Wall-street
organs were indulging in pessimistic
forecasts of the possible results should
the supreme court of the Unijted States
sustain the order of the lower court,
| dissolving the Standard Oil Company.
! Now that the supreme court has sus-
tained the judgment its act, instead of
paralyzing business, has resulted in a
general air of relief pervading the
financial situation. This was due no
doubt in part to the fact that an ad-
verse decision had been discounted, but
still more to the modification of the
previous interpretations put upon the
Sherman anti-trust law.

Hitherto it has been accepted that
the Sherman law covered any form or
devioe‘employed to hold together cor-
porations or naturally compeéting busi-
ness companies so as to eliminate com-
_petition, and the brief for the state
against the Standard Oil Company
urged that the previous isions evince
a great public policy which the court
ought to eonsider. This the supreme
court Justice Harlan dissenting. has
refused to do and has ruled that a
distinction must be drawn between
“reasonable’’ and “‘unreasonable” re-
straint of trade. This imposes a fur-
ther burden on the government in its
campaign against trusts and combines.
The Standard Oil Company’'s legal ex-
perts will no doubt evolve some other
method of c¢ircumventing the law and
more drastic legislation will again
open the way for further Years of liti-
gation. Altogether the outlook for the
people is not any more promising. Yet
it is into this labyrinth of devices for
plundering the consumer that the Do-
minjon Government invites Canadians
to enter thru the goor of reciprocity.

A committee of citizens. representing
the Canadian Manufacturers’ Associa-
tion, the Ontario Society of Architects,
Engineers” Club of Toronto, Toronto
Branch of the Canadian Society of
Civi] Engineers, (Canadian Cement and
Concrete Association, .and the Build-
ers’ Exchange, waited on the board of
control vesterday and protested against
the requirements of the present-build-
ing bylaw.
