tled at Versailles. The military terms
also have doubtlevs been agreed upon.

There has been 0’ much said for
and against Controller O’Neill’'s hous-
ing proposition, that probably it might

Toronto wants a population, but the
city fathers do not knmow how to take
care of the influx when it does come.

443% Willison
square is a two-roomed structure. In
one there are four beds, and the other
serves the purpose of a kitchen. The
rent is $12°per month., A young man
was slowly recovering from influenza.

In 15 Ossington avenue on the second
floor there aré two rooms. Incidentally
the stairs are that in name only, be-
cause nearly every other one has
ceased to act, making it necessary for

buyers kicked vigorously-—bgcause’if one
pays 65c per dozen for the packed var-
fety and gets.three bad ones (which the
writer did) it brings the price up to over
86¢ per dozen and not one of them have
a really good flavor.

Butter—There was more butter sold
at the 60c per lb. than heretofore, rang-
ing from that price down to 53¢ per Ib.
Chickens sold at various prices, ranging
from 35c to 4b6c per 1b.; some sold at
so much each, easily amounting to 50c
per 1b, the bulk, howgever, going at 40c
to 45c¢ per Ib.; ducks brought from 38c¢
to 42¢ per lb,; geese, 30c to 35¢ per 1b.:
fowl from 32¢ to 38c per Ib.; apples were
brought in freely,-®elling at from 30c to
| T5e per 1l-quart basket; Spys at $5 to
 $6 per bbl.; potatoes were easier, gelling
at $2 to $2.25 per bag.
