Train of Ten Coaches,

coaches, and was the first section of a
Ia excursipn made up of people from
Bethlehem, Allentown and surroumding
towns to Atlantie City. This section ear-
ried only those persons who lved in Betn-
lehem and Allentown, and left the Union
Depot in Bethlehem at.6.05 a.m., exactly
35 minutes behind the milk traln. The lat-
ter train consisted of two milk cars,
and two passeuger coaches, and had stop-
ped at every statlon from Bethlehem en
route to Philadelphia,

When the Smash Occurred, ’

At 6,54 the milk traln drew up at the
milk platform at Hatfleld, and in less than
two minutes the special excursion train,
mnnlug at the rate of 35 miles an hour,
crashed into the rear of the milk traiu.
The locomotive plowed thru the two coaches
and crushed them as If they were egg sheils,
The milk ear immediately In front was also
badly wrecked. Four persons, Godfrey
Kaellp, his daughter Mamie, Harold Lan-
dis and William Blackburn, on the passen-
ger car of the milk train, were almost in-
stantiy killed. Fortunately there were few
passengers on this train. ¢

i Indescribable Horror.

The excursion train was a pleture .of In-
describable horror. The locomotive was a
mass of bent and broken iron, and firmly
beld the Lodies of its engincer and fireman
beneath its great welght. Behind the en-
gine, six of the 10 cars were also a mass
of wreckage. The first car was broken In
twain and the other five cars were throwa
on thelr sides and completely demotished.

Nine persons were killed in the first two
cars and the others in these coaches were
badly malmed.
A Terrible Cry Arose.

As soon as the crash came a terrible ery
arose from the smashed cars and those who
had not been injured qulckly crawled or
Jumped from the cars and went to the as.
sistance of the injured. Many were pinned
down by wreckage and had to be freed bv
the liberal use of axes. WIith three or four
exceptions thie dead were killed Instantly,
the others dying on their way ‘to the hos-
pitals. All the Injured were taken to n
shed at Hatfield station amd the flead were
removed to a barn. ’

Messengers After Doctors.

Messengers were sent to the near-by vil-
lages for physicians, and a relief train was
telegraphed for from Bethlehem. With 13
doctors and half a dozen nurses, a special
train was sent from Bethlehem, but before
it reached the scene of the wreck it was
sigpalled to return to Bethlehem, as a spe-
elal earrying nearly all the Injured had
started for the hospital at that place. On
the run from Hatfield to the hospital, three
of the injured dled.

The news of the wreck had reached
Bethlehem at 8 o'clock and spread like
wild-fire.  All the people of the town were
gathered at the station and it was with
great difficulty that the injhred were re-

~ WHAT RUSSIA'S PLAN NOW IS.

Offtcinl Note Says Foreigners Have
Been Rescued—Now Let the Pow-
ers Withdraw From Pekin,

St. Petersburg, Sept. 1.—The Officlal Mes-
senger prints an official®communication re-
garding Russla’s policy in China. It rays
that “not only has the main object of the
allles been attained, but the rebel bands
concentrated in Pekin have been dispersed,
Measures have been taken for assuring com-
munications with Pekin. These are favor-
able. Circumstances, however, will change
in no way the political program that Rus-
sla previously marked out, the fundamental
principles of which are embodled in the last
Government communique. Now, in order
not to give rise to any misunderstandings
or Incorrect Interpretations regarding the
future intentions of Russla, the Emperor
has designed to direct the acting Minister
of Forelgn Affairs to address the follow-
ing circular telegram to the Russian repre-
sentatlves accredited abroad:

“A circular telegram from the acting Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs,

“Aug. 25.

“The Immediate objects which the “.m-
perial Government had In view at the very

outeet of the Chinese troubles were as fol-
lows: First, to protect the .Russlan Je-
gatlon at Pekin and to Insure the safety of
Rtussian subjects against the criminal inten-
tions of Chinese rebels, and, second, to reu-
der help to the Chinese Government in its
struggle with these troubles in the interests
of the speedy establishment of the legal or-
der of things in the Emplre. As a result,
all the powers interested declded, with the
same objects in view, to send troops to
China.

“‘I'he Imperial Government on that oc-
casion proposed the following fundamental
principles for the guidance @f the powers
regarding events In.China: The mafnten-
ance of a common agreement among the
powers, the tnaintenance of the former
state of organism In China and the removal
of everything that could lead to the parti-
tion of the Celestial Empire and the estab-
llshment, with the united powers, of g le-
gal centra]l government at Pekin which
would be able without assistance to pre-
serve order and tranquillity -in the coun:ry.

“On these points agreement prevails
among almost all the powers. While pur-
suing no other objects the Imperial Govern-
ment will continue to steadfastly adhere
to its former program of action. When the
course of events, such as the rebel attack
on our troops at Newchwang and the serios
of hostlle acts by the Chinese on our state
frontier, as, for instance, the bombardment
of Blagovestchensk, induced Russia to oe-
cupy Newchwang and march her troops into
Manchurian territories, such temporary
measuges, which were exclusively prompred
by the necessity of warding off the azgres-
sive acts of Chinese rebels, can in no way
be regarded as Indicating Indepenlent
plans, which are completely foreign to the
policy of the Imperial Government.

“*As soon as lasting order is established In
Manchuria, and indispensable measures tak-
en for the protection of the railway, the
construction of which Is assured In viriue
of a special formal agreement with 'J.m‘m
concerning the concession granted the East-
ern Railway Company, Russia will not fail
to recall her troops In these territorles of
the neighboring Empire, provided that the
action of the other powers does not place
an obstacle in the way of such a measure.

“It is manifest that the interests of the
powers and the international companies at
Newchwang, occupled by Russia and open
to international trade, as also on the rall-
way lines which have been restored by our
troops, should remain inviolate and they
are fully assived by .the eaptire of Pexin,
which, owing to changed gircums*angos,

“The first and principal task which the
Im'?erlll Government set Itself, namely, the
dellverance of the representatives of the
powers, together with all the forelgners be-
sleged, has been accomplished. The secoad
task, namely, the rendering of assistance
to and the co-operation of the legal cen-
tral Government in the establishment of
order and regular relations with the pow-
ers, appears at presenit to be difficult, ow-
ing to the departure from the capital of
the Emperor himself, the Empress Regent,
and the Tsung i Yamen, Under such eir-
cumstances the Imperial Government does
not consider there is sufficient reason top
its Minister to remain longer in Pekin.”

The telegram then announces the recall
of M. de Giers, the Russian Minister, .nd
his staff, whoge presence in Pekin, it says,
is purposeless in consequence of the often-
declared determination of the Government
not to depart from Its original task, In
conclusion it says: :

**As soon, however, as the legal Chinese
Government takes the reds of power in
hand and appoints a representative invest-
ed with full authority toimnegotiate with
the powers, Russia, after having come to an
agreement with all the foreign Govern-
ments, will on her side not fail to send a
pienipotentiary to the place where the ne-
gotiations will be held.

“In recommending you to bring all this
to the knowledge of the Government to
which you are accredtted‘ we hope the lat-

On the window sill
was a cup partly filled with water, and
it was evident that the woman had
the powder with water and drank it.

She Had Been Dead for Hours.

When the body was discovered word was
sent to Dr. Eadle, but on his arrival he
gave it as his opinion that the woman had
been dead some hours. ‘The physician
found, on making an examination of the
remains, several wounds on the forehead
and d badly discolored’ eye. He at once
notifled Coroner 'W, A, Young, and an in-
vestigation Into the death was commenced.
The coroner ordered the removal of the
remains to Bates & 'Dodd's undertaking
establishment, where an Inquest wlill be
held this afternoon. i

She Was Despondent.

No reason has as yet been assigned for
the woman’'s rash act, but is it belleved
she became despoadent over her a’'s
sudden death, which occurred three weeks
ago from alcoholism. At that time the
couple lived. at § Stafford-street, and were
apparently in good circimstances. A few
days after ner husband’s death Mrs.Lewit
disposed of her belongings and went to
live at the home of Mrs. J. McShane, where
ehe ended her life. For nearly a week
Mrs. Lewis drank heavily, and then lert
liquor entirely along until last Wednesday,
when she went back to the habit. The
deceased leaves a stepsonm, Krancis Lewls,
who is a section hand on the Grand Trunk
Rallway.

The Denison family has occupied some
prominence in Canada, in a public way,
and this is our justification for referring
to them in a somewhat persopal way.

They inherited 4beir military ardor from
ancestors who fought &% Waterloo, and
from U,E, Loydlists In the American revo-
Jution, We ,have not all the facts that
vould justify a comparison between the
first Denison and the pirésent cofonel,
but in the latter the military Instinct has
been Intensified In passing thru several
generations, and besides, the Col. Denison
‘of ‘to-day has bad brililant opportunities
which his ancestors had not. 'We belleve,
therefore, that if all the Denisons, living
and dead, were to don their armor and as-
semible In family councll, the author
of “Modern Cavalry” and ‘“Soldlering in
Canada” would be selected by them as
the Denison of the family, We select one
incident in the book to show the effect of
heredity to w\b\lch we have referred. When
the author was a mere child, living near
the Néw Fort, Toronto, he was Impress2d
with certain souinds that he was accustom-
ed to hear, but the source of which he did
not know, He subsequently learned that
they were the bugle calls of the British
regulars stationed at the Fort. The bugle
call had on the toddling Denison the same
electrical effect as the strains of the
organ had on the precocious Handel.

Before referring to Col, Denison’s book
in detail, we wish to make a remark or
two on the author's style. We must say
we admire the candor with VﬁMch he de-
seribes the incidents of his life. He speaks
of himself with all the freedom and
candor of a disinterested third party.
The fact that Col, Denison was the central
figure in many of the incidents he de-
geribes does not prevent the author from
eulogizing that party in his own presence,
Col. Denison and the guthor are on very
friendly terms with each other, The
author has a very high opinion of the
colonel, and he is not backward in letting
his readers know {t. We rather like the

We have al-
ready referred to the Mcident of his in-
fancy when he was diverted from making
mud ples by the shrill bugle calls, which,
tho he knew neither their sonrce mor their
significance, held him ‘spéllbound, Patriot-
ism develops the military’ tinet, not. for
the love or glamor of ar in ifself, but as
a means to an end. The infant Denison
could have had no patriotic feelings at that
carly age, 50 we conclude that his military
passion was one of the original and inde-
pendent features of his dndividuality.
Lateryoq the ldgl of patriotism, no doubt,
svpplemented his native military arder,
and the combination has produced the fight-
ing colonel as we ali know him, At the
age of pipne the future author of ‘‘Medern
Cavalry” saw for the first time the men
of the corps with which he was subse-
quently connected nearty all his life. The
scene was at a secluded spot in the woods’
near where the ‘modern Bloor-street and
Spadina-avenue intersect,, The men had gath
ered there by by-paths to avoid notice, and
they were being drilled by George’s father,
‘The incident must made a deep im-
pression on the boy’s nd, otherwise it
would have surely effaced by the
coyntless other Impressions rubbipg up
against it during a career of half'a een-
tury. We merely refer i» these minor in-
cidents, to show that the’ colomel, and, in
fact, all the Denl , come h ly by
thelr martial qualities, Born in 1839, the
boy George was gazetted cornet in- his
father's troop in 1854. He became liea-
tenant in 1856, Referring to this stage of
his career, the author says:

“l turned out for the first time Iin uni-
form on May 24 of that year, when the To-
ronto active force marched thru the streets
and were Inspected by Sir Edmund Head,
from the steps of the aide-de-camp’s resi-
Cence, which then stood on the south side
of King-street, a few feet west of Bimcoe,
During the winter “we had been having
evening drills, dismounted,”

The author became major when he was
22, and lieutenant-colonel when ba was 27,
1t goes without saying that young Denison
was enthusiastic in the drilling and equip-
ment of his men. *“1 always drilled my
men myself,” says the autbor, "‘and work-
ed g0 bard that I knew the drill-book xl-
most by heart,”” The same enthusiasm in
his work is characteristic of “the calouel
all ‘thru his military career.

The candor with which the colonel re-
fers to himseif and his good qualities en-
ables him to inform us of many facts
which might otherwWise escape historizal
rccord. Col. Denison, the author, throws
a flood of light on Col, Denifon, the soldier.
Many a timorous writer would have recoll-
ed frem blowing his own horn ,even tho
he was telling the gospel truth, Not so
Col. Denison. He Is as courageous in lit-
erature as on the field, He tells us’ the
véry truth, even tho he is obliged to extol
himself in the narration.

We are afraid the people of his own
country have failed to do justice to the
avthor of “Modern Cavalry,” or to appreci-
ate his military works, In Europe, how-
ever, Denison’s ‘“Modern Cavalry” s s
pepular as any uatifonal beverage, The
author was fairly astonished at the wide-
spread circulation of hls{books among
Evropean military men, Wherever ne
went people were talking about them. We
will allow the colonel to tell in his own

her n effort. The -author says of
it:
