(WO HONORED IN DUNGEONS

e

Pitiful Condition of Moroccan Prison-
ers Who Hope for Nothing
But Death.

SUPPLIED WITH ABOMINABLE BREAD

Prisons Mere Holes Dug in the
Ground—Damp Clay is
s Everywhere.

London, Nov. 28.—The Times publishes
plrtottlet.berfm‘mAhnnennox,
missionary at Marakesh (City of Morocco),
describing the horrible sufferings of 200
political prisoners confined in two dungeons
there. These piaces are mere holes dug
in the ground, the walls, floors nxid roofs
being of damp clay. They are so arowded
that there is scarcely room for the prison-
ers to lle down.

Amid filth, stench and disease the
wretched prisoners eke out their exist-
ence, hoping for no release except death.
The government supplies coarse and abom-
jnable bread to them, which causes them
excruciating pain from their weak dan
gestive organs. Clothing is not supplied to
them.

So strong is the fatalism of these
wretches, says Mr. Lenmnox, that they ac-
cept their lot quietly, as decreed by God.

The stillness of the night Is sometlmes
broken by the united wail of these two
fhundred, ‘“May God give victory to Mulai
Abdul el Aziz!” Yet it i8 for supposed
opposition to the Sultan that they are
i prisoned.

Mr. Lennox declares that the Sultan is
amiable, courteous, and anxious for re-
form in Morocco, and that, wisely guided
and honestly assisted by the BEuropean
powers, he would do a-great deal. There
are many difficulties In his way, and the
native officials find the presemt misgov-
ernment remuneritive.

Globe Editorial, Nov. 26, 1901 : There I8

.a general opinion that the declsion of the

Judiclal Committee of the Privy Council
makes the issue of provincial prohibition
a practical one, and puts the question in
a more definite way than it has ever beenm
presented before. For many years the
matter has been the subject of litigation,
plebiscites and Parllamentary resolutions,
and there is some justice in the criticism
that there has been an indisposition to
look It fairly in the face. This fault is
laid at the door of the politiclans, who
are said to have been angling for prohibl-
tion votes without any veal intention of
granting prohibition. But it Is doubtful
whether that charge covers the whole
ground. The country at large must share
the blame. It is an easy thing to mark
a ballot for prohibition in a plebiscite
or a Scott Act contest, but a difficult one
to enforce the law. There is no doubt
that a large majority of the people of
Ontario have declared by the marking of
ballots that they regard prohibition as a
desirable thing. In the last plebiscite,
taken in 1898; the votes for prohibition
were 154,498, and the votes against were
115,284, the proportion being nearly three
to two. The Privy Council judgment now
apparently says that we can have a pro-
hibition law in Ontario, if we desire.
The full text of the judgment is not at
hand, but the cabled report says that the
Manitoba law is sustained. This law does
not touch the question of manufacture and
importation, which are Federal, but in re-
gard to retail sale it s a pretty stiff
measure.

Proceeding on the assumption that there
are no legal difficulties in the way, the
question of the wisdom of enacting pro-
hibition will now have to be seriously
faced. The prohibitionists claim that they
have the pledge of the government for the
enactment of such a law; that is a matter
which the government will have to settle
for itself. REither to' give the law or to
refuse it will involve consequences which

will have a marked ‘effect on the political |’

situation. But the people will have to
coniiemy the question on its own merits
and without regard to political conse-
quences. It is a matter of far more im-
portance than the profit or Injury that
may accrue to any political party. From
this point of view, that is to say, on the

| merits of prohibition itself, we have 10

doubt of the advantage that would fol-
low the enactment of such a law If ade-
quately enforced. On the question of en-
forcement, we cannot profess to be free
from doubt. Experience would Indicate
that such a law can be made reasonably
effective In rural districts, but that in
cithes like. Toronto enforcement is exceed-
ingly difficult, and would require at the
best. extraordinary vigilance and the faith-
ful and relentless performance of dutles
which both officials and citizens are very
much Inclined to shirk. It is a dislike
which is very deeply rooted In human
nature, and which can be overcome only
by those who are bound by an exception-
ally stern code of morality, or are filled
with a very exceptional enthusigsm. Many
persons who are ply - ed wi
the evils of the drink e, and willing
to go to slmost any length te-

it, have Dbeen by the im|
fect success of prohibitory measures In
places like Kansas, where very rigid laws
have not done all that was expected by
thelr promoters.

The question, therefore, which the people
are bound' to ask themselves is whether
they' are prepared not only to vote for
prohibition, and for men who will support
prohibition, but to give a firm and con-
stant support to the enforcement of the
law. A well-enforced law’ will undoubted-
ly be a great boon, and the advantages
will far outweigh any temporary disturb-
ance of business. A badly enforced law
will be worse than none. For it must be

cer Strong stated in positive terms
that his order directed him to pass the
westbound and No. 13 (the latter closely
followed from Detroit), at Sand Creek.

Relief Train Despatched.

The condition
of the wreck was such that in the darkness
it was ¥mpossible to render immediate ald.

Burst Into Flames.

Immediately after the collision six of
the cars of the westbound train, crowded
with immigrants, burst into flames. The
unfortunate inmates fought madly in their
attempt to crawl out of doors and windows,
thus hindering each other so that the bulk
of them were unable to escape. The immi-
grant train was made up of nine cars be-
hind two engines. 8ix “of these
cars were jammed together. There was
absolutely no means at hand to fight the
fire;, and the agonized shrieks of the poor
unfortunates weme appaling.

The immigrants, who were lucky enough
to get out allve from the last/ one or two
immigrant cars, were unable to speak Eng-
lish, and could give no idea apparently of
the number of people that were in each
car.

Horrid Scene in Morn,

Developments after daylight dawned upon
the horrid scene of wreckage on the Wa-
bash Raillroad near Semeca did not tend
to minimize or detract from the night’'s
awful calamity. Most of the wreckage
has been cleared from the track. It con-
tinues to appear that the number of dead
victims will reach from 80 to 100, and that
more than the latter numbef are suffering
greater or lesser Injuries. Some of the
railroad officials assert that the number
‘ef dead will not exceed fifty, but the
number of corpses and parts of human
forms being collected seems to Indicate
enlargement rather than diminution of
last night's estimates.

The Order Delivered.

Cousiderable light was thrown on the
cause of the disaster by the orders which
the conductor of No. 13 showed as his
authority for proceeding past Sand Creek.
The order, which was delivered to  the
train at HoHoway, read as follows:

Order No. 82, trains Nos, 13 and 3.

“No. 4, engine 609, will meet No. 18 at
Seneca, and No. 3, engine 623, Sand Creek.
Engines No. 88 and 151 will double head
No. 13.”

Orders Disregarded.

It is understood that the engineer and
conductor of No. 4 recejved a similar order
at Montpelier, 0., but if so these orders
were disregarded. If it develops that the
orders issued to both trains were to the
same end, it Is considered that the re-
sponsibility for the disaster rests wholly
with the engineer and conductor of the
eastbound Continental Limited.

PERRY WAS RIGHT.

Washington, Nov. 28.—Naval officers here
are disconcerted at the ill-feeling exhibit-
ed toward Capt. Perry at Panama, because
he will not allow the railway to be used
for the transportation of ammed troops.
After a careful examination of the prece-
dents and the treaty under which the
United States is now made absolutely re-
sponsible for the safety of traffic across
the Isthmus, they declare that Captaln
Perry had no alternative.

Had he allowed the Colomblan Govern-
ment forces to use the road on the Pan-
ama end, as they desiredhe must of neces-
sty have ylelded the same right to the

Ifiberals, who hold the Colon end of the
ilme. This would have been conflicting at
the divisional lme, which would prevemt
the free transit that Captain Perry is there
to maintain. Therefore, his attitude 4= heid
fby the Navy Department to be en‘irely
correct.

Newsboy Offers Stuart Young a
Paper Telling of His
Defalcation.

SHORT $50,000 IN HIS ACCOUNTS

Was Married Last July, and Friends
Would Have Paid the
Shortage.

Loulsville, Nov. 28.—Stuart R. Young,
son of one of the most prominent families
in the State, Princeton graduate, social
leader and bridegroom of a few months,

shot himself dead to-day in face of the
discovery that he was a defaulter to the
city, of which he was recently the trea-
surer.

Young's shortage amounts to about $50,-
000, and the sum might have easily been
raised among his relatives and friends, but
the proud young man so feared disgrace
and the effect upon his beautiful bride
that he preferred to die.

Young was 35 years old, the son of Col.
Bennett H. Young, lawyer,Confederate ofi-
cer, capitalist, railroad magnate and
man of many large business enterprises.
His brother, Lawrence Young, was one
of Princeton’s famous pitchers, and Is now
president of the Washington Park Jockey
Club at Chicago. 8. R. Young married
in July last Miss Bessie Wymond, daugh-
ter of L. H. Wymond, a wealthy manu-
facturer, and regarded as one of the mosi
beautiful girls in the State.

Large Shortage Discovered,

Young was elected City Treasurer four
years ago, and under the law was Inelig-
ible for re-election. His successor was
elected on Nov. 6, and Young wasg to tun
the office over to him to-day. Young
was not to be found by those seeking
him all day, and in the afternoon & news-
paper came out with the declaration that
expert accountants had beemn at work on
his books and had discovered serious dis-
crepancies. The paper also printed a two-
column picture of the accused man.

Young was leaving the Louisville Ho-
tel, where he and his wife lived, at 6
p.m., when he was met by two Dnews-
boys with whom he was acquainted.

“Paper, Mr. Young?"” cried one of them.

“They got your picture in, Mr. Young,”
volunteered the other.

Young took a pepar, looked at it, turned
pale and fell over against a post. The
blow was evidently unexpected. He stood
with his eyes fastened on the sheet for
a moment, and then handed it back to
one of the boys. He walked up to the
corner, 4 few yards, and turned down
Sixth-streett towards the Ohio River, two
blocks away. The newsboys, struck by
his strange behavior, followed him.

Young entered the yards of a railroad
and disappeared behind some cars.

The two boys, much frightened, ran
back to the hotel and told a hackman
who had often driven Young that they
thought something was the matter with
him. The hackman ran down to the yards.

Found Dead By Hackman,

He found Young lying dead on a pile
of cinders, a revolver in his hand. There
was a bullet hole behind the right ear.

The hackman bhurried to a telephone
and notified Col. Young of the tragedy,
the father with several friends was

man. Friends had been hunting for
Young ever s&ince the newspaper came on
the street in order to help him if it prov-
ed true that he was a defaulter. One of
them, a prominent business man, said with
tears rolling down his cheeks, as he stood
by the body in the car yard :

“If his friends could have found him
to-day this would have never happened.
If money were needed, we should have
supplied it.”

Young’s body Aday almost witltin the
shadow of the big horse-show building,
at which social function only recently the
former City Treasurer had taken a lead-
ing part.

‘There was a fairly high wind, and each
team, while playing against it, tried to
keep the ball in scrimiage, and thus have
possession of it. At this, the oarsmen
were the better, as their weight helped
them, and to this they owe their victory.
‘The Varsity backs were the better, und,
when they got the ball, they did more ef-
fective work than their opponents. ‘The
Argonauts’ wings were some the heavler,
and Varsity not seem to be able to
hold them.

CORBETT WON [N 2 ROUNDS

Terrible Terry McGovern Was Cleanly
Knocked Out at
Hartford.

NEW FEATHERWEIGHT CHAMPION |

McGovern Floored in First Round,
and Right Upper Cut Ended
Battle in Second

Hartford, Conn., Nov. 28.—Knocked out
in the second round, of which 1 minute
and 44 seconds had elapsed, was the ref-
eree’'s verdiet of the fistic battle between
Young Corbett of Denver, Col.,, and Terry
McGovern of Brooklyn, who nas held the
featherweight championship anlinchingly
since he won it from George Dixon 8
wmonths ago.

Qutwitied and outpointed with a fighter
just the same as himself, McGovern had
to lower his colors this afternoon at the
Nutmeg A. C., to Young Corbett, within
seven minutes from the start of the dgat.

“Young Corbett,” who, outside of ring
parlance, is known as Billy Rothwell, Den-
ver, Col., got the better of the champion
in less than two rounds of fighting, and
he did it so perfectiy that there was no
doubt about it.

The shock to the Greater New York «m-
thusiasts who crowded the boxing pavilion
when the little champion was knocked out

in the second round was a repetition of
tiie disappo:niment exhibited by the adber-
ents of Joan L. Sullivan when Corbect de-
feated him in New Orleans. Terry was as
it as the proverbial nddle, but ne was 20t
rast enough for his man. From the word
2o, the luus went at each other like gawe-
cocks, and it tooked as if either would
go out iu the mrst round. McGovern got
the worst of the opening round, and, iu
his endeavor to get in, ieft himself open
several times.

Corbett just stood off McGovern on every
lead and trick, but the little Brooklyn boy
went on as if there was nothing to it but
the winner's end of the purse.

Terry Knocked Down.

When McGovern was knocked down i
the opening round, there were cries of dis-
may Irom his backers, but his wonderful
recuperative powens were equal to the oc-
casion, and he was on his feet within seven
seconds.

'This downfall seemed to take the stamina
out of McGovern, but he fought the round
in clever style, and tried hard to stem the
tide of defeat which seemed to have set
in against him.

He tried all his rushing work, which
proved so profitable on former occasions,
vut Corbeti inet his every curve, and
countered hard on neck, jaw and head.

When Terry came back to his cornsi a¥®
the end of the first round, he said: ‘“I'hat’s

e toughest guy I ever met, but I'll licls

m just as soon as I see an opening.”

That opening did not come very handily,
for the New York boy, and the little Den-
ver pugilist had then taken his measure.

Down' went Terry in the second round,
and when he got up he quickly rushed .ike
a wild man. He then showed lack of
self-restraint, and, in a burst of bad
temper, hit out left and right irrespective
of all rules and usages. These tactics, ap-
parently, were just what Corbett was look-
ing for. Terry was mixing things up with
whirlwind velocity, and throwing science
to the winds. It was anyone’s fight at
t}'is stage, but Terry rell into a trap, as
Corbett feinted, and suddenly sent ont his
5’}ght, when McGovern- was side-stepping.
This blow just grazed McGovern’'s head,
but, a moment later, Corbett feinted him
again, and, after a rattling exchange, sent
his right over to the jaw, and Terry went
down and out.

The referee said McGovern was unable
to rise and continue the fight, and declared
;h(z)xt theﬁ\;oung Denver lad had won. He

He said: ‘““Well, you can’t tell how things
can be accounted for. I hope to make an-
other match with Corbett, and I am more
than confident that he will not be able to
put it over on me again.”

Young Corbett was. very demure when he
emerged from his dressing-room. At first
llz.e was reluctant to talk, but finally said:

I was sure I could beat McGovern, and
my opinion was based on what I had seen
and heard of him. I felt that I had him
from the first pungh, but T was cool-headed
all thru. . When I began to sting him, he
lost his head, and when he lost his head it
was all over. - I had him right there and
with a right swinging uppercut I landed
the blow which won the battle.”

Young Corbett will remain here for some
days. Dave Sullivan was one of the first
to send a challenge to the winner, as soon
as Charley White, the referee, announced
his decision.

Firmt Round.

Roundl—McGovern tried for an  opening
with his lert, and sent the right to Corbett's
jaw. They eclinched. In the mix-up both
landed lefts. They exchanged lefts on the
che. and McGovern, rushing again, sent
his left to the body and right to the head.
Corbett “'was short on his leads, and Terry
bored him to the ropes with a hard right
over the heart. McGovern ducked a left
swing, and landed his right clean on the
eye, foreing Corbett to the ropes. Corbett
came back pluckily with a left on the
body, which was countered with a right
over the heart from his opponent. McGov-
ern led again with his right landing” on
his opponent’s shoulder, and Corbett came
back with a hard right over the heart,
sending McGovern back, but the Brooklyn
boy retorted with right and left, only to
be met with a swing on the jaw, which
sent him on hig back. He jumped to his
feet immedlately, and went at his apponent
hammer and tongs on the chest and face,
forcing him to his kneces. Corbett got up,
and the round ended in one of the hottest
mixes on record, with honors about even.

Second Round,

Round 2—McGovern rushed in with a left
to the body, and the men clinched. A rapid
exchange of rights and lefts followed. Cor-
bett was on the defensive, and met Terrs’s
rushes with straight left jabs. Suddenly
he brought up his left, uppercutting Mc-
overn and sending him to the floor. Me-
Govern took five seconds of the count, and
came back' like a wild man, with left and
right swings. Science was thrown to the
winds, and the boys began slugging. Me-
Govern was very wild, and they made a
half circle of the ring fighting in this man-
ner. At this stage it looked like amyonc’s
fight, should one of the viclous swinging
blows land. While Corbett kept his head
and seemed to bore in better, his body
blowg were apparently no stiffer than those
of hf; opponent’s. Howeyer, he kept on
forcing McGovern half across the ring, and
finally Terry forgot his defence. He simply
saw a hurricane of blows coming toward
him. and there was no guarding on his part.
Suddenly a right swinging uppercut landed
squarely on the point of his jaw, and Mec-
Govern went down and out. He wag not
rendered unconscious, but it was avident to
all present he knew that the championship
had taken wings, as he made wild efforts
to regain his feet. Referee ‘White tolled

off ten seconds while McGovern valiantly |

struggled.
¢ ‘E‘qu stepped back im obedience to the

referee’s gesture,altho he evideatly was in
doubt as to his fallen opponent’s condi-
tion. McGovern had given him such -a
good argument that he was, for the mo-
ment, dubious as to whether the Brooklyn
boy might not be able to come up again
und renew the battle. But it was all over,
and in a few minutes the new champion
was In his dressing-room, recelveing con-
gratulations, while McGovern was wonder-
ing how it all happened.

Wealth
was made by labor, and he held that the
wealth-producing elasses got least of the
wealth produced.

There was just as much necessity, he
went on, for the so-called unskilled labor
as there was for the so-called intellectual
labor; but, he added, there was no labor,
Do matter how common, into which intelli-
gence did not enter, and no intellectual
labor which did not involve manual labor.

Schwab a Figurehead.

To the speaker's mind, the man who had
directed the great United States Steel
Trust was no. more necessary to the wel-
fare and success of that corporation than
the man who minded the ovens.

Further on in his speech, Mr. Spargo
sald the interest of the useful class
should be the greatest Interest of soclety;
yet the capitalists could always invoke the
aid of the law when workers went out on
strike; the legisliation appeared to be made
for the capitalists. ‘

Knockout for Unionism,

A recent labor decision in England had
destroyed all the good work done by the
trades unions there, and the speaker
prophesied that when Canadian unions got
streng enough to attract much attention,
they wouid have an experience similar to
that of their brethren in England.

Mr., Spargo advised the Toronto trades
unicnists to go Into politics, and make
their power felt thru the ballots, and, in
that way, they would be able to improve
their comndition.

It has been computed that Canada has
expended over two million dollars in the
sending of contingents to South Africa.
In addition to this, we have supported an
Tmperial garrison at Halifax. It is safe

to say that our contribution to the South

African war has not exceeded three mil-
lon dollars. This is less than 60 cents
per head of our population. The war has

been going on for over two years, and

the cost to Great Britaln up to date must

be in the melghborhood of $750,000,000, or

about $18 per head of the population of
the United Kingdom. If Canada -were 10
vote a million dollars for the contingent
which is about to be raised in the Dominion
our contribution would have been increased

to 80 cents per caput. The government,
however, has had the matter under advise-

ment, and it has decided that Canada shall
not bear the cost of this contingent, but

ghall allow the Mother Country to foot

the bill. By the equipment and mainten-
ance of the former contingents, Canada
has admitted the principle of her respons!.

bility in connectlon with the prosecution of

The principle of
our responsibility being admitted, the Im-
portant point for the government to deter-
mine is as to the extent of that responsi-
bility. Sir Wilfrid Laurier is of opinion
that the limit of our responsibility is 60
cents per head of our population.

EDUCATIONISTS ARRANGE PROGRAM

Addresses Will Be Delivered and
Problems Discussed.

The Board of Directors of the Ontario
. Educational Association met in the Normal
School yesterday afternoon to arrange the
program for their 4ist annpal meeting,
which will be held during the Haster va-
cation. Principal Henderson of the St.
Catharines Collegiate Institute presided,
and there was almost a full attendance

of the Board. It was decided that on the
evening of the first day of the meeting
addresses will be dellvered by the presl-
dent and the Minister of Education.

On the second evening a discussion on
the proposal to make a special grant to
those schools which pay their teachers a
fair salary and which have retained them
for three years or longer will take place,
led by Inspector Silcox of St. Thomas.
W. F. Moore of Dundas will Introduce the
subject, ‘“The Educational Council, its
functions and its constitution.” On the
third evening Dr. Symonds and Dr. Gold-
win Smith will be asked to speak.

Meetings of Departments.

Each forenoon and afternoon during the
convention will be devoted tq the meet-
ings of the various departments. There
will also be joint meetings, and at such a
meeting of the Public School Inspectors
and the Training Departments, the Public
School histories and grammazg will be
discussed, and also the question, “Should
less time be devoted to the teaching of
arithmetic?”’

The various departments of the associa-
tion met after the Board meeting to ar-
range thejr individual programg. The
Training Department decided to Invite
Frof. Hume, Principal Merchant, Vice-
Principal Elliott, Vice-Prigelpal Sinelair,
Principal Scott, Vice-Principal Thompson,
Prof. Alexander and others to deliver ad-
dresses. There will also be an address by
the chalrman of the department, W. R.
Lough.

The Public School Department will con-
sider the new entrance literature examina-
tions; and also the question : “How could
the Bible be used as a text book in the
Public Schools?”’

PROBABLY COMMITTED SUICIDE

Dragging Mersey River for Missing
Liverpool Bank Clerk.

New York, Nov. 28.—The London cor-
respondent of The Herald cables the fol-
Jowing regarding the wrecked Liverpool
bank :

The police are still watching Channel
passengers at Folkestone and Dover, in the
hope of catching either Goudie, the miss
ing Liverpool bank bookkeeper, or some
of his accomplices, for whom warrants
have beéen issued. A despatch from Liv-
erpool, however, indicates that the police
suspect that Goudie has committed sui-
cide there. Several persoms say they saw
a young man answering his description
loitering about the Canning Dock last
Thursday afternoon. No one saw him leave
the place, and the police think he hid
himself till dark and then jumped into
the water. Dragging operations to re-
pover the body will be begun at once.
More than $350,000°in one bank in London
was placed to the credit of Laurie Marks,
the bookmmker, who disappeared from a
Ciha_nnel boat, the Mabel Grace, and his
business assoclates, all of which, suppos-
ed to have been part of Goudie’s opera-
tiens, has been seized by order of the
court.

MISS STONE REPORTED DEAD.

Emanates From Turkish Source
and is Discredited.

Washington, Nov. 28.—The rumor of the
death of Miss Stone and her attendamt,
Madame Tsilka, which reached the State
Department yesterday, came from Turkish
sources, the first informant being the Vali
of Salonica. The two women were sald to
have been held captives at Vvesnej and
Myejrjoza, two towns supposed to' be om
the Bulgarian frontier, but which have
not so far been located in the Atlas. The
fact that both Mr. Eddy and Consul-Gen-
eral Dickinson emphatically discredit the
report of Miss Stone’s death is regarded
here as indicating their purpose to con-
tinue without relaxation their efforts to
secure their release.

Nov. 27.—The Turkish
authorities at Salonica hear that Miss
Ellen M. Stome, the captured American
missionary, and Madame 7Tsilka, her com-
panion, are both dead, and that their re-
mains were buried at the village of Ali-
dere, in the Bistret of Dubnitza.

Madame Tsilka is reported to have died
after child birth, and Miss Stome is said
te have succumbed to grief and hardship.
The brigands are alleged to have dispersed
after the deaths of their captives.

The report is discredited at the United
States legation and at the United States
Consulate.

He was suf-
fering from chronic melancholia, and this
was only one of several other attempts,
but it attracted attention to the peculiar-
ities of his appetite. e broke the han-
dle from a large tablespoon and thrust it
down his throat. A startled keeper made
a grasp for the end of the utensil, but
Warburton gave a sudden gulp, and down
went the spoon handle as smoothly as tho
it had been a cherry.

«Swallowed Lots of ’Em” He Said.

{Evane, medical director of the hospital,
and to him the unruly Warburton con
fessed that he had swallowed many other
indigestible articles. ‘‘Lots of on,’”  Rhe
wmald, sententiously, and when the doctors
made an examination by palpation, which
means kneading the abdomen with sensi-
tive finger tips, they found he was tell-
ing the trmth.
