When word of the accident reached
the G.T.R. officials in Toronto, steps 
were immediately taken to care for 
any persons injured. A special brain, 
with a number of doctors, was hastily 
despatched to the scene of the disaster, 
and arrangements completed as quickly 
as possible for bringing the injured to 
Toronto and caring for them here. Dr. 
Riordan, the G.T.R. surgeon, and Dr. 
Beatty, C.P-R- surgeon, were at the 
Union Station when the regular, No. 9, 
train from Belleville rolled in at noon 
with the majority of the persons wind­
ed and otherwise, whose journeying bad 
been so rudely disturbed. All the avail­
able ambulances and a sufficient num­
ber of carriages wrere in readiness to 
convey the hurt to the city hospitals. 
The news of the accident had spread 
quickly around town, and a large crowd 
of people, whose relatives or friends 
they knew to be on the wrecked train, 
had collected at the depot.

for power development have already 
ueen taken up, and that any ueW com­
pany would find it difficult to locate on with Ruth White and Gus Welnburg

ies will be put to.

It is pointed out that the amount of 
power to be developed by the three 
companies is very vast—375,000 horse 
power. It is hardly possible to grasp 
what that means.

that is, a city or over 3,VUU,UUU inhabi­
tants, allowing 25,uiai horse power to 
Toronto in her present size-"’

Anticipating a united enort on the 
part ot the municipalities to obtain 
cheap Niagara power. The Telegram 
correspondent makes these suggestions:
First, and this is of the utmost im­
portance, no further site should be 
granted to any private company to gen­
erate power on the Canadian side from 
Fort Erie to Queenston. The munici­
palities should demand that they have 
the refusal of any site, and despite 
what may be said the sites are not at 
all many In number. Just where two 
more sites are to be found in the Park 
is very difficult to say.

Another suggestion Is that the muni­
cipalities should demand the right to 
develop power- While they might, not 
find It necessary to avail themselves 
of this right, better terms could- be 
made with the generating companies 
which may mutually 
minimum price.

The towns and iclties 'represented 
should have rights granted to go into' 
the pow-er business wholesale. That is, 
each city or town should have an abso­
lute monopoly of the retailing of power 
within Its limits. They could bargain 

: for a block of power at a much better 
rate than the Individual manufactur- 

j era, and that Is the only way to pre- 
i vent discrimination, as It Is, the power 
I companies across the river charge all 
kinds of prices, there seems to be no 
fixed rule and the way Is open for 
much unjust discrimination.

No private power company should be 
given right to put one single wire with­
in any town or city In Ontario. Any 
action in this matter should be taken 
not later than the first meeting of the 
legislature.

The municipalities should have the 
right to go Into the transmission of 
power apart from development. This 
right ought to be granted, and It is 
just a question If all the trunk lines 
should not be in public hands. This is, 
however, hardly possible now-, as each 
company, in addition to the right of 
generation, has the (right of transmis- 

j sion as well.
There is need of immediate action- 

! The companies at present developing 
will have to spend a great deal of 
money, and nobody wants to rob them 

; or deny them proper return for their 
investment, -but anyone who has been 
on the spot and looked Into the mat­
ter of cost of plant, buildings, and all 
expense for operating, and all govern­
mental charges, can see that 120,000
