John A Drake’s Hunting Sui
Saves Its Owner Almost a
 Million and a Half.

NEW YORK, April 19.—To the fact
that Mrs.'John A. Drake found in a
pocket of an old hunting coat of her:
husband in their apartments at the
Waldorf-Astoria a bundle of stook
certificates Mr, Drak® owes the poa-
session of a gold- mine in Montana
upon which experts have set a value
of $2,000,000.

Having spent $6000 a month in de-
veloping the mine, of which he was
the principal owner, Mr. Drake had
prepared to sell the property to offi-
cials of the Amalgamated Copper

Company and other men. They had
paid $100,000 on the purchase price of
$600,000 set by him. He went to get
his stock certificates to deliver to the
purchasers. The shares were not in
his safety deposit vault at the Wal-
dorf-Astoria. . They were not in his
vault in Wall-street. He telegraphed
to his brother, Frank Drake, .in Chi-
cago, and "had him make a search in
the Chicago offices, but nowhere couil
the certificates be found.

The transaction was halted, and Mr.

Drake, failing to find the. stock, was |

unable to dispose of his mine,

He got word from his representa-
tives in Montana last week that upon
his property, which he had been will-
ing to sell for $600,000, there had been
discovered a five foot ledge one thou-
sand feet long, the ore from which
assayed $80 a ton, a yield more fa-
miliar to fiction than to fact.

Search for the missing certificates
was then resumed. Mrs. Drake went
thru all the clothes closets in the
Drake apartment. In the pocket of 2
hunting coat, which had not been wora
for more than a year, she found the
ceértificates. She telegraphed to Mr.
Drake, who had gone to Montana to
investigate the reports of a strike
which had come to him.

He  went out with engineers ani
inspected the ledge. Then he decided
he would not sell at any price. He
returned to this eity Tuesday and has
since been in consultation with mining
men in connection with the property.

Underlying the present-stagnation on
the stock  exchanges, condition®, tho
mixed, seem to be gradually improv-
ing. ‘Numerous commercial difficulties
of the less important sort are a.ccurrmg!
here and in Paris, yet capital is stead-
ily accumulating at both places.

It will be absorbed, however, in the
numerous large impending loans, which
include  a £5,000,000 Transvaal issue.
As a rule, these operations are not
likely to take cash abroad.

The future borrowings of vour rail-
ways are somewhat feared as an infiu-
ence. ‘We, however, shall not lend
more than moderately in that direction,

The immediate financial future de-
pends mainly on the course of vour
export. movement. If thege shipments
are not large, money rates here "wil]
probably remain around the present Je-

vel, and may even show a slight up-

ward tendency later in the year. But

really heavy exports from New York |
would demoralize our money rates and|

force them to a lower level.
The ‘action of the German govérn-
merit, in not announcing the definite
result of last Saturday's large loan
emissions, is greatly criticised, The

IRE HERE THS Week

47th Annual Meeting of the 0.E.A.
Has Many Important
Features,

Over one thousand school teachers
will invade the city to-morrow from all
parts of the province, coming to attend
the forty-seventh annual meeting
the Ontario Educational Association.
The meetings will be held at the Uni-
versity of Toronto, commencing to-
n.orrow and continuing on Weanesday
and Thursday.

The association includes sixteen de-
partments and Sections. These will be-
gin their work on Tuesday morning,
and in the evening the opening xcneral
meeting will be held in convocation
hall. L. E. Embree, LL.D., the presi-
dent of the assoctiation, will deuver an
address at this meeting on “Some Ten-
dencies in Education.”” Presideat Fal-
corer will also welcome the delegates
on behalf of the university, and with
the members of the faculty will hold &
reception at the close of the meeting..

One of the visitors at the convention
is J. P. Haney, inspector of manual
training in the New York City schools.
In view of the interest now taken in
manual training and technical uca-
tion, the two addresses which he is to
give will be of great interest to educa-
ticnalists. On Wednesday afternoon he
will speak on ‘“Manual Training,” and
in the evening his subject will be “Ap-’
plied Design.,” Both these addresses
will be given in the convocation hal,
and will be open to the public, as are
all the meetings of the assoclatuo.

On Thursday evening J. L. Hughes
will give a lecture on ‘BEuropean
Schools’’ in convocatwon hall.

An important question that will be
discussed at the meetings i{s the ques-
tion of promotion examinations. Among
many of the teachers of the province
there is a strong feeling that a teacher
is the best judge of which of his pupils
should be advanced to the superior
grades, and that an examination paper
set by an outsider is a test that is un-
fair to both teacher and pupil.

At the general meeting of the associa-
tion on Wednesday evening, Principal
Hagarty will discuss methods of gradu-
ating pupils from public to high schools,
and on Tuesday morning will discuss
methods and standards of matricifla~
tion in the high school principals’ sec-
tion. The same question will come up
in various forms in all the sections, and
it is possible that some resolutions will
be passed commending the action of the
department of education in ‘doing away
with written examinations in some sub-
Jects,

Father Chadwick Dying.

NEW YORK, April 19.—Henry Chad-
wi¢ks known thruout the United States
as' the ‘father of baseball,” is reported
dying from pneumonia and heart trouble
at his residence in Brooklyn to-night. He
is 83 years of age and was born in Eng-
land. He has written many articles on
baseball and other popular pastimes. He
was an 'authority on the rules of his
‘favorite game. Mr. Chadwick first became
associated with the national game when
he played shortstop on an amateur team
in what is now a part of Hoboken, N.J.,
in the fifties.

| MOUNT TEMPLE
‘Abandonment of Vessel Not Affirmed,
Her Return to C.P.R. Fleet Probable

MONTREAL, April 19.—That the
Mount Temple will probably reappear
in due course in the C. P. R. Atlantic

steamship fleet is the announcement
made by the officials of the C. P. R.
steamship department.

It is true that the vessel was tech-
nically abandoned to the underwriters
some time after the stranding om Iron-
bound Island, but the underwriters
never accepted the responsibility or
assented to the abandonment, so that
the company’s interest in the vessel is
Just as keen as if there has been no
abandonment.

The whole situation as regards the
vessel is subject to arrangement be-
tween the parties, and should it turn
out that the steamer can be repaired,
as is anticipated at Halifax, at a mod-
erate cost, the Mount Temple's return
to the Atlantic service of the C.. P. R.
is predicted.

Her place on the St. Lawrence navi-
gation route has already been provid-
ed for, so far as the summer is con-
cerned, by the fitting up of the com-
pany’'s steamer Montford ‘for the ac-
commodation of pasSengers, but no
step towards her replacement on the
fieet by a new vessel had been taken.

Both the Plains of Abraham and Cove
Field will be converted into a park
together with other historic grounds
on which buildings have been erected.

These bwldings will be purchased with
land that will be converted into a
park or drive. This work alone will
cost a very large sum and the money
collected for the Battlefields fund de-
voted entirely to the scheme; not one
cent of this fund will go towards the
tercentenary celebration.

It would be impossible at present to
expropriate either the jail or the Ross
Rifle factory, not only on account of
the cost, but because there are no ap-
propriate sites that they could be re-
moved to. The buildings in question
will not, however, interfere with 1,e
Battlefield Park.

“Immediately on the arrival of the
Itallan warships in Turkish waters
the government will address simultan-
eously & note to the powers and a note
to the Porte which will call atten-
tion to the violation of our rights and
international treaties by Turkey, not
only with regard to postoffices, but
also with other matters in which the
Porte has acted in a high handed and
violent manner to the prejudice of
Italy’'s rights.” ‘

. Legitimate Defence.

The note, after stating that the gov-
ernment’'s future action depends upen
the Porte’'s answer, says:

“The aim of the Italian Govern-
mérnt in having recourse to coercive
action is clear and definite. It is to
safeguard the rights of Italians where
they are specifically laid down. It
follows that the rumors to which the
news of the mobilization of the squad-
ron has given rise to the effect that
Italy contemplates seizing an Otto-
man province are absolutely fantastic.
Italy’s policy is mot a policy.of ad-
venture, but one of legitimate defence,
and as such will command the sym-
pethy. of all the powers.” .

The Roman newspapers unanimously
approve the government's action. The
Tribuna says there is no question of
permanent occupation of Turkish ter-
ritory. Any occupation that may be
necessary will take the form of land-
ing a force on one of the islands of
Asia Minor.

Itallan statesmen in interviews agree
that the action of the government
will furnish: an efficient means of
solving the difficulty with Turkey.

In“Accord With Germany.

Some evening papers printed reports
insinuating " that Germany was acting
in a manner likely to prejudice Italian
interests in Tripoll. These reports are
semi-officially denied. Italy and Ger-
many, it is stated, are in as complete
agreement regarding Tripoli as they
are in.regard to the Balkan Railways.
This understanding, it 1s added, exist-
ed before Chancellor von Buelow’'s re-
cent visit to Rome, and was confirm-
ed at conferences between the Ger-
man chancellor and Signor Tittoni, the
Italian foreign minister.

The trouble is regarded as the cul-
mination of numerous irritations, in-
cluding the situation in the Balkans.
Italy has the entire sympathy of Great
Britain in the matter.

Surprise to Russia.

ST. PETERSBURG, April 19.—The
Italian naval demonstration against
Turkey, which was announced here
late last night, came as a complete
surprise to the Russian Government
officials, and to the members of the
diplomatic corps, as it had not been
preceded by any intimation of the ex-
istence of a dispute between the two
countries.

The various diplomats and the Rus-
sian foreign office officials heard the
news - with a great show of interest,
the consensus of opinion being that
this action on the part of Italy is of
great significance, occurring as it does
just at the time that the sultan's best
friend, Emperor William of Germany,
{3 visiting in the Mediterranean.

The opinion is expressed here that
Ttaly’s bold example in dealing with
Turkey will lead to more vigorous in-
tervention on the part of Great Britain
and Russia in behalf of Macedonia.

FRANCE AFTER PORTE, TOO.

will Exact Indemnity for Delay in

Coal Mine Deal.

CONSTANTINOPLE, April 19.—The
attempt .of the Turkish government to
regain control of coal mines at Eregli,

a town of Asia-Minor, 128 miles from

Constantinople, in which a French com-
pany is interested to the extent of $15,-
000,000, has led to a serious diplomatic
difference. The French government
supports the concessionaries, who de-
cline to entertain the question of a re-
sale of the property until the Porte fur-
nishes proof of its ability to bring forth
the purchase money, which, considering
the - impoverishment of the Turkish
treasury, is manifestly impossible.

Meanwhile France has closed her
market to any Turkish loan, and the
French embassy has notified the Porte
that France will exact an indemnity
of $2800, for every day that seftlement
is delayed, in addition to a compensa-
tion of $2,800,000 for losses to the com-
pany incurred by disturbances.

Advise cautious operators

V/ithin stock market cEcles, as already
said, the situation shows some improve-
ment. The rise which has taken place is
inducing th=’'selling of stocks by some
large and shrewd investors, tho this
movement is unot general. Many of the
big operators stlil hold large lines of
surplus stocks, for which they would like
to find a market. There is no public
speculation, and commission houses as a
rule .are ‘' carrying ' comparatively small
lines “of securities. Just now the key tol
the situation is the money market. While
present low. rates of interest remain—
which is likely to continue for a consid-
erable period—good stocks will look ex-
ceedingly - cheap, even allowing for re-
dudtion in dividends." Meanwhile, the
power of cheap money cannot be ignored
in -stock market operations;:for in the
hands of skilful men it is the most pow-
erful known leverage for high prices. It
should also be ,taken into consideration
that many of fhe financial schemes of
our rallroads were held up by the panie.
Conditions are now becoming more fa-
vorable. for the carrying out!of such
plans, and financial leaders are likely to
‘support the market for the purpose of
lessening their holdings of stock. hought
to check the panic and to enable them to
better finance these deals. It is quite evi-
dent, therefore, tbat  big. financlal in-
terests are opposed to a decline and in
favor of' a stronger market. Whether
they will be able to ignore general busi-
ness conditions remains to be seen. Upon
their side they have the all-powerful
factor of easy money, and with any im-
provement in business or crop situation
they will probably be more or less suc-
cessful.’ The outcome,”™ Fowever, is so!
uncertain that we cannot but advise
much caution in stock market operations.
Purchases should onlv be made nn good
reactions* and; until the outlook becomes
considerably brighter, profits should be
tnken unen all reasonablc advances. —
Henry Clews.

FINANCIAL REVIEW.

Growing Ease and Plethora of Funds
N During Last Week.

NEW YORK, April 19.—Growing ease
and plethora of funds in the New York
money market was the marked feature of
the financial situation last week. With
the mid-monthly disbursements of divi-
dends, a 1 per cent. interest rate was
found negessary to-effect the placing of
funds on call and %0-day loans fell below
3 per cent.

The beginning of exports of gold was
the natural consequepce of this condition
and a call from the QUnlted States Trea-
sury for the return. of an instalment of
government deposits is not expected to
have any material effect in stiffening
money rates. That the plethoric condi-
tion of the money market is due to a
great extent to the violent measures for
relief taken in the throes of the panic last
fall is true, but shrinkage in trade activ-
ity is indicated ,also to an extent which
deprives the ease of money of most of
ffs favorable effect. In March, for the
first time since October, the values of
exports fell below .those for the corres-
ponding period of last year. Altho the
shrinkage in volume of imports has been
much more violent, it is expected -that
the outward movement of gold will attain
considerable dimensions. The movement
is likely to be diverted, in part, to Ger-
many, the Imperial Bank making an al-
lowance on shipments while in transit in
order to facilitate the: movement. The
shipment to Paris represents a diversion
of the demand of that centre upon Lon-
don, which has been in progress for a
week or more, with the effect of raising
the interest rate in London to a consider-
able extent.

The flow of funds to New York from
the domestic interior meanwhile continues
in unabated volume, and the surplus of
the ‘New York bank reserve is assum-
an unwieldy volume.

Money market <onditions, therefore,
seem to be reaching the condition promis-
ing success for new offerings of securi-
ties. The known necessities of the rail-
road corporations promise large issues of
new securities as soon as conditions be-
come propitious. The Union Pacific, the
Illinois Central, the Delaware & Hudson,
the New York Central, the Interborough-
Metropolitan, and some minor companies
have announced their plans already. Ten-
ders for these issues will be awaited with
great iInterest to indicate the course of
the investment situation. Aside from the
needs of the corporations, the demands
for loans are light, The course of earn-
ings of the railroads has not yet turned

help their credit. The latest report of
the committee on car efficiency of the
American Railway ' Association showed
that on April 1 the humber of idle freight
cars had increased since the previous re-
port on March 1 by 9801. This disappoint-
ing showing was decidingly corroborative
of reports for some time past of a re-
newed contraction in trade activity.

A fresh decline in orders for steel pro-
ducts, instability in the iron market, and
continuous decline in prices of copper,
make a burden for hopeful sentiment to
contend with. The recurring reports of
the intended cut in' prices of steel pro-
ducts 'have had an:unsettling effect on
trade, in spite of the express determina-
tion of the allied interests controlling the
largest corporation of the output to main-
tain prices. Crop prospects are of grow-
ing influence on speculative sentiment.
From the high prdmise of the condition
of April 1, shown by the government re-
port, the need of molisture in portions of
the winter wheat belt indicated a pos-
sible deterioration, which made this in-
fluence an unfavorable one for the se-
curities market last week. Dealings in
securities, however, were unimportant,
owing to the holy week closing.

and Other Measures
May Fail.

WASHINGTON, April 19.—From a
number of conferences which Chair-
man Culom of the sepate committee
on foreign relations has had recently
with President Roosevelt and Secre-
tary of State Root, it is now probabhlé
that before the adjournment of the
present session of congress, blanket
authority will be voted to the presi-
déit to proceed against Venezucla. in
such manner as subsequeant cvents
may require' to uphold the dignity, of
the United States and protect the in-
terests of American citizens.

A resolution giving such authority
to the president_has been . drafiel nHy
Senator Cullom and approved by the
president and Secretary Root. It pro-
yvides that the president shall have the
power to deal with Venezuela in the
matter of adjusting the controver-
sies with that country concerning
wrongs done to American citizens and
corporations: in Venezuela by reason
of the ill-treatment they have:receiv-
ed at the hands of President Castro.

Under such authority "the adminis-
tration would again demand the sup-
mission to arbitration of the claims of
American citizens and cormoiradions
against Venezuelal The treaties on the
subject 'of general arbitration and the
use of force in the recovery of depts,
ratified by the, same in taz lag: few
weeks 'obligate the United States to
follow this line of procedure. -,

On several. pccasions, as is shown
by the correspondence between the
state department and Ministar Russell,
the American Government has with
out success called upon President
Castro to arbitrate the claims. In the
very last representation made to Mr.
Russell by J. De J. Paul, the Vene-
zuelan minister for foreign affairs, he
said that the Government of Vene-
zuela would view it with satisfac-
tion if the American  Government
would consider this arbitration ques-
tion as closed.

If a resolution giving power to Presi-
to proceed against
Venezuela as he sees fit is adopted by
this congress and if in that event Mr.
Castro should continue in his present
attitude there is no question that thé
American Governmént would have the
power to use foree. Furthermore the
indications are that an aggressive pro-
gram . would be adopted.
