merning  without encountering an. or-
ganized resistance,

While the leaders in the movement
concentrated the attention of the Roy-
jn.u by demonstrations to the west,
a strong body of Nationalists® and
Bﬁhtlﬂh made their way unnoticed
around to the north, from which point
the capture of the capital was not dif-
ficult.

The guards at the north gate we’re

their quarters in the old Mejlisg build-

mgiu. gives the Nationalists command
of the city, with the exception of the
ariillery square and the drill ground
adjoining. The Royalists are badly-
situated ' to make further resistance,
and the Cassocks, under command O
Russian officers, remain outside . the
city, entirely. cut off from their com-
rades in the artillery square.

The strictest discipline is being main-
tained by the Natlonalists. The Na-
tionalist leader ih a note to the Russian
and British legations guarantees secur-
ity of life and property to foreigners,
adding that nothing Is demanded from
the shah but a real constitution. Sip-

There is much i1l feeling against the
Russians, and the Natlonalists are en-
deavoring to prevent any inhcident that
might justify a Russian force entering
the city.

Insurrection Due to Shah’s
; of His Vow. :
The occupation of the Persian capi-

tal by the Nationalists is a direct re-

sult of the Insistance of the Persian
people that the shah govern the coun-
try under the constitution that was
granted January-1, 1807. The shah has

-shown an. inclination to ignore the

constitution, which he signed when he

agcended the. throne and he has even
gone so far as to withdraw it.

Following the dissolution of parlia-
ment in 1908, a great part of the coun-
try broke out in insurrection, particu-
larly at Tabriz in the north, which fell
into the hands of the Nationalists.
While the shah was trying to cope with
this, the Bakhtiarl tribesmen, the
fighting race of Persia, arose in the
south, captumed Ispahagp, 210 milles
south of Teheran, and their advance
guard arrived in front of Teheran last
month.

Persla has also been beset by serious
situations on her frontiers. Cn one
#ide Turkey has invaded Persia in the
direction of Urumiah. On the other
#ide the British and Russian govern-
ments have been exerting their influ-
ence to induce the shah to summon a
representative asembly, and Russia,
dcting in full accord with Great Bri-
taln, has despatched a military expedi-
tion into Persia from Baku for the pro-
tection of foreigners, This force I8
now 86 miles from Teheran.

Dirigible For
Wrecked Ships

U. S. Inventor Interests Euro-
pean Govts. in Wonderful
Marine Life-saving Dcvic‘c.

NEW YORK, July 13—The Herald

says:

In a private test before representatives
of one of the European governments,
Mark O. Anthony, an electrical engin-
eer, last Saturday afternoon succeeded
in sending a small dirigible balloon, con-
trotled by wireless electricity, out over
the ocean near Sandy Hook, a distance
of one mile and a quarter, directing the
movements of the.craft by manipula-
tion of an ordinary keyboard on the
beach,

During some of the flights a brisk
breeze was blowing In shore, but the
iittle dirigible, with its large propeller,
at all times made good headway and
appeared to be much steadler and to
travel faster than other and larger
balloons which have been operated by
a pllot aboard. g

Anthony declared that what he had
already dome proved to the satisfaction
of those who saw the model work that
it could be used sucessfully at life sav-
ing stations and.that it could be In-
flated from ‘large hydrogen tanks and
sent out over a ship one mile from
shore in less time than surf boats could
reach 'the ship in ordinary weather.

He explained that in his life saving
service ‘the dirigibles would be nsed
chiefly for carrying small lines to ships,
which could be. used . in hauling ‘out
feavier cables.

Has Two Interviews With
President Ross—Damages
to the Phalen
Seam.,

GLACE BAY,N.8, July 12—(Special)—
Reports have been rife that Bishop
Cameron (Roman Catholic) wag using
his influence to end the strike., These
were revived this morning when Pres-
ident Ross arrived on a special train
and proceeded immediately to ‘the
Glebe House in the Bishop’'s automo-
bile. Later, he said:

“His lordship, Bishop Cameron, did
me the honor of calling on me at my
house in Sydney, which distinction I
appreciated very highly and I have
to-day returned his lordship’s call.

“The chief tople of conversation was
naturally the present labor troubles,
and his lordship was imbued with anx-
fety over the danger and distress which
might result among his people at this
critical period. I was particularly
impressed By the lofty humanity and
earnestness of his sentiments and as-
sured him that all danger of possible
violence had been removed by the pre-
sence of the troops and that further-
more, when the unfortunate strike was
over, our managers and officlals had
been cautioned to take every measure
to remove all cause of bitterness and re-
crimination. I further stated that It
would be our policy to give every man
now absenting himself a chance to get
back to work.

“I hesitated before saying anything
to the newspapers about these inter-
wviews, which were really of a personal
and friendly character, but I in-
formed his lordship that his interest in
the present situation had been misre-
presented in_ some quarters, and I
think it only right to say that his lord-
ship’s sole object is to do what he pos-
sibly can as a Christian gentleman and
as the honored leader of a church
which embraces a large body of our
employes, to prevent harm and distress
befalling these people.” '

FRENCH TREATY ABOPTED

Canada Will Get Benefit of the Mini-
mum Tariff.

PARIS, July 13.—~The chamber of
deputies to-day adopted almost unani-
mously the amended Franco-Canadian
commercial treaty, with the concui-
rence of the senate, :

Canada will recelve all the minimum
tariff rates except on cattle fattened
for slaughter, which will pay ‘the gen-
eral tariff,

Mong. Ledin, Mando, Heron, Roz and
Bougere opposed ' the treaty on the
ground that it was not sufficiently ad-
vantageous to France, especially with
regard to silk and laces. They said
also that the amendment regarding
cattle was not right, and the granting
of minimum rates on agricultural ma-.
chinery would be dangerous to home
industries,

Minlster of Commerce Cruppie and
Minister of Agriculture Ruau defended
the measure with energy, pointing out
‘that the treaty ‘was a good business
arrangement, as it opened up a big
market for French goods. The motion
made by M. Ledin for postponement
was defeated.

The treaty has still to be sanctioned
by the Canadian Parliament.

GLASGOW STREET RAILWAYS.
Opponents of munlci&dlly"owned and
operated undertakings are dfffieult to
please. When large profits are earned
and utilized for rate relief they com-
plain that too much is being taken
tyom the public, put when profits are
used to reduce rates and only small
surpluses are shown, they point with
triumph to the larger sums earned by
privately run enterprises. Thus the
municipalities are bad either way. The
World has repeatedly expressed Its
' concurrence with the view that public
services ought to be self contalned*and
run on the smallest possible charges
compatible with sound finance. The
diversion of profits for relief of rates
simply relleves the rich ratepayer at
the expense of the masses who sup-
port the public services.
Glasgow is one of the British cities
that .do not belleve In the principle
: of rate relief. It has recently published
. particulars of the working of ,lts street
‘ rallways for the year to ' May 31 last,
and the figures show in & remarkable
way the results that can be attalned
by proper business management. There
aré now 182 1+ miles of street rall-
ways under operation by the munici-
pality and the population served is up-
; wards of 1,000,000, The total revenug
. was over $4,000,000, and the net balance
placed to reserve was $80,000, Before
the balance was struck, however, the
full statutory amount was credited to
the sinking fund and no less than $975,-
000 credited to depreciation and perma-
nent way renewals fund. In addition,
$250,000 was allotted to the ‘‘common
/ good,” an aeccount pecullar to Scot-
tish burghs and avallable for expendi-
tures for which there is no statutory
authorization, v
This large revenue was carried on
on & very low average of fares. The
average rate per mile was under a
cent and the average fare pald by each
passenger was a fraction under two
cents. For this latter sum the distance
traveled was nearly two miles and the
figures show that the great majority
of travelers did not journey more than
that distance. As in all British cltles,
the Glasgow street railways are run
on the zone system, which is believed
to be the fairest way to the general
publie. The sinking fund of the Glas-
gow street railways now stands 4t
close on $8,600,000, the general reserve
fund totals $350,000, and the deprecla-
tion and permanent way renewals fund
amounts to $6,900,000, As the total capi-
tal expended has been about $15,000,-
000, the amounts at ‘credit of these
funds show the strong position finan~
clally of this undertaking.

Henry George
sald, “We would take for the ccmmun-
ity what belongs to 'the community,
the value of the land and the growth
of the community, leave sacred to the
individual all that belongs to the in-
dividual.” But the fact that the people
pay no taxes, is not the ‘“hub” of the
matter. It is not the ‘‘taxes’” people
pay. that keeps them poor, Not at all
It is what they pay to land owners In
the shape of ground rent that keeps
the masses poor. As Richard Cobden
used to say: ‘‘The heaviest burden on
the land is the landlord”—truest words
ever spoken. In Fairhope, Alabama,
one man is not allowed to levy toll on
the labors of others for the privilege of
llving on the earth and us#ing the land.
That power that landowners have over
others Is not known in Falrhope.

There might be' those in towns and
¢ities everywhere, who would like to
krow how they can have their town
run without taxes. The secret is
simple. Exempt all bufldings, Improve-
ments, goods, machinery, etc,, from
taxation and assess nothing but the
lots at their site value. All that other
towns need to enable them to free peo~
Ple from paying tdxes, is simply to
get the municipal assessment act
changed so that goods, buildings, etc.,
may be exempt, and nothing hut lots,
used or vacant, rated at their site sell-
ing values, g

“About two thousand immigrant
children will be brought into Ontario

this year,” said J. J. Kelso, superin-’

tendent of neglected children, yester-
day. “Fifty-nine girls and one boy ar-
rived at Brockville from the Quarrier
Home, Scotland, on Sunday, and I
have advice from P, Byrne, the On-
tarfo Government agent at Liverpool,
that one hundred and forty boys from
the Barnardo Home in London are
now en route to the province.”

Longdon, charaged with perjury by
the Nova Scotia Silver Mining Co., In

¢onnection with a declaration in re-
gard to the comsignment of ores- mined
on. the leased Peterson Lake property,
¢ame off yesterday before Magistrate
Kingsford.

The facts of the case are as fol-
lows: The Nova Scotia company Have
a lease on a section of the Peterson
Lake holdings, by the terms of which
a rovalty .of 25 per cent. of the gross
values of all ores mined on this leased
property is to %be paid the Peterson
sliver Cobalt Mining Company,
Limited. On May 2 last, Long-
don, a bookkeeper _of the Ja~
tobs Exploration Co., at Cobalt, made
pertain statements, setting forth that
the Nova Scotia company were not
living up to the above mentioned
terms.

The trend of the declaration was that
only a portion of the ore mined on the
leased property had been credited to
the Peterson Lake company, and that
in particular the silver leaf was not
kept separate. The declaration &lso

corroborated by the former superin-
tendent. and head ore shipper of : the.
