Gallant ®ld Rafiz Pasha.

The death of Rafiz Pasha, the Turk-
ish commander, who was killed in the
fichting, which took place in the
Milouna Pass on Saturday, is greatly
lamented. He was 80 yeams old and
while advancing at the head of his
troops, was urged to dismount and
rest. The old pasha replied: “During
the Russian War I never dismountéad,
and why should I do so now?”’ Soon |
afterwards he was wounded in the |
arm, but he still remained in the sad- |
dle. Later a second bullet struck him |
on the hand. Yet the old warrior re-
fuesed to retire. Finally a thind bullat
broke the galiamrt pasha’s spine and he
reeled from his saddle, dead.

Tarks Preparing to Advanee,

Milouna Pass, April 20, morning —
Active preparations for a general ad-
vance have been in progress since day-
break. During the night the -Greeks
established themselves on the last
height near Tyrnavo, opposite the po-
sition which the Turks captured last
evening.

THE MAYOR'S MESSAGE.

He referred to the use of brick for this
purpose in American cities and to the
success of this class of sidewalk in
Toronto, as far as it had been tried,
particularly opposite the Girls’ Home
and on the west side of Church-strest,
between Gould and Gerrard-streets,
Street Commissioner Jones stated that
the average lifetime of a plank walk
is four or flve years, and he“was of
the opinfon that a brick walk would
last 20 years with very little rapairing.
The cost of a brick sidewalk, ing
to the City Engineer's estimate, would
be 60 cents per lineal foot for a six-
foot sidewalk, and if the time of pay-
ment for such a walk were extended
over a term of 10 years, it would
munttoelgbtmupertoot per an~

" o

By the adoption of brick the’ Mayor
claimed that the city would save
thousands of dollars that are now an-
nually pald out in damages on account
of ents causged by sidewalks out
of repair. The cost of a M%-foot walk
ladd with vitrified brick, #spon concrete
foundation, would be about 90 cents
per lineal foot, and this class of side-
walk might be lald on some of the
rrincipal -streets,

NO MORE WOODEN SIDEWALKS.

In condlusion, the Mayor said: *

. “In view of the facts which I have
laid before you as to the cost of brick
pavements, in view of the probable
lifetime of brick, and in view of the
foct that claims for damages will be
sreatly reduced, the cost of repalrs
the same, the better appearance that
such a pavement will give to the city,
and in view of the fact that the wood-
en gldéwalk js unsatisfactory and only
& makeshift, that the cost of the same,
on account of the Increase in the price
of lumber, is much greater than it
was a 8w years ago, and, lastly, in
view of the fact that the money ex-
pendqd for lumber goes largely out of
the city, while a bdrick paving policy
would mean the establishing of indus-

should lay down the principle that no
more wooden sidewalks will be recom-

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STATE RECULATION AND MUNICIPAL
OWNERSHIP.

Toronto secured reduced street car
fares by selling the franchise of its
streets by public tender. In In-
dianapolis a - three-cent street car
rate has . been forced upon the,
company by Act of the Indlana
Legislature, The Aqt came into
force last week. The Street Car Com-
pany refused to accept the reduced
rate, whereupon the law courts were
appealed to and the company has been
compelled to accept the fare specified
by the Legislature. The company will
bring an action to test the legality of
the Act. In the meantime the three-
cent rate, good during the whole day,
with right of transfér, prevails in In-
dianapolis, much to the satisfaction of
the people. Such an Act would be looked
upon in Ontario as treason against
vested rights. The doctrines of State
regulation and of muncipal ownership
and control, however, are making great
headway in the United States. The
idea is coming more and more to the
front that the people are the masters
and not the corporations. In granting
franchises to public corporations the
people should always reserve the right
to ‘determine ;mes. and no corpora-
tion should be licensed except on this
understanding, = The principle of the
State regulation of charges, where pub-
lic franchises are concerned, will soon
be recognize® universally, and it will
be made to apply retroactively as well
as prospectively.

most marvelous results, and many inexpli-
eable motions, such as magnetic or elec-
trical attractions and repulsions, spontano-
ous fermentations, crystallization of water
and mineral substances, the growth of
plants, and possibly animel life, or the
nervous fluid, as Newton conjectured.

Thus it is that the more matter Is at-
tenuated the more its impetuosity is In-
creased. In chemistry it ls observed that
the most subtle agents are also the most
powerful, and none of these can act upon
the other without dissolution. The most
Volatile substances are better disposed to
combine than fixed matter., We see the
terrible effects of gunpowder, dynamite and
other explosives, and these are but the or-
dinary results of chemistry today. If we
succeed in bringing bodies Into still more
violent combinations, It will only be by |
including more latent caloric, capable of
escaping with terrible detonstions. We
are, therefore, at llberty to think that

in the way, for instance, of the
municipal owneérship and operation
of an electric light plant. If.is
purely' a commercial question in
each particular case. The electric
lighting business in particular, with
the present improved dynamos and
engines, is one which a properly or-
ganized city ought to be able to
conduet for dtself with some econ-
omy and advantage, ‘The condi-
tions are such that owmership and
operation naturally go together.
The comparative simplicity of this
service and the present perfection
of apparatus make it a peculiarly
favorable fleld for municipal enter:
prige, * * * Indeed, it seems to me
that the case is so clear that the
only question for a large city to
consider is what legal difficulties or
other embarrassments there may
be in terminating existing relations
with private companies,

As The Philadelphia Record says, it
is idle for private speculators to hope
any longer to ‘rob th ublic of the
inalienable franchises of water, gas,
electricity amd other kindred muni-
cipal necessities.

A REVOLUTION APPRENENDED,

Bradstreet’s seems to think that the
deepening of the St. Lawrence Canals
will effect quite a revolution in the
grain-carrying trade. .According to our
contemporary, New York State will
have to abandon its temporizing policy
with reference to the Erie Canal If it
wigshes to retain the trade that now
goes via that route. 1t is admitted
that the existence of a clear waterway,
of 14 feet depth, from the head of Lake
Superior to the sea, will have the effect
of cheapening the cost of transporting
wheat from the far West. The ques-
tion of discriminating between ports
on the Atlantic seaboard in the United
States, says Bradstreet’s, due to defer-
ential rallway freight rates, while of
deep interest to receivers of grain at
the cities suffering from the discrimin-
ation, “sinks into comparative insigni-
ficance in the face of a project which
is to permit ocean steamers to load
with the cereal products at Northwest
Ontario and Manitoba, and sail direct
for Liverpool.” After regretting that
the United States does not possess a
8t. Lawrence River, Bradstreet's says
that in order to compete with the pos-
sibilities of the Lake and St. Lawrence
route for grain to Europe a radical
improvement in facilities for shipment
on the Erie Canal is the first require-
ment. It is to be hoped the spring of
1899 will witness the beginning of this
dreaded revolution.

FROM A FINANCIAL POINT OF VIEW.

All citleg of 10,000 and over in the
United States recognize the right of
the people to hawve a local transpor-
tation system om Sunday. Probably
every city and town in the TUnited
States that has a street car system at
all permits, or rather insists on, its
operation on Sundays as well as week
days. Montreal has Sunday cars, The
adjoining ecity of Hamilton has Sunday
cars and so have several other smaller
cities in the Province of Ontario,
Speaking gemnerally, it may be sald
that the people who live in cities ap-
prove of Sunday cars. They have
come to regard street cars on Sunday
as one of the neceasary conveniences
of civilization. If a resident of Mont-
real or Detroit happens to be in To-
ronto on a Sunday he feels inconveni-
enced. He cannot find here the com-
forts and convenlences that he is ac-
customed to at home. It is natural,
therefore, for strangers to consider
the absence of Sunday cars as a draw-
back to the place. This circumstance
no doubt has weight with many peo-
ple in forming ‘their opinion of Toronto
as a desirable place of residence. The
absence of Sunday cars both acts as a
detriment in bringing tourists to To-
ronto and in inducing people to per

‘Hamilton,

aldermen voted against and defeated
the proposal to exempt for 10 years the
buildings and plant of the abattoir
that Mr, Harrls contemplates erecting
near the cattle market. It may not
be strictly according to principle to
make an exception in favor of this or
that industry, but it should not be for-
gotten that a spirited competition am-
ong cities for the location of factories
is one of the characteristic features
of the day. is competition s not
carried on according to strict or im-
partial principles. The ecity that ad-
heres to old ideas is the one that gets
left. Toronto has been outwitted on
several occasions lately by more enter-
prising though less favored rivals. !
Peterboro, Montreal and
other cities have attracted factories
that Toronto might have had except
for the stupidity of the aldermen who
were looking after the city’s interests
on these different occasions. All the
other cities of Ontario would have
jumped at the offer that Toronto’s al
dermen yesterday rejected. The loes |
of revenue to the city by reason of the
propoged exemption would be but a
bagatelle, while the benefit of the abat-
toir would be considerable. As a mat-
ter of fact there would be no loss of
revenue at all, The industry is a new
one, and while there would be no addi*
tional taxes raised through it for 10
years, the city would at least lose no-
thing. But even from the standpoint
of taxes the city would be the gainer.
The industry would employ quite a
number of men, and these men would
need homes to live in, and they would
consequently contribute to the civie
revenue in the shape of taxes on thoze
houses.

‘the general stagnation of things, this
is @ very satisfactory showing. Toron~
to has reached such a stage of de-
velopment that nothing ¢an retard her
growth, although the lack of public
spirit among her citizens and the stupi-
dity of the Counci] at times may pre-
vent that growth from being as rapid
as it otherwise would be.  We have
in recent years lost several factories
that would have considerably increas-
ed our population. Still, we are going
ahead, and the proof of this fact is
evident from other circumstances
besides the counting of moses by the
police. There are 1166 fewer vacant
houses this year than there were in
1%03, In epite of the great increase in
the use of bicycles the receipts of the
Street Railway Company more than
bold their pwn. The publishers of
the city directory state that the popu-
lation has increased lately. Outside
evidence of this kind leads us to the
conclusion that the police census is
easily within the mark, The inaugura--
tion of a Sunday car service would
svom place the population about the
200,000 mark.

diflerent effects, according to the nature of
the substances penetrated, because of the
modifications they undergo, the distribu.
tlon of the pores and the mode of combina-
tion of their different molecules.. Thus, the
same heat, according to its Intensity, and
the nature of the bodies to which it is
applled, hardens ciay and causes it to
shrink, dilates and melts metals, calcines
or vitrifies rocks, kindles combustible sa-
terials, causes vegetables to germinate and
fructify, excites life in torpld insects and

reptiles, disposes them to generate, or ex- $4

alts their vital faculties to such a pitch as
to ruin and destroy their existence. Hence
the same agent may produce a great num-
ber of d/fferent results in different materi.

vation of the ancients. Withous light, na.
ture was without life ; she was dead and
inanimate, A beneficent God, in bringing
light, diffused organization, sensation and
thought over the surface of the earth.” °

If we observe what is going on in the
world, we will see that the whole of na.
ture is singularly sustalned by fire, as all
life, ail generation, is impossible without
this element, It is the chilef agent, the
neecessary stimulaut of each animated body,
whether vegetable or animal, the princely
facuity that governs the whole organic
machine, The seeds of plants, t.hg/egm
of birds, reptiles, fishes and insects, may
be fertilized, and possessed, not of life,
but a perfect disposition to life ; never-’
theless, without heat, which winds up or
excites their mechanism, they would never
possess life, activity or sensation. Heance,
it may be affirmed that life is not precise.
ly in us, but, rather, that we are plunged
in it, inasmuch as, if the seed and the egg
are not penetrated with the sweet wital
heat, but kept in the dry and arid cold,
they will not fructify, Moreover, the bat,
the marmot, the lizard, the serpent or the
insect, so sprightly in the heat of a fine
summer day, become numb and stiff, have
no feeling, and no motion, when thrown
into an lcy cold, like a watch that will
not go, for they are outside of the living
principle, the exterior heat that precedes
thelr existence, and continues after thelr
destruction.

with their rifles at Milouna Pass as
they did at Arta, where the fighting
corsisted of an artillery duel between
the rival batteries on each side of the-
river, lasting about four hours yester-
day afternoon.

11t was of the most severe description,
but full details are not obtainable here,
The firing ceased at 6 o'clock yesterday
evening. The total Greek loss in the
various engagements in the Milouna
Pasg 18 estimated here at 1000 killed
and wounded.

The losses of the Turks are declared
to be much greater than those of the

Prince Constantine has returned to
Larissa from Gritzovali, where he wit-
nessed some severe fighting.

{Who is in command.of the Greek ar-
{tillery, misunderstood Prince Constan-
tinep orders and ordered a retreat of
the Greek forces.

The Turks thereupon advanced and
soonh occupled Gritzovall, pursuing the
retreating Greeks, killing a few and
wounding two hundred of them.

If there were any serious talk
in the Senate about abrogation of the
bending privileges the Canadian rail-
ways could announce that they would
withdraw from all such combinations.
TLis would end the clamor about the
etcpping of bonding privileges.

Nearly all of our ocean-carrying
trade is in foreign bottoms; what dif-
ference does it make to the Amenican
shipper whether a portiom of the
inland trade is carrted by radlways
having headquarters . in' Montreal or
Londonr? Fully one-half of all the rail-
way securities in the U.S. are owned
in Europe, so that nearly the whole
railway system in the United States,
compniging more than 180,000 miles, is,
s0 far as ownership is concermed, prac-
tically as much foreign corporations
as are the Canadian Pacific and the
Grand Trunk Railways.
