OTHER MATTERS TAKEN UP All the familiar signs which herald a great offensive are reported from the 
British front in France and everything points to the near approach of fighting 
on a great scale in the western front. The thunder of the British guns in< 
creases day by day in volume while trench raids and other fern tings for post, 
tion multiply in number.

The most interesting feature in the meagre official reports is the repeated 
announcement of a tremendous artillery duel in progress around the little Bel­
gian village of Wytschaete, about five miles south of Y pres. From this point a* 
far south as the famous Vimy Ridge, thirty miles away, the guns are roaring 
day and night, apparently indicating that General Haig has chosen this sector 
for the next big blow. In this connection it is recalled that General Maurice, 
director of general military operations, predicted some weeks ago that the next 
British offensive would be on a vaster scale than any which preceded it.

Wytschaete marks the head of a short salient held by the Germans south 
of Y pres. This salient is roughly three miles deep and averages about the 
same extent in width. Its great importance lies in the fact that it is the only 
high land between the British and Lille. Once in the possession of the British 
their guns would command the broad plain between the plateau and Lille, a dis­
tance of about ten miles.

France)—Canadian Army Headquart­
ers, June 5.—The electric light station 
southwest of Lens, for the possession 
of which two fiercely contested engage­
ments have taken place and where many 
hundreds of German, British and Can­
adian soldiers have been killed and 
wounded, appears to be safely within 
the Canadian lines this morning.

The German guns turned on it on 
Monday, afternoon is fairly conclusive 
evidence that the enemy bad found it 
untenable upon his return on Sunday 
night. Early this morning thé Can­
adian troops holding the trench in the 
vicinity of the station pushed out to the 
cast of it.

The situation is not quite clear on the 
front, but generally it was a very live­
ly night.

The enemy dropped bombs behind 
the lines and also sent out a raiding 
party which was discovered before it 
reached our trenches. It was driven off, 
leaving five dead or prisoners. They 
were able to carry off the wounded.

From Information that has come 
through it has been established beyond 
doubt that the new enemy formations 

in training in Germany and which 
intended to supply Von Hinden- 

burg with his next army, are being 
broken up to supply the sorely needed 
veinfornements.

A single division has recently been 
strengthened by the addition of a con­
siderable number of these young lads of 
nineteen yean.

CIVIC TAXATION.
That the land tax is growing in favor 

as a means of raising revenue appears 
from the following extract from an ar­
ticle on civic revenue published in Satur­
day’s Toronto Globe:—

“The sale of land brings it nearer to 
the user. If any distinction were made, 
the man who holds should be taxed more 
heavily than the man who sells. But no 
distinction should be made. The entire 
value of land is an unearned increment, 
a most unfortunately chosen name. The 
value is the rental or site advantage cap­
italized. I/and taxation does not dis­
courage enterprise or any form of pro­
duction, but it discourages idle holding, 
the greatest obstacle to industry. A tax 
on houses makes them dearer, because it 
increases the gross cost of production 
and lessens competition in houses. A 
tax on land makes it cheaper because it 
discourages idle holding, and thus in­
creases the available supply. The choice 
between a land tax and a buildings tax 
is a choice between a stimulating and an 
obstructive tax.

situation as (égards food stuffs appeared 
in Canadian Grocer last week:

A further decline of $1 a barrel was 
registered in the price of Manitoba flour 
during the week, which now makes the 
selling price $3 a barrel under the recent 
high point. Ontario winter wheat flour 
also showed a similar decline. There is 
now considerable flour going into the 
United States for use by the army. Mill- 
feeds declined1 $2 a ton quite generally. 
There is a lighter demand for these pro­
ducts now that grass for stock is more 
abundant.

Sugar held in steady market during 
the week. Reports from Cuba continue 
to be favorable toward a fairly heavy 
production, Demand for sugar is some­
what light at present. Hams 
slightly easier in price during the week 
and prices being paid for live hogs were 
at lower levels than last week. Produc­
tion of eggs is stated to be mounting 
up well as compared with last year, but 
prices have not been much lower as yet. 
Butter held steady in the Ontario 
market, but 
Quebec markets. There is expectation 
among commission men that both butter 
and cheese will be lower in price. Cheese 
is in a waiting condition, due to the fact 
that the new purchasing commission has 
not yet set the price at which they will 
buy.

Pineapples were higher (luring the 
week, but there is every possibility they 
will be lower in price in the near future. 
A strike which has been in progress in 
Havana has been settled and shipments 
of Cuban pineapples are now permitted 
to proceed. It is anticipated that the 
second week in June will see about the 
heaviest arrivals of the season at which 
time prices will in all probability be the 
lowest. Advances have been made in 
such lines as soaps, peanut butter, 
densed milk, ammonia, ice cream salt, 
shelled walnuts. In spite of the holiday 
breaking into the week, business with 
wholesale houses was quite satisfactory.

Hardware and Metal, June 2, said:—
Important changes in lines affecting 

the hardware trade have been made dur­
ing the week, the majority of which have 
been in an upward direction. Intima­
tions are given that still others are like­
ly to follow in the near future. Wire 
nails and all wire goods are in a very 
firm position, due to the high prices that 
wire rods are now commanding in the 
United tSates. In the United States 
manufacturers of nails are not accepting 
any business on nails for forward ship­
ment and only on limited quantities for 
immediate delivery. There Is a tendency 
in the United States more and more to 
direct the energies of the Iron and steel 
industry into channels that will best 
serve the nation’s interests for war pur­
poses. Open market sales of steel pro­
ducts are accordingly being narrowed. 
This situation is making it increasingly 
difficult to get iron and steel for do- 
meste industrial needs.

Advances have been made during the 
week on gas ranges, snow shovels, furn­
ace scoops, barb wire, plain fence wire, 
black and galvanized sheets, cotter pins, 
padlocks, vises, pliers, house brooms. 
Spades and shovels are in a firm market 
following the advance recorded last Week. 
Linseed oil and turpentine are both in 
easier market during the week with de­
clines recorded. Indications of a good 
acreage of flax for the growing crop is 
having a tendency to drive old-crdp seed 
to lower levels, and this in turn has af­
fected the price of oil. An advance of 
$1 per hundred pounds was recorded in 
white lead in oil, which follows on the 
heels of an advancing market in pig lead. 
The freight situation at Toronto is clear­
ing up through the settlement of the 
strike with the drivers of the cartage 
companies. It is expected the railways 
will- be accepting all freight, both incom­
ing and outgoing in the near future. 
Business in hardware lines has been Very 
good during the week.

Fredericton, June 2—The statement of receipts and expenditures of the 
province of New Brunswick prepared and submitted by the provincial secre­
tary-treasurer to the legislature, is not an encouraging

The statement covers transactions for the first six months of the fiscal year, 
since November 1 last, five months of which the affairs of the province were 
in charge of the Qarke-Murray-Baxter government.

In that six months the expenditures reached the large total of b/bTfnJ&l, 
while the receipts were only $492,804JJ4, or a deficit for that period of $2/7,153,

The question arises, if there is such a deficit in the first six months of 
the fiscal year, what will the deficit be at tne end of the twelve months?

That there was a tremendous deficit on October 31, last year, had the ac­
counts been all in and paid, can no longer be doubted. The public works de­
partment by a stroke of the pen transferred $72,000 from "ordinary expendi­
tures” upon roads to “special improvements", with the idea of bonding it as 
permanent expenditure and paying the amount out of the $500,000 to be 
raised by an issue of serial bonds. That was the plan of ex-Mmister, B, Frank 
Smith, who, after October 31, had governor’s warrants issued increasing this 
“special improvement” account to over $159,000, very much of this expendi­
ture belonging to the year 1916, but was wiped out of ordinary account in or­
der to show a small surplus.

The four good butchers, or Lot 1, 
heavy fed, weighed at the beginning of 
the period 4478 pounds, at finish 5,855 
pounds, an increase of 877 pounds in 
ninety-three days.

The original purchase price was» un­

fortunately, the same in both eases as the 
steers were purchased together under or­
dinary buying conditions or the good 
stockers would have been purchased at 
a cheaper price. The price was 3.25 j 
cents per pound, live weight, and the 
selling price was 8.1 cents in both cases, 
as they were all sold together.

The gross profit for the good butchers 
was $158.88, for the good stockers $189.81. 
The total cost of feed for lot 1, good 
butchers, for ninety-three days, $99.16 
and the same cost for lot 2, good 
stockers, length of period and feed being 
the same, having a net profit per steer of 
$18.68 for lot 1 and $10.98 for lot 2, a 
difference of $2.70 in favor of the good 
butchers.

The average profit per steer for three 
years for good butchers, heavy fed, was 
$18.38;- for good stockers, heavy fed, 
$16.06, a difference of $2.82 in favor of 
good butchers, heavy fed.

The average cost for three years to pro­
duce one pound of gain in good butchers, 
heavy fed, was 10.83 cents; for good 
stockers, heavy fed, 11.08 cents, a dif­
ference of 0.7’ or 8-4 cent per pound in 
favor of tile former. The ration fed to 
both lots 1 and 2 was at the beginning of 

I the period sixty pounds roots, six pounds 
meal, one pound molasses. At the finish 
forty pounds roots, 16.5 pounds meal 
and two pounds molasses.

The meal mixture was made up as fol­
lows—200 pounds ground oats and bar­
ley, (equal parts by weight), 200 bran, 50 
oil cake, 50 cotton seed. The cost of same j 
was $1.50 per hundredweight. Roots i 
were valued at $2.00 per ton, hay at $S 
per ton, molasses 20 cents per gallon.

The above results would indicate that 
with selling prices the same, the greater 
profit would be realized from feeding 
good butchers, -but the prices under or­
dinary conditions at purchasing and 
selling time would show a greater differ­
ence than tile above, which would un­
doubtedly bring the good stockers up a 
little. In any case the better finish will 
give the good butchers a still greater ad­
vantage at selling time, so that we must 
conclude that they are the more profitable 
more especially for a short feeding period.
