Kiev, Russia, May 13—The expulsion of
Jews residing illegally in Kiev will be re-
¢ {med today. In some instances a delay
1as been granted to permit a settlement
of their affairs, but all of those marked
for expulsion must leave the city before
June 14,

The order of expulsion was issued as a
result of an agitation which began in the
Duma and originally provided that the
’xpulsion should take place on April 28
lust.  Subsequently the order was sus-
pended by Premier Stolypin to permit a
further examination of Jewish claims of
residence. The order appliéd to other
vities and towns where Jews are residing
without the pale and local commissions
were appointed to revise the list of those
affected by the order with the expectation
that a large proportion would be allowed
to remain undisturbed.

The Jews remaining in Kiev will be al-
lowed to oceupy summer houses outside
the city only on permission from the au-
thorities. /

Tashkene, Asiatic Russia, May 13—The
police have given forty Jewish families,
declared to be residing illegally here,
three days in which to leave the town.

via the Welland Canal.

Unable to Recall Name —
Hospital  Surgeon Brings
Back Memory and Restores
Her to Parents

New York, May 13—A long night. vigil
to get a glimpse of Halley’s comet caused
Dorothy Dyborg, a pretty fair-haired sten-
,ographer to wonder who she was as she
wandered the streets in the'morning hours
As she walked down Third avenue, at
156th street, 'she met Patrolman Mallon
and, feeling uneasy at her ignorance she
asked him who she was.

“I don’t know,” answered Mallon. “I've
never seen you before; surely you know
yvourself.”

“I can’t remember,” answered the  girl,
the tears coming in her eyes. “Won't you
please help me to find out?”

Mallon never having studied' the -ari-
ous symptoms of aphasia, took the girl to
the Morrisania station and let her tell
her story to Captain Tappin and the ma-
tron.

All she could remember was that she
boarded a green car about 8.30 o‘clock and
got off at One Hundred and Seventh-sev-
enth street. She could not recall her mo-
ther’s name or where she lived or where
she worked, and after the matron had ex-
amined her' clothing in the hope of dis-
covering some initial or name that would
provide a clue, and Captain Tappin' had
used up all his powers of mental sugges-
tion and amateur’s hypnotism. Dr. Bauer
of the Lebannon hospital was summoned.

He declared the girl was stricken with
aphasia, or, rather, hysteria, caused by
over-excitement or worry, and tried to
awaken her memory by making her think
of her friends and places she had visited.

Now He’s Going to Try to Get
it Back From His Copper

New York, May 13—F. Augustus Heinze,
the copper magnate, who was last night
acquitted of a charge of mis-applying the
funds of the bank of which he was presi-
dent, said today that the defense in two
and a half years had cost him between
$4,000,000 and $5,000,000.

Thirty Miles Théough ‘the Woods and Alternately

Grand Marnais, Mich, May 13—John B.
Elving and his wife, with their young
baby, together with their six other chil-
dren, the eldest of whom ig fifteen years,
have reached here in an almost famished
condition after a thirty-mile trip through
the forest between here and upper Brule
Lake. It took them five days to cover
the distance, and they were alternately al-
most burnt and frozen to death. One of
the smaller children was saved from
drowning in the swift current of the
Brule Ri:'er. by the family’s-Newfoundland
dog. S

When Elving and his family were rout-
ed . from their beds on Sunday morning by
advancing forest fires they beat a hasty
retreat with a small stock of provisions.
After tramping for three days in an effort
to escape from the burning timber they
found themselves éntirely surrounded by
fires. Elving; with his hand axe cut
limbs from trees on the bank of the
Brule River, sought a favorable place in
the stream and. stationed himself and his
family knee-deep in the cold water be-
neath a wetted screen of underbrush
which they saturated from time to time
until the fire burned out.

much importance to the city and prov-
ince.

Asked his opinion as to the general char-
acter of the session of parliament just

: Canada to Build Naval Ships

To a query. as to whether it was ex-

be built in Canada. Of course we realize

Tenders will' be called in due course for
the comstruction of the vessels, and it is
not likely that any decision will be reach-
ed until the attendant specifications are
in the hands of the government. The con-
dition will be imposed that the ships must
be constructed in Canada,.

| when asked whether the location of the
gl | dry docks under the recent Dry Docks Sub-

sidies Act would have any effect on the

| location of the shipbuilding plants. “This

will be so because in establishing of a
up-to-date ship-
repairing plant, which will be a necessary
lcondition for the assigtance to the con-
struction of dry docks, there will be much
expensive machinery which would be avail-
able for shipbuilding as well as for ship-
repairing.”’

Questioned as to whether any decision
had yet been made as to the building of a
dry dock at St. John, Dr. Pugsley stated
that while several informal proposals had

‘i been made to the government for the

building of dry docks here as well as in
other places, the matter had not yet taken
definite shape because, before a subsidy
contract can  be entered into, de-
tailed plane and specifications as well
as the location of the proposed dock, must
be submitted to, and approved of by, the
governor-in-council. “I have been told,”
continued the minister, “that, very short-
ly. definite proposals’ will be submitted by
one, and probably by two or more com-
panies. If there should be propesitions by
more than one company for the construc-
[tion of a dry dock at St. John, the gov-
ernment will have to consider which pro-
position is most in the public interest.”

G. T. P. Terminals

Asked whether he had anything to com-
municate regarding the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific and its establishment of terminals
at St. John, Dr. Pugsley said: “As The
Telegraph is already aware, the G. T. P.
has recently completed the purchase of a
large area of land at the head of and
around a considerable portion of the west-
ern side of Courtenay Bay, in-
cluding the rights of the grantors in the
tidal flats on the eastern side of the/Marsh
Creek. This purchase has been made for
the purpose of providing terminal facili-
ties for the National Transcontinental
Railway. Mr. Hays, president of the com-
pany, has ihformed me that he considers
that this location presents an ideal oppor-
tunity for the establishment of ocean ter-
minals and yard reom.” .

In regard to the manner in which the
G. T. P. will reach 8t. John, Dr. Pugsley
said that the terms of the construction
of the Transcontinental, the company 1is
entitled to runming rights and haulage
rights over the Intercolonial on terms to
be agreed upon between the company and
the government; and that on a failure to
agree, the terms are to be settled upon by
the board of railway commissioners. “The
company intends applying for these run-
ning rights to both St. John and Halifax
and there is no question whatever but that
they intend to make these ports the winter
termini for the National Transcontine‘n@ul.
The (onservative press has been striving
to agitate the country of late with the
alarm that the movement of the Grand
Trunk toward Providence means the di-
version of the grain erop of the west
brought seaward over the National Trans-
continental to that port.

sharp advance &5 has occurred during the
past four days, there may be some reac-
tion between now and the close on Satur-
day, as a result of week-end realizing. This
would seem more likely as Liverpool will
be closed tomorrow, Monday and Tues-
day for the Whitsuntide holiday and also
on Friday and Saturday next week.

for we believe that the bulls are absolute-
ly in control of July and August also that
they have met with sufficient success in
marketing their May cotton to enable
them to carry their campaign through the
end season, and that moreover they are
encouraged in their present position by the
fact that at least the spot markets are
responding to the rapid reduction in sup-
plies and to the bullish leadership of fu-
tures.
: It seems to us that the old crop short
interest recognizes the strength of the bull
position and while the demand to cover
may be temporarily withdrawn from time
to time, that the shorts have determined
('lt‘her to cover their. contraets-across the
ring at the best terms obtainable, or to
force the price high enough to bring cot-
ton here from the south on a sufficient
scale to furnish ample protection. Any
really bad weather in the south would
greatly emphasize the bullish facto'rs.

GOOD NEWS FOR ST. JOHN

In an interview published in this issue
of the Times-Star, Hon. Dr. Pugsley makes
important statements relative to a num-
ber of questions that are of public con-
cern at the present time in this city and
the province at large. The minister
brushes aside the flimsy pretences.of the
Standard that the Grand Trunk Pacific
will make Providence its winter port, and
quotes the emphatic statement of Presi-
dent Hays that St. John and Halifax will

~ be the winter ports of the great railway.
Dr. Pugsley was unable to state that ar-
rangements had been made for the con-
struction of a dry dock at St. John, for
the reason that plans and specifications
had not yet been submitted by any com-
pany. We have, however, the fact that
St. John has been selected by one, if not
two companies, and the construction of
the dock here is practically assured. The
minister also regards the outlook favorable
for the establishment of a shipbuilding
plant here, since it would be the natuwal
complement of a dry dock and ship-re-
pairing plant.

The minister, from a recent conversa-
tion with Mr. Durant, is led to believe
that the sugar refinery project will be
carired out without delay, as the neces-
gary transfers in connection with the site
have just been completed. With regard
to the proposed transfer of west side lots
to the C. P. R., Dr. Pugsley expresses
the hope that there will be no more de-
lay, and that the railway company will be
placed in a position to proceed with Phe
extension of their yards and other facili-
ties. The new city council should deal
promptly with this matter.

Noting the fact that the new wharf now
nearing completion on the west side will
accommodate two more steamships, the
minister intimates that additional wharves
will be built below the elevator wharf as
the demands of trade from year to year re-
quire it. It is expected that one will be
begun next year.

Dr. Pugsley deals at some length with
the question of the St. John Valley Rail-
way, and makes it clear that the federal
government will do all in its power to
ensure the early construction of a line
from St. John to Grand Falls, to connect
there with the Grand Trunk Pacific, and
to be operated by the I. C. R. It only
remains for the provincial government to
do its part.

READ in a newspaper the other day of the establishment of a “school of
matrimony” which was to have courses in dresmaking and millinery, ‘in
domestic science and in the nursing and care of children.

1 set out at once to visit this school, and found it, after all, merely a
figment of the editorial writer's aetivebrain.

T wish it had not been.

I wish there might be such a school publicly maintained in every city in the
United States, and that a year or two at it might be considered as indispensable

a part of the middle class girl’s education. as her high school
course, : e
We say most emphatically that no man has a right to
marry unless he c4n provide a suitable home for the girl.
Why has a girl any more right to marry when she is
incapable of running the suitable home after he provides it?
Of course a girl might learn cooking and sewing, and |
all the other things that pertain to her profession’ of home- |
maker, right in her own home—and some girls do—but are
the majority of girls, left talearn the art of home-making in
this casual way, apt to put as much study and coneentration
upon it as if they were studying it in a regular school?
Besides, unless the mother is an expectional house-keep- |
er, it is unlikely that she would know much about each |
branch of domestic science as the experts who would be |
gl hired to teach them. ;

Now I know there are a good rany people who are going to.say. that ihe new |
fangled ideas that these experts will teach our girls are all nonsense and that the
voung girl will' do much better to learn the art of housekeeping just 'as her mother
and grandmother knew it.

Isn’t that rather short sighted?

Aren't we altogether too willing to regard the science of housekeeping as
something that can be left at a .standstill while all the other sciences in the world
progress ? : - :

My ideal school would have courses in simple economical cooking, ma_kmg a
specialty of the use of left-overs and the study of scientific food ynlues. in plain
sewing, mending and altering, in economical and intelligent buying not only of
provisions but also of materials, and advanced courses for those who wished them
in hatmaking, embroidery and dressmaking.

There are, of course, in some large cities industrial schols where these things
are taught. but not in many, and only a small proportion of the girls even in these
cities attend the industrial high.

I believe that such a school should be established in every city and town in the

The attorneys interested refused to ex-
plain this feature of the case.

CORNELL PRESIDENT
SAYS ENGLAND HARD HIT

Ithaca, N. Y., May 11--In commenting
on the death of the king, President Schur-
man of Cornell University, a Canadian by
birth, said:—

“The death of King Edward is a great
loss to the British Empire and coming at
the present moment it is an almost irre-”
parable loss to the United Kingdom. The
political situation in the British Isles is
now acute apd perhaps dangerous. No
{other man could have rivalled King ¥d-
ward in mitigating the asperities of that
situation and finding a solid basis of har-
mony, peace and mutual satisfaction to all
parties concerned. s

“King Edward has been the greatest
master of diplomacy in Europe. Not only
has he made the influence of the Crown
felt in the foreign relations of Gweat
Britain, but he went ahead of his minis-
ters in outlining the policies to be pur-
sued and himself executed those policies
by visits to and conferences with the sov-
ereigns and ministers of foreign states.

“King Edward sedulously cultivated cor-
dial friendship with the people and govern-
ment of the United States. This policy
was, it is' true, initiated by Lord Salis-
bury in Queen Victoria’s time, but King
Edward’s intuitive understanding and ap-
preciation of Americans and his simple un-
affected pleasure in meeting and honoring
them rendered him a peculiarly effective
agent in the promotion of good "will and
fraternal sentiments between the two great
English-speaking nations,

‘“As sovereign of the British Empire
King Edward occupied one of the greatest
places on the stage of this world. It can
truthfully be said that he filled that place
with fidelity, with honor and with dis-
tinction, and this is the highest praise that
can be given to any ruler or servant of
nations.”

SYNOPSIS - OF
WEST LAND REGULATIONS.

ANY person who is the sole head of &
family, or any male over 18 years old,
may homestead a quarter section of avail-
able Dominion land in Manitoba, Sas-
katchewan or Alberta. The applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Lands
Agency or Sub-Agency for the district.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughter, brother or, sister
of intending homesteader.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and
cultivation of the land in each of three
yvears. A homesteader may live within
nine miles of his homestead on a farm of
at least 80 acres solely owned and occu-
pied by him or by his father, mother, son,
daughter, brother, or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader in
good standing may pre-empt a quarter-
section alongside his homestead. Price
$3.00 per share. Duties—Must reside six
months in each of six years from date of
homestead entry (including the time re-
quired to earn homestead patent) and cul-
tivate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has exhausted his
homestead right and cannot obtain a pre-
emption may take a purchased homestead
in certain districts. Price $3.00 per acre.
Duties—Must reside six months in each
of three years, cultivate fifty acres and
erect a house worth $300.00.

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BUY RUSSIAN
WHEAT INSTEAD
OF CANADIAN

Western Grain Meeting Dis-
turbing Competition in Eng-
land—Cheaper From Czar’s
Country

(Montreal Herald)

An extraordinary grain situation ’has
developed in connection with Canadian|
wheat exports, more remarkable even thani
the recent apprehensive flutter regarding
the possible diversion of Canada's wheat
to American ports for export to the United
Kingdom.

It is not now a question of route hut
of the grain growers or operators in Win-
nipeg holding back the wheat from ship-
ment, because Liverpool, Manchester and
London importers will not give the price
which Winnipeg men are demanding for
the Canadian product.

British buyers say they can get all the
supplies needed for home consumption
from Russia, which is offering unusually
large quantities for export to Britain at
prices one and a half cents less than the
Winnipeg men demand.

The result is that not a single bushel
of wheat is moving through Montreal that
has been the subject of dealings within
the past fortnight. The only thing that
prevents ar absolute famine of wheat bal-
last for the steamers mow in port is the
wheat being brought down under the old
contracts,

There is no May wheat to be held either
for export by Montreal or by American
ports. There is now no question whatever
of rival routes. The Canadian lake car-
riers have brought the wheat rate down to
four and a quarter cents per bushel for
June wheat, which is less than it can
be carried for at a profit to any Americ- |
an ocean port for shipment,

There is an abnormally large amount of
wheat in the west—somewhere around 25.-
000,000 bushels. It was held back last fall

by the farmers acting on the advice of the!-

Grain Growers’ Association which assured
them that although the price for a whole
vear until quite recently had been just

{over a dollar a bushel they would do bet-,

ter by taking wharket chances and holding,
it until the spring. i

The spring has come and the price of-i
fered at the British ports is 97 1-2 cents
per bushel, the same as is being given for,
Russian wheat.
