In the principal ports throûghout 
the world there werç by July, 1923, 
about 12MVXX) tons \f shipping laid 
up. Since 1922 hard facts jiave forced 
owners to break up ships. I have no 
up-to-date world figures, but the ton­
nage laid up In British ports has sunk 
from 1,900,000 gross tons in July, 1922, 
to 600,000 gross tons in April, 1926.

“In ten years the total tonnage of the 
world’s steam and motor ships bag in­
creased by half from 46,500,000 
tons to ajSOOftOO gross tons. Of this 
great fleet 82,000,000 tons are less than 
twenty years old, and only 18JKXMXX) 
tons are more than twenty years old. 
It b more startling if one looks hart 
eight years further to 1906. Since the 
war there have been added to the 
world’s fleet new. efficient ships equal 
to the whole of the steam and motor 
tonnage in 1906.

“These are facts about the world’s 
total tonnage and the ocean-going fleets 
have within the last ten years Increased 
In about the same proportion, in spite 
of the fact that the ocean-going ton­
nage belonging to the United Kingdom 
fell from 18,800,000 gross tons to 16,- 
900,000 end that of Germany from 
4,700,000 to 2500,000. The United King­
dom and Germany before the war were 
the leading maritime nations, and their 
fleets have shrunk by aboüt 4,000,000 
tons. During the same period the ocean- 

fctoing fleet of the United States ta­
rn abased by over 10,000,000 tons from 

)fQ0,00O to 11,900,000, and the eem- 
i tiecî fleets of Japan, Holland, France, 

Italy and Norway Increased by 6,600,- 
000 gross tons from 7,100,000 to 
12,600,000.

GOVERNMENT CONTROL
“Many of these new merchant navies 

«re owned and controlled by Govern­
ments not always on commercial Unes, 
and this Vet adds materially to the 
difficulties of overseas transport.

“I am glad to say that the desire of 
the world to own superfluous ships 
seems to be growing less intense; the 
total steam and motor tonnage recorded 
In Lloyds Register fell by 600,000 tons 
between July, 192^ end July, 192k and 
the decrease was mainly to ocean­
going vessels.

“The new ships are much more effi­
cient than a fleet of similar sise before 
the war. There are 6,000,000 gross tons 
of tankers specially constructed for 
transporting the world’s output of oil 
which In 1924 amounted to about

At his request Colonel W. B. Ander 
son, commandant of this military dis­
trict, and Lietuenant Morrison, chief 
officer of the Royal Canadian Naval 
Volunteer Reserve, declared they 
were in favor of the organization of 
a local Sea Cadets Corps and they 
would give assistance to the execu­
tive or the managing committee of 
the corps. They also offered several 
valuable suggestions and were thank­
ed by the president and members of 
the exectuive for their offers of co­
operation. \

Colonel Sturdee, H. C. Schofield 
and C. B. Allan discussed the matter 
with the president and it 
Solved to form a corps here. The 
executive was advised that the R. C. 
N. V. R. would be willing to place Its 
ball at the disposal of the Sea Cadets 
and It was decided to call another 
meeting soon to select a managing 
committee arid leader for the corps.
A canvassing committee will also be 
named and an effort made to obtain 
financial aid for the scheme.

It was felt yesterday that the corps 
would soon be established here and 
that the movement would have the 
hearty support of the business and 
shipping men of Saint John.
