The crew and passengers, including 
many refugees from Mexico, then in 
the midst of the Madero revolt, were 
removed without loss of life, but the 
vessel sank too quickly to save the 
fortune aboard. Two previous attempts 
to locate the Merida had failed.

Frank Gambino, two of the murderers 
who were hanged at Bordeaux Jail on 
Friday morning, had never paid money 
in connection with disorderly houses 
which, according to investigating coun­
sel, the dead bandits conducted, was r 
the testimony of Chief of Police Be- r 
langer today before Mr. Justice Co- V 
derre, who is enquiring Into Montreal r 
police affairs and the vice conditions G 
of the city. Tony Frank, according 
to J. P. Lanctot, counsel for the in­
vestigation petitioners, had kept five 
such resorts, while Gambino operated 
three.

“According to our Information you 
received $100 a month for each house," 
observed Mr. Lanctot.

This manner of proceedings was ob­
jected to by J. A. Sullivan, K. C., 
counsel for the police, and Mr. Lanc­
tot continued :

“This information 1# from the con­
fession of one of those who died.”
Says Statement False.

The chief of police said that the 
statement was false. He had never re­
ceived anything of valût, money or 
otherwise, from any keeper of a dis­
orderly house during his 81 years of 
service.

Counsel subjected the chief to an 
examination of incidents associated 
with his private life, to which Mr. 
Belanger took strong exception. An 
appeal to the court furnished the de­
cision, however, that it was impossible 
to distinguish between the witness as 
a private person and as chief of police. 
Acts which, in the case of other men, 
might be strictly private, could not be 
so considered in the police head. The 
chief was interrogated on visits he had 
paid to various establishments and as 
to the nature of such places.

He was certain that he had never 
met Tony Frank or Frank Gambino 
at the Chateauguay home of Emile 
Delisle, proprietor of an East End 
hotel. He had been visiting Delisle at 
Chateauguay for 10 years, said the 
chief.
Had Reports.

h' Regarding places of ill fame kept by 
Prank and Gambino, the chief declar­
ed that he learned of such when raids 
were made on them. He believed he 

’ had known of the Frank places for 
two years at least and of the Gambino 
establishments for a year. It was at 
this point that he denied having re­
ceived anything from these houses.

With regard to his own pecuniary 
affairs, Chief Belanger said that he 
borrowed money from Inspector Rob­
ert and from Mrs. Egan, wife of In­
spector Egan. He had also borrowed 
from Ernest Belanger, his nephew, and 
from Arthur Belanger, both of the po­
lice force. He had repaid these loans, 
with the exception of that to Ernest 
Belanger. He did not recall having 
borrowed anything from the other 
officers.

ST. JOHN, N. B„ OCTOBER 28, 1824
Ottawa, Oct. 27—During September 

108,135,600 pounds of sea flsh valued 
at $2,931,111 were landed on the At­
lantic and Pacific coasts, according to 
the Department of Marine and Fisher­
ies. This Is an Increase over the same 
month last year, when the catch was 
108,828,100. On the Atlantic coast the 
total catch of cod, haddock, hake and 
pollock was 58,621,200 pounds 
pared with 56.187,000 in the same peri­
od last year. Herring, mackerel and 
sardines all showed a larger catch 
than last year. The catch of lobsters 
was 1,421,000, a slight Increase over 
last year.

So far, so good; but, after remarking 
that the gramophone records in this 
home were those of the left est American 
songs and dances and that the radio set 
reproduced American speeches, Mr.

It would be nearer the facts to say 
that “this home is typical of those »f 
which It .6 typical.’’ If we are asked 
to believe, or if Mr. Stead believes, 
that the conditions he describes are 
general throughout Canada, his picture 
must be regarded as a highly exagger­
ated one. In the homes of Americans 
who have moved to Canada It Is not 
surprising that he would find pictures, a 
magazines and books almost exclusively 
Americans. It Is not to be expected 
that settlers coming to another country, 
particularly those with strong feelings 
of nationality, should immediately 
put away pictures and publications sug­
gesting old associations for others such 
as usually s.re found In the homes of 
Canadians. Mr. Stead doubtless in­
tends to complain of what he would 
term the “Americanization of Canada,’’ 
and the Invasion of American habits 
and ideas is by no means so wide­
spread as he seems to intimate. If lie 
had visited the homes of Canadians 
living in the United States he world 
probably have found Canadian pictures 
and magazines.

Mr. Stead believes that ihe situàti »n 
would be much better if people In this 
country would read the works of Cana­
dian! authors who describe Canadian 
life and draw their inspiration from 
Canadian sources. That is very true, 
and as we build up a more extensive 
and more compelling literature of our 
own more rapid progress along those 
lines will be certain. Canadian maga­
zine publishers want a protective tariff 
against American publications. The 
Issue thus raised is not an easy one to 
deal with. There are many American 
publications which ought not to be kept 
of Canada. On the other hand, there 
are a great many American publica­
tions the exclusion of which would be 
justified by the adoption of more effec­
tive measures than a high tariff. Cer­
tainly anyone is «II advised if He be­
lieves that Canadians can be compelled 
to read the productions of Canadian 
authors, which they would not other­
wise read, merely by the setting up of 
a tariff against competing products. 
Canadians will read the home product 
If It is interesting; they will not read 
It merely because it is prescribed for 
them. The typical Canadian home, it 
Is true, does not contain so many books 
of Canadian origin, or as much other 
reading material of Canadian author­
ship, as It should; but to speak of “the 
typical Canadian home” as one through­
ly Americanized after the fashion of 
that of the artisan l^r. Stead visited 
is to give a wholly wrong Impression 
of this country. Our Canadianiam Is 
not weak; It Is robust. The proportion 
of our population that is American 
by birth is small. The proportion that 
is of native or Empire stock is large 
To entertain the idea .that Canada is 
Hkeiy to lose its identity, its citizen­
ship, its birthright, through the too 
great stream of American publications, 
or through other American influences 
is to think unworthily of this country.
It is true, nevertheless, that we do 
import and that too many of our 
people do encourage altogether too 
much American trash of one form or 
another. The selection is not credit­
able to our taste; but we are not going 
to die of this malady. Canadinnisin 
has much greater tenacity of life than 
Mr. Stead gives it credit for.

lenity? Young men with the assurance 
of Inspired prophets say that the 
church is all wrong. It is dull in its 
environment! and out of date in its 
servie!»—effete. Its ideas, rites and prac­
tices are antiquated. It is too narrow 
for the free, full expression of young 
life. But the old men say the church 
Is too anximis to copy the ways of the 
world, too responsive to pleasure and 
modern Ideas of entertainment; that 
the only hope Js 
paths” of conservative habits in york 
and workshlp.

The “working man” gays the church 
Is pandering to the rich; that she is 
the tool of the capitalist; that she goes 
cap In hand to the wealthy, more anx­
ious to get his money than to correct 
his morals ; that the church is tied to 
an antiquated capitalistic system. The 
rich say that the church Is running to 
seed on social questions, drifting into 
politics, creating class-distinction, by 
taking the side of the masses against 
the classes.

The modernist declares that the 
church has too much creed and too 
little life; the theology takes the place 
of experience; that the hope of the 
church is her modern, educational prop­
aganda. The Fundamentalist says the 
bane of the church is the modern at­
titude to evolution and educational 
policies ; and that her hope is a return 
to histbrlc creeds and the evangel.

Every man is right from his own 
point of view; and In different situa­
tions these indictments may all be true. 
However, things which are contradic­
tory cannot both be true. These state­
ments are not generally all true—true 
everywhere—true all the time.

The church is a human and divine 
Institution. It Is as varied in its sere- 
ices as the needs of humanity. Truth 
and life cannot be standardised like the 
parts of an automobile. There is room 
in the church for every kind of gift 
and worker. It is better to have a free 
commonwealth of thinking, spiritual 
men, with all their variety of life and 
services, than to reduce the church to 
a human machine, grinding out dead, 
formal mediocrity. These indictments 
are fallacious—they stretch facts and 
truth too far.

for years lived almost a hermit s life, 
and whose shabby clothes moved the 
benevolent to pity.

He was one of the wealthiest men in 
Natal, possessing about half a million 
sterling.

Albert Nathan was one of three 
brothers born at Stettin, in Germany. 
Whil? still a boy his family moved to , 
Manchester, where his father was a 
pawnbroker. In his teens Albert sailed 
for Australia, and from the time he 
left Lancashire he never knew a home.
His capital was $68 and he began trad­
ing at the mines, hawking his goods 
with a donkey cart. I

After that he began a business in 
Sydney, but received a cable from his 
brother Sam: “Meet me in Durban,
Natal, earliest opportunity.”

The brothers met there, and went to 
Maritzburg, where they founded the 
firm of Nathan Brothers, drapers and , 
outfitters. Though they grew rich both 
served In the shop, the third brother 
acting as buyer for the firm in Man-, 
Chester. _ ’

Inherits From Brothers.

All three remained unmarried, and 
drew up a three-cornered will, by 
which all the money of each went to 
the survivors,. and ultimately ill the 
mono' came to Albert.

Much i f nir. wealth was made by 
speculation in mining shares during 
the early days of the Rand, and to the 
last he kept the closest guard aver bis 
fortune. He never spent a penny more 
than was necessary. Hi, econtmical 
habit, never gave tat slightest ciue to 
ins. wealth.

One of the stories told about Albert 
and Sam is that one morning the 

‘former went, as was his custom, tu 
upeu their shop. A strange man en­
tered and bought the “very best” paii 
of ladies’ kid gloves for $4. He tola 
Albert he could keep the change from 
a $6 bill.

Sam found that the customer was 
Carl Hanau, a mining magnate, 
went to Mr. Hanau’s hotel, and askec 
him to have a drink. With an eye t« 
business he asked the magnate if hr 
could put him on to “something good.’
He was told to “put your shirt ant 
everything” on a certain stock. Tin 
shares went up, and the brothers mad: 
$400,000.

Amongst Mr. Nathan’s bequests it 
one for the payment of about $20,000 
a year for 80 years to various Jewish 
charities, mainly in England.

People thought the same thoughts in 
the same way; acted in the same way, 
at- the same place, at the same time 
Now, ‘ they must think through and 
work through, as well as “pray 
through.” But they never were trained 
to think. Their thinking was done for 
them. They gave little nfoney. They 
carried no burdens, shared no respon­
sibility. Tiielr training fits them for 
life In the dark ages. In the modern 
turmoil they droJ> out and are " for­
gotten. .

Personal reasons may be given for 
leaving the church. Some people leave 
their church as they leave their lodge 
or dub, to save expense. Some people 
“have the habit.” 
church as they leave their tsdlor or 
barber—the change helps them. They 
will leave the father societies, in due 
course, just as they forsook, the church. 
It is purely temperamental and for 
them inevitable. They represent the 
great army of shirkers and jerkers who 
make life difficult for the workers. A 
great many preachers leave the church. 
They often leave an empty church be­
hind. In the intellectual struggle they 
lost their way.

So­
cial service often became a pleasing 
way out for the man whose faith was 
dead. He can serve in love even when 
he cannot formulate in confidence and 
a creed. But, service means duty. Duty 
meaps moral convictions. Moral sanc­
tion* revive the validity of religious 
faith and experience. So life is ground 
out on a vicious circle. The leader is 
unmanned. His usefulness ends. Before 
it ends, the congregation has lost its 
way. Men will not support an institu­
tion In which they ha»e no confidence. 
Hence the minister leaves behind an 
empty church.

Paganism has emptied a great many 
churches. The church is an ethical nnd 
spirltfial institution. Its atmosphere 
must Cver be uncongenial to the man 
whose habits outrage moral law. The 
German Bernhard! declared man to be 
an anlmallzed god or a deified animal. 
He can develop the beast or his deity. 
The reign of the beast, the wild hys­
teria of pleasure seeking is, partially, 
a psychological recoil from the strain 
of the world war—the tension of fear, 
pain and death. Men always go to ex­
tremes in thought and 1^ action. Where 
the beast reigns the church is empty.

Materialism is waning. Paganism is 
a phase not a state or fixed condition. 
Women cannot feed their spirits on 
pearl necklaces or embroidered silks. 
Men cannot be long satisfied with riot-

Consider the Facts.
Facts, said Burns, “are chlels that 

wlnna ding,” What are the facts? 
When Sir Arthur Conan Doyle said 
that: “Within ten years there would 
be great religious landslides,” he was 
not dealing with facte. He was assum­
ing the role of prophet rather than 
historian. Time, therefore, must be 
his Judge. What are the facts? The 
Bible never was as widely circulated 
as today. The church never had as 
many members as today. The parish 
never was as extensive; and her pres­
tige never was as great. These are the 
facts. An old general said: “The 
proper point from which to Judge thè 
battle is the rising ground." Men who 
live where enemies of the church are 
strong get depressed. The loudness of 
the clamor against the church leads 
him to fear lest the decline of Chris­
tianity is universal, that the church Is 
tottering to her doom.

A student of history, however, tried 
to collect facts. He placed the num­
ber of church-members at the close of 
the first century as 600,000; the second 
century, 2,000,000; the fifty century, 
16,000,000; the tenth century, 80,000,- 
000; the fifteenth century, 100,000,000; 
the eighteenth century, 200,000,000. A 
noted Frenchman places the twentieth 
century at 800,000,000. Some pessimists 
speak as if the whole army of the 
church was beating a retreat in the 
desert of oblivion. Yet, in America, 
alonet in 1928, there were around 80.- 
000,000 church people. One-half of the 
whole population of the United States 
have church connections.

The history of the church is an epic. 
She threw light on the dark problems 
of the race. She led the world toward 
the open door of freedom. She built 
schools, hospitals and universities. 
She sanctified childhood, honored wom­
anhood, emancipated manhood and 
dignified toif in the life and teaching 
of her Founder. She brought light to 
India, set China on her feet, and awak­
ened Japan from her age-long slumber. 
She saved Europe from the tyrant 
Every great moral movement seeks her 
patronage. Men of brilliant genius 
worship at her shrine. A great army 
of men, women and children, through 
blood and tears, for her sake, in dark 
days held aloof the sacred lamp of 
truth' and love. A still greater army, 
today, bring, in love, their gifts of time, 
money and talent to lay at her feet; 
and, in 1924, It Is still true that the 
last house to close Its doors for lack of 
tenants is the church.

prohibition have reduced the number of 
Manhattan saloons 79 per cent., while 
20 years of the strictest regulation of 
the liquor traffic which the State of 
New York had been able to devise 
showed a reduction of only 31 per cent, 
the World League Against Alcoholism 
declared in a iccent statement.

According to information made pub­
lic by Dr. Ernest H. Cherrington, gen­
eral secretary of the league, there were 
7 800 licenses in foice in Manhattan in 
1896 and 8,093 in 1916. The present 
survey covers 2,834 places licensed in 
the year preceding the United States’ 
entrance into the war, 2,263 of them

that 461 were still in business osten­
sibly selling near beer and other bever­
ages supposed to contain less than 
half of one per cent, alcohol.

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SAYS LIZARD WAS 
FATHER OF SNAKES

DAPPLY SAGE TEA Northampton, Mass., Oct. 28.—A 
lizard that roamed through Texas 
25,000,000 years ago was the father of 
all snakes, it was said in a paper by 
Dr. W. H. Ballou of New York, pre­
pared for t|ie meeting of the American 
Society of Ichtyologists and Herpetolo­
gists at Smith College.

A gigantic serpent that flourished in 
Patagonia some 8,000,000 years ago was 
said to be the conclusion of this de­
velopment i with the solid roofed skull 
of the lizard changed to include ears, 
and a mouth that could be opened 
widely, with sharp teeth that could be 
turned forward to seize prey and back 
ward to swallow.

The 
poverty of Easter Island is one of its 
many peculiarities.

Its currency was rats; if a 
wanted anything another man had he 
went out in the night to the haunts of 
rats and by stoning them as they re­
turned to their holes after their 
turnal raids he was able to amass as 
moch of the coin of the realm as 
would purchase the coveted object.

The “greatest of rat-millionaires 
would never have been able to buy 
one of those gigantic images.” The 
island is almost foodless and without 
streams or rivers; there 
earthworms, no birds, and not much 
fish off Its coast. It 
that Its people of old were cannibals 
because there was little else but man 
to eat.

Dr. Brown’s solution of the perplex­
ing enigma* is that a large archipelago 
near Easter Island must once have ex­
isted and has been destroyed by sub­
sidence or earthquake. And there is 
mention by one Davis, a British buc­
caneer, about 1670, of a land which 
he saw knd which has since complete­
ly vanished. This land was totally 
different in appearance from Easter 
Island as It at present exists. There 
is, moreover, a strong Polynesian tra­
dition that large areas of land have 
been submerged by natural catas­
trophe.

New York, Oct. 28.—Lew Dock- 
stader, fajnous minstrel and blackface 
comedian, died here this week at the 
home of Ms daughter, Sfrs. Warren 
Palmer. Death resulted from a bode 
tumor in the left leg, sustained in a 
fall two years ago. at New Brunswick, 
N. J. He was 68 years of age.

A generation or more ago, when 
many of the sure-fire jokes that are 
bringing laughs today were young and 
beardless, the dressing room of Lew 
Drckstader, worid-famous minstrel, 
was one of the main founts from 
wMch the choicest humor flowed, and 
the big, Jovial, rollicking comedian 
himself—laugh purveyor to the mil­
lions—was author as well as distribu­
tor of a good part

Lew Dockstader, whose real name 
was George Alfred Clapp, was born 
in Hartford, Conn., Augùst 7, 1866. He 
learned to play several musical Instru­
ments In his boyhood, and for 17 year,

Later he found that a roll of bills 
amounting to $90 was missing and went 
to find the defendants but they were 
not at the camp.

Cross questioned by B. J. Henneberry 
and Paul C. Quinn, who were apmar* 
Ing for the defendants, he gave details 
abont their walk, their actions and con­
versation,

Samuel Rabkin, foreman at the mump, 
said he was in charge of the horses 
and neither of the defendants had any 
authority to take a horse or wagon. 
This concluded the evidence let today’s 
session and the defendants were re­
manded to jail.
