■emotion, Count von Brockdorff-Rantzau, 
German foreign secretary and head of 
the German peace treaty delegation, yes­
terday passed through what evidently 
was one of the bitterest moments of his 
life. He was barely able to sustain him­
self through the brief ceremony of the 
first gathering with the Allies and reach 
the waiting automobile which had 
brought him to the hall.

The meeting took place, in the room 
of the Trianon Hotel Count 
Borckdorff-Ranteau, on entering, was ac­
companied by Herr Landsberg, Professor 
Schuecking and two secretaries, and 
waiting for him the Allied representa­
tives were grouped around Jules Gam­
bon, former French ambassador at Ber­
lin, who is chairman of the commission. 
Other meifabers of the Allied party in­
cluded Lord Harding, British ; Ambas­
sador Matsui, Japan, and Henry White 
of the United States.

M. Gambon immediately addressed 
Count von Brockdorff-Rantzau, stating 
that he was chairman of the commission 
entrusted by the Allied powers to re­
ceive and examine the credentials of the 
German delegates as the first step In a 
conference which, it was hoped, would 
lead to peace.

“Here are oufs,” continued M. Gam­
bon, extending as he spoke the formal 
credentials of the Allied commission as 
plenipotentiaries of the Allied powers.

Count von Brockdorff-Rantzau sur­
rendered the German credentials, with 
even less of a formal address, his emo­
tion being too great to enable him to 
deliver *» extended discourse.

Hume Cronyn of London moved an 
amendment to prohibit for a term of 
five years the entry into Canada of peo­
ple from southeastern Europe. He 
specified the line of demarkation. The «■ 
southern portion of Spain or Corsica, and 
of Italy were excluded, the line in Italy 
running through Rome. The alien ene­
my countries were not excluded. Mr. 
Cronyn explained that these were speci­
ally legislated for elsewhere. He said 
that he shared with other members of 
the house a mistrust of orders-in-coundl 
and would rather see the situation taken 
care of by legislation. He thought the 
people from southeastern Europe were 
likely to arrive in large numbers and 
they would be but temporary visitors to 
this continent, incapable of assimilation.

Hon. Mr. Calder asked that he be giv­
en time to consider this amendment. It 
was a novel proposal and he conld not 
see clearly how it could be worked.

Mr. Cronyn said he had no objection 
to allowing his amendment to stand and 
the committee left the clause, which will 
be considered later.

MAURETANIA TO SAIL FOR 
HALIFAX TOMORROW WITH 5,000

Paris, May 2—Two hundred and fifty 
policemen were Hurt, one sergeant was 
stabbed in the back and is in a serious 
condition, during yesterday’s May Dpy 
disorders, according to an announcement 
made by the prefecture of police at mid­
night.

Apparently only one person was kill­
ed, a youth named Lome, who, accord­
ing to reports not yet authenticated, was 
struck by several revolver bullets. The 
person who fired the shots is said to 
have been arrested, but his identity has 
not been established.

The prefecture of police maintains that 
the policemen had no ball cartridges in 
their revolvers and that no ammunition 
was issued to the troops, and that the 
few shots fired consequently came from 
the demonstrators.

•’ The disturbances are generally de­
plored by public opinion. Before the 
war, it is pointed out, such incidents as 
the day brought forth would have 
ed trivial in comparison with those of 
other May Days, but it is considered 
deeply regrettable that after so much 
French blood had been shed on the bat­
tlefields any more should have been 
spilled in the streets of the capital.

The blame is variously apportioned by 
the press, according to the political com­
plexion of the newspapers.

though they are buying quite a fair ton­
nage now .they always specify prompt 
delivery, and they have a pretty fair idea 
as to where they are going to dispose of 
their produce. It may be that they have 
every confidence that present prices are 
going to remain for some time bo,t their 
actions do opt point in that direction.

Dealers in scrap metal are simply 
marking time. In fact, at no time since 
the ending of hostilities have they had 
a chance to start a movement that would 
carry out much of their stock. Dealers 
are not anxious to sell at present levels, 
holding that there must be an improve­
ment very shortly. On the other hand 
few of them want it to be known that 
they are in the market, as they 
pretty well stocked up. Steel mills and 
foundries are not buying, as most of 
them have their yards well filled.

Old country steel and iron materials 
will have to show substantial reductions 
before they can again find a place in 
the Canadian market, as at the present 
time many of these lines are at least 
twenty per cent too high. Some reports 
have it conditions are only temporary, 
as Old Country plants are still in many 
cases on a war basis. However that 
may be, it is a 'fact that for present 
purposes their figures are too high.

The govern­
ment does npt need ■ to longer continue 
in the shipping business and in fact is 
now proceeding to get out of it and has 
begun the sale of merchant vessels. And 
if the government was to continue oper­
ating the merchant marine, which it is 
not, it would not be wise to continue 
contracts made under war time prices 
and at rates that would result in vessels 
too expensive in construction to be self- 
supporting under peace conditions.

The" Original Report.

When in England ten years ago, I 
read in the Archives of the S. P. G. 
(just a stone's throw from Westminster 
Abbey) the original report of the Rev. 
Thomas Wood of his trip to the River 
St John in July, 1769. It is splendidly 
written and is in an excellent state of 
preservation. He tells us that at the 
morning service he baptized James, the 
eldest child of James and Hannah Sim­
onds, and three otfcer White children, 
ode of whom was an -ancestor of our 
worthy townsman, Theodore H. Esta- 
brooks. In the afternoon he baptized 
an Indian girl, Angélique, who behave^ 
very devoutly, for when the water was 
poured upon her head she stopped down 
and pressed her lips to the ground and 
repeated the act when she was received 
as a Christian and signed with the sign 
of the cross. The prayers and, the ad­
dress were in the Micmac tongue, which 
Mr. Wood had acquired for the most 
part from his friend, the Abbe Maillard 
in Halifax. At thb close of the service 
he asked the Indians to sing .an anthem 
Which, he says, they “performed very 
harmoniously.”

In the evening our olden time linguist 
held a third service in French, for the 
Acadians ; the Indians again attending, 
as many of them understood French. 
Would it, I wonder, be possible for the 
various churches to so far forget their 
denominational differences as to hold on 
the evening of the 2nd of July next an 
open aiy meeting at Portland Point on 
the ground where the first services were 
held by an English-speaking clergyman 
150 years ago? We shall see.

In co-operation with the Churches the Young Men’s Christian Association is 
extending its service to Canadian boys. The Y.M.C.A. is essentially an 
institution for boys, and a large proportion of its work since its first 
establishment has beeti with boys.

Another century comes and with it 
come the pioneers from Massachusetts. 
James Simonds, their leader, builds his 
house on the site of the old French fort 
and thither brings, in the month of April, 
1767, the young bride of sixteen, Hannah 

~ ' Peabody. His companions, White and 
Leavitt, Hazen and Peabody, follow his 
example and settle at his side. The dif­
ficulties that confront them are neither 
few nor small, but they are the sons of 
men whose sires landed at Plymouth 
Rock and in their veins theiy 
blood of the Puritans. The determina­
tion and energy that enabled their pro­
genitors to establish themselves on the 
“stem and rock-bound coast” of Massa­
chusetts Bay upholds them in the scarce­
ly less difficult tasks of creating homes 
upon the rocky hillsides that encircle 
the harbor of St. John. May we not 
this summer in honor of those ties which 
bound together the common ancestors of 
the pioneers of St. John and the people 
of Massachusetts, hoist side by side at 
Portland Point the Union Jack and the 
Stars and Stripes, and sing together, to 
the seif-same tune, “God Save the King” 
and “My Country Tis of Thee?” .

Surely the pioneers of St. John had a 
vision of t)*e future in the summer of 
1769.
A Busy Time.

We glance in upon them to see what 
was going on. Truth to tell it was a 
pretty busy time, for it witnessed the 
following events, all of which speak of 
coming development: \

1. The building of the first ship and 
its launching.

2. The construction of the first wharf.

With his record chart before him the boy is inspired to 
improve the faculties wherein he is deficient and to make himself 
a “four-square man."

What Makes the Four-Square Man
PHYSICAL TRAINING of boys includes camp craft, health 

education, swimming, running, jumping, throwing, basket ball and 
other tèam and group games.

INTELLECTUAL TRAINING includes supplementary school 
or college work, direction of home reading, educatipnal lectures, 
practice in public speaking, sex education, craftmanship and 
woodcraft training.

SPIRITUAL TRAINING supplements and supports the work 
of churches and other religious bodies; it spreads the ideal 
of daily prayer and scripture readings 
among boys; it inspires interest in nature, 
in music, in things artistic.
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Red Triangle in Rural Life
The Y .M.C. A., in co-operation with the churches and other social 

organizations, is carrying the Red Triangle to the boys on the farm, 
the boys in the villages and small towns which lack Y.M.C.A. 
buildings and equipment. The Y.M.C.A". organizes these Church 
groups and others to carry on active work to interest, entertain, 
instruct and develop boys; trains their leaders and stimulates 
and supervises.

The Y.M.C.A., in co-operation with the churches, will hold con­
ferences and camps this year to train. 
leaders in Boys’ Work, and in Canadian 

— Standard Efficiency Training methods.
These men will go back to their own com­
munities equipped to “carry on." From 
18,000 to 20,000 delegates will attend these 
conferences throughout the Dominion.

The “ Father and Son Movement," by 
which fathers and their boys are brought 
together in sympathetic relationship is 
another branch of useful Y .M.C. A. work.

All Y.M.C.A. work is fundamentally 
ligious, and by reaching the boys the Y.M. 
C.A. reaches men. Fifty per cent, of the 
Y.M.C.A. work for boys is done in the 
churches and the proportion is growing.
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SOCIAL TRAINING gives the boy 
an idea of his duty towards others, incul­
cates ideals of clean speech, clean sport, 
clean habits, teaches good citizenship 
and helps a boy choose his life Work to best 
advantage to lpmself and to society.

The “Y” in High Schools
The Y.M.C.A. recognizes the great field 

for reaching teen-age boys found ip the 
high schools, and ip promoting the estab- ■ 
lishment of activities in that, field. In 
the High Schools committees and “Boys'
Cabinets” are organized and programmes 
put into operation to stimulate scholar­
ship, inspire purpose, encourage dean 
speech, dean sport, and dean habits, to 
direct towards their true vocation in life 
boys who are "drifting," and to devdop 
manliness and character.

The Dominion Council of the Young Wom­

There was little danger of diseased cat­
tle getting into the country, but there 
was always the chance that some return­
ing soldier, interested in cattle or farm­
ing, might have visited some infested 
spot in Europe and brought the infec­
tion with him. The British department 
of agriculture, In spite of the war ha^> 
not relaxed Its vigilance and efficiency, 
nor has it ever sought to hide the pres­
ence of diseased animals for commercial 
reasons, but there are places in Europe 
where this enlightened policy does not 
always prevail, so that while Great 
Britain immediately notified the world 
of its misfortune, she could not give 
positive assurance as to where the In­
fection that afflicted her cattle came 
from. Recent reports indicate that the 
British outbreak has been confined to a 
single locality, which means that It soon 
Will be stamped out, but the instance is 
cited as* illustrative of the virulence of 
the disease.

Four days after the disease was 
ported on a farm adjoining a repatria­
tion camp at Littlethorpe, England, to 
which the farmer was selling milk, the 
malady had spread to two adjoining 
farms, and in three more days had ap­
peared. in seventeen'places in the neigh­
borhood. The infection was carried by 
visitors, by butchers who slaughtered 
the diseased and exposed cattle, and in 
one instance by a veterinarian whose 
clients owned infected cattle. The dis­
ease is thought to have been brought to 
the neighborhood by soldiers returning 
to the patriation camps from France and 
Germany.

As soon as the disease was confirmed 
by the Board of Agriculture of Great

Senator Daniel said that the govern­
ment was disclosing facts that had long 
been known to the medical profession of 
the country and regretted. Housing, in­
fantile mortality, tuberculosis and ven­
ereal diseases provided problems that re­
quired government attention.

A bill providing for the appeal of de­
risions in criminal cases, with the con­
sent of provincial attorney-generals, was 
further discussed. When it was called 
for seedhti reading Senator Tessier said 
that several judges, to whom he had 
spoken, regarded it as an attack upon 
'heir position and authority.

Sir James Lougheed . said the bill 
passed the senate last year and there did 
not seem to be reason against it going 
to the committee stage this session, al­
though the Justice authorities 
posed to the principle of the i 

Senator Gas grain said that Quebec 
judges did not favor the'proposals in the 
bill.

Senator Girrior favored the measure 
and declared that in England review was 
provided for all criminal cases in ranch 
larger measure than this bill proposed.
