Washington, D. C., Feb. 25-Now that 

the first shock of the tragic death of Ma­
dero and Suarez has passed over, officials 
here are beginning to accept the official 
version of the affair.

—City Engineer Submits Re­
port

e unfortunate and reviewed the work of the last year. Ac­
cording to the report the cost of the 
Loch Lomond extension to date hae been 
$521,802.52. New sieves had been placed 
at the outlet of Lake Latimer at a cost 
of $232.03. He reviewed the work in 
connection with the search for leaks im 
the different mains. The leaks in the 
woodstave pipe has amounted to about 
664,000 gallons per day and 772,660 gallons 
per day are delivered to the city through 
this wooden pipe.

Mayop Frink spoke in regard to the 
work being done in the Home of the Good 
Shepherd and lie thought that under the 
provision of the Child’s Protection Act 

/ that this institution might receive help. 
The mayor pointed out that the Catholic 
people were not in need of the Child’s 
Protection Act as their children were 
eared for whenever necessary, but his 
worship thought that a solution of the 
problem would be to give a certain amount 
to the Home of . the Good Shepherd. He 
spoke of the good work that had been 
done by the home. He also referred to 
statements made by the county secretary 
in regard to the placing of children who 
had no one to care for them, and how 
much easier it was to place them in the 
Catholic home ' than in the Protestant 
home. The county secretary was quoted 
as saying that children would starve if 
they had to wait for the arrangements 
which were to allow them to enter the 
Protestant Orphans’ Home, while the Ca­
tholic institution took the children with­
out asking questions. •

Adrianople Key in Berlin
London, Feb. 25—Few people probably 

are aware that the key of the Adrianople 
fortress is in the Berlin arsenal. Accord-

cçnditions of life 
to all the factors 

which kept the -Wewi*h: people alive for 
2,000 years. In ttÿg. nineteenth century 
200,000 Jews left the eastern provinces of 
Prussia, and sdattefOT: In 1871, forty per 
cent, of all the Prussian Jews lived in 
Posen province; now only seven per cent, 
live there.

Poskn, once the. citadel of German Jew­
ish life, has lost its magic. The Jews dis­
appeared from it mainly because .of the 
boycott. The Poles boycotted the Jews. 
The local German boycotted them, too. 
This was a mistake because the Germans 
are at war with the Poles; and the Jews, 
who behaved as good Germans, would have 
been useful allies in the struggle. Both 
races started co-operative stores, supply 
organizations, and other machinery for cut­
ting. out the Jewish trader ahd middleman. 
But the Poles alone profitted. They and 
not the Germans stepped into the shoes 
of the Jews; and the Germans gre now 
finding out that the disappearance of the 
Jews is a misfortune for them*in their 
struggle with the Slavs.

Sweden there are more mixed marriages 
than doubly Jewish marriages. In Aus­
tria, Hungary, Italy, France, Holland and 
Boumania the number of marriages be­
tween Jews and Christians increases. One 
frequent cause is that a poor Jewish girl 
can seldom get a Jewish husband, whereas 
a Christian husband may take her without 
a dowry. These mixed marriages in nearly 
all cases mean a loss to the Jewish race. 
The children are invariably Christian.

Still other factors, associated with town 
life, are working to eradicate the Jews. 
One is insanity. The German Jews have 
three and one-half times more insane than 
they should have on a mere basis of popu­
lation. Between 1878 and 1900, the Jewish 
insane increased £86 per cent.; whereas 
the Jewish population, including the thou­
sands of immigrants, (increased by only 
0.28 per cent. The proportion of physical­
ly fit is only two-thirds that of the Christ­
ian population. Suioidee are 20 per cent, 
more frequent than among Protestants; 
and 200 per cent, more frequent than 
among Catholics.

Nearly all these factors may be traced 
to the fact that the Jews,(to a much great­
er extent than Christians, are exposed to 
the evils of big-town life. As the Jews 
are crowding more and more into big 
towns, it is argued, they must disappear 
altogether; they will 
the refreshing immigration from outside, 
which at present keeps both Jewish and 
Christian town population alive and flour­
ishing.

The disappearance of the Jtws is not 
such as unheard-of proposition as some 
think. The Jews of China who were once 
numerous disappeared by merging with the 
Chinese ; the Jews of Castile dwindled in 
the fourteenth and fifteenth century from 
850,000 to 150,000; and the large number 
of Spanish and Portuguese Jews who once 
inhabited England have been entirely swal­
lowed up in the Christian population.

Half as result of their falling birth-rate, 
half as result of increasing inter-marriage 
with Christians, the Jews of Europe, says 
Theilhaber, are bound to disappear, and 
the same is true of the Jews of America. 
What oppression and persecution failed t« 
effect in 2,000 years will be accomplished 
in a much shorter time by inexorable econ­
omic forces.

This crowding into big towns is said to 
be proving fatal to the Jews ; because it 
is the rule in Germany that the average 
family in big towns is much smaller than 
in small towns or in the country. This in 
turn 'is due to a weakening by town life 
of the religious and domestic principles 
which have hitherto differentiated Jews 
from Christians. The Jewish birth-rate 
is falling with terrific speed. Thirty years 
ago it was thirty-two a thousand; now it 
is only seventeen. The Christian birth­
rate meantime lias fallen only from forty 
to thirty. The theory that the French 
have the smallest families in Europe is no 
longer true. They are excelled here by 
the. Jews. The average Jewish husband 
and wife have two and one-half children; 
in Bavaria only two children. The birth­
rate of the • native German Jews is still 
lower; the average family is as high as 
two and one-half, only because the immi­
grant Jews for the first generation or so 
continue to have many children.

Jews are also marrying less then Christ­
ians. Their marriage rate is twelve per 
cent, lower than that of Christians; and it 
is rapidly falling. The lower infant mor­
tality of Jews as compared with Christians 
is a favorable factor. But it is not suffi­
cient to ' compensate for the dwindling 
birth-rate. The Jews are also profitting

122% 122 139 “Perishing or the German Jews" is the 
title of. a new book by Theilhaber. He 
begins by combatting the belief that the 
Jews are everywhere an obstinately per­
sisting race, “an immutable piece of world 
history,” as Heinrich Heine called them. 
He says the contrary is true, that in many 
countries the Jews would have vanished 
if they had not been reinforced by immi­
gration, and that will he the case in Ger­
many whenever the immigration of Jews 
ceases.

The German Jews have increased by 
only 100,000 since the foundation of the 
empire. That means that the proportion 
of Jews to Christians has steadily sunk. 
In 1871 there were 125 Jews to 10,000 
Christians; in 1905 there were only 100; 
probably, now there are only ninety. In 
twelve German states the actual number 
of Jews, despite immigration, decreased; 
and in three it was stationary. Bavaria 
has only sixty per cent, of the Jews she 
had in 1840. The town of Hamburg has 
only half the Jews it had in 1871.

The disappearance of Germany’s native 
Jews has been accompanied by two phe­
nomena. First, the originally thick, closed 
up communities of Jews have almost en­
tirely abandoned eastern Germany, where 
they were formerly concentrated, 
ondly, the Germans have rushed into the

Growing and Ensiling Com

The lack of confidence in the value and 
use of com ensilage is gradually being 
overcome. According to J. H. Grisdale, 
director of - experimental farms, who has 
tested the matter in many parts of the 
dominion, corn for forage or ensilage can 
be grown to advantage in almost all parts 
of Canada occupied by stock farmers. Fail- 

1 ure to secure satisfactory results often has 
been due to wrong cultural .methods prac­
ticed, or unsuitable varieties grown, rather 
than to adverse climatic conditions.

In order to secure for the benefit of 
stock growers generally reliable informa­
tion on the subject of com ensilage, Mr. 
Grisdale was summoned by the select 
standing committee of the House of Com­
mons on agriculture and colonization, to 
give evidence based on his experiments 
and observation. This evidence was print­
ed in a pamphlet of sixteen pages and sent 
out in large numbers but there are still 
available for distribution some copies in 
the hands of the publications branch of the 
department of agriculture in Ottawa.

Corn will do well in almost any kind of 
soil provided with good drainage and well 
prepared. Barn-yard manure, which may be 
applied during thé'winter or spring, is the 
best fertilizing material to use. From the 
middle to the end of! May, "according to the 
weather and soil conditions, is said to be 
the proper time to plant the seed, which 
may be put in hills or rows. After describ­
ing tile necessary cultural operations, vari­
eties suitable for various provinces and dis­
tricts are named. For the more northerly 
latitudes Longfellow, Compton’s Early, An­
gel of Midnight, North Dakota Flint and 
Hanford are recommended. Harvesting and 
ensiloing are fully described and feeding is 
dealt with also. For feeding young stock 
some bran and clover bay should be added 
to the silage. Rations arc given for all 
classes of cattle.

In discussing silos a table is embodied 
which shows the capacities of those of dif­
ferent dimensions. A hundred ton circular 
silo is shown to he twenty-seven feet deep 
and sixteen feet inside diameter. Silos 
of different materials are dealt with and 
their construction described. Sement silos 
properly constructed are referred to as 
being probably more durable and satis­
factory than those built of wcod.
