Dawes Report Safe

There were numerous conflicts be-
tween extreme Nationalists and Com-
munists in different parts of the coun-
try, two Communists and one Nation-
alist being killed in street fighting in
Berlin, but the elections on the whole
passed off In comparative quiet.

The heavy gains scored by the
Nutionalists, added to a strong Folkist
vote, gave rise for a time to some ap-
prehension in government circles, but
on the strength of returns up to noon
today it seemed the new Reichstag
would be sufficiently balanced to pre-
vent sabotage of the Dawes report.

London, May B—(British United
Press)—A further step towards the
solution of the long delayed reparations
problem is believed to have been
reached during the week-end, with a
visit by Premier Theunis and M. Hy-
amns to Chequers to confer with the
British Prime Minister. !

While these conversations were en-

New York, May 5.—To the list of
plain men made remarkable by caprice
of the sea has been added the name of
Clarence L. Staden, erstwhile able-
seaman on ‘the tanker Frederick W.
Weller, which arrived yesterday from
Panama.

Staden, adrift in the wide circle of
the Gulf of Panama, alone except for
sharks, fought the man-eaters hour in,
hour out, with the long blade of a
sailor’s jack until the steamer Dorset
{:icked him up. He had engaged in this

izarre Wwarfare with the blood-hungry
fish for twenty-three hours, had eaten
no food, had had no sleep, and, despite
all emerged unscathed. .

A note pinned to a forecastle post
reading: “Goodbye, Tanker Weller,”
was the first inkling Captain Samuel
Purdy, of the Weller, had that Staden
was missing. From the shelf above his
bunk his life belt was gone as well as
the knife the seaman had taken pride
in tempering. '

Staden, shipmates and. officers said,
was inclined to be melancholy, and
they offer this as an explanation for
his jumping overboard. The assiimp-
tion was. they said, that once adrift
fear of the sharks dethroned any other
thought and he desperately slashed and
stabbed at the encircling fins.

DAYS FROM LONDON

{ | Great British Airship Plan is

Recommended to The
British Cabinet.

(British United Press.)

London, May 5—The cabinet com-
mittee which has been sitting under
the chairmanship of Hon. JqH. Thomas,
colonial secretary, has concluded its in-
vestigations and has made certain
recommendations relative to the future
of the airship problem in Britain
which have been sent on to the whole
cabinet. If the latter accepts, work
will be begun immediately on the first
super-airship which will bring the
very remotest parts of the British
Empire within seven days of London.

This new airship will carry about
200 passengers and eleven tons of mail
and will have a speed of at least 80
miles an hour. It is expected that the
first service will be to India and Aus-
tralia, later linking up Canada, New
Zealand, China and South Africa with
this Initial route.

The new scheme is announced as 2
compromise between a purely state-
controlled service and the plan of pri-
vate ownership put forward by Com-
mander Burney. His scheme would in
all likelihood have been accepted but
for the heavy expense it involved, which
would hsve made it impracticable as
an independent enterprise.

Commission Government,

there would not likely be any com-
plaint, but he believed that early in
its existence, some of the members
thought they were Czars of their de-
partments and in some way that idea
had grown.

Police.

I considered that the bet-
ter plan in the public interest was to
submit this matter to a commission
for adjustment and abide by its decis-
ion, which was done, and the men’s
rights to form a union was conceded.

As the department was also without
a chief, J. J. Smith, who for over
thirty-five years had been a tried ser-
vant of the corporation in the capacity
of patrolman and sergeant on the force,
was appointed chief of police, thus
rgcbgnizing true merit and faithful ser-
vice.

It gives me wvery great -pleasure to
testify to the very reliable manner in
which Mr. Smith kas discharged his
duties. 4

While a great deal of faultfinding in
connection with the administration of
= : the police force is always to be.ex-
. pected, I feel that the city has reason
to congratulate itself in the possession
of a very superior police body, and one
that will compare very favorably in
efficiency with:those in-cities open for
comparison with our own. It is a very
great help 1o a police force in its ef-
forts for the protection of the lives and
property committed to its care to have
the practical co-operation of those
whose welfare it has at heart, and to
that end it is very desirable in the com-
mon interest that every good citizen
will .lend the police every assistance
then can in the furtherance of their
duty.

I will now briefly touch upon the
improvements made to the City Mar-
ket while tUnder my care, with an
opinion as to its present condition.

I had hoped to complete the new
building laws, but as my plans in this
direction have been interfered with my
successor will no doubt give this the
needed attention.

Re Hydro

I cannot close my remarks without
some allusion to that very important
matter—hydro. On tR> question I did
not always see eye to e» with my
colleagues, and/ used my utmost efforts
to prevent.what I thought was a use-
less duplication of the existing system.
In thgs it is needless to say that I was
unsuccessful, but I still feel that my
attitude was the proper one and that
some arrangements should have been
made with the New Brunswick Power
Company, while at the same time pro-

tecting the rights of the citizens.
And now, in laying aside office and
epBering, once more into private life,
may I add that, while during my term
I Yave been the subject of much criti-
cism, some of it in my opinion very
unjust, still I feel that the general pub-
lic has been very considerate and
reasonable, and as I say farewell in an
official way, I do so with the kindliest
feelings towards those I have repre-
sented, and for the future will always
endeavor to do my duty as a good
citizen towards my adopted city.

LOOK!NG TO OUR RESOURCES.

That'a very great percentage of the
newsprint paper used in the United
States is made in Canada, an Increas-
ing percentage, already amounting to
nearly four-fifths of our output, is the
subject of somewhat gloomy reflection
by a writer in the North American
Review. Canada in the very near futiire
will produce more paper than the
United States, and that country will
be increasingly dependent upon us for
its supply.

And now Industrialized New Eng-
land discovers that it requires an im-
mense amount of energy from Cana-
dian water powers—if Quebec, chiefly,
will consent to its export—In order to
tnsure the continuance and expansion
of industries in the Eastern States.

Maine refuses to allow its electric
power to go out of the state, but even
\f that were not the case, Maine has
not a sufficient supply Jor itself and
Massachusetts as well. Is Canada
ready to supply the deficiency, or will
t prefer to retain the tremendous
wanufacturing advantage resultinz

from its water powers instead of
sharing that advantage with a neigh-
bor which so persistently maintains
hostile tariffs against our products?
This whole question is raised by a
report just issued by the Power In-
vestigating Committee of the Asso-
ciated Industries of Massachusetts.
Today Massachusetts is using 935,000
horse-power produced from coal and
only 177,000 horse-power from ' its
streams. Of the undeveloped water
power in New England sixty per cent.
is in Maine, which prohiblfs exporta-
tion. The committee therefore suggests
that the way out is to negotiate with
Canada, looking to the St. Lawrence
development and to other sources, main-
ly in Quebec. Of some 15,000,000 horse-
power which could be prodiiced on the
St. Lawrence and on other rivers,
about 10,000,000 would be generated
within 500 miles of Boston. There are
three power sites on the St. Lawrence
within 800 miles of Central Massa-
chusetts, and these are capable of pro-
ducing about 5,000,000, horsepower.
The report deals also with the re-
sources of the. Ottawa, St. Maurice,

Saguenay and St. Francis rivers, point-

ing out that 2,500,000 horse-power of
their total estimated product would be
within 450 miles of the centre of the
power demand of Massachusetts and
600,000 of it within 800 miles.

The authors of the report say the
need would justify the cost of develop-
ment and _transmission, and assert
that it would be to the mutual ad-
varitage of New England and Quebec
to develop for their joint use some of

the powers on the Ottawa, the St.

Maurice and the Saguenay, pending the
completion of the St. Lawrence canal
plan. It is recognized in the report that
no such scheme is feasible unless the
Canadian government and that of Que-

‘bec would consent to the exportation

of ‘such power and guarantee to con-
tinue its delivery for many years.’
The effect of the report is to disclose
to what extent the future of New Eng-
land- as a manufacturing centre de-

-pends upon the willingness of Canada

and of Quebec to do what Maine has

hitherto refused to do—sell its power

outside its own boundary—and Maine
is in the family. If the St. Lawrence
is developed New York will get most
of the American share of the power
derived from it, and will se it.
Quebec, looking at the power it has,
and which New England needs, may
ask itself how much there is that New
England manufactures, and needs .that
power to manufacture, which could not
be made in Quebec if the power were
set to work at home, New England

has borrowed freely from Quebec’s |-

population to man its mills. If Quebec
be to stop that drain and even to re-
cover some of the exiles. And in all
this discussion of power and its in-
fluence upon industry -and population
there is a lesson for New Brunswick.
When it has set Grand Falls to work
it will begin to make the enlarged use
of its natural resources that will mean
industrial expansion. A successful pro-
vincial power policy will lend a new
meaning to the old saying that New
Brunswick is favorably situated to
manufacture for export.

“In this little incident there shines
an unusual galaxy of golden deeds. The
tourists were under no obligation to
report the dangerous road to anyone,
but they did. They had public spirit.
They were under no obligation to tell

the Mayor of the employe’s loyal serv-,

ice, but they did. They were apprecia-
tive and kindly. The watchman, for
his part, was under no obligation to
fill the hole, but he did. He was con-
scientious. He was under no obligation
to refuse a reward, but he did so. He

was independent.

“Both the tourists and the watchman
took the trouble to do things which
they might have left undone withoit
anyone being the wiser. ‘People who
go out of their way to find fault are
common enaugh, but these went out of
their way to be helpful. Their action
will raise both tourists, as a class, and
civic employes, as a class, in public
estimation.”

Famous Englishwoman Has
Had Unique Adventures
: in Africa.

Quebec, MaLy 5.—Rosita Forbes, dis-
tinguished British woman explorer, the
only white woman whd ever visited
Raisuli, the famous bandit, and also
the only European woman who ever
crossed the Libyan desert, sailed on
the Carmania for England. Miss Forbes
arrived in Quebec, after having lec-
tured in a number of American cities
and in Toronto on her travels in the

Libyan desert and on her visit to
Raisuli, and is now returning to Eng-
land to lecture on Arabian art and
literature before the Royal Society.

Miss Forbes is a woman of charm-
ing personality, and in the Chateau
Frontenac she graciously consented to
grant an interview.

The name of Miss Forbes has be-
come a synonym for feminine cour-
age by reason of the fact that she
has traveled unaccompanied through
countries little known to the white
man, and certainly unknown to women
of the Caucasian race; and was cour-
ageous enough to seek out the bandit
Raisuli and get from him the story of
his life.

Strangely enough, Miss Forbes is
not attracted to the unknown wastes
of Arabia simply to seek adventure;
her motives are much higher than that.
It is her ambition to see a United
States of Arabia under the protection
of the British flag, and to this end she
has lived among the Arabians in the
desert, talked their language,.adopted
their customs and costume, and in all
lived a life the exact antithesis of that
usually loved by a cultured English
woman.

Miss Forbes, as she explained to the
interviewer, was first attracted to the
idea of Arabian unity when she went
to India with her husband. From early
life she had been able to speak Arabic
and after having perfected herself in
this language she started a serious
study of the problems presented.

To do this it was necessary for
her to become an Arab in deed if not

in fact, and with her ability to speak
the language this presented little dif-
ficulty. The action of the sun quickly
burned her skin the required color, and,
knowing the customs and habits of the
natives, she had little difficulty in
passing for one of them.

As she expressed it, she was obliged
to eat with her fingers in the same
manner -as other Arabs, and, harder
still to an English woman, had to lower
her eyes on the approach of a man.

Miss Forbes’ first famous trip was
in 1920-21, when she crossed the
Libyan desert to the sacred city of the
Senussi. It is worthy of not that she
was the first Christian to enter _the
sacred city, and she did this disguised
as an Arab woman. For this achieve-
ment she was awarded the gold m?dal
of the Belgian Geographical Society
and a similar medal from the French
Geographical Society. Incidentally she
was the only woman, with the excep-
tion of Madame Curie, ever invited to
lecture at the Sorbonne.

Her next expedition was to the un-
known province of Asir, and to reach
there she was obliged to embark on |
the Soudan coast in an open 20-foot |
dhow. With eight Arabs as compan-
jons, she sailed for 14 days, during.
which the food supply gave out and
the party was attacked by a slaver.
As Miss Forbes expressed it, “our fir-
ing was a little better than theirs, and
we managed to get away.” There was
no shelter on board the dhow, and
when the little craft grounded on a
reef Miss Forbes and the remainder of
the party almost gave up hope, but
managed to get out of their difficulties
and accompilsh their purpose.

Her third trip was the famous visit
to Raisuli the bandit, and in her Dook,
“The Sultan of the Mountains,” Miss
Forbes tells the story of Raisuli’s life,
the picturesque and little known life
of his people in Morocco, and the ex-
periences of a white woman among the
Arabs.

The purpose of Miss Forbes’ tour of
the United States and Canada was to
raise funds for an expedition to Cen-
tral Arabia. The trip will probably
take place shortly, as over half the
required amount has been raised by
American scientific societies.

Some indication of the popularity of
Miss Forbes may be gathered by the
fact that on her return from the Lib-
yan desert she was invited to spend an
hour with the King and Queen and to
tell them something of her trip. She
has lectured in Norway, Sweden, Bel-
gium' and France on Arabian politics
and also recounted her journey to Asir
to the King and Queen of Norway.

During the course of the conversa-
tion this morning Miss Forbes’ thoughts

PARADE OF
WEALTH AND
ARROGANCE

Rich Germans With Valets
and Maids Swarm
Over Italy.

PAY ANY OLD PRICE

Ttreat Everybody and Every-
thing With Contempt—
Hotels Crowded.

Quebec, Que., May 5. — F. o s b
O'Hara of Ottawa, Deputy Minister of
Trade and Commerce, and Mrs.
O’Hara and daughter were passefigers
on the C. P. S. S. Empress of Scotland,
which docked here at 5 o'clock this
morning. Mr. O’Hara has been on a
three-month holiday, during which
period he visited the principal cities of
Italy and Switzerland, and spent a
couple of weeks in Paris and a month
in London.

As a result of his first trip to Italy,
the Deputy Minister said he was greatly
impressed, and on noticing how Italy
and Switzerland are literally swarm-
ing with Germans, who apparently are
very prosperous, he also changed his
views on the French occupation of the
Ruhr. The hotels are crammed with
them, and they are to be seen feasting
themselves at the restaurants, travel-
ing about well dressed, with valets and
maids, and spending money lavishly.

“They appear to have plenty of

money,” he added, “as even the high |-

prices seem to be a subject of humor
with them, and they are prone to treat
everybody and everything with con-
tempt. Every picture gallery and
church.is noisy with the German-.gut-
turals. It is estimated that there. are
perhaps 70,000 Germans traveling in
Italy alone.” ;

Mr. O'Hara said that every resident
in Paris he met, whether English,
French or Canadian, were loud. in theit
belief that there should be no further
sentiment in the matter, and that the
French policy is correct. Germany has
swindled the whole world with its
marks, and the sooner they are brought
to understand that they lost the war
the better, he concluded.

In an interview aboard the special
saloon passenger train for Montreal,
Senator McLennan said he was return-
ing from a two-month tour of Italy
and France, and that he was surprised
to see the large number of Germans in
that country. As far as he could judge,
they were not going into business there,
but all the hotels were crowded with
them and they spent their money
freely.

SHIPPING BOOM
IN'U. 5. BEGINS

Plummer Says Prospects are
More Encouraging Than
Since War Days.

s

White Sulphur Springs, W. Va., May
5—“The Shipping Board has more en-
couraging prospects than have appear-
ed at any, other time since the feverish
period immediately following the arm-
istice,” declared E. C. Plummer, vice-
chairman of the Shipping Board, in a
speech before the marine securities
committee of the Investment Bankers’
Association of America.

That shipping has turned the corner,
Mr. Plummer pointed out, is demon-
strated by the following, among other
reports coming in as reviews of what
the first quarter of 1924 has brought
to the shipping world:

Canadians Ask Tonnage.

“Lloyd’s List of April I0 says,
‘Owing to the attractive rates being
paid from South America, Canadlan

grain shippers are at present appealing |

almost in vain for tonnage to carry
their produce;’ this is being clearly de-
monstrated by the rates recently ob-
tained from Montreal to Antwerp and
the Mediterranean,” said Mr. Plummer.
“The demand from the Plate (Argen-
tine) should also assist to a moderate
extent the position of owners in the
Fast, for vessels are now almost cer-
tain to make their way westward from
the Mediterranean rather than east-
ward through the Suez Canal.

“Altogether the general freight out-
look is promising, especially when It is
remembered that the principal Euro-
pean currencies cannot fail to lead to
an increased demand for the purpose
of replenishing stocks, which had been
allowed to fall to an abnormally low
level, owing to the inability of Im-
porters to take supplies while the sev-
eral currencies stood at euch Iow
levels.”

Monteeal Trade Abandoned,

“Last year,” Mr. Plummer sald, “I
recommended, and the Shipping Board
authorized, the use of American ships4
in the trade between Montreal and
Europe because so large a part of the
grain produced in this country finds its
way down the Greéat Lakes and St.
Lawrence River through the port of
Montreal to the sea. This year, how-
ever, on account of the great reduction
made in appropriations for thé use ot
the Shipping Board, it has been neces-
sary to eliminate Shipping Board ves-
sels from the Montreal trade.

“0Of course, regardless of reductions
in appropriations, the Shipping Board
will not permit the grain producers of
this country to suffer from excessive
ocean freight charges. If there shall
be evidence of an attempt to make the
ocean charges burdensome Shipping
Board vessels will return to that Mont-
real trade, and the fact that such Is
the disposition of the Shipping Board
undoubtedly will check attempts. of
foreign shipping men to take advantage
of this shipping situation.

Farmers Save by Change.

Jman this

ping Board vessels are operating, is 17
cents per quarter less than the rate
charged on grain out of Montreal shows
the effect of competition by American
ships, a direct saving to the American
farmer. Therefore it is not from any
fear that the Shipping Board may find
it necessary to re-enter this gmjn
trade out of the St. Lawrence that'l
draw attention to the present situation.
I prefer competition through an Am-
erican port.

“I cite it merely as one more proof,
and one that is now glaringly before
the eyes of the public, that the with-
drawal of American merchant ships
from the foreign commerce of this
country will mean an increase in tfans-
portation charges which will cost our
people, producers and consumers, much
more than any losses the continued
operation of these ships by the board
can bring. What the foreigners are
doing in the. grain trades, from which
we have in a measure withdrawn, they
will do in the case of our other ex-
ports and imports, as in the old days,
if we give them a chance. -

Viscount Leverhulme Says
More Science and Less
Politics Needed.

Calcutta, May 5.—More science and
less politics, this is the remedy pre-
scribed for Indian unrest by Viscount
Leverhulme who arrived here from
England. He was optimistic regard-
ing India’s future, but condemned the
policy of tariff protection as economic-
al unsound.

“] don’t think the people of India are
suited to working in factories,” Lord
Leverhulme said. “They seem to be
built for the open air. Industry in con-
centrated form is more suited to a tem-
perate climate.

“One thing India does want badly is
the application of science, engineering
and business principles. More science
and less politics, I should say, are the
great needs of India. If she applied
scientific principles to her agriculture,
the increased yield would bring her
wealth and prosperity. It would lap
up her unemployed and bring her the
contentment which she seeks politic-

ally. |

“But if the Government of India puts
on protection, up will go the cost of
living. A low cost of living lies at the
root of a people’s well-being. If living
is made dearer, a vicious circle will be
created.

«T believe with President Coolidge
that the business of a manufacturer is
not altogether to produce goods, but
that it is also to produce men. I do not
claim for co-partnership that it will de-
crease strikes and create contentment.

Most outfielders have - much more
difficulty in going out after a ball than
coming in on it.

That is, it is easier for them to catch

fly balls in which the ball is constancy

in advaance of them, such balls being
easier to judge.

That being the case, every outfielder
should attempt to perfect his play in
going back after a ball. Coming in
on the ball is a natural habit, going
back after the ball an acquired art.

If a player is equally proficient it
enables him to play a much shorter
field. There is a distinct advantage
in such a style of play, since far more
balls drop safe in front of the average
fielder than are hit over his head.

I am strongly in favor of an out-
fielder playing a short field. This is
impossible if he is weak on balls hit
over his head.

For that reason alone, I say every
outfielder should constantly seek to per-
fect his play on fly balls on which he
is forced to go back to make a play.

OUTDOOR BOXING

Ten Prospective Bouts That
Rival Promoters atre
Arranging For,

(By HENRY L. FARRELL)
New York, May 5—(United Press)—

Promoters in arranging feature boxing
matches for the outdoor season have the
material for more good contests than
can possibly be staged at a profit. Their
problem is to select the “most natural”
cards from the list, with the idea of
quality more than quantity in mind.
Some good lessons were learned from

the experience of several promoters
who figured that the public was inter-
ested enough and fortified so well fin-
ancially that it would support any
number of matches that could be ar-
ranged last summer.

Tom O’Rourke, in promoting a series
of matches at the Polo Grounds that
should have been attractive cards, lost
more than £100,000, and backers got
their money back only by bringing in
Tex Rickard to handle the Dempsey-
Firpo fight.

O’Rourke overestimated the willing-
ness of the public to support big box-
ing, and he failed to consider that box-
ing depends more for its support upon
the little two dollar and five dollar fel-
lows than upon the comparative few
who are fixed so that they, can toss
away any number of $50 checks for
their amusement,

Promoters must make the purses they
offer star boxers proportinate to the
top gate of the arena in which the
bouts are held and they cannot con-
vince the manager of any headline:
that his boy will not pack any lot with
a good opponent and a good card tc
back him up.

Having been shown that only an un-
usual contest will draw well enough
to fill one of the larger arenas, such
as the New York ball parks and the
Jersey City stadium, promoters will not
gamble on cards this year, but will
select the cards they know will pay
the purses guaranteed and leave enough
in the box office to satisfy them fo1
their time and for the risks they take,

promoters will try to arrange for the
coming season on the following list:

BROUGHT 10 GREF

Son of Prosperous Parentsj
Shoots Taxi Man to
Rob Him.

Parls, May B8.—A Paris taxi-cab
driver named Delapierre had a narrow
escape from being murdered on a
lonely road near Versailles by a boy
who, accompanied by a girl friend,
chartered his cab with the object of
stealing it as soon as they found them-
selves in a sufficiently lonely place.

Delapierre was hailed in the Rue de
Rivoli at -one a.m. by Lucien Chev-
rier, aged 17, who said he wished to
be driven to Versailles. Chevrier was
accompanied by a 19-year-old girl
friend, Yvette Taitre.. The car had
just passed through a wood near Ver-
sailles when Chevrier signalled the
driver to stop, and, saying that his
companion was ill, asked for a glass of
water. As this could not be obtained |
in such a place, the driver re-started,
but had only gone a little way when
the window behind him was lowered
and Chevrier, leaning forward, fired
two revolver shots into the back of

~his neck.

The driver staggered from his seat
and collapsed into the roadside ditch,
where Chevrier, still holding the re-
volver, followed him. The chauffeur
pleaded with the boy not to kill him,
but to be content with robbery, if that
was his motive, whereupon the young
bandit ordered him to make off before
he was shot again.

When the police were called to the
scene they found the cab abandoned,
but a slip of paper dropped within a
few yards of it put them on the ban-
dit’s track. It was a fragment of an
old envelope bearing the names and
addresses of the boy and -his com-
panion, which the girl had accidentally
dropped from her purse.

The girl, who was found at her lodg-
ing in Paris, told the police that Chev-
rier fell short of money, and during
their ride to Versailles he suddenly in-
formed her that he had not a sou and
intended to rob the chauffeur. On
hearing this, she fainted, and did not
recover until after, having been un-
able to re-start the cab, Chevrier told
her they would have to walk back to
Paris.

Chevrier was arrested a few hours
later. The young bandit, who is the
son of prosperous parents, left his home
after stealing from ‘his mother 3,000
francs, which he soon squandered in
the company of Paitre, who was a |

Observer Works in a Steel
Chair Hanging Thirty
" Feet in Air.

London, May 5— One of the world’s
wonder telescopes, which took seven
years to make, and stands higher than
six men, is now being tested and as-
sembled at the works of Sir Howard}
Grubb and Son, where the final de-|
tails are being added before its ship-
ment in three months’ time to the
Simeis Observatory in Russia.

The telescope is worth $75,000. It
contains a mirror 40 inches wide, 8 1-2
inches thick, and weighing nearly 1,000
pounds, which took more than a year
of continual grinding and polishing to
make. This piece of glass alone cost
the Russion Government $5,000.

The principal eyepiece is not at the
lower end of the barrel near the ground,
but juts out at the mouth of the tele-
scope. The observer is hauled up from
the floor some thirty feet below in a
steel chair, and, dangling like a spider
from a gigantic pencil, follows the stars
in their courses. The movements of
the instrument are controlled by a
clock, set so that the star under ob-
servation will be kept in sight as it
moves across the heavens. Thus, as
the astronomer hangs in mid-air, he is
carried in an arc inside the dome,
which also moves round as the tele-
scope is operated.

Many astronomical telescopes are

made for vision alone, but this one is
constructed so that photographs may
be taken of the stars it mirrors while
the astronomer is observing them
through the eyepiece on the end.

| The annual convention of the New
: Brunswick Tourist and Resources As-
sociation will be held in St. John on
June 4 in the Board of Trade rooms,
it was announced this morning by C.
B. Allen, secretary-treasurer. The
convention held last year to Boston on
the steamer Governor Dingley was a
notable success, and it was hoped that
arrangements might be made this year
to hold the 1924 annual on a St. John
river steamer. Due to the holding of
the Capadian Good Roads Association
convention at St. Andrews in the mid-
dle of Jume, it was decided to hold the
Tourists’ Association annual early in
the month. Mr. Allen said the con-
vention would be called to order at 8
o’clock in the afternoon. There prob-
ably would be an evening session, he
added. C. C. Avard, of Sackville, the
president of the association, is due in
the city on Tuesday night to confer
with Mr. Allen regarding plans for the
convention.

Speaking of the annual convention
last year, Mr. Allan says the advertis-
ing boost given the province through
that meeting was beginning to bear
fruit. “I have been receiving numer-
ous enquiries from all parts of the
New FEngland States,” he says, “and

Workmen Tear Old Build-
ings From the Paradise
Row Corner.

The work of demolishing the old
buildings at the corner of Paradise
Row and Mill street to make way for
the widening of the street is going on
quickly under the superintendency
of a C. N. R, foreman.

QUITE A NUMBER
GO TO THE WOODS

Permit System is Safeguard
Against Fires in the
Forests.

Quite a large number of permits for
travel in the woods have been issued
to date at the office of C. B. Allen, sec-
retary-treasurer of the N. B. Tourist
and Resources Association, and from
now on, with the arrival of warmer
weather, applications are expected to
be rather heavy. While a fee of 25
cents can be collected for the issuance
of these permits, no charge is made at
the Tourist Association headquarters.

Mr. Allen says the regulations gov-
erning the permits are practically the
same as last year. The only exception
is that permits will be issued for one
trip only, covering week-ends and not
lasting more than 10 days. In order
to avoid serious inconvenience to those
who have to travel constantly in the
woods, a season card will be issued
from the Crown Lands office at Fred-
ericton on recommendation of an ap-
plication for same by those now au-
thorized to issue permits. This.will be
issued the applicant, upon recelpt of
which he undertakes to do all he can
to prevent forest fires. This regulation
went into effect on May 1. Mr. Allen
has recommended a few so far.

These permits, Mr. Allen explained,
serve as a record for Crown Land de-
partment officials of those who have
been on the land. If a person is caught
by a warden without one of these per-
mits a penalty is inflicted. In securing
one of these permits, the applicant
undertakes to abide by rules laid down
by the department for the protection
of the forests. “The moral effect,” Mr.
Allen says, “of compelling people to
take out these permits is incalculable.
When they take out these permits, they
know officials have a record of them
and that makes them doubly careful
respecting fires.”
