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CONSTITUTION

OF THE

Missionary Society of the Methodist Church of Canada,

ADOPTED BY THE GENERAL CONFERENCE, 1878,

IL—NaAME.

THis Society shall be known as ‘* The
Missionary Society of the Methodist
Church of Canada.”

[1.—OBsECT.

The object of the Society is the
support and enlargement of the Indian,
French, Domestic, Foreign, and other
Missions, which are carried on under
the direction of the Conferences of the
Methodist Church of Canada.

[II.—MEMBERS.

Every person paying annually the
sum of four dollars and upwards, and
every person collecting annually ten
dollars and upwards, for this Society,
shall be deemed a member, and entitled
to a copy of the Annual Conference
Report. = And every person paying
annually twenty-five dollars, or col-
lacting for the Society thirty dollars or
upwards, shall also be entitled toa copy
0} the General Report.

[V.—AUXILIARY AND BRANCH
SOCIETIES.

The Methodist Missionary Societies
within the bounds of any Annual Con-
ference shall collectively be entitled
‘““The Auxiliary Miscionary Society
for that Conference ; and severally shall
be entitled *‘ Branch Societies” of such
Auxiliary. Missionary Societies formed
in our Sunday-schools shall be entitled
‘““Juvenile Branches " of the Conference
Auxiliary.

V. —TREASURERS.

1. Each Annual Conference may ap-
point a Treasurer, through whom all
remittances to or from the head office
shall be sent. In case any Annual Con-
ference does not make such an appoint-
ment, then all remittances to and
from the head office shall be made

through the Chairmen of Districts in
such Conference.

2. The Superintendent of a Circuit
or Mission sllmll be Treasurer of the
Branch Society on his Circuit or
Mission.

- VL.—REMITTANCES,

The money raised on any Circuit or
Mission shall be transmitted as soon as
collected to the Chairman of the Dis.
trict, deducting only what has been dis-
bursed for incidental and local expenses;
and the Chairman shall, in turn, remit
promptly to the General Treasurer.
through the Conference Treasurer, (or
directly if there be no Conference
Treasurer,) all moneys received, deduct-
ing only necessary incidental expenses.
All moneys from the General Treasurer
to a District shall also pass through the
Chairman’s hands.

VIL—Circurr Lists.

The Superintendent of each Circuit
or Mission shall prepare annually, not
later than the first day of the Annual
District Meeting, a list of all subscri-
bers, of two dollars and upwards, also
the aggregate of all collections and sums
under two dollars; such lists to be sent
without delay to the Conference Trea-
surer or Chairman, who shall forward
them to the Mission Rooms for insertion
in the Annual Report, together with a
statement of the gross receipts, local dis-
bursements, and remittances.

VIII,.—GENERAL BoARD.

L. There shall be a General Missionary
Board for the management of the Mis-
sionary Fund, which shall meet annually
at such time and place as it may ap-
point.

2. This Board shall be composed of
the President of the General Confere..ce,
the Officers of the Missionary Society,
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one Minister to be chosen annually by
each Annual Conference, one Layman
to be chosen annually by the laymen of
each Conference Missionary Committee,
and twelve other persons—one-half of
whom shall he laymen—to be appointed
by the General Conference, and to con-
tinue in office for four years,

3. The duties of this Board shall be to
review the Missionary work, and appor-
tion the funds committed to it, to the
respective Conferences according to the
necessities of the various departments
of the work, Also to make the neces-
sary appropriations to the various Mis.
sionary Districts,

4. Whenan appropriation is made by
the General Board to any particular deM
partment of the work, the Annual Con
ference Committee shall not be at liberty
to divert any part of the grant to any
other department,

5. Vacancies occurring among Con-
lerence representatives may be filled by
the Executive Committee of the Con-
ference affected ; the vacancies occuring
among those appoinuted by the General
Conference may be filled by the Com-
mittee of Consultation and Finance,

6. In the event of the death or dis-
ability of any of the Officers of the
Society, the Committee of (‘onsultation
and Finance shall appoint a suitable
person to fill the vacancy till the next
meeting of the General Board, when
such appointment may be confirmed or
changed, pending the meeting of the
next General Conference,

7. The Committee of Consultation
and Finance shall also have authority to
suspend any Officer of the Missionary
Society for incompetency or for culpable
neglect of the duties of his office, and
supply his place til] the next meeting of
the General Board, which shall have
authority to fill the vacancy till the next
General Conference,

IX.—CoMMITTEE 0N FINANCE,

A Committee, to be called the Com-
mittee of Consultation and Finance,
shall be annually appointed by the
Ueneral Board, consisting of the Presi.
dent of the General Conference, the
Officers of the Missionary Society, and
eighteen othey members—nine ministers
and nine laymen—the majority of whom
shall be members of the General Board,
who shall provide during the interval of
the sessions of said Board for any exigen-
cies that may arise, All the proceedings
of said Committee shall be entered in a

minute book, and reported to the General
Board at its next annual meeting,

X.—ANNUAL M} ETING,

An Amnual Public Med ting of the
members and friends of this Society shall
be held at the time and place ¢ ppointed
'll.\‘ the General Board, connected with
such religious services as may be deemed
0‘.\!»(‘1“(‘]1[.

XL —GENERA) OFFICERS AND THEIR
Durigs,

1. The General Conference shall
.l]v]milll the General Secretaries and
Treasurers of the Missionary Soq iety,
who shall be er-0picio members of the
General Board,

2. The General Secretaries shall, pre-
vious to each Financial District Meeting,
furnish each Chairman of a District
with a schedule to be filled up by said
Chairman at .the Financial ~District
Meeting, showing the estimated income
and expenditure of eacl, Mission for the
support of the ministers and preachers,
the amount of Missionary grant recom.
mended by the Financial District Meet-
ings, etc., ete., which schedule shall be
forwarded to the General Secretaries
without delay. From these schedules
the General Secretaries shall prepare a
tabular statement for the information of
the General Board, in order that its
members may intelligently and Justly
apportion the funds of tlhe Society to
the several Conferences,

3. It shall be the duty of the General
Secretaries to make themselves acquaint-
edwith the entire Mission field, by official
correspondence and personal visitation
when practicable, [t shall also be the
duty of the Secretaries to publish the
Annual General Report of the Society,
and the Kvpnl‘t.\‘ of the several Annual
Conferences, with a statement of their
income and expenditure,

4. In the discharge of their duties,
the Officers of the Society shall act in
harmony with the legally appointed
courts and officers of the General and
Annual Conferences, Provided always,
that in case of any emergency arisiag
that may require prompt action in the
matter of supplying any remote Mission,
it shall be competent for them, on the
recommendation of the Committee of
Consultation and Finance, to request
the proper authorities of any Annual
Conference to aid them in meeting such
emergency, by appointing one of ity
ministers or preachers to such Mission,




STANDING RESOLUTIONS.

SPECIAL CLAIMS,

SUPPLY IN CASE OF SIcKNEsS,.—In case a Missionary is laid aside
during the year by sickness which incapacitates him for work, the
President of Conference and Chairman of the District may, if they
judge it necessary, procure a suitable supply ; and the Treasurers, on
being duly certified of the facts, accompanied by a Physician’s certifi
cate as to the health of the Missionary, are authorized to pay towards
the cost of such supply an amount not exceeding the proportion of a
single unordained man’s salary, for the period during which, his ser
vices are necessary, within the current Conference year.

SUPPLY IN CASE OF DEATH.—In case of the death of a Missionary,
his family shall be privileged to remain on the Mission and receive
the allowance for the rest of the year; and an amount for a supply,
similar to that mentioned in the preceding regnlation, may be allowed.

SUPPLY PENDING THE REMOVAL oF A M1ss1oNARY.—In case a Mis
sionary is removed from a distant station, and it is found necessary
to supply his new field of labor, until such time as he can reach it, a
grant for such supply may be made, similar in amount to that men
tioned in the preceding cases.

AFFLICTION.

These grants are intended to nELP in cases where expenses in
curred by sickness are exceptionally great, or the salary unusually
small. It is to be understood, therefore, that only cases of this ex-
ceptional character will hereafter be entertained, and the Board
reserves the right of granting either the whole or part of such claim,
as it may judge expedient.

In order to prevent unnecessary delay in the settlement of Special
Claims, it is recommended that they be presented at the next District
Meeting— Financial or Annual—and,if recommended by such meeting,
forwarded at once, with the physician’s (or other) bill duly receipted
to the General Secretaries.

ERECTION AND REPAIRS OF MISSION PREMISES, &c.

1. No application for a grant for new Mission premises, or build-
ings, will be entertained, unless a description of the proposed build-
ings, with their estimated cost, has first been submitted to, and the
expenditure distinctly authorized by the General Board, or the Com-
mittee of Consultation and Finance.

2. The same rule will he observed in regard to the repairing of
Mission buildings, and the purchase of Furniture.

FORM OF A BEQUEST T0 THE METHODIST MISSIONARY
SOCIETY, AND THE LAW GOVERNING SAME.

I give and bequeath to Tur MissioNary SOCIETY OF THE WESLEYAN
MErHODIST CHURCH 1IN CANADA the sum of $ out of my pure
personalty, to be paid, expended, and applied by said Society in the aid and
support of the Missionaries npon the different Mission Stations of said Society,
and the receipt or receipts of the Treasurer or Treasurers of said Society for the
time being shall be a sufficient discharge to my Executors. And the published
Journals of the GENERAL CONFERENCE OF THE MerHopisT CHURCH OF CANADA
shall be sufficient evidence of authority upon which the said Treasurer or
Treasurers may demand and receive payment of said bequest.

N.B.—In the Province of ,Ontario a devise of lands or tenements or interest
therein may be made to any religious Society or Corporation of Christians, if made
at least sixz months before the death of the testator, so that, however, the annual
value of the lands of said Society shall not at any one time exceed one thousand
dollars, This may possibly give the Missionary Society power to take land by
devise, and if so, the devise may be in the following form :

MeTHODIST CHURCH 1IN CANADA all and singular, [describe the lands as accurately
s possible], to be held by the said Society upon the trusts set out in its Act of

Incorporation.

[It will be advisable, however, where possible, that any gift to the Society
shall be in money—not payable out of land, or in any way charged upon land—
thus preventing any doubt or trouble. ALL WiLLs must be in writing, signed by
the testator at the foot or end, or by some other person in his presence and by his
direction, and such signature must be made or acknowledged by the testator in the
presence of two or more witnesses present at the same time, who shall attest and
subscribe the will in the presence of the testator, ]

ITH the Divine blessing the Society has carried on its work

during the Fifty-Eighth year of its existence with encouraging
proofs of success, Converting power has attended the ministry of
the Word ; growth in spiritual knowledge and greater maturity and
fruitfulness in Christian experience have marked the history of the
missionary churches organized within the boundaries of Canada, New-
foundland, and Japan, and whilst the life and power of Christ have
been manifestly shown in the daily conversation of His followers, they
have been seen in an especial manner in the hour of affliction and
death, as the testimonies recorded in the pages of the Report give con.
vincing evidence : S i nti pathy been shown to secu-
lar interests, interwoven ag they closely are with those of g Spiritual
nature ; the building of sanctuaries, school houses, and parsonages,
and the maintenance of the ministry have shared in the people’s free-
will offerings, according to their ability,

agency, and give the adventurous traveller opportunities of glanc-
ing at every land on the face of the globe. Thus the productions
of all nations can be rapidly distributed among the most distant
communities.
Missionary work, though not an invention of man, but a reve-
lation from God, has not been exempt from hostile influences. Its
author himself was ¢ despised and rejected of men.” His doctrines
were rejected also ; but in spite of all rancour and contempt “many
believed on Him.” The Gospel He preached was committed to faith-
ful men, with the injunction they were to go into all the world
and deliver the glorious truths which it contained ; this is the founda-
tion of our duty. Weare not to question the wisdom, and, least of all,
the goodness of Him who gives the command, for He wills it that all
men should be saved ; but, according to our ability, widen the boun-
daries of his kingdom by sending forth the messengers of the
churches to proclaim the unsearchable riches of Christ. This has
never been done without arousing formidable enemies, Satanic and
human ; to overcome these the Captain of our Salvation clothes His
people with offensive and defensive armour; and to the patient
and persevering worker in His vineyard, bearing His standard, He
says:  Be thou faithful into death and I will give thee a crown of
life.”—Rev. ii.

And those who are thus engaged in the work of the sdversary are, of
course, among the loudest in the out-cry against the cause of missions,

Our native agent, whose integrity and usefulness had been proved
so long, has fallen from his steadfastness through the destructive
liquor traffic. His unfaithfulness has caused a sad falling off in the
attendance upon our native services.

It seems imperatively necessary to have some one appointed to
that work who could, from his head-quarters here, itinerate along the
east coast of Vancouver Island, and so save our native cause from
utter extinction.

By the good providence of God we are brought through another
year in connection with the work of God on this Mission.

Part of the year was spent in hard work on the Mission, and
the winter in visiting the Churches in Ontario and Quebec.

The various religious services in the Mission have been well
attended when the people were at home, but having to go hunting, fish-
ing, and working during the summer months, take many of our own
people away ; during that time large numbers of strangers are with
us who come from all parts of the country for trading purposes;
thus our Church is well filled in the summer season as well as in the
winter.

Many more new houses have gone up during the year, and the
completion of the new school-house is a good thing; and the poor
people have nobly subscribed to the building of it. It was built larger

in 1877, who killed his sister because she was subject to fits ; and he
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is one of the number who, when the dead body had been placed on

burning wood, went dancing round it, poking it with poles. The lion

has indeed become a lamb !

The means of grace have all been well attended, and, with one or
two exceptions, all have remained faithful, and we have reason to
think they are growing in grace.

The Word of God is studied with increasing interest, and where-
ever our Indians go, in a canoe or on the mountains, they always take
a Bible with them, and the gospel songs are echoed all along the coast.

During the year I have received forty-seven, all out of heathen-
ism. Twelve of them belong to Kit-wan-cool, in the interior, over 100
miles from here, and are the first-fruits from that dark place. A
native teacher from here has been staying with them.

Our village is improving—neat frame houses are taking the place
of the old ones, so that this place has now quite a civilized appearance.
The progress would be much more rapid were we to have a saw-mill
here, as it is, our lumber has to be brought from Port Simpson mill, a
distance of nearly sixty miles, which, of course, makes it expensive.

At Naas Harbour I have secured ground for a Church, and we
are taking up a subscription to build one, should the Committee
approve of it. I am sorry to say that the debt on our Mission pre-
mises here, still oppresses your Missionary, and the Indians are unable
to pay it off. During the winter I visited the upper villagés ; it was
very cold weather, and as we walked over the ice, for miles it was
covered with water knee-deep—at night sleeping on the snow under
the huge pine trees. For the first three months the Port Simpson,
Metlahkatlah, Interior, and Skeena river, with Alaska Indians, have
been here fishing, and I have been busy going from camp to camp, as
much sickness prevailed. We had to enlarge our Church at the fishing
station, and then more came than could getin. Pray for us.

BELLA BELLA.

We are not able to give a correct report, as we were at home
only part of the year, having been at Port Simpson all winter.
Brother Patrick Russ, from Simpson, went there last fall, and has
assisted in the school all winter under the supervision of brother
Robinson. All the people attend the services, the younger ones
showing great desire to learn the truths of Christianity. Some of
them are beginning to read and write very nicely. Many of them are
building comfortable cottages, whilst their dress and general appear-
ance are changing gradually, and we trust ere long will compare
favourably with the older Missions.

Our great need is a day-school teacher.

BerLa CooLA is the most needy place on the coast. The
people are very ignorant, and their habits uncleanly. Several of the
people showed great interest in our services when we visited them
last summer. The soil of this place is of excellent quality, the situs-
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tion is admirable, and we firmly be

THE CHAIRMAN of the District has recently visited the principal
places where the Society’s Agents are working for Christ, and the ex-
tension of His Kingdom. He speaks of the changes at EpmonTox,
which has lost its Indian character, and has now its stores, printing
office, furniture manufactory, &ec., and will doubtless, at no great dis-
tance of time, become a flourishing city.

back. His visit to the day and Sabbath-schools, convinced him that
Mr. and Mrs. Youmans had gone into the work with spirit. Mr,
Youmans is making real progress in the language, and is also teaching
the children English rapidly. They are setting examples of industry,
economy, civilization, and Christianity, which are of inestimable
advantage to the community in which their lot is cast. The Sabbath
and week day services, during his stay, were blessed seasons. A
Missionary meeting was held at which the Indians made capital
speeches, and gave liberal subscriptions.

At Vicroria the congregations on Sabbath and Monday were
good. Within easy reach two Indian settlements are springing up,
Brother McLachlan will have to work hard to meet the requirements
of the mission in this vicinity. He is doing well in acquiring the lan-
guage. Here, also, a permanent teacher is much needed, one with
ability to conduct religious services in the absence of the missionary,
as well as to take charge of the school.

Reaching WoopviLLe Mission he found Brother and Sister Nel-
son, after considerable hardship and difficulty, making themselves
quite comfortable, and settling into missionary harness in right good
earnest. Fully identifying himself with the place and the people, he and
his good wife are preaching the gospel by precept and example. The
Indians gathered from different points around the lake, thus several
days were spent in religious services, councils, &e.

At MOoRLEY a very interesting gathering of more than 600 took
place on New Year's day; and at Fort McLeod the Missionary is in
labours more abundant, but it is much to be regretted that from none
of the stations in this district have religious reports been received,
as required by the Society and Conference, with the exception of the
following, respecting the commencement of a new mission at

BATTLE RIVER.

For the next Missionary Report, which will soon be published,
I wish to make a statement of my work on this new mission. ’ In view
of an ordained minister’s arrival at Edmonton in the summer, I left
that place in May, 1881, to commence work on a new Mission at Battle
River, sixty miles south of Edmonton. The summer was spent in mov-
ing and building, a great part of which I did alone. At the beginning
of cold weather we moved into the house, which during the winter
was comfortable, though not completed. When I could secure an
interpreter last summer, I had services with the Indians, and Sab-
bath School with the children. After moving from the tent into the
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house, I started a Sabbath-school for the children, Yyoung men, and -
women. The school is still going on, and is held in the Vlission House.
I can now explain a great many things to the children in their own
language, which is not very difficult to learn. The winter evenings
I spent over Lacombe’s French Dictionary and Grammar in the Cree
language. This is an invaluable book to us, for without it I could have
done very little in the absence of any one whatever to give informa-
tion in English. T tried the syllabic characters invented by the
devoted Evans, but though serviceable to any one who has the Cree
words upon his tongue, it is not the best guide to one studying the
language. This is because the Cree scholar does not read or pro-
nounce the words just as the characters always indicate; but he has
often to say the word which he sees the syllables do not fully or really
pronounce. Our Indians who read thejr Cree Hymns and Bibles have
no difficulty in reading from the characters,

Next Sabbath I am to commence service in the chief’s house, and
hope to continue them without an interpreter. The chief, Sampson,
reads in Cree, the Indians al] sing in Cree, in which ! can Jjoin them,
and I shall say what I can to them from time to time, trusting and
praying to God, that soon I may have little trouble in talking to them
freely.

I have received no help from the Indians in building ; they want
wages here equal to that of white men, 5o it would not pay to employ
them for speedy and pressing work. The shingles, nails, lumber,
freight on nails and shingles, the windows, etc., the hired help, etc.,
run the expense up to about $350 on the Mission House. The dimen-
sions are 18 x 24 inside,

We have, as yet, no school-house or place of worship. I am
ready to get the building for school and worship ; but where is the
assistance coming from? Even a supply of provisions would he some-
thing, as I think I could secure Indian help to flat the timber, saw
lumber, and freight shingles by feeding them. It is often more than
I can do to feed myself and wife ; for Edmonton is sixty miles away,
and in building the house [ could not get the supplies to last over a
month at a time,

The Missionary Society will do what it can, but unless more than
$100 is granted for building, I will have very little encouragement
from i, However, I shall devote my time, as soon as I can, to
another building, expecting the Lord, whose work it is, will answer our
prayers, and secure aid to erect a school-house and Church combined,

Our hands are full of work,—and that of every kind for these

Indians—for their intellects, their souls, their morals, and their bodies.
I feel there is no work superior to this work, no matter what notions
or beliefs certain people may have about it. May we ever be as little
influenced ag now, by the curse which the Indian Missions jn Ontario
have to fight against—whiskey !

NORWAY HOUSE.

RossviLLE.—We cannot make as favourable a report of the work
here as we could wish. A few names have heen added to the member-
ship—ten in all—who had been previously baptised, and who had
even taken the Sacrament without having made themselves known to
the Missionary. We have, however, to set against these, four removed
and seven died. There has not been the hearty spiritual interest
shown among the members which is so necessary to a Church if she
will even hold her own, to say nothing of increase. There is a far
better feeling now, at the close of the year, than there was at the
beginning. It should be remembered that there is not so much, in
regard to Indian Missions, to be ascertained respecting the real state
of the Church by increase or decrease in members, as by a close and
constant observation of the life of each one who has become Christian
in name,

Judging from attendance on Sabbath worship, and especially at
the Sacrament of the Lord’s Supper, one would say that there has
been, and is, a very deep interest in religion. Judging again from the
attendance on week-day prayer-meetings, and other week-day services,
perhaps not so favourable a conclusion would be reached. One
appointment (York village) has always been fully up to the mark in
attendance and spirituality Of Norway and Jack River (a weak
appointment) just the contrary must be said.

The class-meetings have been generally well attended. But it
must be borne in mind that many of the people are often away from
home for weeks together, so that it would be unreasonable to expect
regular attendance on any of the services. Some of the younger
members still find it difficult to speak in class. On the whole, how-
ever, there is an improvement.

The Sunday-School is not at all satisfactory. The children do not
come as regularly as they might. And they seem to have got the
absurd idea that after the age of twelve or fourteen they are too big
to go to Sunday-School. One chief reason of this want of interest is
the lack of books. Jt has always been our idea that whatever might
be taught in the day-school, they should, in the Sunday-School, learn
to read their own language. We have used mostly Indian hymns,
and for reading we had a few copies of the Gospel by St. John, trans-
lated by the late Archdeacon Hunter. But we have no more of these.
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I have begun to write out the Gospel of St. Mark, and if I get time
will try to get it ready for printing by next autumn. Our catechisms
have not yet arrived, but will, no doubt, be here by first steamer.
Nothing of any weight is brought by the winter packets. I am doing
the second catechism, and thought I should have had it ready for this
packet, but fear I shall not. I do not think it best to teach the sylla-
bic in schools such as this; but in places where neither old nor young
can read, and where they have no school the Cree Bible ought to be
liberally supplied. A new supply of these Bibles is needed at all our
Missions. May we ask you once more to have a large number sent
from England, where, I think, they may be got through the Secretary
of the Wesleyan Missionary Society.

The Rossville day-school, as you already know, has been out of
Joint the whole year. "It is no better yet. Miss Batty has gone on
teaching the few, the very few, till now. But she thinks she should
not teach longer. She returns home to Ontario by first steamer, 1st
of June. I hope we shall see the new teacher at the same time,

Mr. Cookes, who by the way is a worthy man, sent out last sum-
mer by the government agent in Winnipeg, opened a school in Decem-
ber, and continued it to some time in April. His attendance was
rather large at first. He has sent in his resignation, and it is possible
another may be sent out. Please send out good zealous young man
for the Mission school. A new set of maps is needed—can you send .
them ?

There has been about twenty-eight deaths, nearly all children, dur-
ing the winter, Whooping-cough was generally the cause. There has
also been a scarcity of food, and some suffering in consequence. The
fall fishery was not good ; that failing, there is little to depend on for
support through the winter.,

Employment will, it is expected, be given vo all who are able and
willing to work on the Churchill Railway, work on which has already
been commenced, the coming season. It is also expected that
another railroad from here to York Factory will be begun this year.
For two or three years, at least, if these roads are carried on, there
will be plenty of work for our Indians. But, on the other hand,
their associating with un-Christian white men will do them no good,
but harm.

The Rossville Church is getting considerably out of repairs ;
some timbers were got out three years ago by the Indians for repair-
ing it, and I believe a grant was asked for at that time. A year ago
the request was repeated. What shall we do? Considerable damage
was done to the fence, launch, etc., last summer by the high water.
It will cost something to renew them.

Poprar River.—This appointment was changed from Beren’s
River to Norway House last year. It is about eighty miles south
from here on the east shore of Lake Winnipeg, just on the boundary
between Manitoba and Keewatin. The Indians there belong to the
Salteaux tribe, They have never had regular teaching or preaching.
A few desultory visits each year for eight or ten years, have not
resulted in any very great good. . The seed sown was good, but the
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waterings have been two few and far between. They seem harder
to impress than the Crees. There are some eleven members, including

ing post. A good teacher, who could also preach “publicly, and from
tent to tent,” would be the best supply for Poplar River, at least for
some years to come. They remain in the neighbourhood of the fort
perhaps eight months of the year. Poplar River can be worked better
from Beren’s River than from any other point.

Cross LAKE.—At this appointment there are forty-three on trial,
and thirty-five members of the Church. A good many of the former
had been previously baptised, but their names did not appear on the
Mission book. They all say they wish to be Christians. Sometimes
the wish, it may be, is not much more than idle saying, but we may
not judge too harshly. The Indians here are not, as a rule, so frank
and open as some others. They have more of that sly cunning gener-
ally attributed to the Indian; and have also an unhappy fashion of
telling half the truth when, for some reason, they do not wish the
whole to be known, They are apt to be loud in condemning in others
the very things which they themselves are guilty of. Last summer,
while preaching to a band of them, I had occusion to say, that I knew
on good authority that some who had been baptised, and had said they
wished really to be Christians, had gone back again to their old prac-
. tices of conjuring, etc. An old man called out: “tapwd, tapwa,
mwdche akose ate’t,” (truly, truly, some do just that.) I afterwards
learned that this same man was one of the “some” who did just
that.”

There are some, however, who are really trying, according to
their light, to live quiet Christian lives. A very old woman was
baptised, who seemed greatly in earnest. There are a few yet of this
band who have not cast in their lot with those who seek for eternal
life,

They are asking the government for a teacher. None as yet has
been appointed. There are plenty of children for a large school. I
hope you can soon send us a good man to teach both the children and
their parents.

NeLsoN River.—It is the opinion of some who know the place,
that the Missionary should never have been withdrawn from this, our
most northerly station in this country. Retrogression is not a good
maxim. Perhaps, however, in this case we have not really gone back.
The living presence of a Missionary constantly on the ground, has a
good deal of influence, no doubt, with those even who come very seldom
to the Mission. Yet it is possible to teach them to expect too much.
A not very large band, leading a roaming life, so that unless one
should adopt their style of living, it would be next to impossible to
follow them up, can hardly expect to have a “minister,” ready to
receive them when, now and then, they have occasion (not for reasons
religious) to come to the station. In many cases we must maintain a
regular paid agent. Formerly this was true of Nelson River. Now

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Several Indians from a distance, who remained but a short time
at Oxford House during the summer, were baptised last August ; eigh-

teen persons at one service. They have had no teacher to instruct'

them, yet many read and write readily in their own language, and are
striving to walk in the path of duty amid all their destitution in their
forest homes. Last week 1 received a letter from one of them, from
which I give a few extracts. After speaking of some Christian In-
dians with whom he had formerly been acquainted—their thankfulness
for the Gospel, and earnestness in God’s service—he states. “ I only
am poor, pray for me, my minister. . . . I am less than the least of all
God’s people. Oh, I tell you, my brethren, I want to give myself
away ! . . . Only those whom you baptised are living Christian lives.”
(He has several brothers and other relatives who are still pagans.)
“ Adam truly is faithful to his God ; he makes me happy, for he prays
from his heart.”

With many such testimonies are we cheered ; but the knowledge
of the immorality of some of our Oxford House Indians is humilia-
ting, yet we are neither afraid nor discouraged, but more fully im-
pressed with our responsibility and the necessity for more thorough
work. Our present object is to be plain, practical, and earnest ; and
our aim the conviction, conversion, and regeneration of our Indians.

The school has become a very important auxiliary in our work,
and is progressing favourably.

We are hoping and praying for “showers of blessing ” to descend
on our Mission this year, and we trust that in every field many shall
be added to the Church—* such as are being saved.”

CAPE CROKER.
Our esteemed Missionary, who, for several years, toiled among
the Indians on this Reserve, had to contend with a frail gontitu-
tion ; yet, with amazing energy, faithfully watched over and laboured

gate.” It is very comforting to see them either in class or in prayer-
meetings, witnessing, in their own simple way, the saving power of
the grace of God, through faith alone in the all-merciful Saviour ; and
here we may well say, with one of old, *this is the Lord’s doing,
#nd it is marvelous in our eyes ”

Our Sunday-school is very promising, and is becoming a great
means of grace to the young who are attending it from Sabbath to
Sabbath, in order to read and study the Gospels which contain the
doctrines of our holy religion. And we are also greatly indebted to
our Toronto friends for supplying our Sunday-school, gratuitously, with
copies of the Pleasant Hours and the Sunbeam, which are very kindly
received by all the children of gur Sunday-School; for we have been
greatly pleased many a time in seeing how the little boys and girls
take pleasure in looking over the pistures on their papers. Last fall,
about one-fifth of the band of Indians residing at Oka, left for Muskoka,
where they have been located by the Dominion Government on an
Indian Reserve ; and I have not the least doubt that they will succeed
there, with time and industry, to make respectable and comfortable
homes for themselves and fawilies ; but at present it is somewhat diffi-
cult to tell what will become of the remaining part of the band, who
are still clinging to the land of their forefuthers,

Our two Mission Schools also have been conducted with great
efficiency during the year, by the two young Indian teachers who
have been procured by the Chairman, the Rev. Mr. Scott. Member-
ship, 155 ; on trial, 8 ; total, 163. Decrease 45 ; caused by an emigra-
tion of 70 to Muskoka, and 10 deaths during the year.

Our District Meeting closed April Tth, Holding it in April
gave us but nine months for work.

We are thankful to be able to report an increase of thirty-eight
in the membership. Each Mission contributed towards this result, so
that in each place there has been some advancement. While we are
thankful for some souls won for Christ, we are not without the feeling
that the small increase of thirty-eight is disproportionate to the means
employed. It, however, represents the best that we could do. It
should, perhaps, be borne in mind that there are results that cannot
be tabulated.

If, at the commencement of Mission work in this country, any
one entertained the thought, or the hope that, owing to the readiness
on the part of the Japanese to adopt foreign ideas, the people would
come in multitudes to Christ, the hope is not likely to be realized for
years to come. At the present time, every inch of territory taken
from the enemy and annexed to the Kingdom of Christ is the result
of a severe struggle. The priests of Buddhism and Shintoism have
organized an opposition in which neither effort nor money is sparingly
used ; but, perhaps, next to the carnal mind, which is enmity against
God, infidelity, in its various shapes, is likely to prove the greatest
obstacle to the spread of Christianity, for it seems that every form

of unbelief in the Western world is likely to appear in J apan. The
latest is Robert Ingersoll’s “ Oration on the God.” This has been
translated and published, and will, doubtless, have a wide circulation.
While we are in no doubt as to the side to which victory will turn,
these things show that the work in J apan has its difficulties, and that
the old adversary is not likely to capitulate until compelled.

As to our work in Tokio—we opened a new preaching-place in a
division of the city called Kanda. We began work there in November.
I am glad to say that fruits of our labors are beginning to appear.,
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Other Missions are establishing day-schools in connection with
their appointments, wherever such a measure seems to be desirable,
It is found, also, that where a day-school is held, there is no great
difficulty in keeping up a flourishing Sabbath-school. As the building
which we secured in Kanda was suitable, we, after careful considera.
tion, decided to open a school. A competent man, to be assisted by
his wife, was secured as teacher. We pay him $12.00 (Japan
currency) per month, The school was opened in January. It now
has about thirty scholars, and is likely to become an important
auxiliary to our work in Kanda. At the other appointments in
Tokio, the services have been regularly maintained. Some fruit has
been gathered at each place. We report on trial, 14 ; full members,
men, 40; women, 29; children under 12 years, 11. Total, 94,
Increase, 20.

There is a house on the lot that will answer for the preacher’s dwelling,
We shall go on with the erection of the chapel as soon as the necessary
arrangements can be made.

It was with a very deep impression of responsibility that I entered
on the duties assigned to me at the last Conference. It was gratifying
to me, that on retiring from the effective ranks of the ministry, after
forty-five years of continuous service, a position was assigned to me,
wherein there was opportunity for usefulness in a department of
Church work, of primary importance. The conviction of responsibility
involved in my appointment was greatly increased because of the
unsettled state of the French work, and the impression which seemed
to prevail, that it was not in a satisfactory condition. It, therefore,
became my duty to ascertain as far as possible the character and
extent of the work, and the adaptation of the workmen to their
different spheres of labor. This could be attempted in two ways—
personal visitation and by correspondence. Both methods have been
adopted. At an early part of the Conference year I addressed a
number of questions to the Missionaries, from which circular I make
the following quotations :

“ What is the number of appointments on y« 1r mission $”

‘“ How many times do you preach on the Lord’s day ?”

“ How many religious services have you on the ordinary days of
the week | or how is your time employed during the week in the
furtherance of Christ’s cause 1”
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“ What is the distance from your residence to the several appoint-
ments on your mission, and their distance from each other ?”

‘“Are there any families or neighbourhoods enquiring after the
truth and anxious for religious instruction which you cannot supply ?”

“ Have there been any conversions from Rome to Christ on your
mission since you have been there,

“ What other or further evidences have you of the utility of
your labors in your part of the country, and what special difficulties
do you encounter ?”

“ Have you any day-school or schools on your field of labor? If
80, what is the total number of children under tuition, and the
average attendance at school 1 ”

“You may please offer any remarks or suggestions which you
may think likely to promote the revival and extension of our French
work in the Montreal Conference,”

Each brother to whom these questions were proposed, answered
them with considerable fullness of detail. If the French Mission
work is to be judged of by the standard which applies to rural
domestic Missions, then the results will not be regarded with satisfac-
tion, because such domestic Missions we should pronounce a failure,
unless within an undefined period congregations were formed, and the
usual Methodist means of grace established, leading to the erection of
suitable places of worship. In the rural French districts of the
Province of Quebec, these are possible only to a very limited extent.
And yet it would be unjust and unfair to allege that French Missionary
labor was a failure. It is not so, Neither is it possible to show, with
perfect satisfaction to every enquirer, what is the full extent and
result of efforts made for the evangelization of the French Canadian
population. The work is chiefly of a domiciliary character, visiting
from house to house, especially where there is known to be a disposition
to hear the word of God and permit prayer. In the neighborhood
where there are two or more families who have renounced Romanism,
these will assemble in a private house for worship and religious
instruction, and the Missionary passes on to another neighborhood
for a similar purpose. At the same time, and in these Jjourneyings,
embracing in several instances, three or more townships, families of
Roman Catholics are visited. It is matter of fact as stated by all
the Missionaries that there is less reluctance to receive the word of
God, and less tendency to harsh resistance of a Protestant Missionary
than in the years past. Many of the remarks made above, apply to
villages and the suburban population of Montreal in respect to
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domiciliary visitation, and where there are proper places of worship,
the congregations are kept up by that process. It may be suggested
that real converts are not numerous, or we should have evidence of
change in the formation of societies ; to which it may be answered
that very great numbers known to have embraced the Gospel, have
been compelled to remove, chiefly to the United States, East or West,
for reasons not unknown to any, and on which it is not necessary to
enlarge. But this may be said, and can be proved, that very many
of the French Canadian Protestants which make up the churches in
several of the Eastern States and some of the Western, are the fruit
of evangelistic efforts in Canada, and acknowledge with gratitude the
grace of God bestowed on them through the instrumentality of the
Methodist and other Churches. These general facts are gathered
from the reports of Missionaries, and from other testimony. It follows
that numerical statements in our own tabulated records, are not to
be taken as the measure of success or prosperity. “One soweth and
another reapeth.” Some of the people who left their native Province
have returned “holding fast ” their religious faith. It is not a con-
Jecture having no foundation in the Scripture doctrine of Providence,
that at some future time, great numbers of French Canadians may
return to their own country, full of holy zeal for Christ and the
conversion of their countrymen.

At the present we are greatly deficient as to the number of our
laborers, to supply all the demands that are made. Some of our
brethren are advancing in years, and can scarcely be expected much
longer to traverse the townships as they have done in the past. Yet
this year it is a matter of thankfulness, that God has raised three or
four zealous brethren who have been accepted by the Conference, or
are working under the Chairman, and from whom a good report may
be anticipated. Some of our English-speaking brethren, who also
speak French, are seriously asking themselves the question; Ought
we not 1o devote more attention to the French work?” And I
cannot withhold the suggestion, that in many of our villages and some
of our rural sections of country where there is a considerable French
population, our places of worship therein situated might be profitably
used for service in the French language.

Of the reports which follow, those from Montreal and Roxton
are the most interesting and encouraging. The destruction of our
Church property by fire at Roxton was regarded as a great calamity,
and had the appearance of being the work of an enemy. It is the
third time we have suffered loss by fire in that locality. It has been
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thought advisable to change the centre of our operations from that
section of the country. Bro. DeGruchy has, therefore, removed to
Acton Vale since the Conference, and I trust we shall have a good
report of his work next year. An additional Missionary is much
needed to give aid to Bro, DeGruchy and Bro. Pareat, I will only
further introduce the reports, by earnestly entreating the ministry and

membership of our Church, to give the French work their careful and
prayerful consideration.

MONTREAL CEN TRE, ETC.

The work on this Mission field does not vary much from lagt
year. The tide of emigration to the United States still continues,
though in somewhat aba Romanists, mostly young

people, ever-increasing numbers,

encouraging manner.,

Our Sunday-school gives signs of a steady growth. Its contriby.
tions to the Mission Fund are praiseworthy, Arrangements are
being made by benevolent persons to furnish us with, at least, the
nucleus of a library, which, we trust, will become a means of attrac-
tion and permanent good. In all this we recognize the hand of God,

especially as most of this assistance comes to us unsolicited and from
other denominations,
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After six years of anxious thought, deep feeling, and constant
labor in this field, your Missionary is more than ever convinced, tha
the chief instrument in this work of evangelization, is the school for
the young. Those whom Romanism has fashioned and controlled to
advanced years, have become either skeptical in mind, or indifferent
in heart, and usually demoralized in life. Our hope is with the young,
and God has wonderfully given us access to this class. This is our
chief encouragement. The standard of teaching in our Protestant
schools is so far superior to that of the Romish schools, and the
treatment of the young among us is so much more humane, that the
moment the doors of our schools are opened, the rush for entrance
is far beyond our capacity and means. In this God indicates our
duty. Every Mission should be furnished with a school as well as a
church. No permanent work can be done without these twin sisters
of Christianization.

These Institutes for higher culture, especially with a view of
preparing young men for the Mission work, must be established at the
great centres.

Our French Ihstitute in Montreal has been doing—during its
two years of existence—a blessed work, but it is crippled in its useful-
ness for the want of means. Its utmost capacity now is for twenty
pupils, whereas it ought to be made ten times more capacious, giving
an opportunity to students of both sexes. "As now constituted, it
claims, each year, seven months of your Missionary’s time as teacher,
which extra toil is gratuitously given, it is true; but which ought to
be spent in pastoral and other evangelistic labors.

It is evident we ought to have two or three agents abroad, like
other denominations, collecting funds for these educational enter-
prises. 1t is to be hoped that the recently-organized Woman’s Mis-
sionary Society will, to some extent, meet this deeply-felt want. If
we would keep pace with the growing needs of our work, we must
enlarge our cducational premises, and secure a principal who can
devote all his time and energy to this special department.

The statistics of the current year are as follow :—Loss, by
removals mostly, during the year, 25; accessions, 17. on trial, 42;
members, 60 ; baptism of adults, 7; of children, 16 ; marriages, 17 ;
burials, 4.

We continue to preach at Belle Reviére.

The prospect for the future is full of promise, if we obey the voice
which cries: “Thrust in thy sickle and reap: for the time is come
for thee to reap ; for the harvest of the earth is ripe.”

POINT ST. CHARLES.

This Mission comprises Montreal West, Tanneries West, and
Point St. Charles. During the last year I have visited from house to
house, reading the Scriptures with exhortation and prayer in every
French family where permitted. I have distributed eight full copies
of the Bible, together with ten Testaments, and forty portions of the
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Gospels and Epistles'; also two thousand tracts and calendrier chretien,
all French. I have taken on trial fifteen in the last two months ;
making a total of thirty-one on trial for church membership.

I beg leave to state that many of our people when convinced of
the errors of the church of Rome, and when they leave that church
to embrace the Gospel, are bitterly persecuted by their relatives,
neighbors and employers, and in almost every case the Roman Catholic
employer will dismiss from his service the man who has embraced
the Gospel, telling him plainly that he will not keep any Chiniquys or
Swisses about him, consequently the families of poor laboring men
often suffer from hunger and want of clothes, &c., &¢  For many of
these I have, by my influence, obtained favorable situations in the
service of the Grand Trunk Railway Co., or in foundries and factories
of this city, having made acquaintance during the last five years with
the gentlemen owning or running these establishments,

I collected also a quantity of cast-off clothing for the naked of
my congregation. Seventeen dollars cash I laid out to relieve the
sick poor of my congregation, and the purchase of hymn books for our
services ; ten dollars of that sum was supplied by the liberality of the
Committee of the Dominion Square Methodist Church.

There were five baptisms by Rev. Bro. Beaudry in this Mission,
I rejoice to state that God’s Word is more and more prized every day
by French Canadians who are beginning to see that it is the only safe
rule of faith. Not & few have a longing desire to possess it and read
it for themselves. My repeated conversations with some of these,
often produced salutary effects, Idolatry is exposed, its folly dis-
played, its wickedness manifested, and the whole system of snpersti-
tion attacked in the mildest form possible, not to give offence. Such
conversations, given in a loving manner, resemble the strokes of
the woodman’s axe on the sturdy oak. At first little effect may be
apparent, the tree appears as firm as ever, yet every stroke is hasten-
ing its final downfall. The first stroke, though it seems unfelt, really
contributed as much as the last to bring it down to the ground.

We might view the subject in this light if we had no express
promises of divine blessing and ultimate success, but God has pro-
mised both ; he has declared that Christ shall reign. Idolatry, Popery,
Mohammedanism, Infidelity, and all that supports the empire of Satan
shall be trodden down beneath the mighty Conqueror’s feet.

BOUCHERVILLE AND LONGUEUIL.

This Mission is in the centre of a large population of Roman
Catholics who had never heard much of God’s Word till last year.
During that year few had been approached and made willing to hear
the Gospel, while hundreds had been hardened against Protestantism
by their Priest. I have made my way amongst them with much dif-
ficulty ; but with perseverance and many prayers and patience, I have
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gained the confidence of a goodly number, and found access to their
homes and hearts. Now the spirit of persecution has given place
to the peaceable and inquiring spirit ; and though we have very few
converts, we have many friends. During the Jear I moved from
Boucherville to Longueuil, which is a more central place. We are
hopeful for the future ; we have sown the good seed with faith, I have
watered it with my tears, and I expect to gather my sheaves with
rejoicing. Pacirique J. Rosipoux.

SHERBROOKE, ETC.

My field of labor is composed of the following stations :—
Sherbrooke, Upper Magog, Stoke Corner, Stoke Centre, Upper St.
Francis, Scottstown, and Ditchfield. Of these appointments, four
are regularly occupied. namely, Sherbrooke, Upper Magog, Scotts-
town, and Ditchfield. In the other appointments I visit as often as
possible, and hold weekly services. ’

During the year emigration has injured my work very much.
Fourteen families, rppresenting 59 persons, have left this section for
the States mostly.

Last week I was called to conduct the funeral of a Roman
Catholic woman, the mother of four children. Her husband came to
me, and in the presence of my family told that his wife had heard me,
and that she was impressed with the statements made there and then;
that on her death-bed she made her husband promise that he would
call on me to bury her, which he did.

KINGSEY SIDING, ETC.

The work of the Mission in which I have been engaged, like most
other Missions, has fluctuated between encouragements and discourage-
ments. Amidst all it is quite certain that the light of truth is spread-
ing, and there is much less objection to receive the light than formerly,
not only among the laboring classes, but also on the part of those
who are educated. Even the question whether St. Peter was ever in
Rome becomes interesting, as leading to Scripture and to Christ. St.
Paul de Chester, once a place of great persecution, now gladly receives
your Missionary, and 1 am allowed to preach and pray without molest-
ation. Projudices are falling, and the field is ready for the sickle.
People ask for the Bible. Seven heads of families have joined us,
and we hope and pray that the women and children will unite them-
selves with the Church.

I have three appointments where I labor regularly, Wotten, St.
Paul de Chester, and Ham. I go, also, occasionally to other places,
such as Kingsey Falls, Tinwick, and Troutbrook. There are twenty-
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five families in these several places, and the number of hearers about
170. The increase of members is only one, owing to removals and
other causes. We have also a small Sunday-school of about twenty-
five children, who are instructed by Madame Geoffroy. God has
blessed her, and the children have made much progress in the know-
ledge of the Scriptures. We thank God for all His blessings.

ROXTON POND, ETC, :

The year, just closed, has been eventful in the history of this
Mission. Two years ago great efforts were put forth to repair the old
church, also for the building of a neat parsonage, which we succeeded
in doing. We had Just completed both buildings, and were settled in
our new home, when, on the 26th of Janvary last, while away from
home visiting the sick, both buildings were destroyed by fire. It ig
unto the present day unknown how the fire originated. Since then,
our work has been much, and, at times, very discoumging‘ having no
suitable place of worship for this part of our work, However, com-
fort, which was much wanted, soon came, The Lord, by His spirit,
was working at one ntments, where, in much
weakness, the good se een sown,

About twenty-five families are reading the Bible, and from ten
to fifteen have left the Church of Rome, and twelve persons are now
members of our Church. Our first Quarterly Meeting among them
last Sabbath, and, as they called it, their Passover, was, for all pre-
sent, a blessed time, Many tears of ioy were shed, and prayers were
offered to God thanking Him for their deliverance,

They intend building a church soon, for which they have, among
themselves, promised and subscribed nearly $600. They hope to
receive a littie help from the Missionary Society. They cannot build
a neat little church for less than $1,000.

During the year I have dropped Canaan and Adamsville appoint-
ments. These were monthly, and, seeing no good result of my laborg
among the French, I gave them Up 80 a8 to give more time to more
promising places.

We have just completed the church at South Roxton. It is now
ready for dedication. Its cost is about $800. An things considered
we have had a very prosperous year. I must say, the most successful
year of my ministry. We have lost one by death,

WATERLOO,

The year’s labor on this Mission has been one of much toil and
anxiety, but not without some marks of spiritual results, We have had

a few conversions, We believe there has been seed sown which will

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bear fruit in days to come. We have three appointmen's, one of them
is twenty-five miles from Waterloo, one seven miles distant, and one in
Waterloo. Your agent finds a great change in the minds of the
French Canadians since his conversion forty-two years ago. 1t wasa
common thing for the French Canadians to belicve that the souls of
the departed do come back to this world, and ask their friends to have
mass said for them, for they were in purgatory; but no such thing
now. The French Protestants are much more respected, and the work
of the Missionaries ig more appreciated. We have a strong faith in
the ultimate triumph of the Gospel of Christ over the erroneous
doctrines of Rome. Members, 37.

Our day-school in Ely has been made a blessivg to the children
who attended the school. Few came there who knew one letter from
another, but can read now quite well in the New Testament. More
children would have attended the school had they been suitably

NEW WESTMINSTER.

The history of this Mission during the past year furnishes cause

BURRARD INLET.

This also has to be
performed on the Sunday, as there is no convenient place to stay over
night, the miners, as a rule, having only a very small cabin.

Considerable anxiety was felt at the beginning of the year, that
both our congregations and finances would suffer materially because of
the appointment to this place of an Episcopalian clergyman, and the
energetic measures adopted by the adherents of that Church to build
up a cause.

But we are pleased to be able Lo report that neither numerically
nor financially have we been injured, but rather benefitted, by being
prompied to more diligent attendance on the means of grace, and
increased liberality.,

The congregations all through the winter have boen equally as
large as when the population numbered several times as many as it
does now. And considering the financial state of the mining district,
all the collections have been quite as,good as we could reasonably
expect.

The Sabbath-school never was more prosperous than now ; both
teachers and children seem to take great delight in their work The
prayer and class-meetings are still kept up, but owing to the elevation
of one member to the company above, and the removal of three to
other parts of the province, the attendance is necessarily small.

As to the future of this mission, it is difficult to write with any
degree of certainty. The population has been growing smaller year
by year, but at any time something new may be struck that will lead
to another excitement and a rush as in former days.

Be that as it may ; the place should be occupied by our Church
8o long as we have so many willing, so far as they are able, to sustain
our ministry, and who give such practical proof of their preference
for our simple Gospel forms of worship.

IN December, 1879, I was sent to open this Mission.
two and a half years which have elapsed the Divine blessing has
attended the united efforts of pastor and people to such an extent,

t, after deducting heavy losses by removals and deaths, we are
enabled to report a membership of 97, with 145 Sabbath-school
scholars. The Church property secured consists of three valuable
lots—a Tabernacle, recently enlarged,—an organ, costing nearly $700,
—& parsonage, with considerable furniture, in Emerson,—and three

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lots and a nice little church in West Lynn ; the aggregate value is
reckoned at ten or twelve thousand dollars.

During seven or eight months of the past year, I was very efficiently
aided by the Rev. Wellington Bridgman, whose labors were greatly
blessed to many ; but, owing to the failure of his health, the overflow
of the river which greatly interfered with our work during the closing
month of the year, and the removal of several families to the country,
the summing up of the results of the year's toil has not been as satis-
factory as we anticipated. Still,* with membership, congregations,
and funds all very considerably increased, we will both thank God
and take courage, GEo. Youxa.

NELSONVILLE,

The past year has been one of continued prosperity. Owing to the
division of the Mission we lost 39 members, one withdrew, two died,
six were dropped, making our total losses 48, But we have received
on trial 6, from other circuits 14, total, 23, leaving a decrease of 25.
Present membership 90. Our finances are in a healthy state. The
parsonage has been made more comfortable, the church has been
finished, and a fine new organ purchased, value $275. Furniture also
has been got for the parsonage to the value of $48.50.

spend the people’s money in building in a locality where it would,
perhaps, be useless in a few months,

During the year we have held no special services, though some
profess to have received blessing during the ordinary services. The
interests of the Mission demand the services of an ordained minister,
Amidst discouragements and disappointments not a few, we have
been able to hold the fort for the year ; and trust that the seed sown
may, under divine blessing, be as bread cast upon the waters, found
after many days.
