Caicaco, Oct. 21.—About three weeks
ago Lawyer Foster went to  Judge Long-
enecker and told him that John . Beggs,
senior guardian of Camp 20, was willing
to tell all-he knew about the trial and re-
moval of Dr. Cronin, wittout any condi-
tion as to the State’s charge against him.
Beggs admitted that, he was senior
guardian of Camp 20,and in that capacity
appointed 2 committee to fry Cronin.
Beggs says he was nct present at any of
the meetings of the {rial committee and
knows nothing of the evidence introduced
against the murdered man. Beggs was
also the chief centre of the inner circle
of Camp 20, and in that capacity pre-
sided at the meeting at which the trial
committee reported,finding Cronin guilty
of being a traitor and aspy. Five men
were to decide on the manner and extent
of the punishment, and execute the pun-
ishment at a time, place and in a man-
ner to be atranged by themselves.

Thirteen members were present, in-
cluding Beggs, and all were sworn en-
emies of the murdered man. Thirteen
square strips of whiie paper were cut up
and oa five pieces were written numbers
oneto five. The remaining eight were
The ballots were passed
around and the members who received
the nambered slips were elected to
name and inflict the punishment.

No one except the five men knew who
the executioners were. Beggs picked
a blank ballot and all he did was to
announce thatthe five men chosen would
meet together at a certain place and time.
Beggs admits the Clan-na-Gael unwritten
law regarding the punishment to be
inflicted on traitors was gemerally the
death penalty, but the nature of the pun-
ishment was not .specified in the consti-
tution, nor was it obligatory on any
member to inflict the death penalty.

Mr. Glerhie thought the Ametica rock
conld be removed for about $6000 or at
Jeast 12 feet of the fop of it which he
thought was as much as it would be ne-
cessaty to remove in view of the fact that
thé depth of water at the eastérn end of
the Tock was thiree feet less than at the
western end, and the removal of 12 feet
of the rock would give a depth of 16 feet
of water over it,’or the same as the gen-
eral depth of the bottom just east of the
rock.

Moncton’s Water Supply.

The water famige in Moncton con-
tinues to be the occasion of much in-
convenience and alarm. The Times

says :— $

%he consumption ‘ofwater in a town
like Moncton, with its’railway works,
sugar refinery, etc,, i# very much llrfer
than in an ordinary town of 8,000 or 10,-
000 inhabitants, but this does not appear
to justify the large consumption of the
pest season. It is estimated that the re-
servoir in the spring contained 80 mill-
ion gallons of water, and without waste
this should lass a long time. So severe
a drouth may not occur again in 50 years,
but in order to guard against a_possible
recurrence of the present difficulty and to
provide for increased population, the com-
pany are building a second reservoir, to
hold 40 or 50 millions gallons more. This
reservoir is surrounded by an excellent
gethering ground. About 30 or 40 men
are now employed on the work, but it
will not befavailable this year. Thelwater
was running into the reservoir yester-
day as fast as the pipes were carrying it
off, but this s not enough, The reser-
voir must be filled up. A large supply
is needed for winter requirements and
the peo%le will no doubt accede to.asy.
