Herald, and quoted La Presse, which he 
called Mr. Chapleau’s organ, to prove 
that a pledge had been given to dismiss 
certain ministers at the end 
the session. Mr. Laorier spoke with 
eome feeling at first, and the latter part 
of his remarks were in good humor, but 
not at all effective.

The minister of justice paid a compli 
ment to Mr. Laurier’s gifts of speech,but 
expressed regret that when dealing with 
questions of state he was so frequently 
misinformed. He also regretted that 
notwithstanding the delay Mr. Laurier 
had not yet been able to formulate his 
charges, so that it was impossible to find 
out what the trouble was. The only of­
fence mentioned was the selection of Mr.
Abbott for the premiership. It was 
admitted that Mr. Abbott was a 
capable man, and the only ob­
jection made was that he had 
been a C. P. railway director, tolio- 
itor and shareholder. The choice of a 
person so situated was, however, not a 
departure from the policy of Sir John 
Macdonald, who called Mr. Abbott into 
his government while he was yet a di­
rector, and had made him leader of the 
government in the upper house while 
he W*a larger infawiUi ig-tfro-Can* 
adian Pacific. The new admiration 
which the opposition leader felt for Sir

Parity in fashion! White ribbon 
women, or most of them, cannot be 
classed with levotees of the ball room 
but we all know enough to see the need 
of reform on this line.

Her large white arms, 
her uncovered shoulders, crossed with 
an airy line, her bust displayed to the 
last inch permitted by the law which 
protects moralitv and forbids obscenity, 
her back bared in a wedge-shaped track 
to her band, in this indecent nudity she 
offers herself to the public admiration. 
The modern dressmaker is the janitor of 
the divorce court, for when women aban­
don modetty, chastity soon follows suit. 
A mode of dress which shocks the un­
accustomed as a foul word might shock 
them, and which intentionally appeals 
to the coarser passions ef men, is un­
questionably responsible for much of 
the conjugal infidelity and unmarried 
impropriety that take place.

2. Every trader, murotaoturer L.,d owner ot 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
ors ol" Weights and Measures for verification fees, 
is entitled to, and U specially requested to de­
mand trom the officer r^o makes the inspection, 
an official certificate ("Form 0.6" with the words 
"Original for the Trader" printed at the bead 
thereof) properly filled out and stamped, and also 
at the same time to carefully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to such certificate 
represent exactly the value the amount ol cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are of no value what­
ever unless stamps covering the full amount of 
fees charged are attached.

and holders of theee official certifi­
cates are specially requested to keep them care­
fully for two years and in order to secure their 
sate keeping it would be advisable to placard 
them in their places of business in the manner 
in which ordinary license certificates are done, 
for it must be distinctly understood that all trad­
ers who are unable to produce their properly 
stamped certificates, when asked to do so by an 
inspector or assistant inspector, may, in all prob 
ability, have to pay over again their verifioatio.

The eldest eon of the Prince of Wales, 
the Duke of Clarence and Avondale, 
Prince “Eddie,” Prince “Collars and 
Cufft,” etc.” one of the three greatest 
matches in Europe—the future emperors 
of Russia and Austria being the other 
two—is jnst twenty-seven, says a London 
letter to the Philadelphia Telegraph.

the Princess Clementine, had no found­
ation in fact. But unless the royal £am-

nome

Any reputable citizen of 
the United States, however, will receive 
permission to have his rods and tackle 
passed free, by communicating with the 
minister at Ottawa, and Canadians can 
have this done for their friends by 
adopting, the saine means.
