A vein of silver has been discovered 
near Highland Park on the Sandy Point 
road, which already gives evidence of 
being of value. The discovery of silver 
ore in this vicinity was made some little 
time ago by a couple of employes of the 
St. John bolt and nut works. Mr. Levi 
Young, manager of these works, has pro­
cured a lease of about fifty acres and has 
had some of the surface ore assayed by 
W. F. Best 
It has 
yield $106 to the ton, beside lead and 
copper. At present Mr. Yonng is nego­
tiating with parties in the United States 
with a view to beginning mining oper­
ations. A'company will likely be formed, 
and if further examination of the claim 
is promising work will be began as soon 
as possible.

Highland Park is not more than 
two miles from the city, and it is 
thought that this discovery of silver will 
prove valuable.

Wintebport, May 10.—New develop­
ments follow each other with remarkable 
rapidity in the Frankfort shooting case 
and the interest in the affair does not 
by any means decrease.

It was a very 
quiet proceeding for the girl made no 
talk or show of resistance but accompani­
ed the deputy at once.

Tokio, April 10.—The Japanese exhibi­

tion was opened to the public today to 
the strains of “God Save the Queen,” 
with variations. It presents the same 
curious mixtures as the Japanese them­
selves, being a delightful display of native 
art and good taste and a ridiculous dis­
play of European shoddy.

There is too 
much stuff of the kind supplied by the 
gentlemen’s outfitters in the Goiza, such 
as queer felt and straw hats, impossible 
garments, cheep, soap, scent, cutlery, 
gimcracks and other shoddy, specially 
prepared by Europeans for the Japanese 
market, or by the Japanese, under the 
idea that it will p£S8 for European.

On the other' band, it is a capital, 
though not very extensive, imitation 
of the annual exhibitions at South 
Kensington. It is nicely laid out; the 
convenience of the public is consulted 
in every possible way, it throws a light 
upon Japanese customs and industries, 
shows how beautiful are objects of Jap- 

art ItxhKVSbowa that 
are civilized—not in the Oriental sense 
like the Chinese—but in the sense that 
Japan joins Australia in moving the 
western boundary of [civiliStftA' acres' 
the Pacific Ocean to the Antipodes.

“Shorter Work Hoar* and Half the 
Misery of this World Won Id be 

Abolished."
To thr Editor or Thk Gazette:—

Dear Sir,—While the great movements 
of to-day, the labor strikes, are going on 
I have noticed that not one writer comes 
forward in support of them. Is it through 
ignorance of the question ? or is it be­
cause we are in the mud, they think it 
best that we should stay there ? We

The of the mflrket with the different in- 
crossing of Mill street by the tracks of dustriea every year or twofprove this, 
the Intercolonial and New Brunswick 
railways we also look upon as dangerous, 
because these tracks, three in number, 
are not properly guauled for a 
thoroughfare so much travelled on 
as Mill street is. When a train 
is coming gates obstructing the 
traffic on both sides of the line are sup­
posed to fall, but as a matter of fact 
these gates are not always in working 
order, and for several months last winter 
they were frozen up and could not be 
worked at all. Some of these days a 
railway train will run into a horse car at 
this crossing, a number of people will be 
killed, and then the railway authorities 
and the public will wake up to its dan­
gerous condition. The worst crossing of 
all, however, is at Gilbert’s lane, where 
no less than four railway tracks cross 
the main road. Two persons have been 
killed at this crossing already, and the 
only reason why there are not more 
fatalities is because the road is less trav­
elled than some others. The crossing at 
that point is in reality a railway yard or 
shunting ground and therefore doubly 
dangerous, from the frequency of the 
trains passing it, and the uncertainty as 
to what track they are on. Something 
ought certainly to be done to 
make this crossing safer, even if the 
others are not attended to. There ought 
to be at least a flagman there 
always and it would be still belter to 
have gates. The time is, however, not 
far distant when there will be a general 
demand that all these crossings be made 
free from danger by changing the level 
either of the road or the railway and 
making one run over the other.

’90. HATS. ’90.THE McKIHLEY TARIFF BILL. 167 Union St.D. J JENNINGS,Miscible with Milk or Water and 
just as Palatable.It would be somewhat remarkable if 

tbe first result of the McKinley tariff 
bill should be the abandonment of the 
proposed world’s fair to celebrate the 
four hundredth anniversary of the dis­
covery of America. Yet this is a result 
that is very likely to follow, if the tariff 
bill is passed in its present form as it ap­
pears likely to be. The subject has already 
been brought up in the British House 
of Commons in the form of a question 
addressed to the government by Mr. 
Jessie Collings, M. P. The question no 
doubt was asked at the instance 
of the government for the 
Right Hon. James Ferguson, 
the parliamentary secretary of the foreign 
office, had an answer ready, which was, 
that it was probable the manufacturers 
of Great Britain would be to a great ex­
tent deterred from sending exhibits to 
the Chicago fair if the tariff precluded 
any profitable sales in America. That 
the tariff will preclude any profitable 
sales in America seems to be quite cer­
tain, for the avowed object of passing it 
is to prevent the importation of foreign 
goods into the United States. America 
is to be for the Americans, no foreign 
manufactured goods are to be used, and 
therefore there does not seem to be any 
good reason why foreign manufacturers 
should take tlie trouble to send their 
exhibits to a country where they 
cannot effect any sales,
are not showing their
at tbe world’s fair from philanthropic or 
artistic motives but to make sales, to 
extend their business and to introduce 
their wares into foreign countries. They 
therefore will probably not exhibit and, 
if the British manufacturers are deterred 
from doing so, foreign manufacturers will 
probably follow their example. There is 
thus ga good prospect 
world’s fair being merely a local ex­
hibition confined to American exhibits 
and not over strong even in them.

What will be the result of the McKin­
ley tariff on the trade between the 
United States and Canada? It is pretty 
evident that it will diminish our exports 
to our neighbors to the South of us. We 
now send about $2,000,000 worth of eggs 
every year to that country, but the duty 
of 5 cents a dozen, which the McKinley 
Bill imposes, will probably put an end to 
that business. On potatoes, barley and 
all other agricultural products which we 
now send to the United States the duty is 
largely increased, and it is also increased 
on animals and their products of which 
we export large quantities. If the McKin­
ley tariff bill puts an end to our export 
trade in these articles it will have a simi­
lar effect on our import trade from the 
United States. We will not buy from the 
Americans if we cannot sell to them; we 
will either be forced to make all our 
purchases in the British Islands of goods 
which we now import from the United 
States or rely on ourselves to manufacture 
them. Probably the latter result will 
follow and if so the McKinley bill will 
not be wholly a subject of regret. When 
the Americans abrogated the old Re­
ciprocity Treaty, almost a quarter of a 
century ago, they thought they had ef­
fectually destroyed us and that we would 
be forced into a political union with 
them, but confederation was the prompt 
reply of the British North American 
colonies to that challenge. The McKin­
ley bill will be equally powerless to in­
jure Canada now/ It may produce some 
temperary inconvenience but its final 
result will be to make us stronger in 
commerce and manufactures and more 
self reliant than we were before.

THE SCOTT ACT I* FREDERICTON*
The Sun, which is a prohibition paper, 

sees no cause for a panic in the closing 
of the two principal hotels in Frederic­
ton for the next ten weeks, as a result of 
the imprisonment of their proprietors in 
jail for violation of the Canada Temper­
ance Act. It thinks that it will still be 
possible for tourists to find suitable ac­
commodation ; that the law of supply and 
demand will work in this case as in 
others ; and that if the tourist is willing 
to pay the full value of his board and 
lodging he will no doubt find a supply 
equal to his needs in a city like Fred­

ericton. This highly optimistic view of 
the situation is put forward by way of 
consolation for those who have been 
most active in enforcing the Scott Act. 
and who now find their own business 
likely to suffer in consequence. We 
hold it perfectly absurd to suppose that 
tourists will go to Fredericton now that its 
hotels art* closed, on the chance of find­
ing accomodation at some second class 
boarding house. The average tourist, 
although generally well able to pay a 
good price for such accomodation as he 
requires, is nov usually willing to pay a 
first class price for a second class article. 
The summer travel to Fredericton this 
year will therefore probably fall off to 
about one third of its average dimensions- 
The business men of Fredericton, who 
are as fond of making a dollar as their 
neighbors, and who profit considerably 
by tourist travel will think they are 
paying rather a high price for tlieir moral 
victory when they see the two leading 
hotels of the place, the only hotels in 
fact that any business man thinks of go­
ing to, closed to all travellers.

While on this theme it may be proper 
to ask what has been the net result from 
a temperance point of view of closing the 
Fredericton bars? Is there no liquor 
drunk in Fredericton at the present 
time, or lias the sale of it merely been 
driven from the public bar rooms to 
smaller and less reputable places, which 
will multiply to an unlimited extent 
now that the large bars are 
closed ? We believe that the latter 
view of the case is the correct one. 
It is said also that there have been late­
ly large importations of liquor into 
Fredericton on private account. A re­

2. Everv trader, manufacturer and owner of 
weights, measures, and weighing machines when 
paying moneys to Inspectors or Assistant Inspect­
or, of Weights and Measures for verification levs, 
is entitled to, and i» specially requested to de­
mand from ihe officer who makes the inspection, 
an official certificate ("Form 0.6” with 'he words 
•’Original for the Trailer” printed at the head 
thereof) properly filled out and flumped, and also 
at the same time to caretully ascertain whether 
or not the stamps attached to sucli certificate 
represent cxaetly the value the amount of cash 
paid. Traders are requested to bear in mind that 
certificates of verification are ot no value what­
ever unless stamps uovering 'ho full amount of 
fees charged me attached.

3. Owners and holders ot these official certifi 
cates are specially requested h keep them 
fully for two years, and in order to secure 
safe keeping it would he advisable

BELIEF AND AID SOCIETY.

The Amenai Meeting Held Thl* Alter- 
aad the Secretary and 

Treasurer** Deports Submitted.
The St John Belief and Aid Society 

met this afternoon, when the following 
report was submitted by the secretary, 
Mr. James Reynolds.

The Board of Directors of the St John 
Relief and Aid Sbcietv present the fol­
lowing report of their proceedings during 
the year just ended:—

At the beginning of the year we had 
73 names on the list of the society’s an­
nuitants. During the year that number 
was reduced by death 7, and one name 
was struck from the list as being other­
wise cared for. From among the "fire 
sufferers,” there has been added the 
names of four aged and infirm 
persons, who have no means of support, 
leaving the number at present on the list 
69.^|Very many of these annuitants are 
advanced in years and there are depend­
ant on them, to some extent over 150 
persons.

As the years pass we have received 
unexpected applications for assistance
