Brieg, Switzerland, Sept. 19.—In. spite 

of a gale and against pleas and advice
of their friends, Aviators George 
Chavez and M. Weymann started to­
day on their dare devil . attempt to 
cross the Alps from Brieg to Milan— 
the most hazardous task ever set for 
airmen. While six other aviators who 
had announced their intention of com­
peting for the prize that has been of­
fered, looked on, the two daring bird- 
men ascended early, only to be driven 
back by a fierce gale that was blowing 
at an altitude of about 1,000 feet. Later 
they made an ascent, a few minutes 
apart, found that the gale had sub­
sided and began the hazardous flight 
across the mountains.

Simplon pass, with an altitude of 6,700 
feet, lies directly in the course set for 
the airships. Both Chavez and Wey- 
man soared back and forth until they 
had reached about 7,000 feet, when al­
most simultaneously they started on 
their perilous flight.

Yawning gaps and precepitous cliffs 
mark the first twenty-seven miles of 
their flight and to descend at any point 
during this stage would mean instant 
death. It was the fear of having to 
alight soon after starting that caused 
the other aviators to postpone their 
flights.

Chavez drove his monoplane—the 
same trusty little machine with which 
he recently soared to an altitude of 
8,792 feet at Issy. He expressed per­
fect confidence in the success of his 
trip and the fact that failure meant 
almost certain death did not dampen

A huge captive balloon was sent up 
yesterday from Milan to mark the goal 
of the aviators.

According to the ruj^s of the con­
test, the flight may be made at any 
time between to-day and September 26, 
but it must not occupy more than one 
day. To successfully negotiate Simp- 
ion pass, an altitude of 7,000 feet must 
be maintained for more than a half 
hour. The route is along the wildest 
and most picturesque part of the coun­
try.

Mrs. Eugene Stratton, an intimate 
friend of Mrs. Crippen, was one of the 
first witnesses. She testified that Mrs. 
Crippen had once undergone an oper­
ation which produced a scar similar to 
that found on the body discovered in 
the Islington house.

Inspector Dew was the next witness. 
The inspector; as terse and mysterious 
as ever, practically repeated the testi­
mony given in the Bow street police 
court. He said that he had been called 
into the case early and heard Dr. Crip- 
pen’s story. He did not believe the 
story, he said, but added that at that 
time he had no suspicion Mrs. Crippen 
had been murdered. Later, he said, 
after Dr. Crippen had disappeared he 
became convinced that Mrs. Crippen 
had been murdered, and that the body 
found in the Crippen home was that of 
the former actress.

That Ethel Clare Leneve was wait­
ing for a chance to step into the place 
held by Mrs. Crippen was the testi­
mony of Mrs. Emily Jackson, who lived- 
ne&r the Grippons.

"Before Belle disappeared," Mrs. 
Jackson testified, “Mile. Leneve told 
me that, she and the doctor were ‘only 
waiting for Mrs. Crippen to fulfill her 
threat to leave the doctor so he could 
get a divorce.' ”

Mrs. Jackson said the typist had told 
her,, repeatedly that she and the doctor 
intended to marry if he could secure a 
divorce from his actress-wife.

“L visited Mile. Leneve occasionally 
before the disappearance of Mrs. Crip­
pen,” the witness continued. “On these 
visits I found her tearful and depress­
ed. She said she realized the embar­
rassing position she was in whenever 
she saw the Crippens. They quarrelled 
frequently," she said, "and she de­
clared she was afraid that she caused 
trouble."

Mrs. Jackson testified that the typist 
told her Mrs. Crippen had threatened 
to leave her husband for another man. 
The witness testified that she had not 
asked Mile. Leneve to give her the 
name of the man with whom Mrs. Crip­
pen threatened to fly. She testified 
further that she visited the Crippen 
home two months after Mrs. Crippen 
had disappeared and that the house 
smelled musty.

That it is desirable that steps should 
be taken at once to increase the water 
supply facilities in South Saanich muni­
cipality, that there should be hearty 
co-operation between Victoria and the 
municipality to that end, and that the 
Question presents no insuperable obsta­
cles to an easy adjustment, were 
elusions arrived at on Friday, when 
a conference wàs held between the 
streets committee of the city council 
and a deputation representing South 
Saanich.

Reeve Nicholson presented the 
for the municipality in a brief speech. 
He thought the members of the council 
were all agreed that the district which 
he had the honor to represent had 
hardly been fairly treated in the matter 
of a water supply. As the case was, 
the municipality found itself In the 
position of having to take what was 
left over after Oak Bay and the city 
had been supplied, notwithstanding 
that the source of the water supply 
was within the boundaries of the muni­
cipality.

What the deputation had to recom­
mend to the board was that the city 
should agree to lay down a further 
quantity of distribution pipe amount­
ing to about 2,000 feet. This would 
serve present requirements. The muni­
cipality would bear all cost in connec­
tion therewith, if the city would agree 
to do the work of installation. There 
was a considerable amount of distri­
bution pipes in the district at present. 
He suggested that the city engineer be 
asked to make an estimate of the cost 
of the undertaking.

At present, he believed, Saanich was 
being charged too much for water. Oak 
Bay was being supplied at 10 cents 
per thousand gallons, whereas Saanich 
had to pay about 50 cents. While they 
did not hope to get the same rate as 
Oak Bay, they did think they ought 
to be put on the same basis as the 
consumer in the city of Victoria.

The mayor said the only question 
seemed to be that of proportionate 
cost of service. The proposition looked 
to be " very feasible.

Replying to a question from his wor­
ship, Water Commissioner Raymur ex­
plained that at present there were 
about 204 services in Saanich district. 
These had been installed by a special 
arrangement with the municipality, the 
people taking water putting in their 
own pipe. Some comprehensive scheme 
would undoubtedly have to be devised 
if the further needs of the municipality 
were to be met adequately. The ser­
vices would all require to be metered. 
It was true that the city of Victoria had 
a moral responsibility to supply the 
municipality with water.

The mayor feared the expense would 
be quite serious if all the services 
would have to be metered, but he wish­
ed to be understood as being heartily 
in favor of the proposition.

Mr. Raymur said he had always felt 
that in the event of Victoria going 
either to Sooke Lake or Coldstream for 
its future supply of water, Elk lake 
could be utilized entirely for the ac­
commodation of the Saanich district. 
He had thought it feasible to inaugur­
ate an irrigation scheme for the dis­
trict, which if given would induce peo­
ple to take up small holdings.

To the mayor Mr. Raymur said that 
It might be possible eventually to 
supply the district in bulk, but this 
could not be done at present.

Councillor Sewall (Saanich) thought 
that certain facts which should appeal 
to the board strongly were that the 
corporation owned much valuable pro­
perty in the municipality on which no 
taxes were collected—the pumping sta­
tion, the park at the Gorge, the Isola­
tion hospital and the watershed at Elk 
lake. In his opinion it would be silly 
at this time to insist on supplying 
water to saanich only, in bulk.

Councillor Grant (Saanich) also made 
a few remarks in support of the case 
as set out by the reeve, and the con­
ference ended with an assurance from 
the board that the matter would be 
given the most favorable consideration.

Reeve Nicholson said the proposition 
would be put before the city in writing, 
and on receipt of this letter the matter 
will be referred to the water commis­
sioner, who will report to the council 
at the earliest possible date.

Portland, Ore., Sept. 17.—The general 

rain storm sweeping over the Pacific 
Northwest to-day has put an end to 
one of the worst forest fire seasons in 
coast history, according to officials of 
the forestry service.

The rains which began yesterday ex­
tend from central Idaho to the Pacific 
ocean, and the downpour practically 
extinguished the conflagration in the 
burning distritc.

Plans are now being laid to ask the 
forthcoming session of the Oregan leg­
islature to enact a law which will im­
pose some of the duties of fire fighting 
on the state. The plan most favored is 
one wihch will provide for the appoint­
ment of fire wardens, clothed with po­
lice powers, who shall be in charge of 
all the burnings of all slashings. It is 
said that many of the fires of the pres­
ent season were caused by the care­
lessness of owners of slashings and by 
camp fires.

Timber owners are said to be willing 
to join In the payment of the cost oi 
any reasonable method of preventing 
fires. A bill probably will be introduced 
providing for the establishment of fire 
districts and giving timber owners the 
right to name officers to patrol and 
look after the fire question. Expenses 
would be taxed pro rata upon hold­
ings.

Milan, Sept. 17.—Two thousand Arabs 

have been killed or wounded in a battle 
fought between warring tribesmen in 
the Vilayet of Bassorah, in Asiatic 
Turkey, according to a dispatch re­
ceived here to-day from Constantinople.

The fight marked the open outbreak 
of border disturbances that have long 
bean smouldering between the tribes­
men living across the Turkish bo'rder 
in Arabia and others living in Bas­
sorah. Though there has not been a 
battle of such magnitude since the dis­
turbances began, there have been a 
number of minor encounters and the 
tribesmen have been gathering their 
forces in preparation for a decisive 
conflict.

New York, Sept. 16.—President Taft 

is not thinking of the campaign of 1912, 
and probably does not desire a second 
nomination, according to the New York 
Times to-day. The Times prints a spe­
cial dispatch in which President Taft 
is quoted as having said to a friend 
several weeks ago: “I am not thinking 
of 1912. In fact I do not know that I 
desire a renomination. From the way 
things are drifting it may be that no 
Republican can be elected, save prob­
ably on<>.”

The 'Times continues: “From 
tirely different source the Times 
respondent is informed that President 
Taft made substantially the same re­
mark to another friend. These state­
ments have been repeated among as­
sociates of the president until they are 
almost common property. For this rea­
son additional weight is given to a 
dispatch sent* out by the United Press 
yesterday saying that in all probabil­
ity President Taft will not be a can­
didate for another term.

“The president has thus far demon­
strated little interest in the politics of 
the future beyond March 4th, 1913. The 
chief idea of the president is to fulfill 
the party pledges. There has been a 
studied silence on Taft’s part about 
political topics. It is no secret that he 
is much discouraged. Roosevelt’s course 
has undoubtedly annoyed him. The tri­
umph of the Insurgents in a number of 
state primaries, the refusal of certain 
Republican conventions to endorse the 
administration and the great overturn 
in Maine, have caused him vexation.”

Portland, Ore., Sept. 16.—Two armed 

and masked robbers held up two auto­
mobile parties on the highway be­
tween Portland and Oregon City, 
shortly before midnight, secured sev­
eral hundred dollars worth of loot and 
covered their tracks so effectually that 
officials hunting them to-day are with­
out a clue as to their identity.

The robberies toolf place within half 
a mile of the Oregon city limits.

London, Sept. 16.—The time in which 
tenders will be received for the con­
struction of two battleships for the 
Chilean navy has been extended to Oc­
tober 15. As there is a possibility that 
the specifications which now require 
that the guns and certain machinery 
be of English design and manufacture 
may be modified, it is thought Ameri­
ca shipyards will bid for the contract.

rider to the effect that legislation 
should be enacted which would pro­
vide for the punishing of those whose 
carelessness in the handling of firearms 
occasions death Or wounding, even 
though accidental.

The inquejst was held by Dr. E. C. 
Hart, coroner, and evidence was given 
before him by Colin Wood, who was 
responsible for - the shooting of his 
companion, and .three other members of 
the hunting party, which spent the 
opening day of the shooting season in 
the vicinity df Mt. Malahat.

Wood appeared to be much worried 
over the affair as he related the causes 
of the accident. He stated that he had 
only used a rifle a few times and that 
he was almost absolutely ignorant as 
to the mechanism of fire arms. On the 
day of the fatality, he informed the 
jury, he carried a pump gun. Through­
out the day it worked satisfactorily 
but prior to the accident, when cock­
ing the gun in readiness for the next 
shot, the trigger slipped, With the re­
sult that the gun discharged and the 
bullet entered Young’s breast and al­
most instantly killed him.

The evidence furnished by the other 
witnesses was not of mucl^ importance. 
Thdy were in advance of the others and 
on hearing the 'report of the rifle turned 
and saw Young fall.

Wood was brought back to this city 
and is In custody awaiting the 
cision of the attorney-general; who is 
reviewing the evidence. It is under­
stood that he will be charged with 
manslaughter.

According to the authorities the 
trouble between the two trappers goes 
back far beyond the incident of the 
search warrant, which was the imme­
diate provocation of the shooting. 
Macdonald has a fine racb fourteen 
miles from the mouth of the Salmon 
River, and Savage had a place four 
miles farther north. Both men were 
expert trappers, and a great rivalry 
in that calling had existed between 
them for a long time.

On September 13th Ellis Johnson, also 
one of Macdonald’s neighbors, laid 
charge against the latter for havin 
two beaver skins illegally in his pos­
session. Indian Agent Halloday, of 
Alert Bay, happend to be at Salmon 
River, and he swore in Savage as 
special constable to go and search 
Macdonald’s house for the beaver. 
Savage set out alone to perform this 
duty.

It is apparent that as soon as Sav­
age presented himself at his neigh­
bor’s cabin the ill-feeling between the 
two men broke out into open warfare. 
A terrific struggle occurred, the two 
stalwart trappers wrestling for pos­
session of a rifle. While this contest 
was going on P. Cushman, another 
trapper, arrived. He interfered in 
the fray, took away the weapon, and 
endeavored to effect a reconciliation.

Savage then undertook to read his 
search warrant, and Macdonald in­
sisted that Cushman read it. Follow­
ing this formality Cushman and Sav­
age entered the house and proceeded 
to search. for the beaver skin. Mac­
donald again resisted, according to 
the story told by Cushman, and an­
other furious struggle took place for 
possession of the rifle, but Cushman 
was again able to separate the com­
batants, and the search proceeded.

While the two men were in the 
shack Macdonald remained outside, 
and he called upon the searchers to 
come out, threatening, according to 
Cushman, to shoot them both. The 
threats were reiterated, and finally 
Oushman came out of the house. Sav­
age followed soon afterwards, and as 
he appeared in the doorway Macdonald 
fired with the rifle. The bullet struck 
Savage in the chest, passed through 
the body until it struck the backbone, 
by which it was deflected, coming out 
through the left shoulder. Death was 
instantaneous.

Immediately after the tragedy Mac­
donald told Cushman that he would 
not make any attempt to get away.

“I’ll go with you to Rock Bay and 
surrender to Constable Minty,” he 
said.

Cushman accompanied him down to 
Rock Bay, and the constable made the 
arrest. After taking charge of Savage’s 
body and securing the witnesses, he 
came south on the Cowiehan.

New Westminster, Sept. 17.—The Sal­
mon River Lumber Company has just 
commenced cutting lumber at its new 
mill on the Salmon river, close to the 
Balfour road.

tawa in November. The entire sitting 
was over before noon.

TURKEY AND RUSSIA
IN MILITARY LEAGUE

Alliance It is understood that a settlement of 
the difficulties existing between the un­
derwriters and owners of the steamship 
Yucatan, which was salved from Icy 
Straits, Alaska, some months ago and 
has since been lying at the outer wharf, 
has been effected.

The underwriters claimed that the 
Yucatan was not a total loss and re­
fused to pay the full insurance on her, 
while the owners contended that the 
extensive damages which the steam­
ship had received rendered her a con­
structive total loss, 
amicable arrangement the battered ves­
sel has been moored at the outer 
wharf. Bids were received on repairs 
to the steamship, that of the Willam­
ette Iron Works on the Columbia river 
being the lowest, and it is expected 
that she will shortly be towed to the 
yards of that company, the owners 
agreeing to take her back repaired.

Most of the insurance on the Yuca­
tan is held in England and her sal­
vage was carried out under the super­
vision of Capt. Logan, the under­
writers’ expert. A few thousand dol­
lars are held In San Francisco and It 
was reported a few days ago that the 
Bay City parties were willing to pay 
total loss rather than have the mat­
ter of settlement prolonged. The Eng­
lish underwriters have, however, re­
fused te follow this example.

London, Sept. 19.—Remarkable news 
affecting the status of Turkey with the 
European powers is published in Le 
Temps of Paris, one of the most trust­
worthy and influential papers on the 
continent. Briefly the announcement is 
that Turkey and Rusisa have conclud­
ed a military alliance and that the 
former is taking steps to range her­
self with the powers forming the triple 
alliance—Germany. Austro - Hungary 
and Italy.

If this be true history’s ironies will 
never have been more strikingly 
shown.

Only a couple of years ago Turkey 
and Austria were at daggers drawn 
over the annexation of Bosnia. Hertz- 
govina and Turkey and Russia were 
on little better terms.

of Dysentery

New York Paper Tells of Big Pro- 
jects in View in

infants, ranging up to eighteen months, 
among whom three deaths are report­
ed. The mortality among adults Is low, 
death being caused usually when the 
dysentery occurs as a complication to 
some other disease. Among my own 
cases death occurred once in a con­
valescent who had had a severe attack 
of typhoid fever with a relapse. An­
other occurred in an alcoholic who had 
been on a drinking bout.

General Symptoms and Course.—Dys­
entery is usually an acute disease, the 
eymptoms occurring one of two days 
after the infection. It appears first as 
an ordinary diarrhoea, associated with 
some abdominal pain. The stools soon 
afterwards contain mucous, and in a 
few hours assume the characteristic 
bloody, slimy appearance. The site of 
the abdominal pain depends upon the 
portion of the colon affected.

The abdomen is not distended and 
the muscles may be held tense. The 
patient complains of loss of appetite, 
great weakness and of a feeling of 
pressure in the abdomen or in the rec­
tum, of which he tries to relieve him­
self by constant straining, though he 
can pass but little.

The temperature is about 101 to 102 
F., and in children frequently runs up 
to 105.

Vomiting is sometimes associated, 
but as a rule only in the severe cases. 
The tongue is white and furred, but 
becomes quite red and dry in advanced 
cases.

Explaining the causes of dysentery 
and recommending methods for the 
preventing and curing of it, Dr. W. 
Bapty, of the provincial board of 
health, has forwarded to Hon. Dr. 
Young, provincial secretary, a synopsis 
on this epidemic, which not only pre­
vails in this city, but throughout Bri­
tish Columbia and the Northwest.

The médical practitioners of Victoria, 
recognizing the terrible effect of this 
epidemic, will start a campaign to pre­
vent it from removing any citizens of 
this city next year. They are agreed 
that this disease will again visit this 
city in 1911, and they will recommend 
to the city council that the town be 
given a thorough clean-up. Although 
the city has promised to install a gar­
bage system the doctors wish some­
thing done immediately.

The co-operation of residents is also 
required to stamp out this disease. Dr. 
Bapty urges that all foodstuffs be 
screened from flies and that screens be 
placed on windows and doors. The flies 
are considered to be the greatest 
spreaders of dysentery as well as some 
other diseases, and therefore it is of 
vital importance that they be shut out 
from all homes.

The report submitted by Dr. Bapty 
reads as follows:

Bacillary dysentery is a specific in­
fectious disease, in which frequent 
bloody mucous stools and abdominal 
pain and tenesmus are the most mark­
ed clinical symptoms. It occurs In epi- 
remics and is causey * by the bacillus 
dysenteriae, thus differing from the 
amoebic or tropical dysentery.

It has always been a disease of arm­
ies, being quite prevalent in the Man­
churian and South African wars, and 
prevails especially among those who 
live in unhygienic surroundings.

Cause.—The baccillus was first iso­
lated by Shiga and proved to be the 
cause of dysentery in an extensive -epi­
demic in Japan, 1898.. Since this, Flex- 
ner has described a somewhat similar 
organism isolated by him in the Phil­
ippine Islands, and a third type was 
also recognized. To this two other 
types have recently been added.

The Shiga bacillus is very much like 
the typhoid bacillus in growth and ap­
pearance. It is not motile, does not 
form spores, and is not stained by 
Gram's method. It produces acid but 
no gas in bile-salt peptone glucose, and 
in stab culture in litmus mannite agar 
the lower depths become pink but the 
mannite is not fermented.

In two of my acute cases this or­
ganism was readily found in agar plate 
cultures along with Colon bacilli.

On agar plates the Shiga bacillus ap­
pears in 24 hours as thin, flat colonies,
1 to 2 mm. in diameter, differing from 
the Colon bacillus colonies, which are 
larger, whiter and thicker. The col­
onies tend to coalesce, giving the leaf­
like or map-like appearance. On Con­
rad! Drigalski plates the Shiga colon­
ies are blue and shining, while the. Co­
lon colonies are pink and somewhat 
larger.

In three of my cases (the only three 
examined), in the later stages the blood 
serum in dilutions of 1 in 25, readily 
agglutinated suspensions of the Shiga 
bacillus in less than 30 minutes.

The earliest cases of dysentery occur­
ring in Victoria appeared in the latter 
half of July and were confined chiefly 
to Pembroke street and vicinity, near 
the Chinese quarter of the town, so it 
is quite probable that the present epi­
demic originated from Orientals, as 
many of these are always coming from 
China and other parts of the Far East.

The disease spread into various dis­
tricts, until at present but few locali­
ties of the town remain that have not 
been affected.

A case of an infected Chinaman is 
reported by Dr. Holden as occurring 
on July 7th, but few other Chinese are 
reported to have been affected before 
the middle of August, at which time 
the disease was quite widespraed.

Infection.—As a source of infection 
the dysenteric stool is most important. 
Where privies are not properly protect­
ed the danger from this is apparent, 
and in one instance where I inspected 
a yard unofficially, and promptly re­
ported to the citÿ authorities, the dan­
ger was indeed very real. Only one 
who has suffered from dysentery can 
appreciate the terrible agony that at 

SOUTH FORT GEORGE SCHOOL. times comes over the dysenteric pa­
tient and compels him to relieve him­
self wherever he may be.

Hot weather tends to favor the de­
velopment of files, and probably also 
keeps the bacillus active for some time 
after leaving the body. I think the 
majority of Victoria practitioners are 
agreed as to the ;role flies play as an 
agent in the spread of the disease. In 
dry dusty weather the bacilli might be 
carried in dust to a certain extent, but 
this is doubtful.

The disease is also carried by dysen­
tery carriers in the same manner as is 
typhoid fever. A number of cases have 
been up and about their usual work 
during the attack, and any of these 
persons, such as cooks and others who 
handle foodstuffs, might easily spread 
the infection.

Cases are reported by Shiga of small, 
localized epidemics occurring even in 
the winter, caused by carriers who 
themselves remain quite well. Miss 
Wollstein, Rockefeller Institute, found 
the dysentery bacillus in three infants 
who had no symptoms of dysentery or 
summer diarrhoea, and many other 
cases are reported. Hence it follows 
that the disease will again, no doubt, 
make its appearance 'in this province 
next summer.

In certain epidemics water has been 
the great carrying agent.

THE LORAIN RANGE"A tremendous amount of money has 
been expended by the Dominion govern­
ment in aiding the construction of rail­
ways. We

where they are most needed. The pro­
vincial governments frequently give 
additionally. In some instances, where 
it would be difficult otherwise to 
finance a railway, we guarantee the 
bonds.

Favorable cases tend to get better in 
from four days to one week. Death 
may occur after two weeks, or the dis­
ease may become chronic. When the 
small intestines become involved the 
typhoid state supervenes. I have seen 
one such cace in the Victoria epidemic, 
in which death occurred later from 
peritonitis.

Treatment. Prophylactic.—Flies must 
be carefully guarded against. All filth, 
garbage and manure must be removed 
and destrowed to prevent as far as pos­
sible the breeding of flies. Houses 
should be screened and all foodstuffs 
carefully protected.

When a case occurs in a house the 
other members of the household should 
be inoculated with anti-dysenteric 
serum as a preventive.

Treatment During Attack.—Absolute 
rest in bed is essential. A warm wool­
len bandage around the abdomen as­
sists in keeping the bowels at rest.

No solid food is allowed but a little 
liquid nourishment is given every two 
or three hours, such as thin chicken 
broth, egg albumen, and'thin barley or 
rice water. If given at body tempera­
ture the food does not tend to excite 
perlstolsis, and so cause pain. When 
the tongue is clean, Indicating that the 
stomach is working well, milk may be 
given. Calomel and castor oil are the 
chief medicines of importance, given 
in doses two to ten grains of the for­
mer, and one-half ounce doses of the 
latter repeated when necessary.

Cheaper Freight Rates. Vernon, Sept. 17.—The armory site 
committee of the city council submitted 
the following report at a recent meet­
ing: “We have examined a number of 
sites for the armory, promised by the 
Dominion government, and recommend 
the purchase of lots 10, 11, 12 and 13 in 
block 70, for $1,850. This property is 100 
feet square and is situated behind the 
Royal hotel on the corner of Eighth 
and Dewdney streets. 'We suggest that 
the mayor be empowered to. get an op­
tion on this property until a by-law 
can be passed for raising the necessary 
money.’’

The report was adopted, but not 
until after quite a little discussion, and 
Aid. Glover recorded himself against 
the adoption of the committee’s report. 
He was in favor of securing a site on 
Tronson street at something less than 
half the money, and although; the posi­
tion is not so good, he did not see that 
that materially affected the case. The 
mayor said the city had never yet con­
tributed anything to the corps, and he 
thought it up to the city now to make 
a good contribution.

“While the hauls are generally longer 
in Canada than in the United States 
the freight rates in this country are 
cheaper. This can be demonstrated by 
comparison of figures, but it is our de­
sire not to rest content with present 
conditions, but to do everything to per­
mit the establishment of even cheaper 
trade routes. The best regulator of 
freights is a water route.

“At the present time the natural 
route for the shipment of western grain 
to eastern Canada and to Europe is by 
way of the great lakes, through the 
terminal elevators at Fort William and 
Port Arthur.

By construct­
ing only twenty-six miles of canal and 
connecting it with straightened chan­
nels and dredged river courses we can 
make this route a navigable waterway 
from Georgian Bay to Montreal, cut­
ting off more than four hundred miles 
from the lake route now followed.

“In addition to this, and more im­
mediately in prospect, is the Hudson 
Bay route. Glance at the map and you 
will see that Hudson Bay lies as far 
west as Lake Superior and that Fort 
Churchill and Fort Nelson, on its west­
ern coast, are as far west as Duluth. 
Fort Churchill is 2,926 miles from Liv­
erpool. For generations the feasibility 
of a railway connecting the prairie 
provinces with Hudson Bay has been 
discussed, but not until two years ago 
did the Dominion government take it 
up. It is our purpose to have con­
structed a railway from La Pas, on the 
Saskatchewan river, running either to 
Fort Churchill or Fort Nelson, which­
ever is found to be the more suitable 
terminal. This will bring the heart of 
the wheat raising country within 3,500 
miles of Liverpool, the world’s wheat 
market. The shortest route via the 
great lakes or eastern Canada ports is 
1,500 miles longer.

CRIMEAN VETERAN DEAD.

A Good Complexion !Revelstoke, Sept. 17.—The death of 
Capt. William Smith, a Crimean vet­
eran, occurred at the home of his son, 
J. L. Smith, Campbell avenue, 
deceased had reached the age of 85, 
and has been a resident of this city 
for many years. Capt. Smith, who 
served in the Prince of Wales Royal 
Canadian Rifles, and 17th Infantry, 
was the hero of many battles in the 
Crimea.

Where the specific cause is known, as 
it Is in this epidemic, serum treatment 
is that most recommended.

Shiga’s rules in giving the serum are 
as follows:

1. In mild cases the serum is injected 
once in a dose of 10 cc.

2. In cases of medium severity the 
serum Is twice injected In doses of 10 
cc. The Interval is from six to ten 
hours.

3. In severe cases the largest amounts 
of serum are injeted (about 40 to 60 cc.) 
but the daily does does not exceed 
20 cc.

In favorable cases treated with the 
serum the patient begins to improve 
in one to two days, the pains leave and 
the stools become normal, and the 
fever disappears.

In all cases the stools should be 
carefully and thoroughly disinfected 
as in typhoid fever, with plenty of 
fresh slacked lime, carbolic acid 1 to 
20, bi-chloride of mercury, 1 in 500, or 
chloride of lime. The antiseptics are 
of value in the order named, and which 
every one is used, It should remain 
in contact with the stool for half sin 
hour.

Dr. C. J. Fagan, secretary of the 

provincial board of health, some time 
ago issued the following bulletin on the 
fly menace and how to lessen it:

It is now admitted that the fly is 
responsible for the spread of many dis­
eases. It is also known that we our­
selves are responsible for the presence 
of the fly.

The fly season is approaching. Action 
at this time will prevent many deaths.

Flies Breed in Filth.—Over 90 per 
cent breed in stable manure ; the bal­
ance breed in garbage, out-house re­
fuse, etc.

An immediate and thorough cleaning 
of premises should be effected. Filth 
accumulation must be avoided. Stable 
manure should be removed at least 
every week or must be kept in covered 
and dark receptacles and sprinkled 
from time to time by lime or coal oil.

Garbage receptacles should be cov­
ered and removed at regular intervals 
and surroundings sprinkled with lime.

The above action will well repay for 
the trouble. To be effective, all must 
join in the fly warfare. Householders 
attending to their own premises have a 
right to demand similar action by their 
neighbors. A complaint made to the 
local board of health will be attended

“We have sent two ships into Hud­
son Bay this summer to determine the 
relative merits of Fort Churchill and 
Fort Nelson.

Windçrmere, Sept. 15.—For the last 
few days a party of mountain climb­
ers has been making the Paradise mine 
its headquarters. The party consists 
of Herbert W. Gleason, E. W. Ham­
den of Boston, and Charles D. Ellis of 
Windermere.

On Friday, September 2nd, Mr. Ham­
den and Mr. Ellis concluded to at­
tempt the climb of Mount Hammond. 
Mount Hammond has long been the 
show-peak of the range, standing as 
it does far out from Its sister peaks. 
The start was made from the cabin 
at 7 o’clock in the morning at an 
elevation of 8,000 feet. The route 
taken was due west to the head of 
the Paradise basin, distance about 
one mile. The divide at the head of 
the basin forms a barrier between 
Spring and Clearwater creeks, 
elevation was 9,600 feet, the time 7.45 
o’clock. The course taken was nearly 
due west along the slope of an 11,000 
feet ridge on the west slowly de­
scending until a small lake at the 
head of Clearwater basin was reach­
ed at 9.30. Elevation 8,975 feet, a 
fall of 625 feet from the ridge at 
Paradise.

The actual work of climbing began 
at the lake. The summit of the wall 
was a nerve-testing hand-over-hand 
climb of 1,225 feet, which was accom­
plished after two hours and thirty 
minutes. Here a halt was made for 
refreshments. To the north the rug? 
ged back-bone clintbed terminating in 
the magnificent head known as Mount 
Hammond.

Vancouver,
Clement yesterday issued an injunction 
restraining D. Rankin, a Grand Trunk 
Pacific contractor, from further tres­
passing on certain timber limits at 
Hardscrabble, 113 miles from the mouth 
of the Skeena river, on~ the Grand 
Trunk Pacific right-of-way. The lim­
its belong to S. S. Rogers, and it was 
alleged that, without asking permission 
of the owner, Mr. Rankin had gone 
ahead cutting timber on the property, 
made a road through it, and erected 
buildings thereon. It was alleged fur­
ther that Mr. Rankin had a contract 
for the Grand Trunk Pacific construc­
tion and also to cut cordwood for the 
steamboats on the Skeena river, and 
that $8,000 worth of timber had already 
been cut down. It was declared that 
the railroad had ordered him to go 
ahead and cut a road through the prop­
erty and he had acquiesed. 
not looked up the records to find who 
owned the timber rights, but had taken 
the evidence of local people on the 
matter.

Interrogated by counsel for Mr. Ran­
kin if he would stop construction on 
this part of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
by granting the injunction, Justice 
Clement said:

"I would stop anybody if they inter­
fered with other people’s rights. If a 
railroad will persist in going on peo­
ple’s land without first going through 
the regular expropriation proceedings 
it must take the consequences.”

New Westminster, Sept. 15.—Another 
step looking towards the settlement of 
the differences of opinion between the 
British Columbia Electric Railway 
Company and the city council of New 
Westminster was taken at the meeting 
of the council, when a letter from Gen­
eral Manager Sperling of the electric 
company, suggesting a conference be­
tween representatives of the two bod­
ies, was acted upon, the council leaving 
the arrangement of the date for the 
conference in the hands of the mayor.

Ever since commencement of work 
on the Coquitlam dam there has been 
considerable contention between the 
council and the company and matters 
came to such a pass that Mayor Lee 
finally addressed* a letter to the Lon­
don board of directors of the com­
pany, setting forth his opinion of the 
situation. The reply received from Mr. 
Horne-Payne, chairman of the board, 
did not in any way recede from the 
stand taken by the local officials in 
British Columbia. Out of the discus­
sion that followed in the council, 
however, aldermen expressed them­
selves willing to meet with the com­
pany and talk over the matter in the 
hopes of some amicable settlement 
being reached.

Mr. Sperling’s letters referred only 
to the Coquitlam dam question, but 
Aid. Gilley suggested that various 
other matters under negotiation be­
tween the two bodies be discussed at 
the conference. This was agreed to by 
the council.

Practically all its development work 
with which the city is directly con­
cerned has been stopped by the com­
pany pending the settlement of the 
difference and the conference is sure 
to be an important one. Mayor Lee 
stated at the last council meeting that 
if the Dominion government engineer 
now at the dam would approve of the 
plans of the company as assuring 
every protection necessary to the 
city’s water supply that there would 
be no further opposition from the city 
in the completion of the dam.

“That attitude, however, ended with 
the primary elections and nominating 
convention, where the voters had op­
portunity to declare themselves. The 
people have spoken.

"As the party faces the fall elections 
the question must be settled by Re­
publicans of every shade of opinion, 
whether the differences of the last ses­
sion are to be perpetuated or forgotten.

“The president recognizes that in 
certain cases the expression of feeling 
has been so bitter as to make it diffi­
cult in some instances for the factions 
to come together and work loyally for 
the party. As stated in his letter to the 
congressional campaign committee, he 
believes that this cannot be done. The 
president is confident that you will 
meet local conditions and state issues 
in this spirit, and that you will write 
to your friends and ask them to do 
likewise.

“The president feels that the value 
of federal patronage has been greatly 
exaggerated. The refusal to grant it 
probably has been more useful to the 
men affected than the appointments 
would have been in preliminary skirm­
ishes.

“In certain states, like Wisconsin 
and elsewhere, the president has been 
willing, in the interest of what leaders 
believed was party success, to make 
certain discriminations, but he has 
concluded that it is his duty now to 
treat all Republican congressmen and 
senators alike. Without distinction he 
will now'foHpw the usual rule in Re* 
publican congressional districts and 
states, and follow the recommendations 
of congressmen and senators, no mat­
ter what their shade of political opin­
ion, only requiring that the men recoin-? 
mended be of good character, compe­
tent and best fitted for the particular 
office to which they seek appointment.”

Many Republicans are inclined to 
consider the letter a £>id for the leader­
ship of the progressives, and regard it 
as the death knell of “standpattism.” 

Insurgents Elated.
Washington, D. C., Sept. 16.—The In­

surgents here are elated over the let­
ter of President Taft restoring patron­
age to them. They are frankly glad to 
get the patronage back.

It is predicted here that the change 
on the part of the administration will 
not alter the attitude of the Insurgents. 
It is believed that the overwhelming 
insurgent victories in Kansas, Iowa, 
Wisconsin, California and Washington 
have made it seem expedient to the ad­
ministration political advisers to drop 
the fight that they have waged on the 
progressives and start a “get together 
movement.”

Seven Hundred Varieties of Plants 
Hitherto Unknown Growing in 

Hon. Vicary Gibb’s Garden

School Board Makes Concession on 
Complaints From North End 

of City

Resolution Regarding Bonuses 
Causes Breeze at Session at 

Port Arthur

■
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The search for new flowers or plants 

is always an interesting one. E. A. 
Wallace, the manager of Flowin’s 
Gardens in this city, has done a great 
deal of this work and he can tell stor­
ies by the hour of the adventures which 
he encountered in South America and 
other countries. The following story of 
a search for new plants in the interior 
of Asia is from the Daily Chronicle :

A gold medal has been awarded by 
the Royal Horticultural Society for an 
exhibit of new plants raised at Alden- 
ham House, Herts, from seeds sent 
home from China and shown by the 
Hon. Vicary Gibbs.

The story of these wonderful plants, 
hitherto unknown to botanists, is of a 
romantic character. The seeds 
collected by the distinguished botanist, 
Mr. E. W. Wilson, 
through Northern and Western China, 
on behalf of Mr. Vicary Gibbs and some 
American horticulturists, in search of 
new treasures of the flower kingdom 
and plant life.

His wanderings led him into wild 
districts of China never before visited 
by Europeans. He made friends. anS 
in some cases had to avoid the enmity 
of the Chinese hill tribes. He suffered 
many hardships and perils. With his 
caravan of twenty-five guides and 
riers he climbed great and unexplored 
mountains, made his way through vast 
virgin forests, and lived among uncivil­
ized Chinamen in the most remote and 
desolate regions of that great empire. 
He had no other object but the discov­
ery of new plants: he risked his life 
and health because that ambition led 
him onwards and lured him into the 
wildest spots, and his toil was reward­
ed with the discovery of an immense 
number (at least 1,000) of new and 
plants.

One of Mr. Wilson’s first great jour­
neys was through the Chin-ting-shan 
region, near the big Chantu plain, 
where the range was clothèd with a 
dense jungle and brushwood. Descend­
ing to this valley he crossed over to 
the territory of one of the semi-inde­
pendent tribes, and obtained the friend­
ship of the chief, who allowed him to 
traverse his country freely. This 
gion was previously unknown botani- 
cally, and Mr. Wilson found many new 
specimens.

Reaching the Chinese city of Tuan 
the traveller after a rest crossed the 
river and for twenty-fivè days cut hi* 
way through to Tatien-lu, traversing 
the territories of several tribes who 
own but a shadowy allegiance to the 
Empreor of China and live in barbaric 
liberty. The roads were but mountain 
tracks and crossed great ranges rising 
to 15,000 feet, where the scenery Is de­
scribed by him as “wild and entranc­
ing.” For many days he was in thet 
silence and the beauty of the great vir­
gin woods, and with axes his compan­
ion hewed their way through the under­
growth, sleeping at night under mag­
nificent birches, with a rich 
colored bark, which grow to a height 
of 100 feet, and have a gigantic girth.

In another journey Mr. Wilson passed 
through the wilderness behind Mounts 
Omi and Wa, and in the savage secen- 
ery of the steep cliffs and crags found 
many new treasures. On, the lower 
ranges charcoal burners have destroyed 
all the forests, leaving in its place a 
dense jungle of shrubs. But from 7,000 
to 10,000 feet Mr. Wilson found an ab­
solutely impenetrable forest of bam­
boos.

Wet through day after day, with 
bedding and clothing drenched, sleep­
ing in the dirty huts of the Chinese 
charcoal burners at night, and envel­
oped by dense mists, Mr. Wilson found 
his journey was not one of pleasure; 
but in the interests of science he climb­
ed the mountain of Wa Wu, unvisited 
previously by any foreigner, and of 
which for 4,000 feet on four sides the 
walls are sheer like those of a vast 
rock-fortress.

On Mount Wa he found, among other 
wonderful plants, a variety of Loni- 
cera hispada, with enormously large 
flowers, creamy yellow in color, and 
some plants with rich maroon flowers 
and scarlet fruits over a foot in length.

As the result of these wanderings in 
China, Mr. Wilson sent 1,000 different 
varieties of seed to Mr. Vicary Gibbs, 
and, under the direction of Mr. Edwin 
Beckett, the Well-known horticulturist* 
who superintends the great gardens at 
Aldenham House in Hertfordshire, no 
fewer than 700 varietioes have been 
raised into hardy and thriving plants.
. The collection is of a most interest­
ing and astonishing kind. A great 
many forms of Chinese blackberry are 
growing in profusion in these gardens, 
and one which is already fruiting i« 
especially peculiar because of its large 
white fibrous fruit. It was tasted by 
our representative, who found it sweet 
and pleasing to the palate.

One interesting plant pointed out 
was a Chinese rubber tree, which grows 
to a great size and should give a rich 
sap. Here, perhaps, is a new source 
of fortune in rubber.

A Chinese variety of the Judas tree, 
upon which Iscariot is said to have 
hanged himself, a plant called Paulow- 
ina, with giant leaves, a Chinese horse 
chestnut, a great tulip tree, Chinese 
vines growing most luxuriantly, and an 
Immense number of new plants bloom­
ing already with flowers that have never 
before been seen in the Western world 
(and burdened with names that would 
terrify all but botanists) have been 
successfully reared in Mr. Vicary 
Gibbs’ garden, from the seeds which 
were secured on the adventurous jour­
neys by Mr. Wilson.

At Thursday night’s meeting of the 
school board Superintendent Paul di­
rected attention to several complaints 
which parents in the eastern portion of 
the city have made relative to the 
present boundaries fixed to regulate 
school attendance.

Taking a course a little west of 
north the climber continued until he 
found himself overlooking Boulder 
creek and immediately under the 
crown of the summit. Here the real 
problem presented itself; a bastion of 
hard limestone that had withstood 
the ravages of time blocked the way. 
The elevation was here found to be 
12,000 feet. Following the rim south 
and east about fifty feet the first fis­
sure suggested a possible opening, but 
was found to be closed by a large 
rpek that had fallen Into the crevice.

Impossible. A little further on a 
smooth dry crevice was passed. A 
third seemed to offer a chance, 
although the crumbling rock offered 
no secure foot and hand holds, and once 
loosened precipitated down the steep 
mountain wall by the quick ascent 
would render a return by the same gap 
very doubtful If not impossible. Mr. 
Bills, however,

The summit was reached at about 
2 o'clock in the afternoon. It was 
found to rise to an altitude of 12,125 
feet, and there was no evidence what­
ever of the peak ever having been 
climbed.

IMPORTANT INDUSTRY.

New Westminster, Sept. 15.—One of 
the most important industries in Bri­
tish Columbia of which little Is heard 
is the manufacture of fertilizer and 
oils from fish offal. Not many years 
ago the bays and rivers and all the 
public swimming beaches during the 
fishing season were covered with fish 
heads, tails and offal of salmon which 
was thrown overboard from the dif­
ferent canneries on the coast. A pro­
vincial law forced the cannery owners 
to tow the offal out to sea in scows, 
which they did, but it was only brought 
back by the tide and scattered every­
where. It was well known that the 
best of fertilizer and oil could be ex­
tracted from the fish but many fishing 
seasons passed before a plant was 
started. Almost the first one was that 
of the Canada Fish Products Company, 
known in Ladner as the Oilery, on Lulu 
Island, directly opposite to Ladner. 
The plant has been in operation for 
some time and this year secured the 
offal from eighteen canneries. The 
company has two tug boats, the Ena 
and the Linda, to gather the offal, 
which is stored on the wharves of the 
canneries. This season the plant was 
put in operation on July 1, but with 
the end of the sockeye fishing season 
the plant will be closed.

During the time the plant has been 
in operation over 100 tons of valuable 
fertilizer and 172 drums of oil hâve 
been extracted from the parts of fish.

The wood block problem was again

his company might find it necessary to 
throw up its contract. This would 
mean that the work of paving Douglas 
street would be delayed. After going 
into the matter fully, it was decided 
that the city engineer shall personally 
supervise the work of inspection, and 
it is hoped that as a result of this the 
company ipay be enabled to supply the 
blocks in sufficient quantity.

In opening the matter, City Engineer 
Smith explained that it had been re­
ported to him that the company which 
has the contract was not supplying the 
blocks to the c.reosoting plant in suf­
ficient quantity. He had gone into the 
matter and found that it was claimed 
on behalf of the company that the in­
spection was too rigid, that good blocks 
were being refused.

Mr. Hankin said that under the pre­
sent system of inspection the company 
was only enabled to supply the city 
with from 6,000 to 7,000 blocks per day, 
whereas the city required 24,000 per 
day. The inspector was asking some­
thing that the company simply could 
not carry out. The seven mills operat­
ing in the city could not supply enough 
logs from which to cut blocks of the 
kind which the inspector insisted upon

The Kingdom is registered in Port­
land, Maine, as a yacht and was built 
there in the year 1874. The vessel has 
not, however, been. in any American 
port since the latter part of July. She 
has been cruising about Portland, near 
the Holy Lands, and among many of 
the islands of the West Indies. She 
has also made trips along the west 
coast of Africa. She has a crew of 
twenty men. There are, besides the 
crew, 16 women and 13 children on 
board, all of them belonging to the 
same place.

It is said that after the vessel struck 
on the island there was wild confusion 
for a few days. The rising tides flood­
ed her ‘tween decks and caused a con­
gested state of affairs on board. The 
altar and other parts of the ship were 
somewhat damaged by the flooding.

There appears to be plenty of accom­
modation for the number on board. 
The sleeping quarters of the married 
people lie in a line with the dining sa­
loon. The accommodation for the sin­
gle women is situated on the star­
board and after sides of ’tween decks 
is a wooden altar, which is used for 
worshipping purposes. It is painted 
white with gold trimmings. At each 
end of it hang horns. In a place in the 
skylight figures a head of a ram with 
large circular horns, while in another 
part of the ’tween decks there is a 
desigp showing a large black swan 
with outstretched wings.

Advices from Kobe, Japan, by the 
Tamba Maru, which arrived Friday, 
state that a controversy has been 
started in Japan over the conflicting 
opinions of Lieut. Bruce and Cecil H. 
Meares, of the Scott Antarctic expedi- 1 
tion, and Lieut. Shirase, who is to head 
the Japanese expedition.

The Britishers, who are in Kobe after 
purchasing 19 ponies and 31 dogs for 
Scott, contend that the preparations of 
the Japanesè officer are quite inade­
quate for the work which will confront 
him. Shirase has stated that he will 
discover the South Pole and return 
home within a year, which the Scott 
men ridicule. They point out that 
Shirase intends to equip at an expen­
diture of one-tenth of the Scott expe­
dition and will carry rice as the chief 
article of diet. That meat is required 
to keep even a Japanese alive in the 
Antarctic regions; that Shirase has not 
provided for sufficient scientific spe­
cialists and that he does not under­
stand the difficulties which have to be 
surmounted are among the points 
raised by Messrs. Booth and Scott in 
an interview which was obtained from 
them by a Japanese newspaper.

The two officers will join Scott's ship, 
the Terra Nova, at Lyttleton, New 
Zealand, early in November. The ves­
sel is expected to sail south on the loth 
of that month. Following the criticisms 
of the British explorers the Japanese 
government has officially disclaimed 
any connection with Shirase’s expedi­
tion.

'(Times Leased Wire.)
Seattle, Wash., Sept. 16.—Because an 

enthusiastic Englishman in Victoria 
presented a pearl necklace worth $1,000 
to a chorus girl in a travelling musical 
comedy company, the United States 
customs officers in this city are hold­
ing the twenty-ope trunks of the show 
in appriasers’ stores here to-day, while 
the advance agent is on the verge of 
madness because the identity of the 
little show girl is unknown.

The show entered the United States 
yesterday, and the customs Inspectors, 
having been tipped that the necklace 
was genuine, will not release the com­
pany’s effects until the chorus girl de­
clares her gift and pays the duty which 
is $600. The company is due to open 
here Sunday.

Chicago, Setft. 16.—The so-called 
“brick trust” was indicted by the fed­
eral grand jury, charged with viola­
tion" of the Sherman anti-trust law.

Seattle, Sept. 16.—In a decision just 
handed down the board of general ap­
praisers of customs at Washington, D. C., 
has sustained the decision of the collector 
at Port Townsend in levying duty at 45 
cents a ton on washed coal. Frank Water- 
house & Co. appealed from the Port Town­
send decision, claiming the duty should be 
15 cents a ton under the provision that 
“coal slack or culm, such as will pass 
through a half-inch screen, 15 cents per 
ton.”

However, the new tariff law required 
that this applied only to the product when 
screened “in the ordinary way as such, 
'^nd so shipped from the mine.” This pro­
viso, the board says, probably was insert­
ed by reason,of a previous decision in 
favor of the

arrival.”

The collector in his report to the board 
said that the imported coal under con­
sideration had been washed in water, the 
effect of which was to remove “all of the 
culm or dust and other fine coal and small 
stones.”

Important Discovery.
Messrs. Russell and Hutchinson, be­

One speaker declared 
the discovery the most important in 
fifty years. He may have been scien­
tifically correct, but in another sense 
wrong. It may be suspected that good 
farmers, perhaps without always know­
ing how they did it, have been nullify­
ing the effects of the germ in question 
for many more years than fifty.—Mon­
treal Gazette.

The light shown from the lighthouse on 
Prospect Point at the entrance to the 
First Narrows, Burrard Inlet, has been 
changed from a fixed white light to an 
occulting white light, visible 6 seconds 
and eclipsed 3 seconds alternately. The 
Illuminating apparatus is dioptric of the 
fifth order, and the illuminant petroleum 
vapor, burned under an incandescent 
mantle.

The gas-lighted beacon on the northern 
shore of the west entrance of the First 
Narrows, Burrard Inlet, has, owing to 
the intended widening of the channel, been 
moved to a new position 300 feet N. 39 deg.

The first expedition was planned, to 
enter this peninsula at the mouth of 
the Kleeptee river, to explore towards 
Gold river, and, if possible, to reach 
Mount Conuma before returning.

The Klèeptee river rims through a 
granite formation, and has on each 
side throughout its entire length, 
mountains from 2,500 to 3,500 feet high. 
The width of the valley varies from 
one quarter of a mile to one mile, and 
is about six miles in length. There are 
three falls on the river flowing over 
ledges of granite and the water is cl^ear 
and cold.

Our first stop was at noon between 
the first and second falls, and while 
our cook was preparing lunch our three 
Indian packers went in for a swim. The 
temperature of the stream was 45 de­
grees F.

At our next stop for lunch the In­
dians again went in for a swim, and 
I was hurriedly called to come and see 
the school of trout following them 
about the pool.

We camped on the shore of a lake

History Society describing this ascent 
and its results, illustrated by a num­
ber of very beautiful lantern slides 
made from photographs taxen during 
the trip.

Nootka has the most striking ap­
proach from the ocean of any harbor 
that I have ever seer.. The great peaks 
are signals which may be sighted by 
the mariner while still many miles at 
sea.

MACHINISTS
Considerable interest has been 

ed in the Old Country by the 
that the Ligue Aerienne of France has 
been in negotiation with the municipal­
ities of Boulogne a,nd Folkestone with 
a view to the foundation of prizes for 
the inauguration of aerial transport 
between France and England. It is 
proposed to award the sum of £2000 to 
the first airman who completes the 
journey between Boulogne and Folke­
stone and back again four times with­
in one week, and carrying one or t\vo 
passengers.

Stephen Marples, engineer to the 
Aerial League of the British Empire, 
said that the marvelous achievements 
of the past few months, which had 
ceeded even the prophecies and antici­
pations of the most enthusiastic be­
lievers in the future of; aerial flight, 
made it probable that ( before the year 
was out the feat would be accomplish­
ed- and the .prize won. Mr. Marples 
was present at the Boulogne meeting, 
at which it was suggested that in order 
to make the conditions more difficult a 
competing aeroplane should be requir­
ed to be so constructed that it could 
descend upon the surface of the water 
and rise again at will. Mr. Marples 
hinted that a machine fulfilling these 
conditions was already in existence, but 
details were at present lacking. “The 
advent of such a machine,” he added, 
“would mark a great advance, and 
there is no doubt that, in time, compe­
titions will be organized in which aero­
planes will be required to descend upon 
water and ascend again, just as they 
now have to do upon the land.”

The question of safety appliances for 
aviators was discussed at the Boulogne 
meeting, and Mr. Marples is of opinion 
that at the proposed international com­
petition for such appliances many 
striking inventions will be seen. Mr. 
Rudyard Kipling’s idea of an inflated 
suit is receiving much attention, but it 
is generally agreed that such a suit, to 
be effective, must be made in compart­
ments. An ordinary inflated suit, it 
was explained, would not act very well 
in the event of a fall, the air simply 
being forced from one side to the other, 
but a compartment suit would act as 
a very effective buffer. Already sev­
eral well-known men have consented 
to become members of the British sec­
tion of the international committee 
which is to consider the whole subject 
of safety appliances.

The Alyansh mission was built by 
Rev. Mr. McCullough twenty-five years 
ago, and since that time the missionary 
has made his home at this lonely out 
post among the Indian tribes of the 
north. Communication with the place 
is difficult, but steps will be taken 
here to relieve the distress of the des­
titute family.

President of Medicine Company, 
Shot by Doctor, Succumbs 

to Wound.

Chicago, Sept. 17.—That a quarrel 

over $5 between men who were worth 
thousands caused the death of Loren 
B; Atkins, president of the Rainey 
Medical Company, will be brought out 
to-day, it is expected, at the inquest 
into the death of Atkins.

The shooting was^the climax of a dis­
pute yesterday biétween Dr. James 
Rainey, inventor of the medicines 
which the company manufactures, and 
Atkins, which began when the men 
cast up their accounts. The conference 
over financial matters was held in the 
private office df President Atkins. 
Though only Dr. Rainey and Atkins 
knew the full history of the dispute, 
the police have discovered one witness 
who saw the fatal shot fired. This wit­
ness, G. Hansen, had entered the pri­
vate office on a matter of business and 
stood behind Rainey when the physi­
cian fired the shot which struck Atkins 
squarely in the centre of the forehead.

Hansen entered just before the strug­
gle between the two men to gain 
possession of a revolver, in the drawer 
of Atkins’ desk began. From the story 
he told the police, the men, it is be­
lieved, were quarrelling over a differ­
ence of $5 in a settlement they were 
trying to reach.

Dr. Rainey, who was arrested shortly 
after the shooting and admitted that 
he killed Atkins, has made no state­
ment following his first assertion that 
he shot in self-defence. Hansen, it is 
believed, will be an important witness 
when this point is brought up.

When the shooting occurred 150 girls 
employed by the company, were thrown 
into a panic.

In a statement made to the police, to­
day, Hansen declared that Atkins made 
no attempt to shoot Rainey.

Atkins was worth half a million, and 
Dr. Rainey also was wealthy.

“As an irrigation engineer, interest­
ed in reclaiming the country, I have 
nothing to do with politics, 
worked abroad all my life.’’

In reply to a question whether or not 
he is personally confident of the 
cess of the new enterprise Sir William 
Willcocks answered:

“I have some authority for my opin­
ion, as I have been engaged in irriga­
tion and agriculture for 
years in Egypt and India, one on either 
side of Mesopotamia, and almost in 
the same latitude. I consider that 
Mesopotamia will be the most 
cessful field of irrigation. The agricul­
tural wealth of that country will be 
one of the facts of the twentieth 
tury; and agricultural wealth differs 
from a gold mine in being inexhaust­
ible.” Mesopotamia is one of the 
lands of the future. It is one huge op­
portunity.”
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Twenty-Sixth Annual Meeting Is 
Brought to a Close.

Port Arthur, Sept. 17.—Twenty-sixth 
annual convention of'the Trades and 
Labor Congress was closed this morn­
ing after a session at which the prin­
cipal subject of the discussion was 
the appointment of permanent organ­
izers. The matter was referred to the 
executive. At noon many delegates 
were on the train en route home. The 
resolutions passed this morning had to 
do with pensions for blind, widows 
and cripples and means of getting evi­
dence to better facilitate the pressing 
of claims under the Workmen’s Com­
pensation act.

Severe criticisms of various methods 
of promoting emigration and direct 
charges that there had been many vio­
lations of the law were features of yes­
terday afternoon's session.

RICH MINING DISTRICT.

Lemon Creek Will Soon Be Scene of 
Activity.

Nelson, Sept. 16.—That the mining 
district of Lemon creek is on the eve 
of an outbreak of activity is the opin­
ion of John Smallwood, who has just 
returned from a prospecting trip over 
that locality on September 1.

Mr. Smallwood and Steve Hawkins 
commenced traversing the range of 
mountains that separates Kootenay 
lake from the Slocan country, entering 
by the way of 6-Mile creek and visiting 
first the Monument group of mineral 
claims, which is located at the head of 
the east fork of Grohman creek. This 
group which was partly staked 14 years 
ago has a fine showing of dry silver 
lead ore in the shape of a lead from 
10 to 30 feet wide which traverses four 
claims and two fractions of the group. 
Development on the property consists 
of a 100-foot incline shaft, and a 50- 
foot crosscut tunnel, both being in ore, 
in addition to an open cut.

From that point Messrs. Smallwood 
and Hawkins followed the range, some 
eight miles inland from the lake, de­
scending into Lemon creek, which they 
followed for the • balance of the 30 
miles to Slocan City. Of this part of 
the trip Mr. Smallwood says:

“We prospected Lemon creek clear 
down to Slocan City and there is no 
doubt about its being a magnificent 
mineralized belt. Prospectors have 
realized its value and it is staked with 
claims all the- way down, claims that 
are kept alive, too, by the usual assess­
ment work. Leads exist everywhere.

“An American syndicate Ws just 
taken a bond on one of the most prom­
ising claim's, and three other deals 
pending.
being developed. As usual it is merely 
a question of attracting sufficient capi­
tal in order to make of Lemon creek 
a splendid mining camp. From what is

It is learned from another source 
that the Ham burg-American Line has 
made a long-term contract with the 
Standard Oil Company for the delivery 
of oil. The residue in the process of 
refinement of the oil will solely be used 
as oil-fuel. The rate of heating with 
such oil is about 1 1-2 times greater 
than that of coal. The loading of the 
liquid fuel, which will be done by 
pumps, is quicker and cheaper than 
coaling. Only twenty-seven persons 
will be needed for the oil engines, while 
in steam vessels of the same size about 
250 stokers and coal-drawers would be 
employed. Moreover, the motor-liner 
can carry 2,000 tons more cargo than 
her steam rival. The chief drawback 
is thg increased danger caused by the 
presence of great quantities of liquid 
fuel on board.

pital have been accepted and the con­
tract signed for its erection. After 
much deliberation the signature of the 
contractor and of Mrs. MacDonald, 
Miss Leitch and Mrs. L. H. Hardie, of 
Victoria, on behalf of the King’s 
Daughters of the province, were at­
tached to this document.

Great interest has been aroused in 
the projected home hospital both in 
Duncan and in Victoria and elsewhere 
where the King’s Daughters are found. 
As already announced the government, 
the municipal council, the King’s 
Daughters and one or two private 
donors have subscribed to the building 
fund.

Public subscriptions are now solicit­
ed, $1,900 more being needed to com­
plete. the building. i

Some changes have been made in the 
internal arrangement of the building 
to conform wjtli medical requirements 
and modern ideas -of hospital manage­
ment. The building is the smallest and 
least expensive that could anything 
like meet the necessities of the dis­
trict. In the emergency department is 
a small operating room, 12 by 16 feet; 
small dispensary and doctor’s wash 
room ; a men’s small ward about 12 by 
20 feet, to hold two, or if need-be, 
three beds, and a women’s small 
ward, which will hold no more than 
two beds. In case of any serious acci­
dent, v.. v other single rooms intended 
for convalescents might be used. In 
addition to these rooms, on the ground 
floor there is a drawing-room, dining­
room, kitchen and bathroom. ,

The basement holds a furnace room 
with a concrete floor and a small frost­
proof storeroom for fruit and vege­
tables and a store room for coal.

On the upper floor there are, five 
bedroom and a bathroom. The build­
ing is to, be heated by hot air, and 
will be well ventilated. The walls are 
to be plastered and to have a layer of 
sliiplap, building paper and rustic. The 
upper floor is to be double with felt 
paper between to prevent noise. A spe­
cial feature of the convalescent part of 
the work is to be small verandas on 
the east overlooking Somenos lake.

Escape During Revolution in 

Honduras. % «iPortland, Ore., Sept. 17.—It was 
learned here to-day that H. C. Down­
ing, a railroad engineer whose home is 
at Salem, Ore., has just reached New 
Orleans, after narrowly escaping execu­
tion in Honduras on the charge of be­
ing a revolutionist.

Downing, accompanied by another 
American, F. B. Miller, were living to­
gether at La Guna when Marshal 
Bonilla began his Insurrection. The 
night General Marin’s division was re­
pulsed, the Americans started for the 
Honduran barracks nearby to ascer­
tain the result of the fight, government 
troops pursued them, shouting “Kill the 
Americans.”

Miller and Do wiring escaped to Mil­
ler’s house, where the American flag 
was raised. It was torn down and 
trampled. The Americans then rushed 
out the back door and escaped to the 
home of Mr. Van Blarcum, where they 
were kept prisoners for sixteen days 
while the Honduran troops demanded 
their surrender by the American vice- 
consul. Meanwhile the Honduran of­
ficers held a court martial and although 
absent from the trial, the Americans 
were convicted of being revolutionists 
and sentenced to be shot. Only the 
firmness of Van Blarcum in not sur­
rendering them, saved the engineer and 
his friends.

The Americans finally escaped by 
stealing a locomotive at night, which 
they ran down to the wharf at the 
other end of the city, where they board­
ed' the steamship Hiram. Miller went 
to Beliz, British Honduras, while 
Downing proceeded to New Orleans.

The work done, is all first class in 
every particular, the engineers who 
have made the final inspection speak­
ing highly of Mr. Macdonald’s care and 
the splendid quality of the work he 
has done. In addition to the wireless 
operating room there are residences for 
the operators, residences for the light- 
keepers, bunk-houses for the men, oil- 
warehouses and store-houses, engine 
house and several other buildings. The 
water supply for the island is being 
well looked afterT There are cisterns in 
all the houses to preserve the rain­
water and a large concrete reservoir 
will hold the water from a stream.
