Frank, 
the 15 months’ old baby, was found 
dead in his go-cart in the dining room, 
with a handkerchief stuffed in his 
throat. Elizabeth, the "3-year-old girl, 
had evidently been killed first, and Mrs. 
Sahlen had taken the 5-year-old boy, 
Charles, out of bed from the dead body 
of his sister, and placed him on the 
floor. Then she lay beside the lad and 
fed him first with the poison dose and 
then strangled him In his agony. The 
crazed woman had no more paris 
green, so she called her neighbor’s boy* 
Willie Brown, and sent him for 
Then she returned and put her house 
in order, while she waited. When the 
boy returned she took the poison dose 
and called her neighbor. The medical 
examiner said the children had died 
probably an hour or more before the 
mother took

ARCTIC BOUND.

Peary Reaches Straits of Belle Isle on 
His Way North.

New York, July 20.—The Arctic- 
bound steamer Roosevelt has crossed 
the Gulf of St. Lawrence,. and was 
about to enter the Straits of Belle Isle 
at 6 o’clock lasit night.

QUADRUPLETS.
Prince Rupert, July 19b—Another 

change has been made in the plans of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific in regard to 
construction work at Prince Rupert. 
Instead of making a "thorough cut," a 
passage wide enough to admit of one 
track only through the first big rock- 
bluff on Ross & Carlson’s contract, the 
company has now decided to make it a 
"through to daylight cut," which 
means that the whole bluff from grade 
level on the waterfront through to the 
south line on the right-of-way will be 
taken out and filled into the space be­
tween the bluff and the wharf, making 
ground which will' be used as terminals.

Instead of 40,000 cubic yards of rock 
which was to have been taken out, 
nearly 100,000 cubic yards will now be 
displaced: Ross & Carlson will shortly 
put extra gangs to work along the face 
of the bluff, and a much better showing 
will be made. The change in the plans, 
besides making it easier for the sta­
tion men now at work, should give em­
ployment to*^ at least 200 additional 
men on this piece of work.

Some months ago the city’s public 
works department looked into the 
matter of using Saskatchewan water 
power for civic purposes and an 
pert was engaged to make an examin­
ation. His report was that - a very 
serviceable power could be developed 
from the river, but that it would in­
volve greater expense than would be 
practicable for civic purposes.

A further investigation Is now be- 
,ing made into the feasibility of _de­
veloping power for a pulp Industry.

I If these investigations 
factory it is possible that an indus­
try of this kind may be established 
here within the next year.

Provided that the power question 
can be satisfactorily solved there is 
no doubt as to the practicability of a 
pulp industry on the Saskatchewan. 
The country through which the river 
passes is well wooded with poplar and 
spruce, both of which woods are es­
pecially adapted to pulp making. The 
poplar, particularly, is an Alberta 
wood, and is known to give excellent 
results as a raw material for pulp. 
The supply of spruce !» more limited, 
but large quantities cf it are still to 
be found further up tit# river. It is 
quite possible that a puip-jnnhir.g in­
dustry would be a success here, and 
the only undesirable feature about it 
would be that it would materially 
hasten the depletion of the native 
woods. The proposition now on foot 
is for a plant costing about a lojltsp 
dollars and employing seven hundred 
hands.

RAILWAYS IN" POOR HEALTH.

ESCAPE FROM JAIL
' BY BED CLOTHES LINE

New York, July 18—James J. Hill, 
chairman of the Great Northern rail­
way, is of the opinion, that the only 
solution of the financial problem that 
confronts the railroads is an increase 
in freight rates. Mr. Hill Is strongly 
opposed to a cut in wages as a rpeans 
to increase the earnings of railways.

"What is the alterna­
tive but to raise rates? The credit of 
the railways has been Impaired. The 
way to enhance credit is to increase 
rates. The manufacturers who decry 
any advance in rates fail to appreciate 
that without an improved credit the 
railways will be unable to expend the 
hundreds of millions which hitherto 
have made prosperity possible to them­
selves and employees. Wages should 
not be cut. Efficient labor is essen­
tial to successful operation.

IMPROVEMENTS AT DRIARD.

Harry, Hemming Will Install Turkish 
Baths and Modern Grill.

CLE-ELUM POWDER HOUSE 
SCATTERED BROADCAST

Woman Camper in Vicinity is* 
Killed—Victims Are Blown 

to Atoms. 4

Cle Elum, July 17.—Eight persona lost 
their lives, several buildings were 
wrecked and homes all over town were 
damaged by a terrific explosion in the 
powrder house of the Northwestern Im­
provement Company here yesterday af­
ternoon at 3.45 o’clock.

The dead—George Meade, manager 
Northwestern Improvement Company’s 
Cle Elum general store; Gilford Mc­
Donald, clerk, Northwestern improve­
ment Company; Andy Grill, delivery 
clerk, Northwestern Improvement Com­
pany; Joseph Barteno, miner; B. 
Demichles, miner; Joseph Rossi, miner; 
Thomas Togllattl, miner; Mrs. Peter 
Mofflt, wife of brickmaker.

The seriously injured—George Evans, 
electrician, struck by flying brick and 
skull fractured.

The city was shaken from end to end 
by what at first was thought to be an 
earthquake. Houses rocked, window 
glass fell Into the streets, people were 
lifted from their feet and a number 
fell prone on the ground. Following 
came a loud report and then an Im­
mense volume of white smoke was seen 4 
rising from the vicinity of. the North­
western Improvement Cbihpany’s .en­
trance to the coal mines.

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Naturally the first thought was an 
explosion In the mines. The fire bells 
were rung and • people rushed to the 
mines to find that the powder house_ 
had been blown oft the earth and every­
thing in the vicinity reduced to kind­
ling. Seven men were engaged In un- 
i(lading a car of Mack powder from a 
steel powder car into the magazine, 
located about 200 yards from the mine 
shaft, when from some unkftown cause, 
presumably friction, an explosion oc­
curred and nothing was left of men, 
car or house.

There is nothing left of the stone and 
brick powder house. In its place is a 
ten-foot hole In the ground. The rails 
are twisted and bent and the steel car 
scattered about for hundreds of yards 
over the hillside and valley. Rock 
and bricks were hurled 200 yards with 
such force as to pass through two walls 
of the blacksmith shop and through the 
wall of the engine room 100 feet away
from the blacksmith shop. One of these 
missiles struck the electrician and frac­
tured his skull.

Just south of 
Peter Mofflt with his wife and two 
daughters were camping. Their tent 
was torn to shreds, the equipment 
tirely demolished, the mother killed 
outright and horribly mutilated, while 
one of the girls was hurled through 
space over 100 yards and the other fifty 
and neither seriously injured. Mr. 
Mofflt was at work and escaped Injury.

Of the three men in the powder house. 
Meade, McDonald and Grill, nothing 
has been found, not even a piece of 
their clothing. The mutilated bodies 
of the four miners have been found and 
identified, and are now in the 
morgue.

San Francisco, July 17.—Nineteen 
survivors of several hundred Southsea 
islanders kidnapped 18 years ago from 
their native strand and sold into slav­
ery among ttye coffee plantations of 
Guatemala arrived here yesterday on 
the steamer City of Para. They are 
free and homeward bound and in ad­
dition to this they are travelling as 
tourists with their government paying 
the expenses.

The natives were kidnapped by Cap­
tain Blackburn (now dead), who visit­
ed the islands in his steamer, the 
Monserrat, and enticing them aboard 
sailed away. They were supposed to 
be contract laborers bound to their 
Guatemalan employers for three years. 
Ignorant of the language and in a 
land where law is sometimes the dic­
tator’s will, it was easy to keep them 
on the plantations where they slaved 
until their plight was made known to 
the British government which event­
ually effected their release.

London, July 17.—The British Olym­
pic Association has concluded not to 
decide the championship of the nations 
competing in the Olympic games held 
this year and the game decision ap­
plies to the sports now going on at the 
Stadium at Shepherd’s Bush. The orig­
inal idea was to offer, a trophy for the 
country scoring the greatest number of 
points in all games in the Stadium, and 
those played at the various clubs, such 
as the tennis at Queen’s Club, and the 
rifle match at Bisley, but the difficulty 
of arriving at an equitable method of 
alloting the points was so great that 
the idea has been dropped. The com­
mittee worked out several schemes, but 
each was open to so many objections 
on account of unfairness to one nation 
or another, and the attempt to reach 
a fair basis having been found impos­
sible, the British Olympic Association 
had to decide reluctantly not to offer 
trophies of any kind excepting the 
gold, silver and bronze medals in each 
competition.

Capt. W. J. Jones, assistant secre­
tary of the Association, gave out this 
information which he not before an­
nounced here.

Capt. Jones concluded his statement 
as follows : “The newspapers of the 
different countries will have to decide 
the matter .to their own satisfaction. 
America, probably more than any oth­
er nation, would have cause for com­
plaint ]1 we attempted to award a 
championship. The distance to the 
United States is great and the Amer­
icans were not expected to have as 
many entries as the United Kingdom. 
In some events, such as pigeon shoot­
ing, and lawn tennis, America is not 
represented. Therefore ifv points were 
awarded for every event the United 
Kingdom would have a walkover.”

On Friday Chief Watson and Pur­
chasing Agent Northcott inspected and 
tested the 2,000 feet, of Paragon hose 
purchased from the Vancouver Rubber 
Company. The hose proved all right 
and easily withstood the pressure of 
300 pounds, to which it was subjected. 
The 250 feet of Amazon hose purchased 
through J.. L. Beckwith & Co.; and the 
same amount of the .Keystone brand 
bought from the Canadian Rubber 
Company have already been tested and 
found all right. The method followed 
in testing is to fill the hose with water 
from the hydrant and then substitute 
a force pump for this feed, the, water 
gage being at the opposite end of the 
hose and all discharge being prevent­
ed. As the force pump works the pres­
sure goes up. Before the force pump 
was put on this morning the pressure 
was about 35 pounds, from which it 
gradually worked iup to 310 pounds in 
each of the tests made. These num­
bered three. In two of these 750 feet 
of hose was tested at one time and in 
the third the balança of the 2,000 feet 
or 600 feet.

The whole 2,600 feét of hose purchas­
ed by the city this year is, therefore, 
now in use and wtil place the brigade 
in better shape té combat any fires 
which may break out.

1 / 75 Cents50 Centsi To the Editor:—There is no doubt that 
cruelty is largely due to want of thought 
aibwell as te want of heart, because very 
generally to the credit of. the people in 
this city they are very kind to their dogs 
and horses, and It is very pleasant to 
know that cases qf cruelty to these faith­
ful servants are Very rare with us.

That so-called ob­
ligation Is to supply the citizens of 
Victoria with a satisfactory supply of 
water. They point out that under the 
law the Commissioner. Is not respon­
sible to the city council or to the rate­
payers or to the cltxens at large for 
any course he may choose to adopt In 
discharging the duties of his office. 
They sty he is absolutely independent 
of the public. He Is their master, not 
their servant. He may pursue an ab­
solutely Independent course. It he in­
curs obligations of which his. masters 
do not approve, while they may ex­
press dislapproval, the ultimate result 
will be that they must pay the bills. 
Let the Commissioner go ahead, they 
say, make an offer to the Esqulmalt 
Water Works Company for all Its 
works, or a portion of Its works, and if 
satisfactory terms cannot be arranged, 
proceed under the law to expropriate, 
But In the meantime, granting 
that Mr. Raymur as Water Com- 
mlssioner Is In full possession of the 
arbitrary powers ascribed to him by 
high legal authorities, what If the City 
Councll should refuse to vote supply 
for the work of expropriation? Or 
suppose that he is In a position with­
out supply to carry out his statutory 
obllgàtldns, whàt If the City Council 
should refuse to accept or pay for the 
works after they had been expro­
priated? The Commissioner may under 
the law bo Independent of both coun­
cil and people who elect the council, 
but he obviously cannot raise a mil­
lion dollars more or lees except on the 
credit of the municipality. What, thea, 
It the ratepayers should refuse to vote 
the money? The answer of course will 
be that the parties to the expropria­
tion proceedings are bound under the 
law to accept the award and to pay 
thé Indemnities under the award:- But 
both council and people would unques­
tionably maintain that they were not 
parties to, the proceedings of the Com­
missioner and. were not responsible for 
anything lia might choose to do upon 
his. own Initiative and without 
thorlty. Then, we submit, we should 
have more complications and other 
law suits upon our hands.

The city Council probably realises 
as fully as Its self-constituted drivers 
that If the works of the Esqulmalt 
Water Works Company can be 
cured upon terms approximating their 
actual value, considering the unques­
tioned rights of the city therein. Gold- 
stream would be the best source of 
future water supply for the city. But 
In the meantime, under the best 
glneering advice that can be procured, 
it has adopted and Is pursuing a 
course- which will result in relief at 
the earliest possible datq from the 
water famine which Is being felt more 
acutely every year. Mr. Adams says 
there will be no famine next year, and 
probably for several years to come, 

^unless the growth of Victoria within 
the nett few years should assume un­
expected proportions. In the mean­
time the provincial government has 
given a .promise that legislation will 
be passed Which will obviate all pos­
sibility-x>f legal complications In con­
nection with the rights of the city to 
all waters within a radius of twenty- 
miles from the municipal boundaries. 
The council and the people have been 
led to believe that th status of 1873 
will be restored. It Is easy to see that 
further complications might follow any 
attempt upon the part of the Water 
Commissioner to exercise his alleged

In be just as abortive as the first. If the 
advocates of expropriation In defiance 
of public oplnilon keep their ears 
open they will assuredly hear their 
advocacy ascribed to a desire to an­
ticipate the action of the government, 
which has promised to place the city 
In possession of all the rights con­
veyed to It in 1873—rights upon which 
doubts have been cast by legal au­
thorities and legal proceedings. If the 
profession will only stand t^loof for à 
month or two, we hope for a solution 
of the water question which will be 
quite satisfactory.

Capt. Danielson Tells of Dan­
ger Among loe Off

To leave the rest of the Nome fleet 

over a hundred miles behind and to 
get within 10 miles of the Alaskan 
port when the Yucatan, Hyades, Ohio, 
Senator, Victoria and other steamships 
were struggling through the first 
packs just north of Unimak and then 
to be carried south and suffer impris­
onment among the -floes for sixteen 
days, was the disappointing exper­
ience that fell to Capt. Danielson, of 
the steamship Transit, on the occa­
sion of his first voyage Into the Arc­
tic circle.,

The Transit arrived at Esqulmalt on 
Saturday night with the barque John 
C. Potter, from Valdes, In tow, and 
will be surveyed and repaired having 
suffered some damage to her bows.

Capt, Danielson, to a Times reporter, 
told the story of the vessel's fight with 
the Ice from the »th of June until the 
23rd, on which day she made Nome. 
"I left the rest "of the Nome fleet be­
hind,” he said, "and ran Into the 
heavy ice on the 9th of June. On that 
day Ice showed on every hand and 
following the biggest and what ap­
peared the most likely lead I* navi­
gated cautiously toward Nome. For 
four days the Transit crept through 
narrow leads sometimes reaching con­
siderable stretches of open water 
which opened and closed with the 
movement of the ice In a most baffling 
manner.

“The spectacle presented at times 
when the Ice closed in about the 
si and spe threaded narrow passages 
with the greatest Of difficulty was most 
beautiful especially at night when the 
northern lights lit, up the whole sea. 
There was considerably more Ice than 
open water, however, and I was con­
gratulating myself upon my good for­
tune when, on the 13th of June, I found 
that I had get wtihln ten miles of 
Nome ahead of all the other steam­
ships, Then I wag confronted with a 
solid wall of Ice moving southward, 
and as never a lead shewed in the fioes 
I had to go southward too. The night 
before I got so close to Nome, on the 
12th-of June, the Transit struck a floe 
In a heavy tog and received some little 
damage, she had been stopped five 
minutes when the Ice touched her, 
which accounted ^or her making such 
an easy escape from heavy damage.

"U was y new experience for me to 
be in such an ice field, and I can tell 
you that the officers and engineers got 
very little sleep. At times the ice would 
appear to be almost hanging over the 
bows, and at other'times It seemed to 
suddenly sink from sight. What with 
mirages and fogs and the everlasting 
movement of the floes navigation was 
an extremely difficult matter."

For 
she stands for the complete civic and 
political emancipation of woman, for 
full and equal .citizenship,.and out of 
that equality of citizenship she believes 
there will emerge that equality of so­
cial condition and that ^çqual justice 
which will remove the wrongs that af­
flict her sex. Whatever we, may think 
of her methods we cannot doubt that 
they' have shaken the walls of West­
minster and made a breach through 
which future generations of women are 
destined to enter into undisputed pos­
session of citizenship, with conse­
quences fateful and iticalculable.

Detroit, Mich., July 18.—The broker­

age firm of Cameron, Currie A Go. of 
this city to-day went into the hands of 
a receiver through a bill filed in the 
Waÿne county circuit court by Camer­
on Currie against his partner, Louis H. 
Case, asking for a dissolution of part­
nership. Fred F. Austin was appoint­
ed receiver by Judge Mandell with * 
bond of 8250,000y It is said that no 
other Detroit financial institution is 
involved in the difficulty of Currie A 
Co. Practically the only charge which 
Mr. Currie mstitea in his bill for the 
dissolution of partnership is that Mr. 
Case in taking orders from customers 
did not secure enough cash to cover 
the purchase of stocks and bonds by 
the firm and that the firm in this way 
became obligated to others to the ex­
tent of about 81,046,606.

Waterloo has seventy acres of land 
cleared and under the plough, twenty- 
five acres of which is in crop and tbp 
acres in .fruit trees. In the spring 
there wilr be 500 acres in fruit trees, 
and the clearing and ploughing will 
continue until every one of the 8,060 
acres is under cultivation.

The above statement was made by 
Hiram Lapdis of Waterloo, who sold 
the land to the newcomers. Mr. Landis 
says they will do more to show the ad­
vantages and possibilities of Columbia 
river lands than any other factor could 
possibly do. There are at present 105 
members in the colony, of whom 15 are 
women. The colony has ten cows, and 
eight head of the finest looking horses 
ever brought into the Kootenays. 
Theilr wagons and farm Implements 
are the best that money can buy.

The ferry is built, and as soon as the 
water falls a few feet the cable will 
be strung. A sawmill Is now on the 
way. and when It is set* up the- work 
of sawing lumber and constructing 
homes will be commenced. The pur­
pose is to build a new and modern 
town. A complete water system is 
now in operation.

The Doukhobors take it compara­
tively easy. They work well, and 
sometimes late Into the evening, but 
when Saturday comes their labors last 
until 10 a. m., up to which time they 
have not breakfasted. Then they have 
the morning meàl, bathe, shave and 
change their wearing apparel, and rest 
until Monday, although they have no 
scruples against Sunday work, if oc­
casion requires. That they are cleanly 
Is evidenced by the fact that almost 
the first step_ toward the settlement 

.was the construction of a large bath­
house, with showers. The house ie 14 
by 20 feet, and adjoining it is a large 
steam room, 12 by 12 feet. These are 
patronized by everybody 
diy.

After 
all, the position we are in to-day is 
this: That the Prime Minister and his 
colleagues having attended the Imper­
ial conference, and the representatives 
of all the colonies having passed a cer­
tain resolution in regard to improving 
the transportation system between the 
different portions of the Empire men­
tioned fn the resolution, the question 
now before the parliament of Canada 
is: Will the parliament of Canada en­
dorse the action of the Imperial confer­
ence or will It not? That lathe definite 
question we have to settle. I am inclin­
ed to think that it will be seen upon 
full consideration that the whole sub­
ject is so surrounded with difficulties 
that it is not possible for the govern­
ment at the present stage to go Into 
such matters of detail as those to which 
the leader of the opposition refers in 
the first portion of his amendment — 
the second portion of his amendment, 
of course, has to do wfth"an entirely dif­
ferent phase of the question. It will be 
seen that the effectual factors of the 
problem are such that it is not possible 
for the government to come before par­
liament in regard to a scheme of this 
kind In the same way as If it were a 
scheme relating to the internal devel­
opment of Canada and which was sole­
ly and entirely within the jurisdiction 
of the government and parliament of 
Canada.^ We have before us a proposi­
tion which has to do with various por­
tions of the Empire, Great Britain, Can­
ada, Australia and New Zealand. You 
have first to get some kind of a state­
ment of views, some kind of a gen-1 
eral proposition to which the partie* 
will agree. The general proposition we 
have In the resolution of the Imperial 
conference, but then the parties have to 
find out what can be done: they have 
to find out how much It will cofet, they 
have to discuss the question, they have 
to settle details and arrive at a scheme 
which each government will be prepar­
ed to recommend to its parliament. All 
that has to be done before you can get 
any further with the project than it is 
at present.

age between Vancouver and Australia 
could not be covered in less than 
twenty-two days by eighteen knot 
steamers, and this is not entirely satis­
factory from the point of view of Aus­
tralia which has perhaps the right to 
ask for a more expeditious service. It 
is, therefore, for us to consider whether 
it is possible to come to an agreement 
for a twenty knot service on the Pa­
cific. I am not prepared now to give 
an opinion as to whether or not- such a 
service cannot be attained: tt is a ques­
tion which has to be very carefully 
considered and so for tne present we do 
not propose to ask the Bouse to give 

orsatédn to this scheme in any 
concrete form. The only thipg we ask 
the'Heuse now to do is to authorise us 
to approach the subject with the gov­
ernments of Australia and New Zea­
land so as to give the best possible con­
sideration to the question and at a later 
day to come before the House with 
some concrete proposition it that be 
possible. That the idea is an excellent 
one everyone admits; that the idea is 
one which will commend itself to the 
best judgment of everyone lp this 
country we all recognise, but at the 
same time the government does not 
close its eyes to the fact that the 
scheme may present so many difficult­
ies as to render it impossible of abso­
lute accomplishment.

And so the question has to be consid­
ered very carefully and looked into in 
all its details. We know where we are 
on the Atlantic, we know where we are 
with regard to the train service across 
the continent, but so far as the Pacific 
is concerned, the matter is still in the 
dark, and, although the idea ia one 
which should be exploited, we do not 
say that it is absolutely sure or feas­
ible. That is the reason why we are 
asking the House to ratify the idea of 
the resolution wbt 
conference. We
saying that the thing is absolutely be­
yond peradventure, that it Is an abso­
lute certainty. We do not want, in ap­
proaching this subject,, to give to the 
House more confidence than we have 
ourselves; we do not want to lead the 
House to understand that we are sure 
that the project is absolutely feasible, 
because there are things which have to 
be taken into consideration, which have 
to be determined and which must en­

All we are asking it to do at the 
present time Is to authorize us to. enter 
Into negotiations with our fellow-sub­
jects of Australia in order, if possible, 
to find the means of having such a line 
as is now contemplated, and if it is 
feasible, then to bring it before parlia­
ment for its consideration.

Mr. Borden moved an amendment—an 
extraordinary one, by the way — that 
more favorable freight rates and an 
efficient system of cold storage would 
be essential features of such a scheme; 
also that Canada be not committed to 
the plan unless it be ratified by par­
liament.

and we on desire to see the route im­
proved to the greatest possible extent. 
I am sure that every hon. member et 
this House must have been gratified to 
see from the newspaper reports that 
the city of Montreal is at last coming 
to her own in connection with the 
freight business, and that American, 
ports are waking up to the fact that 
freight is coming to the port of Mon­
treal in greater volumes than before. 
This is due to the steady improvement 
of the St. Lawrence route. That im­
provement has been slow, but it has 
been sure; It has gone on as rapidly as 
conditions of the country would allow. 
And, even though you had any amount 
of money, these improvements take 
time. I am satisfied that the time Is 
coming whep every stigma that has 
rested upon the St. Lawrence route Ml 
past years will be removed. And when 
that time comes, when you are landing 
passengers from fast boats on the At­
lantic ocean at the city of Halifax in 
winter, and Quebec in summer, if that 
should be selected, and the St. Law­
rence route has become known as a 
safe and reliable route, you wilt have 
no difficulty whatever about the, freight 
service. The freight boats will feme. 
The rate of insurance will be'lowered, 
and every disadvantage that freight- 
vessels have labored under in'this route 
will be removed, and we sha 
great freight advantages à 
perhaps greater, than they h 
York or any other American port. So 
I submit that the true y lew is that- lit 
order fo get a freight s 
the best way is to m 
good route and a safé route, and one 
that everybody knows to be good and 
safe; and the best proof that you 
have such a route is that the fast 
steamers make use pf the route. As an 
illustration of what the institution of 
such a service does for freight, con­
sider for a moment the cake of Ger­
many. Any one would have thought, 
when Germany started out to build 
fast passenger boats, that it wq.s the 
sheerest nonsense for her to pursue the 
policy she did. She was doing a fairly 
large business with the United States, 
but she deliberately went to work to 
build the most expensive and fastest 
passenger boats on the sea. What forT 
For no other purpose than as an ad­
vertisement to show what Germans 
could do. And* the growth of trade on 
the part of Germany as the result of 
her enterprise and success in connec­
tion with the maritime matters, partic­
ularly with reference to her develop­
ment of these fast passenger boats, has 
been enormous. Eyery man who stud­
ies the subject of European and Ameri­
can exchanges is aware of the enor­
mous trade that has come to Germany 
by reason of the improvement of her 
passenger service. Now, If that has 
followed in the case of Germany run­
ning passenger ships to the United 
States, an alien country, a country alien 
in language, alien in sentiment, and 
with a strong protective tariff—if that 
result has followed such action on the 
part of Germany, as between Germany 
and the United States, what may we 
not expect to follow if such a policy is 
adopted as between Canada, Great 
Britain and Australia, countries that 
are not alien in language or sentiment, 
but friendly and anxious to do all the 
trade they can with one another.

I do not desire to speak at length; 
these are considerations that occurred 
to me while listening to my hon. friend 
from North Toronto and the leader of 
the opposition (Mr. R. L. Borden). 
Thère is, of course, the question of 
finance which is a serious and import­
ant question. There is the question as 
to what is Canada’s immediate duty. 
The question of time is a serious and 
important question in connection with 
matière of this kind. For my part, I 
do- not share the view—which is held, 
I hope, net by many members of this 
House, yet the view which seems at 
times to obtain—that there is much to 
deplore in connection with the past 
history of Canada and her work in im­
proving her means of transportation. 
My belief is that no country in the 
world has ever accomplished sq much 
in the -way of overcoming natural ob­
stacles to transportation, in the same 
length of time, as the few million peo­
ple in Canada have done. I give full 
credit to every one who has had any­
thing to do with that development, 
whether his sympathies were with the 
other side of the House or with this. 
It should be a source of national pride 
that we have overcome these obstacles. 
When’w6 see one transcontinental rail­
way in full operation, another reaching 
completion, and the Canadian Northern 
which will probably before long be a 
transcontinental line, three direct line* 
to Canadian outlets; when we think of 
of the great sacrifices that have been 
made to develop our transportation sys­
tem; surely we can have the necessary 
complement, that which follows as the 
day the night, we can add to that gen­
eral system an ocean service which 
shall put us on the sqme footing in 
respect to this, as that upon which we 
stand in the general business of the 
country. Sir, what answer can we 
make when we are told that, while 
Canada Is developing very rapidly, 
while she is Improving her internal 
transportation system tremendously, 
she is still satisfied to remain on a 
side street, still satisfied to remain de­
pendent for the ordinary interests of 
business upon the courtesy and good 
will of our neighbor* to the south? It 
ought not to be so. It seems to me 
the time J)as cpme when Canada can 
afford what is, in this respect, a neces­
sity for her .national growth and de­
velopment.

And it should be done now. 
Speaker, even if you allow that every­
thing will be done that can be done, 
and done with all reasonable speed, it 
will be impossible to bring this service 
about inside of four years, probably 
five years. You have to get the several 
governments . together; there are the 
interminable discussions between the 
members of the several governments;

b government has been 
brought in ; \he four parliaments have 
to be consulted. In view of all that is 
to be done, it is not to. be expected 
that this can be brought Into effect 
inside of four or five years. Then if 
we are going to do it for this genera­
tion, the time has arrived when we 
ought to make a beginning. Tempor­
ary financial difficulties which afflict us 
at the present time, will not, we hope, 
remain to trouble us four or five years 
from now. This temporary financial 
depression will pass away; it was a 
natural thing; a necessary thing; a 
good thing. For, it is as necessary in 
connection with the business 
that it should have periods of recupera­
tion as It is in connection with our

twelve days to Vancouver and thirty- 
eight to New Zealand, so that New 
Zealand would make a saving ef some­
thing like thirteen days on mall and 
passenger service. At present the mail 
and passenger service from New Zea­
land is extremely poor.

The position^ therefore, is altered to 
a considerable extent since the time of 
the Imperial conference, discussions 
have taken place and information has 
been disseminated. It has come to the 
knowledge of all parties concerned that 
in all probability such a service ap I 
have described is a practicable service 
which could be made and would be the 
best service that could be obtained for 
any reasonable expenditure.

Mr. Armstrong: Would such a ser­
vice Include the transportation of any 
of the pr^ucts of Canada ?

Freight, yes. The ships 
on which the estimates were made pro­
vided for a capacity of 1,006 tons of 
freight for the Atlantic boats and 3,000 
tons for the Pacific boats. I may say 
that experience shows that a larger 
capacity than 1,000 tons upon fast At­
lantic boats would hot be of much ser­
vice, because taking the year around, 
the probability is that 'that is about as 
much of the cltyas of freight they would 
take as they could succeed in contracts 
for. As a matter of fact, the very fast 
boats running from New York do not 
take anything like 1,000 tons on the av-

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ing at full speed all the time. This 
necessary luB In business had to comte 
It has not hurt Canada seriously. In 
a year or two we shall have emerged 
from it, and I think that, if we have 
been afraid to begin the steps neces­
sary to bring this great project into 
effect, every one will feel that we have 
made a very seriau» mistake. I do net 
desire to be understood as advocating 
a reckless financial p’oUcy- I am not 
on my feet for the purpose at criticiz­
ing the financial policy of the govern­
ment; but I am free to say that if, at 
the end, of four or five years, in consec 
quence of arrangements made in pur­
suance of this resolution, we shall be 
called upon to pay the subsidy tor the 
purpose of securing thia service. I 
think that some of the expenditures 
which this provision is authorizing 
might well be cut out for the purposes 
of- furnishing the means: of thia sub­
sidy. Under any circumstances, many 
of the things we are called upon to do 
now, we shall not/be called upon to do 
then. We are accomplishing great 
works, they are passing into the region 
of things accomplished, and what we 
have to do is to look to the future. For 
my part I. am satisfied that my hon. 
friends opposite can hardly expect the 
House to take the position that after 
the representatives of Canada have 
gone to the Imperial conference and 
become parties to the resolution adopt­
ed by that conference, the House should 
decline to endorse the position they 
took. And I am convinced my right hon. 
friend, the first minister, can confident­
ly ask the House to stand by the posi­
tion he took at the conference.

the Pacific part. When we speak of 
the Atlantic part, we know exactly 
what we can do; we know the condi­
tions that prevail to-day between Eu­
rope and the American continent; and 
we know that it is possible, with a line 
of steamers of the highest type afloat, 
such as the Mauretania and the Lusi­
tania, to cross the Atlantic from the 
British territory to Canadian territory 
within four days. We have the ad­
vantage on our side of distance to the 
extent of some about 1,006 miles, which 
would enable us to have easy 
munication from land to land with 
vessels of that type In four days. I do 
not, however, lose sight of the fact tirat 
vessels of the type of the Mauretania 
and Lusitania are still In the experi­
mental stage, commercially speaking. 
So far as navigation is concerned, the 
stage of experiment is past. These ves­
sels have proved their adaptability to 
the service in which they are engaged ; 
but, so far as the commercial aspect of 
the case is concerned, we are still in 
the dark, and no one can say yet that 
these two vessels, which have been 
heavily subsidized by the British gov­
ernment, will prove a success commer­
cially. It Is a well-known fact that all 
such high-class steamers have not been 
a success commercially, and it is an 
essential in all countries that they 
should be assisted out of the public 
treasury. The Germans do it, the Am­
ericans have done It, the English have 
done it, and the Canadians have done 
it. But although ail these high-class 
steamers have been subsidized by their 
respective countries, there is a limit be­
yond which such assistance Is not pos­
sible, and it is a question whether or 
not vessels of the type of the Maure­
tania and the Lusitania, even
with the assistance they have
received from the British government, 
can be called a commercial success. 
Their owners say that the time will 
never come when they can dispense 
with such assistance.

It was the occasion of the introduc­
tion in the House of thp All-Red Route 
project, which was brought before the 
Imperial conference in London by Sir 
Wilfrid last year, and which, when car­
ried out, will round off a career of ac­
complishment unequalled In the annals 
qf colonial statesmanship.

Naturally there was great enthusiasm 
on the government side of the House- 
enthusiasm that was emphasized by the 
fact that the opposition, with the ex­
ception of one memhe 
voted against the Prim 
oiutlon. All the speeches from the Con­
servative aide showed unmistakable 
hostility to the project, and Mr. Bor­
den’s petty amendment was a thinly 
disguised attempt to make political 
capital among the farmers of the coun-
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boats running from Quebec and St. 
John do somewhat better. Therefore, 
the conference resolution having been 
passed, as much information as can be 
gathered has been gathered upon the 
subject, and if we are able to gather 
anything as to the attitude of Great 
Britain, it is that if the colonies are de­
sirous that this plan should be carried 
out, the colonies should get together, 
settle upon a definite plan and "present 
it to the Imperial government for their 
acceptance. That obviously is a rea­
sonable position for the British gov­
ernment to take, and therefore it be­
comes essential that somebody should 
take the initative 
from Canada’s position In relation to 
the whole scheme and her great inter­
est In successfully carrying it out, i> 
ts the logical position that Canada 
should become the chief promoter In 
carrying this into effect. Thus what 
the Prime Minister is asking is that 
the resolution having been passed, the 
general features of the scheme having 
been accepted in so far as they can be 
before a definite business proposition is 
arrived at, the government of Canada 
should be authorized to take the mat­
ter up with Australia and New Zealand, 
arrive at a definite proposition and then 
to agree to the scheme and carry It in­
to definite effect. I cannot see myself 
that any other plan could be practically 
proposed or would give any probability 
of arriving at a successful conclusion.

At the risk of repeating what I have 
said In this House I shall discuss brief­
ly the cost. Expert shipping men in 
London were employed for the purpose 
of arriving at os close an eetimtae as 
possible of the cost of such a service 
upon the Atlantic and upon the Pacific, 
the probable revenue that could be 
safely counted upon and the probable 
deficit for all purposes between the 
revenue and the expenditure. It was 
computed that a subsidy of something 
in the neighborhood of £1,000,000 ster­
ling would be necessary and it was 
thought, and I do not think that this is 
regarded as being an unfair allocation 
of the liability, that the British govern­
ment ought to be asked to bear one- 
half of that expense, that New Zealand 
would be willing to bear the expense to 
the extent of £100,000, that Australia 
would probably give £75,000, and Canada 
would give not more than £325,000 of 
annual subsidy. At the present time 
Canada, judging by the results of the 
last fiscal year’s operation, is giving 
6679,000 for the Atlantic and Canadian- 
Australian services, so that if the idea 
prevails outside of this House that Can­
ada is getting its present service by 
private enterprise alone, it is a mistak­
en idea. We would, therefore, be re­
quired to add to our present subsidy 
something like $950,000 or $1,000,000 per 
year and, shortly, what this House has 
to consider is whether the advantages 
to be derived by Canada from the in­
stitution of the services asked for is 
worth that amount of money, 
is the question in a nutshell, that is 
what we have to decide.

Speaking to the resolution the Prime 
Minister said:

Of the advantages which would ac­
crue to Canada if such a scheme as is 
here outlined were to go into effect I 
do not propose to speak. I have fol­
lowed pretty carefully the expressions 
of public opinion on this subject from 
the time, now twelve months ago, when 
it was first brought to the attention not 
only of Canada, but of the whole Brit­
ish Empire; and, so far as my own ob­
servations have gone, I may say that 
though there have been some carping 
criticism, on the whole the scheme 
sefcms to have commanded universal 
approbation—! do not say unanimous, 
because I must recognize that some ex­
pressions of dissent have been heard. 
But while the expressions of opinion 
have not been unanimous, they have 
Seen pretty generally In favor of such a 
scheme. 9ee thing at all events seem­
ed to be certain : if such a scheme were 
to become a fact, its advantages to 
Canada would not be disputed. Canada 
would undoubtedly be on the highway, 
not only between Great Britain and 
her distant possessions on the other 
side of the globe, but also between 
Europe generally and the Orient. This 
scheme, which would primarily affect 
the British Empire, would not in its 
usefulness be confined at all to the Brit­
ish Empire ; but all the countries of 
Europe and all the countries of the 
Orient would necessarily seek this 
route as a means of communication be­
tween each other. Canada has the ad­
vantage of geography in this matter.

Even if at the present moment we are 
not prepared to provide vessels of the 
Mauretania and the Lusitania type, it 
is possible for us to entertain the hope 
that we pan., havft, twenty knot or 
twenty-one knot steamers and these 
will easily cross the Atlantic within 
five days. Assuming

lantic I think I can hopefully If not 
confidently say that we can

At 
present there are two Pacific services 
subsidized by the Canadian government 
cne to China and Japan, and the other 
to Australia. The Pacific service by 
the Empresses is in every respect ex­
cellent, but the steamers have a speed 
only of sixteen knots and consequently 
the voyage from Vancouver to Hong­
kong is considered -somewhat slow in 
these days of fast transportation. The 
service between Vancouver and Aus­
tralasia has not up to the present time 
given the satisfaction we had reason 
to hope for, and we are now negotiat­
ing for its improvement. For this ser­
vice we have been paying something 
like $40,000 a year. The mail service on 
the Atlantic costs us at the present 
time about $500,000 a year, and, there­
fore, for the ocean mail service on the 
Atlantic and the Pacific we are paying 
about $540,000. It is for us to consider 
to what extent we will have to imple­
ment the present service in order to 
achieve what we now contemplate. Sir 
Joseph Ward, Prime Minister of New 
Zealand, expressed at the conference 
his decided preference for a Pacific ser­
vice equal to the service now on the 
Atlantic, namely, steamers of twenty- 
knots or twenty-one” knots, In order 
that Auckland may be made in ten or 
twelve' days from Vancouver.,. Such a 
scheme Is perhaps too ambitious for 
us now. I wish for my part I could 
view the matter with the same enthu­
siasm as my friend Sir Joseph Ward, 
who stated that New Zealand would be 
prepared to pay a subsidy of £100,000 
sterling to such a line as that, 
is a very large subsidy, ipdeed, for a 
country like New Zealand with a popu­
lation of less than 1,000,000, Vbut Sir 
Joseph Ward attached so'much im­
portance to a fast all-British line that 
he was prepared to advise the parlia­
ment of his country to grant this very 
handsome subsidy to secure it.

cent dispatches from the Hawaiian 
port.

The Restorer’s suit brought by the 
Commercial Cable
against the Pacific Mail S. S. Co., was 
for the salvage of the latter company’s 
mail steamship Manchuria, 8,750 tons 
register, which went on a reef at Wai- 
manalo on August 20th, 1906. The C*m_ 

jàercial Cable Company asked an award 
of $300,000. which was considered ex­
cessive by the defendants. After the 
case had been fought in the courts, 
judgment was deferred until recently, 
when Judge Dole supported the con­
tention of the P. M. S. S. Co., regarding 
the excessive claim, and awarded $61,- 
219.53.

Of the above amount $56,000 is for ac­
tual salvage, the remainder being for 
expenditures on stores, equipment, pro­
visions and fittings, a total of $5,219.63. 
Judge Dole ruled that the costs of the 
action be paid jointly by the litigants, 
and not by the Manchuria alone, in 
consequence of the exorbitant claim put 
in t>y the Restorer. By the time the 
heavy legal expenses of the Commer­
cial Cable Company have been paid, 
the actual amount cleared on the sal- 

& | vage of the big ocean liner will be 
sadly diminished.

Alberni, July 15.—A public meeting 
was held In Brandt’s hall on the even­
ing of the 13th Inst., to discuss the sit­
uation as developed by the applications 
now pending for water rights on Somas, 
Sproat, Stamp and Ash rivers, and 
Sproat and Great lakes, by W. Allen 
on the one hand, and the Vancouver 
Island Power Company, generally sup­
posed to be Identified with the B. C. 
Electric Co., on the other hand.

Mr. Allen, who holds very large tim­
ber tracts In the vicinity of the Great 
Central lake, applied in February last 
to the local government through the 
chief commissioner at Victoria, for per­
mission to remove obstructions and Im­
prove the Somas and Stamp rivers to 
render them suitable for driving logs 
down. An annual rent is charged for 
the privilege which can be cancelled 
it not used, and provision is made am- ! 
ply securing the use of the river to all 
other parties on reasonable terms, so 
that a pionopoly or abuse of the privil­
ege Is impossible. Mr. Allen is spend­
ing money at present keeping a large 
force of men In the field to survey hia 
timber lands. He proposes to erect a 
sawmill at Alberni to manufacture the 
logs into lumber, and the fact that he 
is willing to spend a large sum in clear­
ing out and improving the river, which 
would be entirely lost were he not to 
make use of it, Is evidence of his bona 
tides. Some months later the Vancou­
ver Island Power Company protested 
the application of Mr. Allen, and made 
application themselves for the very 
comprehensive powers as described in 
the first resolution given below. At 
the meeting on Monday at which there 
was a large turn-out, considering the 
abort notice, the chair was taken by 
Jas. Thomson, merchant. R. J. Burde, 
of the Pioneer News, moved the fol­
lowing motion, seconded by W. Porritt 
of New Alberni :

That whereas application has been 
made by the Vancouver Island Power 
Company to Assistant Land Commis­
sioner H. C. Rayson, at Alberni, for the 
right to divert 18,000 inches of water 
from Stamp river and Great Central 
lake, and 10,000, Inches from Ash river, 
which is a tributary of Stamp river, by 
dams, pipes, flumes, etc., into Sproat 
lake, to be returned into the Somas 
river at its junction with Sproat river;

And whereas, this practically means 
the drying up ot Stamp river, which is 
the natural channel to bring dtiwn to 
salt water the Immense timber re­
sources' round and tributary to Great 
Central lake, and would Immediately 
check the development of that indus­
try by W. Allen and others now oper­
ating there;

And whereas, It is on -the opening up 
of the timber resources that the future 
prosperity of this district in a great 
measure depends;

And whereas, It is detrimental to the 
best Interests of this entire locality 
that this application should be grant­
ed, meaning as It does, an almost com­
plete monopoly of all the sources of 
water power in this valley;

Therefore, bè it resolved, that this 
Ifieetl 'g being thoroughly representa­
tive ■' Old and New Alberni and the 
surrou’-iding districts does strongly 
support the protest of W. Allen against 
the granting of the application of the 
Vancouver Island Power Company, and 
we ourselves for the reasons stated 
above, urge that the application be re­
fused.

And be it further resolved that cop­
ies of this resolution be forwarded by 
the secretary to Premier McBride, the 
chief commissioner of lands and works, 
•nd to H. C. Rayson, Alberni,

That whereas, in February last, Wil­
liam Allen applied to the chief com­
missioner of land and works for per­
mission under the Rivers and Streams 
Act, to remove obstructions and other­
wise improve Stamp and Somas rivers 
to make the same fit for driving logs 
thereon ;

And whereas, the said W. Allen con­
trols a large area, aggregating over 
26,000 acres of valuable timber limits 
tributary to the said rivers, which it is 
his intention to bring down the rivers 
as logs and manufacture at a sawmill 
to be built at Alberni ;

And whereas, the said W, Allen has 
bec*i and is now spending large sums 
In 'surveying the said timber limits, 
giving considerable employment and 
trade to the residents of Alberni, and 
is giving evidence of a bona fide inten­
tion of establishing an industry of 
great importance to this neighborhood;
\ And whereas, the application of the 
said W. Allen has been protested by 
the Vancouver Island Power Co.;

Therefore, be It resolved, that this 
meeting, being thoroughly representa­
tive of Old and New Alberni and the 
surrounding district, does hereby most 
heartily endorse the application of the 
said W. Allen, and strongly urge upon 
the government of the province the de­
sirability of granting the said appli­
cation;

And be it further resolved, that cop­
ies of the above resolution be forward­
ed by the secretary to Premier Mc­
Bride and to the chief commissioner of 
lands and works.

In speaking to the motion, Mr. Burde 
gave a summary of the matter, and 
painted out the difference between the 
two rival applications. The one, that 
of Mr. Allen, asked for no monopoly, 
and his operations would be of the 
greatest benefit to the merchants and 
farmers of the valley, while the other, 
that of the B. C. Electric Co., asked 
for the sole rights in practically all the 
sources of waterpower In the district. 
After speeches by Messrs. W. Roff, W. 
H. Marcon, A. D. Cooper, and others, 
the resolutions were put to the meeting, 
when the first carried with but one dis­
sentient voice, while the second passed 
unanimously. The matter has excited 
a good deal of attention and criticise 
jn the district.

For that sum It built eight piers, and 
placed upon them eight double-deck 
steel concrete freight sheds, having an 
area of 120,000 square feet less than 
those now being erected In Montreal 
Montreal’s development would place 
alongside of every shed two railway 
tracks, whereas the New York develop­
ment was inaccessible to railways, and 
cars had to be lifted on barges Into 
the ship, and vice-versa.

This meant that Canada was getting 
a port development for $4,500,000 that 
New York had to sepnd $39,000,000 to 
obtain; and by having the additional 
advantage of direct Intercommunica­
tion between the railways, sheds and 
ships, it had been possible during the 
past season to effect a very consider­
able saving in the handling charges of 
freight through the port of Montreal.

Alongside of the transportation ques­
tion, and Inseparable from it, was that 
of the growth of our population. The 
dream of 100,000,000 people was not so 
far off as might be supposed at first 
sight. Last year’s crop of newcomers, 
from all sources, amounted on reliable 
authority to 300,000 people. Add 100,000 
as the natural Increase to our own 
population, and we had an increase )n 
1907 of nearly half a minion souls. If 
this yearly Increase was not exceeded 
and we went on Increasing at the rate 
of half a million a year, in twenty-flve 
years the population of this country 
would be 18,000,000; and if at the end of 
twenty-five years all outside immigra­
tion should cease, we would then be 
adding to our population at the rate of 
2,000,000 a year, which In twenty-five 
years more, or fifty years from 1108, 
would give to Canada a population of 
60,000,000.

This was the1great future that Can­
ada must now lay the foundation for, 
that Canada must build railways, 
canals andyocean terminals to take care 
of. The safety of this great future 
must be guarded by the aggregate in­
dividual Integrity of her cltisens.

“Returns from our English adver­
tising have not, of course, as yet pro­
duced any results. We are using the 
Field for the sporting and wealthy 
element, Canada and the Colonizer tor 
the Investor and prospective settler, 
and the Standard of Empire for general 
classes.

"Canadian advertising will cost us 
about $277; American $299, and English 
$130, or $700 approximately.

“The results obtained so far are 
must encouraging, as already the num­
ber of enquiries received daily Is about 
one-half of the highest average num­
ber ever received at the rooms last 
year, and when the whole plan Is 
working I confidently expect.that en­
quiries will exceed anything we have 
ever had. It must also be remembered 
that In each case the enquirer en­
closes five cents for postage, which not 
only Is an economy to us but more tir 
less of a pledge regarding the genuine 
nature of the enquiry.

“Advantage has been taken of the 
kind offer of the provincial govern­
ment and Howard Champman to dis­
tribute books and pamphlets at the
Dominion fair, Calgary; at Winnipeg
and at Regina. Owing to the great 
delay in getting started with the 
year’s work and' the consequent wait 
for literature, we were unable to send 
as much literature as we would have 
desired, but about twelve hundred
books in all were distributed, and we 
feel that same were judiciously distri­
buted by R. M. Palmer and Mr. Chap­
man.

"The rooms are being used by
strangers more freely than ever, about 
twenty-five or thirty daily employing 
them for purposes of rest or Informa­
tion."

The operations ofGood Crop Prospects and 
Other Features Contribute 

to Situation.

were a good crop report, the dissipation 
of political uncertainty and an easy 
money market. Added to these devel­
opments were signs of business im­
provement and rising confidence in va­
rious quarters.

Good news of the right sort was 
forthcoming in the form of favorable 
crop reports. The July government es­
timates indicated 2,726,000,000 bushels of 
corn, which would be 130,000,000 bush­
els more than last year and has been 
exceeded but once, and that by the 
bumper crop of 2,927,000,000 In 1906. The 
wheat crop Is estimated at 692,790,000 
bushels, or 58,000,000 bushels In excess 
of last year, and closely approaches the 
largest crop on record. The promise for 
oats Is J,012,000,000, a bumper yield and 
comparing with 754,000.000 bushels a 
year ago. In addition to a full grain 
harvest the cotton crop promises to be 
abundant, prevalent estimates being 
about 13,000,000 bales; and we have al­
ready secured a good crop of hay. The 
fruit crops, too, are better than usual. 
There Is, of course, the probability of 
these estimates being reduced by un­
favorable weather. July and August 
are often months of deterioration,-And 
in September there is always danger of 
early frosts to both cotton and corn 
in the northerly sections of the produc­
ing states. But these ttvo leading crops 
are not so backward as a ÿear ago; and 
with larger acreage and better condi­
tion than existed at this time in 1907, 
there is ample ground for hopefulness 
regarding the crop situation. Since 
prices for nearly all agricultural pro­
ducts are high, especially corn, opr 
farmers are assured of another pros­
perous year. Cotton and wheat are 
cheaper than a year ago, but current 
prices still afford a liberal profit to the 
grower. Nothing more fortunate could 
happen at this time than a good har­
vest, for nothing could contribute more 
effectually toward a general revival of 
business than a large-^and profitable 
crop. The wheat crop will stimulate 
railroad traffic, and the probability of 
a good export demand will strengthen 
our, credit abroad. Corn Is a product 
that will be turned largely Into pork 
and beef;-also giving a big tonnage to 
the railroads, and tendlng.e.re long to 
lower the present high and i»wj:densrom® 
prices for meat products. « Surely the 
country Is Justified in taking Op a spirit 
of hopefulness as long as nature (Con­
tinues as a special partner.

Outside of the agricultural situation 
there are also visible eigne of improve­
ment. Mr. Gary’s optimistic interview 
regarding the steel trade had a good 
effect; for while It was evidently made 
as hopeful as possible, it really had 
a basis of facts, inasmuch as the reduc­
tion In prices stiumlated orders, and 
placed the steel situation on a sounder 
basis. Perhaps new orders have come 
In less rapidly than expected; because 
the railroads persist In keeping out of 
the market on account of crippled 
financial conditions, and waiting for the 
steel market to touch bottom. The 
next largest consumer of iron Is the 
building industry. And Here, too, there 
are hopeful and satisfactory signs of 
revival. For months past the reports 
of building In all parts of* the country 
have shown declines In aggregate of 
contracts varying from 30 to 45 per 
cent. In June, however, the reports 
from 72 cities showed a reduction 
pared with last year of only 8 per cent. 
The Improvement was largely due to 
the resumption of work In this city, 
where the depreesloh In building has 
been keenest. In the entire country 
there has been a reduction of fully 30 
per cent. In the building expenditures 
during the paet elx months, so that 
the June returns were decidedly encour­
aging. Still another sign of Improve­
ment was the decrease of 36,000 In the 
number of unemployed ears during the 
month of June. Railroad officials are 
now beginning to emerge from their 
slough of despond/ and to anticipate 
Improved traffic returns during the 
coming weeks as a result of the har­
vest and trade betterments. Another 
satisfactory Indication was In bank 
clearings, which in June showed a lose 
of only 22 per cent compared with 
losses of 26 or 30 per cent and over In 
earlier months. The losses In bank 
clearings are at last becoming less pro.

months In Jail fer theft, were treated 
to an excellent attempt of dramatic 
art.

that his client would throw himself on 
the tfiercy of the court.

The circumstances of the theft Were 
told by Ed. D. Allan, a clerk in Bowes’ 
drug store. Beards had come Into the 
store and had asked to see the hand 
satchels. He had taken o\)t a dozen to 
stiow him, counting them as he did so 
and had then been called away to 
another part of the shop. When he re­
turned there were only eleven satchels 
In sight but Beards brazened the mat­
ter out so well that he did not dare 
accuse him of the theft at the time. 
After hie departure, however, he made 
certain that the particular 
satchel produced In court as having 
been found in Beards’ room was miss­
ing. The matter had then been re­
ported td tli'e police.

Detective George M. Perdue told of 
searching Beards’ room at the Poodle 
Dog hotel.

Major Stephens of Montreal 
Harbor Commission on 

Question.its.

Major G. W. Stephens, president ef 
the Montreal harbor commission, at a 
recent monthly dinner of the Economic 
Club of Montreal, said that there could 
be no subject which should engage the 
attention of the Canadian people, equal 
in Importance to that of lessening the 
cost of transporting the products of the 
w estern plains to tide water, and the 
eastern manufactured products to the 
homes of the western consumer. It 
was equally true that upon the effi­
ciency of our country’s transportation 
facilities depended the future Integrity 
of the Dominion, and the comfort, 
wealth and power of the people.

He referred to the early days of 
Canadian transportation, and then 
compared the position occupied by 
Canada at the opening of the twentieth 
century with that of the United States 
at the opening of the nineteenth. In 
1868, he said, the population of the 
United States was 5,300,000, grouped 
together as a fringe along the shores 
of the Atlantic, behind them to the 
westward being an- undiscovered waste 
of wilderness aed plain. There was 
not a single mile of railroad, not a 
single mile of canal development, no 
roads to speak of, and no wealth; only 
the Indomitable courage, perseverance 
and falfh of her people. And upon this 
courage and confidence had built 
up in a hundred years a nation number­
ing 90,000,000 people, possessing 217,000 
miles of railroad, and a country extend­
ing from the Atlantic to the Pacific. The 
cause of such wonderful development 
must be sought In the early, wise and 
persistent development of her means of 
communication and transport.
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Canada, on the other hand, started 
the twentieth century with 6,000,000 
people, not huddled together on her 
Atlantic seaboard, but stretching In a 
continuous line of prosperous provinces 
from sea to sea; her continent spanned 
by three great railway systems; her 
natural waterways linked together by 
a canal system which had no rival; an 
annual trade development of $500,000,- 
000; $600,000,000 of the people’s sav­
ings in the banks, and was doing a bus­
iness with a population of 6,000,000 
that was not equalled by the United 
States until her population had reached 
26,000,000.
possessed the-ehorteet water route be­
tween the continents of Europe and 
America, and America and Asia, there­
by Inheriting a natural strategic posi­
tion which, if supplemented by ener­
getic measures of transportation within 
would place her In an unassailable po­
sition for the command of a large por­
tion of international trade.

There were three natural outlet 
channels for the trade of our great west 
—the Mississippi river, the river St. 
Lawrence, and the Hudson’s Bay, the 
last-named of which would one. day be 

• tapped, and for a portion of the year at 
least, would afford auxiliary means of 
transport for grain cargoes out of the 
west. Of these natural means of exit 
the Dominion of Canada controlled two, 
and by supplementing her natural In­
heritance by the building of the Georg­
ian Bay canal, she would place herself 
In the proud position of a water route 
that would pot only Induce the trade of 
her own great west to follow Its course, 
but would attract to It a very large 
portion of the trade of the Western 
States.

Touching on transportation as It af­
fected grain, he said that If our United 
States competitors deemed it worth 
while to spend $110,000,000 to get a 
waterway twelve feet deep from Buf­
falo to the Hudson river, and thereby 
make a possible reduction of the freight 
on wheat to one cent a bushel, was It 
not about time that Canadians awaken­
ed to the fact that without the expen­
diture of another dollar on canals they 
were the owners to-day of a through 
water route of fourteen feet draught, 
and could, If they supplied the termin­
als and the carrying power, be in an 
even better competitive position than 
the United States would be after it had 
•pent the proposed $110,000,000 on its 
Erie canal.

The Importance of an early and full 
utilization of our natural Inheritance 
in water transportation would be made 
manifest by the fact that the railways 
to-day could not begin to handle the 
freight offered, could not build fast 
enough to cope with the growth of our 
produce, and could not begin to carry 
as cheaply as could be done by our 
canals and rivers.

The problem of cheapening the cost 
of handling the nation’s business led 
the student of transportation into fig­
ures, the magnitude of which became 
almost staggering. Canadian railways, 
at the present moment, were handling 
annually 50,000,000 tons of freight and 
25,000,000 pas 
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there would be a saving of $1,000,000 In 
the transportation charges of the busi- 
aeae.

It was a curious fact, vouched for by
I high railway authority, that the av- 
thage dally run of a freight car in Can­
ada to-day was between 29 and 33 miles 
~Just a little over a mile an hour. This 
presented a very- Interesting phase of 
the transportation question, and show- 
ed that the science of railway manage­
ment had only attained a very small 
Proportion of the efficiency out of the 
car« at Its disposal. What was the use

"obstructionist policy” of the opposi­
tion during the closing sessions of the 
House, and expressed the opinion that 
the opposition was unable to shoulder 
the heavy responsibilities of govern­
ment. ’’Thére being little change in 
the personnel of the party during the 
last twelve years, this fact could be 
easily understood.’'

“On the other hand,” Mr. Smith con- • 
tinned, the government had Intro­
duced a large amount of necessary and 
important legislation.” This legisla­
tion, Nanaimo’s member explained, in­
cluded measures which had solved the 
very delicate question of Oriental im­
migration; the extension of the lead 
bounty, which would be of special bene­
fit to the mining industry of East 
Kootenaÿl the endorsatlon of the “All- 
Red” project, which would have a con­
siderable bearing upon the prosperity 
of the coast, which would be the ter­
minus of an enlarged and Improved 
transpacific service; legislation extend­
ing boundaries of Manitoba, Ontario 
and Quebec; reform of the civil service, 
which was removed from the sphere of 
party politics; electoral reform; the 
restçratlon of the former coast regula­
tions, which would prevent foreign ves­
sels from enjoying privileges which their 
governments refused to Canadian ves­
sels, and which was especially applic­
able to the Pacific coast trade; legisla­
tion providing for libéral railway sub­
sidies, of’which British Columbia ob­
tained a substantial proportion. The 
government also brought down legis­
lation ratifying a treaty of trade with 
France, and In conjunction with the 
Imperial authorities, through Mr. ' 
Bryce, had arranged a boundary and 
fisheries treaty with the United States.

Mr. Smith observed further that the 
action of the government in extending 
the subsidy for the Canadian-Austral- 
lan service for five years would un­
doubtedly cause much satisfaction In 
Vancouver and Victoria, as the mer­
chants of these two cities had strongly 
advocated such an arrangement.
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ALBERTA WILL GO
STRONGLY LIBERAL

Hon. W. H. CushingJ-ooks for 
A Clean Sweep of 

Province.

(From Friday’s Dally).
Hon. W, H. Cushing, minister of 

public works in the Alberta govern­
ment, Is in the city on a brief private 
business trip. As head of one of the 
most important branches of the pro­
vincial government of the neighboring 
provinces, Mr. Cushing has Important 
and exacting duties which prevent htm 
from spending the time away from his 
particular district. The heavy raine 
this year have had a very bad effect on 
the roads of the province, the soli be­
ing of ~such a character that when 
there is heavy precipitation, and fail­
ing underdraining the roads get in a 
very heavy condition.

Crops promise exceedingly well 
throughout Alberta and ih fact the 
province has escaped any serious ef­
fects from the depression which pre­
vailed last year. Mr. Cushing’s home 
city of Calgary Is growing rapidly and 
has just closed a most successful Do­
minion fair. Immediately contiguous 
to It lies the enormous irrigated land 
belt of the C. P. R. on which about 
five hundred settlers have already 
taken up land. When these lande are 
settled the city of Calgary will have 
at Its back a closely populated agri­
cultural district unsurpassed In any 
part of Canada.

The work on the new parliament 
buildings at Edmonton is proceeding 
rapidly. They are being constructed 
mainly out of native stone with trim­
mings of sandstone from either Satur­
ne or Haddington Island.

Politically, Mr. Cushing says that Al­
berta will return five instead of only 
two supporters of the Laurier govern­
ment, when the next general election 
comes round. The present representa­
tion of four from Alberta Is evenly 
divided between the two parties, while 
the seven who will be elected next year 
will in his opinion Include a large ma­
jority of Liberals as already Indicated,

The beauty of all $ie provisions of

Favorable as the terms of this agree­
ment may be considered In these days, 
they were enlarged to a certain degree, 
at least, by an act of the legislature 
passed tn 1894, ratifying the taking over 
of the business of (he National Electric 
Trawway & Lighting Company by the 
Victoria Elecetrlc Lighting Company, 
whose successor is the British Colum­
bia Electric Company of to-day. For 
example, It Is made plain beyond per- 
adventure that the company had the 
right to run its cars “upon and along 

Any of the Streets
within the city of Victoria," the only 
stipulation being that the company 
should observe the terms of the con­
tract to give the city thlry days' no­
tice of their Intention to lay any par­
ticular line of track and that the rails 
should be laid on grades and locations 
submitted by the city engineer. The 
company’s obligation as to preparing 
the streets on which It may lay its rails 
is made plain In the following words: 
"The company shall keep the tracks 
and roadway between, and for eighteen 
Inches on each side of the rails In as 
good condition and repair as when dis­
turbed by the company, for a period 
beginning with any construction, al­
teration, or repair of tracks, and ending 
ninety days thereafter."

One of the most Important additions 
to the company’s power granted by this 
act was a clause giving It the right to 
carry on a freighting business. In the 
agreement with the city it was express­
ly provided that the cars should be 
“used exclusively for the carriage of 
passengers," but section 16 of the act 
says: “In addition to the powers con­
ferred by the agreement, the said com­
pany are hereby authorized and em­
powered to erect, construct and main­
tain all necessary poles, wires, build­
ings, works, appliances and conveni­
ences connected with and incidental to 
the construction, maintenance and op­
eration of the said lines of railway, and 
to take, transport, and carry passen­
gers, freight, express and mall matter 
upon and along the said lines of rail­
way by electric or other motive power, 
as the company may deem expedient, 
subject to the approval and supervision 
of the city engineer or other officer ap­
pointed for the purpose by the said 
corporation, as to the location of all 
poles, tracks and other works of the 
company."

This is in effect the agreement under 
which the B. C. Electric Company Is 
operating In Victoria.

company incorporated by act of the 
legislature in 1894, all the acts relating 
to the National Electric Tramway * 
Lighting Company, Including the com­
pany’s agreement with the city, being 
made part of the legislation. This Vic­
toria Electric Railway * Lighting Com­
pany has since then been merged In 
the British Columbia Electric Com­
pany.

The original agreement, which might 
well be considered a masterpiece from 
the company's standpoint was, It may 
be said, drawn without the aid of a 
lawyer, D, W. Higgins being the man 
responsible for It. It starts off:

“Whereas, the parties of the second 
part are desirous of forming a pro­
posed line of tramways or street cars, 
and carrying on a general electric busi­
ness In the city of Victoria," and goes 
on to set forth the terms of the agree­
ment under which they may do so. The 
life of the agreement Is fifty years, and 
It Is expressly provided that no "exclu­
sive privileges" are provided. This pro­
vision Is all right In Its way, but no 
other company Is likely to Install an­
other street railway system in Victoria 
for a day or so yet.

Vancouver, July 17.—“The Leth­
bridge country Is the most wonderful 
farming country that I have ever seen. 
Really, It is Impossible to exaggerate 
Its capacity as a grain-growing coun­
try. The town now has a population- 
of 7,000, which should certainly doubly 
within the next two years."

Exceedingly enthusiastic is F. C. . . 
Hyde, a business man of Lethbridge, 
Who passed through Vancouver to-day 
on his way to Victoria. Mr. Hyde de­
clares that the wheat country is going 
ahead by leaps and bounds. Specially 
on the subject of the wheat crop, he 
said :

“Many of the farmers expect to 
have their fall wheat off and a new 
crop in by the third week In August. - 
In some cases they are starting now 
to cut, and certainly will have the 
work well under way by the end of 
the month, 
great shape, 
school, a court house and a Presbyter­
ian church are now in course of con­
struction. A new hotel Is being erect- , 
ed and an opera house of brick and 
stone is projected. The construction 
of the new bridge, which is to cost 
two million dollars and adjacent rail­
way work Is pouring a good deal of 
money Into the place.

“To the north of the Belly rives, 
towards the Bow, every quarter sec­
tion as been taken up or purchased, 
and a large proportion of the entire 
country is under cultivation.
Is no doubt hut that no district in - 
the wheat country can make a better - 
showing than that of Which Leth- - 
bridge, Magrath and Sardton are the 
centres. As a matter of fact, Magrath 
claims the palm, with an average crop 
yield of 45 bushels to the acre.

"The Irrigation scheme is being ex­
tended and a large new tract is being 
brought in the radius of the plans. 
This year there was no great need of 
irrigation, but where the scheme has 
been judiciously handled the 
have been considerably increased.

"Several good coal properties are 
being opened. The Diamond company 
property on the Belly river, six miles 
from Lethbridge, is about ready for . 
business. A modern plant is being 
installed, tipples are ready and a vil­
lage has already sprung up. Shipping 
will be commenced when the C. P. R. 
bridge is finished when the output to 
coipmence will be one thousand tons. ; 
Across the river Is thé Roÿal Colliery 
on which much work has, been done. 
This concern has contracts with Spo­
kane people to dispose of its entire pro­
duct."

Nelson, July 17,—A shocking suicide 
occurred here on Tuesday morning on 
the Granite road at about 6:30, when 
an old pioneer of this district, Joseph 
Chlpman, deliberately shot himself 
through the heart.

The facts of the case would seem to 
be that the deceased had come Into 
Nelson for the celebration on July 1 
and 2 and since that time had not been 
himself. He had been working the 
Full Moon claim for some months past 
and had employed upon it a couple of 
men regularly, only closing down the 
workings a week or so ago. On Mon­
day night he came over to the house of 
a neighbor, John McDonald, and com­
plained that there were too many peo­
ple and noises aboùt his little shack 
and asked permission to sleep there. 
This was readily granted. The follow­
ing morning McDonald got up at 4 
o’clock to feed and milk his cows. 
Chlpman got up also and presently 
went away to his own shack, saying he 
wanted to change his clothes and that 
he would come back for breakfast. 
This was the last occasion on which 
McDonald saw him alive.

It would seem that Chlpman went 
across to his shack, which was about a 
quarter of a mile away, and did change 
his clothes. He also took from the 
shack a bulldog revolver and then 
started back to the place where he had 
spent the previous night. But he never 
reached there. About half way he 
stepped off the wagon road upon which 
he was walking for a pace or two and 
putting the muzzle of the revolver 
against his heart pulled the trigger. 
Some neighbors hearing the shot, came 
running to the spot end found Chlpman 
dead.

Word was kent Into the city at once 
and Constable Jensen and the coroner, 
Dr. Rose, went out to the spot. There 
they found the body lying undisturbed 
at the side of the road. Indeed, It 
could not well he touched for over it 
was stationed a half grown terrier pup, 
who threatened to bite anyone that 
dared to disturb Its master. The cor­
oner narrowly escaped a severe bite In 
the attempt and Jensen forthwith shot 
the faithful animal and so was enabled 
to bring the body Into the city where 
It was left In the morgue of the Stan­
dard Furniture Company.

From letters found in the shack It 
was discovered that he had a brother 
named Isaac Chlpman living at Chip- 
man’s corner,mear Kentvllle, N. S. Ap­
parently he had no other relatives. M. 
Monaghan, a close friend of the de­
ceased, said he had often expressed a 
wish to be burled at his old Nova 
Scotian home and as there is quite a 
little estate left, some mining proper­
ty and a balance of several thousand 
dollars In the bank, W. H. Bullock- 
Webster Immediately wired the brother 
acquainting him with the circum­
stances and asking for Instructions as 
to the disposal of the body.

Deceased was about 52 years of age 
and was very well known In the city 
especially among the mining men.

It was provided that 
the company should give the city thirty 
days’ notice of the commencement of 
work upon any street, that the rails 
should be laid to a level to be submit­
ted by the city, that the work when 
once starred. should be carried forward 
as expeditiously as possible, that the 
streets Should be left in as good state 
of repair after the laying of tracks or 
the erection of poles as before the work 
was undertaken, “so far as same Is 
compatible" with the Installation of 
such improvements, aiM that the public 
safety should be protected during the 
progress of the works.

Under the terms of the contract there 
was no hard- and fast stipulation as to 
the particular kind of motive power to 
be used on the cars. It could be either 
“electricity, gas, compressed air or 
horse-power." If It suited the company 
to do so It could do away with electri­
city to-morrow and go back to horses. 
However, the city has nothing to fear 
in that respect. The company could 
never do so. Ample provision is made 
for the use of horses In other portions 
of the agreement. Section 6, for ex­
ample, says: “That the parties of the 
second part (the company) shall have 
the right and powers necessary, and It 
shall be lawful for them to allow their 
cars and their horses (If the same be 
used) to

6-3.The company was given the right to 

run cars, either hy electricity, gas, 
compressed air or horse-power, over 
any or all streets of the city, simply by 
giving the council thirty days’ notice of 
their intention. In the original con­
tract the company was restricted to 
the carriage of passengers, but in the 
legislation confirming the agreement 
the company is expressly given the 
right to "carry passengers, freight, ex­
press and mall matter" over any or. all 
the streets that Its lines may traverse. 
There is no provision for payment to 
the city of any rental for Its streets nor 
for any percentage of earnings, as In 
other cities. The only material condi­
tions imposed upon the company is that 
It must give a thirty minute service for 
16 hours per day. The company Is' re­
quired to leave all the streets In which 
It may Jay rails In as good condition as 
they were In before It commenced the 
work, and is also bound to keep the 
roadway between Its rails and for 18 
Inches on either side, In good condition 
lor traffic.

This agreement probably did not seem 
unduly one-sided to those who repre­
sented the city when It was made, or to 
to the citizens generally at that time, 
the city then being much smaller than 
It Is now and the future of a tram Une, 
particularly of an electric one, being 
perhaps uncertain, but in the present 
day it makes interesting reading, and 
the tact remains that the city is now 
In the power of the company and will 
have to remain there for the next thirty 
years. Just what may be expected Is 
well Illustrated by a couple of notices 
which the city has received recently. 
One of these was in regard to the com­
pany’s intention to build a spur line 
along Mount Tolmie avenue from Fort 
street to Mount Tolmie, for the purpose 
of bringing In sand, gravel and crushed 
rock from the latter place for, sale in 
the city, and the second was in connec­
tion with the same scheme, announcing 
the company’s Intention to continue a 
branch along Vancouver street from 
Fort street to View for the purpose of 
delivering material from Mount Tol­
mie, at a depot which the Lineham 
Sand & Gravel Company proposes es­
tablishing at the corner of View and 
Vancouver streets. According to the 
company's agreement, with the city, the 
latter cannot prevent them from build­
ing these lines, and to a lay mind, at 
least, there Is express and ample power 
given to the clmpany to haul this sand, 
gravel and crashed rock over the city 
streets. The city council is fully alive 
to the situation, but is powerless to do 
anything in the matter or to tn any 
way change or modify the terms of the 
agreement.

The original contract was signed on 
November 20th, 1888, between the city 
on the one side, and James Douglas 
Warren, Andrew Gray, Thomas Shot- 
bolt, Joseph Hunter and David William 
Higgins on the other. The mayor of 
Victoria at the time was John Grant, 
and the members of the council were 
William Wilson, George Powell, D. R. 
Harris, John Braden, Louis Vigelius, S. 
L. Kelly, S. T. Styles, John Goughian 

Mr. PenwelL Shortly after thle 
Messrs. Warren, Gray, Shotbolt, Hunt­
er and Higgins became incorporated 
under the provincial companies’ act as 
the National Electric Tramway &

ORDER OF EAGLES TO
MEET AT SEATTLE

BAGGAGE GOES, BUT
ITS OWNER REMAINS Tenth Annual Session of 

Grand Aerie of a Giant 
Organization,Man’s Arrest for Drunkenness 

Prevents His Going to 
Australia.

,Vi

to. Seattle, July 18.—The tenth annual 
session of thé grand, aerie of the Fra­
ternal Order of Eagles, which will be 
held in Seattle, on August jlth to 16th, 
under the auspices of the mother lodge 
of the organization, Seattle: Aerie No. 
1, will be the biggest In the history of 
the organization. Fifty thousand dele­
gates from all parts of the United 
States, Alaska, Canada, the Philippines 
and the Hawaiian Islands will be in 
attendance and elaborate preparations 
are being made for their entertain­
ment while the convention is In ses­
sion. Headquarters for the delegates 
have been established In the Washing­
ton hotel, and the session of the con­
vention will be held In the big Moore 
theatre. Both the theatre and the ho­
tel buildings will be lavishly decorated. 
The decorations will eclipse those pre­
pared at the time of reception of the 
Atlantic fleet In Seattle waters. Ela­
borate draperies, flags and mottoes will 
be hung on the principal streets and a 
gigantic Illumination plan will be car­
ried out. The slogan, “Welcome Home” 
will be displayed In conspicuous places. 
About 830,000 will be spent for the en­
tertainment of the visitors, and 32,500 
will be given away In prizes for the 
best bands, lodges having the greatest 
number of members at the convention, 
most handsome banners, and there will 
be many Individual awards.

One of the features of the gathering 
will be the parade, which will take 
place on August 13th. It will be the most 
magnificent and imposing spectacle 
ever witnessed In the Northwest. Bands 
from all parts of the country will be in 
line, Including the famous Boston and 
Montana band, of Butte, Montana, and 
the crack Kansas City band. There 
also will be bands and fife and drum 
corps from Washington, Oregon, Mon­
tana, Utah, California and Colorado 
cities. Military bands from Fort Law- 
ton and the Puget Sound navy yard 
and other military and naval posts will 
participate as well as every band In 
Seattle.

With the convention in session on the 
tenth anniversary of the birth of the 
lodge, much interest Is attached to the 
start of the organization. It will be ten 
years ago on August 12th that the 
theatrical managers of Seattle met to 
discuss some business matters. The 
half dozen men indulged In a walk and 
brought up on the tide flats. Seated 
on a lumber pile near the Moran ship­
building plant, they soon were engaged 
In a banter. In a spirit of jest, officers 
were elected of the “Seattle Order of 
Good Things," and they met occasion­
ally and fines were imposed on a couple 
of the members at each meeting whe­
ther they deserved the assessment or 
not, and the money was used to buy 
refreshments.

At a special meeting of the new or­
der on March 12th, 1898, one year after 
the memorable session on the lumber 
pile, the first steps toward making the 
organization a permanent one were 
taken. It was decided to change the 
name, and John Cort's suggestion of 
“Fraternal Order of Eagles" was adopt­
ed. The picture of an eagle on the 
wall gave Cort the inspiration.
13th, 1898, Secretary of State Will D. 
Jenkins Issued the charter for the grand 
aerie, Fratefnal Order of Eagles. Spo­
kane Aerie No. 2 was organized a few 
weeks later, and the next year aeries 
were Instituted In Tacoma, San Fran­
cisco, Oakland, Portland, Vancouver. 
B. C„ Rossland, B. C., Victoria, B. C„ 
Nanaimo, B. C., Astoria, Ore.,» Butte,

After careful consideration the board 
decided that It did not.

He 
thought that from newspaper reports 
of certain ladles' societies' meetings, 
the public might be led to believe that 
the board of directors of the Jubilee 
hospital were antagonistic to Dr. 
Fagan’s good work for tuberculosis. 
The directors, far from being In any 
way antagonistic, were ready to co­
operate with him to the best of their 
ability.

There was a general murmur of ap­
proval.

Mr. Helmcken then moved "that 
this board desires to make It publicly 
known that it has never entertained 
any feeling of antagonism towards Dr. 
Fagan In his fight against tuberculosis 
and takes great pleasure In assuring 
Dr. Fagan of the deep Interest which 
it takes In the success of his work, 
while It is desirous of heartily âco- 
operatlon with the government in it.1 

efforts to take care of Incurables and 
tuberculous patients."

Mr. Bolden thought that the hospital 
tyas not In a position to accept tuber­
cular patients. They had no room, nor 
could they get the money for private 
wards or a new building.

On it being' explained to the satis­
faction of all present that the board 
meant to co-operate with Dr. Fagan 
and the government, from whom they 
expec.ted the necessary financial aid, 
Mr. Helmcken's resolution was passed 
unanimously.

VICTORIAN IS
(From Saturday's Daily.)

Richard C. Price had a hard luck 
story, to tell the magistrate this morn­
ing when arraigned on a charge of 
drunkenness, following his arrest at 
the outer wharf last evening just pre­
vious to the sailing of the steamer 
Marama for Australia. According to 
Price to-day he was to have sailed for 
Australia on the steamer, but wrhen he 
went to go on board last evening he 
was prevented by the ship’s officers as 
he did not have his tiâket with him, a 
friend named Griffiths who had already 
gone on board having bought It #or him 
and having It in his possession on 
board the vessel at the time. All his 
baggage, he explained, was on board 
the Marama and was now on its way 
to Australia, and he had a job as book­
keeper waiting for him when he ar­
rived In the antipodes. He had not 
touched a drop of drink for a year pre­
vious to last evening, when on the 
strength of the trip he was to take he 
had Indulged In a glass or so of whis­
key. Naturally he had remonstrated 
with the officers of the boat when they 
refused to let him go on board as a 
result of which he was arrested and 
now found himself stranded high and 
dry In the Empress city.

There was nothing before the court 
to either disprove or confirm this story. 
All that the police knew was that the 
outer wharf people had telephoned to 
the police station asking that an officer 
be sent down to arrest a drunken man. 
Accordingly the patrol wagon was dis­
patched to the scene and Price was 
brought to the station, where he re­
mained until the opening of court this 
morning.

The case gave W. W, Northcott, who 
occupied the bench in the absence of 
Magistrate Jay, some concern as to 
whether an injustice had been done the 
man, but as there was no doubt of his 
having been drunk he fined him 34 or 
in default five days in jail.

Another drunk, a young man from 
Vancouver, had put up 311 bail rather 
than be guilty of appearing In a Vic­
toria police court, and It was estreated.

John Frost, or Jack Frost, as he is 
known to the small circle which ac­
knowledges acquaintanceship with him, 
was charged with vagrancy, having 
been arrested this morning while sleep­
ing in a stable on Wharf street. Frost 
was up a few weeks ago on a similar 
charge when he put up the plea that 
he was a poor but honest working man, 
regularly employed In the city. He ap­
parently, however, prefers spending his 
money In other ways than paying for 
a bed and will explain his views on 
this question to Magistrate Jay on 
Monday.

James Smart, who looks anything but 
smart, was arrested with Frost and 
the charge of vagrancy against him 
was also remanded until Monday. To 
say the least Smart is about the hard­
est looking citizen who has occupied 
a place in the police court for some 
time. His face was unshaven and dir­
ty, his hair was long and uncombed 
and his clothes were merely hanging 
on him, and altogether he looked & fit 
subject for a Weary Willie sketch.

RESPONDENT IN CASE

Seeks Compensation ^or Land 
Given to Railway on 

Mainland.

New Westminster, July 37.—An im­
portant arbitration is going on here. 
The appellants are the Canadian Pa­
cific, as owners of the franchise of the 
Vancouver and Lulu Island railway, 
and the respondents are owners seek­
ing compensation for dispossession, 
James Campbell Bassett and Sarah L 
Howay, of New Westminster, and 
Joseph Johnson, of Victoria. Arbitra­
tors were selected in accordance with 
an order in chambers made by Mr. 
Justice Martin, F. J. Coulthard for the 
company, F. J. Hart for the owners, 
and Charles- W. Craig, barrister, of 
Vancouver, as Independent arbitrator. 
Mr. Craig presided and counsel en­
gaged for the respective Interests were 
J. E. McMullen and W, E. Burns.

A considerable amount of evidence 
was called to obtain an estimate of 
land in the vicinity of that In quetion, 
and plans of the city going back to the 
days of the Royal Engineers survey 
made by Col. Moody were put in. No 
figures were stated of the values ask­
ed or offered. The arbitrators have 
till September 1st to announce their 
awards.

Stand Upon Said Streets
at certain points or places which shall 
be chosen by the parties of the second 
part as ‘stations' for such length of 
time as the parties of the second part 
shall deem lit." There are people In the 
city who might be mean enough to sug­
gest that It would be a good thing for 
some of the streets If the company 
would discard the use pf electricity and 
return to the old-fashioned horse flesh, 
establishing 'stations' at frequent Inter­
vals. By this means some of the 
streets traversed by the street railway 
might be rid of the long grass which 
now adorns the section between the 
rails, or at least It might be kept short 
enough not to be an eyesore and at the 
same time guarantee a permanent and 
handy food supply for the horses. Am­
ple time could be taken for feeding for 
the clause relating to the service to be 
given reads as follows: "The cars shall 
be run over the whole of the streets 
mentioned In the schedule hereto on 
which the said tracks are laid, at least 
15 hours In summer and 16 hours in 
winter, on each day, and at Intervals of 
not more than 30 minutes."

The agreement also says: "If horses 
are used, the roadway between and 
within at leas* eighteen inches from 
and outside of each rail shall be paved 
or macadamized and kept constantly 
in repair by said parties of the second 
part.”

Some of the other clauses relating to 
the operation of the cars are as follows ;

"23. The speed of the cars shall never 
exceed ten miles an hour."

24. The conductor or other person in 
charge of each car shall announce to 
the passengers the names of the streets 
as the cars reach them.”

“25. The cars shall be used exclusive­
ly for the carriage of passengers."

The company was magnanimous In 
some portions of the agreement. T'or 
example, In section 31 It Is provided 
that It will employ only "sober, care­
ful and civil agents, conductors and 
drivers," and in addition the city Is al­
lowed to make any regulations as to 
the operation of the cars that it may 
desire as to the protection of the pub­
lic, so long as the regulations do not in­
fringe the terms of the contract.

The final section of all, however. Is 
worth engraving. It says: "That the 
poles used for supporting the electrical 
conduits shall not be

Inferior in Appearance 
to those, on the' day of tne date hereof, 
used on Government street, In the city 
of Victoria, by the telephone company."

A. G. Freese, B5 years oljj, was seized 
with cramps and drowned near the 
Madison street bridge, In view of thou­
sands of spectators. The

None of the out-of-town contestants 
finished.

When Freese sank he had covered 
abofit two-thirds of the course. He 
was the oldest contestant in the event, 
and for years has been noted as a dis­
tance swimmer at the local beaches. 
Fully 100,000 persons watched the race, 
lining the banks and crowding the 
bridge from the start at the life-saving 
station at the mouth of the river to the 
Twelfth street viaduct, on the south 
branch of the stream, where the course 
ended. The greatest crowd was near 
the Madison street bridge, and al­
though several men plunged to aid 
Freese he sank before any of the res­
cuers could reach him. The body was 
recovered later.
