New York, Oct. 15-Marvin Hughitt, a 
close associate of W. K. Vanderbilt and 
president of the Chicago & Northwestern 
Railway Company, is elected a director of 
the New York Central, in place of E. H.

Â m FootwearpIm ■m 11 successfully repulses an unprovoked assault 
by some notorious bully and administers a 
sound thrashing to his assailant, is no 
more and no less a militarist than is the 
man who insists that Canada must assume 
this responsibility of nationhood.

“An objection which has been both pri­
vately and publicly put forward is the 
probability that the establishment of a 
Canadian naval force will be attended with 
all the corruption and mismanagement 
which have left their degrading mark up­
on the administration of public affairs in 
certain great departments of the govern­
ment during recent years. The criticism 
is not without weight. It emphasizes the 
necessity of a more vigilant and enlighten­
ed public opinion in respect to such mat­
ters. In times of great sudden material 
development, the public conscience some­
times becomes dull, and one must confess 
that today in Canada, the voice of public 
opinion does not make itself heard in 
such matters with the same emphasis as 
observed under similar conditions in Great 
Britain. I think that the administration 
of naval affairs in Great Britain for the 
past fifty yèars at least has been without 
scandal and without reproach. Mistakes 
may have been made and policies entered 
upon have been afterwards abandoned; 
but there has been good faith and straight­
forward dealing throughout. At least that 
is my reading of recent British history. 
May we not trust that public opinion in 
Canada will, at least in this respect, ex­
act from those in power a strict and un­
faltering adherence to economy, efficiency 
and honesty of administration.

One of these responsibilities is the de­
fending of our borders and of taking ef­
fective steps to protect our commerce and 
our trade routes. It is sometimes said 
that if Canada were Independent of Brit­
ain the United States would afford us 
an all sufficient protection. Does any 
reasonable mail imagine that the protec­
tion would he given without a very ample 
quid pro quo? To suggest such an idea 
is to refute it.

“The house of commons last session 
laid down a certain policy touching naval 
defence in which both political parties 
united. It cannot have satisfied the as­
pirations of all Conservatives, but it seem­
ed our bounden duty to place, if possible, 
above the limits of partizan strife a ques­
tion so vital and to attain the standard 
which has for many years governed both 
political parties m Great Britain with re­
spect to foreign relations.

“How the present administration will 
work out the policy which was outlined by 
the resolution to which I have alluded, re­
mains to be seen. One governing prin­
ciple, at least, should control, namely, that 
out of our own material, by our own la­
bor, and by the instructed skill of 
own people, any necessary provision for 
our naval defence shpu# bp made so far 
as may be reasonably possible. In this 
connection may we not hope that there 
shall be,given a stimulus and encourage­
ment to the shipbuilding industry of Can­
ada. which has long been lacking ?

“In speaking of the necessity of provision 
for self-defence, I absolutely disclaim the 
suggestion that I am actuated by any 
militarist sentiment. I am one who thor­
oughly believes in eveqr possible effort to

Work was begun in 1906. and lias pro­
ceeded steadily until now it is finished, 
with 100 miles of rock cutting, 1,069 
ning feet of tunnels and JO miles of diver­
sions. The rock cutting and tunneling, 
however, were mer^ incidents compared 
with the difficulties presented by the num­
erous muskegs which had to be conquered.
The most costly portion of the whole road 
was on the Ignace section, where apparent­
ly bottomless muskegs were encountered.
There were several of these, and the only 
way to conquer them was to dump in 
trainload after trainload of gravel until 
the muskeg had swallowed all it could, and 
the mass had reached the clay bottom and 
formed a solid bed through the boggy ma- 

tf- terial. Some of the muskegs took several 
months of continual dumping before they 
were sufficiently filled to allow of the lay­
ing of the roadbed.

Another very expensive section was at 
DY—UN FURNISH- Hawk Lake, which has been a terror to 

engineers ever since the C. P. R. was built, 
as it has to be crossed, there being no 
practicable way around. For some time 
trains were run across on a wooden trestle 
but for the double tracking there was 45 
feet of water, then 37 feet of water, and 
22 feet of soft mud resting on a sloping 
rock bottom. This meant that the fill 
had to be made 1,000 feet long with a total 
depth of 104 feet through mud and water.
The sloping rock at the bottom made in­
finite trouble, as it caused the fill to slip 

and on one occasion a slide occurred 
destroyed in a few minutes the

work of many months, the bridge, track 
and everything being carried 35 feet south 
and dropping 17 feet in level. This was 
finally obviated by using rock filling to 
hold the rest. In addition to vast quanti­
ties of rock 233,000 cubic yards of material 
were used on this fill. Other difficulties 
were encountered at Kenora, where the 
yards had to be built over a muskeg, where 
nearly a million yards of gravel were used 
to make solid ground.

The road throughout proved one of the 
most expensive on the whole system, and 
during its construction the old line, which 
it crossed several times, had to be kept in 
full working order. It is certain, however, 
that the results will much more than jus­
tify the expense.

GOLD OUTPUT WILL
SEE AN INCREASE

——FOR-------Ottawa, Oct. 14—R. W. Brock, director 
of the Geological Survey, has returned to 
Ottawa after a three months’ trip through 
the wilds of northern British Columbia 
and the Yukon. 1

“I think that the gold output from Brit­
ish Columbia and Yukon this year will be 
slightly larger than in the past,” said Mr. 
Brock. “There has been an abundant 
water supply in the Atlin country and 
this will help out the output greatly, but 
in Klondike the water supply has been 
very light, and from here there may not 
he so much gold taken. When the w-ater 
supply falls off the individual miners can 
not do much, but the bigger men, who 
have a supply of 'thdir own, can get along 
all right.

“There are ten dredges at work in Brit­
ish Columbia at present and it is from 
these that the most" of the gold is got. 
This year there is a number of elevators 
working, and they, too, will help out the 
out turn.”
