THE BOER EXILES.
Just now the population of Chi­

huahua is being increased* by an in­
flux of Boer colonists. Gen. W. D, 
Snyman, who was banished during 
the Boer War, is at the head of th« 
movement. They have staked out e 
tract of one million acres of land 
along the Gulf coast in the State of 
Tamaulipas.

The Boer generals represent that 
within a few years at least five 
thousand families will have come 
across the seas from South Africa 
to locate permanently on this tract 
and on other lands adjoining, on 
which they hold options. ,

lhe Mexican Government is giving 
every reasonable encouragement to 
the big-whiskered colonists, and 
making the terms of purchase so 
low that no one'of average industry 
and economy ought to have serious 
difficulty in becoming indepen­
dently established if the natural con­
ditions of water and soil are at all 
favorable.

How to coax the water from the 
streams and distribute it over the 
land is the great problem before col­
onists in this State. The Mormon* 
have tackled thi* propostion with 
success in several localities, and the 
Boers, are brave enough to try their 
hand at the busincs* on even a much 
larger scale. The valleys are fertile, 
but the currents in the principal 
streams are rapid and difficult to 
control.

Great Discovery on Franco-Span 
ish Frontier.

The discovery of a troglodyte in 
the Basque provinces, near Fuenterr- 
abia, on the Franeo-Spanish fron­
tier, has arosed considerable curio*- 
ity.

His long and matted bearrl 
fell over his chest like a cloak, while 
hie hair trailed down his back in а 
thick mass. In his cave were found 
numerous bones of sheep, deer, and 
other animals vchich he hod eaten, a 
sling, a club, and a stone axe. A 
bed of moss was his only furniture

The guard brought his troglodyte 
to Fuenterrabia, where his appear­
ance created a sensation. Before the 
magistrate he explained that his 
name was Prudencis; he was 28 
years old, and had been when an in­
fant an inmate of a fondling hospital 
in San Sebastian. He had formerly 
acted as farm hand, but two years 
ago, being unable to find work, and 
being in great distress, he took to 
the forest. There he lived on acorns, 
hazelnuts and birds’ eggs. Little by 
little he learned to use a sling and 
the axe, and was able to kill' deer 
and sheep which had strayed. As he 
had no fire he ate tbe flesh of these 
animals raw.

Conflicting report* ef hostilities being 

opened between Japan and Russia have 
formed the meet interesting items of 
news the past week, but all doubts 

were «et at rest on Tuesday by des 
patches announcing that the expected 
war wae on and the Japanese had 
struck a rather startling blow to the 
Russian fleet at Port Arthar, The 
.ttaek of the Japanese upon the Rus­
sians was by torpedo boats which 
suddenly appeared during Monday 
night and, according to a despatch from 
the Russian Vi«#roy and Commander in 
Chief, attacked the Russian squadron, 
badly damaging the first class battle­
ships Retvisan and Czarvitch, and the 
cruiser Pallada, in the outer roads of 
the harbor where the Russian fleet had 
been lying. The Japanese boats were 
unharmed.

It was at first reported from St. 
Petersburg that eleven Japanese war 
ships and one Russian were sunk in an 
attack on Port Arthnr, but that news 
has been contradicted from the вате 

source.
An Imperial ball, which was to have 

been held on Tuesday evening st St. 
Petersburg has been cancelled. The 
Czar and Czarina and imperial court 
and high functionaries attended a 

solemn Те Deum to pray for victory, 
instead.

The Japanese are following up their 
advantage et Port Arthur by taking 
possession ef Russian merchantmen in 
the harbor of Masampho, including 
Shilk and Manchuria. One of these is 
a commissariat ship laden with eoal 
and other supplies for Port Arthur.

Some of the despatches are as fel­
lows :—

SL Petersburg, Feb. 9th : — The 
Japanese mail.steamships Ioeha Maru 

from London for Yokohama was cap­
tured by Russian cruisers near Hong 
Kong.

London, 9th :—The Токіо war is on 
in earnest, both Japan and Russia have 
taken steps making further peaceful 
settlements impossible. Russia deliber­
ately precipitated the crisis.

Russian transports were loaded with 
troops at Pert Arthar, who were secretly 
landed under escort of the fleet at the 
month of the Yalu River.

A division of fifteen hundred Cossack 
cavalrymen also landed in Corea.

The Japanese fleet are now off Port 
Arthur waiting another chance to 
attack, they having withdrawn after 
first engagement.

Ice is thick in Port Arthur harbor, 
the entrance is kept open with difficulty.

The naval engagement off Port 
Arthur takes rank as one of the most 
startling con і is in history for Japan.

Japan will occupy Seoul immediately. 
Sixty Japanese transports are now at sea 
on their way to land troops at various 
points in Corea.

The warships of Russia disabled by 
the Japanese in the first engageaient, 
were the finest of Rusais’» fleet.

A great naval engagement in the 
Yellow Sea ie expected hourly.

LATER !
The three disabled Russian ships 

were ran ashore in the entrance chan­
nel to Port Arthur harbor and prevent 
the others from getting in for coal and 
other |uppliee, or these inaide from 
getting out. The Czarvich is the 
largest and most powerful ship in the 
Russian navy.

It is reported by the London Daily 
Mail’s correspondent at Tien Tsin that 
the two Russian cruisers there surren­
dered to the Japanese without firing a 
shot.
