Bodies of Yachting Tragedy’s 
Victims FoundMUZZLES Dr. Murphy and his wife, of New 

York, are the guests of Dr. George F, 
Matthew and family at Gondola Point, 
They had an experience last night 
that will probably Unger In their mem» 
ory for a lifetime, for to be lost in the 
woods during a cold, dark and stormy; 
night is something that a person does 
not soon forget.

Dr. and Mrs. Murphy had become 
tired of being about the house for ai 
couple of days owing to the stormy 
weather, and yesterday afternoon 
about five o’clock when the weather 
brightened considerably, they decided 
to take a short ramble In the woods 
before supper.

After walking through the woods for 
some time, they retraced their steps 
and walked leisurely, as they thought, 
over the route that they had entered 
the woods. After about a quarter of 
an hour’s return tramp, and no sign 
of the highway or the Kennebecasie 
River, it became apparent to Mr. and) 
Mrs. Murphy that they had missed the 
trail and were lost in the woods.

Darkness was approaching and the 
couple could not tell In which direction 
they were tramping. They kept on, 
however, and with the darkness as 
black as ink came a heavy down-fall 
of cold rain. On they walked, stumb* ' 
ling over fallen trees, stepping Into 
holes and as they pushed their way 
through the bushes they were every; 
moment becoming drenched with the 
rain.

There was no shelter from the storm, 
the ground was soaking wet and the 
largest trees only held the rain for a 
few moments to let it pour In torrents 
when the nlsht winds stirred the 
leaves. The New Yorker and his brave 
wife kept up the tramp praying that 
the next few yards might bring them 
out on the river bank, the road, or 
some farm from where they could get 
their bearings or shelter for the night.

When the supper hour had arrived 
at Dr. Matthew’s home there was a 
wait for the return of the guests, and 
when a reasonable time had expired 
and there was no sign of them. Dr. 
Matthew and his family became un­
easy. When darkness set in and the 
rain began to fall, the household was 
alarmed, and it became quite apparent 
the New York doctor and his wife 
were probably lost In the woods.

Donning rubber boots and rain coat. 
Dr. Matthew summoned together some 
of the nearby residents and the party 
set out to rescue the lost ones.

UTICA, N. Y., Sept. 27.—It is an­
nounced by the police and county 
authorities this morning that the kid­
napping of three children, the murder 
of two of them and the shooting and 
wounding of the third in a lonely sec­
tion of this city two weeks ago last 
night, has been completely solved. It 
is believed beyond the shadow of a 
doubt that the evidence that will be 
presented against Theoodore Rizzo, 
now in custody, will convict him of the 
crime. This afternoon a formal charge 
of murder will be made against Rizzo. 
On Monday next the grand jury will 
assemble and the Rizzo case will be 
the first one presented to that body.

The rain storm which has been gen­
eral throughout this section since last 
Thursday, shows little sign of abating. 
This morning the rain continued stead­
ily with occasional heavy showers, 
and the forecast for tomorrow threat­
ens more rain. After a heavy fog all 
day the rain began to fall on Thurs­
day night and has continued since 
then practically without interruption. 
Since then over three inches of rain 
has fallen which is an unusually large 
quantity for three and one-half days 
Most of this quantity came In the 
form of heavy down pours, although 
the steady drizzle lias helped to make 
up the quantity.

The principal asset in the'acquisition 
of the Philippine Islands by the United 
States, is the wonderful forests with 
which these Islands are clothed. The 
area of these is estimated ta 32,000,000 
acres, the value of the timber $6,500,- 
000,000. If the development of water 
and railroad transportation is carried 
out, and the forests properly protect­
ed, Manila will become the principal 
lumber port in the world. It is up to 
the Bureau of Forestry to grapple 

l with this question, which means that 
Congress must be prevailed upon to 
appropriate money to carry on this 
work, the usefulness of which is be­
yond all doubt.

There are nine whits foresters end 29 
Filipino rangers nad guards in these 
forests primeval. Forestry is an exact 
science and in all countries (he rev­
enue is in proportion to Aie expennl- 
ture involved. The question of forest 
protection is of more importance than 
revenue, and that our wasteful me­
thods may not be repeated in the Phil­
ippines is necessary in the interests cf 
the revenue from the timber as well 
as the influence of the forests upon 
agriculture and the rainfall.

Manila is the natural lumber centre 
of the Far East. Hong Kong, Shan­
ghai, Nagasaki, Singapore and Syd­
ney, . all, demanding large supplies of 
forest products in various forms, are 
within easier reach of Manila than the 
the ports from which their markets 
are supplied. The Philippines are not 
only not. competing in these markets, 
but are importing lumber :rom the 
United States while vast areas of ex­
cellent hard and soft wood lie un­
touched in the island forests. The Pa­
cific coast sends Manila about $2,000,000 
worth of lumber and building material 
every year .

Except for the fast vanishing areas 
in the Appalachian region the Philip­
pines contain the only considerable 
quantity of hardwood now under the 
United States flag. Some of the finest 
cabinet woods In the world are found 
here. Without ebony, and several 
other woods which have no counter­
part in the states, the Philippine for­
ests could replace every furniture 
wood now in the home market. This 
does not, of course, mean that if no 
effort is made to protect the American 
hardwood supply, the 
could fill the demand perpetually and 
meet the far eastern demand as well.

Softwood is even more 
Lauan, which is considered the equal 
of Oregon pine or California redwood, 
is much handsomer in figure, and 
Apltong is harder, heavier and strong­
er. There are in all 2,00 known vari­
eties cf trees in the archipelago, or 
three times as many varieties as are 
boasted by the entire United States. 
Foresters say that there are approxi­
mately 1,000 kinds now unclassed. Of 
course, many of those are not nrer- 
cliantable, but about 150 kinds are in 
the market now. As lumbering opera­
tions have moved in America from 
Pennsylvania to the lake region, and 
thence to the Pacific coast, and as the 
maximum cut has been reached In the 
furtherest American west, the cld time 
slogan of the lumber kings “Wesward 
ho” should in time bring them to the 
Philippine forests. It will be necessary 
when that time arrives to administer 
the forests as to provide for their ex­
ploitation without destruction. In the 
meantime much valuable timber after 
having reached maturity ,is going to 
waste for want of cutting.

Ncmadlc agriculture has been one of 
the worst enemies of the forests in 
the Philippines. But for the fact that 
the forests are large and the popula­
tion small, serious inroads upon the 
timber supply would have been made 
long ago. As matters stand the de­
nudation of watersheds has increased 
flood damage, and millions of dollars’ 
worth of timber has bceil destroyed to 
make rcom for rice patches whose pro­
duct might be counted in thousands of 
dollars. The established custom In 
parts of the islands is for a farmer to 
burn down $10,000 or $15,000 worth of 
timber to grow $100 worth of “paddy.” 
The “principale,” who claims wide 
areas of land, although his ownership 
is often backed by no title, gives a tao 
a sack of seed rice and authority to 
go into the forest, deaden trees, burn 
them and plant his rice where the soil 
is enriched by the ashes. After one or 
two years the weeds begin to grow in 
the clearing and the argiculturist 
moves to a new place and repeats his 
method of preparing his ground.

Maps made by the Forest Service 
show where this has been done and

how the destructiveness of floods has 
been increased thereby. Northern Lu­
zon,wh^re floods have recently wrought 
great damage, is a land of mountain 
and valley. The Forest Service maps 
show that in the province of Tarlac, 
Pamapgan and Cagayan, 66 per cent, 
of the lands is abandoned clearings 
and only 19 per cent, cultivated. With 
only 15 per cent, in forqsts these prov­
inces are annually devastated by 
floods. It has been demonstrated by 
actual experience in Germany and 
Switzerland that in a montainous 
country where there is less than 50 per 
cent, of forest, trouble may not only 
be expected, but will inevitably come. 
It has been shown that where five- 
sixths of water falling on bare ground 
runs off, a forest area retains five- 
sixths of the rainfall, and that this 
appears later in spring and streams 
when it is needed. From this it is evi­
dent that railroad developments in the 
mountainous Philippihe Islands,follow­
ed by destructive exploitation, would 
spell ruin to denude areas.

Much of the timber in the islands is 
found along the coasts here it may be 
skidded to the beach, and along navig­
able rivers where it may be handled 
cheaply. A great deal is also found 
where railroads mukt be constructed, 
for some distance to bring it within 
the scope of water .transportation as, 
for Instance, (he pine lands of Ben- 
goet, and neighboring provinces 20 
feet above the sep„ : -One,«hears a great 
deal about the unwillingness of the 
Filipino to do manual ; labor, but in the 
lumber Industry this has proved un- 
trvf The Filipino has a natural .apti­
tude for running machines and is fond 
of the work. Under an American fore­
man he makes a first rate sawmill 
hand and a mill with a Filipino “crew” 
does not shut, down for want of effi­
cient or willing labor. The chief diffi­
culty at present is that water trans­
portation rates are prohibitively high, 
and railroad transport talon does not 
ex st to any extent.

In the offices of the forestry bulldiing 
in Manila one may see specimens of 
many varieties of wood in the form of 
“cuts” from logs, and in the form of 
finished products of the trees. These 
show the high quality of hard woods 
that compare with mahogany, cherry 
and black walnut in the uses of which 
they are put.

The professor held to 
his opinion, although It was shown 
by sworn evidence that Bettertnann 
had declared after his arrest that “if 
people are so stupid, I dc not under­
stand why I should not exploit them.”

In consequence of Professor Aschaf- 
renburg's testimony, the court acquit­
ted Bettermann, but his accomplice, 
Schmidt was sentenced to two months’ 
imprisonment.

Trenholm. jr., who at cnee Informed 
Chief Keeper Hutchinson, who was In 
the vicinity, and together they made 
the capture. The two fugitives had left 
the team and were on the run when 
Intercepted. It was necessary for the 
prison officer to draw Ills revolver and 
fire one shot, when they immediately 
surrendered. The prisoners at the time 
of the message were being rapidly con­
veyed back to prison. They would 
reach Dorchester soon after midnight. 
General satisfaction is expressed over 
the capture of these bad men.

A premium of forty dollars in gold 
was offered for the capture of Larsen 
and Kennedy.

Almost a 
hundred human bodies have been 
burned or burled in the marshes 
where they were drowned. Today 
Louisiana found time to weep. Re­
maining from all forms of mirth, the 
people of the state, lrrespecttive of 
creed, adhered closely to an injunc­
tion from Archbishop Blenk to make 
It pcssiible. for him to “give prompt 
and substantial aid to the crushed suf­
ferers.’’ The number of those definite­
ly known to have lost their lives is 
approximately 2000, and there are pos­
sibly more undiscovered bodies In the 
Louisiana marshes.

Telegraph Service Paralyzed — Affect 
All Sections.

BOSTON, Sept. 25.—Gripped by the 
mysterious “Aurora” telegraph wire» 
practically all over the world were 
paralyzed today and from early morn- 
eratic and at times cut off entirely be­
tween certain points. Old telegraphers 
called It the “Aurora” for brilliant 
northern lights usually follow an elec­
trical phenomenon, but instead df 
watching for the display they bent 
their minds and energies to untangling 
the snarl and adjusting their Instru­
ments.

The first break came shortly before 
7 a. m., eastern standard time, or noon 
at Greenwich, and for the next five 
hours, telegraph wire circuits from 
Boston to Chicago, wrestled with the 
strange force. That the disturbance 
was world wide was shown. by the 
European cables announcing similar 
troubles with linets on the contlntent 
as well as with the submarine cables.

The crest of the wave in the eastern 
part of this country seemed to have 
been .reached shortly before noon and 
after that the wires began to Improve 
generally. Still there were frequent 
throbs during the late afternoon and 
evening.

Because similar disturbances have 
been noticed during the maximum sun 
spot period which was reported about 
a year ago some astronomters have 
conjectured that these. so-called waves 
are only a small part'of some greater 
disutrbances in the sun.

On March 29 last a postcard putn 
lishcr named Donald Farpuharson 
Flcurot, a native of Mauritius, was 
found murdered in his offices in Par- 
is. Near the body lay an overcoat 
bearing the mark of a Brussels firm 
of outfitters. The coat was much worn, 
and had been fitted with new buttons 
bearing a Buenos Ayres trade-mark.

Inquiries at Brussels were fruitless. 
The coat whs then sent to Buenos 
Ayres, where, after a painstaking 
search, it was recognized by a tailor 
who did repairs for the customers of a 
small hotel there. He had sewn new 
buttons on the coat eighteen months 
ago for a Belgian named Knopkaert.

This man’s movements were traced 
through a local shipping office to Par­
is, and it was ascertained that he was 
here at the time of the murder. Inves­
tigation into Knopkaert's career show­
ed that he was a deserter from the 
Belgian army. Eventually he was 
traced to Brussels, and was arrested
yesterday.

A tragedy as unexplainable as it was 
ead occurred recently in the home of 
Mr. and Mrs. Lome Kyle of Vancou­
ver, ,B C., who have been in St. John 
on a- visit to Rev. Dr. Wilson and fam­
ily. The death of their daughter took 
place recently under most peculiar cir­
cumstances and although evidently 
the result of foul play, all efforts to 
solve the identity of the perpetrator 
and his motives for the crime have 
been unavailing.

At the timb this event took place the 
young lady had been indisposed slight­
ly and had been confined to the house. 
One evening when all the other mem­
bers of the family were out she an­
swered a ring of the door bell and 
going to the door found a package 
containing a bottle of medicine on the 
doorstep. There was no one in sight 
and thinking the messenger had been 
in a hurry, Miss Kyle took the pack­
age in. A few minutes later the tele­
phone bell rang and when she answer­
ed, the young lady was informed that 
It was the druggist speaking. He told 
her that* the medicine had been or­
dered for her and gave directions as to 
how to take It. Suspecting nothing 
wrong, the unfortunate girl took a 
dose from the bottle. She soon began 
to feel worse instead of better and 
when the other members of the family 
returned she was suffering intensely. 
Medical assistance was summoned, but 
It was found impossible to do anything 
for her and she died soon afterwards. 
Before dying she related to her the 
circumstances under which she had 
received the medicine and this Infor­
mation is all that the family had to 
give to the police when the latter were 
summoned to make an Investigation. 
Despite the most diligent search abso­
lutely no trace of the person who com­
mitted the crime has thus far been 
discovered. The task of the detectives 
was all the more difficult as there 
seemed to be no motive whatever for 
such a wanton crime. The young lady 
was universally liked and respected, 
and her family and friends knew of no 
one who could have any reason for 
wishing to deprive her of hre life.

The death of her daughter and the 
harrowing circumstances which at­
tended it were naturally a severe 
shock to the mother and the 
trip to the east was taken partly as a 
means of diverting her mind from the 
awful tragedy.

Mr. and Mrs. Kyle left this morning 
for Boston and will return to their 
home in Vancouver, going by way of 
New York and Chlcao.

The monthly meetings of the stand­

ing committee of the Common Council 
which have been held in the afternoon

The police were called on last night 
to disperse a crowd of nclsy boys from 
the corner of Chapel and Acadia 
streets.during the summer months, shift 

again to the old hours this week. The 
Safety Board meets at eight o'clock 
this evening^ the Board of Works to­
morrow night, the Water Sewerage 
Board on Wednesday, the Treasury 
Board on Thursday, and the Ferry 
Committee on Friday.

At the meeting of the Safety Board 
this evening tenders for the new fire 
station at West St.John will be opened 
and if found satisfactory, the contract 
will be awarded.

At the last meeting a sub-commit­
tee was appointed to report on the ap­
plication made by Mr. McDonald for 
permission to erect a cold storage 
plant in the city market, but the com­
mittee is not ready to report.

Neither the chairman nor the direc­
tor have received any intimation that 
the agitation for an inquiry into the 
affairs of the fire department will be 
resumed, but Aid. Potts, who has 
been somewhat interested in the mat­
ter, said this morning that he would 
not be surprised if the subject was 
brought up again.

Police Magistrate Ritchie had rather 
a busy session in the police court this 
morning.

Joseph McQuade when asked if he 
was drunk on the Marsh Road Satur­
day night, said he did not know how 
lie cculd have been Intoxicated as he 
had only four or five drinks of hop 
beer. Police Officer Totten, who made 
the arrest, said that he found Mc­
Quade lying on the sidewalk drunk. 
The hop beer jag was the cause of Joe 
going into Jail for two months in de­
fault of paying an eight dollar fine.

The next on the list was 45-year-old 
Rachel Corbin, a colored woman wear­
ing numerous pieces of jewellery on 
her fingers. Rachel said that she was 
not drunk when arrested and had only 
partaken of a few society drinks with 
some friends.

Policeman Scott gave evidence that 
Saturday night a man called at the 
central police station and said that 
there was a small boy on the I. R. c. 
track near the foot cf King street east, 
that the youngster was screaming and 
threatening to Jump into Courtenay 
Bay and drown himself. When the of­
ficer arrived on the scene he found 
the boy to be Robert Sheers, aged 
eleven years, and colored, and nearby 
lying drunk on the track was the col­
ored woman, Rachel Corbin, who is 
the boy’s mother. He placed the 
man under arrest and took the boy 
along for protection as he had no place 
to go.

Rachel in court this morning said 
the reason she was not standing up cn 
the track when the officer came along 
was that she was changing her shoes, 
replacing the old footwear with 
pair. To show that she was telling the 
truth Rachel raised her foot nearly to 
the top of the magistrate's desk to 
show the new shoes. The woman 
sent into jail fer two months in de­
fault of paying an eight dollar fine.

It was not without some difficulty 
that the boy could be induced to part 
with his mother. He caught her by the 
arm and cried for her not to leave him. 
When he was finally taken from her 
and ushered into the police court he 
refused to become an inmate of the 
Municipal Heme until his mother serv­
ed her term.

The mother said her boy could get 
a home with a Mr.. Burns, about four 
miles out of the city, so while tile 
mother was being conducted to the 
jail through the back door of the sta­
tion, the boy was turned out of the 
front door In the rainstorm to look out 
for himself.
