The case against Holm and Tobin 
was resumed yesterday and after 
Deputy Jenkins had closed the case for 
the crown, his honor was on the point 
of dismissing the charge against Tobin, 
when the prisoner Holm went on the 
stand of his 'own accord and made a 
sensational statement, admitting his 
connection with burglary, but declar­
ing that Tobin was equally guilty.
Tobin’s wife was also Implicated in 
the crime, according to Holm’s con­
fession. Both prisoners were remanded 
till today.

J. O’Gorman Crawford was the first 
witness yesterday, and stated the 
condition In which he left the masonry 
the Saturday night of the robbery.

Deputy Jenkins gave evidence at 
great length as to tracing the prop­
erty, and said the 26 watdhes were 
found In a wood shed at the house of 
Holm’s father-in-law, Robert Cook, of 
121 St. James street. They were in a 
biscuit tin, wrapped round with an 
old cloth. He also said a very careful 
search was made of Tobin’s house, ajso 
on St. James street, but nothing at all 
was found relating to the charge.

King of Spain Royally Welcomed at 
Portsmouth and Greeted by the 

Prince of Wales.

PORTSMOUTH, Eng., June 5,—The 
King of Spain arrived here today from 
Cherbourg on the British royal yacht 
Victoria and Albert. The yacht was 
accompanied across the channel by an 
escort of British cruisers and torpedo 
boat destroyers. The royal visitor was 
welcomed at the British naval head­
quarters by an array of warships which 
fired a royal salute. The young king, 
who wore the uniform of a British gen­
eral, with the ribbon of the order of 
the garter, stood on deck, evidently en­
joying the spectacle in spite of the fact 
that it was pouring rain.

The Prince of Wales, representing 
King Edward, awaited the yacht at the 
quayside, and immediately after the 
gangway was run out, he went on 
board the Victoria and Albert and 
warmly welcomed the Spanish ruler. 
Their respective suites were then Intro­
duced, and subsequently the mayor 
and corporation of Portsmouth present­

NOTICE. A GOOD RIDDANCE.

The decision of Judge Lafontaine or­
dering Gaynor and Greene to be handed 
over to the United States for trial is 
eminently satisfactory. These fugitives 
from Justice have been three years in 
Canada, fighting the extradition pro­
ceedings at every stage and by every 
method known to the ablest lawyers. 
Some remarkable and spectacular in­
terferences with the extradition pro­
cesses took place at an early stage. 
They were not calculated to impress 
the public with respect for the legal 
methods in this country, and it was 
somewhat unfortunate that the firm to 
which the minister of Justice belongs 
was at the time engaged on the side 
of the fugitives. But in the end the 

A efforts to rescue the accused persons 
.'from prosecution in their own coun­
try seems to have failed, though on 
this point there is no certainty until 
they are conveyed over the border. 
The resources of the lawyers for the 
defense may not yet be completely ex­
hausted.

Gaynor and Greene had contracts with 
the United States government for im­
provements at Savannah Harbor and 
Cumberland Sound. The government 
officer who supervised the work was 
one О. M. Carter, who has already been 
prosecuted. It ie charged that Carter 
Gaynor and Greene shared ambng them 
over two millions fraudulently obtained 
from the United States government, 
but the particular contracts which are 
Involved in the present action cover 
leas than one million already paid, and 
other sums claimed by the contractors. 
The charge sets'forth that the accused 
fraudulently received from Carter the 
eum of $576,749, knowing that the same 
had been stolen by him. Carter was 
shown to have been a poor man In 
1893 and to have acquired securities 
to the value of $560,000 during the next 
three years, though his salary , was less 
than $3,000 a year. The total amount 
of frauds alleged to have been per­
petrated In that time by the conspir­
ators aggregate $2,600,000. This amount 
the three seem to have shared among 
them.

Judge Lafontaine is reported to have 
said that the criminality of thé accused 
has been proved up to the hilt. That 
is, however, a matter for the United 
States courts to determine. All that 
the commission in this country needs 
to know Is whether there is a prima 
facie case against the fugitives. There 
is at least no doubt about that.
It is a good service to the United 

States to send these persons home. It 
is equally a service to Canada. We do 
not need such increases to our popu­
lation as refugee boodlers from the 
United States.

"cattle quarantine,’’ Hon. Mr. Foster 
pointed out that this was in addition 
to a recent sunplus grant of $29,000, 
and pertinently remarked that if the 
minister of agriculture was going to 
start, the industry of paying for 
glandered horses, and at the same 
time allow the disease to come in and 
spread without effectively dealing 
with it, the method would cost the 
country dearly.

To have then suspend­
ed the slaughter of diseased horses 
would have materially contributed to 
the spread of the disease.

A BURNING QUESTION.

A vigorous scramble is going on for 
the position of registrar of probate 
vacated by the death of Mr. John Mc­
Millan. It is understood that at least 
ten men, each with strong party 
claims, are contestants for the office, 
which gives a net return of $1,200 to 
$1,600 a year to the possessor and 
leaves him free to devote the most of 
his time to other activities. The gen­
eral Impression is that George Rob­
ertson, M. P. P., presents the strong­
est credentials, as he is the only mem­
ber of the legislature in the competi­
tion, and has run two hard elections 
for the local government party. Other 
applicants raise one objection and one 
difficulty in the case of Mr. Robert­
son. They say that Mr. Robertson 
acted as agent of the government in 
managing the Duke of York's tour, 
receiving a handsome allowance for 
his services contrary to the independ­
ence of parliament law; that in viola­
tion of the same act he served as cat­
tle guard commissioner, and that he 
has expectations from the subsidized 
dry dock. These are represented as 
payments already received or in pro­
spect for his political services, 
practical difficulty suggested is that 
the appointment of Mr. Robertson 
would call for a by-election in St. 
John in which. Judging from recent 
experience, an opposition candidate 
would probably be elected. All these 
arguments would not be expected to 
prevail it Mr. Robertson should vigor­
ously press his undoubtedly strong 
claims. As a representative of St. 
John city in the legislature his case 
would be stronger than that of any 
one not a member, and Mr. Purdy is 
the only representative who is not his 
junior. It does not appear that Mr. 
Purdy desires the office.

INDEPENDENT NORWAY.
Levis, in the province of Quebec, has 

elected to the house of commons with­
out opposition a supporter of the Laur­
ier government. We strongly sus­
pected that the Quebec people were in 
favor of the coercion clauses.

For nearly a century Sweden and 
Norway have been ruled by one king, 
so far as a king rules in limited mon­
archies. In all other respects save one 
they have been separate states. Each^ 
kingdom has its own parliament, its 
cabinet or council of state, Its army 
and navy, Its tariff, and Judicial sys­
tem. Only in their relation to foreign 
countries and In their allegiance to 
the same sovereign are they mated 
with each other.
Weglans and Swedes are Scandinavian, 
but the former are the true Northmen, 
and a distinct Une of cleavage has ex­
isted tor fifteen centuries, 
countries nearly all the people are 
Lutheran. They have developed social 
and political systems that are much 
alike, as outsiders view them. They 
have almost a common language, and 
to some extent a common literature, 
though Sweden has no such illustrious 
names as Ibsen qnd Bjornson.

But these children of one family can 
no longer live at peace under one king. 
After many protests and many declar­
ations of a desire for à separate sys­
tem of foreign relations the parlia­
ment qf Norway has taken the decis­
ive step. The Storthing has declared 
that Oscar the Second is no longer 
King of Norway. This Storthing is an 
elective body of 114 members, indirect­
ly chosen by what Is practically man­
hood suffrage. The assembly divides 
Itself Into two bodies by choosing a 
delegation of one-fourth of the body 
to form the Lagthlng, which becomes 
a sort of senate. The two chambers 
sometimes sit together, as appears to 
have happened In the present case. It 
seems that the action taken is practi­
cally unanimous.

For ten or twelve years there has 
been trouble over the consular service 
and the “ministry of foreign affairs. 
The policy of the two nations in re­
spect to foreign commerce is not the 
same, and the Norwegians appear to be 
of the opinion that Sweden dominates 
the consular service and diplomatic 
matters generally. So far as the king 
Is pAsonally 
complaint,

tested by the request that King Oscar 
should assist In choosing a prince of 
his own house of Bemadotte to he 
King of Norway.

All the experience of Independence 
that Norway has had In the last seven 
hundred years has been obtained 
since 1814, when she accepted the sov­
ereignty of the King of Sweden. For 
three centuries before that Norway 
belonged to Denmarl?. 
preceding two centuries the kingdom 
was Included in the Calmar Union, 
whereby Sweden, Norway and Den­
mark were one nation, with Denmark 
as the dominant factor. One has to 
go back to the time of Canute to find 
Norway asserting herself with any 
success as a nation.

The peace of Kiel in 1813 transferred 
Norway from Denmark to Sweden, 
leaving, however, to Denmark Green­
land and Iceland, which had been 
associated with Norway. Norwegians 
had not been consulted in this matter. 
Even then they did not like Sweden 
too well, and had aspirations to be a 
nation. They elected a Danish king 
of their own and asked to be admitted 
Into the European family of nations. 
Sweden raised an army and prepared 
to make good her possession. The al­
lied powers, who were fighting Napo­
leon. discouraged Norway's claims 
and a compromise was reached, where­
by Norway and Sweden were joined 
as independent nations under one sov­
ereign. As that king was the King 
of Sweden, the arrangement was not 
wholly satisfactory on the Norwegian 
side.

He has occasionally and incidentally 
addressed meetings and written ar­
ticles for publication. But his work 
has been in the clasp room and in the 
direction of the activities of the school 
with which he Is associated.

Steady employ- 
No ex-PARIS, June 8.—It is definitely

known that the Russian foreign min­
ister, Count Lamsdorff, seconded by 
Mr. White, president of the committee 
of ministers, has initiated overtures 
through the Russian representatives 
abroad to learn Japan’s disposition and 
terms of peace. These overtures, it is 
said here, began three days ago and 
were the basis of the decidedly more 
hopeful view which the officials began 
to have. At the same time it was then, 
and still is recognized that Count 
Lamsdorff and M. White represent the 
peace element, and it is not known how 
far the movement is shared by the em­
peror.

However, Count LamsdorfTs position 
gives the overtures the force of com­
ing from responsible quarters, whereas 
the previous movements lack official 
origin. This clears the way for con­
versation between officials and diplo­
mats here and at other capitals which 
are now actively going on. M. Nell- 
doff, the Russian ambassador here, has 
already conferred with the French au­
thorities who are fully aware of the 
desire of Count Lamsdorff and M. 
White. The change of the foreign of­
fice portfolio from M. Delcasse to Pre­
mier Reuvier caused a slight delay, but 
there is every indication that M. Rou- 
vier will lend strong aid towards bring­
ing the parties together. British and 
American Influences are chiefly relied 
upon to move Japan, now that Count 
Lamsdorff and M. White have made 
the preliminary approaches. The dip­
lomats believe that Токіо will hesitate 
to lay down terms until it is cigar that 
Emperor Nicholas is in sympathy with 
the peace movement.

BERLIN, June 8.—The Interviews 
Baron Spack of Sternberg, has had 
with President Roosevelt and the cable 
correspondence between the ambassa­
dor and the foreign office here result­
ed in the president and the emperor 
finding that they had identical views 
on the subject of peace and were near­
ly of the same opinion as to the method 
of drawing Russia and Japan into ne­
gotiations. The joint view appeared to 
be that others, including France and 
Great Britain, ought to be left out be­
cause to be sure of a community of 
views among all would be a slow and 
cumbersome business and would Im­
press Russia as taking; on the charac­
ter of outside pressure. This is pre­
cisely what, as the Associated Press is 
informed, President 
Emperor William wish ti> avoid. They 
wanted the Emperor of Russia to take 
the initiative and sought only that he 
should avail himself of the American 
and German governments as instru­
ments for making the first step toward 
peace easier. ТЙе Russian government 
was informed through Count Cassini, 
Count Alvensleben, (the German am­
bassador at St. Petersburg), Mr. Meyer, 
and Count Von Oeten-Backen, (the 
Russian ambassador at Berlin), of what 
the United States and Germany were 
seeking, so that Ambassador Meyer’s 
audience of Emperor Nicholas was 
prepared for in the fullest manner. The 
understanding here is that Emperor 
Nicholas went so far as to say to Am­
bassador Meyer that he would like to 
know what Japan’s terms would be. 
This inquiry was not to be construed as 
asking for peace, but only as telling 
friends that before taking so grave a 
step on their advice the Russian gov­
ernment might properly and naturally 
desire to know through «those friends 
how Japan regarded peace. Japan it 
is believed in government quarters 
here, will be reluctant 
specific peace conditions, far more re­
luctant than at any stage of the 
because preparation has been made to 
carry the campaign to Russian terri­
tory, take Vladivostok and Harbin 
and then exclude Russia from the Pa­
cific.

Tire company has large contracts 
for pulp to be supplied at good prices, 
and there is every prospect that a 
large surplus should be made during 
the present year.

Against this, however, your direc­
tors regret that they have to report 
that proceedings have been taken by 
the bondholders of the comp'any to 
foreclose and sell the property under 
the trust mortgage, and the sale is 
advertised to take place on the 15th 
of July next.

In addition to this proceedings have 
been taken by Geo. S. Cushing for an 
order for the purpose of winding up 
the company and placing it in liquid­
ation. Your directors are not able to 
report as to what will be the result to 
the company. If the sale under the 
foreclosure takes place the directors 
will endeavor to make some arrange­
ment with the purchaser for leasing 
the mill and property, or some other 
arrangement by which they would be 
enabled to still conduct the business of 
the company. If, on the other hand 
an order for liquidation is made the 
liquidator will have charge of the pro­
perty, and it is impossible for your di­
rectors to see anything but disaster In 
connection with the same, and your 
directors have therefore opposed the 
order for liquidation, and have done 
what they could to prevent it being 
made. They consider this course on 
their part to be the best In the interest 
of the stockholders, creditors and all 
others concerned.

Mr. Cushing alr-’O during the last sum­
mer forbade the company using the 
pond below the mill, claiming to be the 
owner of it. Thia the company dis­
putes, but in consequence of Mr. Cush­
ing’s action the company is unable to 
make use of the pond at present, which 
is a great loss and damage to the 
company, and a suit has been com­
menced against Mr. Cushing in respect 
thereof, which is r.ovy before the courts.

Tour directors hoped during the pre­
sent year to commence paying off the 
Interest accumulated on the bonds of 
the company, but of course, in view of 
the above facts, cannot say whether 
this will be done or not.

If an order for liquidation is not 
made, and if your directors succeed in 
making any arrangements _ with the 
bondholders for a further extension 
of the mortgage, or lease of the pro­
perty, the outlook for the present year’s 
business Is very good, and will doubt­
less leave a very large profit, which 
can be used for the purpose of liquid^ 
a tin g the bonded indebtedness.

The suit commenced by the com­
pany in the supreme court against 
Mr. Cushing in respect to the slab 
wood and materials supplied by him 
and the accounts in connection with 
the business while he was managing 
director was taken up on the appeal 
to the supreme court of this province, 
and the argument cn the points raised 
took place in the month of January 
last, but no decision has yet been ren­
dered by the court.

It was expected that Mr. Parting*, 
ton, president of the company, would 
have been present at the annual meet­
ing, and we hoped to tie atile to lay 
before him all the different questions 
that are at present important to the 
company, and receive his advice in 
connection therewith, but we regret to 
say that he is not able to be present.

Immediately upon receiving notice 
of the intention of bondholders to 
foreclose, your directors caused a no­
tice of that fact to be sent to each 
shareholder to enable them to make 
any suggestion they thought desirable, 
ast winds; cloudy at sunset.

The trouble with asceticism was that 
its world was not large enough to in­
clude the real world; It deserted the 
great iwerld of service, and thought 
more of winning heaven for a soul than 
of inaugurating heaven in the soul 
while h%re"’ on earth! Somehow it al­
ways seems like a contradiction in 
terms for a man to be;supremely bent 
on. going to heaven himself and in his 
ascetic preparations to leave the world 
to go to the devil!

But the principle which perceives re­
ligion as realization, gives the soul the 
liberty of its world. This -was most 
emphatically Christ’s principle, in Il­
lustration of which He many times 
surprised and shocked those whose field 
of vision was bounded by the latter. 
Christ was no ascetic. His religion 
was as broad as the life He touched. 
The Son of Man dared to come eating 
and drinking, even if the pious ascetics 
did exclaim: "Behold, a gluttonous 
man and a wine bibber, a friend of 
publicans and sinners.” He knew the 
outcome, that wisdom would be justi­
fied of her children ! And wisdom has 
been Justified. We know today the 
Christian gospel of realization! It de­
clares that the body is not evil, hut 
good: the world not to be despised, but 
employed. Develop your body; accept 
your world; live in robust fashion; 
strike your note; “ljitch your wagon to 
a star." The meaning of the modern 
university Is the liberty of the world 
In the realization of intelligence. The 
meaning of the great social movement 
is the liberty of the world In the 
realization of sympathy. The meaning 
of the great industrial movement is 
the liberty of the world In Individual 
and collective betterment. There Is no 
department of the busy life of today 
which Is not being promotefl, gradual­
ly but surely, with this Christian reli­
gion of relizatlon! Nor is this a 
principle of license; it is liberty to use 
the world In the highest interests, and to 
enthrone the sacrifice, which consists 
not In cold denial of self, but in A de­
taining of the disproportionate. True 
self-denial is social, not Individual. The 
great present-day task of religion Is to 
make faith operative and controlling to 
the last dimension of life. Social and 
recreative life, as well as commercial 
and Intellectual, call for a religion 
which through them can, reveal Itself, 
and for a sacrifice which shall be im­
plicit, not explicit! alone. If. however, 
we are to try conclusions with this 
principle of liberty of the world as 
seen in the religion of realization, it is 
amnifest that we cannot be tethered 
to the hour hand of the clock; we 
want more time; it is an item in the 
Christian’s monopoly that We have it, 
"for things present and things to come 
all are yours!"

"Or thethem.
world,” that is, the existing order of 
material things; these are to serve my 
highest Interests. “Or life or death,” 
that is, what comes to all; It Is the uni­
versal experience; experience then Is 
mine and I can appropriate it. 
things present or things to come”; that 
Is, my experience is not bounded by 
time; it outlasts the clock! I need 
have no fear of the Old Man’s hour 
glass, nor need I try to dodge his sic­
kle! "And ye are Christ's and Christ 
is God’s”; that is, all these serve me, 
because I, too-, serve Christ!
