І Deathi nr Loro Fitzoerai.ii.—We regret to an­
nounce that this excellent nobleman expired this 
morning at a quarter past two, at his residence in 
Belgrave square. Ills lordbhin was rather unwell 
on I liursdny and Friday last, but hie illness did hot 
occasion any alarm among bin Blende.
