The funeral will take place August 15,
and burial will probably be in the Pse
theon of San Domenico in Palorme.

This is
done pending settlement within a reason-
able time.”

Tonight the first meeting was held since
the mayor’s return and he objected ap-
proval to the minutes of the last meetiog,
which contained this resolution.

The mayor vacated the chair and made
a. long epeech, going into the details of
the fight with department and claimed
the by law fixing the rate the railway
should pay at $2,000, was ratified by the

The town was deprived, by thus turning

If the mayor did not
agree with them the six councillors were
not fools. He did not consider the mayor's
word worth anything either.

The mayor retorted that he did not
consider Beck’s word worth anything,
claiming he voted for a resolution at the
council once and afterwards swore he never
voted for it. He asked Beck to state once
he had violated-his word.

Coun. Beck cited an instance, when he
claimed the mayor had stated that the
council was trying to boodle the town
{inances.

A discussion then arose as to whether
the matter of originally turning the water
off from the railway had been authorized
by the council. The mayor supported, by
Councillor Doggett, claimed it was per-
fectly clear it had been agreed by the
council. :

A deadlock ensued. The mayor said he
would not approve of the minutes. ‘Lne
town had done right when it turned the
water off. It had been robbed of rights
for 25 years and the water was turned
off.

The council adjourned without approval
of the minutes or taking up any other
business whatever.

The next step is awaited with interest.

KITCHENER'S PROCLAMATION
CALLS BOERS TO' SURRENDER,

Those in Arms After Expiration

of One Month Will be Banished

==Rumor of an Accident to British Commander.

!niou, Aug. 9—A parliamentary paper
his been issued containing a proclamation
issued by Lord Kitchener August 7 in ac-
cordance with instructions from the imper-
ial goverament, the governments of Cape
Colony and Natal concurring. The proc-
lamation says:

All commandants, field cornets and lead-
ers of armed bands, being burghers of the
late republics and still engaged in resist-
ing his majesty’s forces, whether in Orange
Colony or the Traasvaal portion of his
majesty’s South African dominions, and
all members of the governments of the late
Orange Free State and Transvaal shall,
umless they surrender before September
15, be permanently banished from South
Afmica. The cost of the maintenance of
the families of burghers in the field who
have not surrendered by September 15,
shall be recoverable -from such burghers
and shall be a charge upon their property,

removable and immovable in the two col-
onies. The preliminary correspondence
shows that the proclamation is based up-
on suggestions which the government of
Natal forwarded to QColonial Secretary
Chamberlain July 24, and that the date
September 15 was recommended by Lord
Milner. !

Berlin, Aug. 9.—German papers, com-
menting upon Lord Kitchener’s proclama-
tion, condemn it in the severest terms,
declaring that it is against international
law.

London, Aug. 9.—The war office has re-
ceived mo advices giving color to the
rumor, circulated by a news agency in the
United States, that Lord Kitchener has
been wounded in a skirmish with the
Boers. The rumor is officially discredited.

NEGRO BURNED AT |

HE STAKE

N GEORGIA LAST SATURDAY.

His Victim’s Husband Applféd the Torch, andithe Negro

Cooked to Death

Without a Groan.

' Savannah, Ga., Aug. 11—Eighteen miles
gouth of Savannah, near the Seabord Air
iLine Railroad, the charred trunk of the
body of Joe Washington, the negro ravish-
er of Mrs. J. J. Clark, is all that remains
to tell the story of the tragedy of last
night. Washington was captured at Lib-
enty City yesterday afternoon and was
brought to Way Station, near which place
his crime was committed. He was carried
in befors Mrs. Clark, who identified him
positively as the negro who had assaulted
her. The negro’s positive identification
pealed his fate. A mob of 400 men clam-
ored for his life, but the leaders, number-
ing less than a dozen, carried into execu-
{bion their plan of vengeance. The rest of
the mob was kept at a distance. Wash-
ingbon walked to his death without a
Aremor and met it without a prayer or an
eppeal for mercy. He admitted his guilt
of crimes incident to the principal, but to
the end he stubbornly refused to acknow-
Jedge that he had assaulted Mrs. Clark.
A erowbar was driven into the earth. To
phis ‘Washington was bound in a sitting

position. His legs extended straight in
front of him on either side of the bar. A
chain held him fast around the waist,
while a heavy rope encircled the bar and
his neck. Washington’s victim had been
asked by the leaders of the mob to apply
the torch to the pywre, but this she de-
clined. Her husband was selected in her
stead. Washington looked straight into
the eyes of Clark as the latter stooped
down to apply the match. The wood was
rich, fat pine, and was saturated with
kerosene oil. The flames leaped hungrily
towards ‘Washington’s body, but the man
showed no signs in his face of the agomy
he must have suffered, and met death
without a groan.* The leaders of the mob
watched till Washington’s head fell back
upon his shoulders and the died. Then,
without a shot having been fired, without
noise and without undue excitement, they
dispersed.

Negroes, citizens of the section of Bryan
county in which the tragedy took place,
were almost a unit in approving it, and
very many of them were members of the
mob. .

Eminent Actor Beaten to Unconsciousness
at San Francisco by Footpads.

San Franciseo, Aug. 9—Lewis Mo-riscn,
well-known actor, husband of JIlorence
Roberts, was attacked by footpads last
night and severely injured. His mose was
broken and his face badly cut. In addi-
tion he sustained many bruises on the head
and body. His assailants failed to get
any booty and left their victim lying un-
conscious on the sidewalk.

Afler recovering consciousness Morrison
made his way in a dazed condition to the
Alcazar theatre, where medical aid was
summoned. The doctor who attended the
injured man fears that the .shock to his
nerves may prove serious.

Y. M. C. A. for Catholics.

For some years certain Roman Catholic or-
ganizations have discussed the possibility of
a Catholic Young Men’s Christian Associa-
tion. Those who have favored such under-
taking have included Archbishop Keane, of
Dubnique; Bishop Hortsmanm, of Cleveland;
Monsignor Conaty, of the Catholic Univer-
sity, and President Wall, of the National
Young Men’s Catholic Union. Now German
Catholic societies are talking up the fdea.
The claim is made that not only are many
Catholic young men drawn away by the ex-
isting Young Men’s Christian Association,
because they found nothing of the sort in
their own church, but an admirable plan for
developing and holding Catholic young men
is unusued. German Catholic societies meet
in September and will take up the matter.
They have received word from the others
mentioned as being old friends of the move-
ment, that the latter stand ready to. co-
operate. Their purpose is to duplicate edu-
cational work in particular, and that in the
railroad department, where a majority of
those needing association privileges are com-
municants of the Roman Catholic church.—

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~ PASSED AWAY SUNDAY.

Sigor Crispi, ex-Premier of the Na-
tion, Who Had an Eventful
Career.

Naples, Aug. 11—Signor Crispi died at
7.45 this evening. He was surrounded by
the members of his family and several in-

-timalte friends.

The news was immediately telegraphed
to King Victor' Emmanuel and Queen
Heélene.

The evening papers assert that the body
will be conveyed by steamer to Palermo
where the municipality will arrange for a
great public funeral.

It is rumored that Signor Crispi’s wiil
authorizes a prominent Italian politican
to_examine his papers and to publish his
memoirs. :

Rome, Aug. 12—In consequence of the
low condition of Signor Crispi yesterday
(Sunday) morning, the injections of stimu-
lants and the administration of oxygen
were stopped, the physician recognizing
that both were quite useless. He was
virtually dead for hours before the physi-
cians certified that lite was extinct.

Some indignation was expressed when
the public learned that the details of the
funeral had been arranged before death
came.

It is rumored that the affairs of the
deceased are in the greatest confusion, and
that Signora Crispi will have to depend
solely on the proceeds of the sale of the
memoirs.

The body will lie in state for three days
in the drawing room at the Villa Lina, n
Naples.

A great state funeral will be held in
Naples before the body is removed to
Palermo. ’

Francizco Crispi was born at Ribera, in
Sicily, October 4, 1819; studied law at
Palermo, and became a member of the
bar at Naples, where he took part in the
conspiracies which led to the overthrow
of the kingdom of the Sicilies in 1848. He
was one of the chief promoters of the in-
surrection of Palermo, became deputy and
general secretary of war, and for ten
years was the heart and soul of the resist-
ance offered by the Sicilian people. After
the victories gained by the Swiss regi-
ments Signor Crispi fled to F¥rance. In
1859 and 1860 he orgamized the new Sicilian
revolution; landed at Palermo with Gari-
baldi and his volunteers, and after fight-
ing as a simple soldier, became a minister,
in which capacity he paved the way for
the annexation of the two Sicilies to the
kingdom of Italy.

In 1861 he was returned by the city of
Palermo to bhe first Italian parliament,
in which he took a prominent and in-
fluential pesition, becoming in a short
time the acknowledged leader of the con-
stitutional opposition.

It was the understanding between Sig-
nor Crispi and = the old Piedmontese
“third party” which led to the formation
of the new Ratazzi ministry. He was
chosen as a deputy at the elections of
November, 1876, by several electoral col-
leges, and ‘“‘opted” for that of Bari. On
the 22nd of that month he was elected
president of the chamber of deputies by
232 votes against 115. Later he became
premier of Italy, but owing to the dis-
astrous result of the Abyssinian war and
his connection with the bank scandals in
Italy he was compelled to retire. He still
remained, however, an active figure in
Italian politics, but was never called to
power. His domestic life is filled with
romance. He was married three times.
His first wife died about two years after
the marriage. The second wife was a girl
of low station in life and they lived to-
gether for a number of years when she
was found quite unsuited to his new posi-
tion, when it was discovered that his mar-
riage was irregular and that the couple
were mot legally married. He gave his sec-
ond wife a good allowance and married
a young lady of excellent social standing.
She had great influence over him and to
her is attributed his connection with the
bank scandals. He has two young
daughters by his third wife.

CONVERTED MaK
GAVE. UP HIS GUNS

Dramatic Incident at a Salvation
Army Conversion -- Planned to
Commit Murder.

Al.b.'my, N. Y., Aug. 10—A sudden con-
version to Christianity at the Salvation
Army barracks tonight probably prevented
a murder. Capt. Peterson, the command-
ant, had just finished an eloquent exhorta-
tion, when a young man arose and said
impressively: :

“When 1 came into this meeting I was
a sinner. I have been changed. I want
to accept Christ as my savior and lead
a Christian life. I have had it in my mind
for several days to shoot a certain man in
Albany. Since I have heard the speaking
and your earnest prayers here I have
changed my mind. This man was my
deadly enemy and I forgive him. Here
ig proof that I am a changed man.”

The young man walked to Capt. Peter-
son’s desk, and, taking two revolvers from
pis pocket, gave them to the captain, say-
ing:

“Here, captain, are revolvers I bought
to shoot my enemy; you may have them.”

Capt. Peterson asked the young man to
kneel beside him and the members of the
army prayed aloud for him.

To a reporter the captain said:

“I have had experience with all kinds
of men, and I think this one meant what
he said. I feel that our prayers and ex-
hortatings have prevented a murder.”

The young man revealed his name to the
captain in confidence. At the police sta-
tion it was stated that his name was
Thomas Madigan, and that his reputation
has been that of a quarrelsome, revenge-
ful man.

Child Struck by Train.

Brunswick, Me., Aug. 11.—The two-year-
old daughter of George Watts was struck
by a train tonight and if she lives it will
be a remarkable escape from death. She
was at Linscott’s crossi half a mile
from town, and was hit by the engine of
the passenger train fromiAath. The train
was stopped and the chifld picked up. She
was unconscious but thé only outward 'n-
jury apparent was a jgash over the right
eye.

Cronberg, Aug. 10—The church bells
have been tolling throughout the day. The
empress, the Crown Prince and other

princes drove over from Homburg this
momning and were present at the reading
of prayers by the Bishop of Ripon at the
side of the coffin of the Dowager Em-
press, A requiem service was held ia the
old Catholic church. Bishop Eckelerwing
eloquently discoursed on the virtues of
the deceased. All the Italian workmen at
Cronberg have been sent to Frankfort or
have been ordered not to leave their resi-
dences. The military and police rgulations
are of the most drastic nature and the
fadilities of mewspaper correspondents are
much curtailed. -

Tall masts with Prussian flags draped
with crepe 'have been erected in the
streets of the village which is full of
troops and presents a scene of great bustle.
Officers and mounted orderlies and other
messengers are hurrying to and fro com-
pleting arrangements.

It is understood that Primce and Prin-
cess Frederick Charles of Hesse, will in-
herit Frederichshof. The princess (Mar-
garct) is the youngest daughter of the
deceased Dowager Empress.

Punctually at’ 9.30 o’clock tonight came
the far off sound of muffiled drums and
the will-o-the-wisp like twinkling of
torches through distant trees. As the
glare of the uplifted torches drew mearer
down the winding road, it revealed a long
black massive line on the shoulders of a
dozen soldiers. ‘Then another « flare re-
vealed the well known figure of the em-
peror pacing with sombre tread just be-
hind the coffin. The wierd sight, appear-
ed for a moment and then dissolved un-
der the flaring torches, while on’ each
side for a mile along the road were the
glittering bayonets and helmets of the
Rightieth Regiment of the line of which
the dead Dowager Empress was colonel-
in-chief. i

In the dimly lighted church the coffin
was borne silently down the aisle and
deposited between the guards beneath a
cruicifix. Dr. Rerander, the court chap-
lain, spoke a few solemn words. Following
the address, the emperor deposited a
magnificent wreath upon the coffin. Ilis
majesty stood a mement motionless, then
dropped upon his knees. The whole con-
gregation followed and five minutes was
devoted to silent prayer. It was am in-
tensely dramatic scene, the more so be-
cause of its great simplicity.

The emperor rose and silently - left the
church. The party was then driven back
to -Friedrichshof, leaving the coffin to
rest throughout the night between its
silent guardians beneath the dim light.

Cronberg, Aug. 11—People flocked into
Cronberg from an early hour today to see
the auguast personages who would attend
the requiem service over the remains of

Dowager Empress Frederick. Throughout
the night and again today the officers of
the regiments of which the deceased was
honorary colonel, had stood guard over
the coflin.

From 11 a. m. there was an unbroken
stream of carriages arriving from ‘Hom-
burg, Frankfort and other points, bring-
ing those invited to the solemn ceremony.
Considerable bodies of troops, both infan-
try and cavalry, also arrived. s

At 2.30 p. m. the 18th Regiment formed
up along the streets and the band of the

_Bockenheim Hussars took its stand oppo-

gite the church. Every window, balcony
and house top was filled with people,
awaiting the arrival of the imperial per-
sonages.

At 4 o’clock the roll of muffled drums
announced the arrival of Emperor William
and King Edward, who had driven to-
gether from Homburg. The emperor,
wearing the black uniform of the Kmpress’
Own Posen Hussars, led by Queen Alex-
dra into the church, while King Edward,
in the blue uniform of the King Edward
Prussian Dragoons, conducted Kmpress
Augusta Victoria. Princess Victoria, with
Crown Prince Frederick William and a
numerous suite followed.

Their majesties occupied a pew to the
left of the chancel, the one in which the
deceased used to sit; while grouped around
the chancel stood the other imperial and
royal personages mentioned, together with
Prince Adélbert of Prussia, Prince and
Princess Schaumburg-Lippe, the heriditary
Prince of Saxe-Meiningen, the Crown
Prince and Princess of ‘Greece, with their
children, and the Prince of Reuss, to-
gether with the suites of all.

Baron Von Reischach stood at the right
and Coun Von Sieckendorff, who was the
grand chamberlain of the deceased, at the
left of the coffin. As the organ played
the funeral march, Dr. Dryander advanced
to the head of the coffin. The choir from
Berlin Cathedral sang I Know That My
Redeemer Liveth, and Dr. Dryander read
a specially written prayer, after which
Emperor William’s four eldest sons stepped
forward with drawn swords and setood
close to the coffin. Dr. Dryander then

. As the last strains died away, King
Edward and Queén Alexandra advanced
and laid a wreath upon the coffin. The
king remained standing for a few mements
alone beside the coffin, and then turned
and left the church, which slowly emptied.

New York, Aug. 9—This afternoon Arzh-
bishop Irelana passed through New York,
returning home from the Catholic total
abstinence convention in Hartford. To a

representative of the Associated Press Le
said the report that he had been invited
to make efforts towards the settlement
of the strike, or that he had the
intention of putting himself forward
in this connection was utterly without
foundation.

A
strike not only inflicts most serious in-
Jury upon parties immediately concerned
in it, whether employers or employes; it
disturbs the busimess of the country, in-
terrupts public prosperity, opens the way
to bitterness of feeling between classes
and endangers social peace.

_“Of course, to employes entering wil-
lingly into a strike the matter is one that
1s their personal concern and others have
but to concede to them their legal right
to act in such matter as they will. Men
are the masters of their harids and of
their labor; the liberty is theirs to work
or not to work, provided they understand
the consequences that follow and are sat-
isfied to accept and endure such conse-
quences. Not only indeed is this liberty
at all times theirs, but we must further-
more grant that occasions may arise and
do arise when a strike, however serious
the consequences for the workingman, is
a means, and at times, perhaps, the sole
means through which rights appertaining
to them, and which are of vital import-
ance to therr ultimdte welfare, can be se-
cured. When under this aspect of things

His Views Relative to the Great Strike—Says Personal Lib-
erty of Men Should Not Be Interfered With.

strikes may be allowed or even commend-
ed, is a question to be determined by close
examination of the circumstances of each
particular strike.

“] am laying down general principles of
ethics not deciding the merits of any par-
ticular case. But while the right to enter
upon a strike is and must be conceded as
a right belonging to the personal freedom
of workingmen, this much must ever Le
demanded—and in the name of the same
principle of personal freedom under which
men act who refuse to work—that they
who cease to work must in no way inter-
tere with the liberty of others who may
wish to work. o

*I'he personal freedom of the indévidual
citizen is the most sacred and precious
inheritance of Americans. The constiti-
tion and the laws authorize it; the spirit
of the country proclaims it, the prosperity
of the people, the very life of the nation,
require it. Whatever the other interests
at stake, that of the personal freedom of
the individual outranks them all and this
must be sustained even if those are to be
sacrificed.

*“Neither state nor fellow citizen may
interfere with my personal liberty. This
is the very core of Americanism. This is
the teaching, positive and clear, of nation-
al and of Ohristian ethies. It is not for
me to dispute the benefits that may be
believed to accrue to the workingman from
labor umnions; nor am I prepared to say
from the intormation that comes to ne
through newspapers that in the present
strike unions pretend to shorten personal
freedom of men that do not join their
ranks. But this must be ever emphati-
cally asserted, and maintained as an in-
violable principle, that however much
labor unions may have reason to widen
their muster rolls, and however much
they have the legal and moral right to
do this through pacific and persuasive
methods, they must not attempt to wrest
from men, outside their ranks, the right
to work, or to seek to coerce them into
mactivity by illegal or unjust attacks up-
on their civil and moral freedom.”

CORN FFODDER ROOF.

CHEAP AND COMFORTABLE SHELTER
FOR LAMBS.

— .

When Properly Ruilt, Will Not Leals,

ing lambs bought in the fall for win-
ter market, writes an Ohio farmer to
Rural New Yorker. To succeed well
with them they must be kept dry and
protected from driving winds.

As I have built a number of sheds
covered with straw, I can judge from

I find it much more easily built and

commoniy built on the farm, much su-
perior as proof against rain and celd
winter storms.

Last year I had a shed covered with
fodder G5 feet long and 16 feet wide,
covering 1,000 feet of space, using 500
bundles of fodder, tied with strings, 4
feet long, or 65 shocks of fodder 14
hills square. This roof never leaked.
By April 1 last year the lambs fed at
the barn had gone to market, and the
lambs sheltered by the temporary shed
moved to the barn. During April the

. frame for use again this year.

Last fall I extenided the shed inlength
to 100 feef, using 135 shocks of fodder’
" cut 14 hills square, making 1,000 bun-
' (les, covering 1,600 feet of floor space.
" This shed stands north and south, the
rorth end coming within ten feet of
low down barn. A post and rail and
post and plank fence is used for the

RETALIATORY ‘MEASURES.

The disciples of protéction in the United
Siates aré being tadght tliat such a policy
has more. than ene sides {0 it. For mapy
years the mna ions  of Europe have sub-
mitted to incrcased dutiesagiinst tham m
the Amcrican market without attempting
to hit back, but at last the worm has
turned. Ru-sia struck very hard at the
United States a month or s> azo, ani
now Germamy has Lrovght in a tanft
which is specially designed to make Am-
erican shippers pause and think. Austiia
and Italy and the Netheriands are 2lo
moving to make the importation of United
States goods more difficult, in fact, of all
the nations, paticnt and long-suffering old
England scems to be about the only one
that confinués. in the line of noa-r.sst-
ance. Au Amciican journal comaeats on
the situation as” follows: :

Yor neaily ten y.ars the Agiarians, or
land-owning party of East Prussia, lLave
been - demanding pecuniary  assistance
through some action of the governmcnt.
The low price of grain reslting from
cheap supplies imported from Russia and
the United States has lcwered land rents
there in the rame way as in Kogland,
and has réduced the landlo.ds to what
they considcr penury. 1t has curladed
their luxuries and brought the estates of
the more improvident ones to sale under
foreclosure. This has been to them the
very overturn of society. Being a power-
ful faction in politics, and regarding them-
gelves as the chief support of the mon-
aichy, they long ago made an appeal to
the governniént to relieve thim from the
consequences ‘of slow-moving, irresistiole
cconomic fore:s, for which the govern-
ment was in nowise responsible.

The chief factor among these forces con-
si~ts of improvem nts in transportation
by land and ea. On the one side lies
Russia with vast sheat fields and a grow-
ing -railway system; on the other the

North American continent and gu open
gvaterway ~ with constantly  improving:

cErma ey
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¢ ay fairly
ed the iway for other nations, both in
carrying. capacity and in spead of move-
ment, Every cent of reduced cost in trans-
portation has been an additional sting to
the Junkers of Prussia. In their despcra-
tion they first demanded the free coinage
of silver as a relief. They conceived that
the low price of grain was due to an in-
sufficient supply of money, and that a
remedy could be found in the remonctiza-
tion of silver. Chancellor Caprivi so far
yielded to them as to order an official in-
vestization, whi h 1e.ulted in nothing.
The Agrarians then made a moticn in the
Reichstag for a new international silver
conference, and actually obtaincd a ma-
jority vote for it, but the Bundesrath did
not agree to it.

Since the failure of this attempt, the
Agrarians have been frantically demand-
ing a higher {ariff on ccreals, in order to
raise the price of home-grown wheat and
rye. They have all the time been working
to exclude American meat from the Ger-
man market by raising questions as to its
healtlifulness, but these cndcavors have
not yielded any large percentage of profit
to themselyes, although they have created
much irritation in the United States. A
proteciive tauiff is certainly a much more
rational scheme to accomplish the end
they have in view, and it has the further
advantage that we Amelicans connot
réasonably object to it, since that is our
way of acccmmedating the interests of
the home producer.

1t s:ems now that the German chancel-
lor has yielded to these demands so far
as to frame a new tariff schedule, in which
increased duties on agricultural products
hold the leading place. Additional duties
have been allowed to manufaciurers also,
but are not acceplable to them. Being
exporters, they are obliged to sell in com-
pelition with England, Belgium and the
United States, while the increased duties
on food products will surely add to their
costs of production. It is probable that
the now tariff bill has been put forth as
a test of public opinion, 1ather than as a
settled plan of the government, and that
it is liable to be abandoned or mod.ficd
according to the reception it mects among
the constituencies, and in the press, and
in the foreign chancelleries.

OUR NEIGHBOR'S TROUBLES.

—

1t is a significant thing that there should
be two powerful and zealous parties in the
United States endeavoring to accomplish
purposes directly opposite to each other.
On one hand, a large number of influen-
tial and well meaning people, chiefly liv-
ing in the northern states, are trying to
raise the status of the negro. Their aim
it to develop his sense of responsibility as
well as his usefulncss as a citizen.”- On
the other hand, the whites of quite ‘a num-
ber of the southern states are united in
a movement which has for its object the
complete distranchisement of the black
man and his reduction to a level little
better than that which he held before the
civil war. .

Kach of these parties is aggressive and
determined.. The northern agitators are
just now jubilant over what the negro has
done as a soldier- Within the past month
the mustering out of two negro volunteer
regiments, after nearly two years of credit-
able service in the Philippines, and the
recent appointment of three colored men
as officers in the enlarged regular army,
have called public attention to this mai-
ter in a striking way. Two of these men
graduated from the ranks on account of
special capability, and apart from these,
one colored officer has risen to a promin-
ent command in one of the best cavalry
regiments in the army, while another has
been made major in the pay department.
The general émployment of negroes is not,
however, without some drawbacks. They
are not prudent with their money, they
carry concealed weapons and arc readily
susceptible to excitement; but it is to their
credit that appeals to thcir honor and the
interests of their race invariably touchcs
their most sensitive point.

The southern opponents of the negro are
not having a wholly smooth road to travel-

Democratic delegates to the Alabama con-
stitutional convention of last week were
chosen under a party pledge that negro
distranchisement should be accomplished
without disfranchising a single white man,
but as the session progressed the difficulty
of carrying out the programme became in-
creasingly apparent. Clear-headed men in
Alabama see the danger and the injustice
of the proposed course, and do not hesi-
tate to make their views plain to all. Tt
is evident that the logic of the advice of
ex-Governor Jones, who has spoken re-
peatedly for impartial restrictions upon
the sufirage, and against removing from
the negro a great incentive to improve-
ment, is having its effect. Even Senator
Morgan, from whom, in view of his frank
and unblushing hostility to political equal-
ity for the negro, one should not expe:i
enlightened views on this question, opposes
the use in Alabama of the expedient of
the “grandfather clause,” adopted by Lou-
isiana and North Carolina. He insists that
“to make blood the medium of transmit-
ting the electoral power is to uproot from
its foundations the whole system of demo-
cratic government.” In the discussion by
the convention, recently, the opposition
to an hereditary basis for the suffrage was
strong and clear.

AN UNWARRANTED FAITH.

The folly of the Boer leaders in looking
for oulside help has been amply demon-
strated by eveats. President Steyn, of
the Orange Free State, as appears by the
oflicial correspondence, recently captured
by the British, was impelled to the course
he took in the belief that the nations of
Europe were in earnest in their statements
“We trusted

in God's help and foreign intervention,”

to the Boer 1epresentative.

wrote Presideat Steym. Like Oliver Crom-
well’s “trust in God and keep your powder
dry,” but not so shrewdly reasoned as the
puritan’s practical order, for puritan pow-

der ‘when dry was an effective instrument

«of destruction against the enemy, but for-

President Steyn was so misled is mot yet
apparent, but one can guess that Dr Leyds
was the cheerful optimist through whom
came the fickle promises of France and
Germany. In all human probability Dr.
Leyds had assurances which in his opin-
ion justified the belief that Britain would
have to face a united Europe before the
South African war was over. Dr. Lcyds
is probably better acquainted with con-
tinental diplomacy today than he was
then. But the harm has in the meantime
been accomplished from President Steyn’s
standpoint. His experience has been so
dearly Lought as to be of little practical
benefit to him, as his country has passed
under British rule and it is not likely he
will ever again be in a position where
knowledge of the faithless nature of in-
tervention promises will be of any service
to him. His confession, however, throws
a clearer light on the reason for the par-
ticipation of the Orange I'ree State in the
Transvaal war. It is the first official and
explicit statement that the Boer ultimatum
would never have been issued except for
the belief in foreign intervention.

THOSE FUNN * FABLES.

There are possibly some credulous and
simple minded people in the-world, who
regard the interesting occurrences recited
by the late Mr. Aesop as actual events.
1f so, they are ncither more credulous nor
simpler minded than the pcople who be-
lieve some of the fables which are re-
peated day after day in the opposition
press. One of these fictions to which
opposing journals are most attached 1s,
that when Sir Wilfrid Laurier attended
the jubilee demonstration in 1897, he was
offered preferential trade for Canada and
declined it- For doing this he is said to
have been given the Cobden medal.

No story ever told has been more thor-
oughly exposed than that which relates to
the alleged offer of a preference to Canada
by the Duke of Devonshire, and the refusal
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier to accept it; yet,
despite the many refutations, including =
direct and positive statement from the
Duke of Devonshire himself, there s
scarcely a Tory paper in the land which
does not, from tifie to time, repeat the
fable as though it had some foundation.
Just now the occasion of Mr. Mills’ pre-
ference, for the privy council to the pro-
posed imperial court is being taken advant-
age of to tell again the worn out and ex-
ploded yarn. The only redeeming featuce
in such a course is the persistency which
sustains our Tory friends in telling a story
which neither they nor others believe.

BETWEEN SESSION THOUGHTS.

It is 'perhaps a fortunate thing that
during the long recess betwecn sessions of
parliament pecple are afforded an oppor-
tunity for a more or less dispassionale
observation’ of the way the game of poli-
tics is played. They will be apt to re-
mark upon two or three things which th2
unprejudiced mind cannot help but regard
as curious. For example, they are con-
stantly being reminded that Mr. Foster,
in 1894, made a cut in the sca’e of dulies
applicable to sugars. The Tory jcurnals
call that a reduction of taxation. They
will also be told that, in 1837, Mr. Ficld-
ing slashed into the eatire tariff li-t,
wiping out the duties wholly in many
cases and cutting down the geneial rate
from 20 ‘per cent. to 16 per cent. The:e
same Tory journals call that an increise
of taxation.

The open minded onlooker will al:o
notice that a very remarkable change of
view has taken place among Conscrvatives
with respect to the causes which produce
good or hard {imes. Between 1878 and
1896 there was not a mill started or a
man given employment belween IHalitax
and Vancouver but the credit therefor was
claimed by the Tories for the national
policy. ‘The nationai policy was practic-
ally wiped out in 1897, and although better
times have since come than Canada ever
before expericnced, it would be a sheer
.waste of time to look in Conscrvalive
journals for a syllable of credit for these
happy conditions to the existing fisal
policy of the government. They now dis-
cover that “world wide conditions” and
“the favor of Providence” govern the pros-
perity or depression of nations.

Quite apart from these things, it will be
observed that among Conservatives a dis-
tinctly new view prevails in relation to
the ethics of g,vernment. The ministers
who are now administering the public
trust placed in their hands a‘e daily rc-
ferred to as a set of rascals, dishonest in
motive, corrupt in practice, disloyal to the
crown and gencrally bad, although in every
respect they are doing betier thun did
their predecessors, and carrying on affairs
with the strictest regard for cleanness and
propriety. Why this altered tone toward
the men entrusted wih power? 'Lher
duties ate surely sufficiently arduous with-
out the additional burden of unjust criti-
cism.

A panticula 1y scnsitive and active sym-
pathy for the taxpaycr has developed in
the Tory breast since 1895. Up to that
time the dominant party hdld tenaciou-ly
to the vicw that the way to make every-
body rich was to pile on the taxes. 1t
was argued that under a high rate of
taxation the foreign compectition was shut
out and the home producer was given an
opportunity to build up great industries.
This was held to be good for the taxpay-
ers as well as the manufacturer, inasmuch
as the former got his money bick in some
subtle way, and the laiter was enab'ed
to go on increasing our national resources.
Light has, however, dawned on these erst'-
rwhile tlieorists, and now, although the rate
of tazation has been greatly reduced, they

e

groan with pity for the pooriand burdéntd
taxpayer.: Fl

The taspayer is really doing better than
before, and is scarcely in need of sympa-
thy. What must impress the unbiased on-
looker as somewhat extraordinary is this
new-found notion about taxation. If it
was a good thing in 1896 to add to the
taxation of the pcople, it ought to be a
good thing stil—assuming that there has,
been an addition under Liberal rule, as
contendeld by Tory journals. "As a matter
of fact, however, there has becn a taking
off 1ather than a putting on of taxes; so
that the only course our Tory friends can
consistently take-is to imsist that the bax-
payer is:being ruined, not because his
burdens bave been increased, but because
they have been reduced.

KITCHENER'S PROCLAMATION.

e

The recent proclamation of Lord Kitch-
ener’s is a businesslike document. The
banishment of the Boers who continue in
the field after 15th of September will un-
doubtedly have a great influeace on the
burghers, notwithstanding the scoffing of
the Boers now comfortably situated in
Holland. The nations of the world have
again been notified that Britain intends
to prosecute the war to its end. The time
has now goae by for peace proposals, and
all chances, which might have existed at
one time during the campaign, of political
concessions being granted are past. The
new policy will give the loyalists of Cape
Colony and Natal more heart and en-
couragement, and they will see in the new
prodlamatioa a vistory for the aggressive
policy which they have so long advocated.
The disloyal Dutch of Cape Colony and
Natal can read between the lines the en-
engetic action which will be taken against
all guilty of treasod, and they will un-
derstand that the Afrikander Bund, as a
force in.South African politics, is a thiag
of the past. The action of Roseberry and
Asquith in supporting the government in
its South Africa policy has probably been
influential in determining the government
to adopt:this new and aggressive measure
in dealing with all the Boers who prefer
to prolong the conflict.

Why the Public Cannot Approve.

The sole justification wnich President
Shaffer is able to offer for the course
adopted by the labor men is the charge
that- the union mills are discriminated
against by the combination of manufac-
turers, that the union mills are operated
only when ithe demand for the steel pro-
duct is greater than*non-union mills can
supply. This is an asertion by one party
to a dispute, and it is denied by the op-
posing party, but cven if it were true,

it does not appear that a strike is the |-

most appropriate remedy to bring a cure.
The means which would be the most ef-
fective, and also the most just, would
be to persuade non-union men to join the
union. To this end the association had
the promise of nondnterference om the
part of the manufacturers, and assistance
to the extent of permitting association or-
ganizers to enter the mills for the pur-
pose. There is no reason to believe that
an extension of the union onganization
and influence is likely to result from a
strike of this nature, which in the begin-
ning canot command public approval or
even sympabhy.—N. Y. Post.

The Bishops' Wigs.

The fact that bishops of the Church of
England-are no longer compelled to wear
wigs as part of their episcopal attire was
due to the adroitness of the famous Bishop
Blomfield. According to an evening con-
temporary, Sir George Sinclair once asked
Blomfield, when Bishop of London, wheth-
er there was any message which he would
like delivered on his behalf to King Wil-
liam IV. The day happened to be an ex-
cessively hot one, and Blomficld’s message
was: *“Pray present my duty to the King,
and say that I find my episcopal wig very
inconvenient, and I hope, if 1 should be
forced to lay it aside, his majesty will
hold me guiltless of any breach of Court
ceremony.” When William heard the
bishop’s request, he at once sent him the
reply: “Do not wear a wig on my ac-
count. I dislike the wig and I should be
pleased to see the whole bench of bishops
weaf their own hair.” Blomfield at once
took advantage of this hint, and he was
soon followed by his brethren. T.ord El-
don, curiously enough, once made a like
request of George I1I. on behalf of the
judges, but this time without success.

Picking the Homestead Lands.

Lawton, O. T., Aug. 7—The homestead-
ers who have filed thus far, have selected
their claims near Lawton without regard
to the quality of the land. Fine agricul-
tural land ten or twelve miles from town
has gone unnoticed, while inferior land
two or three miles closer in has been seiz-
ed upon. Indications are that this policy
will be pursued until the numbers :un
high into the hundreds.

‘I'he Texans have proved exceptions to
this rule. The auction sale of town lots
is proving a tedious process.

- Tattooing a Girl's Eye.

| AT e i SRS

A most astonishing operation has just
been performed at a certain London hos-
pital. ‘This is no less than the tattooing
of a young woman’s eye, which had lost
its color by disease, but which has, main-
ly through .the operation of tattooing,
been brought back to its normal shade.

‘I'he paticnt was19 years old and of good
appearance, save that the left eye was
colorless and was disfigured by a number
of salmon patches on the cornea.

After her admission, diagnosis proved
that she was suffering from a cicatrix {a
sort of scar) which had originated in the
iris—the colored circle of the eye—and had
almost wholly replaced the cornea.

‘The patient was plucky enough to sug-
gest the taking out of the eye and.the
replacing of it with a glass one, but the
doctors refused. The patches were cut
away and replaced with bits of cornea
taken from the eve of a rabbit. In a few
days the. transplanted pieces united and
the appearance of the eye was much im-

proved.
But the operation was not yet quite
complete. Very fine tattooing mnecdlzs

were specially made, channelled for the
reception of a fluid, which was skilfully
conveyed to places in the iris and in the
cornea, with the result that both eyes now
look very much alike.—Stray Stories.

If Hobson Had Succeeded.

If Admiral Sampson had had the mis-
fortune to be hated and pursued by ene-
mies as malevolent as the enemies of
Schley they could easily have made out of
the sinking of the Merrimac in the chan-
nel of Santiago harbor a case immeasur-
ably stronger against him than the manip-
ulators of the “loop” incident have ever
been able to make against Schley. Was
not Sampson sent out to destroy Cervera's
fleet?

How easily a knavish mind could vn
such a basis formulate charges of cow-
ardice against Admiral Sampson, a brave,
capable and skilful commander. The truth
is that the Merrimac business was noth-
ing worse than a bad blunder. Had Hob-
son succeeded in sinking the vessel ath-
wart the channel,as was planned, he would
have brought on the worst disaster of the
war. For it was the destruction of the
Spanish fleet that enabled Shafter’s troops
to compel the surrender of the town.—
New York Times.

Reciprocity a Necessity.

All production is under the control of
great combinations of capital, and the
American producers are able to compee
with those of any foreign country.- The
great object in view now is to {find more
extensive markets, and, since the home
consumption leaves a large excess of stozk
on hand, it must be sold in foreign coun-
tries.

‘The protective tariff causes retaliation
on the part of foreign countries, so thav
American products are heavily taxed, or
are cxcluded outright. This situation must
be changed, cither by reducing the tanff
on foreign goods, or else the largest con-
sumers of American products must have
the benefit of reciprocity treaties—New
Orleans Picaynne.

Rubber-Shod Horses.

1t is claimed in Chicago, where the rub-
ber-shoe has been widely introduced, that
the general condition of horses’ feet has
improved 30 per cent, and the danger from
cracked hoofs, sprained tendons and rheu-
matism has decreased fully 50 per cent
among the horses experimented with. As

HE BUILT SHAMROCK I1.

Says Lipton’s Newest Yacht is the
Best Yet--Mr. Denny in St. John
on Business Talks of Sir Thomas
and His Newest Racer--Has a
Great: Chance to Win the Cup.

The man who, with perhaps the excep-
tion of Sir Thomas Lipton and Designer
Watson, most desires to see the Shamrock
1I lift the America’s cup which has been
so jealously guarded by TUncle Sam’s
yachtsmen for many years, was in the
city for a few hours Sunday, and will
leave today for Ottawa. He is Mr. Archi-
bald Denny, the builder of Sir Thomas
Lipton’s latest yachting creation.

Mr. Denny, who is one of the directors
of the Dominion Atlantic Railway and
Steamship Co., arrived from Digby on the
steampsbip Prince Rupeit Sunday even-
ing. A Telegraph represeutative had a very
pleasant interview with him on the Rupert,
shortly after his arrival. He is a gentle-
man of striking personality—a typical
Scotchman—tall, straight as an arrow and
of almost Herculean proportions. He is
a comparatively young man, if his appear-
ance can be taken as a criterion of his
years, and a splendid conversationalist,
showing a keen knowledge of men and
affairs. -~

To The Telegraph Mr. D:nny said Sham-
rock II was in his opinion the greatest
racing machine ever built on the other
side. She is many seconds faster than
Shamrock I and this fact stated now
mweans much more than ‘wotld appear on
the surface, for it must be remembered
that Shamrock I had been newly rigged
and much changed just before her trial
races with the new boat. The changes
made in her, Mr. Denny considered, were
in the nature of improvements, and the
Shamrock I at the time of her trial races
with Shamrock II was much faster than
when, in the autumn of 189, she made her
splendid ‘effort to carry the most famous
trophy in the world back -t0, old England
in triumph.

Over 2,000 Men Leave on the Har-
vest Excursion--A Busy Scene.

They had only pre-
pared accommodation for 1,000 excursion-
jsts, and’ the effort which they put forth
to adequately meet the emergency is cert-
ainly creditable.

Another excursion train of 600 will leave
next Saturday.

NEW 1. C. R. ENGINES.

Their Hauling Capacity Being Tested by
the Grand Trunk Railway.

The Graad Trunk Railway authorities
have been testing the hauling capacity of
two of the new engines equipped with
the Cleveland type of cylinders recently
built by the Dickson Locomotive Works,
Scranton, Pa., for the Intercolonial Rail-
way. The tests so far have proved very
satisfactory. With 45 loaded cars it has
been found that these locomotives can get
up the grade leading from the “Poiat”
yards to, Vietoria bridge with perfect ease.
The trip-to Istand Pond is also made with
little trouble. The consumption of coal is
also considered very satisfactory. That this
class of engines will put money into the
pockdts of the taxpayers of the country
is certain when it is considered that the
locomotives now used by ihe Intercolonial

'Railway to a very large extent are oualy

capable of hauling 15 cars, necessitating
the use of five men for a crew, who could
just as well look after a train of three
times that number of cars if these Dick-
son engines were use® all over the sys-
tem. Of course, it will require a large
amount of money to change the existing
state of affairs, but, once changed, the
railway is certain to show good earnings.
The Hon. A. G. Blair, the minister of
railways and canals, is responsible for en-
Jdeavoring to bring the Imtercolonial Rail-
way up to its present condition, that is
as regards up-to-date locomotives, cars.etc.

Despite ‘Tecurrence of corn damage reports
from the.eastern surplus production statg

and ‘the formal launching of the genoral st
workers’ strike the aggregate businest
country over, seems to be of a good, and™in
most sections, unprecedented volume for this
season of the year.All available measures of
supply, demand and movement point to the
business done in July having exceeded any-
thing transacted in any similar m:ljsummer
month.

Barly corn, a small proportion of the pres-
ent year’s crop, by the way, comes in for
most of the damage and late corn certain
ly seems better.Late estimates of Bradstreet's
reports point to a curtailment of about 400,-
000,000 bushels in the four great corn grow-
ing states west of the Mississippi.

Spring wheat threshing ‘results in the
Northwest prove to be better than earlier
anticipated and the feeling is that a crop- of
185,000,000 to 200,000,000 bushels of wheat will
be gathered in Minnesota and the Pakotas,
75,000,000 bushels more than the actflal yie]d
last year. St. Paul reports July, sales 2%
per ‘cent. ahead of last year. K#nsas City
reports that probably one-third of the corn
cancellations will be reinstated. St. Louis
reports are cuite favorable.

Trade in Canada is quiet as befits midsum-
mer, but the fall trade outlook is generally
very encouraging. Toronto reports moderate
activity and retailers in the Northwest are
particularly liberal buyers. Collections this
week were good and renewals are no great-
er than in previous years. Montreal re-
ports a very fair trado in drygoods, clothing
and shoes for fall delivery. Victoria reports
business quiet, but that a heavy salmon pack
will be made, while Halifax reports that re-
cent rains have helped the crops amd that
the outlook is encouraging. Manitoba erop
advices are for a yield of 55,000,000 bushels =
of wheat in that and immediately adjacent
territery. Clearings for the week aggregate
$35,075,822, & gain of 10 p. c. from last week.
.Canadian failures number 29 as against 18
last week and 20 in the week a year ago.

Jena in Thuringia. July 28.

Lieber M,—The excessive heat of the
continent has been followed with violent
storms. JEven Norway and Sweden suf-
fered from the great heat wave. The
. atorms accompanying the heat have been
terrific and many deaths have been caused
by lightning, especially - in Austnia-Hun-
gary. At Olasz-Liszka in Hungary 16
houses were set on fire and 10 persons
killed. At Kchany 17 houscs were set on
fire and eight persons killed. In Servia
over 300 persons have lately been killed
by lightning. Many itartiing aecidents
due to lightning have been recorded and
the most miraculous escapes are rcad of
in all the papers, Of course, accompany-
ing the tenrible thunder storms were the
usual downpours of rain and with it great
floods which have done much damage. The
village of Aradvar om the banks of the
Danube near Paks was wipad off the face
of the earth by the terrific force of the
floods which rose very suddenly. Ten per-
sons were drowned. The town of Lipolz
in Moravia is under water and the two
stone bridges have beeh swept away. Kain-
.bach in Stynia, Csoka in Hungary, Apos-
tag and Budapest all suffered. In the lat-
ter city 300 houses are submerged and 50
fire engines are engaged pumping out the
water without any appreciable effect. In
Germany much damage was done the fruit
crop by ithe heavy rain and hail storm.

Néw German Tariff.

The first announccment of the new Ger-
man taniff came from the Stuttgart Beo-
bachtér; the “organ of ithe Waurtemberg
Social Democrats. The later semi-official
figuwes agree with ‘those of the Stuttgart
paper. Germany is paralyzed at the new
tariff. The Agrarians are victorious and
ta a degree far beyond their expectations,
although they will not admit it. The re-
sult of the tariff wilt be ithe  great en-
. haneement in. the price of food at a time
when ‘the country is passing through a
véry dangerous economic crisis. It meuns
the killing® of ‘Germany as an exporting
nation; and at the same time will lead to
tariff reprisals from America and other
nations which may be disastrous to us.
The working claxxes of Germany find the
Lprice of foodstuffs at the present time very
high, but the new tanf will reduce them
ta living on* rye bread apd sausage. What
will be the end of the whole affair no one
dare predict. In most cases the new tar-
piffi rate is double ame in many instances
trebie the old tariff, especially on animal
To give the opinions of the
press on ‘the subject is impossible for lack
of space, but the following is from Die
Nation from the pen of Dr. Barth, a lead-
ing member of the Liberal party in the
Reidhstag:

*“llhe. mass of population must now give
opinion on the bill, and if they do this
freely, if the representatives of commerce |
and industry, the political parties, the mil-
lions of consumers, rouse themselves as
they ought, Germany seed have no coa-
cern as to the dssue. No government of
a modern state cam, against a popular
movement, carry through a mcasure rais-
ing the price of food to those who, as it
isy have not always enough bread, and sel-
dom onough meat, to appease their hun-

ger.

“We cannot doubt the rise of such a
moveme:nt. The economical depression
which prevails today has wrested from the
population the optimism wunder the in-
fluence of wlich they might say, ‘Let us
eontinue to work. We shall always be
ahle to exist, even with high taxes.

“Unfortunately life is today excessively
hard for hundreds of thousands, and in
such a condition no one is izdlined to al-
low eveuts calmly to take their course, but
an angry cry is raized, ‘Away with fresh
artificial measures to render our life more
difficult.”

“Long suffering as the Germans are, the
body of the people are beginning to kick
at being taxed for the benefit of landlords,
and there may evea be a more prophetic
instinet than was imagined in the kaiser’'s
words when he hinted that the duty of
the Grenadiers in the new Alexander bar-
racks was to use bayonets against a re-
volting people.”

business depression which exists in this
land. The latest victim of the Leipziger
bank failure is a Berlin banker named
Rawitzseh, who had such confidence in
Director Kxner that he did a great deul of
the financial busincss in Berlin  for the
bank. When the crash came the placed all
the money he had in the hands of his
creditors and then committed suicide. The
Gerhard Terlinden Company in Oberhau-
sen, which employed 3,000 hands, has fail-
ed. It manufactured textile and other
machinery. It has debts exceeding prob-
ably $3,000,000. The Shuckert Company,
onhe of the most important electrical con-
cerns in South Germany, has announced
that- it will dismiss 2,000 men and 500 ofii-
cials almost immediately. The glass bol-
tle men are out on gtrike and thus about
20,000 persons will be involved. "The mas-
ters expect a victory because of the de-
pressed condition of .the labor market.
Phe strikers only ask the right of com-
bjpation, and this is refused by the mas-
ters. The housing of the strikers, espec-
ially in Berlin, will be a task, as they
must vacate the houses of their former
employors. The men are supported in
their demands by many of the lcading
papers. The reports from the Nuremberg
district show that fresh dismissals have
taken place in the boot, glass, wood and
various metal trades, especially the bicycle
industry. The general depression is af-
fecting the building trades and there is
every sign of a most terrible winter. The
organs of the workmen are urging muni-
cipal authorities to start public works to
avert the extreme distress.

The condition of Empress Frederick is
very unsatisfactory. The disease has ap-
parently alino-t reached the final stage
and the complications which will arise
during the next week will prebably be the
cause of dissolution. The end may be ex-
pected before this reaches you, as the
heart is becoming very weak.

Holland and Scandanavia.

The Boers are organizing a big lottery
in Holland to obtain funds for the benefit
of the Transvaal. All the officials are
Boers living in Holland and no doubt they
will obtain a good slice of the funds be-
fore they leave their hands.

After many negotiations and struggles
between the different sections of the Lib-
erals to obtain predominamnce in the new
Danish cabinet, Professor Deuntzer has
succeaded in forming the first Liberal ad-
ministration Denmark has seen in 30
vezrs., ‘The miinisiry is a compromise of
the various parliamemtary groups, each of
which obtains two represemtatives .with
the exception. of the more advanced Lib-
erals, who have sccured Deuntzer as presi-
dent, IHcernys as foreign minister, and
Hage, eéditor of the pro-Boer Politiken,
The new min-
ister of war is Colonel Maddsen, agent af,
Copenhagen for Krupp.

It_will be
remombered that the emperor objected to
the marriage of Franz Ferdinand with the
Counbess Sophie Chotek and only .con-
sented to the merganatic marriage on the
condition that he took an oath that the
descendanits of this union should never
claim the throne of the Habsburgs. e
took the oath and was marriel on July
1, 1900. In ‘the Hungarian parliament pro-
tests were made against the exclusion of
children of the morganatic marriage from
the succession. But the issue being a gitl
the question does not arise as under Salic
law no female can inhenit the throne. The
birth of a son will doubtless lead to
troutlle and nearly all diplomats are pray:
ing that.none will see the light of day.

The Austrian Diets, of which there are
16, are showing the same rowdy disposi-
tion whidh exists in the Reichsrath. The
provincial Diet of Styria at Graz was ad-
journed the other day owing to the riot-
ous conduct of the members. The Cleri-
cals and German Radicals after yelling in-
sults at cach other came to blows. Prob-
ably the heat had something to do with
the proceedings as the temperature was
96. While this was cecurring at Graz, the
Diet of Silesia at Troppau had to be ad-
journed because of the withdrawal of the
opposition. Parliamentary legislation is
fast becoming impossible in Austria-Hun-
gary.

The by-clection at Privigue for the Hun-
garian House of Deputies has resulted in
a victory for the Clerical candidate, Dr.
Ernest. The priests threatened all the
electors who voted for the Liberal candi-
date with excommunication. The Clerical
agitators among other things promised
the peasants that if Dr. Ernest was elcet-
ed they might claim as a reward the right
to plunder the shops and houses of all
the Jows of Privigue. When the result
was announced the peasants, believing
these fairy election tales, made a rush up-
on the Jewish shops and residences eager
to plunder them and were only prevented
from doing so by a body of troops. The
general olections in Hungary will be held
very soon and the Clcricals hope to great-
ly ettrengthen their following by adopting
tactics similar to those employed at Privi-
cue.

Russia.

The Russian minister of agriculture re-
ports that in many districts of Russia the
crops are a failure and in  others very
light. The general opinion appears to be
prevalent that the cereal crops as a whole
wiil not be good.

A mnew secret military reseript directed
againgt the Jews in Russia has been is-
sued. The docwnent demands a more Tig-
orous treatment of the Jews. ‘Lhe Rus-
sian minicter of interior has refused to
sanction the demands of the rescript.
Balkans.

The principal topics of the near Kast
are Prince Danilo’s speech, the Servian-
Turkish trouble and the Macedonian lead-
ers’ trial.

The speech of Prince Danilo, of Monte-
negro, is looked upon as a menace to Aus-
trin and {riendship for Italy. The speech
conteinad a very strong protest against
any mation interfering with Albania and
directly atiacked the Austrian press. He,
however, said that when Albania could
no longer take care of itself, it would turn
ils eyes towards Italy for suppont.

The t1iad of M. M. Sarafoff and Stejan-
oif on the charge of complicity in the mui-
der of M. Fitowski, and against M. M.
Kowabscltoff ‘and Trobeff for complicity
in the murder of Professor Michailoami
will soon be held. The prisoners will
probably be acquitted, as the government
canaot obtain a convidtion in Sofia. The
Macedonian leaders were arrested at the
instigation of Russia, to prevent the revo-
luticnary committec going too far. Lvery-
one is quite prepared to mee the triais
fizzle out.

The Servian-Turkish trouble still con-
tinues, and the Turkish officials still ar-
rest many Servians in the vilayets of
Novibazar and Pristina.

‘Almost all the great founders of relizi-
ons have deemed it sulutary to prescribe
a certain amount of fasting for their dis-
ciples. 'I'he reason for this (says a writer
in the Blatter fur Volksgesundheitspflege)
is not only the knowledge that it is well
for man to conquer his bodily desires, but
algo the experience that most persons eat
too much. To overload the stomach with
food is not less unhealthy than to deluge
it with beverages; the more nutritious the
food the more hazardous are the conse-
quences when excess is habitual. Of all
the sins of nutrition, the immoderate use
of meat is certainly the most grievous. It
gives to the body in a form that is favor-
able for easy assimilation the albumen that
it absolutely necessary to life, and hence
the earliest effect of its excesive use must
be to surcharge the body with nutrients.
The chief point here is the critical exam-
ination of what is called hunger- Many
persons belicve that any and every scnsa-
tion of hunger. must be satisfied immedi-
gtely, but this is a great mistake. An
equally great, if not worse, mistake is the
opinion that one must eat until a sense of
satiety arises. These two mistakes com-
bined lead to an unfavorable development
of the human body, for the weight of the
body  grows to a degree that is detrimental
to_the activity of most of the chief and
finer organs. For every stature an ap-
proximate weight may be stated that may
be accepted as nmormal, and in accordance
with this weight ar eadjusted the vital
organs, particularly the heart. When ga
heart has volume sufficient only for a body
of 150 lbs., and is put to work to satisfy
the demands of a body of 200lbs., it soon
shows that it is unequal to its tas.k® It is
Just as if an engine that was built to pull
only a prescribed weight were used to pull
a large additional weight.
