T0 CHANGE THE DATE
OF VESTRY MEETINGS

Business Wound Up by Elec-
tion of Committees.

The discussion re the changing of the
date of the vesiry meetings from Easter
to the new year was coatinued in the
Thursday afternoon session oi the
synod. It was voted down, however,
by the clerical delegates, the lay vote
not having to be taken on this account.

The proposal of John Ransford to
amend the constitution so that the
synod could be called together at the
discretion of the bishop, but not less
than once every two years, was dis-
cussed.

In reference to changing the date of
holding the synod to February, pro-
posed by G. Collyer, there was little
discussion.

In the absence of Mr. Collyer, Prin-
cipal Waller brought the motion to the
notice of the meeting. He thought that
a large attendance would result from
the change of time. His lordship stated
that the present synod was the largest
in years. The general opinion was that
there would be no benefits from the
change, and the proposal was with-
drawn.

Rev. W, J. Spence urged a change re-
lating to the appointment of a rector
to a vecant parsh, to the effect tnat,
no names of clergy should be mentioned
in connection with the appointment,
unless the rectors have been duly noti-
fied and their consent obtained. After

an express.on of the opinion of the dele- |
gates, Rev, W. J. Spence, with the con-
ﬁgan‘t of the synod, withdrew his mo-
won.

Reverting to the missionary report
the synod deait with the question of!
the best method of raising the extra
money needed for the missionaries in
China, owing to the loss in exchange
since the war, The Synod of Huron
will raise $2,000 towarus this fund.

Wil Ask Churches.

There was a great deal of discussion
on the question. 1t was finally decided
to ask the varipus churches of the dio-
cese to raise their allotment of the sum
by canvass or special collection before
the end of June.

The synod, on motion of Rev. Pr.
Tucker, reconded by Rev, J. M. Perkins,
unanimously pledged itself to support
the Government by every means in its
power in any measures it may see fit
to take to provide greater food produc-|
tion and conservation.

Resolutions were passed, thanking
the postoffice department, Canon Cody,
the press and all officers of the synod,

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COUNSEL WANTS HIS
DESERTER-CLIENT HELD
FOR FURTHER EVIDENCE

Would Have Court Delay Indian’s Re-
turn to Army.

In representations made to Magistrate
Graydon in police court today, A. G.
Chisholm, on behalf of Gus Dockstader,
asked that the court order that the
prisoner be held at the county joil and
not turned over to the military auth-
orities until he could present additional
facts.

Dockstader, an Indian, deserted from
the 135th Battalion, and pleaded guilty
in court Thursday. A sentence of six
months was imposed, the understand-
ing being that Dockstader would be
turned over to the military authorities
tfor service overseas as soon as applica-
tion was made for his release.

Dockstader’s counsel strongly protest-
ed. because, he said, the prisoner had

| net been given an opportunity to secare

legal assistance.

Mr. Chisholm said that Major Osborne
had agreed to notify him when Dock-
stz der was to be arraigned, but had neg-
lected to do so.

“Major Osborne appears to be able to
take considerable liberty with these
cases, and I think the court should di-
rect that Dockstader be held and not
turned over to the miltiary authorities,
as I have proof he is in a critical state
of health and not fit for service,” said
Dockstader’s counsel.

‘““The military authorities are not an-
swerable to Mr. Chisholm or any other
lawyer for any action they see fit to
take in cnnnectlon with cases under
their jurisdiction,” replied Major Os-
borne.

The magistrate stated it was a case
now to be taken up with the minister
of justice.

increase. |

The commission refused to concede |
the men an increase. 'The men modified |
their demands, agreeing to cut them in |
half. The commission failed to meet'
them. The men, after considering the |
commission’s proposal rejected it. “The |
lockout is still on,” they declared. !

The discussion between the men and
the commission was a long one. |

The men first reviewed the different
clauses in the working agreement. There
was no trouble here. The schedule
was the only stumbling block.

The discussion was featured by some
interesting passages.

Chairman Pocock, at the outset, as-
sured the men that the commission did
not object to the union. |

Alleges Discrimination.

N

President J. Dean of the trades and | 2N

labor council, who was with the delega-
tion, declared that Mr. Buchanan tried
to discriminate against the union.
Pending the settlement of the trouble,
he said that the manager had offered
four men increases, backing up his
statement that he would treat with the
men individually.

Mr. Buchanan said that he had told
the men that they would get no increase
In schedule, but that he was willing to
advance a few of the men.

V. Bonser acted as spokesman for
the men. Their wages demands, as he
outlined them, were: Foremen, 521%
cents; linemen, 47% cents; troublemen,
62% cents; groundmen, 40 cents; cable-
men, 521 cents; apprentices, 40, 42%
and 45 cents for their three years' work.

The men after the discussion said
that they would split their demands,
which were for 5 and 7% cents’ increase,
and take 45 cents for linemen and 47%
cents for foremen. |

Are Well Pald. {

The commissioners contended that the
employees were being paid higher than
any other place in the province with the
exception of Toronto. Mr. Buchanan
cited the wages of some of the workers
who had been on the job steady last
year, and these ran from a littie below
$1,100 to $1,400.

As to the question of a lockout,
Bonser said that they
new agreement. They had received no
reply. They had terminated the old one.
There then being no agreement
they couid not work. Mr. Bonser
said the superintendent had told him
that if they quit it would be for good.

Mr. Buchanan ‘said that he had told
the men’s representatives that they
would have to accept a renecwal of the
old agreement. The next move was
then up to the men, and they were re-
sponsible for the cancellation of the old
agreement. -’

When the men left the meeting to
consider what they would accept, the
commission voted unanimously to stand
for the old agreement.

The men returned later. Only Chair-
man Pocock of the commission was
present, and he told the men of the
decision. The men returned to their
room, ang in less than five minutes an-
nounced that they would accept nothing
less than a 21 cents an hour increase.

500 PERTH FARMERS
STORM COUNCIL TO
PROTEST NEW M. S. A,

Resolution to Government Follows
Demonstration Yesterday.

STRATFORD, May 2.—An echo of the
promises made promiscuously tl_\rough-
out this and other counties during the
last election, of exemptions to farmers
eligible for military service, was heard
ia no uncertain terms when upwards
of five hundred farmers from all parts
of the county stormed the county courf-
house, where the county council was
meeting in special session today, and
demanded that a resolution be pussed
and forwarded to the Government pro-
testing against the cancellation of ex-
emptions to farmers, and asking that
the young men be permitted to remain

on the farms at least until the end of
the present season. At the afternoon
session the resolution was unanimously
passed.

‘Yes,” replied the young matron, “I have had visitors for the st ten
weeks, with just about time between to change the bedding and freshen up the
rooms. But I don’'t fuss over company any more. When I was first married,
it used to worry me terribly if everything was not just as it should be.
[ do my best and give the visltors a welcome, let them understand they are
free to entertain themselves, and prepare for them Jjust what I would for my
family. With three young children going to school, and no help but my wash
woman once a week, I couldn’t’ manage any other way. My idea has always
been to be careful and save as much work as possible.”

CLEANING POTS AND PANS.

“The part of housework I always used to dislike most and which geemed
to take up such a lot of time was cleaning pots and pans,” writes a “Constant
Reader.”

PARTY OF INVALIDS
MADE TRIP ACROSS
IN RECORD TIME

Rushed through so quickly from Hal-
ifax that they came practically unan-
nounced, 34 invalided soldiers reached
here at 10:40 last night via C. P. R,

Under the new system, by which each
military district handles its own men,
they arrive and disperse to their homes
many days sooner than formerly, but
frequently there is little time to make
known when they will arrive.

Traveling separately, eight or ten
men, members of the original first con-
tingent home on furlough, arrived here
daring the afternoon, in addition to the
invalided men who came last night.

None of the officers expected with the
party came in. Major C. E. Living-
stone of Harriston was in charge, and
Capt. Wallace of Ottawa acco nied
the men as medical officer. Medical
officers are being provided for each
party at present, in addition to the
conducting officer.

The men reported that they had an
exy eptionally enjoyable ttip. They ap-
pear to have accomplished the journey
in record time, as they left the port
of embarkation oniy a week ago Wed-
nesday, and reached their homes within
eight days.

A number of soldiers who had re-
turned to Canada previously, were on
hand at (¢ station to meet their wives
who had come across on the same
boat as the invalided soldiers. The
were disappointed, however, for the
former were not on the train.

F. E. Pelkey of Chatham, who was
traveling with his family, came through
in the afternoon, ahead of the main
party.

Four of the party were London men,
and the remainder were proceeding to
their homes in Western Ontarlo.

W. C. Kennedy of North Essex
Goes After Mergers on
White’s Say-So.

TAX POOR MAN’S TABLE

D. 0. MacKenzie Calls for
Removal of Flavelle From
Munitions Board.

[Speclal to The Advertiser.]

OTTAWA, May 2—W. C. Kennedy,
the Liberal member for North Essex,
made his maiden speech on the budget
this evening, and by his effort
stamped himself as one of the coming
men of the House of Commons.
