«While American valuation wiil be
revolutionary in a sense, my conviction,
born of a quarter of a century of expe-
rience in making, administrating and
judicially interpreting our tariff laws,
covinces me that a properly drawn
American valuation tarift would not
only increase our revenues without in-
creasing our burdens, would form more
ample protection to our producers and
laborers, observe more strictly our
treaty obligations, and, ultimately, be
so satisfactory to both importers and
manufacturers that all would acclaim
its wisdom.”

That the rehabilitation of Europe is
necessary to a permanent return of
prosperity to this country is still the
fixed idea of practically’ every econo-
mist. Investment of surplus United
States funds in foreign enterprises has
been urged as one remedial measure
to the present slump in exports by sev-
eral members of the American Manu-
facturers’ Export Assoclation.

Drastic taxatlion programs that would
insure the solvency of certain foreign
governments has resulted in hesitation
when it comes to exporting American
capital abroad, for, despite the solvency
¢f large European enterprises, there
must be faith in the stability of the
governments under which they operate.
A fa§ing off in the membership of the
export assoriation was an unmistakable
reflection of the slump in export trade
and was attributed to the liquidation of
a number of exporting concerns and
the elimination of exporting depart-
ments in certain manufacturing plants.

Anybody who cares to go there and |
hang around the docks—if he be ac-
quainted with some member of the
gang—can see the boats unloaded.

The village of Ecorse is wide open.
Bars scll openly. Even beer, bulkier and |
awkward to handle in quantities, is
available.

Small launches are used by the rum-
runners. They easily evade the river
patrol. Often goveinment agents are
sent off on wild goose chase, by false
tips, while liquor is being safely landed.

Persons supposed to have influence
are given a quart of liquor occasionally;
others, supposedly more influential, get
it in case lots.

Soft drink stores where imported 1i-
quor can be obtained at 50 cents a
drink are numerous in Detroit. Moon-
shine can be obtained for 25 cents a
glass. g

Bottled goods, Canadian, Scotch and
Irish brands, are easily purchased in
Detroit. A bottle of Irish—the familiar
“fifth”’—can be bought for $5.

* Shipped by Trainload.

Until July before the law was en-
acted against importing into the prov-
ince of Ontario, liquor was sold over
there by putting through the transac-
tion in Detroit. This made a technical
importation into Ontario.

Now liquor can be made in Ontario
for export purposes.

A favorite method for distributing
it through the United States, includ-
ing Detrolt, was for an organized gang
to send an agent to Havana or to a
point in Mexico. Then a trainload of
whiskey was regularly shipped, con-
esigned to this agent in a foreign coun-
try.

When the traln came through the
tunnel it was looted somewhere in the
Detroit yards, Every case of liquor
