When these rights are 
ascertained, the Attorney General 
will consider the most appropriate 
legislation to be passed to help these 
people.
It has been found that the most 

of the farmers heard from since the 
ad. appeared have made arrange- 
ments with the operators. These 
will, of course, be out of court as 
through dealing, with the operators, 
and allowing them to enter their 
lands, they have practically acknowl- 
edged the rights of the Canada Com- 
pany to reserve the minerals.

impossible I Since then the Govern- 
ment has been conducting a single- 
handed fight for the farmers of 
this county.

The new Minister of Railways 
started out with a beautiful pro- 
gram.

CONFESSED HIS CRIME
11

But Police Thought It Was Only 
« Delusion.=0

David Glass Under Arrest at Washing- 
ton—Says He Burned Two Barns 
and Tried to Murder His Cousin- 
Escaped From Jail at St. Johns 
Four Years Ago—Joined ths Unit- 
ed States Army.

Washington, D.C., Sept. SO.—Daniel 
Glass, a former resident of Canada 
and member of the United States Hos- 
pital Corps, who was locked up on 
Monday by Detective Weedon and 
Detective Fortney, after he had con­
fessed that he burned two barns be- 
longing to his cousin, Frank Miller, 
and had attempted to murder him, 
while living near Roxham, Que., was 
re-arrested Wednesday night upon the 
request of the police. Additional mes- 
sages from Canadian authorities had 
been received, requesting that be be 
taken into custody.

The story told by Glass of his crimes 
near Roxham, Quebec, and of his sub­
sequent escape from jail at St. Johns 
four years ago, was not credited by 
the police. They believed the young 
man, who had suffered from attacks of 
nervousness, imagined he had com­
mitted the crimes alleged, but a mes­
sage from Canadian officials give in­
formation that he had told the truth. 
The same message also stated that 
the authorities would not stand the 
expense of returning him there for 
trial, and he was released.

The Canadian authorities, however, 
seem to have changed their minds in 
the matter of his return, two mes­
sages received by Inspector Boardman 
Wednesday night indicating that he is 
wanted there, and that an officer will 
come for him.

Upon receipt of the messages. In­
spector Boardman sent word to the 
barracks to have the military authori­
ties detain him. Capt. Ashford had ar- 
ranged for the formal discharge of the 
Canadian, saying he wanted nobody in 
hie command who was under such 
charges, but the discharge papers had 
not arrived, and Glass was still in 
the service. It was expected that 
Glass would be turned over to the 
police authorities yesterday, but when 
Detective Weeden went to get him he 
was informed that an enlisted man 
could not be extradited until he had 
been discharged. He will be given 
his discharge in about a week or ten 
days, and the police will then take 
him into custody. Meanwhile he is 
being kept under guard at the bar- 
racks, .------------

MAY ORGANIZE THIRD PARTY.

Labor Congress Indignant at Sir Wil- 
frid Laurier's Supineness.

Winnipeg, Sept. 20.—The refusal of 
Premier Laurier to answer the urgent 
memorial of the Labor Congress on 
the question of having the Japanese 
treaty abrogated has stirred the labor 
delegates now assembled in Winnipeg.

While the convention understands 
that it is a. matter for Imperial auth­
ority alone, they feel that the situa­
tion is so critical in the Canadian 
west: that, Sir Wilfrid could at least 
forecast “sympathetic” discussion.

Beel Monopoly In Manitoba.
Strong evidence has been given be­

fore the commission engaged in the 
investigation of the alleged beef com­
bine in Manitoba of Large railway re­
bates on heavy consignments in car- 
loads to the east. In.this and in other 
ways large dealers have established 
practically a monopoly, squeezing 
out the small dealers and causing 
high prices in the province. The 
railway commission may therefore be 
expected to take up the question of 
railway rebates and deal with it on 
the same principle of equalizing the 
conditions that they have applied to 
discriminations in general freight 
rates over the Canadian roads from 
western points to the ocean shipping 
ports in the east. In regard to the 
lumber combine in the northwest, 
which has caused such hardships to 
settlers desiring to establish them- 
selves and build homes of their own 
in the new provinces, the Govern­
ment of Alberta has taken the matter 
in hand and has ordered legal pro­
ceedings to be taken against the mem­
bers of the combine.

Notice of appeal having been given 
by the Grand Trunk Railway against 
the order of the railway commission 
for a 2-cent passenger rate between 
Montreal and Toronto, the new sche­
dule cannot go into force until the 
appeal is decided by the Supreme 
Court of Canada. If. the decision of 
that court goes agsist the company 
leave to carry the case to the final 
tribunal of the empire, the judicial 
committee of the privy council in 
London will be asked for and granted, 
as the Government also desires the 
judgment of and permanent settle­
ment of the question. The appeal is 
of importance for the reason that if 
the Grand Trunk is forced to carry 
passengers between the two points 
named the Canadian Pacific must in 
self-defence do the same, and public 
opinion will demand the application, 
of a similar rate to other companies' 
and generally throughout Canada, 
and will make it imperative.

LEAN YEAR FOR ONTARIO.

Because of Scarcity and High Price 
of Feed.

Under the caption, “A Lean Year 
for Ontario" the Weekly Sun says: 
Roughly, we have nine million acres 
devoted to the various field crops 
grown in Ontario. Of this total, about 
three million acres are in hay, and 
two and three-quarter millions in oats. 
Thus well over sixty per cent, of the 
entire acreage given to field cultiva­
tion is in these two crops, and these 
two main crops are the poorest in 
many years. Hay will not give over 
two-thirds of the tonnage per acre 
this year that has been harvested in 
recent years—probably not over half. 
Oats are likely to be nearly 35 per 
cent, below the average yield, and 
this is equivalent to cutting off 
twenty-five million bushels on this 
one crop alone.

On the other hand, the hay which 
has been harvested has been excep­
tionally well saved, and corn, which 
can be largely substituted for hay, 
has of late been making splendid pro­
gress, while the area in this crop is 
larger than usual. There is only about 
one-sixth the acreage in corn that we 
have in hay, but the tonnage per 
acre is six times as great in one case 
as in the other. If we have an open 
fall, thus permitting of the full ma­
turity of the corn, the increased yield 
in this crop may pretty well offset the 
shortage in the other coarse fodder.

Peas, which" had been steadily de­
clining in acreage up to‘1904, have 
since shown a rapid increase, and the 
area in this crop in the present sea­
son will probably be one-fourth great­
er than that of three years ago. Ai 
present, the promise is for an excel­
lent yield in peaa. Barley again, of 
which we will probably have 800,000 
acres this year, seems as if it will go 
somewhat above the average in yield 
per acre. If the season had been a 
normal one for all fall wheat we 
would probably have had eight hun­
dred thousand acres in this crop, but 
a great deal of the land intended for 
the production of fall wheat has been 
drilled in with barley, and this, while 
it means a shortage in flour, will add 
considerably to the available supply 
of feedstuffs. But after all allowances 
are made, there will undoubtedly be 
a material shortage in feed in 1907, 
as compared with recent years.

So far as grain is concerned On­
tario will, as our correspondent 
"Vim" said recently, have practically 
none for export this year. Our de­
pendence in products for sale will 
have to be on butter and cheese, 
bacon and beef cattie, and the cost 
of making these will be higher than 
usual because of the high values 
which will undoubtedly be placed on. 
feedstuffs.

On the whole, this will be a lean 
year for Ontario farmers.

PRACTICAL AND STYLISH
MILLINERY ... For some time past bankers, busi­

ness men and others, have made fre­
quent complaints because of the late 
hour at which they receive morn- 
ing mail from the east. Of late, 
these complaints have become more 
pronounced. The delay in receiving 
mail is cited as a great drawback 
to business, and valuable time is 
often lost in this way.

Relative to recent complaints, a 
Planet reporter called on Postmaster 
Sam. Barfoot yesterday afternoon, 
and inquired as to the cause.

“The mail is sorted just as prompt­
ly as we can get it,” said Mr. Bar- 
foot in reply. "There are two morn­
ing mail trains—one at 8.30 and an­
other at 8.37. The mail carrier has 
to await the arrival of both these 
trains before he can bring the mail 
to the post office. Supposing that 
these trains arrive on time—which 
is not a regular happening—and you 
allow ten minutes for the carrier 
to bring the mail to the post office, 
and for the clerks to get it in shape 
for distribution, it would then be 
8.47. This, you can see, does not al­
low very much time for our staff 
to get it all sorted and in the boxes 
before nine o’clock.

“The morning mail is the heaviest 
mail we have to handle during the 
entire day. When it comes in, the 
entire staff is called into requisi­
tion, and everyone hustles their por­
tion of the work up as promptly as 
possible. We endeavor to get this 
mail up with the fastest possible 
speed. Doing our very best, it would 
be impossible for us to get that 
mail all up and in readiness for the 
public before 9.30, even supposing 
that the trains were always on time.

“We make it a point to put up 
the bankers and business men’s mail 
first.”

It will be Been from this that the 
only possible remedy for the late 
morning mails would be a better 
mail-train service into Chatham. As 
most people will admit. Postmaster 
Barfoot and his staff are all quite 
efficient and thorough in their work, 
and they make their best efforts to 
give entire satisfactions..
