I1EREAS an Act of Parliament was passed in the 10th nnd lth Preamble.
year of the reign of Her present Majesty, intituled " An Act for

regulating the shipping of Seamen," in which it was dcclared that great '
frauds had been practised and much inconvenience felt from the system

5 of shipping Scamnen at the Port of Quebec, and power was given by the
said Act for the Governor or person administering the Government for
the time being to constitute and appoint during pleasure a fit and proper
per son to be Shipping Master for the said Port of Quebec, and it was
provided that deputies should be appointed in the manner by the said

10 Act directed: And whercas another Act was passed in the session held
in the 16th year of 11er Majesty's reign, intituled " An Act more ef-
fectually to prevent the desertion of Scamen:" And whereas the said 16 -' e. 15
Acts have not answered the ends proposed, and much loss to the ship-
ping lias arisen, great frauds have been committed, and very great in-

15 convenience is still experienced under the prcsent mode of shipping
Seamen in the said port, and vessels frcquenting the same port have
been subjected to unnecessary detention in procuring crews, and it is
therefore necessary to repeal the said recited Acts, and all other Acts,
if any, now in force as to the hiring, engaging, supplying, discharging

20 and shipping Seamen in the said port, which may in any manner be in-
consistent with the provisions of this Act ; Therefore Her Majesty, &c.
enacts as follows:

Bonds shall enure to the benefit of all parties who may be. damnified by

30 th misfeasanee, inalfeasance, or nonfeasance of the said Shipping Mas-
ters, or any or either of them, as the case may be, and all parties dam-
nified shalbe entitled to recover from any of them, and his sureties,
befure any court of competent jurisdiction, to the amount to which they
have been daninified.

35 IV. Every such appointment shall be granted, and every revocation Appointment
thereof shahl bu made by minute or resolution of the siid Board of Trade, or revocation

45 quired, the, sum of Jifty cents, and no more, from the Master of the
ship or vessel onboard of which such Seaman or Apprentice shallbe ship-
ped, or to which he shall belong.

VI. Each of the said Shipping Masters shall keep a register of all They shafl
Seamen or Apprentices shipped by him, which shall be open for publie keep regis-

VIL No person selling or vending any spirituous liquors or groceries, Tavern keep-
nor any tavern keeper, boarding house keeper, or any person dealing in erS &C., not

to be shipping provisions, slops, or storesof auy kind whatsoever, shall be eligible to the
matere. situation of Shipping Master ; nor sliall nny Shipping Master, so to be

appointed as aforesaid, employ any of the persons above enumerated in
any situation or capacity whatsoever in or about his offices, tuider the
pain of dismissal and forfeiture of his appointments by the said Board 5
of Trade, and their successor for the time being.
