The McKenzie since raised a
body of troops and the old family crest was
adopted.

As to the meaning of tbe motto, we find
that authorities differ, giving three inter-
pretations, “Help the King,” “Honour the
King.” and “Followers of the King.” In the
effort to get at the original meaning, we are
writing the headquarters of the original unit
of the Seaforths and shall take their version
as the correct one.
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Haslemere is more than proud of one
of her native sons, Acting Captain Humph-
rey, who deserted his father’s drapery store
at the beginning of the war and joined the
colors as a private. He soon gained pro-
motion, was made a lieutenant on the field
A short

he was wounded in the action. He is now
in hospital, but expects to return to the front
as soon as his wounds have healed’.
