With the harvesting of the wheat |
crop - in the Southwestern States

and the favorable crop reports from
our Canadian West, a -new stimulus

is being furnished industry through-
out the continent. It is now univer-|

sally admitted that a gooa crop is
needed to restore confidence and to
again set the wheels of commerce
going at their accustomed speed.

The area under crop of all kinds
on this continent this year shows a
considerable increase over the figures
for the previous year, amounting to
almost six million acres, of which
twothirds is in the United States and
one-third in Canada. It is only nat-
urdl ‘to assume that with this in-
creased acreage of two million, Can-
ada will take a higher place than
heretofore among the great wheat
producing countries of the world. In
1913, Canada ranked fifth among the
wheat producing nations of the world
with a total production of 216,000,000,
bushéls. To show the remarkable ad-
vances made. since the beginning of
lhq.pentnry, it is only necessary to
point out. that in 1900 Canada pro-
duetd but 51,000,000 bushels, in 1905
she’ produced 109,000,000 bushels, in

RUINS OF HOLY CITY

Sreat Civilization of Mayas Flourishing
In Mexico Bpfore America's

Discovery.
Washington, July 9.—For centuries
vdexico has been the nome of miny
aces Most of us are wont (o re-

/ard it as the home of or the Aztecs,

~ith whose civ scott  and
he carly Spanish chroniclers have
nade us more or less familiar. The
rchacologist and student of pre-Co-
umbian and pre-historic times, how-

‘ver, knows that there were races, es-
recially in southern Mexico and parts
f Central America, whose ancient
zation had no connection with the
‘mpire of the Montezumas, and whosc
~onderful works, long ago fallen inte
lecay and ruin, are now the subjects

f scientific research and study. One
f the most interesting of the ruined
iities bore the name of Chiclienitza,
mee the “Holy City” of the M: yas, a
reople of whom inus G. Morley,
vrites in the “Bulletin" of the Pan-
American Union.

“Long before the discovery of Ameri-
‘a there flourished in southern Mexico,
inatemala and par of Honduras a
-reat civilization, which has been call-
d the Maya. In architecture, culp-
ure and in painting the Mu 8 ex-
relled. Their priests were astronom-
:rs of no mean ability, having observed
ind recorded, without the aid of in-
itruments of precision such as are
tnown to us, the lengths of the solar

ind Venus years, and probably the
engths of the Mercury and Mars
years. In addition to this they had

leveloped a calendar system and per-
‘ected a chronology which in some of
ts characteristics was equal to our
wn.

“But the ancient glory of this peo-
sle had long since departed when Her-
1ando Cortez first came in contact with
hem on the coast of Yucatan in 1519,"
iays Mr. Morley. “Their star had set,
lheir greatest cities had been aban-
loned and lay in ruins. Even the
nemory of the older cities of their cul-
ure, such as Palenque, Copan and
Juirigua, for example, seems to have
passed from minds of men, their for-
Probably the
largest, and certainly the most mag-
nificent, of the ruined cities which the
Spanish conquerors found on their ar-
rival in Yucatan was Chichtenitza,
around which, even in its desolation,
‘here still cluster a thousand traditions
)f former sanctity and splendor. The
name is Maya, and means ‘The Mouth
of the Wells of the Itzas.

“To visit the ancient city, now, one
jolts for fifteen long and weary miles
in a two-wheeled cart drawn by three
mules over the roughest kind of a high-
way imaginable. Finally, when it
seems that the limit of physical en-
lurance has been reached, the cart sud-
lenly lyrches around a sharp turn in
he road, and as if by magic the lofty
“astillo  flashés into view, towering
high above the plain and the rest of
he city.
