REPORT OF MISSIONARY,

In accordance with the arrangemenmt of the
District mesting, the summer months were spent
by your missionary in occupying the Labrador
mission field. At the usual time, that part of
the inhabitants of this place who engage in the
fishery made their customary preparations and
embarked for the Labrador amid many a sor-
rowful “ Good-bye ” and earest prayers of dear
ones left behind, to Him who sitteth above tte
water floods, that he would grant them a safe
aud prosperous voyage.

About the middle of June we left Carbonear.
The morning was fine and tke wind fair. The
day proved remarkably plessant, and our vecasel
which was lightly ballasted, slided along with
unusual steadizess and rapidity. The wind con-
tinued-to favor us until reaching the Straits of
Belle lsie, whence we had to beat up the shore
to Red Bey, where we dropped anchor, after a
swift and delightful passage.

Red Bay contains a safe and commodious har-
bor, and is one of the most populous settlements
doring the winter on that part of the coast
visited by the missionary. During my first visit

While bere it was my happiness to meet with
Mr. Hutchinson,—missionary for the Church of
Eaglard on that part of the cosst,—a man evi-
dently of deep piety, and in labors more abun-
dant. This Rev. gentieman is rephew of the
great Wordsworth, and his familiarity with the
exquisite mountain and lake scemery in the
north of England, together with the many ex-
cellencies of his character sooa rendered his
company to me both pleasing and edifying. We
bad several interviews which I frund beneficial
and refreshing. During the nine days I re-
mained in this harbor—vivited 14 families,—
preached eight times and lectured once on tem-
perance. Whiie here it was my privilege to
witness the power of religion to support the
mind, when it must enter single-handed into
conflict w th the last enemy. While standing
beside the dyimg christian, there was so much

every harbor it was my privilege to visit, the
missionary will find a congregation when cir-
cumstances permit, ever ready to listen to bis
message, and give him a hearty welcome to their
babitations, ooly anxious to make Ekim more
comfortable tban they are eble.

The laborer on this coast will mest with little
in the shape of comfort or convenience, but the
extreme kindness, and the very cordisl hospital-
ity of the people, smoothe down the roughness
of the way, and render that a pleasure to him
which otherwise were something to be endured.
There is pot the slightest difficulty in getting
from one harbor to another, the inhabitants are
ever ready with timely notice, to kelp you to the
next station. .

In comnection with the Lsbrador Mission
your missionary has travelled about 1000 miles,
sad often felt much blessed in his work ; for
which he would return his warmest gratitude to
Him that * stilleth the noise of the waves and
the tumult of the people.”

A Ritualist Church in 1867,

You enter one of the churches in which this
bigh ritual is performed. At the end of the
chaucel, on an elevation ascended by several
steps, you see the communion table, altar-wise,
and which is covered at different seasons by a
succession of differently colored and richly erna-
mented cloths, Over the altar, and all but
resting upon it, you see a cross of some feet in
beight, thrown into strong relief, so as to be
the most conspicuous object from nearly every
part of the cburch. Oo the surface of the altar
is the ‘ clean linen cloth’ prescribed by law ; but
without you see s gfofnu display of flowers,
with a number of ftrange ormamental cloths
covering the vessels used in the tervice. On
either side of the sltar is s large candlestick,
with a candle in proportion to it. Before the
priests enmter to begin their part of the perfor-
mance, a man—whose preseace erouiigo
empty chancel reminds you of a stage servant)
except that no stage servant ever appeared in
such livery—proceeds to light the two candles,
though it is still noom-day. Near the two
candlesticks thus pat into requisition, are two
much larger with braeches exhibiting some
score or two of candles all of which are lighted %
on special oceasioos. When the procession of
priests and acolytes enters, the initiated of the
congregation bow in token of reverence. The
official persons then bend in silence towards the
altar. The priests are clothed in a surplice,
over which is a cope—a cloak fastened on the
chest, in froat and descending to the feet.—
These copes are generslly of some bright color,
often brilliant with gold and other ornsments.
On the back of the celebrant—the priest whe
administers, and who takes the centre place be-
fore the altar—a large cross may be seen. The
other priests assist in the service, and read the
Gospels or Epistles for the day from lecterns
placed on either side of the altar. Before the
services devolving respectively on these persons
are performed, the scolytes flame the incense in
their thuribles, and cast the hallowing edor over
the celebrants, and over the sacred books, one

How to Keep the Feet Dry.
We take the following siiggestions from Hall’s
Journel of Health
Various expedients heve been devised tq keep
the dampness from the soles of the feet. Some
advise that a piece of sail cloth or otker woven
material, should be cut in the shape of the sole,
dipped ir melted tar or pitch, and when cooled,
placed between the layers of the shoe’s sole and |
well sewed. If this be done it is impessible forl
any dampness to penetrate to the soles of the |
feet by simply walking on damp ground ; but in
walking in wet grass ox the slush of snow deep
enough to reach the upper leather, this device is
no protection.

Another means of rendering the soles of shoes
impervious to dampness, and so prevent their
squeaking, is to set them in melted tallow deep
enough to merely cover the soles, and let them
remein & week ; if it is in & mixture of equa]
parts of beeswax and tallow, it is still the bet-
ter.

A gentleman avers that from six years of ex-
perience and trial, the soles of shoes are not
only made water-proof but will last three times
as long if a coat of gum copsl varnish is applied
to the soles and repeated as it dries, until the
pores of the leather are filled, and the surface
shines like polished mahogany.

The seles of shoes may be made impervious
4 water by rubbing the following mixture idto
the jeather, until it is perfectly saturated: one
piat of boiled linseed oil ; half & pound of mutton
suet; six jounces of pure beeswax ; four ounces
of rosin. Melt these over aslow fire, stirring well-
and when the shoes are new, warm them amd
mixture also, and use.

Or put a pound each, of rosin and tallow ina
pot on the fire, and when melted and mixed ap-
ply while bot, with a painter’s brush te both soles
and upjer leather. If it is desired that the boots
should take a polish immediately, dissolve an
ounce of beeswax in a teaspoonful each of tur-
tentine and lampblack & day or two after the
boots have been treated with the rosin and tal-
low, rub over them this wax and turpentine, away
from the fire. Thus the exterior will have a coat
of wax alone, and will have a bright polish. Tal-
low agd greese become rancid and rot the stitch-
ing, and the leather alsd ; while the rosin mix-
ture preserves both.

One pint of linseed 0il, s quarter-of a pint of
turpentine or camphor, a quarter of a pound of
beeswax, and a.quarter of a pound of Burgundy
piteh.—Melt together with a gentle heat ; warm
it when it is used, and rub it into the leather be-
fore the fire or in the sun.

Or, melt together beeswax and mutton suet
half and balf, and rub it in where the stitches

readily.—It is better to mske & varnish thus:

Put helf & pound of gum shellac, broken up
in small pieces, in & bottle or jug, cover it with
alcobol, cork it tight aad put on a shelf in &
warm place, shake it well several times a day,
then s add s piece of gum camphor as large as
s hen’s egg; shake it well, and in s few hours
shake it again snd add one ounce of lamp black
if the alcobol i good, it will be dissolved in three
days ; then shake and use. If it gets too thicks
add alcohol—pour out two or three teaspoonfuls
in s saucer, and spply it with a small paint
brash. If the materials were all good, it will

The people of this
country bave always been able to see this. and
it was only when the ordinary good sense of the
Americans was blinded and obscured by passion,
and distorted by the ambitious dreasms which
such men as * Bowie knife” Potter suggested,
that they failed to recognize how bigbly impor-
tant it was that the true relations existing be-
tween us should be of the most unrestricted
kind.

The practical effect of the abrogation of the
Reciprocity Treaty, so far, has been to send a
vast quantity of flour, grain, butter, timber, pro-
visions, acd Briiish American products generally
to the West Indies and Europe, direct, instead

of their being sent, as in former years, to New

York vis the canals, and shipped from thence to
their ult'mate destination. Our shippers and
producers have done much better in consequence,
and the large commission which the United States
shippers used to make on our productions have
gone into the pockets of our own people. In
fact, instead of doing business through a com-
mission agent, as we used to do, we have com
menced to do business with the principals, and
the result has been in every way satisfactory and
affords abundant evidemce that the American
exporters used to reap s very considerable profit
at our expense. But our export trade to Euarope
and the West Indies, &c., is as yet only in its
infancy. Next spring these operations will be
gieatly enlarged, regular communication with
the West Indies and South America will be es-
tablished, and this year'’s business with these
countries at least quadrupled.

Mr. Potter’s ¢ annexation screw’ has mot only
entirely failed in its purpose, but it has also done
us good in more ways than one.—It belped large-
ly to increase the Union majorities in New
Brunswick and Nova Beotia, and it bas also
caused the establishment of new avenues of
commerce which would otherwise have remain-
ed neglected.

While we should rejoice to see a Reciprocity
Treaty once more in force, we should be, sorry

Dinner put
an end to the conflict, but so sensible were the
clergy of baving been lefc in an awkward posi-
tion, that when we returned to the drawing-roofn
a deputation presented themselves to express a
hope that, as he had so powerfuily advocated the
Roman Catholic cause, he would give them the
benefit of pointing out what was weak in his
arguments snd how they ought to be met, and
this he did with .bis accustomed kindness and
clearness.”

In manner he was blunt and brusque. * It
may have seemed undignified, but it was meant
to be hearty, when he would call out as dinner
was announced, * Now then, bundle in, curates,
rectors, archdeacons, deans, bundle in, bundle
in,’ and punctilios were swept away.

The catho-
licity which Mr. Wesley taught should distin-
guish Wesleyans bad its happiest cxemplification
in bis pacific spirit and generous practice ; he
was truly “the friend of all, the enemy of none;

Takingan affectionate farewell of the fam-
ily, all being present—(with the exception of
Prof. David Allison, who was at Sackville, the
scene of his honorable and successful toil)—he
breathed his last prayer, then sunk, with sweet
tranquility, into the arms of death. That prayer
reached God, and its feeble breathings melted
into a seraph's song. His body fell asleep in
Jesus, the 19th March, 1867, aged 71 years.

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The ‘‘ Messenger’ on Christian
Union.

Our well-intentioned animadversions in our
issue of the 27th ult., upon the union views pro-
pounded by the Christian Messenger, have not
been appreciated. We occupied a defensive
position, as the assertions of our contemporary
called for remark; but we wrote—we regret
that such an explanation now seems to be neces-
sary—in perfect good-will, with all candour,
and without intentional misrepresentation. If
the articles of the Messenger, entitled, ¢ Baptism
in relation to Christian union,” were not de-
signed as a justification or apology for close
communion, then were they written to very
little purpose. They treated of the hindrances
to union between Baptists ard Pedo-baptists,and
of the ground occupied by Baptists in relation
to other bodies, and if they did not refer to the
Baptist practice in regard to the communion,
they were to us unintelligible. In our simplicity
we supposed that the communion question was
the only hindrance now existing to union be-
tween Baptists and Pedo-baptists. Our con-
temporary instanced the differences among
Pedo-baptists in relation to baptism ; we pointed
him to differences of sentiment equally great
among Baptists on the subject of Baptism. His
reply is that we have misrepresented him. We
think him to be at fault in his article of last
week, in many particulars, and we take the
liberty, in the spirit of brotherly love, to offer a
few corrections, not doubting but that ¢ our
very ingenuous brother,” when set right in re-
gard to Methodist opinions and usage will be
prompt to acknowledge his mistakes. We re-
affirm the statement made by us in a previous
issue, that we have no desire to arouse angry
feeling on this subject. Baptists have a perfect
right to say to others, ¢ Stand by thyself,” and
80 long as attack is not made upon us we have
no right to complain, waiting patiently for that
day when both Baptists and Pedo-baptists shall
have greater light and greater love.

To obviate the possibility of our again being
charged with misrepresentation, we quote a
paragraph or two from the Messenger of last
week, upon which to offer a few observations :
The practise of Baptist churches needs no
vindication. Their practise with regard to
communion does not really differ from that of
others. Christian churches generally, with
scarcely one exception, demand that persons
shall be baptized before tber participaté-in the
Lord’s Supper. Thisis simply the ground taken
by Baptists. So our very ingenious brother
need no longer nurse that prejudice agaimst
the Baptists. If our contemporary. were pre-
pared to advocate communion without baptism
and so altogether ignore the initiatory rite of
the church, then we should differ from him;
but we believe that Methodists, who, in some
places are very accommodating, with regard to
this ordinance, and in many cases find it neces-
sary, although unwillingly, to administer it b
immersion, have not generally given up so muc|
as to amount to an entire renunciation of bap-
tism in some shape.  * > LA S

Is our contemporary so anxioys to unite in
church ordinances with Baptists, or to have
Baptists unite with Méthodists?

We have known Baptists, by provi-
dential lot, cut off for years together from com-
munion with churches of their own faith and
order, anxious to approach the Lord’s table
with their fellow christians of other churches,
but so shackled by close communion ast0 be
prevented from gratifying the pious promptings
of their hearts. “Our worthy brother knows
well enough ” that if close communion rul.e t.lld
not exist, he might, as a mognized,chmun
brggher, without let or hindrance on any com-
munion Sabbath, in Episcopalian, Presbyterian,
or ‘Methodist Churches, avail himself of the
privilege of uniting in the ordinance of the Lo.rd.'l
Supper with those with whom he hopes to join
in the Marriage Supper of the Lamb. We beg
to remind him of the union movement NOw
bappily progressing in the United States, and
of the delightful communion seasons rece.ntly
enjoyed by Ministers and members of Episco-
palian, Methodist, Presbyterian, and Cong.re-
gational Churches, but from which Baptists
begged to be excused. Is it needful to ask ?he
question, Are Baptists more close communion
than other churches? Our readers, and h_u
also, can easily judge on this matter, and will
not fail to see that our worthy brother is out of
his reckoning. -

We regret very much that our contemporary
supposed we bad any intention of diverting our
readers at his expense, or that in our kindly
meant inquiry, elicited by his articles, we had
put on “ an affectation of candour.” We thoug!:t
he understood us better than to suppose this.
We never gave him occasion for entertaining
such an opinion, or for ironically styling us * our
very ingenuous brother.” )
«Surely there must be something lovely in
Baptists that their Methodist brethren are so
anxious for them to enjoy open communion.”
We have often recognized with great pleasure
much that is lovely in Baptists, and have no
doubt that whatever imperfections they may
have in common with others, would be much les-
sened were their system less exclusive. - If they
are lovely under present circumstances, how
much more so would they be were all hindrsn-
ces to christian catholicity removed ?

Our contemporary asks if we would like to
have open class meetings, and bave the question
of baptism there examined. He.is astray here
again. He knows better than to suppose that a
Methodist class meeting can be made an arena
for the discussion6f vexed questions, or for theo-
logical controversy. He well knows that such
a meeting is for christian fellowship. Would he
think it proper for topics of debate to be mixed
up, in a Baptist Conference meeting, with the
narration of religious experience ? Class meet-
ings are for better purposes than the discuu'ion
of baptism. But keeping in view their demgx.s,
any good Baptist, who may wish to attend this
or any other Methodist privilege, will find access
thereto within reach. -

In the view of the Messenger—believers bap
tism is the only christian baptism, and is the di-
viding line between the Church and the world
Then those only in his estimation, belong to the
true Church of Christ who bave conformed to
the | Baptist requirement,—all else are of the
world. Of course in this view of the case close
communion is perfectly consistent. But we
were bardly prepared to believe that Baptist
opinions and practise would so nearly quadrate
with the notions of the Apostolic Successionists,
or that Baptists would venture to say right out,
« The temple of the Lord are we.” With such
sentiments as these, thousands of Baptists in the
Provinces will have no sympathy; but on the
contrary, will readily aUmit, that there is very
much of pure christismity, and that very many
true diseiples of Christ, are honouged by the
Master as His own, beyond the Baptist pale.
We defer further notice of the article of our
contemporary until our next issue ; in the mean-
while, ¢ let brotherly love continue.”

Ffom our Canadian Correspondent.
To the Editor of the Provincial Wesleyan.

Mz. EpiToRr,»We must, it seems, soon
change the heading of our letters, inasmuch,
as under the new dominion, this part of the
Confederation is to be called “ Ontario,” for the
present we abide by the name of Canada, and
are not sorry that this is to be the name of the
new domimion; some would, doubtless, have
preferred some ather name, as it hardly seems
fair to the other Provinces, to select the term
Canada, to apply to the whole. Our Editors
have been very busy, discussing the merits of
the Contederation Bill, some portions of it are
severally handled, and great anxiety is felt by
all for the news to arrive, relative {o the Queen’s
signature, having been affixed to the measure.
Insinuations are made, with regard to the dis-
appointment that will be felt, as to thé un-
willingness of the British Parliament to give
their guarantee for the loam of cash to build
the International Railway. Should the guaran-
tee be withheld, will the road be built ?

We have had some share of uneasiness
respecting those fillibusterers—the Fenians.

At ome place
where we preach once in two weeksot'x Sab-
bath, we have not been able to reach it four
or five times in succession.
The season bas been a busy one, both in and
out of the Churck. The lovers of pleasure have
been active in Carnivals, Balls, &c. ; have spared
no pains to cater to the depraved tas'e f" those
who mingle in midnight orgies. Somc;hmea we
hear our neighbors spoken of as excelling every
other nation, in their displays of frivolity nn.d
vice, but from what we have seen, Canada is
not far behind.  There are places that eould vie
with New York, in proportion to the population
of the respective places. '
Revjval Meetings and special services have
been very numerous. We do not remember
any season when they were more so. Some
Ministers must have been in * labors more
abundant.” Think of three weeks' Missionary
Meetings, nearly twenty Tea Meetings, besides
five or six weeks’ special services, in addition
to what we usually designate the ordinary work
of a Circuit, and then, surely, you have enough
for a man of herculean powers. Last year’s
crops having been abundant, great efforts have
been made to liquidate church debts, and mak-
ing preparations for new erections; all of which
have beem more or less successtul. We rejoice,
too, that' some spiritual conquests have been
won. A few scores here and there, have been
brought into the epjoyment of God's dear chil-
dren. And this, above all things else, is the
most desirable; for what is all outward pros-
perity, without souls be won to Christ. May
the Methodist Church never lose sight of this
glorious truth, In these days of Rituslism and
formality, we have need of all the power by
which our fathers were distinguished. O, for
the tongue of fire!
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The Influence of Worldly Amuse-
ments.

Oa this important topic a correspondent of onc
of our American Methodist Exchanges thus
writes :—Every person who has taken note of
these matters has observed that the policy of
evil is to make stcedy and slow encroachments
on the church. To adulterate the true religion
is the chief means of the enemy to destroy true
piety. And there is no influence so enticing,
and at the same time so enervating, to piety as
worldly plessure. It is difficult to define the
bounds between austerity and sinful pleasures.
We are not called to be monke, or nuns, shutting
ourselves out from the joys of life, nor is it per-
mitted us to be trifling wordliogs. When God
bestrewed this world with flowers ard made it
vocal with music of voices apd accordant reeds,
he meant to indicate that amid the conflicts of
life and the frequent s>rrows there should be
recreative joys. And no man has a better claim
to the music and the-flowers, and delicacies of
life than the child of héaven. At the same time
there sr: forbidden pleasures which dissipate
the affections, cups in which lurk things that are
poisonous to souls,

It seems te me one of the greatest dangers
to which the church is exposed is the introduc-
tion of g@mes, dances and play-going among
our members and patrons. The Methodists
have certaioly relaxed their rigor and to a great
extent emong fashionable Methodists thereisa
laxity that threatens danger.

The ceuses of this relaxation are several.—
First among them is the mingling of the appa-
rently innocent with the positive evil in public
doings, we have learned to put up with the

A second cause of the encroachment of social
evils is found in the fact that we, as other
churches, have come to have so many friends
who indulge in what but for this we would con-
demn—our friends play billiards, our friends
drink wine, our friends attend the opera and
theatre and the dance and, unawares, we learn
to look with leniency upon these perplexing
matters.

‘But, more than all, we come too much to take
our views from respectable and moral worldlinge,
We bave come of a kind of aecessity to de-
pend upon what we call friendly outsiders, we
are making the outsiders better, it were well if
they do not make us worse. Standing in thene
relations it is no wonder that our younger peo-
ple beed their advice, Baut their views of Chris-
tian duty and of pleasure, are not to be relied
on because they study the question of pleasure,
wbile the traue idea is, to inquire what will
please God. They ask what are innocent enjoy-

ments, while the Christian asks what indulgences
Pe may share in view of bis example, and in

view of eternity!, Cap I be spiritually-minded
and join in these worldly amusements, which
dissipate the mind P Sad will be the fate of re-
ligion it its forms are dictated by the world.—
The Church ehould give views to the werld, not
the world to the Church!

Wiih oue wmore specific work of the clase-
leader—namely, care for those who absent them
selves from class—we must close.  They should
be invariably hunted up. Sending a message
to them by some member who may chance to
live nesr them, will pever do. He may enlist
tke sympathies snd aid of his members, but
there can never be a substitute for his own per-
sonal effort. The leader must go himself ; be
must fake time tu sscertain the cause, and see if
it capnot in some way be obviated. He must
enter into the feelings and difficulties of the de-
linquent member ; ke must labor with sli that
affection and earnestness that will be inspired by
the consciousness, that he i3 trying to save a
soul for Christ. By reasoit ot the peglect of
effort like this, thousauds, once members of the
Church, have gone to perdition. How much of
the 1esponsibility of all this shali fall, when tbe
Master maketh requitition, upon those who little
dream of what has been the fatal effect of their
neglect !
Perhaps it is a timid disciple, and the cross of
speaking frightens them away. Proper treatment
may relieve tte troubled besrt, and in the end
secure an efficient laborer for Cbrist. Lo the first

The Uses of Evergreen Screens.

Go out some bright day in winter or spring,
when there is an icy chill ia the north-west wicd,
and stand by the sunsy side of a grove of pines
or hemlocks, and suddenly you will find that you
bave in tzmperature moved some degrees south.
The air is still and summer-like and soft, the
snow nearly or quite gone, and you at once un-
derstand why the patridges and rabbits choose
such places for their bomes.

A screen of this kind may often be a substi-
tute for an expensive boundary fence. Clumps
of evergreen may be set in a single day, that
will at once relieve the baldness of a new lawn,
and if four times as many are planted as can
fically remain, they may fill the space while trees
of rarer kind and slower growth are coming for-
ward.

We give below some clippings from the Coun-
try Gentleman, by which we are reminded of
this subject :—

A yousg planter was once ridiculed by his
neighbours for setting out what they choose to
call a “ cedar swamp” around his residence.
They changed their sentiments a few years after-
wards, when they discovered that nearly one-half
of the fuel otherwise required was saved by the
shelter from bleak winds which these evergreens
afforded in winter, and that they were scmething
more than “ only good to look at.”

Country residents may do much towards
comfort and economy by placing strong grow-
ing evergreens on the windward side of their
bouses.

Another important use is the shelter which
may be given to cattle yards; and still another
18 to furnish a supply of evergreen boughs for
the various purposes of protection, to be used
early in winter. Every farm should bave a emall
plaatatioa for this purpose, of which the limbs
may be cut at regular intervals. Trese boughs
are not only useful for covering ornamental
shrubs and plants, but strawberry beds and
prostrate] grapevines and raspberries. They
also make an excellent covering for cabbages,
placed in heaps, and with about six or eight
inches of the boughs laid compactly over them,
with the tops downward so as to throw off the
water. This will prevent the rotting so often
caused by burrying cabbages in the common
way.

The present is a good timeé to plant out
these evergreens where they can be procured
from the borders of woods or swamps within
s few miles’ distance. The only essential pre-

roots, whether frczen or otherwise.

Carrots for Horses.

Tewards the spring, when horses have been
msny months highly fed on corn, they are ex-
tremely serviceable, indeed necessary; during
the winter they should be used sparingly. They
used to be given to race horses in far greater
quantities than they are now, baving the re-
putation of being good for the wind ; but per-
haps the only merit they can claim ia this
respect is that they keep the body cool and
properly opes, by which they conduce greatly
to health and condition, and conmsequently to
clearness of wind. About the same thing may
be said of their claims to produce a fice coat ;
whatever conduces to health does so, consequent-
ly carrots do. Carrots should be given in pretty
long slices ; they are sometimes given cut cross-
ways, this is really dangerous, as borses are ex-
tremely fond of them, and, if at all greedy,
would be very apt to Bolt pieces of them whole,
whieh would be likely to cause pieces of them to
stick in the throat. When firet given they are
slightly diuretic and laxative. But as the horse
becomes accustomed to them, these effects are
not produced. To sick and idle horses they
render corn unnecessary. They are beneficial
in all chronic diseases of the respiratory organs.
In combination with oats, they restore worn out
horses much sogher tban oats alome. They
should be fed raw, in which state the horse pre-
fers them. Some persons give carrots with the
grain, thinking it tempts the horses to eat their
oats, if of delicate appetite ; so they might, if
~erfectly minced, otherwise they will pick them
all out, and the groom may est the oats if he
pleases, for depend on it the horses would not ;
but if we were to make minced feed of them
we should still consider it a very bad plan to
give them with oats; for should the horse get
accustomed to such a mixture he would after-
wards refase his corn without it ; for this rea-
son carrots should be given as separate food ;
and, if bought at a proper season of the year,
by the ton, in the country, they are by no means
an expensive one—though they ~become ex-
tremely so when a coachman can persuade his
employer that they are necessary for his horses,
buys them by the bunch, consumes two of those
in his own family, aund, if he is delicate as to
conscience, gives the third to his horses ; if not,
they cf course all go the same way. Carrots, it
kept in a dry place in sand, will keep a long
time, as in sand they will keep out of doors, if
covered with straw, and then banked up with
earth.—Cor. Prairie Farmer,

handful of sifted wood-ashes in a quart bottle,
and fill the bottle with cider vinegar. It will foem
like & glass of soda ; and it should be given to the
horse that has worms the moment it foams.
I'wo bottles will cure the worst attack of worma.
If much is wasted in giving it to the animal,
prepare the third bottle. Tae first bottle will
geuerally bring the horse upon his feet ; but no
time should be wasted in giviog the second bottle,
for if the worms have time to eat through the
intestines nothing can save the horse. For forty
