When we went to press last week we
had only time to make a brief reference
to the destruction by fire of the Parlia-
ment Buildings at Ottawa. The fire broke
wtintheRudianoomat&SO p. m. on
Thursday, Feb. 3. The House of Com-
mons was sitting at the time, and Mr. W,
S. Loggie, M. P. for Northumberland, N.
B, was addressing the House on the sub-
ject of fisheries, when Mr. C. R. Stewart,
Chief Doorkeeper of the House of Com-
mons, came hurriedly into the chamber
and called out, " There is a big fire in the
reading room ; everybody get out quickly.”
The members in the chamber all escaped,
some of them only very narrowly and
with ipjury. Two ladies from Quebec,
Mesdames Bray and Morin who were
guests of Madame Sévigny, the wife of
the Speaker, were burned, as. were B
R. Laplante, Deputy Clerk of the House,
and three members of the staff. The re-
mains ot the above. six persons were
recovered. Mr. B. B. Law, M P. for
Yarmouth, N. S, was somewhere in
the building at the time of the ﬁre‘ but
according to latest reports his remains
have not been found.

The Parliament Building was almost
totally destroyed, only the walls remain-
ing ; but the Library was saved, with only
slight damage to the contents caused by
water. Mr. R. A. Pringle, K. C, and
Judge D. B. McTayish, both of Ottawa,
havé been appointed a commission to in-
quire into the origin of the fire.

On the
‘whole it may be-said that the supply of
Island grown fruit is disappointing. Of
vegetables the same verdict must be pro-
néunced, although there is hardly a vege}
table that cannot be grown well here. It
is a curious fact that considerable of the
fruit and house vegetables, even late pota-
toes, consumed by Bermudians, come
from America and the West Indies.

Of the trees and shrubberies-the Ber-
muda - cedar predominates.  Nearly all
English flowers and shrubs thrive' well,
the roses and lillies in great variety es-
pecially coming to' great perfection.
Among ornamental trees may be ‘noted
the Poinsettia, Pride of India, Night
blooming Cereus, four varieties of Hibis-
cus, the Bamboo. the Christmas bush and
Castor Oil tree, Plants may frequentiy
be seen clinging apparently to a bare
coral wall and springing out of its soilless
crevices, growth being mainly due to the
moisture of the rock.
