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workingmen. In their fight for the 1lib-
erties of the individual who breaks no
law and conducts himself in an inoffen-
sive manmer throughout, the authori-
ities of Rossland and the province of
British Columbia are

A working man who has temporarily
been thrown out of work by the labor
situation, yvet who clings to the prin-
ciples of his own union, remarked: ‘It
ix a dirty thing for a gang of men to
c¢hase a kid on the street as was done
Saturday, and the parties responsible
should be ridden out of town on a rail.
if that was done in any town in the
Tnited States, the city marshal would
have put a stopper on it in quick or-
der. It doesn’t look as though British
law protected.”

A professional man said after view-

ing the spectacle from a window:
“That is distinctly against the statutes.
Those people are congregating with; in-
tent to disturb the peace and have done
<0 in the most flagrant manner. If
such practices are permitted to continue
we will shortly have a condition of af-
fairs existing here that has not been
witnessed in the province for years.
Things have indeed come to a serious
juneture when men thus ignore a prim-
wry principle of order and decency,
and it is a sorry way of maintaining a
campaign that was heralded with a
Liare of trumpets as one in which the
participants were to be careful 'in ob-
scrving the law.” :
One business man who saw young
Horn dogged through the streets, thus
delivered himself before a party of ac-
onaintances which included the chief
magistrate of the city: “This thing
must stop right here! Had I not seen
the whole affair with my own eyes 1
should never have believed that such
occurrences could take place in this
city. When a party of men hound a
Gecent looking young fellow down our
main strect, corner him in a store and
patrol outside and looking through the
window as though they had a ferocious
seast within, I say it is an outrage on
Jritish freedom and an insult to every
man who observes British laws and
¢ndeavors to keep them. If this thing
1+ permitted to continue the citizens of
s1ossland will be compelled in seif-pro-
teetion to invoke means of suppressing
it and maintaining law and order.”
*A merchant said: “It is humiliating
:o stand here idly and see a young fel-
Lav, his face as white as chalk with
fear, pursued through the streets of this
city as a horsethief would be. I won-
der what my neighbor, who has been
entertained by me with discourses on
the liberty we Canadians boast of en-
joying, will say about this proposition.
The authorities should act in a man-
nor that will stamp out the gpirit - of
{awle¢ ssuess which is beginning to make
its appearance.” %

‘A miner said: “The fellows mixed up
in that burst of damphoolishness are
the men who defeat their own cause.
They do not represent the vast majority
of union men, but they think and act
as though the whole weight of the fight
was on their shoulders. If we could
send a few of them to Loon Lake for a
teov  weeks, better progress would be
made.”

Another citizen said yesterday: “I1t
#ill be gratifying information to every
decent resident of the city to know
{hat the attorney-general has taken
the matter up in his department and
will see that justice is donme.

NEW SCHOOL SECURE

THE CONFERENCE wWITH THE

of 24 hours beginning at 9 o’clock last
night. Under this secorid warrant the
discharge of an important and delicate
duty was placed in the hands of a private

party who was bound by no oath for the [

proper performance of the duty. An in-
dividual known to be engaged in a bit-
ter contest against the corporation on
whom the warrant was to be served was
given extraordinary powers—authority
that should only haw: been committed
to the care of properly sworn and thor-
oughly experienced officers. If the chief
of police was not compefient to make the
gearch single-handed why was not the
name of a member of the city police
fqroe, all good men and true, coupled
Wl.th his? The magistrate’s action in
this matter may have been legal. It was
certainly unusual, to use a mild term.

Under the authority of the second war-
rant issued in connection with the inci-
dent, a private citizen who glories in ihe
fact that he is fighting the War Eagle
company along with the other mining
companies in the camp, was seized with
the authority to enter the premises of
the company and remain there for 24
hours, During this period he ould force
his way, backed by the majesty of thi
law in the shape of a warrant issued by
a justice of the peace, to the private
quarters of the manager or any other
official at any hour .of day or night
within the specified period.-It is barely
possible that a.justice of the peace inay
have such extraordinary authority viest-
ed in him that a private citizen backed
by a justice’s signalture on.a sheet of
blue paper could thus quarter himself in-
a private citizen’s home for 24 hours by
reason of some hastily comstructed sec-
tion of the statutes, but it is not justice,
nor is it equity. For a duly sworn officer
of the law-to have such'authority con-
ferred upon him is; reasenable and to be
expected in certain casés. The cirgum-
stances of this case - would scarcely
admit of even an’ officer of the law re-
ceiving such’ blanket powers, ‘but for a
civilian to be chosen for the task is als
most beyond the limits of common sense.
This feature of the incident was an
outrage. : :

British liberty yesterday in Rossland.
Tnder the new reading that time-honor-
ed institution meams that a score of
men have the right to hound one man
through the principal streets of a Brit-
ish city, under the eyes of officers of
the law, within sight of hundreds of
citizens and in broad daylight. This
spectacle was enacted on Columbia
avenue yesterday afternoon. A more
shameful incident was never, witnessed
under" the shadow of Red mountain,
but decent people will have the satis-
faction of knowing that the disgusted
protests of scores of responsible busi-
ness men will probably result in pre-
venting for all time to come a repeti-
tion of such a scene.

When the 4:10 train arrived from
Northport yesterday afternoon one of
the passengers was an eighteen-year-
-old boy who has been working at the
emelter. He was en route to Trail to see
his. mother, intending to return to
Northport today, which he still intends
to do. The moment he descended from
the coach, a union picket took up his
trail and followed him down town. The
young fellow walked down to.Colum-
bia avenue on Washington street, and
seeing that he was followed continued
to the bridge across the C. P. R. track.
Here his pursuers caught up to him
and turned him back. He came up to
Columbia avenue and turped east. By
this time the actions of the union men
had aroused the interest of every per-
son on the street.

It almost seems as if some malignant
fade is pursuing the B. C. mining indus-
try, and mor especially those districts
on which the attention of British in-
vestors is chiefly centered. Restrietive
legislaltion, followed by labor difficulties,
were succeedd by a fall in the price of
lead, and a hostile attitude from Ameri-
can smelters. The London market then
became temporarily paralyzed through
the collapse of the B.A.C., and now that
the horizon seems somewhat clearer, and
the outlook in khe Ymir:Atlin, Mt. Bic-
ker and Cariboo districts most promis-
ing, labor difficulties recur at Rossland:
On July 1lith the Rossland Miners’
Union decided to call out their men
working on the Le Roi, Rossland Great
Western, Le Roi No. 2 and Kootenay
mines, the raason given being sympathy
with the Northport Smeltermen’s Union,
and dissatisfaction
mine laborers as opposed to that of the
skilled miners. It appears that the min
have no just grievance whatever, and
public feeling is entirely against them.
The managers in charge of the mines
have decided to adopt an UNCOMpPromis-
ing attitude, with the hope of definitely
gettling the question at least for some
years to comik. The struggle is between
the welfare of the Rossland mining in-
dustry and the authority of the agita-
tors in the labor union. Walking dele-
gates and labor- agitators view with
suspicion a conditiom of industrial peace
and contentment, and they have accord-
ingly seized the pretext of the disa-
nt between the officials at the
Northport smielter and the Jocal union
to draw 1,200 miners at Rossland into the
quarrel. An unsuccessful attempt to stir
up strife was made last April, and it
was then clearly shown that the great
majority of the miners were perfectly
sdiisfied with the existing conditions,
nnddiereseemstobenodwbtthatthe
agitators are again in the minority. It
