Mr. Asquith announced that Lieut.-
Gen. Sir Wm. R. Robertson, chief of
staff in France, had been recalled
from France to become chief of the
general staff at army headquartefs in
London, succeeding Gen Sir Archi-

mier said. “is proceeding to an im-
portant command,” which is generally
believed to mean that he is going t>
take command in Egypt. The Pre-
mier said that the men who had been
withdrawn from the Dardanelles cam-
paign would proceed to a new scene
of operations after a short and much-
needed rest. He paid a tribute to Gen-
erals Monro and Birdwood.

NOT ALL ON ONE SIDE.

After repeating that the funda-
mental facts of the war are steadily
growing on the British side, he said:
“There has been in this war an abun-
dance of errors in calculations, but
they have not been confined to our
side.

“So far as we in this country are
concerned—and I know all our allies
are the same—our will has never wav-
ered for a moment, while our fighting
resources, both in men and material,
become every month more ample in
quantity and better mobilized and or-
ganized for the purposes of the cam-
paign.”

He said that rall the allied ' na-
tions hope that the measures they
took recently to bring about co-ord-
ination of plans will be successful,
and that it was satisfactory to know
that there is not one of the allies “who
is not as determined as ourselves to
win the war and to have nothing
whatever to do with separate peace.
but to persist at all costs until our su
preme and common purpose is achiev
ed.”

The Premier said nothing regarding
the figures of the recruiting resulting
from Lord Derby’s plan, but ne
praised Lord Derby’s campaign, and
szid that one of its chief results was
to afford “a strenuous exhibition of
patriotism.”

Replying to Premier Asquith’s
speech in the House of Commons
yesterday, John Dillion said:
“Before we sanction the fourth
million of men we ought tobe told
what is the basis of the government’s
demand. Inno case have the failures
of the war been due to lack of men,
and before th: Government enforces
conscription the men responsible for
these failures must be removed.
“What is the use of sending more
troops to be led by men like those re-
sponsible for the Sulva Bay and An-
zac failures?”

Indus-
tries are necessary and are carefully
safeguarded.”

Germany Tries
To Hide Facts

Suppresses Papers Hhat Would Tell
the Truth About Devastation
of Belgium.

Belgian documents made public in
Washington, D.C., this month have
done much to prove conclusively that
Germany has endeavored to conceal
the murder, rapine and devastation,
which followed her invasion of Bel-
gium. In order that Belgium migh:
not make known to the world the true
conditions existing the German mili.
tary governors of the occupied sec-
tions have gone so far as to suppress
Belgian papers and prohibit the pub-
lication of the real facts.

The real object of the work of sup-
pression is said to keep from the out-
side world the industrial wreckage
wrought by the Germans. This de-
struction of factories, removal of raw
materials, exporting of food and di-
verting of factories to the use of the
German army has left Belgium with-
out support. It practically amounts to
knocking the crutches from under a
maimed man.

Belgium is destitute as a result. The
Belgians remaining at home are with-
out means of earning a livelihood, no
matter how eager and willing they are
to do so. Little wonder, when the Ger-
mans gaze about, they are loath to
let the world know what they have
done. Little children, helpless, soms
of them orphaned by the war, are
starving and perishing in the cold,
| because they have no food and be-
\ cause their elders have no means of
earning the money necessary to buy
the food were it there to be purchased.
| The Belgian Relief Committee is
Cermany’s answer. This committee is
the voice of humanity answering the
murderer of innocents, If the ccnquer-
or cannot be generous, Canada will be,
Already the bags of flour, the cheques
for $2.50, are pouring in and through

It is hardly too mu—;l— to say, sa;/s
the New York Tribune’s London cor-
respondent, that outside of Lancashire
Lord Derby was best known to most

people as a racing man, a member
of the Jockey club; one of those shin-

obloquy. Hc has had, nevertheless, a
varied and distinguished career; both
2s soldier and minister. But whether
in or out of Lancashire he is a man
whom all people trust; whose ability
and character command universal
confidence. The best proof of it is
that the prime ministér chose him, an

Lord Derby as virtually a colleague
has lent ministers the whole weight
of his personality. He is of opinion
that they are trying to do their best
—which was never doubted—and that
their best could not be helped “by
stabbing them in the back.” He sums
up on Lord St. Davids, who had ac-
cused the staffs at/the front for whom
ministers are respomnsible, of high

BY-LAW NO. 1354

of the Corporation of the City
of Brantford

To provide for the sale of a portion
of the Brantford Municipal Railway
System to the Lake Erie and
Northern Railway Company.

Whereas the Corporation of the
| City of Brantford is the owner of the
System of Railway now known as
The Brantford Municipal Railway
System and comprising the Strest
Railway - System within the limits of
the City of Brantford and the line of
Railway from the City of Brantford
through the Town of Paris to the
Town of Galt,

And whereas a Commission was ap-
pointed to manage and operate said
system, and such Commission has re-
commended to the Corporation of the
City of Brantford the sale of a por-
tion of said Railway System:

And whereas it is advisable that
such recommendation be approved
|and that a sale be authorized in-ac-
cordance therewith.

The Murgktipal Council of the Cor-
poration of the City of Brantford
therefore enacts:—

1. That the rails, ties, poles, wires
and other materials owned by this
Corporation and pertaining to that
portion of the said System of Rail-
way between the point to which such
Railway runs in the Town of Gait
and a point distant nine -hundred and
twenty-four feet Westerly from the
Westerly limit of William Street in
the Town of Paris together with the
right and title of the Corporation in
the right of way upon which said por-
tion of said Railway is constructed,
and also the right and title of the
Corporation in the right of way of
the Blue Lake Siding as constructed
(but excepting the .rails, ties, poles,
wires, and other materials thereon
which are hereby reserved by the
Corporation) be sold, assigned, con-
veyed and transferred to the Lake
Erie and Northern Railway Com-
pany in consideration of the sum of
Thirty Thousand Dollars, ($30,000.00)
and of an agreement.on the part of
the Lake Erie and Northern Railway
Company, its successors and assigns,
that it shall and will equip its railway
from its terminus in the Town of
Galt to its terminus in the Town of
Port Dover for operation by electric
power, and that it shall and will from
time to time and at all times here-

tween Galt and Port Dover by elec-
tric power only, and of an agreement
that the said Company, its successors
and assigns, will not operate its Rail-
way within the district in the Town
of Paris known as the Flats and beinz
the district through which the line of
Railway of the Corporation is con-
structed, except for freight traffic
only and upon such further terms and
conditions as shall be approved by
the Municipal Council of this Cor-
poration. .

2. The agreement for sale herein
referred to shall be subject to ratifi-
cation by the shareholders of the
Lake Erie and Northern Railway
Company, and by Special Act of the
Parliament of Canada and to the ap-
proval of the Board of Railway Com-
missioners for Canada.

3. Such agreement for sale and
Indentures of conveyance as shall be
required to convey and assure to The
Lake Erie and Northern Railway
Company the property purchased
shall be executed by the Mayor and
the Clerk of this Corporation on be-
half of this Corporation under the
Corporate Seal thereof.

4. This By-Law shall take effect
from and immediately after the final
passing thereof,
