Tacked to hte 
front door at 9 o’clock was a notice 
which said that it had been closed 
bv order of the Pennsylvania banking ; 
department, and G. H. Getty, bank 
examiner had been appointed tempor- I
ary receiver. .

No statement was issued with the !■;! 
closing notice, but it was known m j|< 
the financial district that the bank 
had been unable to weather the 
storms it has encountered since tha 
failure of James S. Kuhn and W. fc>. 
Kuhn, who were credited with being 
prominently identified with the bank 
in 1914. A run at that time continued 
for several days, but strong interests 
went to its assistance and the doors 
were not closed. The announcement 
this morning came as a distinct shock.

The Pittsburgh bank for savings 
was chartered in 1862 with a capital j 
stock of $300,000. In 1901 it absorb îd 
the Real Estate Savings Bank, and 
in 1908 the capitalization was increas­
ed to $600,000 by a stock dividend 
from surplus. The officers were Pre­
sident W. J. Jones; vice-president,
J. F. Grimes; secretary and treas­
urer A. N. Vogtily.

of Belgium.

Belgian documents made public in 
Washington, D.C., this month have 
done much to prove conclusively that 
Germany has endeavored to conceal 
the murder, rapine and devastation, 
which followed her invasion of Bel­
gium. In order that Belgium migrU 
not make known to the world the true 
conditions existing the German mili­
tary governors of the occupied sec­
tions have gone so far as to suppress 
Belgian papers and prohibit the pub­
lication of the real facts.

The real object of the work of sup- 
pression is said to keep from the out­
side world the industrial wreckage 
wrought by the Germans. This de­
struction of factories, removal of raw 
materials, exporting of food and di­
verting of factories to the use of the 
German army has left Belgium with­
out support. It practically amounts to 
knocking the crutches from under a 
maimed man.

Belgium is destitute as a result. The 
Belgians remaining at home are with­
out means of earning a livelihood, no 
matter how eager and willing they are 
to do so. Little wonder, when the Ger­
mans gaze about, they are loath to 
let the world know what they have 
done. Little children, helpless, some 
of them orphaned by the war, are 
starving and perishing in the cold, 

; because they have no food and be-

All such 
cases indicate a decided tendency to­
ward moral and mental deterioration, 
and they emphasize the urgency of 
greater caution on the part of life in­
surance companies in the assumption 
of risks, especially for large amounts, 
and the justice of a suicide clause 
which adequately protects the inter­
ests of all the policyholders against 
adverse selection during the first year 
of insurance. . .,

The modern increase in suicide is, 
in part, attributable to exceptionally 
convenient facilities for self-murder, 
particularly by poison.
