¢ Bad Man Cashes
§ His Checks

OVIES have been credited
with bringing many youths
to a bad end, and to the list
of their victims must be

added Henry Starr, who died with
,his boots on as a result of an infatu-
ation for the silver screen, as it is
more or less poetically called. It is
true that Henry Starr was not orig-
inally corrupted by the movies, He
was a noted bad man before there
were any movies. Indeed his death
moved the New york Tribune to eall
him the Wild West’s last bad man, a
statement which probably errs on
the side of optimism. But It was an
ambition to rise above the state into
which he had distinguished himself,
that of a bad man on a sweating
broncho, to that of a silk-shirted
bandit in & motor car that was his
undoing. The movies were respon-
sible for this. In one of s inter~
vals of going straight he produced
a film which represente’ him astride
his foaming musiang commitling
various unsocial acts. The fillm was
a flivver. He found that horses had
become what one of Leonard Mer
rick’s characters called “extant” im
80 far as up-to-date crime Is concern-
Modern taste demands a bLigh-
powered car which in its noisiest mo-
ments does no more than purr.

It was beyond the means cf Starr
to acquire exactly such a car, the
brand not being common in Arkane
sas and Oklahoma, but he did con-
trive to lay hands on a battered little
boat, and with three companions he
made a rald upon & bank in Harrie
son, Ark., a short time ago. The
bandfts carried revolvers and con-
cealed their grim features behind
masks. The car drew up in front
of the People’s National Bank, and
the revolver-waving robbers entered.
They backed the few customers
against the wall, and herded the
clerks toward the vault. One of the
officials who tremblingly obeyed the
suggestion of the guns was W. J.
Meyers, a former president of the
institution. he cowered In the
recesses of the vault, he felt some-
thing sinister prod him in the back.
For a moment he supposed that one
of the bandits had assailed him in the
rear, for he recognized the sort of
pressure that was applied. Turning
he saw the muzzle of a rific which
he had put in the vault years before
to meet just such an emergency.

He could not remember whether
the gun was loaded. He supposed
it was, and he took a chance. He
grabbed the weapon and fired at one
of the robbers who was leaning

about him as that of Jessie James
a generation before. He was taken
to the hospital, and lived for four
days, but as the bullet had severed
his spine there was never the slight=
est hope of his recovery, and he pass-
ed away surrounded by his weeping
family. His last words to his son
were “Go straight.” In fact his death
bed could have been no more con-
ventional had the scene been framed
by Grifith or any other. eminent
movie producer.

Starr might be said to have in-
herited the proclivities that made
him a menace for many years to the
law-abiding inhabitants of the states
where he roamed. He was akin to
Cole Younger, and also to Belle
Starr, known as “Queen of the Ban-
dits.” His uncle and his father also
had more than local reputations for
lawlessness, There was Indian blood
in him, and his boyhood was as wild
as might be expected of one nurtured
In banditry. Riding and shooting
came more naturally to Henry Starr
than sequestrating their Sunday
School collection comes to effete lit-
tle Easterners. He rode all the bet-
ter on a stolen horse, and when he
shot he wished to have a
target. How many times in the
course of his eareer he fired with the
purpose of bringing down a man is
| uncertain, So far as {8 known he had
|only one complete murder to his cre-
| dit, but in the course of his depre-
;dallnns his display of firearms was
not less than voluptuous.

He was a couvict at the age of
nineteen, but his hardened com-
panions spoke disparagingly of his
exploits and intimated that he was
In jail under false pretences.

it was not long afterwards that he
shot and killed a detective who met
him on a lonely road. Subsequently
he expressed regret for the act and
Is said to have vowed never to
shoot another man except in self-
defence. The crime made him a
marked man. It also made him a
much feared man, and it is said that
for years he was able to carry on his
bank and train robberies almost with-
out disguise. He drove about the
country in a chuck-wagon with sev-
eral other desperadoes, camped open-
ly in the neighborhood of towns and
defied anybody to arrest him. Even-
tually he was caught off his guard
and arrested. He was sentenced to
three years’ impflsonment for the
murder and ten more years for his
robberies, after a legal battle which
| was carried to the United States Su-
preme Court. After serving nine years
fof his sentences, he was pardoned by
Pro‘fdent Roosevelt, and promised to
go straight, and when he was threat-

with re.arrest for an old
erfme that he had forgotten he once
more took to the highways, revolver
in hand. In & robbery at Stroud,
Okla,, he wrs shot by a hoy and
was sentencd to twenty-five years'
imprisonment. After four years he
was paroled, and then he entered the
movies. Here he was a failure, and
it was in an effort (o break into the
motor bandft class that he planned
the erime that ended his career.

Find Inspiration Under Many Differ-
ent Conditions,

Various are the adventitious alds
| to inspiration of which the novellat
i or poet avalls himsell. Not the least
of them, perhaps, is tobacco, Tenny-
son and Charles Kingsley were pro-
Itfic smokers, and 8ir J. M. Barrie
has confessed that when at work on
A novel he smokes seven ounces dur-
Ing the course of a week.

Maeterlinek, too, always works
with a pipe in his mouth, though he
has long since given up the use of
tobacco, According to his blogra-
