THE PUBLIC LIBRARY

In a letter to Mr. G. W. Beach,
Secretary of the A thens Public Library,
Mr. Colquhoun, Deputy Minister of
Education, calls attentions to the
following report of the inspector :—

“I find that the library has been
closed for some months. The books
are stored at the Post Office in charge
of the former librarian. A wember of
the library informed me that a room
intended for the library had been pro-
vided and that it was the intention to
remove the library to that building,
but want of funds had prevented any
action being taken. The attention of
the library board is called to the policy
of this Depatment relative to libraries
which are not engaged in active work,
viz.--to remove the library after a
reagonable time has been given the
local authorities. I trust that ic will
not be found necessary to resort to such
meagures in the case of the Athens
Library.”

This is a report that calls for prompt
action. While the government will be
loath to remove this valuable library
from the village, we are assured this
will undoubtedly be done if the present

-, < | conditinns are allowed to continue.

A few years ago, the feeling in tavor
of reviving and strengthening the
library was quite general throughout
the village and the efforts of the library
board were backed with money grants.
In the' reorganization scheme then
adopted, a public reading room was
associated with the library. This room
was small, poorly ventilated, uninvit-
ing, and after a few wecks was given
up each evening almost entirely to
more or less noisy children. Tho read-
ing room never met the expectations of
the board in respect to the measure of

public patronage accorded it. The
library had a good membership and a
large number of books were constantly
in circulation, but it was involved in
the failure of the reading room and has
been almost entirely closed for the last
two years.

This failure does not mean that a
well conducted reading room, spacious,
airy, and well lighted, would not be
popular in the village, but just now the
village finances will bardly stand an
appropriation being made for the pur
pose of providing such a room, 8o a
revival of this literary resort need
hardly be expected at present.

The reopening of the library, how.
ever, presents no great difficulties and
would impose only a small financial
burden, so this matter might well be
given immediate attention by the
library board or village council.

It has been suggested that the gov- !

ernment be asked to sanction the divi.
sion of the books between the high and
public schools, but while this would be
wuch better tkan losing the library
altcgether, it would remove the books
largely from general circulation and
should be considered only as a last
resort.

The long winter evenings are
approachine, in  which the library
would be most highly esteemed, and
action in respect to iv should be taken
at once.

Came
one runuing—From this and parzilel ac-
eoun‘s we learn that this man was, (1)
young, (2) rich, (3) a rnler—probably
of a synagogue and possibly a member
of the Sanhedrin, (4) very woral, (5)
humble---he fell at Jesus’ feet, (G} in
earnest—he come running, (7) anxious to
Jearn—he came as an inquirer; but he
was also (1) self-righteous, (2) ignorant
concerning spiritual truth, (3) unwilling
o up his earthly possessions and
prospeets, (4) unwilling 1o
trust ali to Christ. Kneeled—In this he
was showing Jesus great respect and was
recognizing him as a spiritual authority
above ilhe priest or rabbi, Master—-Or
teacher.

KILLS WIFE AND THEN HIMSELF.

Man Fired Two Shots

Chicazo, Aug. 13.—Lake Forest was
the scene of a double shooting last night
when Daniel Winn, a negro, after empty-
ing two chambers of a revolver into his
wife's breast, turned the weapon o
himseli and sent a builet into his brain,
dying a few hours later in the hospital.
It is feared the mother of the murderer
will not survive the shock of the double
tragedy.

The motive for the shooting which dis-
turbed the fashionable suburb is  not
known. It was witnessed by many per-
sons who were in the vicinity of the
Winn home in front of which the shots

were discharged. Jealousy, it is though,
may have inspired the man’s desperate
act, although it is known he was in fin-
ancial straits at the time.

The shooting occurred early in  the
evening while there were many persons
on the streets. Winn, who had been
drinking during the day, returned to his
house early. He encountered his wife
just leaving the premises. He stopped her
and they fell into talk. Neighbors say
that from appearances the two began to

Winn then turned deliberately, walked
a few paces away and, placing the revol-
ver to his right temple, fired a bullet
into his brain.

Passers by who had heard the first
shots reached the walk leading to the
Winn house in time to see the murderer
fall. He was still breathing when they
reached him, but died a few hours after
being removed to a hospital. It was dis-
covered that a life insurance  policy
which he carricd expired twenty four
hours before the suicide on account of
nonpayment.

Mrs. Winn, the aged mother of the
suicide, was prostrated last night when
she heard the news. I{ was found ne-
cossary to summon medical assistance,
and it is feared that she will succumb to
the shock.

Past Grand Represeniative John A. Mac-
donald, of Terento, made am annouace-
ment that at the annual convocation of
the Supreme Orient, held last evening,
the sum of 8150 had been voted to the
fund of the Ontario Oddfellows’ Home at
Oakville, and  §50 to the Oddfellows’
Home at Lockport, N. Y.

After the minutes of yesterday had
been read the matter of selecting the
place of meeting for next year was
taken up and Orillia was unanimously
chosen.

Bro. D. Derbyshire, of Brockville, re-
ported for tke committee on the Re-
bekah degree. The membership is row
4,300. The finances are in a flourisiing
condition, having £7,000 invested and
cash on hand of nearly #4.000. €ne
new lodge was instituted at{ Essex Ccn-
tre on July 29th,

Regarding the burden of sorrespond-
ence in grand bodies, it was reuveived
that a solution generally is to provile
that no official communications be made
with Grand Masters unless throuch tke
medium of the DL D. G. M’s. A fur-
ther regulation might be that no legal
decisions be asked from the Grand Mas-
ter, except on appeal from the decision
of the Deputy Grand Master, to whom
all legal questions ghould be submitted
in the first instance.

Representative A. B. MecBride, of
Waterloo, on behalf of the Committee
on Appeals, reported on the Moore va.
Crescent Lodge case. The committee
recommended that the matter be refer-
red to the incoming Grand Master for
adjudieation. Regarding the claim of
the widow of Mr. Geron against Elec-
tric City Lodge, No. 213, for widow’s
Jbenefits, the committee rgecommended
that clause fourteen of the by-laws of
the said lodge providing for the payment
of widows’ benefits having been amend-
ed, the lodge is not liable for the pay-
ment of benefits.

Some Notable Decisions.

Some notable decisions of the Grand
Master was made by the Judiciary
Committee, of which Past Grand Master
Jobhn T. Hornibrook was Chairmmn, The
cases were:

(1) A lodge. by change of by-laws, al-
tered night of meeting from Wednwsday
to second and fourth Fridays im each
month.

Q.—Ts it legal when meetings are sewmi-
monthly for the official term to remain
semi-annual? A.—Where meetings are
semi-monthly terms must be yearly.

(2) A brother of A—— Lodge had his’
dues paid up to January 3lst, 1906. He
took sick on February 4th, 1006, and on
Feb, 6th, 1906, he paid his dues for the
month of February and March, 1906.

Q.—Ts he entitled to sick benefits for
such sickness, commencing on the 4th
of February, 1906 A.—No, because he
was in arrears for dues when he took
sick.

A Flying Trip to Teulon

Forty miles north of Winnipeg you
come to the stampmng ground of 5,000
Galicians or more. No one knows exact-
ly how many there are. Five thousand

came, but they marry young, disappear
in the woads, and even the census man
has a job in locating them all.

The chief ways of access are via the
Teulon branch of the C. P. R., soon to be
extended still further north into the
woods, or via Lake Winnipeg to Gimli
and other small Icelandic hamlets, thence
overland by pathways which by courtsy
we may call roads.

There are a number of good graded
roads over which the tourist is usually
conducted. There are others that defy
description and require the aporeciation
of experience.

Nor is the whole land Galician and
bush. . Some of it is open with as beaun-
tiful a landscape as can be found in
Ontario. There, are found the farms of
English-speaking settlers, with splendid
buildings, rich land and all the elements
of agricultural prosperity.

The day the writer was there he had
the opportunity of dining at a wayside
Church of England picnic, in a church
grove, where the whole situation re-
called old days in the east with the com-
forts and pastimes of rural districts.

Then within a short distance you
strike the timber, which is chiefly pop-
lar, with some scrub oak. Iere the Gali-
cians are encamped, scattered for miles
in the woods, which are rapidly clearing
and turning into fertile fields. In peak-
roofed log buildings, straw-thatched and
plastered, they live, some clean, some
cirty, some filled with not only foreign
human population, but with what Dr.
Robertson used the call “the pestilence
that walketh in darkness.”

The recent movement of the “Inde-
pendent Greek Church” has produced a
few local priests, who are really presby-
ters, and who hold services which are
well attended in the frame, cross-mount-
ed church by the roadside.

The present policy is for the English
doctor and missionary to keep in touch
with these foreign leaders and through
advice to help keep before these people
the religious and also the Anglo-Saxon
idea of life. i

Among those who are thus soek‘m.g to
teach the swarming hordes of Galicians,
Swedes, Germans and Jews is our own
medical missionary at Teulon, Rev. Dr.
A. J. Hunter, and his assistants in the
hospital.

Teulon is a hamlet strewn along the
C. P. R. track, and is for the present
the nortern terminue of the road, and
half mile around the corner of the coun-
try roads are the grounds of the mis-
sion. "

Considerable has already been done in
the way of equipment, partly through
church donetions, and partly through t}!e
personal offerings of Dr. Hunter and his
mother, who superintends his house.

A hospital has been erected capable
of comfortably accommodating twelve
patients, and, in a pinch, twenty-three
uncomfortably. With its wide verandahs
it. presents a very pretty site from the
road. Near by Dr. Hunter and his
mother have erccted at their own ex-
pense a commodious house as a mission
home.

From this centre the doctor is the
medical adviser and friend of 10,000
people. It is no easy job, for it often
means long drives with no asphalt pave-
ments, but jaunty excursions over log
and stump strewn trails and . through
swamp and bush where mosquitoes n_nd
the innumerable varieties of summer flies
keep one awake in the warm air, or
where the keen breath of the winter
north wind finds out every unprotected

pﬂ'}"th.rough the mission Dr. Hunter and
the nurses are eeeking to gain the sym-
pathy of the Europeans in behalf of
this work. The church has been -moder-
ately generous, but the writer feels that
if the field
;he members of the church would be still
more liberal. I

The cost of the hospital to the
amount of about $6,000 has been met by
the church, but almost all the other ex-
penditure equally necessary has come
out of the private funds of Dr. Hunter
and hig mother.

Our church should know as muc‘h as
possible about this work fmd lend it all
the practical gympathy it can at the
present time, which is the critical and
strategic period in its history.

Some time ago the doctor contracted
blood poisoning in the performance 'oi
duty. It cost him three months in “'3“'
nipeg hospital where for a time hi!fl life
was despaired of. Although .th('. Winni-
peg doctors were very kind it meant a
large outlay for hospital fees and forty
dollars a month for a medical substitute
in Teulon. Dr. Hunter is unobstrugive
and would not publish all he should, but
as a visitor, the writer found out a few
facts that he wishes the church should
know, and his observations made him
feel *hat there are present needs that
are pressing ii effective work is to be
done.

Among them are the following: $1.000
cash for immediate use; assistance in
procuring more land for the hospital and
mission; larger grants for the supply
of drugs. instruments and medical
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boks; an isolation ward and an operat-
ing room.

At preesnt, as the doctor put it, they
operate “any old where.”

A nurses’ home would be & conveni-
ence only to-be appreciated by those on
the ground. There is much need of &
room where the dying could be placed
apart from other patients, and a mor-
tuary chamber is a real and pressing ne-
cessity.

In the near future enormous good
would be accomplished by a school where
Eromising boys and girls could be
rought under direct Christian influence
and sent back among their people as ev-
angelizing, Canadianizing factors. There
are children now in the village school,
boarding at the mission, who are a cre-
dit to any community. If fully trained
in a mission home what a force they
would be among their own people!

The writer who eaw the conditiona
would heartily commend this work to
all interested in what is both Foreign
and Home work.

If it is to be a real aggressive enter-
prise it must be more adequately en-
dowed, and made capable of reaching out
in larger and more aggressive lines of
work. And it is of vast importance that
some such agency should be there, for
we in the West feel very keenly the
force of the oft-repeated statement that
if these people are not Christainized and
nationalized the surrounding distijcts
will be paganized and denationalized and
the Canadian tone be correspondingly
lowered.

WHY CYPRESS WOOD SINKS.

Scientists From Washington Make &
Most Singular Discovery.

Southern lumbermen take great delight
in a story of certain scientific gentlemen
who were sent by the government at
Washington to study the growth and
uses of the baid cypress at a time when
cypress lumber was comparatively new

he market. They went direct to &
{ﬁrgte camp, presented credentials to the
superintendent and watched with minute
care the processes of cutting the timber
and floating it down stream.

Cypress is a light, spongy wood that
grows in ewamps and absorbse wa-
ter readily. The scientific gentlemen re-
quested the superintendent to throw
some logs into the river separate from
the main rafts and followed their pro-
gress down stream in a boat. After
floating south for some distance the logs-
with one accord sank. Much surprised,
the scientific gentlezaen returned and fol-
Jowed another consignment. The phen-
omenon was repeated; at a certain dis-
tance from the camp all the logs sank.

The gentlemen from Washington, being
very scientific, did not think to question
the unlettered superintendent about the
power of cypress to become waterlogged,
but after numerous observations and
much comparing of nptes reported to the
department the stay'ling discovery that
cypress floated north f a certain paral-
lel of latitude and south of X invariably
sank. Of the cause they were not yet
certain, but hazarded the sugg3stion
that it might lie in the rotary mowxiom
of the earth, incrensing in speed as the
logs approached the equator until it
was powerful enough to draw them um-
der.—American Magazine. o

FARMING WITH LESS RAIN..

Finely Pulverized Surfave Enables
to Store Up Moisture.

We are just beginning to learn that
if the soil is cultivated carefully and in-
tensively it can be made to hold water
within itself and carry a storags reser-
voir underneath the growing crop. Finely
pulverizing and packing the seed bed
makes it capable of retaining the great-
est possible percentage of the moisture
at falls, just as a fine sponge of a cer-
tain size will bold many times as much:
water as a coarse sponge of the same
size or as a tumbler full of birdshot will
retain many times the amount of water
that a tumbler full of buckshot will. It
is a well-known fact that water moves in
the soil as it does in a lamp wick, by
capillary attraction.

The more deeply and the more densely
the soil is saturated with moisture the

nore easily the water moves upward in

the soil, just as the oil “climbs up” a
wet wick faster than it does a dry
one.

The problem of evaporation is the
mightiest one hefore the agriculturist of
the semi-arid west. Even if the rrme
gmount of rain fell in Eastern Colorado
as falls in Towa, it does not follow that
as much moisture would be available for
piant life in the former as in the latter
state. Eastern Colorado is a mile atove
the sea, and has a clear atmosphsre erd
intense sunshine. Its atmosohere e,
therefore, very dry and quickly drinks
up the moisture from the soil unliis we
take measures to prevent it. I'his we
do by means of a soil “blanket” called
a “mulch.”

This nicely pulverized surface s res
a two-fold purpose—it revents the
moisture from below, in large micasure,
from evaporating and at the sa.n2 time
keeps the surface in such coudition that
it readily absorbs whatever sudien sl.(w-
ers may fall.

One can illustrate the effect of this
fine soil “mulch,” so far as prevenLng
evaporation is concerned, by p'u:'ng
some powdered sugar on the suefs:e of
a lump of loaf sugar and holding the
latter in a tumbler of water. He will
observe that the powdered sugar will
remain dry even when the lump has be-
come so thoroughly saturated that i¢
crumbles to pieces in his hands.—World
To-day.

TOLL ROAD REPAIRS

Twenty ratepayers of the township
of Elizabethtown asked that the Pro-
vincial Inspector of Toll Roads exam-
ine the tol) road owned by Elizabeth-
town. The request was granted, and
the following is- the inspector’s re-
port :—

To Thos. Pettem, Esq., Reeve of the
township of Elizabethtown :—

Dear Sir,—Acting under the provi.
sions of the General Road Companies
Act and the amendments thereto, on
the requisition of the requisite number
of ratepayers of the Township of Eliza-
bethtown, I inspected the toll road
known as the Victoria Macadamized
Road, owned by the municipality of
the township of Elizabethtown. The
inspection was made on the 20th day
of June, A.D. 1906.

The road examined extends north-
westerly from the Town of Brockville
through the Township ot Elizabeth-
town to Forthton, formerly Unionville,
thence north through the hamlet of
Addison to the south boundary of the
Township of Kitley, a total length of
14 miles.

I require you to to take notice that
this road is out of repair. Section 44
of the General Road Companies Act
specifies that such a road shall have a
firm, substantial and smooth surface—
Firmness and durability are lacking,
owing to improper drainage. In an
undulating country like that traversed

The
escaping water walWg the finer material
from the road bed, leaving uncovercd
rough stones, The southerly two miles
of the road which has been graded and
macadamized is fairly well done.
Better drainage must be provided.
The macadam requires a top dressing
of finer wateriul to make it fit for
pablic travel.

I require you to cause the portion of
the said road from Town of Brockville
to Forthton (formerly Unionville) put
in a proper state of repair before the
fifteenth day of November A D. 1906.
And I require you to cause the portion
of said road from Forthton (tormerly
Unionville) northerly to the no:th end
of the toll road, being at the south
boundary of the Townsbip of Kitley,
put in proper state of repair before the
first day of November, A.D. 1906

On many stretches of tue road, rock
will interfere with the drainage, but
where the nature of the ground will
admit of it, drainage shall be provided
for each side of the road to a depth of
at least 2} feet below the ccown of the
road bed.

The road bed throuahout should be
made about 24 feet wide and should
have a slope from the centre to each
side of at least 1 to 12. The wheel
way throughout should receive a new
dressing of Macadam 8 feet in wi‘th
and 6 to 8 inches in thickness. This
macadam should have a top dressing of
fine material to give the road the re-
quisite quality of smoothness.

Honors are now ‘“‘even” with the
two companies owning the right of
way betwen Athens and Brockville.
Both are up against it good and hard.
The reports mean that the companies
haye not been giving full value for the
toll  they have been taking, and it
might be well for all parties interested
to consider the penalties and forfeitures
provided in the General Road Com-
panies Act (R. 8. 0. 1897) as amended.
Following are the sections dealing with

1 this matter.

“If the company permit or allow
their road to remain out of repair for
toe period of nine months next after
the time fixed by the Inspector ot Toll
Roads, as in this Act provided, to re-
pair the same, the company shall for-
feit all right to their road. and the
municipal council of the county through
which the road or uny part thereof
passes may enter upon and take posses-
sion of the same, and exercise the same
jurisdiction over the same as the road
company owning the road was entitled
to under this act, and the mmnnicipal
council may repair the same in accord-
ance with the award of the Inspector
of Toll Roads in reference to the same ;
and after the repairs haye been made
by the municipal council, may levy and
collect tolls from all travellers there-
on, and possess and enjoy all rights and
powers, and be subject to all the duties
and requirements of this act, in refer-
ence to such toll roads. R. 8. O. 1887,
c. 159, s. 122.

*“In case the municipal council of the
county does not think fit and proper,
within the period of one month next
after the expiration of the aforesaid
nine roonths, to assume, by by-law,
the road for the purposes of repairing
the same, and levying tolls thereon,
the municipal council of any municipal.
ity which would, under the provisions
of the Municipa]l Acts at the time in
force be required to maintain and keep
the road in repair as a common and
public highway, shall be liable to the
same duties as the municipal council
has, or is subject to /in respect to the
public roads within its jurisdiction.”
R.8.0. 1887, c. 159 5. 123,

Preparation of Salads.

As a rule a salad conveys to the
average English mind merely a dish of
cultivated plants, such as lettuce. en-
dive, cucumber, mustard, cress, onion or
radish. Such excellent wild vegetables
as sorrel, dandelion, wild chicory, shep-
herd’s purse, lady’s smock, or even stone
crop, a!l dignified by the name of weeds
are wel! knotwn to our French neighbors
as admirable ingredients of a salad; but
such plants, though growing abundant-
ly in every grassy meadow, are almost
unknown as materials for a salad in
this country. Dressed by the discreet ad-
dition of sound olive oil and pure wine
vinegar, no more excellent adjunct to
the cold dish can be suggested. The oil
modifies and smooths the peculiar flav-
ors of the juices of the plant, while the
vinegar softens the tissues, renders them
more digestible and gives an agreeable
piquancy to the whole. The use of sal-
ads prepared from tender plants by those
who possess mormal digestive powers is
undoubtedly salutary and the conmstitu-
ents of raw green vegetables contain
salts which have a favorable effect upon
the condition of the blood.—London Lan-
cet.

CASHIER TELLS HOW PRESIDENT
. OF CHICAGO BANK STOLE MILLION.

Cashier Got Suspicious of the Many Notes Which
are Now Believed to be Forgeries.

Stensland Told Him He Would Have it Fixed All
Right, but Skipped.

Grand Jury Will Inquire Into the Negligence of
the Directors of the Bank.

Chicago, Aug. 13.—TheTribune to-day
says:

Henry W. Hering, eashier of the Mil
waukee Avenue State Bank, looted by
Paul O. Stensland of over one million
dollars, is in Chicage. e has not been
out of Chicago since Monday morning.
Hering says he will give himself up at
one o'clock to-day and is absolutely con-
fident that he can show to the satisfac-
tion of everyone soreerned that he had
no part in robbing the 22,000 depositors
of the wrecked institution.

From 9 o'clock 11
night a reporter and the cashier sat on
a bench in one of the ecity’s parks. In
these two hours Mr. Hering told the
story of his connection with the bank
from the time of his employment 17
years ago, until he closed his safe last
Saturday.

Hering is insistent in his state-

the bank’s funds. Ile gwears he has not
ties brought to light. He asserts that
although cashier of the bank he was
merely a clerk for Stenland; that all
he did was to carry out Stenland’s or-
ders.

He declares that Stensland’s instrue-
tions were such that there was no way
on their iace of determining that any
crooked husiness was going on; it was
only the culmination of a number of
suspicious incidents and the piling of
note upon mote to carry on Stenland’s
real estate operations that finally made
him morally certain that thievery was
rampant in the institution.

Hering is a heavy set stolid indivi-
dual. He has a good square, honest face,
with gray unwinking eyes that look you
through and through. Last night he had
the repose and calmmness of an innocent
man and the story he told bore every
superificial evidence of being thoron_l:ﬁ.
While defending himself with the ut-
most vigor he made no wild accusations
against Stensland; he simply told what
he said was a plain, unvarnished state-
ment of the riss of Stensland and his
downfall, brought about by a mania for
real estate investments.

Hering swears ke has no knowledeo of
just how and when the notes said to be
forgeries, were signed by Stansland.

“As a matter of fact,” said he, *at
this moment 1 do not know they are
forgerics. The signatures were good
enough to deceive me.”

“Stensland would come to my desk
and say to me: ‘Please make out a ecr-
tain number of mnotes (the number of
which he  would give me) for the
amounta, T then made out the notes and
handed them to him or sent them to
him in the regular routine of business,
Later, generally the next day, they were
returned to me duly signed by varmus
people or at least they had the alleg-
ed sienntures of various people.

‘“Mr. Stensland then ondered me to
place them to the eredit of his personal
account and would then d&raw checks on

kis personal account for the various cn-
terprises which dragged him to ruin.”

“About five wecks ago I determined to
say something to Mr, Stensland. I walk-
ed into his office and said: ‘Now, Mr.
Stensland, you know this indebted-
ness—-—’

“*Were you not more specific as to
‘this indebtedness?” ;

“He knew what T meant, for I hand-
ed him a paper contaming a number of
notes footing up $53,000, which I have
reason to believe should not be among
the asets of the bank.

‘This indebtedness is getting (oo
large. I continued, ‘and it should be fixed
up in some other way, or the bank will
be in trouble.”

“He sat for a moment and then said:
‘Yes, T know, but T have every reason to
believe T will have it all fixed np short-
Iy. T think [ have a buyer from Bel-
mont avenue ard River property; I am
almost certain of finding a purchase- for
the Sehultz property (which is right
across from the bank), and if T ean make
a dicker with Watson and got possession
of the whole of the Paul 0.. Stensland
subdivision T ean sell it in a lump. Don’t
worry, it will all he taken care of.’

“A moment later he said: ‘T have
also had an offer for my Elwood ceme-
tery stock, but T don’t think it is erough
and will sell it for a detter price.'”

Thia talk with Hering evidently was
the thing that led Sternsland to make np
his mind to skip. The next week he
spent a 1ot of time in the directors’
room and in his ewn private office, lock-
ing the door so that he conld not be in-
terrupted.

He worked not only during the day
time. but late at night. He evidently was
casting up the amount he had stolen and
preparing the document which was found
in his safety deposit box last Sunday. In
the letter which his son received, and
which brought on the crash, he stated
that in the memorandnm in the box
would be found a record of his indebted-
ness to the bank, footing up $£500.000 and
also a statement by Cashier Hering of a
further indebtedness of $£530,000, which,
to quote the letter, “IHering says I owe
the bank.”

Mr. Hering admitted last evening that
he had made out this statement, and
that it was the one submitted by him to
his chief five weeks ago, when he made a
demand on Stensland to fix matters up.

May Prosecute Directors.

Chicago, Aug. 13.—Evidence which may
lead to the prosecution of the directors
for responsibility for President Stens-
land’s defaleations, was among .the gen-
eral developments  yesterday touching
the muleted Milwaukee Avenue State
Bank.

It is asserted that they neglected to
enforce even ordinary precautions, such
as would have made impossible Stens-
land’s operations in  fictitions paper.
Stensland never weas required to account
for the vast amours of money which ap-
parently was being borrowed by smalll
tradesmen in the neighborhood, and by
small depositors in the bank. :

SYNDICATE TO BREAK SAGE WILL;

Think Widow Would Compromise¢ Rather Than
suffer Delay in Acquiring Control of Fortune.

New York, Aug. 13.—The latest devel-
opuments in the fight to break the will
of the lste Russell Sage is the forma-
tion of a ayndicate to finance the con-
test, the members of this syndicate to
subscribe to a fund of §25,000 to start
with and meet other assessments as: the
necessitics of the litigation may de-
mand. The movement to form such a
syndicate is progressing secrc Lly. and is
fur enough advanced to make its suc-
cess assured.

The idea of & syndicate to subscribe
funds to break the will originated with
a number of attorneys who hoped that
the collateral heirs would start a con-
test. Only one or two have evidenced
any such desire, and even they are
lukewarm toward the proposition. The
provision cutting off without a penny
any heir who might, directly or indi-
rectly, contest the will has scared even
those most dissatisfied,

In a
grocery he found it on ice and brought it
home. Every bit of the melon, close to
the rind, disappeared. Then Lom lay
down to sleeep.

Lom was awakened soon after mid-
night by cramps and ran tn the Chinese
hospital, where a doctor labored with
him, but to no effect, and in a few hours
Lom fulfilled the prophecies of his old-
school compatriots. He was 51 years old.

UNCLE SAM’S MUTINY.

UNITED STATES NAVY IS QUITE
UP TO DATE.

Sold Clothes and Bought Beer, Got
Drunk and Cut Throats—Punish-
ment Comes Quickly and Will Be
Severe.

Philadelphia, Pa., Aug. 13.—It became
known to-day that five marines are in
double irons on board the receiving ship
Lancaster at the League Island navy
yard, and ten sailors are under arrest as
the result of a mutiny on Monday night,
in which two of the mutinecrs were bad-
ly injured. ¢

A ‘boating party of six privates left
the navy yard and went to ('-lmlcestmj,
where it is alleged they sold their uni-
forms. With the money thus obtained
two half barrels of beer were purchased.
This they smuggled into camp and soon
about a score became intoxicated.

While in this condition the men at-
tempted to leave the yard, and when
halted attacked the corporal. The alarm
was sounded and a general fight ensued,
during which several shots were fired.
Private Burnett, one of the ringleaders,
had his throat cut and Private Kenzy’s
right arm was fractured. After nearly
an hour of fighting the mutineers were
subdued and the principals placed under
arrest.

Yesterday Captain Miller of the Lan-
caster ordered Burnett and Kenzy court
martialled. The trial was quick and al-
though the findings were not made
known, it is said that sentences vary-
ing from one to five years in the naval
prison at Chelsea, Mass., will be the out-
come.

WAS MISMANAGEMENT.

REPORT OF COMMISSION ON BOER
WAR SCANDALS.

The Losses Were About $5,000,000—Sev-
eral Officers and Public Servans
Severely Criticized—Non-Coms. Ac-
cepted Bribes,

London, Aug. 13—The War Oiffice had
issued the report of the Royal Com-
mission which was appointed to inves-
tigate the South African War stores
scandals. While the report acquits the
British commissioned officers concerned
of the worst charges of corruption, it
finds that the lesses, equalling about
$5,000,000, were due rather to grave mis-
management and incompetence than to
fraud.

The commission  criticizes severely
several officers and public servants, and
charges a number of non-commissioned
officers with receiving bribes. It de-
clares the errors were due to deplor-
able and complete want of co-ordina-
tion, and the divorce of interests be-
J tween the different departments of the
War Office.

The Army Service Corps is declared
to have been utterly wanting in busi-
ness training and experience.

“ COWBOY JACK.”

SOME RECENT WORK OF MEMBERS
OF MOUNTED POLICE.

A Bumptuous New Yorker With His Re-
volver Brought Down—Fierce Battle
With “Cowboy Jack.”

Ottawa, Aug. 13.— The Northwest
Mounted Police, who have so far proved
equal to every which has
arisen, are now engaged in taming some
"lawless characters that have crossed
from the side of the line. A
couple of illustrations will show how
they go about the work. At Estevan,
Sergeant Lett went to arrest G. W. Har-
ris, of New York State, for drunkenness
and disorderly conduct. Harris shouted:
“U'll show you you can’t arrest me,”
and at the same time made a pass for his
hip.  Lett grabbed the man and threw
him bodily upon the platform, and took
from him a 38-calibre bulldog revolver,
loaded in all six chambers. Harris was
fined 350 and costs or ninety days, and
the revolver was confiscated.

The other case involved the arrest of
Charles \Monaghan, alias “Cowboy Jack,”
at North Portal. In this operation
Corporal Hogg showed great coolness
and courage, and he was recommended
for & gratuity by Commissioner Perry.
Monaghan had the reputation of being
a bad man on the United States‘side
and was wanted in Canada for carrying
a gun and threatening to use it. Some
of his sportive practices were to hold
up bar-rooms, ride down anyone who
crossed his path, and generally terror-
ize the community. A short time o
Monaghan was at his usual game of

arrived on the spot as the Japanese
reached the shore.

Tooking straight dowr
the cliff, the patrol saw a dozen cr morg
Japanese skinning a great number of
seals which had been slaughtered indis-
ariminately.
