A nurses’ home would be a conveni­
ence only to-be appreciated by those on 
the ground.

Fort}' miles north of Winnipeg you 

come to the stamping ground of 5,000 
Galicians or more. No one knows exact­
ly how many there are. Fix-e thousand
came, but they marry young, disappear 
in the woods, and even the census man 
has a job in locating them all.

The chief xvays of access are via the 
Teuton branch of the C. P. R., soon to be 
extended still further north into the 
woods, or xria Lake Winnipeg to Gimli 
and other small Icelandic hamlets, thence 
ox'erland by pathways which by courtsy 
we may call roads.

There are a number of good graded 
loads ox'er which the tourist is usually 
conducted. There are others that defy 
description and require the apnrcciation 
of experience.

Nor is the whole land Galician and 
bush. Some of it is open with as beau­
tiful a landscape as can be found in 
Ontario. There, arc found the farms of 
English-speaking settlers, with splendid 
buildings, rich land and all the elements 
of agricultural prosperity.

The day the irriter was there he had 
the opportunity of dining at a wayside 
Church of England picnic, m a church 
grove, where the whole situation re­
called old days in the east with the com­
forts and pastimes of rural districts.

Then within a short distance you 
strike the timber, which is chiefly pop- 
lar, xvith some scrub oak. Here the Gali­
cians are encamped, scattered for miles 
in the woods, which are rapidly clearing 
and turning into fertile fields. In peak- 
roofed log buildings, straw-thatched and 
plastered, they live, some clean, some 
dirty, some filled with not only foreign 
human population, but xvith what Dr. 
Robertson used the call “the pestilence 
that walketh in darkness.”

The recent movement of the 
pendent Greek Church” has produced a 
few local priests, who are really presby­
ters, and who hold services which are 
well attended in the frame, cross-mount­
ed church by the roadside.

The present policy is for the English 
doctor and missionary to keep in touch 
with these foreign leaders and through 
advice to help keep before these people 
the religious and also the Anglo Saxon 
idea of life.

Among those who are thus seeking to 
teach the swarming hordes of Galicians. 
Swedes, Germans and Jews is our own 
med'ical missionary at Teuton, Rex'. Dr. 
A. J. Hunter, and his assistants in the 
hospital.

Teuton is a hamlet strewn along the 
C. P. R. track, and is for the present 
the nortern terminue of the road, and 
half mile around the comer of the coun­
try roads are the grounds of the mis­
sion.

Considerable has already been done in 
the way of equipment, partly through 
church donations, and partly through the 
personal offerings of Dr. Hunter and his 
mother, who superintends his house.

A hospital has been erected capable 
of comfortably accommodating twelve 
patients, and, in a pinch, twenty-three 
uncomfortably. With its wide verandahs 
it presents a very pretty sice from the 
road. Near by Dr. Hunter and his 
mother have erected at their own ex-

WHY CYPRESS WOOD SINKS.

Scientists From Washington Make » 
Most Singular Discovery.

Southern lumbermen take great delight 
in a story of certain scientific gentlemen 
who were sent by the government at 
Washington to study the growth and 

of the bald cypress at a time when 
lumber was comparatively new 

to the market. They went direct to a 
large camp, presented credentials to tnr 
superintendent and watched with minute- 

the processes of cutting the timber 
and floating it down stream.

ter readily. The scientific gentlemen re- * 
quested the superintendent to throw 

logs into the river separate from 
the main rafts and followed their pro- 

down stream in a boat. Afterpress
floating south for some distance the log» 
with one accord sank. Much surprised, 
the scientific gentlemen returned and fol­
lowed another consignment. The phen­
omenon was repeated; at a certain dis­
tance from the camp all the logs sank.

The gentlemen from Washington, being 
very scientific, did not think to question 
the unlettered superintendent about the 
power of cypress to become waterlogged, 
but after numerous observations and 
much comparing of ikptes reported to the 
department the stalling discovery that 
cypresé floated north vf * certain paral­
lel of latitude and south of invariably 
sank. Of the cause they xveny not yet 
certain, but hazarded the suggestion 
that it might lie in the rotary moeipn 
of the earth, increasing in speed as the 
logs approached the equator until it 
xvas powerful enough to draw them un­
der.—American Magazine.

FARMING WITH LESS RAIN. I
Finely Pulverized Surfave Enables SaÛ' 

to Store Up Moisture.
We are just beginning to learn that 

if the soil is cultivated carefully and in­
tensively it can be made to hold water 
within itself and carry a storage reser­
voir underneath the growing crop. Finely- 
pulx-erizing and packing the seed 
makes it capable of retaining the great­
est possible percentage of the moisture 
that falls, just as a fine sponge of a cer­
tain size will bold many times as much- 
water as a coarse sponge of the same 
size or as a tumbler full of birdshot will 
retain many times the amount of water 
that a tumbler full of buckshot will. It 
is a well-known fact that water moves in 
the soil as it doe* in a lamp wick, by 
capillary attraction.

The more deeply and the more densely 
the soil is saturated with moisture the 
more easily the water moves upward in 
the soil, just as the oil “climbs up” s 
wet wick faster than it does a dry 
one.

The problem of evaporation is the 
mightiest one before the agriculturist of 
the semi-arid west. Even if the srme 
amount of rain fell in Eastern Colorado 
as falls In Iowa, it does not follow that 
as much moisture would be available for 
plant life in the former aa in the latter 
state. Eastern Colorado is a mile above 
the sea, and has a clear atmosphere end 
intense sunshine, 
therefore, very dry and quickly drink» 
up the moisture from the soil unh-is we 
take measures to prevent it. Vhi* xve 
do by means of a soil “blanket” «.ailed, 
a “mulch.”

This nicely pulx'erized surface e« n e» 
a two-fold purpose—it prevents the 
moisture from below, in large measure, 
from ex-aporating and at the sa.ne time 
keeps the surface in such condition that 
it readily absorbs whatex’er sud ten el-ew­
ers may fall.

One can illustrate the effect of this 
fine soil “mulch,” so far as prevent, ng 
evaporation is concerned, by n'liYng 
some powdered sugar on the surir, mi of 
a lump of loaf sugar and boiling the 
latter in a tumbler of water. Ife will 
observe that the powdered sugar will 
remain dry even when the lump has be­
come so thoroughly saturated that Ü 
crumbles to pieces in hia hands.—World 
To-day.

sions of the General Road Companies 
Act and the amendments thereto, on 
the requisition of the requisite number 
of ratepayers of the Township of Eliza­
bethtown, I inspected the toll road 
known as the Victoria Macadamized 
Road, owned by the municipality of 
the township of Elizabethtown. The 
inspection was made on the 20th day 
of June, A.D. 1906.

The road examined extends north­
westerly from the Town of Brockville 
through the Township ot Elizabeth - 

j town to Forthton, formerly Unionville,
I thence north through the hamlet of 
I Addison to the south boundary of the 
j Township of Kitley, a total length of 
i 14 miles.

British Preparation of Salads.
As a rule a salad convey* to 

average English mind merely a dish of 
cultivated plants, such as lettuce, en­
dive, cucumber, mustard, cress, onion or 
radish. Such excellent wild vegetables 
as sorrel, dandelion, wild chicory, shep­
herd’s purse, lady’s smock, 
crop, all dignified by the name of weeds 
are well knotvn to our French neighbors 
as admirable ingredients of a salad; but 
such plants, though growing abundant­
ly in every grassy meadow, are almost 
unknown as materials for a salad in 
this country. Dressed by the discreet ad­
dition of sound olive oil and pure wine 
vinegar, no more excellent adjunct to 
the cold dish can be suggested. The oil 
modifies and smooths the* peculiar flav­
ors of the juices of the plant; while the 
vinegar softens the tissues, renders them 
more digestible and gives an agreeable 
piquancy to the whole. The use of sal­
ads prepared from tender plants by those 
who possess normal digestive powers is 
undoubtedly salutary and the constitu­
ents of raw green vegetables contain 
salts which have a favorable effect upon 
the condition of the blood.—London Lan­
cet.

The Honey Crop Committee of the 
Ontario Beekeepers’ Association, which 
met in Toronto last week, considered 
that the season’s crop of honey will not 
be over 20 or 25 per cent of last year’s 
crop. In view of this, our chief 
apiarist, Mr. M. B. Holmes, has good 
reason to be satisfied with the harvest 
gathered bv his thousands of busy 
workers. His bees carne through ast 
winter in good shape, but during the 
early part of the season found 
paratively little honey. During the 
last few weeks they have been making 
good, and he is now assured of better 
than 50 per cent of an average yield. 
The shortage combined with the failure 
of small fruits, will increase the price 
of honey, but even at the advanced 
price, all things considered, it is about 
the cheapest table delicacy procurable. 
Mr. Holmes has commenced shipping 
to the wholesale trade and has also a 
considerable local demand to satisfy.
